The Brussels Postenters its right­
eous and indignant protest against 
some Township officials in North 
Huron, who have been found guilty 
of the most dishonourable acts in 
manipulating the voters’ lists. It 
says •

“In one or two townships the as- 
sessors, who are in every case violent 
parfcizans, have prost ituted their office 
to the object of disfranchising men 
who possessed all the necessary quali­
fications required by law to entitle 
them to vote, but whose political 
leanings differed from their own ; 
and have afterwards, on perhaps the 
next lot, assepsfd four or five of a 
fitnily on one hundred acres, because 
the political feeling of the assessor 
and assessed coincided. When the 
assessor did not perjure himself to 
the satisfaction ot' the clerk, that 
official afterwards went over the roll 
and manipulated it to as to best suit 
the interests of the party at whose 
shrine he Was willing to saci ifice his 
manhood, his moral principles, and, 
if needs bo, to peril his hope of sd - 
vation. We do not make these 
charges without having good grounds 
and strong testimony to support 
them, and a glance at the assessment 
roll&and voters’ lists of at least two 
townships of the North Riding will 

. convince any unprejudiced man that 
when we designate thqir clerks and 
assessors as dishonest and perjured 
men, we state that which is true, 
wholly tru’e, and nothing but true. 
During the progress of the contest 
on Monday, many who had voted at 
previous elections, and who still re­
tained the right to vote, were debar­
red from so doing because their 
names hail been omitted by a con­
niving and dishonest township clerk. 
There would be some excuse for 
such action if men of both political 
stripes were hindered from cxercb-" 
mg their franchise. But such was 
not the case : and we are inclined to 
think that under the circumstances, 
the clerk of the township m which 
we witnessed some of the transac-

Messrs. Leslie and McMillan.

▲ by-law was brought in by Messrs. 
Bea and Baymond to appoint an exami­
ner of public school teachers in room of 
Dr. Garbert, and read a first and second 
time.

Mr. Howard brought np the report of 
the County Property Committee. They 
recommended that the petition of Mr. 
Webster, Registrar, be granted, and ihat 
the committee tie authorised to expend a 
•am not exceeding $150 in making the 
improvements. Certain accounts were 
certified as correct, amongst them one 
from Mr. John Anderson, Registrar, 
Arthur, of $106, which included an item 
of nearly $60 for office cleaning. The 
committee oouid not recommend the 
allowance of the accounts of Mrs. Nichols 
and tne Master in Chancery, as they had 
been previously reported on, and no 
farther evidence v\ as furnishr d. The com­
mittee recommended that the Clerk of 
the Peace be paid any sum necessarily 
expended in providing proper offisa ac­
commodation for doouments, <fco., in bis 
charge, but they cannot recommmd any 
payment on account of rent, as they are 
prépara 1 to furnish a suitable office in 
the County Buildings. Theyte com mend 
that the articles asked for by the gaoler 
be purchased for the use of the prisoners.

Mr. Peterson was allowed to address 
the Council in reference to his office ac­
commodation as Clerk of the Peace. 
He said that the late Mr. Saunders occu­
pied only one small room in the Registry 
Office, and that he ( Mr. Peterson) had 
been requested to vacate thi ?. Two rooms 
were abaolute’y necessar)-., with a fire­
proof vault for the preservation of the 
important records in his possession. It 
had been suggested that i e should have 
the room next the County Treasurer's 
office. I tie would-not take it, for it was 
entirely unsuitable and inconvenient. If 
the Council could not find him proper 
office accommodation they ought to pay 
his reasonable demand for the cost of 
furnishing it himself. The papers of the 
late Clerk of the Peace were left in a la­
mentable state of confusion^wing doubt­
less to the want of office room. Mr. 
Petcrfor continued. at considerable 
length to speak on the various bearings 
of the question.

Mr. Howard said he bed no objection 
to amend the report if the Council wish­
ed ; but the committee had considered 
the matter, and he presented that report 
as the report of the committee, ami left 
it with the Council.

Mr. Stevenson thought that tbo 
Council ought not to pay for the clean­
ing of Registry office, and moved an 
amcmltncnt in reference to the matter ; 
but the question was set at rest by Mr. 
Darby, who referred to the statute, which 
appeared to ho explicitas to Ike County’s 
liability.

A petition was presented from the 
County Constables, in reference to an in­

The 
petition was endorsed by the Sheriff.

Mr. Leslie suggested that the petition 
lie over until the June session, as he had 
juet been informed by Judge Macdonald 
that a now tariff was being drawn tip, 
which would probably include increased 
pay for constables.—Agreed to. ^
