The London Times publishes a lstter from
Richmond, dated June 27th, in which the
writer expresses his belief that Grant knows
full well that neither Petersburg nor Rich-
mond can be taken by fightiog, and that he
will make no mere orslaughts on the Confed-
erate’s breastworks, but quietly assume the
defensive.

The Alexandria (Egypt) correspondent of
the Times gives the particulars ot a quarrel
between the American Consul and the Egyp~
tian Government. An American, in erecting
a stearn engine, partly destroyed an aque-
duct for supplying the town with water.
The Consul, on being applied to by the au-
thorities, stopped the works, but subsequently
permitted them to-proceed. The Government
then forcibly interfered, and ejected the men
from the works. The Consul thereupon de-
manded a satisfactory apology for the insult
to the American flag. He refused to accede
to the proposal that each party should send
an engineer to inspect the alleged damage,
agreeing to abide their joint decision, and
threatened to strike his colors unless satis-
faction was given in 24 hours. Accordingly
after that time elapsed the flag was hauled
down, and a despatch from the Govercment,
which arrived almost immediately afterward,
was returned unopened. The Consul bas
telegraphed to Constantinople, and the mat-
ter rests for the present.

THE VOTE OF CENSURE.

NEW HOLY ALLIANCE'!

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE IN HAMILTON—LOsE $80,4
000—TBE WORK OF AN INCENDIARY.

Aboat three o’clock a. m., on the 10th in-
-stant, the citizens were aroused by the omi»
wmous clang of the fire~bell, and a glare of
light, bright-as noonday. The blaze indica-
ted the locality, and left no doubt in the
winds of the beholders that the egtensive
works of Edgar & Melville were on fire.—
Fvery one turned outto lend their aid in
confining the raging element to the premises
‘where it first originated; to save which, or
-any part thereof, was utterly impessible They
were successful in saving the meighboring
property to -an extent that the proprietors
were 80 far insured as tc secure them against
any Joss. . The fire was doubtless the work of
an iaciendary. ' It broke out in the' centre of
the main  building, and a considerable dis-
tance from -the -furnace. The bands.bad
Jelt'work on Saturday aftérnoon at 4 o’¢lock,
being eleven hours belore the fire. From the
irst it was evident that no buman power was
sufficient to save any part of the préemises as the
materials were of the mest combustible
sharacter. The works carried on were a
cooperage, sash, blind and door factory,
K ining, carpenter and cabinet work and

ksmithing ; oils, varnishes, paints were

stored inside, adding greatly 1o the inflamma-
bility of the establishment. In about a quar-

ter of an hour after the first appearance of

the fire, the whole immense building was a
waass of flames, and firemei and citizens were
doing their best to saye the neighboring pro-
perty. Edgar & Melville’s stock was low
compared with what it was a few months
ago, yet their loss amounts to $80,000 less
$15,000 insurance. : They have lost in a few
-minutes the labor of years. Few tradesmen
«can bear such a disaster.and unless assisted by
their wealthy neighbors the poor fellows will

There is such an absence of
Jolicy about this movement, that we can
scarcely credit that an' experienced man like
His Excellency would give it his counten-
ance. It is one of those essentially foolish
blunders that always defeat their object ;
because men whe were in favor of accepting
the Crown Lands—at least so soen as the
Hudson’s Bay question would be settled—
will be paturally suspicions that all is not
right, when such inconsiderate haste is ured
in the attempt to force them on the people
of the colony.

LATER FROM = SOOKE.

The pews from our Island diggings con-
tinues to be as gratifying as could be wished.
The miners on Leech River appear to be
thoroughly satisfied with their prospects, arid
are busily 'occupied prepariog sluice boxes for
washing, and babitations for the coming win-
ter, and the prevalent.opinion amongst oldand
experienced hands is that the Sooke.gold
fields will offer a most lucrative source of em-

ployment_for years te eome. We hear of
-one Cariboo miner offering to wager $500
that in the course .of twelve months the yield
of our Vancouver Island diggings. will
exceed that of the world-renowned Cariboo,
while another Caribooite dec'ares that he
would not exchange his claim on Leech
River for a well known claim in which be ig
interested on Williams Creek. Last night
Mr. J. W, Keyser of the Wake-up-hke
Qo. retorned to Victoria, bavingin his pos-
session about 30 ounces of splendid cearse
gold, while aocther man had about 17
ounces.

