It has reached o.r ears
that your government is contemplating an
interchange of commodities with some sugar-
growing country, Cuba and Brazil be-
ing named, and we would suggest to
gm}o chamber, with all due deference,
the Consideration, whether the requirements
of your people now and in the future may not
be met mor- easily by a British colony rather
than by a foreign country, the point of depart-
ure being a basis of mutual advantage. As
you are probably aware of late yearsa large
portion of our produce found a ready sale in
the United States, but this year that market
Las offered small induecement: for the dispo-
sal of our sugars, and the prospect in the
future of its rexiev}.ng us of our surplus pro-
duce is decidedly unfavorable. The West
India colonies in the existing treaty be!ween
Great Britain and the United States are not
included in the most favored nation clause,
and it does not appear from the present politi-
cal outlook that things are likely to have this
privilege extended to them.

The Premicr of Canada.

The following bit of original and valu-
able biography is going the rounds of the
United States press: Sir John Macdonald,
the present premier ‘of Canada, is said to
have started in life as a bootblack in Glas-
gow. Ie emigrated to Canada at an
early age. When only 18 the daughter of
a wealthy Canadian felbin love with him,
and he ran away with her to-a clergyman,
who consented to marry them., The
bride’s father, after a time, forgave their
escapade and staited him in business,
Thence he drifted into politics, and
displayed so much shrewdness that in
a short time he was a leading member of
the ministerial party in the dominion par-
liament. -His chief opponent is the mem
ber from St. Johns, Mr. Blake.

A Blaze at Brockville.
BROCKVILLE, Aug, 20.—About 10 o’clock
lagt night an’alarm of fire was given, and
the brigade was soon out in full force.

SERIES OF BURGLARIES AT BELLE-

Factorymen
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Cleveland and Butler.,

It has been said that Butler was very
anxious to see Cleveland’s letter of accept-
auce before coming out with- his own.
Having, as some believe, got tired waiting,
he gave his letter to the press on Mopday
pight. Cleveland’s letter quickly followed,
appearing in the morpiog papers on
Wednesday. It looks as if Cleveland’s
address had been purposely delayed, in
order that he and his friends might first
see whether there would be anything in
Butler’s specially requiring to be an-
swered.

As was to have been expected, the bar-
den of Cleveland’s address is—the misdeeds
of the republican party. That party has
been in power for now nearly twenty-four
years, but say that we leave out the years
of the war, and three more as having con-
stituted an exceptional period, there wounld
remain sixteen years, or four presidential
terms, viz: Grant’s two terms, Hayes’
one term, and ‘the term not yet ex-
pired, filled partly by Garfield and
partly by Arthur. It need not be
very surprising should clever democrats
be able to pick out of the long record of
republican rulea good many rather “fishy”
transactions. The mine is unquestionably
a rich one in its record of corruption, job-
very and down-right swindling on the big
scale. It has been well and diligently
worked by the democrats, and Mr. Cleve-
land, without going into details, charges
the republicans with having during their
long lease of power shamefully betrayed
the nation’s trust.

The republican party came into power
as the party of great moral ideas, but since
the war they have done more to lower the
standard of public morality than to elevate
it. But the charge of low political moral-
ity cuts both ways. It would reqaire the
extreme of Arcadian simplicity to believe
that the democrats,had they been in power
as long, would have behaved a bit better
than the republicans did. w

Butler’s address is ‘directed straight to
the workingmen, whose special candidate
he professes to be, The main planks of
his platform are protection, anti-monopoly
and the rights of labor. On the first and
second of these issues Cleveland speaks
plausibly, but with evident hesitation; on
the third he ventured to expand a little.
On these intensely popular issues, how-
ever, his sentences look like mere “‘glitter-
ing generalities” beside Bautler’s sharp-cut
statements of what it is that the working-

me& want.

eveland was doubtless well-advised
when he cut his address short, and con-
fined it to genmeral statements. ‘‘Least
said soonest mended” is probably the
maxim best suited to his case. All the can-
didates are now before the people, on their
own showing, and the campaign will now

. begin in dead carnest, Whether hot waves
or cool waves prevail most in the aerial
ocean above and around us, there will be
some hot work ov.r the border during the
next eight or ten weeks.

