Supposing, for the sake 
of argument, that Dr. Langtry is justified 
from the peculiar circumstences of the case 
(but we by no means admit that he is) in em­
ploying hfX sarvant seven days a week, we 
cau at least demand of him that on the 
Sabbath day he shall not demand of his ser­
vant any unnecessary work at least. Dr.
Langtry admits that bis servant prepared 
for him last Sunday a hot dinner. Was a hot 
dinner necessary under the'circumstaoces, or 
would a cold repasUhave answered the same 
end equally well? That is a question that 
different people will answer in different ways.
But this, at least, we can say, that the man 
who demands a hot dinner on a Sunday in 
summer is demanding more work of an 
unnecessary nature than the man who wishes 
to visit High Park on Sunday for his health’s 
sake demands when he rides in a street car 
instead of making the journey on foot.
But, mark yop, the man who proposes to 
ride to High Park does nqt demand that this 
unnecessary labor Le done by an individual 
who has already worked the proceeding six 
days, whereas the man who demands the hot 
dinner compels the unnecessary work con­
nected therewith to be rendered • by one who 
has already done her full sir days’ work.
This1 argument is intended for- plain, com 
mon sense every-day men, wbo understand 
consistency. It is not intended for the clergy­
men of Toronto.

Wo trust we have made it clear in this 
article:

1. That Citizen Smith is more justified 
(under the proposed conditions as to labqr) 
in demanding a street car service to Hi^h 
Park on Sunday than Citizen Langtry is in 
demanding a hot Sunday dftmer.

2. That Citizen Langtry is acting contrary 
to his public preaching in exacting seven 
days’ labor from his maidservant.

3. That The World is ns much justiflôd in 
interesting itself ou behalf of servant girls 
and their days of labor as it is in doing the 
same in regard to mechanics and tradesmen.

4. That Citizen Langtry has no contract 
with his maidservant, either wr 
plied, under whictii she binds rarself to keep 
secret from the public all information to 
show whether she is employed six days or 
seven days a week.

5. That Citizen Langtry, who is defining 
the law for others, has no contract with his 
servant or with society under which the 
former is bound to withhold tue details of 
her Sunday duties so that the public may 
determine which of them are necessary and 
which unnecessary.

6. That a relief system can be organized 
under which it will be an easy matter for 
those who employ servants to allow them 
one| full day’s freedom from labor every 
week.

7. That Dr. Langtry is much more annoyed 
at the facts elecited in The World’s inter­
view being made public than he is with The 
World’s manner of obtaining those facts.

A GREAT VICTORY FOR THE CITY- TORONTO MAN MURDERED.HITTING BACK AT HELLOS. 'TWIXT STEAMER AND WHARF
John Wnl.h Fourni Head Coder a Trestle 

at Cleveland, O.—.Meagre Details 
Tot to Hand.

News reached the city yesterday that John 
Walsh had been found lying dead under a 
railroad trestle at Cleveland, Ohio, at 6.30 
Tuesday night

The first message sent to his cousin, W. 
Dillon of the C.P.R.. gave the simple intima­
tion that Walsh was dead. A subsequent 
despatch, sent in answer to an enquiry, said 
that the man had been murdered and that 
robbery was the Incentive.

Welsh wes employed In the Big Four Roll­
ing Mills and had Heed in Cleveland for 
some time. Previous to removing there he 
resided with his mother in Lombard-street, 
Toronto.

Important Decision of the English Privy

no perpetual right to run oars on the streets, 
and were not entitled to any remuneration 
for the franchise. This means that the city 
has escaped a judgment against her

franchise of the streets. This the city con­
tested and the matter was carried from 
court to court, until finally decided by the 
Privy Council yesterday.

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WILL STAN if FOR MMIDLOTHIAN.

Mr. Gladstone Will stand 1er His Old Con­
stituency at the Next Election.

London, July 12.—Rumors have been cur­
rent that Mr. Gladstone did not intend to 
again eland for election in tbe Midlothian 
district, and that at the next general election 
he would stand for a Welsh district.

Mr. Gladstone has written a letter,which it 
made public to-day, settling all double as to 
hie intentions. He says teat he will again 
stand for election in MjdjEhian, as he be­
lieves that constituency AWcontinue to eup- 
port him.

He adds that be has no intention of seek- 
lug election in a Welsh constituency.

