The Conservative members of
the - Ontario Legislature, in cau-
cus Yesterday, | upanimously  se.
lected - Mr. George F. Marter, the
representative of North Toronto, as their
leader. The choice is a goodl one, and The
World ventures to predict that Mr. Mar-
ter will make a Success of the work as-
signed him. In looking for a leader a
‘party is bound, to use
‘Smith’s word, to find the man possessed
of the greatest amount of “availabili-
y.” Mr. Marter is that man in this
(ase. He is able, he is persevering, he is
honest, he is clean, and has a wonderful
power of organization. And organization
is a high rejquisite. He' also possesses &
| rich store of political sagacity. Against
him—in some quarters—is his record as
a pmhibitigjnist. But prohibition isn’t
mueh of a provincial issue. The real
issue here on this question will turn- on
the stringency of the license law. A
leader cannot be satisfactory on every
score; Mr. Marter is certainly so on many
and the most available man mentioned.

& chance -

THE AQUEDUCT AGREEMENT.

The World has all alonz ‘opposed the
completion of the agreement with the
Aqueduct Company on the ground, prin-
cipally, that it is in the interesty of the
city to grant no further franchises, but,
as far as possible, to get back ihose that
have already been parted with. Except
for this reason and for one other objection
The World has no complaint t6 make
with ‘the agreement as it now stands.
If we had had the making of the agree-
ment we should have insisted upon a
forfeiture clause of $100,000 to prevent
the city from being humbugzged, as we
believe it’is not at all unlikely; that it
will be humbuzged in this affair. After
the agreement has been signed it will
remain altozether optional with the
company to proceed with or to abandon
the agueduct in the same way a« it has
abandoned the ship canal. The couneil
made a mistake §n not insistinz upon
Ald. McMurrich’s amendment to make the
company. put up $100,000 with the city,
to be forfeited in the event ol the com-
pany not Zoing on with the work asit
has promised to do. The promoters have
led the workinZz men of the city! to be-
lieve that they will be supplied with
work in the immediate future. The com-
pany should have been obliged to puti up
this money in order to guarantee the
employment, which the workinzmen evi-
dently expect to be given them. Outside
of these objections tve are not much dis-
pléased with the azreement, but we ven-
ture to say that if The World had not
made a viZorous and continlions opposition
to the draft agreement as it originally
appeared, if we hadn’t pointed out the
many loop-holes that existed' in that
document, the various amendments that
have been made would not have - been
incorporated in the agreement, and the
city would have been left unprotected in
many essential particulars, As far as we
can judge at the presnt time the city is
fully. protected  against the mushroom
town, which it is believed the aqueduc-
ters intended to establish ten miles out-
side the city limits. The company is un-
der agreement to supply power to the $ull
extent of the requirements of sthe citi-
zens, and no consumer of power or light
cajr. be charged more than one cent per
horse-power’ per hour. The company can-
not lay their wires in the streets until
they are ready to 'deliver power actually
generated by the aqueduct they propose
to build. Finally, the city is to receive
ten per cent. of the gross receipts after
the company has been ten years in exist-
ence,

Let the company go ahead, We wish
them all success, We hope in the future
they will exercise more tact and diplo-
macy than has characterized their policy
up to date. Instead of approaching the
corporation in a business-like way they
attempted to wrest their franchise from
the city at the point of the sword, as it
were, They ‘fought im ambush, and
seemed afraid to come out from their hid-
ing-place, fearing anuihilation. The ef-
fect = of their ill-advised con-
duet in the prosecution of this
affair was that citizens lost
confidence in them, and insisted on the
aldermen ‘binding them up as tight as

' sealing wax. if the company had pro-

ceeded about their affair in & eandid way

if they had disclosed the names of the
parties who were to put up the money]
for the completion of the enterprise, if
they had published their plans and shown
how it was possible to completer the
work from an engineering point of view,
if, in short, they had taken the public
into their confidence, they’ would have
secured an agreement with many less ob-
jectionable features than the present one
must have for them. The people of . To-
ronto are only too anxious to welcome
any enterprise that will make business
bum, and if they had believed that the
scheme of the Power Aqueduct Company
was a bona fide one they would have
agreed to the franchise long ago and
made it a great deal more acceptable to

the company than it is. When the solici- |

tor and engineer make their report, and
the council approves of it, which it is
supposed they will in the course of a
couple of weeks, the company will have
a clear field, and nothing will then "re-
main to prevent them from setting their
five thousand men at work.

