which it is proposed to develop such
power and of any other provinces ad-
jacent to such development and in-
terested therein.” . -

It will come with a shock to many
of our good citizens, who are in the
habit of going over the border and
smuggling back goods, to learn that
an amendment to the Customs Act,
which has received second reading,
makes smuggling of dutiable goods
of a value under $200 an indictable
offense, punishable by imprisonment
for one year, without the option of
a fine, and for goods valued at $200
and over imprisonment from one to

Amendments to the highway traffic
act provide that headlights on motor
cars must be cut down to 21 candle-
power, instead of the 32 candle-
power allowed previously. “Such
lights shall be equipped with a device
for elimination of glare as approved
by the -department, and to be so de-
flected or adjusted that no portion of
the réflected light shall be more than
75 feet in front of the lamps and
rise above 42 inches from the road.”
The act also provides that the driver
of every vehicle shall stop before en-
tening or crossing a through highway
as designated by the department of
highways, or by a bylaw passed by a
municipality and approved by the de-
partment. “Stop’ signs will be erect-
ed at all such crossings to comply
with the regulations,

doubles when possible is just as if it
were played by two men. As a rule
this is not feasible, for the majority
of ladies cannot volley as well as
men and their own strokes are not
severe enough :0 follow up to the
net. They ar: also as a rule less
fleet of foot.

For this reason mixed doubles have
a tendency to develope in‘o ome at
the net, and one at the service line,
particularly wher the girl is serving.
If the girl is not a strong volleyer it
is really better for her to stay at the
back of the court and cover all balls

Probably the greatest mistake that
most men make in mixed doutles is
poaching. The man should only take
a shot which is intended for his part-
ner when he is certain of making an
ace, otherwise he should allow the
ball to go back to the zirl. If the girl
is a good volleyer ghe should stand at
the net, particularly if ‘he man has a
good service, as she can there cut off
any returns that come her way.

As a rule the girl should play in
the right court and *he man in the
left for three reasons. First, he is
usually better able to handle the ser-
vice on his back hand. Secondly, all
the vital points are scored on this
side of the court when duece has
been called, and thirdly, he can cover
his partner’s back hand which are in
the center of the court. ;

Mixed doubles often resolves itself
into an effort of one side always to
send the ball back to the opposing
girl, while she in turn attempts to
place her ball out of the reach of the
opposing man and into that of his
partner in order to give her own
tpartner a good chance to kill a re-
turn.

When in a mixed doubles match to
attempt to serve slowly to the oppos-
ing lady, or to make weak strokes to
her, is not playing the game to your
own partner. Of course, there is no

end of India to another, and may pore

tend some such change in the status
of that Empire as has been brought
about in Ireland. The desire in India
for self-government is probably as
great as was the desire in Ireland,
and the tacties to bring it about will
be the same as those employed in
the greéen island. Indeed there is
practically universal acceptance of
the idea that India should be a self-
governing dominion.. The only dif-
ference of opinion is to when the
self-governing ~shall’ begin. ' The
spokesmen for the British Govern-
ment and the British classes in India
say that the independence should be
slowly established and by degreés,
says ‘a_writer in the Toronto Mail
and Empire.. The young Indian pa-
triots say that it should come at oncs.
The mogderate admit that it should
not arrive too suddenly, but that a
beginning should be made at once.
In other words the. theory of self-
government for India has universal
acceptance, and on that aecount it
may be takeh for granted that sooner
or later India will have the same sort
of government that Canada has. If
not, it will:begome absolutely inde-
pendent, atd#hsat for a time. Whether
it would 1fke absolute independence
once secured ‘is another question.
While Gandhi is not the leader of
the Swara} party, that post being
filled .by Mr. C. R, Das, he is by far
the greatest influence I India to-day.
Indeed, it is perhaps no exaggeration
to say, considering the populations
involved, he is the most influential
man in the world to-day. Gandhi‘is
head of the Non-Co-operationist
party, the largest and nvost powerful
of Indian national politiecal parties.
He does not accept -the. British rule.
He protests against it, but he does
not counsel violence. He says that
British rule in India can only succeed
if the Indian people co-operate to
make it possible. When their co-
operation is withdrawn, the British,

|} too, must withdraw. The Swarajists

have the same ultimate object as the

't Non-Co-operationists, but they believe

in taking a hand in affairs. They

| are in favor of electing their mem-

bers to offiece for the purpose of ob-

structing government. They take as |

their model the campaign that Par-
nell carried on with his Nationalists
in the British House of Parliament.
A “third party, the ' Liberals, is
against both obstruction and non-co-
operation, while holding to the ideal
of ultimate independence.

It is easy enough to give a diction-
ary iInterpretation of the word
“‘swaraj,” but not so simple to say
precisely what it eonnotes. Self-
government is a synonym for it as
a political term, but there is spiritual
swaraj, too. A This means mastery
over one’s self, chastity, poverty,
truthfulness, fearlessness, non-vio-
lence. To some it méans responsi-
bility of the public servant to the
people; popular oontrol over the
law, the poblice, the revenue. Those
who go to jail in pursuance of their
policy of non-co-operation are sald
to have attained swaraj. Gandhi him-
self said that swaraj means complete
freedom of opinion and action with-
out interference of another’s right to
equal freedom of opinion and action.
Therefore it means India’s complete
eontrol of sources of revenue and
expenditure without any interference
from  any “other ‘country. ~The Na-
tional Legislative Assembly at Delhi
may be sald to be awarajist since it
recommended by a great majority
that the British Government should
establish full responsible government
in India. But the Government of
India, not being responsible to the
National Assembly has failed to take
appropriate action.

The Government says this demand
for swaraj is all very well and good.

But what will be the attitude of a'

sélf-governing Indian toward t)le na-
tive States? What about the ques-
tion of defence? ‘‘Full Dominion

status,” said Sir Malcolm Hailey, the .
former leader of the House, and now:

Governor of Punjab, “means a Dom-
inion army under full control of the
Dominion Government, and I have
not yet seen any serious thinker who
has pretended that India is yet in
a position, or will' in the immediate
future be in a position, to create a
Dominion army in the proper sense
of the word.”” Again the Government
points out that full Dominion self-
government cannot be granted as
long as there is such a lack of mu-
tual understanding between the Mo-
hammedans and Hindus. Assuming
such a reform were granted now, the
minority communities would suffer,
and the result would be inter-com-
munal fights and chaos,

For lingering indefinitely in India
the British Government has ample
excuse, apart altogether from finan-
cial considerations.

As a writer of stirring tales of the
Border and the mid-western
states in the early days, Zane Grey
has made an enviable record for him-~
self, but now along he comes with
another—a fish story—and better
still, presents the proof in photoiraph,
so that his yarn ddes not take on
the semblance of a dream or a good
bit of story-telling.

Tuna, weighing nearly half a ton,
are the reward of ambitious anglers

who fish in Nova Scotian waters,

particularly in St. Ann’s Bay, off
Cape Breton. Three mammoth tuna
have been taken from this locality,
each holding the world’s record in
turn.
