Soak corn-cobs in swectencd water until
thoroughly saturated ; then suspend them |
to the limbs of the trees a little while after
blossoming, being sure to burn the cobs af- |
ter the fruit ripens, as they will be found |
full of insects. A good plan is to change
the cobs cvery few weeks, My theory is|
this—that the insects deposit their eggs in'
the cobs in preference to doing so in the
young plums. The first season I tried it
upon one or two treesonly, and in the snm-
mer was rewarded by a good crop of asfine
plums as ever ripened, while those on the
other trees fell off when they were about |
In accordance with this re-
sult, next spring found sweetened corn-
cobs dangling from the limbs of all my|
plum trees, and the summer found them |
full of delicious fruit. |
