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~—The following is the manmer in
which immigration of English agricul«
turists to the Maritime Provinces is en
couraged in the mother couniry, by
those who profess to be authorities:

“The Earl of Carnarvon, lecturing in
the school hall of Stepney Meeoting
House—one of the oldest Congregstion
ul churches in England—said that he
desired 10 see emigration to the great
Dontinion for the sake of those who
could not tind work in England and for
the sake of the colony iteelf, that 1t
might increase in numbers and strength
and in independence. ® - ~

In a former portion of his speech
Lord Carnarvon expressed his opinion
that it would be quite idle for anyone
ta think of emigrating to the Maritime
provinces. There the climate was very
rough, the soil poor, and the lan | more
or less taken up. The old ¢olony of
Ontario presented most of the features
of a civilized State, with its roads, rail-
ways, posts, telegraphs, and its large,
flourishing and ‘prosperous towns.
Everything there had the look ol old
England without discontent, poverty
and misery.’

From the above extract it is very evi-
dent that information to be obtained
by the English people in regard to the
Maritime Provinces is of the most
meagre diseription, We should like
the Earl of Carnarvon to pay a visit for
instance to the Annapolis valley in this
Province, go over our broad dyked
marshes, and those of Grand Pre and
Cumberland, up the River St. John,
in New Brunswick, and take a run
through the agricultural districts of
P.E. L, during the summer season,
and then bear his opinion in regard to
the soil. True, our winters are long,
but the cold is by no means intense,
save on a very few exoeptional days.
From the middle of May until the last
days of autumn our climate is as pleas
ant to live in as any in the world. Sum-
mer days are never too hot and even-
ings are always cool. The Maritime
provinces enjoy one advantage that
should by no means be overlooked, i. e.
comparative immunity from very dee
tructive wind storms, fioods, and from
pestilential diseases,

with Azmerica from England, in regard
to dynamiters will assume a serious
phase, if not given more attention than
at present.

*The retorts of the American papers
to English complaints of continuing
toleranve of Irish dynamite plots in
America fail to convince the English
press that America is doing everything
possible to provent Irish crime.

His expérience hadled him'to
the conclusion; that there were several
disadvantages that small fruit men were
laboting under, thay were . severely
crippling the business, and that they
could only be corrected through co-
operation of effort ; the growth of ‘the)
busimess also required a free exchange
of ideas and experience, and, in ng way
ocould this be accomplished so well as
by meetings, made up largely of small
fruit producers, where all* pointsof in'
terest in the business could be: fully
discussed. ; He hoped that his views of
the matter would coincide with those of

would be taken to form a'sooiety whioh
by umity of effort, wonld be ablé o
place the small.fruit businees on a sub.
stantial foundatiom. It certainly des
serves to rank with the first in ‘the
country, and only ‘réquired proper
management to develop’ iato no insig
nificant part of the, provincial. trade.

Mr, McNeil's ideas were warmly rey
ceived. All presen$ recognized the
indporfanice’ of united ~etfort, anid a
resolution to organize a society to be
known as.the * Annrpolis Valiey Soaall
Fruit Association,’”. passed unapimous;
Mr. McNeil was appointed pre
sident, and G. C. Miller, secretary.
The shipment of small fruits was first
brought up -for: discussion.. All were
interested in getting their . berries (o
market in, the most attractive condition
possible. Under the ‘présent system,
the price received was very unoertain.
Nometimes, if delivered in gaod order,
the returns were very satisfactorys; at
other times rough usage in transii re-
duded the quality of the finest fruil,
s0 that paying prices were not obtain-
ed. Letters were read from promineat
hortioulturista in the United States
showing with whai great care cases of
berries were handled in that country;
also frony large {ruit merchants, stating
that the various forwarding companies
had become so educated as to the per-
1shable nature of small fruits, under im
proper handling, that the greatest care
was'given them, 8o that geldom out of
the thousandé of crates daily arriving
in a city like Boston, was there any oc-
casion for complaint. . Following these
was a letter from P. Innis, Evq., mana
ger of the Windsor & Annapolis Kail-
way, in which he guaranteed to meet
all the-reasonable demands of the small
fruit growers, snd to give their fruit
every attention and care. To prevent
his good offices from being neutralized
by the rough and tumble system of ex
pressageiin Halifax, and o ensure im-
mediate delivery, be released the small
fruit-growers from the express mono-
poly, and gave them permission to put
on an'expressman of their own. This
kind respanse to the request of one of
the persons present, was received with
unequalled eatisfaction, and Mr. lanis
there and then received the credit of
having removed two ef the greatest
obstacles to the advancement of our
growing -business. A committee was
appointed to secure a prompt, reliable
man. expressman, who lor a fixed rate
of freight, would attend every Annapo
lis express train, and take charge of the
fruit ol the association, and daliver the
same, the night of arrival—to be done
with an easy spring waggon. The meet-
ing represen(e«i a thousand crates,
which quantity would probably be
doubled at the next meeting, thus mak-
ing a fise paying job for 4he right
man.

To assist in carrying out the deter-

mination of the Association to have
their berries carefully bandled, it was
resolved to have large colored labels
printed giving the plainest instruetions
for proper handling, and to bave one
pasted on each crate.
After a most interesting, imstructive
and profitable session,the first meeting
of the % Amnapolis Valley Small Frait
Association ”’ adjourned to meet at the
residence of James Gates, Esq., Kinge-
ton, at 2 o'clock on the afternoon of
the first Saturday in. June, to receive
reports of committees’ and to enroll
such other persons as may wish to join.
A special invitation is extended to the
brotherhood in central and eastern
Kings.

