International W a t e r ways
Commission Proposes Con-
struction of Submerged
Weir in Niagara River For

Benefit of Lake Erie Ship-
ping.

WASHINGTON, June 27.— (Can.
Press.)—After more than 'ten years’
in'vgsugatlon the International Water-
ways Commission today, thru the
president, recommended to congress
the ‘construction of a submerged
or weir in the Niagara River, to ra
thg level of Lake Erie and its upper
waters. The commissioh stated the
value of the proposed work  to Lake
Erie ports could hardly be estimated,
and that it would result in extensive
improvements to harbors and docks.

Several years ago the . commission
Teported against ‘the advisability of
oonstructing an ondinary dam across
the Niagara, because of the consequent
damage to property below the dam.
‘This dam. would have completely re-
gulated the height of the waters in
Lake Erie, but the latest plan contem-
plates only partial control.

The cost of the weit and consequent
works to avoid damage tb property is
estimated at $3,500,000.

Raise River Thrn Feet. »

. The commission reco.mmen.ded its lo-
ation at Gill Creek on ‘the American
shore, and Hog Island on the Cana-
dian, just above Welland River.. The
dam would raise ‘the level of the Ni-|
agara three feet for a’distance of one
and one-half miles. The commission
suggested the construction of a Jevee
to prevent damage to adJohnns pro-
perty.

‘At low water level Lhe Nil.p.ra. Riv-
er at the Buyffalo water works would
‘be ralsed 1.08 feet, and at flood .19
foot, the level of Lake Efis' ‘would be
raised .61 foot at extreme low stage,
.39 foot at mean and .11 foot at ex-
treme flood stage.

The commission reports that the
plan would raise the mean level of
‘l.ake St. Clair .23 foot, and that of
Lake Huron .09 »foog. The Niagara
River below the weir, and Lake On-<
tario and the St. Tawrence River
would not be appreciably affected.

Can Divert for Power.

The level of the barge canal at Ton-
awanda, N.Y., would be affected by
the change, but the commission sug-
gested the donstruction of a guard lock
as a remedy for this.

The commission also reported that
the weir would eliminate any injurious
effect upon the Lake Erie level of di-
version of waters at Niagara Falls
for water power purposes, and would
reduce the range of oscillation on Lake
Erie four and one-half per cent.

The report pointed out that diver-
sion of water to the Chicago drain-
age canal to the Enie canal and for
power plant purposes at Niagara Falls
had considerably reduced the level of

clear of the brace at the lower end.

. Turrell, from the inside of the car,
then shouted to him asking if he need-
ed help, but Brown answered that he
could handle the truck alone. On his
second attemnpt the runway slid clear
&f the edge of the car, throwing Brown
off his balance, and the cdsk- vfa.umg'
ujpon him, widzed ‘him against the
lower car. He died within a few min--
utes after being released.

The evidence pointed to the conelu-
sion that had the cars been level or
the brace larger, the accident might
have been averted.

TOWNSHIPS WILL
FREPARE ROAD MAPS

Question of City Planning Be-
yond Toronto’s Limits Taken
Up at Conference.

City planning beyond ‘Toronto’s limits
occasioned a conference yesterday be-
tween officlals of the city and the ad-
jo'ning townships, with a view to edu-
cating all the officials upon -the. inter-
ests of each of the municipalities. A
general plan of diagonal roads for the
Townships of Etobicoke, York and
Scarboro, adopted by the city council
this year, formed the basis of discus-
sion.

To fix the principle that no road
must be less than 66 feet wide, and
thru roads must be 86 feet wide, it
deveioped that the townships will have
to get legislation before they will have
the power to establish building lines.
At present people build up to or back
from the street line as they choose.

The ax.of the settler is following hard
upon the trail of the colonization road
builder in northern Ontario in the sum-

TO SELL AT LOW PRICES

Johin B. and. Wil Hies
and W. N. McEachren and

Sons Have Projects.

Two building projects, embracing
nearly 400 houses that will run into a
milljon dollars in value, are now being
advanced in the east end. The first
will,be south of Danforth, east of Cox-
wells\avenue, where John B. Harris
and Willlam Harris are putting 7000
feet of frontage into the hands of a
building company for the erection of
‘between 250 and 300 houses. John B.
Harris, outlining the scheme to The
World yesterday, said that the houses
would be six and eight-roomed and of
the class that would sell at $2800 to
$38500. Operations will start during the
summer.

The other scheme is outside of the
city, north of Danforth avenue, W.N.
McEachren & Sons will build 100 sol-
id brick dwellings in terrace style on
Sammon avenue, west of Woodbine
avenwe. These houses will enclose a
playground 600 feet long, which will be
dedicated to the city when annexation
of the district takes place. In the
meantime the city will be asked to ex-
tend . water service 1500 feet. This
group of houses will be five-roomed, to
sell at about $2200 each. Excavations
‘have been started and the scheme may
end in 500 houses being erected.

Both propositions, coming at the
same time as the Toronto Housing
Company’s projects, will ameliorate
the housing situation.
