Obadiah Rich was born at Boston in New England in 1783, and died at London in

1850. From 181 5 to : .S27 he resided in Spain, for most of tiie time as United

States Consul at Valencia. During this period he made the valuable collection of

Spanish books and manuscripts relating to America, which afterwards served as the
i1
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bliii for hit bibliographical cataloguei. In itiS, having failed in an endeavor to lell

hit collectioni to the United Statei Government fur the Library of Cungreii, he

removed to London, where he eitabliihed himself ai a boolcieller. Among his earliest

patrons was Lord Viscount Kingsborough. From 1836 until some time before his

death he resided mostly at Port Mahon on the Balearic Islands, to which place he had

been appointed United States Consul— his business in London being still conducted

under his direction by his son George Rich. During all this time he was busily

engaged in the preparation of his bibliographical works, which were never entirely

completed. Mr. Rich may be truly called the pioneer of American bibliography. He
was the first to give an impetus to, and excite a general and lasting interest in, the

collection of "Americana." His catalogues are still useful and important as bibliogra-

phies, chiefly on account of their chronological arrangement. The titles of the works
were usually given in full, with prices in many instances, and numerous bibliographical

notes.

His name and profes-

sion are given in full only on the title of the Dutch ti.mslation publisheil .it Rotterdam

in 1662. Most of the bibliogiapliical works, however, have been led into the mistake

of attributing the book to Cesar de Rochefort, a contemporary French jurist and lexi-

cographer, and also a zealous Catholic, who had protiably never visited the Antilles.

Father Du Tertre, in the preface to his *' Histoire Generale des Antilles," published

at Paris in 1667, accuses Rochefort of having copied the greater part of the " Histoire

Naturelle et Morale" from his works, without acknowledgement. He also says that

the General de Poincy had obtained the vocabulary and other manuscript material from

Father Raimond Breton, for the use of Rochefort in preparing the history. Notwith-

standing Du Tertre's strictures, thf! work is an important and valuable ntiibution to

our knowledge of the Antilles and their inhabitants. The first part of thi 00k relates

principally to the natural history of the islands, and the second part to ;lie manners,

customs, religion and arts of the Caribs. A vocabulary of the Carib l.inguage, by

Father Raymond Breton, fills pp. 515-527. Forty-three copperplates of various sizes

are printed in the text.
