ast, said he, ‘“‘thirty-
threc persons died of consumption, and only
17 of diphtheria, scarlet fever and typhoid
fever together.”” The proportion was an
average one for all months. Germany had
established some €60 sanitaria, and, as one
result, the proportion was 1 death In 13
due to consumption in Silesia, against 1 in
9 in Ontario. He instanced one institution
which sent away €0 per cent. of its con-
sumptive patients fairly cured.

He estimated the per diem cost per
patient here at 75c, or the same practically
as in Germany.

““Ihen where would_you get the other
thirty-five centz-? " asked the Mayor.

““From patients. If the city gives up
£20,000, we can raise enough to make it
$40,000. Churches and lodges will help ray
the other thirty-five cents.”

The Mayor: But the National Sanitarium
Association have already subseribed $235,000
and only ask of us a site.

Dr. Bryee: Yes, but they cannot provide
for 3000 patients. It costs the Ontarfo
Government $500,000 to provide for U000
ifnmates in the asylumd.”, 2

Ald. Lynd: Womd you take in persons
outside of the city? i

Nr. Bryce would make each larger city
and each county look after its own patfents,
but he guaranteed a Government allowance
all the ‘same.

Ald. Lynd: Then, if the Gravenhurst
people get $8 per week per patlent, they
must be making money. .

ABOUT THE BLUSTER OF DEWEY.

Kaiser's Ambassador COnlls on Seec~
retary Hay to See What the U. 8,
Government Intends to Do,

Washington, Aprll 24.—The German Gov-
ernment has entered a formal protest
against the language used by Capt. Cogh-
jan of the Raleigh, at the Union gue
Club banquet in New York last Friday
night. The protést was lodged with Secre-
tary Hay, through thé German Ambassa-
dor Herr Von Holleben, A

Secretary Hay replied’ that the language
-appedred to have béen used at a ainner
in a club, and could not be regarded as

that would warrant the State Department

in actl However, the Navy Department
was fully competent to take such aetion
as the casé seemed to require. With this
statement, the Ambassador was content
for the time at Jeast, and will doubtless
await a reasonable length of time upon
the Navy Department.

There are semi-official intimations that
the Ambassador will not so much coneern
himself with the course of Capt, Coghlan
as with the course of the United States in
dealing with Coghlan., The German Am-
bassador stated ,to-day that the poem re-
cited by Capt. Coghlan was “too nasty to
be noticed.’

German Ambassador Appears.

The German *Ambassador appeared at
the State Department at noon to-day, for
the purpose of making further representa-
tions to Secretary Hay touching the con-
duct of Capt. Coghlan, and to show that
the utterances @t the Army. and Navy
Club, as published in yesterday morning's
papers, were regarded as an additional of-
fence. . An effort will be made to ascertain
whether the U.8. ‘Government intend to do
anything officially, in view of subsequent
developments in the case.

Secretary Hay has not changed his posi-
?lon in any degree, He deprecated the
‘lack of tacth and the bad taste,”” shown
by Capt. Coghlan, and he did not hesitate
to let that bé known to the German
Ambassador. But he still held that the
case was one that required treatment by
methods of naval dl:cipllne only, and
with which the State Departmeént could
not concern itself, The German Ambassa-
dor will communicate e Department’s
view to the Foreign Office at Berlin,
The officlals on both .sides realize that
this episode may grow into a very great
source of discord, unless treated discreet-
ly and coolly.

V. 8, Officials Surprised.

Our officlals are sqmewhat surprised at
the importance attached to this incident
bga the German Government, It’1s said
that our own Government has ignored
many utterances of German officlals, o1
sentiments far more inimical to the
United States than was the tale of Capt.
Coghlan to Germany. It is recalled t
Baron Thlelman, the German Minister of
Finance, in addressing the Reichstag last
summer, declared that it was not -worth
while to conceal the fact that in the war
between Spain and the United States the
sympathies of Germang, were. with Spain,
the weaker power. This occasion was not
only public in the fullest sense of the
term, but it was also official. Yet the
United States Government did not cable
Ambassador ‘White to present a protest,

Not Taken Too Seriously.

