Another Letter From Sir Claude,

Another letter has been' recelved at Tien
mein from the British Minister, Sir Claude
MacDonald, dated July 24: }

“We @re surrounded by Imperial troops,”
pe writes, “who are firing on us continu-
ously. The enemy is enterprising, but
cowardly. We have provisions for about
a fortnight and are eating our ponies.

wihe Chinese Government, if there be
one, has done nothing whatever to help
up. If the Chinese do not press the attack
we can hold out for, say, 10 days. Ho no
time should be lost, If a terrible massacre
is to be avolded,”

Direct From Pekin,

At 1ast Dr. George Ernest Morrison, the
famous Pekin correspimdcnt of The Times,
has been heard from direct. The Times
this morning prints the following despatch
from him, dated July 21:

“There has been a cessation of hostiiities
here (Pekin) since July 18, but for fear of
treachery there has been no relaxation of
vigllance. The Chinese soldiers continue
to strengthen the barricades around the
besleged area and also the batterles on
top of the Imperial city wall, but in the
meantime they have discontinued firing,
probably because they are short of ammu-
nition. it

Conditions Improving.

““Ihe main bodles of the Imperial soldiers
have ‘167t PEXTR in order to meet the re-
ilef forces, Supplies are beginning to come
in, and the condition of the besleged Is im-
proving.

“The wounded are doing well. Our hos-
pital arrangements are admirable, and 150
cases have passed thru the hospitals.

Foreign Office Got the Despatch,

“The Tsung !l Yamen forwarded to Mir
Claude MacDonald a copy of the despatch
telegraphed by the Emperor to Queen Vic-
toria, attributing all deeds of violence to
bandits, and requesting Her Majesty's as-
sistance to extricate the Chinese Govern-
ment from Iits difficulties, ‘T'he Queen’s
reply Is not stated; but the Chinese Minis.
ter in Washington telegraphs that the U.
8. Government would gladly assist the Chi-
nése ‘authorities,

Things Do Not Match.

“This despatch to the Queen wnas sent
to the Tsung Ii Yamen by the grand coun-
cil on July 8, yet the day before an Im-
perial edict had been issued, calling on the
Boxers to continue to render loyal and
patriotic services In extingulshing the
Christias, The edict also commanded
Viceroys and Governors to expel all mis
slonaries from China and to arrest all
Christians and compel them to renounce
their faith, Other decrees applauding the
Boxerg speak approvingly of thely burning
out and slaying converts. Thelr leaders
are stated in a decree to the princes and
Ministers,

Another Decree,

“On July 18 another decree made a com-

plete volte face due to the victorles of

the foreign troops at Tien Tsin. In this
decree for the first time, and one month
after the occurrence, an allusion was made
to the death of Baron Von Ketteled, the
German Minister, which was attributed
to the action of local brigands, altho there
is ne doubt that it_was premeditated and
that the assassination was committed by
an Imperial officer, as the survivor, Herr
Cordez, can- testify,
The “Brave” Chinese Generals,

“The force besieging the legation con-
sists of the Imperial troops under Gen,
Tung Lu and Gen, Tung Fuh Siang, whose
gallantry is applauded in Imperial decrees,
altho 1t has consisted in bombarding for
one month defenceless women and children,
cooped up in the legation compound, using
shell, shrapnel, round shot and expanding
bullets,

‘““I'hey posted proclamations assuring us
protection, and, the same night, they made
a general attack in the hope of surprising
us

“There is still no news of Peltang Cathe-
dral, "The wounded number 138, Including
the American surgeon, Lappltt, severely
wounded, and Capt, Myers, who Is doing

well, Neven Americans have been Killed.

All in Good Health,

“All the Ministers and members of the
legations and thelr famiiles are in good
health. The general health of the commun-
ity 18 excellent, and we are contentedly
awaiting reflef.”

Frefich Legation Ruined.

