British Headquarters in France and
Belgium., August 3.—German officers
captured in the battle in Flanders have
discussed duite freely both the military
and/ political situation as it uffects
the'fatherland, Germany's loss in man-
power they udmit to be gerious.

The interesting information has been
volunteered by the captives that. the
entire recruitment of ;the 1918 class
is now.in the fleld, and what is more
significant,—that smal ufiits of the
1919 cluss are already”at the front,
altho it is ciaimed they are serving
only as volunteers. Thig is the first
time that any German officer has ad-
mitted that any men of the 1919 clegs
were on the bhattlefront.

The whole trend of the statments

made by these captive officers is that
they are beginning to fear that they
may lose the war. More depresving
than anything clse is the fear that
there may be another’ winter cam-
raign.. Peacelwithout annexation or
indemnify’ is endarsed by all the nffi-
cers who haye discussed the ques-
tion, biit most of them have indicated
that they favor the annexation of
cartern Belgium and a part of the
coast of Flanders, if such a thing could
possibly be done.

The men are highly intelligent. An
officer who has made 4 study of eco-
uomic ' matters says the war was al-
really costing the fatherland forty
vilion marks annually.
