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JOHN MAN

Ernest Eyles Talks of a Recent Trip---

- Saw the King

and Prince and

Princess of Wales --- Living in Eng_-
land is Cheaper Than Here---The
Rush of Emigration.

Ernest H. Eyles, who, with his wife and
daughter, returned on Monday from a trip
to his home in Brighton, England, reporis
having had a most enjoyable time. He
left here on April 7th, via the Allam liner
Virginian and returned on the Ionian of
the same line. In addition to visiting his
home in Brighton he spent ten days in
Londen and was in the metropolis when
Their Royal Highnesses the Prince and
Princess of Wales returned from India.
On that occasion he also saw King Ed-
‘ward.

As Mr, Eyles had not been over to the
old country for twelve years he saw many
changes and a marked improvement was
noticeable, especially in the rapid transit
system of London. The tube railways run-
ning through London, 'he says, are a great
scheme and thousands of passengers are
carried by these lines.

He was struck by the great difference
in living expenses between Canada amd
the mother country. Almost everything is
cheaper there than it is here. It struck
him as peculiar that bread could be sold
over there at 5 1-2 cents a loaf (twopence
three farthings) and they were full weight
two pound loaves af that. This fact, he
thought, was odd considering that the
rwheat is sent - over there from (anada.

, Good meals could be had for sixrence (12
cents) and board <was correspondingly
cheap.

Although liquor is more generally used
there than in Canada, he said there was
not nearly as much drunkenness in pro-

! portion to the population as there is here,
and good ale costs only a penny or 1 12
pence a glass,

Mr. Eyles attended a score or more of
the best theatres, at all of which the
charge for tickets was very moderate, al-
though some of the most famous actors
and actresses were the attraction,

Mr. Eyles says there is a great tush of
emigration. from England to (anada, the
people there seeming to have the idea
that they can come out here and make
money almost without trying. The agents-
over there who are booming Canada, he
saye, talk of nothing but the west. They
do not seem to knoav anything about the
east amd the majority of them don’t know
there are such places as St. John or Ha-
lifax. Their only idea of Canada seems
to be that it is a big farm and everybody

is advised to go to Winnipeg or further
awest, with the result that thousands go
there, and many being unable to get work
return to their homes disgusted with their
experience, {

Coming out on the Ioniam, MMr. Eyles
had an opportumity of getting an insight
into the circumstances of the new settlers.
Many of them had left good positions ex-
pecting to strike a bonanza when they
arnived on this side. They are nearly all
coming out with the intention of taking
up land end going into farming, and in
the majority of cases have had no agrieul-
tural experience. ..Among the passengers
was a family of thirteen and another of
eleven, who intended taking land grants
in the wheat fields.

Speaking of meeting with the Norwe-
gian bark Tyro, of which the Icmian
brought the captain and crew to land, he

said there was quite a lot of excitement|

EVIDENCE ALL IN

Arguments of Counselin White
Case Will be Heard on Mon-
day Morning.

‘White said that when he went away to
the States he left $2,800 in ca:h in the
vault and between $100 and $200 in paid
sorders. In September, 1902, he missed
$260 from his drawer in his office. He
accepted the responsibility for this amount
and produced a receipt for it from Mr.
Abbott, manager. The cashier had a

. charge of $330 against him for back ex-
press charges. ' When he went away he
took $75 with him, in which sum his sa-
lary for February (¥35) was included.

Cross-examined by Solicitor General
Jones, the witness said that avhen he took
charge of the office, Payne told him that
he (White) owed the office $352 and Mr.
Abbott owed it $1;450. Payne often com-
plained to White, telling him that he did
not eee how Abbott could: have the nerve
to keep his elips and I. 0. U.’s in the cash.

The witne:s said that Heddo, McVaugh,
Domino and Goodill were fictitious names
and he admitted that he wanted the com-
pany to consider the orders with those
mames on them as bona fide.

White &zid he had seen Mr. Call, a form-
er cashier, sign the names of other agents
dnd when the witness did any of that kind
of work he did it simply to conceal from
the head office the state of the office in
this city. /

On the contrary, it is one of the
liveliest, cheeriest, most up-to-date commu-
nities in all the eemi-circle from Quaco to
Lepreaux. Situated on the line which se-
parates city from country life, it is semi-
jurban, rather than suburban, for the cur-
irénts of both are continually sweeping
through, and leaving traces on place and
people alike,

] Within a circait cf three miles, cut across

its centre by the Intercolonial Railway
in a somewhat erratic line, with its con-
stant stream of life, every form of land-
. 8cape may be found—the far-reaching out-
{Qook from hilltop to the deeply out ravine,
rock and tree lined with ite rushing silver
brook, now on one side, now crcesing to
the other, and apart from its babbling, the
silence of cathedral aisles. The winding
Kenunebeccasis washing the feet of the Nor-
ton hills on one hand and spreading out
over broad meadows—the home of heron
and wild duck—by long islands with farm
lands and wood lands alternating on the
other.

