_Ald. McGoldrick Says There is No Hurry

~ About the Appointment of Mr. Cush-
ing’s Successor---Will Consider the
Question of New Schoql.

The action of the treasury board last
evening in refusing to sanction the appli-
cation of the board of echool trustees for
permission to increase their bond issue
from $40,000 to $60,000 to provide & new
school building on the Weldon lot, is not
tinal, as the matter etill has to be dealt
with by the council. A meeting of the

council will be held this afternoon to con-
.sider the matter. So far as could be
gleaned this morning, it eeems likely that
the report of the treasury board will be
adopted. ‘Several of the aldermen who
were not at last night’s meeting were seen

by a Times man and the general opinion
seemed to be that while the incréased ac-
commbodation for echolars is mnecessary,
$40,000 is enough to pay for a building.

It is unlikely that the appointment of
a director will be considered at today’s

eeting of the council. Ald. McGoldrick,

airman of the board of works, said
there was no great need of a director at
present. The west side work is being car-
ried on by Acting-Director Peters, and
the other work of the department is be-
ing well tdken care of. He thought there
need be no trouble on that score, and the
appointment of a permanent man could
wait until the present work was finished.

'The. Population Now is 6,509,900, and
the Total Value of Manufactures is
$717,118,092---Great Growth in Last

Six Years.

OTTAWA, ‘July, 10—(Special)—The census
and statostics department has figured outthe
population, of Canada to be 6,509,900 This

was on the first day of April of the present
year. At last census the population of Can-
ada was 5,371,315 so that in the six years
there has ben an increase of 1,133,585. 1f
the present growth is kept up the population
of Canada will be over 7,500,000 when the
next census is recorded.

The census department also issued another
bullétin today of the principal manufactur-
ing establishments by three groups of pro-

duction. :

$200,000 to under $500,000 per establishment.

There were in the first class 178, works
producing $350,000 and over in 1865 as agalnst
72 in 1900.

ONE OF ENGLAND'S FAMOUS BAGHELORS
FALLS A VIGTIM TO GUPID'S ARROW

LONDON, July 10—Society is pleased
and surprised over the announcement of
the engagement of Sir Conan Doyle and
Miss Jean Leckie. Until the news was
made public it was thought that the
young woman and Sir Conan were merely
friends and there was nothing serious in
the author-bachelor’s attentions to the
future Lady Doyle.

Sir Conan, like Sir Thomas Lipton and
Sir Thomas Dewar, was considered a con-
srmed bachelor, to whom Cupid would
ge ever a strauger. That the novelist had

at last found his ideal was not suspected.
But now that it is so, and he is soon to
become a benedict, his friends arz con-
gratulating him and wondering why they
did not suspect it all along.

While Sir Conan is younger than either
Sir Thomas Lipton or Sir Thomas Dewar,
he has been rated as one of a trio of Eng-
land’s most celebrated old bachelors. He
is forty-eight years old. He has been be-
fore the public sp long as a novelist, how-
ever, that he has been looked upon as
somewhat older.

HON. J. ISRAEL TARTE EXPECTS
A POLITICAL STRUGGLE SOON

AONTREAL, July 9—In an interview
with Hon. J. Israel Tarte some of his
views on the present political situation
were brought to light. ‘““You ‘ask me
whether or not there will be a provincial
or a federal contest this autumn. Well,
I can hardly tell you that, but the signs
certainly point to a fight in the provincial
arena. In Ontario, too, there is consid-
erable activity in the Liberal camp. There
is a stir in the constituencies, and every-
thing would seem to point to some mes-
sage having been passed around to gov-
ernment supporters to get ready for bat-
tle. In Quebec there is considerable ac-
tivity in the constituencies, and 1 should
not be surprised to see a fight before very
long. You can take it from me that
Henri Bourassa and Armand Lavergne
wil' he in the thick of the fight during

the next contest. They will attempt to
influence fifteen or twenty counties. Mr.
Bourassa is inclined to think that the
federal premier exercises too great dom-
ination over the constituencies in the
province of Quebec, and that younger men
in the party are not getting that showing
to which they are entitled. This tendency
is being expressed “in student groups at
the University of Laval and elsewhere
throughout the province. Mr. Bourassa's
platform, I understand, will be a progres-
sive one. He will advocate more educa-
tion for the people, the development of
a French-Canadian type of citizen and the
general advancement of his compatriots.
His campaign will be conducted on lines
quite apart from all questions of religion,
and 1 should not be surprised if he made
considerable headway, as he is both elo-
quent, active and magnetic.”

PEACE ADVOCATES ARE
BECOMING ALARMED AT
THE PROSPECTS OF WAR

They Pass Resolutions Condemning Plan to Send American
Ships to Pacific; But Admiral Brownson Says They Will
Go Just the Same on October 1st---War Talk Excites
Much Interest at the Hague.