Rumors of fresh strikes reach us from vari:
ous other sources afferding every reason to
treasure the belief that fields as rich as those
at present being developed will be opened
up befere the lapse of many days.

From Mr. Buddevent and others, who re=~
tarned on Thursday by the steamer Enter-
prise, having left Leech river at 6 a. m. yes«
terday, we have the following :

‘JOTTINGS FROM SOOKS.

We have beem favored by Dr. Walker,
who, with & few others, has been lrﬁemng
through a portion of the Sooke distri é with
the following notes of his trip : i

Arrived at Sooke on Tuesday the 9th, and
started from Muir’s ; course W. N.; found the
country thickly wooded with very close and
heavy brushfconsisting of sallal, fir, thorn,
cherry, and young timber,in places almost
impenetrable, compelling our party to break
down the brush bodily in order to make any
way: country graduslly rising to a rocky sum-

tiny stream of water about 2 miles sut; made
about five miles and camped at 6:80p. m.
No water to be had, although a deep cafion
with old stream bed was quite bear us.
Started again next morning over a graduoally
descending country, not very closely timber—
ed, but containing many splendid trees, well
adapted to spars and maste—many of. them
would be very valuable in Her Majesty’s
dockyards. Came t0 a stream running to the
southward about 9 a. m., and quenched our
thirst which by thia time had been welknigh
insupportable. The bed of this river was
abeut 20 feet wide with a probable rise of 4
feet. Bed rock slate, with superimposed
conglomerate, consisting of rounded pebbles
aod pudding stomes—no gold. . Continuing
our course for half a mile erossed another
stream ranning in the same direction as: last
with similar formation, most likely a fork of
the main water falling into Sooke river. From
this point our course lay over a.rough broken-
up country, gradually rising to the defile
in the mountains which we entered travelling
on the rocky ridge which forms the centre of
the gap, which was flanked on both sides by
a deep eafion, that on the north side having a
small stream running to the eastward. - This
rocky ridge gradually increasing in height,
at five miles ‘from the opening of the gorge
trended to the northward, whilst the southern
cailon continued its course for 7 miles, when
a lake about 1000 yards long and 250 yards
wide appeared. This lake has precipitous
sides, its banks beiny east and west, very
deep, with quantities of fish and some ducks.
We ascended one of the mountains on the
right bank’over 4000 feet high and had & view
of the country for about 50 miles. Saw H.
M. S. Derxastation entering Sooke harbor.

Our view comprehended Victoria, Fuca

Straits, with the Olympian raoge, Saaniob,
the different course of Sooke, Leach, @nd
other rivers. Camped for the night, and next
mornidg struck Sooke river, abont 314 miles
below the forks. The country through which
we travelled abounded with deer tracks, three
were seen, also, bear, panther, elk, and wolf
trugcks were numerons; some grouse were seen®
The scenery was grand,rugged 2nd pieturesqre
in the extreme and would have delighted the
heart of any true landscape painter.  The
light and shade with varying purple tints in
the evening would vie with lEe finest views
of the West of Scotland. Our stay at Leech
rivar has convinced us of the reality of the

auriferous character of the distiict. Ffom

our diflerent points of view the waters of
Cowichan, Saanich, Leech, Inda, &c., seemed
to head from- similar ranges, and led ‘us to
suppose that all. of them'wonid be found to
be more or less gold-bearing,

i The character of fhe gold which we obe

tained ourselves or saw taken out u%n

us with the ‘richness and value of the Fiver,
and foreed us to believe. in the: extreme ‘i~
portanes of those diseoveries. - Witbout doubt
the gold has come from the head waters, and
not from the banks of Leech river—which is
really Sooke river—the character of the banks
beinig 'in no wise diflerent from thag. of the
bed ‘of the stream, which is composed of
slate with the oceasional layer of quartz lying
inclined and running a little to the south-
ward of west. The river at one time had a
large quantity of detrifus on its surface; but
time aad a rapid water power has pretty