The Morey Letter.

In the fall of 1880, some six or eight
weeks before the voting day in November,
the republican party managers suddenly
realized that they had so far been running
the campaign without anything like a real,
popular electioneering cry—one that would
draw votes. They took counsel together,
and with one accord fastened upon the cry
of *“protection to home industry” as the
thing that would tell with the masses.

But the denial of its authen-
ticity was prompt and vigorous, and ere
three days had passed its power to harm
Garfield was gone, Proofs that it was a
forgery came pouring in upon the press,
and in a few days no democrat of standing
in the country could even pretend in pub-
lic to believe that it was genuine.

Why People go to Church—A Pastor’s
Reasons.

To the Editor of The World.

Sir ;- In your article in to-day’s issue
headed Pastor and People, you touch on a
subject of vast importance to the world at
large, one which in its many aspects and
its important issues cannot but be the
cause of much deep, aye, painful thought,
to all true christians and all .earnest work-
ers in the van of civilization; One phase
of the subject is opened up in the question:

“Why do people go to church in our day?”
As one who for.years has held a somewhat
exceptional position, I may perhaps be
permitted to answer so far as my experi-
ence goes the question thus put.

As a pastor at the same time engaged in
the wearing, tearing whirlpool of commer-
cial life,I am (g0 to speak) behind the scenes
of both positions, thus seeing and hearing
what very few ministers of the gospel can
see and hear, and feeling what scarce any
commercial men are ever called upon
to feel.

Believing that a goodly portion of our
people do *‘go to church to fill St. Paul’s
intention,’ unhesitatingly assert that
the great majority go for their ‘‘bread and
butter,” their main obje.t is their own
present, personal benefit, socially or finan-
cially. It matters not to sueh, whether
the pastor of the church they attend is an
able or a mediocre man, so long as the re-
spective denomination which he serves for
the time being is sufficiently strong numer-
ically and financially to make it
answer their purpose to rent sit-
tings. Another large section is composed
of the carelessly independent pleasure
seekers, well fed, well dressed people, who
like to see and be seen. and at the same
time get something they call value for
their dimes, as coppers or co ion,
in making an appearance at all. Then,
again, there are the superstitious, who
have a kind of notion they must once a
week do something or attend -some public
place of worship, as a sort of penance or
propitiation for the petty meanness or
flagrant inconsistencies of the previous
week, I need not go further, I believe
that with the great majority of church

oers of the present day, the worship of
sod, the salvation offered through the
gospel of Jesus Christ to all, are not
in any serse their guiding notions
for their church attendance. Need
it be wondered at, seeing that
the personal well-being and the supposed
sFecul work of so many pastors is almost,
if not altogether ignored ; knowing, as we
do, that at the present day so many of the
churches are run by business men on what

have some other views on the matter ; it is
surely of as much importance as the
SN.

The bonne femme stood at the table in
the centre, mixing some unsavory concoct-
ion for supper, Presently she brought usa
great soup tureen full of rich milk. A fat
baby and a lean pig slumbered peacefully
side by side on the hearth the hens wan-
dering in and out pecking at the baby’s
shoes, The old grandmother, who looked
as if she might fly away on a broomstick,
scowled and muttured at us in a dark cor-
ner, the cows put their mild heads through
the door and were welcome to walk in if
they liked—the pigs and the sheep often
availed themselves of the privilege. The
fatheg, stood smoking on the step, three
-md§ little boys rushed away at our aﬁ)-\
proach and took up their station on the|
wall of the courtyard, from whence they:
ﬂ::g stones and scornful remarks at our
heads. All these live and move and have
their being in the one room of that farm
at La Garaye.