These rumors undoubtedly bad their 
origin in the fact that the general election 
last year Mr. Gladstone majority iu Midlo­
thian was greatly cut down by Colonel 
Wanchope, who stood in the Conservative in­
terest, A comparison of the figures of the 
t &®nernl elections is interesting
iîo,885 *1r' ®1&dstone received a majority of 
4631 votes. In the following year, when the 
Gladstone ministry resigned because of the 
rejection of the Home Rule bill, the Conser­
vatives had no hope whatever of winning 
the seat and Mr. Gladstone 
Wltbon* opposition. Last year, with CoL 
VV auebopp as their candidate, the Conserva­
tives made a strong fight in the district and 
succeeded in pulling Mr. Gladstone’» major­
ity down to 690 votes.

FRENCH AGGRESSION IN SIAM

They Have Jnst an Much Right to Con­
sideration by the Press ns Mechan­

For the sake of argument we will assume 

that Dr. Langtry’s servant has been colled 
upon to do unnecessary work on Sunday.' Is 
this fact a matter of purely privait concern, 
or is tt a matter in which the public is in­
terested and which tbe public has a right to 
discussf The working cf street railway men 
on Sunday is acknowledged to be a public 
matter. The public has so much in­
terest in the proposed Sundaj* car service as 
to demand from the railway company an 
undertaking that no employe shall be forced 
to do aliand’s turn on Sunday against his 

^will, and further, that no employes shall be 
permitted to work more than six days a 
week. The railway company has had to 
agree to this in deference to the objections 
of those who oppose Sunday cars. 
Rev. John Langtry among others, has been 
active in announcing the Qoctrine of six 
days’ labor and oue day of rest. He defends 
the doctrine of one day’s res&4iksaseii, both 

- ' — because OocThas commanded it and men ad­
mit its utility. Suppose it came under Dr. 
Langtry’s notice that a street car driver who 
bad already worked bis six days was em­
ployed by the company to work on Sunday, 
too, would be refrain from referring to this 
fact in public? Would he not comment on 
it and comment on it severely, too? Would 
not the papers do the same thing? After a 
vote has been taken on Sunday oars and after 
tbe service has been we will see the
present hostile press actively canvassing the 
men to ascertain whether they are com­
pelled to work on Sundays, and 
what a howl these papers will set up .if it be 
learned that any of the company’s men 
have to work even an hour more than the six 
days! And the public will raise no fuss 
with tbe press, because it is a matter of pub­
lic concern that no man,be allowed to work 
more than six days a Week, Six days of 
labor, one day of rest. This is the great 
argument of the opponents of the Sunday 
cars—Dr. LangtiV among the rest.

If the doctrine of six days’ labor and one 
day’s rest is good for street railway employes 

7 and men engaged in trades of all kinds, 
it is an equally good doctrine to 
preach on behalf of servant girls. 
A servant girl is a laborer just as much as a 
mason or a painter is. She ought to have 
as much consideration from the public a&the 
woikman has. Under present conditions 
she demands a great deal more of public at­

tention. The servant girl of to-day has a 
miserable life of it, and for several very 
pronounced reasons : There is no 9 or 10 hour 
limit for her day’s work; she is made to 
wear the badge of servitude, she works Sun­
day as well as Saturday, she is looked upon 
as an inferior even by people who are 
less respectable than herself. If the 
working of men seven days a
week in connection with the street 
car service is a matter of public concern, 
then tbe working of servants for seven days 
is equally of public jmport, and when Dr. 
Langtry and his friends open up this ques­
tion we have a right to.discuss it with them. 
When Dr. Langtry puts his ban upon a mo- 
torman being made, or even permitted, to 
work seven days a week, why doesn’t he for­
bid bis servant from working seven days a 
week ? We are arguing upon the hypothesis 
that the clergy of Toronto are consistent,but 
we have latterly seen so much inconsistency 
on their part that we are beginning to doubt 
if they know what consistency is.

But it is 
not necessary that the same servant be em­
ployed to attend to these essential duties 
for seven consecutive days. A system 
it quite possible under which “relief” ser­
vants may be employed oue day in the week 
to ensure every girl’s having tho much de­
manded day of rest. It may be admitted 
that certain household work is a necessity 
for seven days in the week, but it is not a 
necessity that the same girl attend to that 
work consecutively for seven days. It is 
merely a matter of expense and convenience.

Dr. Langtry has it within his power to give 
bis servant one full day’s rest every week. 
He can easily arrange with some woman who 
makes a business of hiring out by the day to 
come to his place on Sundays and act as a 
substitute for bis regular servant. This is 
quite easy of accomplishment Fifty cents 
added to what be will save by having only 
six days’ wages instead of seven to pay to 
his regular servant will meet all the extra 
expense of this arrangement.