ANGLO-SAXON LIBERTY.

The Presbyterian side of the Sabbath
Observance Association met in this city
on Monday mizht and expressed . them-
selves as determined to oppose every
action on the part of the people that
does not conform to their idea of what
is right apd proper in regard@ to the
observance of the Sabbath.

1Is it liberty to deny the
individual the privilege of burying his
relative on Bunday ? Is it Anglo-Saxon
liberty to arrest a body of peaceable
citizens for riding in a car or bus on
Sunday?

BETTER BUSINESS METHODS WANTED.

The next time the city has bonds to
sell we hope it will proceed in a rational
and business-like way to dispose of them.
The deal just closed has been hanging
fire for many weeks. At one time: the
Scotch financiers thought the deal was
closed .with them, and later on the Mont-
real firm counted upon the bonds m@iug
to them for a certainty. The repre-
sentatives of the city apparently did not
know exactly where they stood at any
stage of the proceedings. The reputa-
tion of the city for square dealing’ has
suffered through this deal.  When we
decide on placing bonds in the market
again we ought to ask for. tenders
through the financial advertising medi-
ums. Then all tenderers would have an
equal chance, and the city would obtain
the highest current rates.

MARKET FACILITIES.
Council Urged to Take Action and Put

St. Lawrence Market In Better Shape.

A citizen called at The World office
yesterday and expressed his approbation
of The World’s suggestion that the St.
Lawrence Markét should be improved as
far as it is possible to do so at the pres
gent time. Ile @aid in effect: “It is
simply scandalous that the market placé
should be kept insuch an unsanitary con-
dition.” We can take a lesson from the
city of Hamilton in regard to our mar-
ket. In that city the market place is a
credit to the town;. it is floored with an
asphalt pavement,and everything is clean
and sweet about it. 1 think One of the
greatest leatures in Toronto would be
its market, if it were only made suitable
for the business that is transacted there.
The faain entrance from King-street
ought to be widened and the passageway
freed of the tin cans, pots and pans that
literally filled up the aisle, Iagree with
The World that the ng)le market enclo-
sure should be asphalted at once,and such
improvements made as can consistently
be domne, having in view the extension
of the market southwards when the city
buildings are removed. I fthink the
eouncil should prder the asphalting of
Colborne-street as far west as_ ©Church-
street, at any rate. The whole of West
Market-street, as [well as Jarvis-street,
south of King, should have an asphalt
pavement, too. If Toronto wishes to
establish a market that would be ahead
of any in Canada iy ought to use for this
purpose the site on the Esplanade which
has been reserved for a park., This site
eonsists of about five acreés at the foot
of Yonge-street. If an overhead bridge
were built facross the tracks and the
street railway jextended, not a more
favorable site could be had in the whole
city. The loeation would be ample for
handling the large amount of fruit that
fomes by boat and rail in summer. It
would afford suitdble aceommodation for
theimilk traffic and for general market
purposes, At all events something ought
to done at once to improve and in-
crease our market facilities. The alder-
ymen should decide which site they in-
tend to set apart for a permanent mar-
ket place, and once their decision is made
they should set to work and improve the
place selected.” :

A NEW NATIONAL MUSEUM
Will Be Opened. at Banflf With Most Com-
plete Exhibits.

Ottawa, Ont., Oct. 23.—A mew Govern-
ment museum will soon be started at
Banff, NNW.T. For some time past the
Dominion Government have been con-
templatinz this move, with the object of
illustratinz the mineralogy and natural
history of the Rocky Mountains.