Earthquake In Engiand.
GREAT CONSTERNATION IN THE LAND.

London, Aptil 22.—At 9.30 this’ morn-
ing an earthquake sbock of considerable
force was fult in the Eastern cougties of
England. Localities in Esrex an suffolk,
were the scenes of greatest disturbance At
Ipswich, the capital of Suffolk county the
shock was so severe that the walls and
houses were pgreeptibly shaken, plates
were rattled and beils rung.

The shock was still more severe
al Colcbester in Essex The concussion
lasted balf a minute. The first symptoms
was a deep rumbling sound, portention
and awestriking. <This was speedily fol-
lowed Ly a quaking and shaking of all
buildinzs. Church bells sounded as
though rung by upseen hands, Tall
chimuney stigks of factorivs crushed in,
tumbling to the earth and other lofty
structures were destroyed, The spires ‘of
one of the largest churche in the city, 150
feet in height fell with an awful crash to
the ground, ‘In one part of the city fire
was caused by the shock. It is impossible
to estimate the amount of damage but it is
known to be great. In.private hovses the
grmtest,con!ullon prevailed. Tables were
overturned , chairs swayed and nodded and
then fell sprawling to the “floor. * China
and gla-s warein cupboards and sideboards
rattled together and was, frequently shat-
tered, while pictures and other ornaments
upon walls were looscned from their fast-
enings and fell to the floor.

A great many milkers depend too muoh
upon intimidating cows. Ifacow does
not stand quietly, she is to be whipped;
if she kicks she is to be kicked in re-
turn; if she switches the milker across
the face; the milker in many cases
must needs lose his temper, and at the
same time his common sense, and pun-
ish the cow with the milk stool. Hei.
fers while being taught to milk bave
frequently acquired serious vices of
temper that have detracted from their
value for dairy purposes. Habits of
restlessness, of switching not alone cen.
fined to daytime, of moving from the
milker, and even confirmed habits of
kioking—nearly all these habits of cowe
are due direotly to the education of the
heifer. A soothing touch and tone of
voice the confidence of the animal wili
80 a great way in milkfng a heifer the
first time. Great patience is also re-
quired, even if it takes two or three
times as long to milk the heifer as it
might to milk the cow. If the teats
are inclined to be sore or semsitive, it
is well to wet them with the last drawn;
suoch treatment will cause them to
keep soft and pliable, and to heal ra
pidly. But we bave seen cows that
have already learned to kick and some
that kick without bhaving learned.
Some cattle are so vicious that it is
quite dangerous to milk them without
assistance. In any ordinary case it
will suffice to have someone ocard or
brush the cow while being milked.
Again, when all other resorts fail, and
not until then, there are ways ol com-
pelling the cow to stand while being
milked. All of these methods compel
submission through pain and by means
of restraining the cow that she is depriv-
ed in a measure of her liberty. Itis un
advisable to attempt any of these me-
thods while any other source promises
auccess, for it then becomes a fight be
tween the cow and the man, and should
be avoided. | have in some cases
found it & good plan to tie a rope
quite tight around the cow’s body just
io front of her udder. Whenever this
plan works satisfaotorily, it is probably
due to the fact that the cow cannot
make the exertion necessary to kicking
without tightening the rope. This is
a method that is painful to the cow,
and restrains the kicker without ef:
feeting a cure. Other methods dealing
with kicking oconsist in tying up a
foreleg or tying together the two hind
legs. All these methods of tying are
effective but none of them are a per-
manent cure. No other work upon the

farm requires the same judgement and
good sense as does the task of dealing

with milch cows,— Cor. Breeders Gazette.

On Butter Making.

No one should attempt to churn
cream without first testing its tempera-
ture with a thermometer, 62 degrees
is standard rule in winter, 60 in sum~
mer and ths applies to the dash churn
and patent churn alike. The butter-
milk should be removed before the but
ter becomes a hard mass, so that the
water may penetrate, and wash out all
the milk, without too much bhandling
of the butter. Butter will not keep
well in warm weather, unless all of the
buttermilk is extracted, and the best
test of this is to wash it until the water
is not discolored with milk.

An ounce of dairy salt to s pound of
butter is rather a generous degree for
most people, but each butter maker
may vary this rule, to suit ber taste, or
her oustomers; this should be
worked in very slightly indeed, and
set away for twelve or twenty hours,
until all the grains of salt are dissolved
It should then be worked thoroughly
but in this last working, lies one of the
secrets of the art. The mass should be
broken, as much as possible, instead of
being cut with the ladle, and pressure
should be used instead of a drawing

If you have a worn-out ingrain oar-
pet, cut it in carpet rag strips, cutting
the long way of the carpet, sew, wind
into balls, and take it to the carpet-
weaver to weave into as wide a length
of darpeting as his loom will admiv of,
and into such lengths as you may desire
for a rug. Finish the end with carpet
binding or a woolen fringe and you will
| bave & most beautiful and stylish rug,
or rugs. In the Jocality where 1 live
weavers furnish the warp and weave
rag-carpets for 35 cents per yard. Two
or more widths of the carpet may be
\sewed together for a very large rug.

If you have old silks, or pieces of new
silk for that matter, cut into strips
on the bias three quarters of sn inch
wide, sew ¢ hit or miss,’ and with large
wooden and bone needles knit for
your table a cover; or if you bave
enough knit a curtain fora window or
door. If you have not seen these
hings you bave small idea how pretty
hey are.

Cardigan jackets that the men have
worn out may be cut down for smaller
wearers. First wash and dry, then put
on the prospective wearer and fit with
pins; this will bring the seams, srm,
side and one back seam, on the right
side of the jacket, but as it is faded you
will want to have the bright side out;