After the.conference between Secretary
Hay and the German Ambassador this
noon it was stated in an authoritative.
qugner that there was no reason to view
thé -Coghlan affair in- too gserious a light,
or as presenting grave international com-
plications.  The meetlnﬁ to-day, it was
stated, had been mutually agreeable, I'ne
main feature of the State Department con-
ference was in establishing that Germany
expects the United States Government 1o
deal with the Coghlan affalr according to
the gravity of the offence, and the’ United
States in turn gives assurance that every
just expectation in this respect - will be
performed.

Almost incredible is the position of the
Liberal party towards the, C.P.R.s en-
eroachments in Western Canada.

they could to mitigate this great evil. Such
was their promise, but how have they ful-

by while the Insatiable octopus Is reaching
out its teutacles for everything that Is
worth taking which they have not already
acquired. The whole mining district of
Southern - British Columbia, probably the
richest in the world, has been handed over
to the tender mercles ‘of the - monopoly.
This bas occurred while the Liberals hold
the reins of government, while they have
the power to prevent such an outrage on
the people. The people hoped when Sir
Wiltrid Laurier was clothed with all the
authority and power of government that
he would at least prevent the C.P.R. from
extending its grip if he could not deprive
it of some of the monopolistic powers It
already possessed. With all the authority
and power that the leader of any Govern-
ment could desire, Sir Wilfrid has never-
theless falled completely to check. the
C.P.R. In its aggressive career. Sir
Willlam Van Horne is now absolute master
of Southern British Columbia. He has
taken possession under the very eyes, and
with the tacit consent, of the Liberal
Government. And the same regrettable
state of affairs prevalls In the country be-
taveen Winnipeg and Lake Superior. The
Liberal party™in two provinces and the
Liberal Government at Ottawa are alding
and abetting the C.P.R. In acquiring a
monopoly of the whole of this country.
For the Liberal party must be fools in-
deed if-they do not kmow that Messrs.
Mann and McKenzie are but the tools
of the C.P.R. The Port Arthur gateway
has beed left wide open and the C.P.R.
has heen gllowed- to enter and take. up
anything and everything it pleases. And
all this while S8ir Wilfrid Laurler, who Is
death on protection and monopoly, s in
charge of the Government and has the
power and authority of the whole country
at his back. Not less fulpable was the
conduct of Mr, Hardy in bonusing the On-
tarlo and Ralny River Rallway without so
much as demanding the ht to regulate
freight rates on iron ore, which is to be
one of the staple products of that country.
The attitude of the Liberals towards the
C.P.R. would be amusing If It were not
s0 serious a thing for the country and
They undertook to defend the
country from a band of robbers and even
to make the latter give up some of thelr
plunder. As a matter of fact the ‘Liberal
Government has joined forces with the
robbers. It is helping them to corral ‘what
they have not yet stolen.

Whenever, for in-
stance, the expenses accruing under the
bill rise above the rate of a penny in the
pound, the bill will cease to be operative
until the expenses sink below that lmit,
dn no ease is compliance with the bill obli-
gatory on a local community, or on any
present individual owner.

authority is willidg to advance part of
the purchase money, that the transaction

WINTER NAVIGATION ON
LAKES,
The success of the Russian ice breaker,

Ermak, augurs well for the future of winter |

navigation on the American Great Lakes.
If vessels of that type can keep such fee-
bound ports as Kronstadt and Archangel
open during the winter, there ought to be
no trick in maintaining navigation on our
own Great Lakes during the whole of the
year. If this is possible it will mean much
for Canada. It will go a long way towards
solving the transportation problem. Aswe
pointed out the other day, the possibility of
running a line of vessels between Chicago
and Parry Sound during winter was being
investigated by the Ottawa and ’P‘rrr
Sound Rallway people. We haye ng/ doubt
the thing is feasible. All that is required
is a vessel that Is suitable for the condi-
tions that prevail. Theré really ought to
be no more danger In navigating Lake Su-
perior or Miehigan in winter than the, At-
lantic .Ocean. The vessels of the Upper
Lakes have lately reached the dimensions
of the ocean liners.*And the tendency -1s
in the direction of building vessels of still
larger capacity. We venture the prediction
that within ten years winter navigation on
the Upper Lakes will be an established fact.