After enumerating thie casuaities already
reported and giving the total of deaths, in-
cluding American as 56, Mr, Morrison pro-
ceeds as follows:

“The Chinese undermined the French le-
gation, which is now a ruin,but the ¥rench
Minister (M. Pichon) was not present, hav-
ing -fled for protection to the British le-
gation on the first day of the siege.

wplie greatest perll we suffered during
the siege was from a determination to de-
stroy the British legation by burning the
adjoining Han Lin Yuen (Natlonal College),
one of the most sacred bulldings in China,
sacrificing the unique library. The Chin-
ese thruout acted . with characteristic
treachery,”

Yet n Shanghai special says Li Hung
Chang has recelved a decree dated July 28
commanding him to Inform the consuls that
the Ministers were safe on that date. Evi-
dently Sir Claude MacDonald was over-
pessimistic, as Dr. Morrison, under date of
July 21, announces the ariival of supplies.

In view of thig it is quite within reason
that the edlct announcing the safety of the
Ministers on 28th Is correct.

Sir Clande MacDonald's latest letter,
while a strong indictment of the Chinese
Government, is not nearly so much so as
Dr. Morrison's despatch.

. What The Times Says.

Cominentlng on Dr. Morrison's despatch,
The Times says:

“It is now beyond doubt that the frequent
assertiong of different Chinese representa-
tives that for a month past the legations
have been enjoying the protection of the
throne are, one and all, unqualtfied false-
bhoods. The cumulative evidence is over-
whelming that the whole affair hae heen
thruont under the control and direction of
the Chinese Government,

“It now rests with the powers to make
the Chinesé Government understand that
it wil. be held responsible for whatever
happens In Pekin”

His Pretences Accepted That He is
the Man Responsible for the
Lives of the Ministers,
Washington, Aug. 1.—The Chinese Minis-
ter called at the State Department early
to-day, and presented to Becretary Hay
some of the latest correspondence that has
passed between LI Hung Chang and the
Imperial Chinese Government, The Minis.
ter's despatches state that on July 19 U
Hung Chang and several of the most In-
fluential Vieeroys memorialized the Emper-
or to extend protection to all foreigners In

Pekin and elsewhere in China,

The reply to this memorial was delayed
for some time, and the Viceroys presented
another petition, asking that the Ministers
should either be given safe escort from
Pekin or that free communication should
be opened between them and thelr Govern-
ments.

The reply to this last memorial has not
been received, but after its despatch by
the Viceroys LI Hung Chang recelved an
answer to the first memorial, In which the
Emperor, by Imperial edict ordered all
loyal Chinese to protect foreigners In the
Empire.

McNelll, a witness whose evidence has been
anxiously awaited, The witness is the
physician who attended Mr, Bifton just pre-

vious to his death, and his testimony 18|

regarded as highly Important by the Crown,
He was subjected to a rigid cross-examina-
tion by the counsel for the defence, and the
doctor was made the subject of some criti-
clsm_for neglecting, as a coroner, to order
an Inquest on the day of Mr, Sifton’s death,
Mr, Ed d Meredith entered into the case
as one of the counsel for the prisoner Her-
bert.

Alfred Sitton’s Evidence.

The evidence of Alfred Sifton was con-
cluded by his & cross-examination by Mr.
Hellmuth,  The gnswers of the witness
showed that he and his sister were with
the dying man during the afternoon before
death, and that there was little opportun-
ity for Gerald to enter the room.  'The
witness was closely questioned regarding
the convulsive twitchings of the deceased
before his death, and then the bloody ax
and the bricks upon which Mr, Sifton was
supposed to have fallen were produced and
put In as exhibits,

. Dr, McNeill Told the Story,

Dr. McNelll was then called, and, under
the direction of the Crown Attoruey, Mr,
Magee, told the story of Gerald Sifton’s ar-
rival at hig house on the morning of June
80. Gersld sald: “Father has been tér-
ribly hurt. I want you to come over, He
may be dead when we get there.” 'The
witness handed Gerald his surgical case
to take ‘back to the farm in big single-seat-
ed buggy, and rode on his own bicyele in
great haste to the farm. At the house
he found a number of people gathered
around the dying man. Mr, Sifton was
breathing heavily, and was dying. Dr. Mc-
Nelll had forgotten his hypodermie syringe,
and went Pack to his home for it. Re-
turning, he sent out for gsome whiskey, and
injected some of it into the patient’s bedy.
The patient was lying ‘on his back on a
couch. Blood had trickled down his face
and dried, and the halr was saturated with
blood, which had clojted there, . He did
not see any blood on the collar or tle, or
the lapels of the coat, but the back of the
man's coat was soaked half way down.