Some
of these have given up the larger part of
their business affairs in the city, or free
themeelves from them during the hours
of evening, night, and early morning, while
many others still call the city “Home,”
but are glad enough to escape the fog and
dust as they alternate during the summer
days for the clear atmosphere of rural re-
treats,

And there is ample room for choice as
to location—the Station, the Village, Lake-
side, and the roads which mun betwecn
and connect them.

At the shiretown proper, usually called
The Station, but known to post office au-
thorities as Ossekeag, or within a few
minutes walk of the traine, will be found
the beautiful summer villa of Howard D.
MclLecd, with its cultivated slopes, bright
awith flowers, or the young green of deve-
loping grain, grass and root crops, for be
it know every true semi-suburbanite is a
| tiller of the ecil, in person or by proxy.

{ A short distance below is the Jarge and
frequently crowded home of W. O. Ste-
wart, who, though his family are grown
up and filling important positions in life’s
corcerns, is always glad to know that they
find it restful to ‘“come home.” Here,
too, are broad grounds and extensive
fields, with a broad outlcok on every hand.

Up the road a short distance on the op-
posite -side is the house and ‘“farm” occu-
pied by Mr. and Mrs. James H. McAvity,
with a woodland and lake scene of great
beauty streatching for miles to the view.

Near by is the snug little country
| house occupied by 'W. Angevine and fam-
ily, and, nearer the Methodist chwreh,
the newly purchased home of Mrs. Mur-
ray and her daughter.

Turning to the right up the hill we
find the Rev. J. Roy Campbell, D. D. and
his bride happily housed in the large
residence owned by Mrs. E. 8. Campbell,
together with the Misses Hanford.

Mr. and Mrs. James Paul have a mnice
little home near by, and are this season
occupying it instead of renting it to
others.

Just across a slight' dip, where the
brook—outlet of the lake—runs down
through the railway culvert to join the
creek, lie the warm slopes of the farm of
Humbert Fairweather, former owner of
the Park Hotel, St. John, the country
house on which is also the present home
of Miss Margaret Turnbull, and Mrs, Gil-
bert Prichard, both formerly of St. John.

Near the Catholic chapel on the hill is
the house of Mrs. Francis Williams, now
occupied by Mrs. Barney Brennan, her
daughter, Mrs., McDgnough and family,
all former residents of the city.

Another former St. John resident is
Andrew Ruddick, who with his wife and
daughter occupy the cottage on Main St.
formerly the residence of J. Ernest Whit-
taker. {

On Railway Avenue will be found the
homes of John March, and his son Ralph
who may be now said to be permanent
semi-urbanites.

Heath Hall is a popular new hostelry
under the management of Stanley Law-
ton, an old Saint John boy, where his
former companions and friends who come
this way, find a heafty welcome, while
the stranger realizes that he has dropped
into the right house whether to stay a
night or a year.. Mr. and Mrs. 8. Girvan
and the Misses Girvan make their home
there, while the register’ shows that it is
the week-enders’ refuge and abiding place.
Many future guests are looking for rooms
for the season, and at Heath -Hall, as
well ag Riverview Hotiel, across the river,
there will be many visitors as soon as
the weather settles down to something
like a comfortable temperature.

Across the embankment on the road to
fhe village are the homes of George
Brown and Andrew Brown, both com-
fortably located in well appointed houses,
the latter occupying his new house for
the first time this spring.

At the turn of the road is Allandale
Farm, the summer house of E. Allan
Schofield and family, who have eplendid
surroundings, and afh outlook from the
rear stretching for miles up the river
valley, taking in both sides,

Adjoining is the Lome of ~Robertson
Gass, and his mother. The house former-
ly belonged to John McLaughlin, a well-
known Carleton shipbuilder and lumber-
man.

Just beyond is the present home of W.
Judson Slipp and family, in what is
known as the Cliff House.

Near the corner is, first, the comfort-
able residence of G. O. Dickson Otty,
the well known city lawyer and family,
and next door that of Mr. and Mrs, Jas.
Titus. Mr. Titus was formerly a St. John
merchant.

At the village corner stands the stately
residence, in its well kept grounds, of
Samuel Hayward; back on the ridge over-
looking the old Saint John road is the es-
tate of His Honor Mr. Justice Wedder-
burn, who, with hig- daughter, has lately
resumed residence. It was an old St.
John newspaper man, George E. Fenety,
of the Morning News, who first purchas-
ed and laid out these grounds, building
the house in the style of an old colonial
cottage, and erecting in front of the
grounds above the highway, the little met-
al fountain, which fifey years ago adorned
the centre of King Square, but which was
sold to make way for imprcvements. The
outlook from these grounds is simply su-
perb, whether it be viewed at morning,
noon or night. It is the same prospect,
but it takes on new features with the
passing hours. Stretching from the foot
of the sloping ridge lie the marshy mea-
dows which form the barrier between the
river and Darling’s Lake, with channels
here and there like white ribbons dropped
down upon an emerald table. Bounding
the view to the right is the iong line of
rounded hill tops, wood crowned, except
here and there where the voleanic rocks
show up thropgh fronting the sky. On' the
left is the sloping line of the Island with
well tilled fields, interspersed with woods,
and the calm waters of the lake, showing
a reverse picture in its depths, almost as
clear as that above the water line. Be-
tween these flash the waters of the river
with its wonderful Ox Bow, a miracle of
curve and grace and beauty.