PHILADELPHIA, July 10—The execu-

tive commitdee of the Universal Peace
Union at a meeting here today adopted
the following resolution:
_ “In view of the feeling existing in the
international relations between Japan and
the government of the United States, we
regard the proposition as represented of
sending a fleet of battleships to the Paci-
fic border as unwise, inopportune and ir-
ritating, and especially as the second
peace conference is now in session at The
Hague.

“‘Believing that such a condition is
calculated to impair, if not to
destroy the anticipated result of said con-
ference, and lead more to war than to
peace, we appeal to President Roosevelt
to withhold any such demonstration.

WASHINGTON, July 10—“The fleet
will etart for the South and the Pacific
about October 1,” said Rear-Admiral
Brownson, chief of the bureau of navi-
gation.

“We are going ahead with the work of
getting the ships in good shape. The work
work will proceed just as usual. The in-
tention now is that the ships shall go
north on their usual cruise, in the vicinity
of Newport and elsewhere, have the tar-
get practice and then etart for the
south.”

Admiral Brownson, although a retired
officer, will by special direction of the
president, continue at the head of the
bureau of navigation for an indefinite
period.

LONDON, Jly 10—The correspondent of
the Daily Telegraph at The Hague sends
in a column despatch which purports to

reflect the views prevailing there on the
Japanese-American’ eituation which he de-
clares to bz more absorbing than the con-
ference itself. ) .

The correspondent says’ that as a re-
sult of his inquiries he learns the situa-
tion is really strained, although both gov-
ernments are trying t0 conceal the fact.
He asserts that since Jutie 20 the ques-
tion has entered upon an.acute phase.

Japan has been  eending. 'the United
States categorical netes stating without
bitterness, but in the clearest terms, the
dilemma that unless Washington is able
to control California, Japam will consider
herself free to act directly against Cali-
fornia. Nothing, howeves, has yet been
exchanged precluding a pacific settlement,
but many of the Japamese ‘at The Hague
are of the opinion tha the Japanese gov-
ernment ought to act ‘Without delay, and
not give America timeito utilize her vast
resources and economic potentiality, a
hundred fold greater than Japan’s, to per-
fect warlike preparatiéns. :

In an editorial article the Telegraph
says it does not identify -itself with the
statements of its correspondent. at the
Hague, believing them to be charged with
undue despondency, At the same time,
the paper continues, they are made upon
a notable authority and they cannot be
read without profound uneasiness. The
Telegraph is convinced, however, that the
statesmanship of both countries will be
strong enough to’ hold mad chauvinism
in leash.

“Nevertheless,” the paper declares, “it
is impossible to deny the danger of the
situation. The present peace conference,
from its opening,” ha§ created disagree-

ment and friction tending to worse ins-
tead of improve the relations of the pow-
ers. The last assembly at the Hague was
followed by great conflicts; we can only
pray that the present one may not be suc-
ceeded by more terrible calamities.”

In conclusion, after a full discussion. of
the points of difference, the Telegraph de-
clares it is not a color question, but fund-
amentally an economic question. It says
further: “We trust our allies will take it
at that and realize that the point of na-
tional honor has been accidentally caught
up with the problem, but is not perman-
ently involved in it. Any attempt to set-
tle the question by arms, whatever the
immediate issue would mean, sooner or
later, a hundred years’ conflict.

PARIS, July 10 — Another statement
from an “authorised source’” issued this
morning adds to yesterday’s inspired com-
munication the affirmation that the de-
cision of the United States to despatch
the battlebhip fleet to the Pacific was
taken long ago and only deferred in order
not-to embarrass the negotiations between
Japan and the United States.

The . statement  continues:—

“We may as before, be permitted to
expect an early accord which will relieve
the cruise of the fleet of the slightest
suspicion  of  unfriendliness toward

Japan.”
AMSTERDAM, July 9—The Handel-

delegates of The Hague conference, who
suggested that instead of boycotting all
American goods Japan might restrict the
boycott to the San Francisco trade.

HIS LAST

George Lambert Had Narrow Escape
from Death About Noon Today---Tried
to Jump Off Fast Train.

George Lambert, a painter employed
on the I. C. R. elevator, had a narrow
escape from death about mnoon today,
and now lies in a precarious condition at
the hospital, as the result of attempting
to jump on the I. C. R. express, No.
26, as it was passing Gilbert's lane cross-
ing, going out.

Lambert, who lives on the Westmorland
Road, was taking this means of going
home by getting a ride as far as the cross-
ing, thinking the train would not be go-
ing too fast for him to jump.

No one apparently saw him jump, as
the gatekeeper who was at the crossing
at the time was unable to say whether
the man had jumped or had been struck
by the train. The gateman found him
lying in the grass at the side of the cross-

ing, where he was lying on his back cov-
ered with blood and terribly bruised. The
gateman did what he could to relieve the
man’s suffering and sent for the ambu-
lance to convey him to the hospital.