posited in the natural riffles of the rocks, or in
other words, natire bas ‘taken to itself the
fanctions of a.ground-sluice, bars being the
only place in which pay dirt and gravel in
small quantities remain. 'The immense
boulders lying in the bed of the stream bear
evidence of the immense flood of water which
has at one time rushed down from the moun-
tains at the head. The rise of the stream is
scarcely everas muchas 10 feet.  Gold in
size from 2 dwt nuggets to that of extreme
fineness preveils.We buve in vain made search
for silver, altbough we doubt not that ores of
that metal will uitimately be discovered; iron
pyrites is very scarce, and quartz boulders
are frequently to be met ‘with. Our return
journey was from. the mouth of Leech river
to Langford Lake, which we reached in 814
travelling hours, over a densely timbered and
thickly underwooded country. We have no
doubt that the trail from the Britannia claim
is a preferable one, as it would ‘e almost im
possible to make a passablegtrail by the
eourse which; wé pursued which was east
by north from the Commissioner’s tent,bring=
ing us out 114 miles from Peat’s.

CARIBOO LETTER.

[FROM OUR SPROIAL CORRESPONDENT.]

RicHFIELD, Aug. 8th, 1864.
. Whern a regular correspondent sits down to
write his accustomod letter, he must always do so
with fear and tremblin%. lest the usual words—

‘¢ since my last,” or ¢ little has occurred lately,”
should find themselves leading like a forlorn hepe
a whole battalion of words, strong and dangerous
only in the number of their syllables. As this
time, however, there is no moat in front to fall
into, but a clear and open field, with no enem
save Johnson or Murray to centend with, I shal
at once give your readers an account of what has
been credited to Master Time during the last six

ys.

, The dinner given at the *“French’”’ oh Thursday
last by the miters, in honor of the Governor’s ar-
rival on the creek, occupies a prominent place.—
His Excellency kindly accepted the invitation,
and afrived with his suite at the hour appointed.
Mr. Justice Begbie, Mr. Commissioner (’Reilly,
Rev. Mr. Browne, Rev. Mr. Browning, Mr. Mo-
berli, Mr. Mathew, were invited as guests.

The tables formed three sides of a square. The
chair was occupied by the member for the district,
the Hon. James Orr. His Excellency sat upon
his ng_ht, and Mr. Justice Begbie upon his left.—
‘The vice-chair was filled by Mr. Walkem, and the
second vice-chair by Mr. Heseltine.

Amengst those present were Messrs. Kingston,
Laumeister, Grier and Steele, who composed the
committee; and Dr. Black, Dr. Howard, Messrs.
Rugsell, Newfelder, Hard Curry, Dunlevie, S. A.
Smith, Wadham, Edwards, Polmire, Ericsson,
H'npe; Perrin, Nelsoh, Tuomy, Guﬁeld, Frank
Richards, Oppenheimer, Straus, Kurtz, Pierce,
Br'iant, Devine, Rose, Pin, Oliver, and Harrison.

he bill of fare was a rare one, indeed, for Cari-
boo, and wouldhave vied with anything produced
by the ‘“Trois Freres” of the Palais - Royal, or by
“Veéry,” of Regent street. The fame of Driard,. of
Victoria, has been completely eclipsed. ¢ Beans
straight,” and “‘a square meal,” are dishes of the
past, and instead thereof, we had choice soupsand
mountain trout ; entrees of every variety, and
dishes exquisite to  the taste—old acquaintances
of the gpicure—with new names. Ox-tail soup
appeared as * tailings;” fricandeau-de-veau, as a
¢ rich prospect;”" roti-de-beeuf, as ¢ pay-dirt;”
green peas as ‘‘ wash gravel;’”’ choice jelly, as
“slum-gullion.” The digestion of these rarities
was assisted by Eugene Cliquot, and the reports
of corks, for ten minutes at least, resembled pla-
toon firing. After such a feast, then came the
flow of soul:

The toasts were given as follows, by the Chair :

¢ The Queen,’’—received with loud cheers.

¢ The Prince of Wales and Reyal Family,”—
loud cheering.

¢ His Excellency the Governor,”—This toast
was the signal for prolonged cheering.