X The Resolutions.

The resolutions were subsequently banded 
to The World for publication in this shape :

Whereas it Is due to the public that, at a crisis 
like the present, the position of the ministers of 
religion m the city iu relation to the question of 
the establishment of a Sunday street car service 
should be clearly defined, more especially as it 
has been alleged by the advocates of this chan g e 
that a considerable proportion of the ministers 
of the various denominations are in favor of It; 
therefore this Ministerial Association, composed 
of ministers ,of the various Protestant churches 
of the city, and representing, as we believe, the 
prevailing sentiment of our several churches, re­
solve as follows:

“That we express, in the strongest possible 
manner, our utter disapproval of the attempt 
which is being made by1 certain of our fellow- 
citizens to secure the running of 
on the Lord’s Day:

“1. Because we regard the Sabbath às a 
institution of perpetual obligation, having i 
object the physical ana spiritual welfare of 
which cannot be violated with impunity either 
by individuals or bv communities. In maintaining 
the divine authority of the Day of Rest, It is not 
necessary to affirm any special view or theory a* 
to the religious basis of Sabbath observance, or 
the exact relation of the Lord’s Day to the pri­
mitive Sabbath, seeing that all Christians concur 
in regarding the first day ot the week as possessed 
of a special religious character.

“2. Because the effect of the change would be 
to rob a large number of workingmen of their 
weekly day of rest, sad of the humanizing and 
Christianizing influences connected with the 
rational observance of the Lord’s Day. and to 
exclude a largo number of gooa men from the 
service of the Toronto Street Railway Co., or else 
compel them to do violence to their consciences 
in order to retain their places, and to continue 
in th« employment by which thev earn their 
livelihood.

“3. Because we discern in this movement an im­
portant step in a process, the tendency of 
which is toward the complete secularizing of the 
Sunday, with all the enslaving and degrading 
effects which would naturally follow in the waxe 
of such a consummation. If the right to ply its 
business on the Sabbath is accorded to the Street 
Railway Company it is not easy to see bow it can 
be consistently denied to all other public carriers; 
and if public carriers are in vested with this right 
it is not easy to see on what principle of reason 
os equity It can be denied to all others whq> are 
engaged in any sort ot business in which 
the pleasure or the convenience of 
the public may be supposed to be con 

ed. The logical effect of granting 
wrticular corporation the right to carry 
melness on the Lord’s Day would be the virtual 

abolition of the Sabbath, as far as It could be 
abolished by legislation or by municipal

K Dr. Langtry suit lha World.
Rev. Mr. Langtry and some of his friends 

and some of the friends of The World think 
we were unfair in interviewing bis cook, 
trespassing on the privacy of a man’s house 
and publishing to the city that he had hot 
lamb and green peas for his Sunday din­
ner prepared by his maidservant and who 
in consequence of Sunday work was unable 
to get to church.

The rule is a good one that a newspaper 
ahould not intrude within a man’s domestic 
circle. But there are exceptions to every 
rule, and The World holds that the exception 
made in this case was justified. Dr. Langtry 
in a public capacity (through the coluqnns of 
The Globe) and as a minister of the gospel 
published a sermon denying Sunday street 
cars to those who desired them on the ground 
that the law of God forbade them ; and he laid 
down the law that Sunday was a day of rest to 
our servants, those we employ puolidy as we 
would the car men or those we employ 
privately, and that law according to him 
was that we were forbidden to so employ 
them. Mr. Langtry said, in the most era* 
emphatic way that it was a sin and against 
the law of God to work a servant (publié or 
private) on the Lord’s Ùay. “For man and 
maid, for ox and ass to cease from toll 
could hardly be called ceremonial.” But in­
vestigation proved that Dr. Langtry himself 
violated this law by working his maid in 
getting him a hot dinner on Sunday; that 
she really had to work harder on that day 
in hia house than on other days, and that 
she in consequence got seldom to church. 
None of these things does he deny.