The directors of the Geological Survey
have been instructed to prepare a com-
plete exhibit for this museum. Prof. Ma-
coun has prepared an exhibit of al[ the
birds and plants of the mountains and
prairie. Two hundred specimens of birds
and 1000 of phanats will be shipped in a
few days; also a lanrge collection of :min-
erals and epecimens of the forest trees.
The casos for ' the minerals and birds
ave been made here, and the specimens
will all be assorted béfore shipment. Jt
is understood the museum will be under
the control of the Superintendent of the
Government Park at Banff.

HOW THE FAMOUS PERAULTS WERE
b ROUNDED UP,
A Y
Clever Work of the Detectives, Who Have
Landed the Whele Gang In FParry
Sound Jail - A Long Chase Through the
Woods and Capture ut the Polut ot a
Revolver. (
Parry Sound, Oct. 28.—Provincial De-
tectives Greer and Mcllwaine arrived at
Parry Sound on Wednesday evening last,

sent by the Provincial Government to]

capture the Perault brothers, who
have been committing several erimes
along the east shore of the Georgian Bay
for some years past. They were with
their brother at French River on the
occasion of the shooting of William Per-
ault’ by Constable McRae, and helped
in the assault on the constable.

On Thursday morning the party left
here by tug Morrell “for Moon River,
where the gang were thought to be.

On arriving at the mouth of the Moon
River two men passed the detectives in
a sailboat, but, being told by the man
who was to identify. them that they
were not the parties wanted, they were
permitted to proceed.

Arriving at one of the American camps,
John Perault, one of the gang, was
captured in the voods. !

At the shanty the detectives léarned
with ‘chagrin that the two men whom
they had passed in the sailboat were
the parties they were in search of. The
gerson captured was landed in Parry

ound jail, and inquiries were made as
to the direction the other brothers had
taken. v

A Chas» Through the Woods.

Learning that they had gone to Mid-
land, the detectives followed by the
steamer Belle on Sunday. At about 8
o'clock Monday morning the detectives
reached the shanty of Jules Cadot and
found that the Peraults had been there,
but had started through the woeds on
foot to escape.

They were followed closely for about
eight miles toward Penetanguishene Re-
formatory, where they crossed in a boat
toward their own home. Not being nble
to procure a boat to follow them the
detectives made the best of their way
to Penetang, where they obtained a
boat and crossed the bay, taking the
bush to th erear of the Peraults’ father’s
place. Suddenly approaching the house
they captured the two men whom they
had been chasing, coming upon them so
unexpectedly that they had no time to
escape. One attempted escaping by the
back door, but was promptly collared
by Detective Greer. The other tried to
zet away by the front door, but was
held up by’ Detective Greer's revolver.
The: attempt to escape would have been
futile, because Detective Mcllwaine was
lyinZ in wait on the road near the
house, The £yvo prisoners, Edmund aad
Joseph Perault, the worst of the gang,
were brouzht here by the steamer Mani-
tou im pharze of tlwe detectives to-ddy
and safely lodged in jail. The detectives
are to be complimented upon their sup-~
cedstul capture of the whole gang wun
8o short a time.

- The candle that burns the longest
bestows the name upon the baby.

The Mohammedans sometimes write
desirable names on five slips of pager,
and these they place in the Koran.

The laundry itself is a square, ivy-
covered building, with a wing project-
ing from one side. It has no pretensions
to architectural beauty or appearance,
but its interior has been designed for the
sggcml purpose for which it is fitted. In
this the personal linen of Her Majesty
is dealt with, and no stranger,under
any circumstances, is permitted inside
its walls. On either side of a stone pas-
sage are large cupboards, which are

thoroughly ventilated, and stored with '

the various kinds of soap used. The
carbonate of soda and ordinary Scotch
washing soda ar¢ kept in chests in this
same passage.