Gerald Betrayed Emotion,

As Dr, McNelll was dressing the wounds
on the head, Gerald Sifton, who was in
the room, broke out and sald: “My poor
fathér, my poor father! How I wish that
you could speak to me once more!” This
was the first time that he had seen Gerald
in the house. Gerald then asked the doc-
tor If he had anything to relieve the fath-
er's sufferings, and the doctor answered
in the affirmative, saying that he bad mor-
phia, The body twitched again, and AGer-
ald sald: “My poor father, my poor fath-
er! How'I wish I could help you!™ A few.
moments later Gerald asked the docter if
he had anything that would put an end to
his father's sufferings, and the doctor re-
plied that the patient was unconscious. and
that an oplate was unnecessary. 'Then (er.
ald answered: “If you have mot; I have.
I have some strychnine, If money g any'
consideration,” gty 1
In continuing his evidence, Dr.' ‘ﬂ%l’ ﬂ‘
said: “With that I pu . band 'to’ hiy,
mouth and stopped hlm.q nl"l;!.ld:' Mpney,
8. no consideration.” I repeated that, ‘and,
sald that nothing was required for the fath-
er; that he was unconscious and that he
would soon be dead.

““What opinion did you then.hold as to
the possibllity of Joseph Sifton ever speak-
Ing ngain?' asked the Crown Attorney.,

“I did not think that he would ever speak
again, but up to that time 1 had not.ex
pressed this opinion.” :

Talked With Gerald Alone,

Before the witness left the house he founda
Gerald alone, and sald to him: *Was this
an accident?’ to which Gerald repiled:
‘“Yes, purely an accident.” Gerald then
told the story of his father's death. ‘‘He
told me,” sald Dr. McNeill, “that he was
knocking boards off the side of the ham,
when he split one of them. His- father
came out and sald: ‘I won't have you de-
stroying my barn in that mannef. Come
down out of there and I'll knock the
Loards off myself.’ I asked him if he had
scen his father strike the blow at the
board or if he had seen him fall, and he
sald that he had not, altho he heard the
blow,and then he sald that Walter Herbert,
the hired man, was within 20 feet of him
when the father fell, and that Herhert
had told him that the old man had taken
the axe in both hands and bad struck one
board a tremendous blow. The board gave
lwuy and the old man fell thru the open-
ng."”

The Doctor’'s Suspicions,

“Why did you ask Gerald if the fall was
an accldent?’ asked Mr. Magee.

“Well, I must say that I was suspicions,
ag Gerald had told me ahout the strych-
nire,” returned the witness,

Later in the day, when the doctor or-
dered some hot water, it became necessary
to cut pome wood. Gerald said: *'I'll have
to go out and get that ax,”” and the doctor
replied: “No, you won’t touch that ax.’
Then, when the son was away, the witnéss
went out to the barn and looked around
casvally. He saw the blood-stained bricks
and ax. The ax lay some three or four
feet from the bricks, and he picked them
up and gave them into the custody of John.
Sifton, who hid them In the stable.

Strict Orders Given,

“Did you leave any instructions at the
Sifton house when you left?"

“Yes; I sald that Joseph Sifton was not
to be left alone; that Gerald Sifton was
not to be left an instant alone with his
father.”

The witness, in going on to describe in
dctall the wounds which he found on Mr,
Sifton's head, sald that there was a wonnd
two Inches long midway between the cen-
tre of the scalp and the ear, on the right
fide, running from the front to the hack,
At the back end of the wound there was
a slight turn, and the wound was abrased,

At this point the court adjourhed for
luncheon.