The beautiful views all along this road
running gradually up until it tops the crest
of the ridge and then in long, undulating
slopes finds its way dowm to the valley at
Groom's Cove, are well worth the trouble
of a trip to Hampton at any .time, but
how much better to have a home here, be
it but a temporary one?

try living. Here the fine tennis courts
and usually tented lawns, indicate habits
of out-door life and sports, and the mak-
ing the most of the passing hour as it
tlies,

In a'less picturesque setting, but a pic-
ture in itself, is the .modernized house,
barns and grounds belonging to Dr. Johm
James Ryan, of Paris, France, at present
occupied by Mrs, Ryan and members of
the family. Its location for out-door en-
joyment is excellent. It is near the lake,
and the boathouse is at hand, while the
brecze 'sweeping up or dowm, or acroes
the dake, is calling, calling for a sail, and
the family and their visitors listen and
obey. In every direction the roads are ex-
cellent, and round trips may be made
covering anywhere from five to twenty-
five miles, with not a mile of monotony
alemg the way.

We have made the round and are back
again at the station ready to take the
train to the city, but wishing that busi-
mess may so prosper that soon—even yet,
this, summer, if possible—another. little
Jhome may be established. for every one of
the hundred friends who may readily find
as comfortable, picturesque and health-

abode at Hampton as any of the many
here so inadequately described, in view
of the untold beauties of the place and the
hospitable character of the people.

NACO, Ariz., June 2.—Latest advices from
Cananea, Mexico, where a race riot raged
yesterday between Mexicans and Americans,
following a strike of the Mexican miners at
the Greene consolidated mines, resulting in

the death of some 50 persons, many| of whom
were Americans, say that the Mexicans burn-
ed property valued at $250,000, including the
lumber yards and general offices of the
Greene Mining Company. The Mexicans
then left the lumber yard and dynamited
a powder house near the Senore Hotel to
secure arms and ammunition. Here the
Mexican police attacked the mob, and a fierce
battle ensued, several officers and a dozem
strikers being killed.

A train carrying 100 men left Naco for
Cananea last night. Twenty-five armed men
came from Bisbee and are guarding the Am-
erican line here. 'There has been fighting
't:etween this party and Mexican customs of-
ficers.

The posse started to cross the line a- few
miles below Naco and was fired on by Mexi-
cans in ambush: One man named Buckner
was shot through the arm and several men
are missing. Shots are frequently heard,
and it is feared that others may be killed or
burt, It npt known whether any of the
ambushed Mexicans were killed.

When the last train left Cananea, Col
Greene's residence was being barricaded and
all the remaining Americans were gather-
ing there and arming for defence. The
Presbyterian church, near the Greene resid-
ence, is also filled with people and barricad-
ed. The Americans are sald to be serious-
ly handicapped by lack of ammunition. The
number of striking Mexicans is estimated ‘at
5,000 and they were making threats agains§
all Americans when the last train pulled
out from the camp. There are 50 to 75
Mexican police in Cananea and they are do-
ing what they can to quell the disturbance.

Twelve Were -Suffocated by
Gas, and Two Killed by Fall-
ing Timbers.

MEXICO CITY, June 2—Reports have
reached here of an accident at Magdalena
mine, . near Texacaltenac, state of Mex-
ico, which caused the death of twelve
miners, among them being Erasmus
Chavere, manager of the mine. The men
were suffocated by gas which was blown
into the lower workings from the boiler.

Another accident at Esperanza Mine at
El Roud, is reported in which two miners
lost their lives. ‘They avere being drawn
out of the mine in a cage when they were
struck by a falling timber and killed.

Rev, F. S. Bamford, pastor of Carleton
Baptist church, recently delivered the
following \germon,in which he criticises Hall
Caine’s famous book, “The Christian.”

“During the past week,” said the
preacher, “there has appeared on the stage
of cme of our city theatres a representa-
tion of Hall Caine’'s famous book, “The
Christian.” It is my purpose in a modest
way to express an opinion of the teaching
that pervades the hook and the play.
‘Wihen a book appears bearing such a title,

“The Christian,” and remembering as we
do the spirit in which the book has been
received it seems almost our duty as
Christian people to form some judgment
upon so strange a phenomenon. If the
author has rendered some service to our
Christian ideas, the jeast we can do is
to express our gratitude and encourage
him to go on. If, on the other hand, the
author has in any way misconceived or
travestied the Christian ideas, it may be
wise for us to enter a caveat; because it
is quite certain that being a novel, and
Ibeing written by one of our leading writers,
it will be read and accepted as an exposi-
tion of Christian truth by men who have
but an imperfect acquaintamce with the
Bible and Christian literature.