Dr. J. H. Frink, veterinary eurgeon,
who was passing that way a few min-
utes after the accident said the man ap-
peared to be very badly hurt. His face
and hands and portions of his clothing
were covered with blood. The doctor
made a brief examination but decided he
could be of little assistance then and ad-
vised his removal to the hospital, which
was accordingly done. Inquiry at the
hospital elicited the fact that Lambert
was badly hurt about the  shoulder,
breast, face, scalp and hands. The doc-
tors seemed to think, however, that he
would recover. :

GETTING AFTER
TOBACCO TRUST

u.s. G:vernmenl Enters Action

Against American Tobacco
Co. and Subsidiary Com-
panies.

NEW YORK, July 10—The government
today filed in the United States circuit
court in this city a petition against the
American Tobacco Co., the Imperial To-
bacco Co., the- British-American Tobacco
Co., the American Snuff Co., the Ameri-
can Cigar Co., The United Cigar Stores
Company, the McAndrews and Forbes
Co., the Conley Foil Co., and 56 other cor-
porations and 29 individuals connected
with the named companies. These corpor-
ations and individuals constitute what is
generally known as the ‘“Tobacco Trust,”
and the petition directed against them
sets forth the purpose of the government
to dissolve this trust by breaking up the
agreements under which the consolidated
concerns are working. In showing the
growth of the ‘“‘trust’ ’since its organiza-
tion in 1890, the conclusion is reached that
at an early day, wunless prevented, it
would completely monopolize the entire
tobacco industry.

The plaintiff, he ardued,
was not aware that he would be.required
by the defendant te work’ on Dominion
gay and assumed, naturally, that his en-

gzment with Mr. O’Regan was at an
end. There was nothing in'the terms of
the engagement that. bound.the plaintift
to work on Sundays and public holidays.

The plaintiff had been working for Mr.
O’Regan at seven dollars a week and the
defendant was mot entitled to more than
six days’ work to the week. Mr. Moran
had drawn his pay on Friday, June 30,
1908 and the $1.16 that Mr O’Regan claim-
ed for Dominion Day, on which the plain-
tiff had not returned to work, he could
not recover. Mr. Mullin referred also to
the fact that Miss Dalton, Mr. O'Regan’s
stenographer had stated, on the stand

Pet rabbits should alwaye have clean
hutches which should be built for com-
fort, dryness and warmth. These hutches
should also 've well-ventilated and con-
_structed with two rooms, or compart-
ments, one for the sleeping room and ;he
other for remaining in during wakmg
hours when the weather does not permit
of going out. If the rabbits are of the rar-
er species the hutches should be placed in-
/side an outhouse or barn where eecurity
'from draughts is to be had. The floor of
the hutch should be five inches above
ground, and there should be double .dogrs
leading into the outer room, the inside
door being but a hinged wire-frame to,pre-
vent cats from getting inside the hutch
and the rabbit from getting out at night.
$'he eecond and outside door, which
should ewing over the inner one, should
be of strong lumber ventilated with smg]l
apward slanting holes bored throug.h‘xts
"ower and upper ends. This door is for
ae purpose of closing the hutch when it
is raining or cold. But when the hutch
is kept within another building or rab-
bitry, there is no need of the second
doe.
he huteh should be well-cleaned every
moning and about once a month white-
wahing should be done on its inside
was and roof. This is to prevent the
breding of insects and to sweeten the in-
tepr of Bunny’s abode. After cleaning
thi floor a little sand should be sprinkled
owr it. :
‘he pet rabbit may be fed three times
aday. A gentleman who has had much
eperience in raising rabbits gives the fol-
loing menu, suggesting that the owners
o rabbits study their pets’ appetites and
#d them in quantity accordingly vary-
ig the diet elightly from day to day.
For breakfast feed Bunny a handful of
weet, fresh hay and a large epoenful of
calded meal. The latter dish may be al-
ernated with cooked wheat or barley.
for dinner (at noon) Bunny will relish
aw carrots and a quarter of a pint of

warm sweet milk. For his supper (five
o'clock) give him a handful of grain,
wihaat. oats or barley. Occasionally some '

green food should be supplied him, such
as lettuce, cabbage, beet-tops, radishtops
and peas. But never allow him too much
green food at a time.. A little boiled po-
tato may eerve him for dinner on some
occasions. Put a little sulphur in his food
about once a week. This prevents scurvy
and dry rot. Half a pint of pure water
should be his portion for the day. Too
much liquid is not good for rabbits, and
many persons who are authority on the
subject of feeding them give muchs less
than that when any green foo% is given.
But 1 am inclined to think that half a
pint of pure water and the fourth of a
pint of sweet milk—the former to be serv-|
ed in the evening and the latter at noon
after the carrote—is not too much. Bun-
ny should be watched closely and pre-
vented from eating too much. Learn from
observation just how much he will eat
at a meal and leave no food standing for
him to munch on between times. An un-
derfed animal will prove healthier than
an overfed one. But it is better, and more
humane, to strike the happy medium.