His Excellency in a happy reply stated amongst
other things that his visit had afforded him great
pleasure as well as a vainable amount of practi-
cal information ; that were it not for our Indian
difficulties he would have remained in this portion
of the colony for some time, as the great wealth
and interests of the community were centered in
the mines, that the road from Quesnelle Mouth
was, to use a mild phrase, simply abominable;
and that he would cause thatportion of our com-
munication with the lower country to be at once
put in good order. That great room for improve-
ment in the postal department still existed, al-
though much had already been done to effect it.
He also adverted to the necessity of providing for
the miners & good library -and reading room,
where they might profitably spénd their long win-
ter evenings. He stated thathe was 2 miner him-
self, having *‘ prospeeted” some of the claims on
the creek, and found in one case $50 to the pan.
That if all prospectors were as successful as him-
self, no one would leave Cariboo with an empty-
purse. (Great laughter.) He hoped that his

rospect had not been *¢salted.” (Uproarious

anghter and cheers.) However, he was surethis
could net have been done, because he dug out the
dirt himself from an almost solid wall of clay.
After some further general observations, he
thanked the gentlemen present for their kind re-
ception, and sat down amidst great-sheering and
chords by all present ‘¢ For he’s a jolly good fel-

w,’? .

I have not attempted to report His Excellency’s
speech in an{thing like even general detiil as ad
post prandial memory has proved a treachercus
one. i X

The next toast, ‘‘ The. Legislative Council,”
was given by Mr. Walkem. He stated that he

. was sure if this toast were redeived with as much

pleasure as 1t was proposed, it would provea
most gratifying fact. It would please the repre-
sentatives, the represented and the lawyers—but
especially the last. They owed a debt of grati-
tuge to the Coancil for the able manner.in which
they had legislated in their behalf. Many of the
ordinances made ‘‘the glorious uncertainty of the
law’’ still more uncertain, and as often as a doubt
arose’ the gentlemen of the bar got the benefit
pecuniarily of that doubt. (Great laughter.)
After referring to their assiduity and disinterested
devotion to their duties during the last season, he
called for three cheers for the Council which was
heartily responded to.

The Chairman rose and said, ** What has fallen
from my learned friend is quite true, but our
Council is only in its infancy. With time we may
be expected to improve—(Judge Berie. in a loud
whisper)—""It is to be heped so.’” (Laughter.)
Our duties have heen arduous and we have en-
deavored faithfully to perform them. How far
we have succeeded we must leave to our constitu-
ents to judge. Mr. Orr then sat down amidst
great cheers, 3 :

Mr, O’Reilly then rose. He said that an attaek
upon the Council from a quarter whence he least
expected it had been made. Unfortunately the
attz ck succeeded, for legislation was new to every
member of the Council. He hoped, however,
from their past experience and the . practical
knowledge which was being gathered every day
that the future would show a very decided im~
provement; and that with that improvement, the
colony should have good reason to be satisfled,
the miners grow rich and the lawyers ngt less
rich than they deserve to be. Three hearty cheers
were given for Mr. O’Reilly.

Dr. Black rose amidst cheers, and as member
‘for West Cariboo, followed the other two gentle-
men, and made the same defence. ]

Had the miners assembled been a jury of their
country to ¢ well and tml{l try,”” &c , their repre-
sentative, I think that the charge would have
been scouted and a verdict of acquittal given
without leaving their wine.

¢ The Bench and the Bar ” was next proposed
by the Chair, and was well received.

Mr. Justice Begbie, on behalf of the Bench,
complimented the miners on the state of tran-
quillity which had reigned for a long time past,
He believed that fhey were a law-abiding com-
munity, and the labors of the Bench were, owing
to this fact, much Yighter than might have been
expected, Both Mr. O’Reilly and he felt this,
and for which he must thank the miners : he could
not forget how much was due to the gentlemen of
the Bar for their assistance in alleviating the
burden, which might atherwise have proved most
onerous and irksome. 'After some further re-
marks he satdown amidst vociferous cheering, and
a chorus by the company; ** For they are jolly good
fellows.” A 5

The clergy was next proposed by the Vice-Chair.
The Rev. Mr, Browning for his part felt the com-
pliment of the toast as well as of the invitation.
He said that the life of a clergyman, as stated by
the Vice-Chair, was full of hardship and toil, with
however the great reward of knowing that the ob-

ject and aim in view was to do good. As for him- '

self, he did not deserve -the very flattering en-
comium which had been pas: ed upon the clergy by
the proposer of the toast. He, hoped that those
present would, howe ver, look upon the perform-
ance of his task with a leaven of charity. He had
heard much about the roughness of miners, but
such a characteristic be could not discover to be
theirs. He would in fine thank the committee for
their kind invitation to such an agreeable repast,
aud for the still kinder manner in which he had
beén just now referred, to.