In making this statement we were neither 
“indecent” nor “vindictive.” But we are 
compelled to say that Mr. Langtry, as an 
opponent of Sunday cars and an up­
holder of the Jewish Sabbath and as 
one who denies Sunday cars to those 
who wish to use them, he makes a sorry and 
lamentable spectacle. His letter in the press 
of yesterday in reply to The' World is not to 
the point. He fails to prove, does not at­
tempt to prove, that he, in regard to his 
own servant, obey what he declared to be 
the oue aud only law. The great public is 
not given to hair-splitting or to details; it 
forms an opinion on a general view, and the 
view that it has taken of Mr. Lahgtry is that 
his doctrine is not borne oat by bis practice, 
and that therefore ha has failed in establish­
ing to the public what he believed to be the 
law of conduct in regard to Sunday cars.

Dr. Langtry is an eminent champion of 
Protestantism, an able theologian; a good 
man, an exemplary, citizén, and beloved of 
his congregation, but as a guide of the public 
on the street car question be has ignored 
facte, reason and consistency. And, unfor­
tunately for himself, he has been chosen as 
an example, one out of a thousand in this city 
who have bean attempting to settle the bar 
question on a rule or law that they do not 
themselves observe. Of course if consist­
ency is not to be a feature in this campaign 
then we admit that The World has been un­
fair to Dr. Langtry.

I
At the meeting ot the Ministerial Associa­

tion in the Y.M.C.A, parlors yesterday 29 
clergymen were present. Rev. W. 8. Black- 
stock said that in view of the statements 
being made that many of the city ministers 
were opposed to Suqday cars, he thought it 
would be a proper thing for the Ministerial 
Association to define its position on the sub­
ject. and if thought advisable a resolution 
could be drawn up and submitted to the 
ministers individually |for their signatures. 
In order to facilitate matters he had prepared 
a draft resolution with a view to indicate in 
some way the lines on which to take united 
action. Perhaps, said Mr. Blackstbck. the 
resolution is stronger than a meeting of this 
kind, where such diverse views on the sub­
ject are entertained, might care to pass; He 
then read the resolution, whicb covered 
five or six closely written pages of quarto- 
post.

Rev. D. J. Macdonnell suggested that the 
resolution bo discussed paragraph by para­
graph. The preamble, which was simply a 
statement of fact and the duty of the minis­
ters arising out of the fact, was adopted 
without comment

Rev. Mr. Gilray said the association had 
already put itself ou record with regard to 
Sunday cars in December, 1891. He failed 
to see the use of taking up the subject 
again.

W. H. Howland is very strongly opposed to 
Sunday street cars on coneciantious grounds. 
It is curious how often he manages to dis­
cuss the matter from a financial point of 
view. The other day he complained that 
the Street Car Company would make $100.000 
a year out of Sunday cars and that tbe city 
might, if it liked, take $50,000of this. Surely 
Mr. Howland would not recommend the city 
to take and, use money earned by Sabbath 
desecration. At another’ time he tolls 
us that Toronto has been able to run into 
debt to the extent of twenty million because 
tier moral character stands so high. If (he 
goes on to say) street cars are run on Sun­
day she will lose her financial standing. 
Money again, you sae. How, Mr. Editor, 
looking at the matter from the standpoint of 
oue in favor of Sunday cars, it is inconceiv- 
ablo to me how a conscientiously religious 
mau cau allow the question of money to en­
ter into the discussion. If Sunday cars are 
wrong, the city would be increasing its guilt 
if it shaved the profits with the Street Car 
Company. It would be like a man 
protesting against u proposed robbery, 
uuu then saying: “If you insist on doing it 
you might ns well give me half of.tho plun­
der." As regards Toronto's ability to bor­
row, I fail to see why that should 
a religious question. To object to Sunday 
cars, because it weakens our chances of get­
ting loans, is to throw religion overboard 
aud to bring in pure eel fish iu-sî. If street 
cars aro wrong on Sunday no question of 
financial standing ought to enter into the 
matter. I think the uppouents of the Sun­
day cars would help along their cause if 
they would dear tlio question of a Jot of side 
issues, if they would give up making vague, 
general stAteuteaUand would give an answer 
to tfao question, “Iu what way do Sunday 
cars contradict or oppoto the will of God 
concerning Cuuday ?” If people want to take 
a high religious ground on this matter 
they ought to get-rid of all such notions cs 
those- of expi'disuey, liuancial credit. Sunday 
quiet (as duliact from Sunday desecration), 
and show us plainly that Sunday cars are u 
breach uf divine law. If men are willing to 
place tbeir personal preference for a quiet 
Sunday beiore tue possible welfare and en­
joyment of hundreds of their fellows; or if 
men ariiifmid that the Sunday cars will 
affect the Gn*:mi*l credit of tub city, let them 
gay so' plainly, but iet them keep 
iigious question out of it.