The soiled linen arrives from the
Royal Palaces in great white square
baskets, and is taken in hand at once
by the sorters, and compared with the
lists that accompany it. The personal
linen ot members of the royal family is
sent and returned in wooden boxes with
brass plates, on which are engraved the
names of the owners and number$, thus:
“The Queen, 6,” or **H. R. H. the Prin-
cess of Wales, 8.’" These are taken to
a sorting room kept especially for them.
Two washing rooms used for, thie house-
hold and table: linen lead from the gen-
eral sorting room. 'From the rinsing
tub, everything goes immediately into
the wringing machine, which, revolving
at the rate of 700 revolutions a minute,
delivers the articles very nearly dry.
Across the passagéis the mang{e and
press room, where daily great piles of
table cloths, towels, sheets, etc., are
dealt with. The greater portion of the
articles ave neatly marked with red
cotton, “V. R. L,” with the initials of
the izixiace theé elong to under, thus:
“Q. H.,' “B.C.," or “B, P." Some,
however, are marked with a stamp.

GREAT BATCH OF TOWELS.

Towels form by far the largest number
of items dealt’ with, and when Her
Majesty is at Windsor, several hundreds
of dozens a week go tilrough this estab-
lishment, and all the household linen
dealt with is from: the Queen's estab-
lishment alone, for though all the per-
sonal linen of ‘the members:of royal
family is cleansed here, so as to secure
the greatest amount of safety from any
infection, the household linen of the
different branches is sent principally to
private firms. Drying andironing rooms
are on the first™ floor. That devoted
to the former purpose is elaborately fit-
ted with slides ever the furnace, but
is principally intended for use in wet
or wintry weather, as there is a splen-
did drying ground attached, and ad-
joining this isalafge corrugated iron
shed, with open ends, and sides formed
of revolving shutters, for use on show-
ery days and damp nights. In the iron-
ing department we find a rule in work

‘that seems strange, mvolving, as it

does, much extra work and expense—
everything here is thoroughly dried be-
fore it isironed. 'Of course, the patent
ironin§‘ machine saves a good deal of the
extra labor, but the scores of flat-irons
sEeuk eloquently for themselves of their
share of the work.

THE ROYAL TABLE LINEN.

The royal table linen is of the finest
substances,and is specially manufactur-
ed. The designs woven in are very hand-
some aud elaborate, the Queen’s mono-
gram predominating, with roses, sham-
rocks and thistles among armorial bear-
ings. It is also made in sets, each table-
cloth having a number of serviettes to
match it in design, ete.

One large room is devoted to calender
work, and here all the enormous quan-
tity of chintz covers for the palace are
dealt with.  Adjoining this is the im-
portant room where everything is thor-
oughly aired before being returned.
The department 'in which the personal
linen is cleansed only communicates
with the other buildings by a door,
which is always kept locked, and the
key is in the  possession of the
superintendent, and the most stringent
rules are in force regarding visiters,
even for members or servants of
otll)gr departments of the royal house-
hold.

CLEARING _OUT THE OLD LINEN,

Even in royal establishments linen
will wear ouf, and whatever may be
done'in the houses of the Princesses, the
Queen herself periodically superintends
the throwing out of worn articles at
her palaces. As she is seated in the
linen-room at Buckingham Palace, each
thing is held up before her and con-
demned or passed, as the case may be.
If the former, its destination -is at once
fixed—either a hospital or some other
charitable institution—and it is certain
to reach that destination as soon after it
is cleared from the books of the palace
as possible.

Criminals’ Pictures,

In a New York photograph collector’s
album there are the Iictgres of 100 crim-
inals who were tried and convicted in
that city last year. A good proportion
of them are men of fine appearance,
with honest looking faces and a pleasant
expression. The owner of the album
often shows these pictures to his ac-
quaintances, without telling who the
men are, and he says that of all the
people who have seen them not one has
vet guessed that they are convicted
eriminals, or that they dc mot rank
among the most respectablé citizens.

Gliding Rapidly and Noiselessly Over
the Earth’s Surface.