Editor World: 1 notice an edltorial in
this morning’s issue which contains a com-
parison and arsument, which must appeal
to all your readers. In the editorial, how-
ever, It is stated that the (Government has
done nothing om the line of prevention and
cure of tuberculosis, Permit me to point
out that that statement Is scarcely falr to
the Ontario Legislature and to show what
hag really been dome In the way of pre-
paration and promise of large practical
deeds.

When our committee met the (Government
in Mareh it is true that nothing had been
done, but since that time very much has
been accomplished.

1. The lest legislative act of the elvilized
world for an effective attack on tuberea-
losis, by which people, municipafity and
Government, may systematically combine
for the cure and prevention of the disease,
has been put upon the statute hooks of
the Province by the unamimous vote of
both sides of the House. In this act the
Government promises substantial- ald to
every municipality or combination of muni-
cipalities in the erection of munfeipal sana.
toria, and when bullt a regular per diem
allowance for every patient n every one of
such sanatoria In the Province.

The Government is printing this act,
together with new sanitary resolutiong ot
the Provincial Board of Health, and sendisg
to all municipal Boards of Health and to
all physicians and clergymen, and also a
cireular, calling attention to the faet that
consumption 18 now to he treated as a
dangerous disease; showing the need ot
these new regulations; pointing out neces.
sity of provision for the eure of the afriet-
ed, and urging a combination of all Boards
of Health with professional men and tne
public in a systematic effort to provide
needed sanatoria for every locality, on
the lines of the legisiation contained in
the new sanatoria act, a copy of which
accompanles every circular,

3. In addition to this Government action
an Anti-Consumption League for the Pro.
vince seeks to arouse the people of every
municipality to do thelr part, to form
municipal leagues everywhere, 20 as to
make it possible for municipalities to take
advantage of the promisés of this new
legislation, and to cover the Province with
a network of needed sanatoria, :

4. A Toronto league is at work educating
this clty, enrolling a membership, prepar-
Ing the people for new sanitary regala-
tions, notification, ete,, laying tracks for
an Institution that will meet the needs of
the city on a scale commensurate with
those needs, and seeks by a popular move-
ment to combine people and municipality
In Immediate and effdetive netlon on the
lines of the above advanced legislation,

And in this the Anti-Consumption League
antagonizes no institution or organization.

party then assembled in c¢onventiom
came to a conclusion, They looked upon
the question in all its bearings.

If Sir
Wilfrid had In his mind’s eye a plebiscite
where a majority would not represent the
will of the people, he was bound In all
honesty to disclose it to the people, who
were demanding a specific pledge from him,
His fallure to do so convicts him of a
studifd duplicity, much more dishonest thdn
a straight falsehood.

-POLITICAL INTELLIGENCE.

There Is a good-sized kick among the
Liberals of South Ontarlo because of the
recent appointment of F. C. Hare as ofil-
cial chicken fattener of the Dominlon Gov-
crnment, He Is the son of the Rev. Dr.
Hare of the Ontarlo Ladies’ College
of Whitby, and among the Liberais
Dr, Hare Is considered a Conservative,
Besides tbat, many of the Liberals think
they know a thing or two about chickens
and cannot see why a government position
should go outside of the party, These are
sordid. objections, F. C, Hare has
been a chicken fanclter from his boyhood,
and has reared fancy broods that have re-
peatedly taken prizes all over Canada and
the United States. He is by long odds
the best man for the business that could
have been chosen out of South Ontario,
but the Liberals there will kick even at a
good thing,

Archibald Blue has left the employ of
the Ontario Government and become cen-
sus superintendent for the Dominion Gov-
ernment. His change of masters Is not
without a hint that he does not consider
the Hoss Administration robust. He has
gone now_to prove his worth to his new
masters, /There are two systemis of census
taking, the ‘‘de jure” and the ‘‘de facto.”
The one Mr. Blue will boss starts in 1901,
month and day to be fixed later, and
will be the'*'de jure.”” By it all persons
absent during the census taking, It there
is good reason to think they will return
sooner or later, will be “by right” count-
ed, By the “de facto” system if a person
is absent he Is left out of the count, be-
cause not in the country ‘‘in reaiity’’
In 1871 and 1881 the '‘de jure’” system was
adopted by the Conservative Government,
in spite of the strong opposition of the
Liberals, who clamored for the ‘‘de facto”
system, To satisfy the Opposition this
latter system was employed in the census
of 1801, and the small population, com-
paratively speaking, shown was. attrfbut-
ed to the National Policy by the Liberals.