“To the many .who have read Hall
Caine’s book and seen the play the outline
of the story will be familiar. But let
us look more closely into its teachings.
The Christian who gives his title to the
book is a young Ritualist priest, who goes
to work in London amd takes with him
a young island girl (Manx) who presently
becomes a distinguished actress. The
young priest, John Storm, is powerfully
attracted to the girl, and he espouses the
cause of women in such a manner that his
worldly-minded wvicar repudiates him, amd,
discouraged by the action of the vicar to-
. gether with the cause that the girl does
not submit to his directions as he wishes,
he takes to the monastic life and joins an
Anglican brotherhood.

“Presently he leaves the monastic life
because he cannot forget the girl. He
then enters upcm a course of philanthropic
work and afterwards becomes famous
through the city as Father Storm. It
(s then that the fanatical side of his work
is manifested. He thrills London by the
announcement that the end of the world
will come on Derby Day. Om account of
social disturbances created by such an
announcement the Home Office thinks it
wise - to issue a warrant for- his arrest.
After his release on bail he is mobbed by
men who resent his denunciations which
to the community at large border on pro-
fane swearing. Under this high tension
of excitement he utters a diatribe against
society at large in language that becomes
contemptuous and in consequence he pays
the penalty with his life. Amd we are
to understand that this priest is following
the path of the Man of Sorows, treading
the same footsteps.

“Hall Caine’s purpose,” he says, “is to
depict the types of the mind and charac-
ter, of creed and oulture, of social effort
and religious purpose, which he thinks he
gees in the life of England and America
at the close of the mineteenth century.
But if the world at large is to accept the
teaching of the book as typical of the
Christianity of our day, if the representa-
tive of present day Christianity is a per-
son in a cassock and biretta playing at
monasticism, announcing the end of the
world at random, eemsational, ‘excitable,

a proud, pitiless endurance—into a spirit
of truly heroic sympathy, which can weep
with them that weep, and yet be strong
to bear the womst of sufferings, not only
without complaining, but joyfully. On
this ground the common standard of duty

has been raised from mere justice to seif-
sacrifice, and although the best Christians
stand immeasurably below Christ, yet
Christians constitute all moral force. This
standard of the Christian may be critic-
ised as the common attitude of the
preacher. Take, then, the testimony of
one who was certainly among the most
brilliant and perhaps the most strenuous
assailants of Christianity in our time—I
mean the late Mr. Cotter Morrison, who
on this point said: ‘Christian doctrine has
a power of cultivating and developing
other
sect, or creed, or philosophy. When right-
ly apprehended it strengthens the wiil,
raises and purifies the affections, and fin-
ally achieves conquest over the baser
man.” It may be as Cotter Morrison has
suggested, that ‘the true Christian eaint
is the rarest product in every Christian
church,” Amnd yet they are not so rare
as we suppose, for we have good men and
women in the world whose lives are pat-
terns for others to imitate. The true
Christian appears before the mind as one
who, above all things, has found joy and
peace in believing, not like a surge of
the sea, driven of the winds and tossed;
not a frantic, impulsive and therefore a
dangerous man. The Christian’s mark is
serenity. The Christian today, just as in
the apostolic days, is one who studies to
be quiet and to do his own business, liv-
ing a tranquil and quiet life in all god-
liness and gravity. How vastly different
is the New Testament conception of the
Christian as compared with the John
Storm type of Hall Caine’s book?

“It is perilous to handle in the med-
inm of fiction a subiect of this kind. For
this. portrait 6f a Christian is so drawn
that it is impossible for the reader to re-
tain sympathy with' the man. In every-
thing he does there is an element irritat-
ing and extravagant. As I said before, he
plunges into a monastery in order to es-
cape the tumult of passion; and when
the tumult of = passion continues, he
plunges out again, and breaks all his vows
without ever considering what he has
done. In the end he deliberately designs
to murder the object of his passion in ‘or-
der that he may by the destruction of the
body save the soul, seizing upon a pas-
sage of Scripture as a just foundation for
his infamous intention.

“We hear a great deal about Christaniz-
ing the stage, and for this purpose they
put on the boards a representation of
such a character as a type of twentieth
century  Christianity. I say it is a libel,
and a gross insult to the real Christian
prinsiples of today. The book is not true,
bearing as it does such a title. While it
may stand for mitualism (and I am not
very sure about that) it certainly does
not stand for Christianity. I do mnot
know whether [Hall Caine intended to
give his book to the world as a commen-
tary on the Catholic movement that is
taking place within its borders, or wheth-
er he is presenting the ideal of the An-
glican monastery as it exists today, but
this much I do know, that he has lost
the ideal of the Christian character in
presenting John Storm as its type.