Rabbits ehould be kept in pairs, that
is to say, one should not be kept alome,
for it is natural that they should want
their own sort for companions, and if
not provided with mates will become dull
and uninteresting. In keeping pet animals
always have the welfare and happiness of
the liale captives at heart. A large grassy
yard should be convenient for them to
frolic in, and it is advisable to have the
hutch kept in euch a place during the
summer months so that the bunnies may
frolic about at will. They must be guard-
ed against cate and dogs.

GAMBLING AT .
CHURCH FAIRS

Jersey City‘Preacher Says It is|

As Bad as Poker Playing,
But Not So Amusing.

NEW YORK, July 10—The Rev. Geo.
D. Hadley, assistant rector of St. John’s
Episcopal church, Jersey City, in address-
ing his congregation bitterly arraigned
gambling at church fairs and similar func-
tions. He asserted that he could see no
difference between gambling under the
protection of  the Church and gambling on
horse races or in a poker game, except
that it was far more amusing to indulge
in the latter form of law breaking. His
remarks, prefaced his raquest that the
women of the congregation prepare for a
church fair, which will be held in the
Fall for the benefit of the chapel. He
eaid in part:

“At many fairs raffles and chances are
held, which, if not out and out gambling,
are 6o near it that many of the most spir-
itual, as well as some of the less spiritual,
people in the community cannot see the
difference.

“A great many persons who are worth
more to the church in one week than 1
amin a year, differ widely from my views
Some urge that if it is
gambling, that it is so mild in form that
the fun of the thing is adequate return
for the money given. The same argu-
ment can certainly be advanced, except
in unusual cases, in favor of a good pok-
er game or a good horse race, and I
would prefer the horse race to the sofa
pillow every time, if I could only believe
that way.

“Others claim that raffles at church
faire are not gambling at all, for people
take part in them merely as a convenient
way of contributing a certain amount of
their money. This is doubtless true in
one-half the cases, especially those of the
well-to-do patrons.

“There are others, younger and poor-
er, however, who get really excited about
some of the ‘chances.’

“What shall we say to the young fel-
low who honestly asks, “‘Why shouldn’t I
buy a ten-cent policy elip instead of taki
a chance on this thing. I might win $§10
then. What’s the answer?

“At our fair we shall have over a mite
box a sign bearing, ‘Drop here the money
you hoped to loss at the wheel.””

But even the
muddy, gloomy street may have been pre-
ferable to the interior of the home on
guch a day, and the tired mother may
have been glad to find rest for a little,
despite the dirty bhands and faces and
clothing to be reckoned with in the even-
ing. And when there is no mud there 18
the dust, and always the ill-smelling alley,
the unlovely street, and the general as-
pect almost of hopelessness. §

«J sometimes wonder,” said the police
magistrate yesberday,——“l sometimes won-
der when children are brought before me,
and I see and question them, and know
the localities’ whence they come, who is
most to blame and what can be done.”

Do we need playgrounds in this city,
so much of which was built’ without back-
yards, or front yards or grass plots, or
trees, or anything to ‘relieve the cheer-
lessness of home surroundings? Do we
need that fresh-faced, clean, bright, hap-
spare should
think of these little ones and their
homes, and try to do something to
awaken the dormant love of beauty and
music and orderly living?

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THE SCHOOLS

At a meeting of the  treasury board
yesterday afternoon Mr. Coll, of the
school board, stated that the schools of
the city are overcrowded. Dr. Bridges
said that the Leinster street school build-
ing is quite inadequate; that the fourth
floor of the Victoria school is unsatisfac-
torybecausesofriskincaaeofﬁre; and
that there are a thousand more children
in the city schools now than formerly at-
tended. Mr. Maxwell and Mrs. Skinner
also urged the need of better accommoda-
tion. Mr. Russell said a new building
was absolutely necessary. Ald. Bullock
said that the situation as regards hous-
mng the children is alarming.

Having this authoritative statement be-
fore them, the members of the treasury
board turned down tﬁe school board’s ap-
plication for consent to increase the de-
benture issue $20,00 to provide for the new
school builling on the Weldon lot.

This is an extraordinary course to be

" pursued by the aldermen of a professedly

enlightened city. It is true that the pres-
ent is not as favorable a time to float
bonds as former times were, but there is
Bo likelihood of much improvement in
that respect for a year or two—perhaps
for a number of years. What, in the
meantime, is to be done? The &chool
board after thorough enquiry and exam-
ination of estimates say in effeet that it
would be folly to erect a $40,000 building,
which would be wholly inadequate to
meet future needs. Ald. Frink says that
the city is not larger than it was thirty
years ago, but Dr. Bridges replies that
there are a thousand more children at
school than formerly, and the directory
statement given in today’s Times proves
that there has been a notable increase in
population.

The action of the treasury board must
be reversed, or such an arrangement made
as will speedily provide a satisfactory
new echool building on the Weldon lot.