Mr. Browning, on behalf of alarge class of the
Protestant community, thanked the eompany for
the kind manner in which the toast had been re-
ceived. He bad much pleasure 1n thanking the
committeé for the infitation, as they had afforded

him the opportunity of Yeihj present upon an oc-
easion so auspicions. The gov'erliot‘l atrival had
given new life to all, and ke Ho{oﬂd that a step s0
wise in the present would prove but the Barbinger
of good in the future; The two latter gentiemen
were much cheered.

“The Army and Navy '’ was next proposed by
the Vice-Chair, who stated that he felt that he
ought to be particularly eloquent as though he had
not a Nelson on his right, he had a Cooper, who
was well known, and a great fayorite in Both
colonies. The ‘toast was received with great
cheers, and Lieut. Cooper, R. M., responded i
his happiest vein. His remarks were highl
propriate, and welgg greeted with loud applause.

“Qur Foreign Friends >’ was next proposed by
the Chair, and responded to by Mr. Garfield; on
behalf of the Americans, and by Mr. Laumeister”
on behalf of the ns. It is useless for me'to
attemgt to give you any literal idea of the speech’
made by Mr. Garfield.”” In neeessarily introducing’
language of my own when my. memory failed,
should be afraid of creating an unfavorable im—
pression of what proved to be the speech of the
evening. Mr. Garfield’s eloguence did honor to
the country which he represented, did honor to
himself, and did honor to the occasion. 3

Mr. fmuneister arose and said * If *brevity is
the soul of wit,” I shall be the wittiest of men,
for I shall be brevity itself.

I always listen with doubting ears to re-
ports in and about gold districts, it saves me
much disappoiniment, and gives me no time
to indulge in the expensive luxury of fretting,
which so many seem to consider so abso-
lutely ~necessary to their existence. This
leaves me [req to see and belicve what is true,
and freely to express it. -

After strcling from the mouth of Leech
river 1o the North Fork with two comp: nions
David Ogilvy and Henry Péarcy, we de-
termined to start up the north fork, and after
several days hard toiling and prospectiog in
the river and along the mountain streams,
we reached about ten miles up the stream and
found the river running duc east. The coun-
try, as far as we could see, was a succession
of mountains and mountain streams, presznt-
ing the same appesrance in its boulders, bed
rock, soil, and timber, with this difference
that quartz boulders increased in size but di-
minished in number, The bed rock here as
every where else in the district is cambrian
slate roek, altering in some cases to micacious
shale. The cleavage of this 10ck rens up
and down the stream, only im one or two
cases does it run across the stream, hence its
power to stop washed gold is immensely de-
creased. That gold is .washed down the
river is certain and if in many parts and es~
pecially immediately above the mouth of
Leech river this cleavage runs across the
stream or if tLe bed rock is decomposed, the
claims are tolerably .certain to turn eut rich
pay. This I dare to affirm will appljy to
Sooke river also. In the Wake up Jake
claim, where I saw them taking out more
gold than anywhere else, this is strongly: il-
lustrated. ' The bed rock is decomposed and
mixed with a_ stiff blue clay. The boulders
on all the streams may be classed under the
head of grey trap-——higher up, green trap is
to be found. The Soil is so scarce upwards
that a prospecting pan is of little use. There
is, however, in the mountains an abundance
of quariz,and in some spots I have more
than one reason for believing that it is of an
auriferous character. Deer and bears are
numerous and a few elk. The quartz seekers
must be prepared te find a very difficult
country.