As the electric road is only six years
old and scarcely anything has been
done as yet toward the operation of
long distance railways bly electricity, it
may be considered a little early to ven-
ture any well defined predictious on the
subject. The indications are, however.
that within five years electricity will
be the generally “acgepted power for
elevated and underground roads, as well
as for surface street car service; that
in ten yearsnumerous inter-urban roads
from ten to thirty milesin length will
be electrically equipped; that in twenty

ears some of the large railway sys-
{em‘s enjoying the heaviest traffic will
consider electric passenger service es-
sential to their weifare; that, both for
the convenience of the public and econ-
omy of operation, the tendency will
be toward more frequent and smaller
trains; that a maximum speed of 150
miles, and a schedule rate of 76 miles
per hour will not be considered remark-
able; and that within the life of the
present generation we will see the pres-
ent long train of loosely coupled cars,
with their restricted space, poor ventila-
tion and light, imperfect facilities for
viewing the scenery, and anmoyances
from smoke and cinders, give way toa
single car of liberal dimensions, & aped
on scientific lines to cleave the air at
high speeds with minimum resistance,
| equipped with noiseless electric motors,

free from the disagreeable products of
the steam locomotive furnace, designed
to afford the passengers an unrestricted
viewin all directions, perfectly ventil-
ated, lighted by electricity and capable
of a speed that will cover the distance
from New York to Chicago between
sunset and business hours next morning.

offer the sub-committee of the Executive
ponsidered the best, threatens to create
a to-do. ! ¥
~ Aldermen were yesterday interviewed
by Mr. Price, the accredited representa-
tive of Mr. Smith, who, it is understood,
has the intention of applying for an in-
junction to restrain the city from con-
summating the deal as put through the
eouncil on Monday. Mr. Smith asserts
the fact that a telegram was _sent to
‘Mr. McFee of Edingurgh, intimating that
the Montreal offer ~jhad been accepted,
and he considered this as evidence that
the sale was'looked upon as completed.

In face of the fact that th¢ ‘sub-com-
mittee has on other occasions sold bonds
without reporting to the councilexcept
as information, several of the aldermen
strongly disfavor the action of the coun-
cil in upsetting the recommendation of
the committee in this instance.

The Fire of Messrs Ross Bros. of Whithy
' Bettied—Against the C 1

Messrs. Ross Brothers of Whitby, in
whose store a fire occurred in February
last; were insured in the following com-
panies: The British American for $6000;
(thia policy having been in force for 16
yefirs), the Nortk British & Mercantilel
the ‘Commercial Union and Aetna for
$3000 each. Upon being notified of the
fire the insurance companies sent ~ Mr.
Wylie, jri, as their representative, Messrs.
Ross Bros. engaged Mr. D. W, Michael,
the Eurppean buyer for Messrs. Gordon,
McKay & Co. of Toronto. Mr. Wylie in-
sisted upou the execution of an appraise-
ment bond which he . produced. Mr.
Michael submitted the bond to Messrs,
Dow & McGillavray, barristers, legal
advisers for Ross Bros., who considered
that the bond was drawn in the interests

of the insurance companies, Acting upon

~appeared as a

their advice Mr. Michael refused to exe-
cute the bond, but offered to execute one
in the terms of the statutes, or a similar
form to the bond used by the London &
Lancashire Company. Mr. Michael gave
Mr. Wylie his choice of any  drygoods
man as referee engaged in the drygoods
business, either wholesale or retail, in
the city of Toronto, or the buyer of
any drygoods house in Ontario, but these
offers were refused. Mr. Wylie, sr., next
representatives of the

Administration Granted to the Heirs of a
Missing Torontonian. y

Buffalo, Oct. 28.—A somewhat unusual
application was made to Surrozate
Steen this afternoon, when John J. Fer-
guson filed papers asking for letters
ol administration for the estate of his
son, Daniel J. Ferguson, without know-
ing positively that he was dead.

The facts recited in the affidavit ac-
companying the petition tell a some-
what remarkable story. '

Mr. Ferguson lived in Toronto in 1877

was a traveling man. Daniel was
in the same business and was working
for a Toronto firm. He left his home
suddenly. His folks heard from him nine
years ago, when they received a letter
which had been mailed in Minneapolis.

Since then nothing
has been heard from him, and his re-
latives have come to the conclusion that
he is dead. . His father, who now lives
in Buffalo, says there is money due his
estate, which cannot be collected until
there is legal reépresentatives, = The
Surrogate granted letfers of administra-
tion to his father.