But now, in the face of their denuncia-
tion of the ‘“de jure” system, the present
Government have decided to use itin the
census of 1001. They stand a chance to
profit in two respects. The ‘‘de jure”
census of 1001 will show large gains com-
pared with the ‘‘de facto'” census of (891,
and these will be clalined as the resuilt of
Liberal rule. It Is well to keep the exact
situation in mind.

Senator Burpee of Sunbury, N.B., has re-
signed, and it Is rumored that Editor J.
V. Ellia of 8t. John N.B., will be his suc-
cessor. When Senator Glllmor succeeded
Senator Lewin of St. John, N.B., It was an
open secret that J. V., Ellis, M.}., had the
first call, but stepped aside because of his
warm personal freindship for Senator Gill-
mor. Now another opening has taken
place, and there is little doubt that Mr.
Ellis will go to the ‘other House.” His
inclinations lie that way. Editor Ellis 1s
one of the most Interesting men in the
Hcuse. He has been an M.P. for fifteen
years, and is known as a Liberal of the
old school, who dares to he Independent at
tiwres. Mr. Ellis enjoys the distinction of
having served a term of Imprisonment in
Jall because of his nerve in daring to do
what he thought was right. At the time¢
of the political excitement over Queen’s,
N.B., election ease, Editor Ellis criticized
a declsion of the Supreme Court of the
prevince. He wag fined and sentenced to
one month In jail for contempt of court.
He served the term and pald the fine. On
his re.ease the citizens of St. John gave
him a rousing public reception, and the
fine of $200 and all his legal expenses were
reimbursed by public subscription. In Lis
native city Mr. Ellis is held In the highest
esteem. All prominent visitors to the city
are entertained by him at his magnificent
residence.

Jeremiah Hurley, M.P. for East Hast-
lngs, will have the fight of hig life at next
election. He will be opposed by W. I,
Northrup, Q.C., of Belleville, one ot the
cleverest men in the Conservative party.
In 1896 it was a three-cornered tight, with
a Patron as a splitter of votes. The result
was that J. M. Hurley got In.

Protection to Missionaries Fatal,
From The Pall Mall Gazette.

An Interview with an Itallan missionary,
who was -for many years in China, has heen
going the rounds of the press, aroustng
much discussion. One of the questions ad-
dresseéd to the misslonary was whether ne
considered the misslonaries In any way to
blame for the present outbreak. “’ihpy
are in a certain way responsible,” he re-
plied, “‘but very indirectly. "There was n
time in which they were held In great con
slderation—esteemed and almost loved by
every Chinese. For Instance, In Pekin it
self a monument was raised In a public
square to a missionary, Father Matteo
Ricel, who was called by the natives ‘Great
One of China.” At that time the mission.-
aries had not behind them the protectiom
of the powers.

‘““The knot of the questlon Is that the
missionaries should not be protected. They
should be, and should remain, really men
of sacrifice. With protection they lose this
attribute, because before they dled as mar
tyrs, and now because they are Europeans,
The protection of the powers consists in
this, that the affronts to missionaries serve
to their governments as pretexts to put a
foot into China. For Instance, after. tne
incident of Monsignor Anzer and the mur-
der of three missionaries, Germany stepped
into Che Foo. And so naturally, the Chin-
ese hate the missionaries, as they now rea-
son that they are not religious teachers, but
sples with the mission to prepare ine
ground for the coming of the ‘forelgn
devils.” It Is my opinion that only the pa-
tient, slow and peaceful work of the mis-
sionarles, abandoned absolutely to them-
selves, can bring forth tuat immense land
from barbarism. But now ail {s undone, or
worse, and must be begun agaln In more
discouraging circumstances,” 7