“Even followers of his own order must
condemn his inconsistency and madness.
A truth uttered by a puppet may be not
the less a truth, but when it is expound-
ed by cne whose vows are of no wvalue
whatever the sharpness of his teaching is
become dulled. John Storm’s real reason
for turning his back upon the monastic
life was not so much because he had stud-
ied the failures of that life, but because
his passion was his master. Herein lies
the man’s inconsistency. I am ready to!
accept the wholesomeness of Hall Caine’s |
teaching respecting morality, yet at the
same time it is but a thin surface to old
defects. At all cost let us stand for truth,
justice, righteousness and ‘The Ideal
Christian.” ”

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EXCLUSIVE MODES
GLEANED IN PARIS

PARIS, May 26.—Sporting garments,
such as are designed for automobiling,
bathing, yachting, etc., are just now oc-
cupying an important place here. The
shops are full of the ready-made garments,
some of them showing a high degree of
perfection, but it is really at the private
makers or at the stylish ‘“meets” that one
sees the choicest auto things.

The reason o this is largely because
the French femme elegante insists abro-
lutely upon the exclusive model. #he
must have everything different frem the
rest of the world, and the moment a style
is taken up by the shops she drops it en-
tirely.

The result is that madame's beautiful
garments, showing often scarcely a sign
of wear, end frequently before the season
s 'well begun at the second-hand dealers’.
‘Women in the highest circles and of un-
limited wealth eell their discarded cos-
tumes in Paris, and sometimes thousands
of francs are realized by a single salé.
The proceeds go often to charity, but
as frequently to buy more pretty things,
for the true Parisienne is a thrifty soul.

As for the garments which are sold,
they have a varied amd wonderful career.
Generally actresses in the emall theatres
buy them first, and they in turn selling
them in time, Madame la Comtesse may
@inally recognize her former gowns among
the ragged splendors of some old clothes
market. Bverything has its price in
Paris, and the poorest grisette knows the
value of every “chiffon” (rag) put up for
eale,

The automobile toilettes which will some
time or other come to the old clo’ man—
and prove boons to the lucky woman who
spies them in the first stages—are first of
all distinguished by mad color. Cherry
red, electric blue, periwinkle, ochre, lilac
and Opheiia pink are some smart colors
for the shower-proof coats. A dazzling
‘gpecies of satin, sublimely soft, glistening
and radient at every tum, is now used,

#jnstead of the dull silk cmce employed.
The gayest or most delicate color with-
stands rain, some under-dressing of the sa-
#in insuring this. When in one of the
many smart tones of white the auto coat
has all the appearance of an opera wrap.

The garments hang with immemse full-
ness. Skirts of the prettiest ones depend
from movel yokes, with touches of white
or ornamental stitching. The big sleeves,
puffed and looped up in opera cloak way
to three-quarter lengths, are delightfully
coquettish, showing effective trimmings of
rosettes, bows or bands of the rain-proof
material,

The newest automobile hat is a species
of straw turban, big and clumsy, with an
owl-like front which is accentuated by the
trimming. Whatever the color of the

coat, the hat matches. The small flowers |

For the dusty or
damp run a silk hood, made exacily on
the hat lines, with a curtain to cover the
hair and cheeks, may protect the head-
piece. Some goggles with half masks of
kid—white, red, black or blue—are also
worn; gloves are in gauntlet shape, and
laced boots may come almost to the knee.
But these are practical things. At the
, short-run' meets which are accompanied
by lavish banquets the dressing is coquet-
tish and elegant in the extreme.

Women who prefer the entirely sporty
thing, however, have a complete motor-
ing outfit throughout. When the outer
coats are thrown off and the silk hoods
removed a costume all automobile is dis-
played. These coat-gowns, which are of
various textures, Khaki-colojed alpaca,
pongee, tweed, etc., have a very jaunty
and racy air, showing short skirts, gay lit-
tle vests, mannish shirt waists and stiff
linen collars and cuffs.

The accompanying hat matches, many

last stroke of the get-up. "

Running a race with. the motor toggery
—in the shops at least—are the toilettes
bains de mer. Parisians are very inde-
pendent regatding bathing dress, the chief
sign being to throw Anglo+Saxon prudery
to the winds. Low necks, short sleeves

and ekirts daringly short are everywhere
seen, but the Parisienne has her scruples,
too, and to bathe with bare feet, as is
often done in English speaking countries,
is thought the height of impropriety. So
worterful shoes and stockings come into
her scheme, the tiniest satin sandals tied
on with ribbons and silk hose splendidly
embroidered being her idea of discretion.

The little suits are as charming as chil-
dren’s frocks. the seaproof silks, alpacas,
mohairs, and satins showing plaids, plain
surfaces, checks, pois and hair stripes.
Sometimes there is a plain silk bodice
with a checked skirt, and again a little
checked or striped dress will be over-
hung with a solid silk drapery, low neck-
ed, short sleeved and very fetching with
its overekirt fall. Knittings, puffings,
frills and very jaunty girdle -effects trim
these charming dresses, which are in one
piece generally with matching bloomers.