WHY SOCIALISM SPREADS

One can scarcely credit the story that
is told of child-labor and sweat-shop me-
thods in some English cities, and yet the
story is told by a factory inspector. We
quote from a review in a recent letter

 from London:—

Miss Squire, a lady inspector of fac-
tories, giving evidence touching the evils
of homework before a committee of the
British House of Commons, said that the
employment of children was very pre-
valent in the lace trade in Nottingham.
It was quite a common thing at the din-
ner-hour to see children busy with lace
work, without having stopped to take off
hat or jacket. The children were given
something to eat on 'the way back to
school. It was said that children started
work at four years of age, and she her
self had seen children working at six
years old. Children twelve years old
‘were found earning several ehillings a
week on their own account. In the Birm-
ingham metal trade children were em-
ployed at home sorting ont small articles.
They could be seen at night picking out
hooks and eyes, and their little fingers
were very clever at the work. Children
in the past had been largely employed in
the match-box trade. That was dying out
as a trade, owipg to the introduction of
machine-made boxes, but similar boxes for
tin tacks and other emall things were still
made with the help of children. Much of
the work could hardly be done even by
the very poorest unless it were done by
the children sitting with their mother.
The witness said that 2d. was paid for
making boys’ knickers, from 4d. to 9d. for
men’s coats, from 5d. to 8d. a pair for
trousers. Spoilt work was charged against
the out-worker. In one case she knew of
a coat, for which 4d. would have been
paid for making, being spoilt, and the
worker was charged 8s. for it, that being
the cost of the materials and cutting. At
other times the selling price would be
charged against the worker. For finishing
a dozen pairs of trousers 2s. 9d. was paid,
or 3s. 6d. for superior work. The price
paid for making shirts was as low as 6d.
a dozen. One case which came under her
notice was that of a widow who was left
with two young children to support. E£he
found her making shirts at 8 3-4d. a dozen,
and she had to provide her own cotton,
a4d. reel making threé¢ dozen shirts. Her
earnings varied from 5s. to 8s. a week.
Match-boxes were paid for at 2d. per
gross, or .13-4d. without sandpaper. Ma-
terials cost the worker 13-4d. for seven
gross, and, in addition, the worker had
to keep the room warm for drying pur-
poses, and tie the boxes up neatly in pack-
ets. Blisters on the boxes caused their
rejection. Corsets which sold at 1s. 01-2d
to 1s. 11d. were made by home-workers
for 101-2d. a dozen, and in this way a
woman was able to earn 1s. 9d. in three
days.

It is of some interest in St. John just
now to note that at Champlain, N. Y.,
on July 4th, a statue of Samuel de Cham-
plain, the first memorial to the great
French explorer to be erected in the
United States, was unveiled with impres-
sive ceremonies and in the presence of
delegates representing the French popula-
tion throughout New England and from
across the Canadian border. The monu-
ment is of striking design. The pedestal
is richly embellished with relief work and
suitable inscriptions. Surmounting it is
& statue of Champlain of heroic size. The
cost of the monument was contributed
by the French people of New England and
New York state.

\
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WASHINGTON SAYS THAT
DEPARTURE OF THE FLEET
IS A REGULAR MANOEUVRE

Friction With Japan Has Nothing to do
With Sending of White Squadronto the
Pacific---The Trouble in the Yukon

WASHINGTON, D. C., July 5— The
most startling news of the w2ek has been
the announcement that 16 Dbattleships
of the Atlantic fleet would be transferred
to the [Pacific and that preparations
were already under way for.euch a move-
ment. Secretary Loeb has denied that
the president had any such intention
and naval officers are chagrined that the
news should have leaked out, but there
seems to be little doubt in the minds
of the well informed here that the Pacific
fleet is to be materially strengthened
by additions from the Atlantic. This is
taken to be not so much of a menace to
Japan as a general warning to the na-
tions at large that we are going to take
care of our possessions in the KEast. The
president has for some time approved the
policy of building up a strong fleet in
Pacific waters, and it is not improbable
that in less than two months the great
battleships will set out on their trip ar-
ound the Horn. The Japanese ambass-
ador has ehown considerable interest in
the announcement but owing to the fact
that ' Japan urged this country to keep
a strong fleet in the Pacific, during the
Japanese-Russian war, it is not believed
that the government of Japan can con-
sistently protest against the presence of
our fleet in Pacific waters or that it will
be officially construed as an unfriendly
act. There can be no doubt but that
the Jap jingoists will make as much of
it as possible, but it is also possible that
their belligerent enthusiasm will wane
considerably in the presence of a formid-
able navy, prepared and in the right
place. The advocates of a greater navy
would welcome the information that the
pick of the Atlantic fleet was to be
transferred to the Pacific, for that would
mean the necessity for more warships
to take care of our eastern coast. With
the Atlantic left unguarded they would be
in a position to make heavy demands on
congress for mnaval appropriations. The
idea of having two fleets of nearly equal
strength for patrolling both oceans has
been under contemplation in the navy
department for more than two years, and
has actually been talked of ever since
our war with Spain. It is eaid in the
department here that the present rum-
or is only a revival of this idea and that
the friction with Japan has nothing to
do with the preparation for a Pacific
fleet. Nevertheless everyone is impress-
ed by the coincidence and many are en-
tertaining their own ideas about the gov-
‘ernment’s purpose in the matter.