With regard to the success of the miners
here, I believe it is as in most cases, the mi-
nority only are successful. Most men un=-
derstand that as a business, mining is the
most unsuccessful thing under heaven, but
where one man finds ‘geld twenty will try.
Many are making $5 per day and some
more. Takiug into account the extent of the
soil at present worked, there is no reason for
despair. I expect to see every bar on this
and on Sooke river thoroughly pros-
pected. Many companies are busy making
sluniee boxes and building better shanties—
there is already one pump at work and others
on the way up. T

At presént the forest for miles around is
on fire in mdny glaces, and one is constant-
alarmed, day ahd night, by the falling of
burnt timber.  Many hair breadth escapes
are seen and told of, and miners have been
compelled in the middle of the night to shift
their quarters.

Provisions have lately diminished in price,
and are now to be bought very reasonably
considering the nature of the country.

Ward’s provision store is the first on the
Creek, and the business doing is satisfactory.

There is a great deal of dissatisfaction ou
the Oreek respecting the mining laws, and
the administration of the same. Of this
more in my next.

EARL RUSSELL'S EXPLANATION.

The following is the pith of Earl Russelly
speech in the.House of Lords on the ques-
tion of English aid to Denmark :—

The French Government sees very clearly
the dangers to which France might be ex-
posed by interfering, but it says at the same
tinte that it would be an easy operation for
England ; that Eogland, with her naval pow-
er, might add most materially to the strength
of Denmark and assist in bringing the war
to a eonclusion, There are many considera-
tious whieh induce me to arrive at a different
conclusion. ‘I‘cannot baut think, in ‘the first
place, that we shoald suffer perhaps. consid~
erably if our commercial marine was expos-
ed to depredations such as might take place
in the event of our being at war with Germa-
ny. That is one consideration which ought
not to- be overlooked. Baut there are other
considerations of still grfater moment. One
is—Would your interference bring the war to
a conclusion 2 Without giving military aid
comld you recover Schleswig and Holstein,
and even Jutland from the Austrian: snd
Prassian forces? Well, my lords, we have
for a long time_ in our conduct of foreign af-
fairs shown great ferbearance and patience.
I think we were right in being forbearing,
and think we were justiffed in being patient.
But if our honor or our interests or the great
interests of Earope should call upou us tc
interfere I think sach interference onght to
beiclearly effectual, as nothing would more
tend to- diminish the inflsence of this coun-

‘that while we were predominant at sea, and
that no Aastrian or Prussian ships of war
could venture to leave port, yet at the same |
‘time our interferenee could not insure, as we
hoped it would, the safety of Demark, nor
lead to a speedy termination of the war,
But, my lords, the pogition and influence
of ' this ~ country. with regard® to foreign
countries, ought .to be * fully considered. by
and by the country. and
‘we have great interests with multiplied com-~
plications arising from varions connections
and' various treaties with every part of the
world. - It'is no longer a question with re-
ference to the balance of power in Europe.
There aré other parts of the world in which
onr interests may be.as deeply involved, and
in which we:may bhave, some day or other, to

‘I miaintain the honor and -interests of this

counntry. - The civil war now raging in Ame-—
ri¢a, ending how it may, whether by the es=
tablishment of an independeént repubjic in the
Sonth, or whether it ends most ‘unexpectedly,
as it would be to me, I 'confess, by restoring
‘the Union, stifl the United States of Ameriea
or the Northern States, or whatever they may
be called, will then be in a totally different
position'to that they were in a few years ago.
A great army will then be maintained by
the United States. é formidable navy will
also be kept up. Our relations with that
Power are liable at any moment to inter-
ruption.” I hope and trust that our friendly
relations may be maintained ; still those re~
"lations must be considered and kept in view
as well as our interest in the maintenance of
the balance of Power in Europe. Look at
other parts of the werld. ~Look at the great
commerce which has grown up in China,
where it is necessary for us always to main-
tain & congsiderable naval force to proteet it.
Look at our immense possessions in India and
see how necessaiy is_ig that they shoald be
congidered atalltimes, As a question, there-
fore, of peace or war, whileit is very probable
that this country with allies could carry on a
war successfully, yet when it comes to be a
war o be carried oa by England alone theie
are other contingencies to be looked at, and
the position of this ceuntry is to be considered
with reference not to Europe alone, but with
reference 1o out interests in every quarter of
the world.