The bathing caps and handkerchiefs
used for the head are equally dashing,
the care of the bather’s beautifully kept
chevelure being always in mind, while sea
water is thought harmful to color. In
fact, few French heads, those of the fem-
inines at least, ever make acquaintance
with the sea, and quite as many mermaids
who go into it at all are content with
merely wetting the prettily dressed feet.

These latter timid ladies, with their
charmingly gotten up children, are fea-
tures of all the smart bathing places, and
it is quite as delightful to see them high
and dry on the sands as to see them in
the water.

Mourning is far away from these pre-
liminary subjects, but there is just now
such beautiful and correct deuil in sight,
a word cannot be resisted. Crepe An-
glaise is tremendously used, and little else
is employed for trimming except for com-
plimentary mourning. The widow’s first
gown, which is preferably of dull woolen
materials, merino, cashmere, or bomba-
zine, has a band of crepe on the skirt al-
most to knee deep. The crepe is lined
with dull finished alpaca to preserve som-
berness, and upon the little mantle which
discreetly covers the shoulders there are
more deep and plain bands. It is thought
very improper here for a new ‘widow to
go eh taille—without a wrap to conceal
the figure—and a costume all of English
crepe is though much too elegant for her
service. The turn-over collars and cuffs
of white linen or Swiss plainly hemmed
are much worn. Inside the bonnet, which
has wide strings of white crepe sometimes

tied in a square bow under the chin, there
is a triple white widow's cap.

After the finst six months of mourning
the widow's costume becomes gayer, till
“a la fin,” as one maker puts it, “elle
est plus coquette que la femme en coul-
eur,”’—till at last, to put this in plain Eng-
lish, ehe is more coquettish than women
in colors.

Some of these last-stage widow coque-
tries are shown by a great firm which
confines itself entirely to French custom.
For all things said and done, strictly
French mourning is the most decorous
and complete in the world, and at any
period of her deuil the elegant Parisienne
is thought a ravishing vision.

Net, chiffon, voile, mousseline and em-
broidered muslin compose some of the
frocks for the lightemed period, which in-
cludes the use of all laces, black or white.
The little gowns are coquettish, without
following extremes of model, the white
Jaces showing under black upon the bo-
dices. No eparkling jet is used, but a
decided freak is the employment of black
peacock’s feathers for eome of the hats
worn for anybody but a husband or par-
ent, The hats themselves for this class
of mourning are also coquettish in the ex-
treme. A number of odd small shapes of
crin, folded,into fantastic tricormers, and
ornamented with dull ribbens and aig-
rettes or the peacock feathers, are seen.
tabulous quantities ot ribbon are used
for both black and color, many a round
turban, whose vache-peigne is of tulle,
showing an almost all-over effect in loops
and twists. Upon the gowns, too, in
the airier textiles ribbon is employed with
a very pretty effect.

A mourning gown of black Brussels net
had the pleated skirt covered with sever-
al widths of taffeta ribbon, an immensely
deep one bordering the jupe. Another
trimming for half mourning frocks of an
elegant nature is white Swiss, which is
put on with ineffable art. One seductive
little frock of old muslin embroidered with
the antiquated designs {sed upon this
matertial, had under-kiltings of fine white
Swiss with - black muslin hems. Over
these the rich embroidery of the skirt
hung loosely, a tiny jacket of the black
muslin over a blouse of the Swiss com-
pleting the toilette. The kilted sleeve
fiounces of this, which ehowed under the
loose sleeves of the jacket, also had black
hems. The black linen gowns for mounn-
ings are very stunning, these showing the
handsome braidings and laces which are

used upon costumes de couleur.

. One really astonishing thing with mourn-

ing here is the careful way the elegant
gentleman gets himself up. Frenchmen
are regarded the world over as bad dress- |
ers, but when it comes to his deuil he
is nothing if not consistent. A mourning
“‘trousseau” just ordered for a well-known
beau in wociety, began with three dozen
shirts, with eoft bocoms, im “tucks reli-
gieuse.” Handkerchiefs were to be black
bordered, and chemise de nuit (night
shirts) have monograms embroidered in
black. Monsieur's outer wear wae aleo
funereal to its last detail, a hooded head
in ebony even completing his umbrella
handle,

All this may eeem ridiculous to the rest
of the world, yet mourning is so solemnly
treated here that one camnot laugh at such
freaks. ‘Then it cannot help but be im-
pressive that the gayest nmation on earth
takes death so solemnly. For during the
deepest period the wildest viveur abstains
from all festivities and goes to mass like
a penitent.

(Collier's Weekly).

Municipal ownership tendencies are help-
ed enormc.usly by the insolence characteriz-
ing so many public eervite corporations—
an ineolence bred of long immunity and of
arbitrary power. Some time ago we ad-
vised consumers, in places where gas or
water was unreasonably expensive, to con-
test their bills in court, and we now ad-
vise that part of the population which
happens to be located in New York City,
to overthrow the Metropolitan Traction
Company’s latest act of oppression. The
company refuses transfers unless they are
asked for at the moment of paying the
fare, and the conductors do not offer
transfers at the time of receiving the fare.