The public here is much interested in
the alleged war to be waged against the
smelter  trust, of which the Guggenheim
brothers are the head.

The Gug-
genheim brothers are immensely wealthy,
and Simon Guggenheim is the newly elect-
ed senator from Colorado to succeed
‘I'homas M. Patterson. Attorney General
Bonaparte has already begun an investi-
gation with a view to dissolving the trust.
‘Lhis course, which was personally order-
ed by the president, Has been carried on
as secretly as possible and in acope it will
include not only the violation of the anti-
trust laws, but also the relationship sue-
tained by the smelter trust toward the
railroads which traverse the country in
which smelting ores are mined. It is
known that the president has a statement
before him alleging that the Guggenheim
trust has almost dbeolute control of all
the emelting in the United States; that
the trust has become so powerful that
it can dictate ore rates on lines aggregat-
ing forty thousand miles, and that inde-
pendent miners must accept the terms of
the smelter trust or give up their business
and properties. It is eaid that the gov-
ernment has already gome far enough to
prepare indictments against members of
the trust, the allegation being that they
have been guilty of combination in re-
straint of trade. The investigation comes
at a peculiarly embarrassing time for the
new smelter senator.  Mr. Guggenheim
hae leased a palace in Washington at a
cost of fifty thousand dollars a year and
he is preparing for the most dazzling soc-
ial career that money will buy. Having
succeeded in his aspiration to become a
senator he proposes to attain the pinnacle
of socia]l eminence and he is prepared to
spend all the money it costs. With an
indictment hanging over him though, and
to be under a cloud at the White House,
would be a serious obstacle to the grati-
fication of his social ambition, and would
certainly handicap him in all his rela-
tions.

The report that Ambassador Bryce has
rendered himself persona non grata to
the president because of his approval of
the Oklahoma constitution in advance of
the president’s verdict on it, proves to
have been one of those idle rumors which
originate no one knows where. The pres-
dent is a sincere admirer of the British
representative, and there is mot the least
possibility of his makimg a grievance out
of the ambassador’s remarks about the
Qklahoma constitution.~ If the matter
were important enough to warrant an in-
vestigation it would probably be revealed
that Oklahoma politicians are at the bot-
tom of the whole report and that the
president has neither felt nor express-
ed any displeasure with Mr. Bryce's re-
marks.

The identity of the man has not been
divulged.

RAD STORM
IN MONCTON

Several Houses Struck by
Lightning During Heavy
Electrical Storm.

Moncton, N. B., July 9—Moncton was
the centre this afternoon of the worst
electrical storm experienced in this sec-
tion for years. The storm came up about
4 o’clock and lasted for an hour and a
half, during which time the lightning was
almost incessant. and severe.

A number of buildings were struck and
at least ome, near the city, burned. The
house struck by the electric bolt and
burned, was owned and occupied by Wil-
liam Jones, who lives about three miles
from the city, out the Salisbury road. The
house with all its contents was destroy-
ed, and the loss will be severely felt.

The only occupant of the house in-
jured was the baby, who received a slight
shock from the fluid passing through the
house. It is understood there was no in-
sunmge, and the loss will be about $3,000
op more.

Lightning struck several places about
town, at Sunny Brae and Humphrey’s,
but very little damage was done, and as
far as can be ascertained no person was
injured.

The weather vane on the residence of
J. J. Wallace, general freight agent of
the I. C. R., Cameron street, was struck
and the pole split, the fluid passing off
without doing much damage. The house
is constructed of cement, which is be-
lieved to have carried off the current and
saved the building.

A large tree on Steadman street was
struck and demolished.

The houses of John Brown, conmtractor,
Sunny Brae, and John Seamns, I. C. R.
section foreman, Humphrey’s were stiruck.
Lightning entered the kitchen of Brown’s
house through the chimney top, which
was demolished, and tore off the plaster
and did other slight damage. |

Mr. Brown’s daughter, Mrs. Geo. Bmith,
and her two children were in the kitchen
at the time and had a narrow escape.
Within three feet of Mr. Smith, bottles
were swept from the ehelf, and the flying
plaster was scattered about her, but with
the exception of being slightly dazed, she
escaped unhurt. .

Seaman’s house was struck on the out-
side, but not materially damaged.

A heavy downpour of rain continued
during the- electrical display, and some
hail fell. The streets of the city were
literally flooded for a time, the catch
basins being unable to carry off the wa-
ter. Numerous telephones about town
were burned out and one of the city trans-
formers on Botsford street was put out of
business.

Request of School Trustees for Increased Debenturs

7

Loan Causes Much Talk at the Treasury Board.

At a special meeting of the treasury
board yesterday afternoon, the school
trustees, on the suggestion of the ‘provin-
cial government, asked the consent of the
board to increase the debenture issue for
the propesed school building -on the Wel-
don lot, from $40,000 to $60,000. The in-
crease was said to have arisen from the
advance in the cost of construction.