[Tce excuse is that by giving tra efers when

requested the conductors give some that
are not deserved—a paltry subterfuge to
support 'a rule which, if mot overthrown,
will take a great many thousand dollars a
year from the public by cool extortion. By
the law every person to whom a transfer
is refused under this rule can recover in

| court $50 damages and $12 additional for

lawyer’s fees. A large number of such
recoveriea would force the company to re-
pent of its high-handed and illegal grab.

TOWN OF NELSON, B. C.

According to information furnished by
its 20,000 club, Nelson, B. C., has now a
population of 6,000. The town possesses
water works, €lectric light, gas, tramway,
large public and high' schools, seven
churches, four chartered banks, city elec-
tric power plamt just completed at a cost
of $200,000.

When the bill to incorporate the mew
Colonial Bank of Canada came up in the
serate several members of that body voic-
ed the views that are frecly held by prom-
inent bankers in Montreal,

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PHILADELPHIA, May 30—Now that
the country has recovered its breath after

the disclosures of coal etock graft, dis-
crimination and oppression by high offi-
cers of the Pennsylvania Railroad, which
have been ehown up by the Interstate
Commerce Commission during the last
fortnight, the air is full of questions. The
first is:- “Who started it?”’ The second is:
“Who is Glasgow?”’

There are other queries as to how such
crooked dealing, such misuse of power
could remain undiscovered so long, but
they are trivial. The corruption was dis-
covered just at the right time—when there
was a man, tutored in a railway school,
who knew their innermost secrets and cus-
foms, who was ready to take hold of the
matter. That man was William ‘A. Glas-
gow, special counsel for the Interstate
Commission, and the man who “started
it,” who hag for three years been declar-
ing that the great independent shipping
interest of the country was being taxed,
ftoiled and exploited for the special bene-
fit of individuals connected with the
Pennsylvania Railroad, Logan M. Bullitt,
is proved to have been right.

Logan M. Bullitt is a lawxer and a ocoal
and railroad operator. William A. Glas-
gow is a lawyer a railroad lawyer.

Glasgow, which has offices in the Bullitt
Building. His home is at 2035 Walnut St.

Mr. Glasgow is not a native of Philadel-
phia. He never knew Philadelphia, and
Philadelphia never knew him until he
moved up here with his family from Vir
‘ginia, He was born in Virginia forty-oae
years ago, and his father, who is eighty
one years old, still lives there.

He began the practice of law in Roan-
oke, Va., and it didn’t take Roanoke loug
to see that he was a young mag of parts.
Before he had got his law books well
thumbed he had become counsel for the
Norfolk and Western Railway Company.
This was the first st~p in his unconscious
preparation for the work that he is now
doing. !

Ag counsel for the railway he learned
how railways were operated, how they
dealt with their patrons amd how they
sometimes hid their lights under a bushel
on the theory that it was not always wise
to let their right hand know what their
left hand was doing.

WHEN RIGHTLY COOKED

Miss Mabel Peters Gives Times Readers Eight
Recipes for the Preparation of this Much-neg-
fected but Nutritious Product of the Garden.

P e

When working on a commitbee for com<
pulsory edueation for St. John, I was told
by a prominent citizen that “I had better
teach the women how to cook;” that “it
was more needed.” . :

Now that compulsory education is avail-

able, and the children are to have manual
training and instruction in domestic sci-
ence, I can afford to take that gentleman’s
edvice and turn my attention to those
who had no early training in cooking rhu-
barb. :
The aristocratic strawberry needs no
champion. Not so with rhubarb; it is
shunned by many, excused by others, and
only tolerated by the majority; while if
properly cooked there is no greater boon
to humanity in the early spring months
in New Brunswick, when fresh fruits are
so scarce. I often wonder if strawberries
would have gained their popularity if they
could not have been eaten raw.

Nothing is more detestible than rhu-
barb mpoorly cooked. A few years ago,
while visiting a Canadian city for a few
days, I made my home at a Young ,Wo-
man’s Christian Association. At an even-
ing meal I heard a low clapping, beating
time, when simultaneously every young
woman in the room rose singing:

“Rhu-Rhu-Bar-Bar. B. Rhubarb.”

Over 2 hundred voices marching to the
rhythm all the way to their rooms. I felt
as I sat at table alone that their indigna-
tion was justified, but the reputation of
rhubarb suffered, mot the way it was cook-
ed. The rhubarb that was served to
those rebellious young women was a grey-
green, stringy mass, over-cooked, under-
sweetened, carelessly served.

No rhubarb is fit to eat that has not
been well cultivated and freshly gathered,
then on no account ekin it. If cut with a
good eharp knife it will not string. When
the ekin is very tough it is too old to cook.
Never buy wilted rhubarb. When I hear
anyone say: “Our family does not care

for rhubarb,” I know why, and know
what that family is missing in appetizing,
easily prepared, inexpensive desserts.
Following are a few ways of cooking
this much meglected, nutritious, healthful
viand. These mxipes are tested and
tried, for I have seen hundreds, yes thou-
sands, of pounds devoured and enjoyed;
with keen relish served by these methods.