After hearing' the delegation the.board
expressed the unanimous opinign that the
present time was inopportune to enter on
the construction of such a building as was
proposed by the .school trustees, the
ground taken being that the recent heavy
expenditures already incurred by the city
would not warrant further incredse of the
bonded indebtedness. During the discus-
sion, a number of interesting facts in con-
nection with the schools were brought out.
A committes was appointed to negotiate
for the purchase of the building in Para-
dise row which forms the angle in’ the
roadway near the Main street end, in or-
der to improve traffic conditions, rendered
necessary by the:double tracking by the
street railway.

The delegation from the school trustees,
consisting of M. Coll, J. V. Russell, R.
Maxwell, W. C. R. Allan, Dr. H &
Bridges, D. H. Nase and Mrs. R. C. Skin-
ner, was first heard.

Mr. Coll .said it was proposed to erect a
new modern school building on the Wel-
don lot, consisting of ten rooms and an
exhibition hall, with only two schools on
the third story. The increased accommo-
dation was rendered necessary, as the
other schools were overcrowded and, in
view of the number of children who would
be affected by the new truant regulations.
Referring to the financial phase of the
question, the speaker said the first esti-
mate of cost, based on past experience,
was $40,000, but apparently no allowance
had been made for the advance in prices,
and the trustees had found that the esti-
matc¢ was not sufficient. The area of the
site was 200 by 175 fest, and the lacation
was one of the best in the city. -

There was some discussion as to the cost
of the new building and the proposed is-
sue of bonds. Ald. Frink thought a sujt-

able building could be erected for $40,000,
and Ald. Pickett thought a 50 per cent in-

crease too much. He favored deferring
the matter until next year.
Ald. Baxter having obtained the infor-

mation that La Tour school cost $35,000
remarked that for its size it appeared to
have been one of the Dbiggest swindles
ever perpetrated. :

Ald. Pickett referred to the top floor
of the Winter street school as a fire trap.

Mrs. Skinner and Dr. Bridges spoke of
conditions in the various schools, and of
the need of more room.

ASBESTOS HORSE SHOES

A REMARKABLE HORSE

A French veterinary surgeon some years
ago had a horse which acquired remark-
able skill in unfastening doors. He was
kept in a stable under a loft, whence the
oats. were sent down through a wooden
shaft, at the lower end of which, about
4 feet from the ground, was a little door
'sliding in grooves. The horse learned to
lift up this door and allow the oats to
flow out on the floor. When it was dis-
covered that he did this, the door was
fastened by means of a wooden : peg
driven into the shaft. The horse drew
the peg out without the least difficulty,
and got the oats again. Then he was put
in a box in another stable, the lower end
being bolted outside, while the upper half
had a small door secured by a bolt in-
side. The next morning both bolts were
found unfastened, and the horse was loose
in the yard. '

SPURIOUS MONEY |
PLANT FOUND

Ottgwa, July ¢—In connection with the
arrest of Charles Burke, for counterfeit-
ing, Colonel Sherwood, commissioner of

the dominion police, stated that off and
on for the last two years the detectives
of the dominion police had been engaged
in ferreting out the men who were passing
the spurious money.

The counterfeiting was not steady, being
done by fits and starts. The detectives
were puzzled for a time, as to where the
plant was situated, but an arrest in Mont-
real gave the local men the desired clue.
Burke was watched for some time, and
then arrested at his home. A search of
the house revealed a complete plant for
the making of $5 bills of the Montreal,
Dominion and Traders Banks.

Detective James Parkinson, who made
the capture, resides at 86 College avenue.
He has been on the force for upwards of
twenty years, and is one of its cleverest
men.

The trade and commerce department has
received reports from J. S. Larke, Can-
ada’s trade agent in Sydney, and D. H.

CABINET MET
YESTERDAY

Federal Ministers Appoint
Judges to Manitoba Courts
---Governors Get Leave of
Absence.

Ottawa, July 9—A meeting of the cabi-
net was held this afternoon, the first in
two weeks. BSir Richard Cartwright, act-
ing premier, presided.

Police Magistrate Dawson, of Winnipeg,
and ex-Attorney-General J. D. Cameron
were appointed judges of the court kings
bench for Manitoba. Both judgeships were
provided for by an act passed at the last
session of parliament.

Leave of absence was granted to Sir
Mortimer Clark, lieutenant-governor of
Ontario, and to Lieutenant-Governor
Dunsmuir, of British Columbia. Sir Mor
timer Clark will leave for a holiday. Dur-
ing his absence Chief Justice Moss will act
as administrator.

Three applications for commutation of
the death sentence were considered.by the
council. One case was that of a man
named Dale, who was convicted and sen-
tenced for the murder of two Frenchmen
in Carine (B. C.) last November. Dale,
while intoxicated, ran amuck in the village
and fatally shot the men and wounded
others. The cabinet decided to let the law
take its course.