RHUBARB SAUCE.

Wipe each stalk of rhubarb with a
clean, damp cloth; remove a amall cutting
from each end; cut rhubarb in inch
lengths; place in porcelain kettle. To
every pound of rhubarb add threefourths
of a pound of sugar. Stir well, let stand
over night. Next morning place in slow
oven until tender and clear. If haste is
required, put rhubarb and sugar together,
add a very little boiling water, and stew
gently on top of range, stirring as little as
possible in either case.

RHUBARB PIE.

(Never stew rhlubarb for pies unless to
be used as a tart.)

Cover an earthen pie plate with puff
paste, heap the plate with rhubarb, cut
finer than for sauce; sugar same weight
as rhubarb, put on covering of pastry,
turn in the edges well under the lower
crust, to keep in the syrup. Cook undl
rkubarb is well dome.

BAKED RHUBARB PUDDING.

Cut rhubarb in 4 inch lengths place in
deep baking dish, same weight sugar as
rhubarb, cover with good pastry and bake
well. Serve warm, with cold, rich, boiled
custard.

STEAMED RHUBARB PUDDING.

Place a pint of rhubarb sauce in porce-'
lain pudding di¢h; make a crust of a pint |
of flour, two heaping teaspoonfuls baking
powder; butter, size of walnut, rubbed
into flour with the tips of the fingers; a
pinch of salt; all stirred up with sweet
milk to the consistency of soft biscnit
peste; place on top of rhubarb. Steam 30
minntes. Serve with hard sauce.

MOULDED RHUBARB.

Take a quart of hot rhubarb sauce, dis-
solve a tablespoonful of gramulated gelat-
ine in quarter cup cold water, add to
rhubarb and mould. Serve with boiled
custard or sweetened whipped cream.

RHUBARB PRESERVE.

A pound of sugar to each pound of rhu-
barb in inch lengths, cover with sugar,
stir well, let stand over night. In the
morning turn into preserving kettle, as
sugar often hardens in bottom pf dish;
melt with a little boiling water and add.
Cook in oven, being careful not to brown.

AND PINBAPPLE MAR-
MALADE.

RHUBARB

One large pineapple, five pounds of rhu-
barb, shred in ehort strips lengthwise; 1
pound of sugar for each pound of fruit;
make a syrup of the sugar, add fruit, boil

One quart finely cut rhubarb, 6 oranges,
1 1-2 pounds sugar; peel the oranges, re-
move as much of the white pith as pos-
sible, slice and take out seeds.

range, stirring frequently; remove all the
scum as it rises.

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Venus, the god of love, alone Tenaius
in view of the remarkable group of plan-
ets that gathered in the early evening
sky in the west last month. Jupiter and
Mars have gradually dropped back in the
never ending journey that plahets of our
solar system are making, so that they are
no longer to be seen.

In looking for the planets note the line
marked “Path of planets” on the map.
If they are in view at all they will be
found along this dotted line somewhere
and always moving eastward. This is
the apparent path of the sun in the day
time and ‘the actual path of the moon
and the planets in the night time.

Venus is moving grandly, upward in
the western sky. FEach succeeding night
shows a marked advance eastwand and a
steadily increasing brilliancy. It will soon
overtake -and pass slow-rpovin-g"Neptune
in the  constellation” Geemini (see map),

-

Venus is only 300 miles less in diameter
than the earth, Its mearness to the sun
from which it receives as much again
light and heat as the earth, has always
rendered it a difficult subject for obser-
vation,

But sufficient has been learned of it
to lead us to believe that it revolves
upon its axis in the same time that it
revolves around the sun, 225 days; that
it has an atmosphere, rain and other con-
ditions similar to those that ‘pertain to
our earth. Such being the case it is
natural to supposedthat vegetable and hu-
man life should also exisf' there. Its
phases, like those of the moon, are eas-
ily- observable with a low power teles-
cope.

Transits of Venus across the sun have
been observed by astronomers with speci-
al interest in recent years in an effort

thereby to establish more c]ogely the dis-
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tance from the earth to the sun. The
last transits occurred in 1874 and 1882,
and the next will not occur pntil June
18, 2004.

Our map shows that the principal con-
stellations in view this month will be
Leo, Virgo, Bootes, Corona, Hercules,
Crater, Corvus and Hydra. Of these Hy-
dra, the sea senpent is of special interest,
as we now have an opportunity to see
what an immem$e stretch of sky this
constellation covers, fully two-thirds of
the distance from horizon to horizon.

The figure of the serpent is shown on
the map in dotted outline about the stars
in the constellation as it is usually shown
in the old figure maps. There is a' sin-
wous, snake like suggestion in this com-
bination of stans and the imagination
easily lends its¢lf to the idea. But Cor-
vus, the little constellation of four or five
bright stars, that is said to be a crow