OPEN VERDICT GIVEN AT

CRYSTAL

Jury Does Not Attempt
to Fix the Cause of the
° - :
Fire.
; Sesair ]
—-————.——-—-—

Cole’s Island, N. B, July 9—(By tele-
phone)—The inquest .intg the death of the
four men who lost theé#r lives in the burn-
ing of the river steamer Crystal Stream,
here on June 21, wad’:;losed tonight and
the verdict hended Ogioner Earle by the
jury was that Williapd® Logan, Allan Lo-
gan, Fred Smith and, Edward Baxter
came to their death by burning in the
Crystal Stream on the mnight of Jumne 21;
cause of fire unknown.

Herbert McCleery, mate of the Crystal
Stream, one of the survivors of the fire,
gave evidence. It was his duty, he said,
to look after the stowing of freight and
lodk after the lights after the boat was
tied up. He made his rounds as usual
the night of the firr and saw nothing
unusual. There was no sign of fire.. He
had no reason for suspecting the Crystal
Stream would be burned.

He told of his remarkable escape as be-
fore recorded, and saw the two Logan
boys get out of bed when he did and
William Logan helped him to force up the
trap into the cabin.

He told of the cargo of hay, hoop poles
and general freight. Planks lay from the
boat to the shore, and the forward gang-
way Wwas open as customary.

Mate McCleery said he had no idea of
the reason why the four men did not
follow him when he .got out through the
trap. He thought they were following
him. He was sure that William Logan
had leaped behind him.

In answer to a Question as to whether
he oonsidered the men’s quarters safe, he
eaid that he thought frequently that they
would be dangerous in case of fire.

Mrs. G. H. Perry, wife of Capt. Perry,
of the Aberdeen, gave evidence as fol-
lows: “On the night of the fire we were
awakened by a crackling noise. We lay
down again, but the noise continued and
we gat up and gave the alarm, that some-
thing was wrong.” :

To Mr. Trueman she said she knew
Mrs. Chase, but never heard her husband
use the words which Mrs. Chase laid to
him, nor were they on the Crystal Stream
four years ago. ;

John Johnson, engineer of the Aber-
deen, told of being aroused by the call of
fire. He ran out and eaw the Crystal
Stream afire He at once ordered the
firemen to get up steam which was done
in about ten minutes, by using two gal-
lons of paraffine and birch ‘bark.

Wilfred Akerly, mate of the Aberdeen,
said he was aroused by the call of fire.
He described getting the scow out of
range of the fire.

He added that he saw Capt. Perry on
the deck of the Aberdeen and on the
wharf.

Capt. Perry, on being recalled, gave a
direct contradiction of the statements of
Mre. Chase that he made threat to have
vengeance on the Crystal Stream.

E. H. McAlpine represented D. J.
Purdy, M. P. P, owner of the Crystal
Stream. A. A. Wilson appeared for Capt.
Perry, of the Aberdeen, and W. H. True-
man was looking after the interests of
the crown. i

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'MORMONS STILL
FOR POLYGAMY

| Roberts, Once Excluded From
Congress, Spoke for Church

SALT LAKE CITY, July 8—Elder|
Brigham H. Roberts of the Mormon
Church, excluded from Oregon because of
polygamy, eaid there in a public speech
that the Mormon Church still believed
in polygamy and would continue to prac-
tice it in spite of any law. There would
be no new polygamous ~marriages how-
ever.

The speech was in connection with the
controversy which has been waged be-
tween the ministers of the Evangelical
churches and the Morman priesthood.
Roberts epoke in reply to an open letter
published by the ministerial association.
He frankly declared that the church had
surrendered not one iota of it belief in
the principle of polygamy. Of himself he
said:

“] stand exactly where I did ten years
ago, namely, that though the church pro-
claimed against the continuation of this
relationship, though the State proclaimed
against it, neither the church nor the
State may absolve the moral obligations
I am under or release me from that moral
duty.”

Mr. Roberts characterized the evangeli-
cal ministers as being neither real men
nor real women and that they were bet-
ter qualified for pimk teas than states-
manship. - All of the high officials of the
church, including President Smith, were
present and tacitly indorsed the address
of Mr. Roberts was an utterance of the
church.

Botwesn these two come practically all
ths names ever heard of and a few that
are cerfainly new ones. A perusal of them,
if one had the time, would well repay
any student of nomenclature. The
Smiths appear to be the most numerous
of the tribes but they are closely follow-
ed by the Murphys and Sullivans in the
order named. But there are nameé to suit
all classes and creeds. For the gentle-

gical and all pertaining thercto we have
Abbott, Priest, Pope, Bishop, Parsons,
Vic(k)ers and Church; the fruit culturist
will find the Appels, Lemons and Berrys,
while for the military man there is Ser-
geant and -Sargent and for the policeman,
Copp.

HAVE YOU SEEN
THE NEW COMET

Now in Eastern Morning Sky
and Moving in Northerly Di-

rection. .

GENEVA, July 10—Observations made
by Dr. William R. Brooks show that the
recently discovered comet is rapidly grow-
ing brighter, beihg more than three times
brighter than at the time of its dis-
covery.
