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LAWS AND REGULATIONS

OF THE

UPPER CANADA BIBLE SOCIETY,

AS ADOPTED AT A GENERAL MEETING OF THE SOCIETY, HELD IN
THE CITY OF TORONTO, ON THE THIRD DAY OF AUGUST, 1855,
[UNDER THE ACT OF IN€ORPORATION. ]

ArticLe I.—This Society shall be denominated the ¢ Upper Canada Bible
Society,” having the same object in view as the British and Foreign Bible
Society, that is—the circulation of the Bible, without note or comment.

II.—This Society shall endeavor to unite all the different Societies in the
Province, and to concentrate their operations, in order to give more efficiency
to the whole.

III.—This Society shall maintain in the city of Toronto, a general depot
of Bibles and Testaments, from which all the Bible Socities in connection
with it, shall be supplied with the scriptures at the lowest price at which
they can be afforded.

IV.—The business of the Society shall be conducted by a Board of Direc-
tors, consisting of a President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, and Secretaries,
together with twenty lay members; fifteen of whom who shall have most
frequently attended, shall be eligible for re-election each year; five of whom
to form a quorum. All Ministers of the Gospel, who ar. members of the
Society, shall be entitled to a seat, and to vote with the Directors.

V.—The President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurers, Secretaries and Agents,
of all Bible Societies in connection therewith, shall be ez-officio members of
the Board.

VL. —At the meetings of the Directors, the President, or in his absence
the Vice-President first upon the list, then present, and in the absence of
such Vice-President, the Treasurer, and in his absence such member as shall
he chosen for that purpose, shall preside.

VIL.—Every person paying annually, five shillings, shall be a member of
this Society ; and persons paying five pounds, at any one time, either to this
Society or to any of the Societies in connection therewith, or through them
to the British and Foreign Bible Society; or who may have rendered impor-
tant services, shall, at the discretion of the Directors, be declared Life
Members.
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VIIL.—That each Life Member of this Society shall be furnished with a
Certificate of Membership, under the Corporate Seal of the Company, duly
signed by the President and Secretary for the time being, and shall be allow-
ed to receive from the Depository annually, for distribution, Bibles and Tes-
taments to the value of five shillings.

IX.—That the Board of Directors for the time being shall have the ap-
pointment of Agents, Depository, Colporteurs, Book-keepers, and Assistants
of the Society, and the fixing of all salaries and allowances ; and shall have
the superintendence and management of all the property, real and personal,
of the Corporation, as well as the management and control of its general af-
fairs, and the appropriation of its funds, with full power to enact such rules
s may be roquisite to effect the objects contemplated by the Act of Incor-
poration. .

X.—The Board of Directors shall meet for the transaction of business,
once in each quarter, and at any other time when called together by the
Secretary, or any three of the Directors.

XI.—A general meeting of the society, shall be held in the month of May,
in each and every year, or at such other time as the Directors, for the time
being, may deem best for the interests of the Society ; when the Officers and
Directors for the ensuing year shall be chosen; a report of the proceedings
of the foregoing year presented, together with the Treasurer’s and Deposi-
tary’s accounts, duly audited.

XII.—In the Annual Report of the Society, the efforts of the several Soci-
eties in connection with it, shall be distinctly mentioned, as respects the cir-
culation of the scriptures, #nd the contribution to the funds ; together with
such other matters connected with them as may be generally interesting.

XIIL.—That the General Meeting of the Society shall be opened by reading
& portion of the Sacred Scriptures, and with prayer.

XIV.—That no alteration in this Constitution shall be made except at a
General Meeting of the Society, and after one months’ notice of the same has
been given to the Board.

That the business of this Society shall be condueted by a President,
Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, Secretaries, and a Committee consisting of not
less than other members ; five to constitute a quorum.

V. That all ministers of the Gospel who join the Society shall be reckoned
Members of the Committee.

VI. That tre Committee shall meet quarterly, or oftener; the time and
place of meeting to be fixed by themselves.

VIL That tho Committee divide their sphere of operations into Districts,
and appoint two of their own members for each District, to solicit subscrip-

tions and donations from the inhabitants, and also to ascertain the wants
of the people regarding the Word of God.

VIII. That the whole of the subscriptions and donations received by this
Society shall be applied, after deducting incidental expenses, to the purchase
of Bibles and Testaments from the Upper Canada Bible Society, to supply
this neighbourhood; (which copies of the Scriptures the Committee are to
sell to members at a reduced price, to others at cost; and to give, gratis, to
those they know cannot purchase ;) and that the overplus be remitted, half-
yearly, to the Upper Canada Bible Bociety, for the purpose of translating
the Word of God into the Indian languages, and supplying other nations,
through the Parent Institution, with the pure Word of God.

IX. That a General Meeting of the Subscribers be held on {he —— day of
—— in each year at ——, when the accounts shall be presented, the pro-
ceedings of the past year stated, a new Committee appointed, and a Report
agreed upon ; the Report te be published under the direction of the Com-
mittee, if required.

X. That in the formation of a new Committee, the President, Vice-Presi-
dents, Treasurer, Secretaries, and such three-fourths of the other members
of the Committee as have most frequently attended, shall be eligible for
re-election for the ensuing yedr.
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LAWS AND REGULATIONS

OF THE

BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY.

I. The designation of the Society shall be the BriTisu ANp Foreiay BrsLe
Sociery, of which the sole object shall be to encourage a wider circulation
of the Holy Scriptures, without note or comment: the only copies in the
language of the United Kingdom to be circulated by the Society shall be the
authorized version.

IL. This Society shall add its endeavors to those employed by other Socie-
ties, for circulating the Scriptures through the British dominions: and shall
also, according to its ability, extend its influence to other countries, whether
Christian, Mohammedan, or Pagan.

IIL. Each Subscriber of one guinea annually shall be a member.

IV. Each Subscriber of ten guineas at one time shall be a member for
life.

V. Each Subscriber of five guineas annually shall be a Governor.

VL. Each Subscriber of fifty poundsat one time, or who shall, by one addi-
tional payment, increase his original subscription to fifty pornds, shall be a
Governor for life.

VIL. Governors shall be entitled to attend and vote at all meetings of the
Committee.

VIIL. AnExecutor, paying a bequest of fifty pound, shall be a member
for life ; or of one hundred pounds, a Governor for life.

IX. A Committee shall be appointed to conduct the business of the Society,
consisting of thirty-six Laymen, six of whom shall be Foreigners, resident in
London or its vicinity ; half the remainder shall be members of the Church
of England, and the other half members of other denominations of Christians.
Twenty-seven of the above number, who shall have most frequently attended
shall be eligible for re-electon for the ensuing year.

The Committee shall appoint all Officers, except the Treasurer, and eall
Special General Meetings; and shall be charged with procuring for the So-
oiety suitable patronage, both British and Foreign.

X. Each member of the Society shall be entitled, under the direction of the
Committee, to purchase Bibles and Testaments at the Society’s prices, which
shall be as low as posgible,

XI. The Annual Meeting of the Society shall be held on the first Wednes-

day in May, when the Treasurer and Committee=shall be chosen, the Ac-
counts presented, and the proceedings of the foregoing year reported.

XIL. The President, Vice-Presidents, and Treasurer shall be considered,
ex officio, Members of the Committee.

XIIL Every Clergyman or Dissenting Minister, who is a member of the
Society, shall be entitled to attend and vote at all meetings of the Committee.

XIV. The Secretaries for the time being shall be considered as Members
of the Committee; but no other persons deriving any emolument from the
Society shall have that privilege.

XV. At the General Meetings, and Meetings of the Committee, the P
dent, or in his absence, the Vice-President first upon the list, then present,
(and in the absence of the Vice-President, the Treasurer, and in his absence,
such member as shall be voted for that purpose) shall preside at the Meet-

XVIL. The Committee shall meet on the first Monday in every
oftener, if necessary.

XVII. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as
have rendered essential services to the Society, either Membars for life, or

Members from among Foreigners who have promoted the objects of this
Society.

XIX. The whole of the Minutes of every General Meeting shall be signed
by the Chairman.

REGULATIONS

Adopted at the Annual General Meetings of the Society in 1826 and 1827,

L. That the Fundamental law of the Society,
to the circulation of the Holy Scriptures,
a6 excluding the Apocrypha.

IL. That in conformity to the proceeding resolution, no pecuniary aid can
be granted to any Society circulating the Apocrypha, ner, except for the
purpose of being applied in conformity to the said resolution, to any indivi-
dual whatever.

III. That in all cases in which grants, whether gratuitous or otherwise, of
the Holy Scriptures, either in whole or in part, shall be made to any Society,
the books be issued bound, and on the express condition that they shall be
distributed without alteration or addition,.

IV. That all grants of the Scriptures to Societies which circulate the
Apocrypha be made under the express condition that they be sold or distri-
buted without alteration or addition, and that the proceeds of the sales of

any such copies of the Scriptures be held at the disposal of the British and
Foreign Bible Society.

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SIXTEENTH ANNUAL REPORT

OF THE

UPPER CANADA BIBLE SOCIETY.

—_—

The period has now arrived, when it becomes the duty of the
Directors of the Upper Canada Bible Society to submit a Report of
their proceedings for the year, and of the various operations which
have been carried on, with a view to the advancement of the greas
object for which the Society has been organized, viz., the circulation
of God’s blessed Word. 1In looking back upon the past year, we fecl
that we have abundant cause to record our gratitude to the Father
of lights, for the blessing with which He has condescended to crown
our humble labours, and that it well becomes us to erect another
Ebenezer, for, in truth, ¢ hitherto hath the Lord helped us.”

Within our own immediate field the work has been advancing with
a rapidity even greater than that of former years. In the far wider
field occupied by the Parent Society—a field whose limits are almost
commensurate with those of the globe itself—the Bible has been
gaining fresh triumphs, taking possession of new ground, and diffusing
through many nations and tribes the blessings which are peculiar to
itself. 'While, at the same time, we regard the events which are
being developed in the course of divine Providence, as all tending to
open new doors for the Bible, preparing the way for future victories,
and hastening on the blessed day, when old systems of error, which
have been for ages formidable barriers in the way of the Bible, shall
have crumbled down ; when Popery and Mahometanism shall have
disappeared ; and when the idols of the nations shall be utterly
abolished.

When the last Report was presented, several of the nations of the
carth were engaged in a mighty conflict. The world looked on in
dread suspense. Thanks be to God, the suspense is over ; the conflict
is ended; the sword is sheathed. Long may it be ere it is again
drawn from the scabbard ! Peace has been proclaimed ; peace which,
we trust, will be found an honourable and a lasting one, and, at
the same time, prove eminently favorable to the progress and improve-
ment of the nations, and to the wide dissemination of the Scriptures
of trath, with all the blessings, spiritual and temporal, which they

carry in their train. Tue storms which occasionally desolate the
carth often bring blessings in their train. And sad and disastrous
as wars unquestionably are, they are still among the things which a
God of infinite power and wisdem can make to work together for
good. With reference to the late sanguinary war, one beneficial
result has already appeared in that great internal change which has
lately taken place in Turkey. We allude to the recently promulgated
firman of the Sultan, by which persecution fir conscience sake is
abolished, and Christians put on an equal footing in the eye of the
law with the followers of the False Prophet. While this decree has
been obtained from the Sultan, we have reason to believe that much
has been done otherwise to break down the exclusiveness and bigoted
prejudices of the Turks, and to pave the way for the accelerated
progress of Bible and missionary operations.

In adverting to the war, we cannot vefrain from alluding to the
many interesting cases, which circumstances brought to light, of noblé
Christian men, who were not only faithful to their country and to the
cause of liberty, but faithful also to Christ and to the souls of those
with whom they were associated. Conspicuous amongst these was
the lamented Captain Viears, one deeply interested in the cause of
the Bible and in every Christian enterprise. 'This faithful officer
really acted the part of a zealous and indefatigable Christian mission.
ary, while discharging his arduous duties in the camp and in the
trenches. He fell, while repelling, at the head of his men,
a fierce and sudden attack of the Russians ; his last words being,
“This way, men of the 97th.” We have good reason to believe
that, while he thus led his men ¢ this way” to victory, he was
the honored instrument of leading not a few of them ¢ this way”’
in another sense, even of leading them to the narrow way which
conducteth to eternal life, the way in which he himself walked. We
thank God for these faithful witnesses for Christ, who were truly as
lights shining in a dark place.

We must hasten to a brief review of the operations and progress
of the Society during the past year.

We may observe, at the outset, that in the course of the year it
was considered expedient to take advantage of the Act of Incorporation
Eassed by the Provincial Legislature. This was accordingly done,

nd the operations of the Society are now carried on under the
sanction and in accordance with the Charter of Incorporation.

AGENTS LABOURS.

During the past year, both the Rev. Lachlan Taylor, to whom the
cause owes, under (tod, so much of its success, and Mr. Johnson,
whose name was mentioned Tn the lagt Report as having been engaged
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as a second agent, have been diligently and devotedly employed. Mr.
Taylor has travelled during the year upwards of 3000 miles, has
delivered upwards of 100 addresses or sermons, has visited many of
the old branches, and organized 12 new branches. The cash received
by Mr. Taylor was upwards of £1100. Mr. Johnson has been no
less diligently engaged. He has visited, since last anniversary,
upwards of 80 old branches, and has formed 27 new branches, chiefly
in newly settled parts of the country. Mr. Johnson has travelled
between 3000 and 4000 miles, having visited most of the new branches
twice. It is but justice to bear anew the most unqualified testimony
to the efficiency and usefulness both of Mr. Taylor and Mr. Johnson-
May they be sustained in health and strength for their truly arduous
work.

BRANCHES.

Our Branches, which, including 39 formed during the past year,
now number 185, are almost without an exception in a vigorous and
healthy state. They have been mostly all visited by the Agents in
the course of the year. And it would be wrong not to bear testimony
in this Report to their efficiency, and to their rowing liberality in
the great cause of the Bible, as evidenced by their liberal free contri-
butions to our own funds and to those of the Parent Society. Short
notices of the Branches will appear elsewhere. As a pleasing indi-
cation of the interest felt by our Branch Societies in the spread of the
Grospel, we may mention that several grants have been made to the
French Canadian Missionary Society, for the purpose of circulating
the Word of God, while one grant has been made to the Sabrevois
Mission, and one to the Grande Ligné Mission in Lower Canada.

COLPORTAGE.

In connection with our own operations, as well as in connection
with the operations of other Societies, the work of Colportage is
deservedly engaging much attention. In many of the remoter Town-
ships, the settlers have comparatvely few opportunities of obtaining
copies of the Scriptures, even if they were anxious to obtain them $
while there are not a few who might never think of the importance ( f
perusing for themselves, or obtaining for their, children the Word « £
God, but might be induced to become a possessor of this rich treasm e
if brought to their houses and exhibited before them. This work is
only begun with us, but we trust it will be vigorously prosecuted
throughout our land. During the year now past, four Colporteurs
have been engaged for a longer or shorter time, viz., Mr. William
Large, who has been labouring principally in Scarboro’ and in other
directions around the City; Mr. Burkitt, who has been itinerating
through the Townships around Lake Simcoe ; Mr Joseph Rolston,
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who, while in the employment of the Society, itinerated in some of
the Townships west of London; and Mr. Evans, who has been
labouring in the country around Port Dover. The Colporteurs are
found to be most useful not only in circulating the Word of God
amongst those who are destitute of it, but in creating an interest in
the Bible cause, and preparing the way for the establishment of new
Branches. The direct success vouchsafed to these Bible Agents has
been encouraging, as will appear from the following statements :—

William Large, employed 94 months ; received from the
Depository 767 Bibles, 1302 Testaments ; total 2069 copies of the
Scriptures ; value £158. 2s. 11d.  Sold 690 Bibles, 1271 Testaments,
given away 12 Bibles, 16 Testaments ; total circulated 1989 copies ;

Te following extracts from the journals of two of the Colporteurs
will serve to illustrate the nature and progress of their work, and the
kind reception given to them, while it encourages the Directors in
the intention of employing additional labourers for the ensuing year :

Mr. J. Burkitt writes from Orillia, under date July 31, 1855, as
follows :—

“I am delighted with my work, and have had much encouragement by the
continued flow of kindness from every one, and I feel convinced that the
work of Colportage is likely to prove an immense benefit to the country at
large. It is admirably adapted to meet the spiritual wants of those especi-
ally residing in the backwoods of the several townships of this rising coun-
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try. May God bless that Society with which I am connected, that has form-
ed such a scheme of benevolence for spreading abroad the word of God.
May a Christian public aid and assist them in such a work, both by their
prayers and their contributions. Who can tell the immense benefit that may
arise from those few copies of seriptures which have already been scattered
in those localties that I have visited ; who is able to tell in how many an hon-
est and good heart the word may take root and bring forth fruit to the honox
and glory of God. Oh, may an abundant harvest be, ere long, gathered in
from those fields already sown.”

Mr. J. Burkitt, under date Nov. 8, 1855, further writes :—

“ By the good providence of God, and by his grace preventing me, I am
continued until this day, and have the pleasure of laying before you some
details of my varied labours, and sundry visits during the past month of
October. I trust the following report will prove as interesting to the Society
as ghe discharge of my duties have been to me, although I have been much
exposed to cold and stormy weather, and have had to travel over roads
rendered almost impassible by heavy rains, yet I seemed regardless of all my
lifficultics and wearying journeys in consequence of the good suceess
attending my labours, the kind and friendly welcome I met with every where
as well as the lively interest evinced by many in the cause of the Bible
Society.

¢I have now been through nearly the whole of the Township, and I have
had a fine opportunity of sowing the precious seed of the Word of God. 1
have been lodged amongst the several families in a most kind and hospitable
manner, when I have always read the Word of God end prayed with them,
and have taken the opportunity of giving an account of the origin and sweets
of the Bible Society, and have also given away several copies of the Report
of said Society; thereby endeavouring to make them acquainted with
the operations of a Society which has been so singularly blessed in spreading
the Word of God. I have mentioned the visiting of several villages which [
often find lying on my route. In visiting these villages I must say 1 have
Uways found great pleasure. My plan is to visit every place where an in-
habitant is found. T even go into the bar-rooms of the several taverns, and
offer the Word of God, not only to the landlord and domestics, but to any
whom I find in the house; and it is gratifying to be able to say, that in al-
most every tavern I have gone into I have sold not only one but several co-
pies of the Scriptures, and have always been received with great respect
While visiting che houses of any village, I do n. forget the several workmen
that I find scattered about in their varied callings, and offer to them the pre-
cious treasure that I carry about with me, and have generally met with good
success. What a noble work is the work of a colporteur! What a fine op-
portunity he has in going amongst his fellow-sinners to recommend the work
not only by word of mouth, but by his life and conversation. In entering a
village all eyes are upon me, wondering what I am the bearer of, My object
is soon known, and many meet me on the way, anxious to obtain a Bible or
Testament for their children. One village named Koonaville that I had oc-
casion to pass through, as soon as I entered it I was met by a person, a Mr.
Parrish, whom I found out afterwards to be a Superintendent of a Sunday
School in that village, who was anxious to get some Bibles and Testaments
to give away as presents to the scholars. I let him have some, and informed
him if proper application was made to the Society, 1.3 School would be fur-
nished with a grant. He promised to do so through me, and was very thank-
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ful. I also met with a Mr., Wright, a minister of the Baptist connexion in
that village, who wished me God speed, and invited me to his house. An in-
cident occurred in visiting the several families in the village that gave me
much pleasure. In entering one house alad was very anxious to get a Bible
and urged his father to purchase one for him, who refused, saying he did not
want it; but the lad was determined to have one, and said he would get one
with his own money. He went to his box and counted all the coppers he had,
but finding he had not enough by three, he was afraid I would not let him
have one; but I soon removed his fears by saying he should have the Bible,
seeing he was so anxious to obtain one, He was very thankful, and carried
off his treasure with great delight. Besides visiting these several villages
and parts adjacent, I endeavour, in conversing with the people where I sto

far out of the

8 Y persons acquainted with
such localities, Finding a settlement far off on the 14th Concession, and

having found I could get in among them, T went and sold several copies of
the Seriptures ; and while there was told of an Island a short distance off,
where I went and staid one night. There was only one road to it over a
rough log bridge. The following morning was met on the bridge by a res-
pectable farmer, who expressed some surprise at my being able to get into
such settlements. I assured him that the road must be bad if | could not
get in among them. Thus the Word of God is being scattered not only through
populous villages, but in far-off settlements,  Oh, may the time soon come
when every hamlet and every house shall be supplied with such a treasure,
thereby making the desert to rejoice and blossom as the rose.

‘““For the first time in mv labours, and am glad"to say only that once,
have I had occasion to Tepruve & person for using profane language. At one
house I called at, a woman who had had some altercation with her husband,

and whose anger had not abated, was again aroused by her husb

and purchas-
ing a Testament from me. - She burst out gaying that she wished to God that

[ and my books were in the lake. I felt greatly shocked, and in the most
gentle manner endeavored to shew her sin in thus taking God’s name in vain.

‘I have thus endeavoured to set before you an account of my past labours,
and how I have gone about those labours. I have visited 156 families ;
have sold 152 Testaments, and given one away; have sold 69 Bibles, and
given two away ; making a total of 224 copies of the Scriptures
sales to the amount of £14 11s, 2d. The mo
am more and more convinced of the ultimate
the colportage work ; for there your colporteur goes from house to house,
and by so doing gives an opportunity to all to become possessors of so preci-
ous a treasure and réminds them that it is their duty as well as their privi-
lege to supply their families with that boon which has been given us from

heaven, and lays before them those title-deeds of an inheritance laid up for
us all in the realms of everlasting bliss,”

Mr. Evans writes from Port Dover, under date, March 1, 1856,
as follows :—

““ Monday, 25th February—Went into Walpole where I left off the last
time, and visited several families ; in all was kindly received, and in each
house sold one or more copies of ecither the Bible or Testament. I make it
a rule, after disposing of the books, to draw the family into religious eonver-
sation, and urge the necessity of not only reading the scriptures, but to seek
tath which the bible is given us for, viz: Curisy, They are they which
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testify of me,” saith our Saviour; and when practicable (which is almost
always the case) I conclude with prayer. This necessarily takes up some
time, more than I anticipate, and I do not visit near as many families as I
propose to do inthe morning : however, I view it as a very important part of
my work, and profitable, I trust, both to the families visited as well as to my
own soul. T called 4t a school house about two miles from Stoney Creek or
Williamsville, and requested the scholars to circulate that I should lecture
there on the following evening, and went to the house of an old acquaintance
near the village, where I was kindly received. Tuesday, 26th—Visited ten
families in the neighborhood—in the evening attended at the school-house,
where there were a good number of people. Isold at the houses and after
the lecture this day, five bibles and thirteen testaments, Wednesday, 27th
—Went to a Dutch settlement four or five miles distant, and visited several
familes of Dutch Methodists and Menonists, I sold all the Dutch copies I
had with me, and would have sold more had I got them. Thursday, 28th—
Went to Hullsville, ten miles, where I was expected. In the evening had
a goodly number to the lecture in the Wosleyan Chapel, where I endeavored
to prove, from the sublimity, excellence of poetry, faithfulness of history,
truthfulness of prophecy, grandeur of oratory, beauty of biography, success
of its progress amidst opposition, &e., that God was its author ; ‘and endea-
vored to point its design and end, viz: Salvation from sin through a cruci-
fied Saviour. After the meeting, I sold about a dozen copies of the scrip-

tures. Oh, may it be as bread cast upon the waters, which may be found
after many days.”

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We may state, under this head, that the Committee lately adopted
the resolution of purchasing 200 New Testaments in the Ojibway
language, translated by Dr. O’Meara, and 2000 copies of the Book of
Psalms, for distribution among the Indians, either gratuitously or at
a reduced rate.

The Directors look on the gratuitous distribution of the Scriptures
to those who are not in circumstances to purchase them, as part of
their special duty, and are glad to avail themselves of all opportunities
that are presented for them to cultivate the good seed of the kingdom.
Besides the gratuitous distribution here recorded, it'is but right to
mention that not a few copies of the Scriptures are gratuitously dis-
tributed by our Branches. Of the grants made directly by this
Society, a considerable number have been madé to Roman Catholies,
The Testaments granted to the Missionary Society of the students of
Knox’s Coilege were for circulation among the French Canadians in
the neighbourhood of Amherstburgh, where a Missionary is labour-
ing with very encouraging success.

Several pleasing instances have come to the knowledge of the
Directors, of spiritual good having been realized as the result of this
gratuitous distribution of the Word of God. We shall only refer
here to one case, mentioned in a letter from Mr. Hancock, Superin-
tendent of the House of Industry in this city. After referring to the
grant of 24 copies of the Word of God for the benefit of the inmates
of that Institution, he says—

“ The reading of the Scriptures has not been kept up with as much interest
at all times, us I could desire, by the adults. Yet I cannot omit referring to
one young man, a native of Germany, who came into the house two years
ago. At that time he was unable to read or speak English. But now he can
read the Bible in English very well. Heis sinking under disease, but he says,
¢Christ is precious.” He has manifested uncommon Christian patience and
meekness under his afflictions, having submitted to two serious operations
since he came into the house, losing both feet. He says, in his broken English,
‘I know no goodness of God before I come into dis house. But Jesus Christ
come to me now; every day make me very happy. Him no speak to me in
de German Bible before I come in dis house. Me 80 much good in dis house.’
If spoken to about the love of God, his chest heaves with emotion, and his
eye moistens with tears. As I believe he has experienced a change of heart,
80 has he manifested a change of life. For I have found him of most un-
swerving principle. = None could induce him to commit an act which in his
own estimation was of doubtful propriety. He is now fast sinking under
consumption,”

NOTICES OF PARENT SOCIETY.

It would be deeply interesting, if time and space allowed, to give
a comprehensive view of the gigantic operations of the Parent Society.
We can only glance at a few points here and there in the vast field
over which the operations of that Institution are spread. For more
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full information, we refer to an abstract of the Parent Society’s Re
port published in the Appendix.

In France, during the year just ended, 120,644 copies of the Holy
Scriptures have been circulated, being more by upwards of 11,000
than the number circulated during the preceding year. Of the
number just mentioned, 45,293 copies were distributed among French
soldiers proceeding to the seat of war; the total number of copies put
into the hands of French soldiers since August, 1854, being not less
than 65,112. The work of colportage is carried on to a large extent
in France, and with the happiest results, the reading of the Word
alone being, in not a few instances, rendered effectual, by the bless-
ing of Grod, for the conversion of souls :—

The following extracts illustrate the labors of the colporteurs. On
the disposition of the population gmong whom they carry on their
labors, M. de Pressensé writes :—

I shall be on my guard against representing matters in too flattering a
light, for it would at once be objected that the vast majority of Frenchmen
continue to be evidently plunged in all the superstitions of Popery, and more
especially in a desolating infidelity. This is true, but what is not less so is,
that the word of God is being diffused in & manner which has an important
signification—it is purchased—and that the £1,280 of which I have before
spoken, has been spent by Romanists in order to procure the Holy Scrip-
tures. These undeniable facts do not as yet prove that the masses of the
French nation are disentangling themselves from the meshes of Popery. By
no means ; but do they not show that, notwithstanding, there is a portion
(a small one, if you will) of the people who are disgusted with the religious
yoke which is being attempted to be fastened on them with more rigor than
ever, and who in proportion as they see the pretensions and influence of the
priests increasing, draw nearer and nearer to the Bible, in order to find
therein the weapons of which they feel they stand in need against their spi-
ritual adversaries, who are striving more and more to bring them into bond-
age? I firmly believe that the Lord is carrying on a good, though at present
hidden, work among the Catholic#in France. To make use of a simile, the
present moment may be compared to the period when the seed is cast into
the earth: the field which has received it will continue to have the appear-
ance of sterility until the time when the seed, after having germinated
though without the eye of man having been able to follow this process,
shoots forth in due season, and finally becomes that ear-crowned plant which
amply repays the husbandman for all his pains, and for all his patient expec-
tations.

“My voluminous correspondence with the Committee is filled with facts
proving that the dissemination. of the Scriptures is every year followed by
various most gratifying results. What numbers of souls have been converted
by this means! what numbers of new churches founded! Have I not else-
where most abundantly shown that all that during the last twenty-five years
has been accomplished, and this with an ever increasing energy, for the
advancement of the kingdom of God in France, takes its origin in the Bible
work, and more especially in the work carried on by the British and Foreign
Bible Society ?” '
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A colporteur in » transmits the following extract of a letter
he had reccived from a Roman Catholic priest :—

“ ‘Dear friend,” writes the cure, ‘I thank you very affectionately for the
kind sentiments which you express; the fresh knowledge which I have re-
cently acquired of men and of worldly things will draw me nearer to God
and to evangelical life, and I shall profit by my exile and my isolated posi-
tion to nourish myself more assidiously than ever with the word of God, and
to imbibe more of the mind of our Divine Master.’

“The priest in question has written me this letter under the influence of
very great corrow. He has just been removed from a parish to which he
was attached and where he was beloved, and to which he was endeavoring
to do the greatest possible good; and where, moreover, he spread and
preached the Gospel. By order of the Archbishop he has been transferred
to one of the smallest parishes in the — —, by way of punishment for having
attempted to instruct his parishoners in the truths of the Gospel! To this
then we have come in France in the middle of the 19th century !
who would keep his place and his bread is obliged to hold back from his pee-
ple that truth which saves and scantifies ; which vivifies andregenerates com-

munities as well as individuals. Poor France! may the Lord our God have
compassion on thee!”

A priest

In the same letter he writes of another locality —

““The inhabitants of this commune, more than 300 in number,
to the French Catholic Church, having become more enlightened, have em-
braced Protestantism. Faithful pastors have been given them, and from
that time this people, famous for their litigious spirit and loose morals, have
been changed; there has been no more talk of law-guits, no more evil doings
towards the inhabitants of the neighboring communes, Family duties are
now practised, and what is more precious, Christian living is now manifested
by several individuals. Several most edifying deaths have taken place.
These are transformations which the Bible read and believed in could alone
produce.

‘“But the Romish clergy, far from rejoicing in this change, have become
more and more angry as they have understood that they have been for ever
dispossessed of this locality. What distressed them most was, to see the
church transformed into a Protestant place of worship, and their old and
flourishing school under the care of Irotestant teachors, Although the
clergy have not retained more than half a dozen adherents at V—, they
have had a new and very pretty church built, and have there placed a priest,
and they have left no stone unturned to bring back again the old Catholics.
Nobody went, however, and they tried the same game with the school, which
they endeavored to establish by the side of the Protestant one, but not a
pupil came,

“There is yet one more fact, which I must communicate to you. One of
our Colporteurs, who labors in the south, was brought a few months ago into
contact with one of the judges of a certain town, which it is better, perhaps,
not to name ; this judge was a Roman Catholic, but had become disgusted
with the errors he had seen in Popery. The piety of our friend touched

belonging

him; he bought a Bible, he read it conscientiously ; very often he sent for
the colporteur that he might explain to him what appeared obscure; often
they knelt down in prayer. What must always take place under such cir-
cumstances, took place now. This judge is become a true and w
of the Bible. For the last month he has gone into retirement,

arm disciple
that he may
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be able to occupy himself exclusively with the study of the Holy Scriptures ;
and what is a cause of rejoicing and of great usefulness, is, that this man,
distinguished by character and education, is now writing some popular
works addressed to his old co-religionists, having for their object to attract
these people to the examination and deep study of the Holy Scriptures. 1
assure you that French Christians have gained in him a precious acquisition,
and that he is one of the fruits of your colportage.”

The following shows how the wise are taken in their own crafti-
ness i—

‘¢ As regards the current year especially, the progress of your work is
remarkable, and I may be permltted to mention at once a cause, which was
wholly unforseen by those who have been operating with a totally different ob-
jectin view :—it isin fact the many schemes set on foot by the partizans of the
new papist dogma, respecting the Immaculate Conception of the Virgin.—
On all sides, even to the very smallest of the country parishes, the Bishops
have ordered all their subalterns, curés, vicaires, and itinerating preachers,
to prepare the people beforehand for the reception of this fresh invention of
the Court of Rome. To this must be ascribed the many discourses and con-
ferences held, the general attention awakened in regard to the subject, the
many discussions which have taken place, and, alas! at times of the
most profane character; the many applications for information made to our
colporteurs ; and finally, the redoubled activity which has occurred in the
sale of the New Testaments. This fact should be published, for it surpris-
ingly diminishes the importance of the illuminations at Lyons, Nantes, and
some other towns, where the papist clergy have caused the people to crowd
the streets by the dazzle of their variegated lamps, or by the discharge of
their fireworks. You, have, doubtless, read the description of the fetes to
which I am referring, as well as of the gigantic transparencies exhibited in
the streets, bearing inscriptions such as the following : ‘7o Mary the Mother
of the Creatory’ ‘To Mary the Queen of Heaven.’ Many poor ignorant crea-
tures have, no doubt, suffered themselves to be entrapped by the various de-
vices which the skill of the actors hasled them to invent for the occasion;
but it may be safely affirmed, that the publication of this new dogma has
been a matter of perfect indifference to the majority of French Catholics,
and a subject of reproach and sorrow for serious men helonging to that com-
munion. Its only interesting aspect is the one which I have just mentioned,
namely, the sale of a good number of New Testaments, which have been pur-
chased after the rending aloud by our colporteurs of the passages which
relate to the Virgin Mary.”

The following communication describes the comiiencement of
colportage operations in the camps at Boulogne. The colporteur
writes :—

““On the 10th I was with the Commissary. “Sir,’ I said to him, ‘I possess
a document granted by the kindness of the Minister of the Interior.’ On
this I showed him my bookseller's license. ¢I have, further, the colporteur’s
authorisation as required by the law; here is, besides, my passport, granted
me by the authorities of the place where I reside. I shall leave the passport
with you, and beg you now to furnish me, according to law, with an un-
limited permission of residence in order to carry on my profession of book-
seller. Finally, here are the works which I purpose selling in the neighbor-
hood.” On this I laid on the commissary’e table two copies of De Sacy’s
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New Testament, 32mo., which that functionary took up and began to exam-
ine; while I continued, ‘All my works are stamped, and recognised by the
government ; here is their stamp.” After having attentively listened to me,
he ordered his clerk to give me an unlimited permissi si

which I begged the commissary’s acceptance of one of the New Testaments,
which he received with pleasure, while the other I offered to the clerk, who
also seemed to be pleased with the gift. Both cordially thanked me, and I
left them. The next day I went again to the commissary’s office, and, on
entering, I said to him, ¢ Already have three English families been to my
depot for the purpose of purchasing my books, but fearing that they might
not be able to distribute them among the people as they might wish, they
have hesitated about doing 80, In-order to facilitate my trade, would it not
be practicable to grant a formal permission to these families?’ ‘No,” he re-
plied, ¢that is not practicable; but I will tell you what I will do for you;
give me the names of the persons whom you have mentioned, and who are
desirous of doing business with you, and we will see what can be done,’
‘But, sir, these individuals will not trust to a verbal permission,’ ‘Well,
then,” replied the commissary, ‘come here this evening, and I will send my
clerk with you to the individuals of whom you spe:k,

M. de Pressensé furnishes the following particulars of the distri.
bution of New Testaments among the Russian prisoners :—

“I am at last able to give you some account of the distribution of the
Scriptures effected in your name among the Russian prisoners, 760 in num-
ber, quartered on the Tsle of Aix, not far from the coast of the Department
of the Charente Inferieure, As I informed you at the time, I requested one
of my friends, Mr. Puaux, pastor at Rochefort, to take my place in the mat-
ter, by undertaking the distribution of the copies. This brother in Christ
has distributed the 740 copies in Russ, Finnish, Polish, Swedish and German,
which you sent to me from London, for this special object, and the following
is what he writes to me on the subject, under date the 7th February.

“I returned yesterday from the Isle of Aix, and I now purpose giving you
some account of the use made of the New Testaments sent by the Bible
Bociety for the Russian prisoners. You will learn with satisfaction that the
distribution of the Scriptures was superintended with o
through the kindness of the Russian Colonel F——, wh
religionists. He is a man of noble manners, a Christi
not by faith. He has profound respect for Christi
endeavoring, he told me, to approach nearer to it,

“ Each prisoner received a New Testament, and each in his own language,
The Book of God was received with pleasure and gratitude. ‘Thank the Bible
Society in my name,’ said the Colonel ; Tell them that the Book has been
welcomed, and especially by the Protestants, all of whom know how to read,
& circumstance which places them above their companions in misfortune,
both as regards morality and intelligence,

“ ¢1 saw several of the officers, and, generally speaking, they are all agree-
able men; two of them, a captain and a lieutenaut-colouel, appeared to me
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to be men of piety. They were pleased, much pleased at the books being
sent. As the Fiunish New Testaments only reached me yesterday, the Lieu-
tenant-Colonel was quite delighted. ¢There will surely be at least one for
me,’ he said, and at the same moment I placed one in his hands, His eyes
sparkled with pleasure,

“ ¢I also paid a visit to a Finnish officer, who has his wife with him. Both
he and his companion were pleased at my visit, and with the word of God
which I brought them. ‘I cannot find words,” said the lady to my interpre-
ter, ¢ to express how delighted I feel at this present.’ ”’

A correspondent furnishes us with this brief but affecting state-
ment :—

“I think you will like to hear anything about the Bibles with which I
have been supplied through your kindness since last year. The Lord, ‘full
of grace,” has permitted me to give thirty-four Bibles and tw enty-two New
Testaments into the hands of English, German, and French Protestant and
Roman Catholic men and women in and dut of the hospitals at , and the
prison of ——, Besides this number, a friend has distributed six Bibles out
of my depot ; and has written a few lines concerning the persons who have
received the word of God. There are a great many most interesting cases
proving the love of Christ, and the constraining power He is working in the
hearts of poor sinful creatures, and how he blesses every step we take for
Him, the living God.”

In Germany, as also in Sweden and Norway, the agents of the
Bible Society have been labouring diligently, and, by the blessing of
God, successfully. In Sweden, a religious movement has been for
some time going on, which, we may hope, may be promoted by the
increasing dissemination of the Word of God.

In Russia itself, notwithstanding the obstacles which tend to pre-
vent the free circulation of the Scriptures, something has been done
in the way of Bible distribution.: In the Report for the preceding
year, we are informed that from 500 to 1000 Sclavonian Testaments
had been offered to the Grand Duchess Helena by Mr. Mirriless, who has
had charge of the interests of the British and Foreign Bible Society,
since the departure of the Rev. Mr. Ellerby, now of this city. These
Testaments were intended for the use of sick and wounded soldiers,
in whose comfort and welfare the Grand Duchess took a lively interest.
The Scriptures thus offered were promptly accepted, and the promise
given that they would be appropriately distributed. In addition to

these, no less than 13,000 copies have been distributed during the
year just ended.

In Turkey the work has advanced in an extraordinary degree.
Upwards of 1200 copies have been circulated amongst the Turks,
almost entirely by sale. The number may appear to some to be still
small. But it is great, considering the circumstances. Mr. Barker,
the agent, says that during the previous thirty-four years, scarcely
35 cBpies had been accepted even as gifts by the followers of the
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False Prophet ; while during a single year upwards of 1200 had been
called for and purchased.

In connexion with this ceference to Turkey, we may state that
amongst the Sardinian soldiers, who manifested a most eager desire
to possess the Seriptures, upwards of 20,000 copies were distributed,
while many thousands were supplied to our own soldiers and sailors,
to those of France, and to the Russian prisoners. Not a few, it may
be, who had thus opportunities of reading the Word of God during
a temporary captivity, have been made free indeed—free in the en-
Joyment of the glorious liberty of the children of God. The following
extract from the Parent Society’s Report cannot fail to awaken the
deepest interest :

TURKEY.

The affairs of the East have assumed a position of guch great im-
portance and general interest, that while your Committee have felt
their responsibility in regard to them, they have also rejoiced in the
opportunity which has presented itself, of employing a special Agency
for the dissemination of holy Scripture, where its instructions and
consolations secmed to be most needed. Constantinople has become
an important sphere of biblical labor, not only on acecount of the
religious movement which Turkey has experienced, but also on
account of its proximity to the seat of war. Your Committee, there-
fore, at the earnest solicitation of various friends in that capital,
recommended the removal hither of your Agent, Mr. Barker, from
Smyrna.  Accordingly he took up his residence in that city at the
close of last year; and there, on many occasions, he may be gaid to
have stood between the living and the d ad, disarming the last enemy
of his terrors, by imparting to the sick, the wounded, and the dying,
the word of eternal life. He was not long before he found opportu-
nities to disseminate the Seriptures among those, who have strongest
claims upon our sympathy and aid. He writes :—

¢ As soon as I received the French Testaments from the custom-house, 1
began to devise means for introducing them into the French camp, distant
some miles from our depot. I offered to sell some to passing French soldiers,
but they were not inclined to buy them, though they took them readily,
carnestly promising that they would read them. In the next place—on the
great floating bridge across the Golden Horn—at the risk of being taken for
one of the pickpockets who abound here, I stopped two decorated French
officers of apparently high standing. Perceiving that they were quite
strangers, I engaged them in friendly conversation, and gave them some infor-
mation they required respecting this great capital. I then felt fully war-
ranted to request from them some information in return. I learntfrom them
all particulars respecting their camp, and that there were amongst the sol-
diers some Protestants. I next informed them who I was, and what was my
object in visiting Constantinople ; that our Society had furnished the Eng-
lish troops with Testaments, and would feel a real pleasure to extend, in this
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respect, their labors amongst their French allies, provided they would prove
agreeable to them. They very politely expressed their thanks for such a
favor, and for our Society’s solicitude towards their men; and though they
felt persuaded that they would gladly and gratefully receive our New Testa-
ments, they would not vouch that they would spend their little money for
them. T then took the liberty to remark, that perhaps the priests might
interfere and prevent the soldiers from receivine them, or, if received, they

S
might, by their influence, cause them to be destroyed, as such proceedings
They both exclaimed with indigna-

had unfortunately too often occurred,

tion, that their priests had no such power in their camp ; besides, how could
they dare to prevent any one from reading a Book which js the foundation
of the Christian faith, much less cause it to be destroyed. They advised me
to call at the camp, on Colonel » Who was at the head of their regiment,
and acquaint him with my mission, and consult him as to the best means to
be adopted to circulate effectually the New cht:mwnt:nnun{:ﬂ their soldiers,
They further observed, that Colonel —— wag himself a Protestant, and
would readily give me a helping hand in my work; and that I n ght rest
assured that no one could prevent their soldiers from reading the New Testa-
ment, whether they were Protestants or Roman Catholics. We then parted
most cordially, they much obliged to me for the information I gave them,
and I much more so for what they communicated to me.”

Two days after, Mr. Barker was fortunate enough to meet with
the Colonel, who, he says, gave him a cordial and friendly reception,
and not only approved of the distribution of the New Testaments

amongst his soldiers gratuitously, but offered to disseminate them
himself.

“‘I had fifty copies with me

» and he took charge of them to give to persons
in his regimeut who he knew

would appreciate them, and hLe begged of me
to send him a few German New Testaments, for there were persons in his
regiment who would highly prize them.

“ During the few days the French troops remained in this neighborhood,
I walked about the streets with Testaments in my pockets; and, meeting
with sergeants, corporals, and soldiers, on a visit to the city, I stopped them.
and gave them New Testaments, not, however, before speaking to them, and
appealing to their honor, as loyal French soldiers, not to accept of them un-
less to make good use of them : that is, to vead them themselves, and lend
them to their comrades, I did not meet with a single person who hesitated
to receive a New Testament on such conditions ; on the contrary, it wa
received with many thanks, and with promises to follow my injuncti i

In the same communication, Mr. Barker gives the followin
Report of what was said at the half-yearly meeting of the ('onstan.
tinople Auxiliary Bible Society, in reference to the more general
result of Secripture distribution in Turkey.

*“The President (the American nmbuss:ulor) made a ve
full of praises of the Parent Society, and’ all other Bible Societies. H
insisted, that the Bible was the book, par excellence, for regenerating and
civilizing countries. He enumerated many different places which were
blessed in consequence of having received the Bible ; adding that this totter-
ing realm would never rise from its present degraded state until the Bibls
takes the place of the Alcoran, He spoke of the good the Bible, with the

ry eloquent speech,
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Missionaries, was doing in this country; and, in short, after a speech of
some considerable length and power, he concluded by encouraging all the
members to support more and more the Auxiliary, which, from small begin-
nings, might rise to great things. We had speeches also from a military
doctor, and three Chaplains of the British forces, as well as from different
American Missionaries.

“From the latter, on speakin® of the great reformation witnessed in this
country, we gathered distinctly, that the Bible was the foundation of the
noble and blessed changes that were going on so rapidly amongst the Arme-
nians, Nestorians, Asiatic Greeks, &ec.; and that in numerous cases the
Bible had been the means of beginning and carrying on this good work
without the help of Missionaries; and that in those parts where the Gospel
is taking such firm root, Turks were coming forward, and asking for Bibles.
The meeting altogether was most cheering and encouraging, and was rich in
interesting matter.”

He further writes :—

“There has been of late no little activity in our Depot here. Orders for
Seriptures are constanly coming in from the Missionary and Out-stations, far
and near; and colporteurs, who have disposed of their books, return to the
Depot for fresh supplies.”

In order to prosecutesthe work in the Danubian Provinces with
greater efficiency, your Committee authorized Mr. Barker to secure
the co-operation of Mr. Mayers, who has engaged to devote a por-
tion of his time to the distribution of the Secriptures, under Mr.
Barker’s superintendence.

For the efficient supply of all connected with the Allied Armies
in the Crimea, at the suggestion of the Committee of the Constanti-
nople Auxiliary, two colporteurs were engaged and sent out; one of
them, Mr. Sellar, from London, whose province it is to supply the
English Seripturesto our own troops ; the other, Mr. Costabel, from
Piedmont, undertakes the supplies in French and Italian.

To these parties Mr. Barker refers in his more recent communica
tions. The following extracts are from his last half-yearly report :

“T must inform you of the pleasing circumstances, that the Scriptures
introduced into the French frigate, or corvette, in Smyrna, were not received
with indifference: on the contrary, it appears they were liked ; so much so,
that I was stopped in the streets by some of the sailors, who begged of me,
if possible, to give them a few more Testaments. I gave them an additional
fourteen copies, reserving some to take with me on board the French steamer
which was to convey me to Constantinople, anticipating that I should have
troops as fellow-passengers ; and so it occurred. I took with me thirty-six
New Testaments and four Bibles, and distributed them as follows :—To two
captains of troops going to the Crimea, for their men, twelve Testaments
each. ' To the captain of the steamer I gave a Bible, and to his stewards and
crew twelve Testaments. I sold one Bible and placed another in the ship’s

library, which lacked one. One French Bible remained, which I lost sight
of, otherwise it would have been disposed of. I received the thanks of all
those to whom I gave the Scriptures; but those of one of the stewards were
particularly gratifying to me. I gent him a Testament, and did not see him
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again until dinner time. The first thing he did, on entering the eabin, was
to find me out, and whisper into my ear liow grateful he was for the book I
gave him. The stewardess, who attended my wife and children, was so
pleased with her New Testament, a copy of which she had seen two years
previously, that she begged of me most politely to give her another for her
son, who was at school in France, and who eould read very well. These
particulars may be considered trivial, but they evidently show that Roman
Catholics will receive the Scriptures joyfully when at liberty to do so. We
had no Papist priest on board, conséquently no enemy to the word of God to
thwart its free circulation. May the Lord accompany with his blessing these
small efforts for His honour and glory !

““The hospitals have mot been neglected by the Auxiliary here, or by
Messrs. Sellar and Costabel. Mr. Sellar has placed a New Testament within
the reach of every British invalid, and many opportunities were afforded him
to talk to the soldiers; and Mr. Costabel is doing what he is permitted to do
in the hospitals containing the French. At first he succeeded in giving
several copies of the New Testament to the Roman Catholio patients, but,
through the influence of the Sisters of Mercy, his work has been put a stop
to, and now he can only have access to the Protestant sick and wounded of
the French army. This opposition, however, exists only in the hospitals, for
in the streets the French soldiers receive the Scriptures most gladly. The
Sisters of Mercy (they do not deserve the name, since they refuse the conso-
lation of the word of God to the sick and dying) went so far as to prevent
the Scriptures being given to the invalid Russian prisoners under their care.
To those, however, in our hospitals, who can read, New Testaments are given ;
but unfortunately there but few such. However, Mr. Sellar has been enabled
to distribute amongst them sixty-five copies, and he continues his work of
visiting them, in order to supply every one with a copy who can read, and is
willing to receive it.

‘I have just had the privilege of calling on Miss Nightingale, who, with
forty other ladies, came, as you are well aware, to these shores, for the
humane and most laudable purpose of attending the sick and wounded of
their brave countrymen, In traversing the extensive corridors of the Scutari
barracks leading to Miss Nightingale’s apartments, my heart bled to see them
filled with the heroes of Alma and Inkerman, not in that health, vigour, and
splendid appearance with which I saw them depart for the Crimea, but
stretched on their couches, pale and emaciated from wounds and sickness,
The Society’s New Testament lay within their reach, a sweet consolation to
the believer, in pain and anguish. My eye caught some reading it, and I
hope its blessed contents may prove of lasting benefit to their souls,

‘“Miss Nightingale received me and Mr. Righter, who accompanied me,
with kindness and affability, and was most ready to communicate to us the
information we required. I informed her that I was requested by our Com-
mittee to call and offer my services to her, and to the ladies with her, in
supplying them with Scriptures for the invalids under their care, and that I
should be most happy and ready to do so. She replied, that they were amply
supplied with New Testaments, but sadly required Bibles; so much g0, that
she had given her own away. Under such circumstances, I took upon myself
to promise her a supply of such as I had at my Dépdt; and that I would
write to the Society for more, if necessary.”

At the next half-yearly Meeting of the Auxiliary, of which Mr.
Barker gives a brief report, the following incident was narrated
C
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‘“ An officer of the British army collected his men around him the night
before the Battle of Alma, and read to them the ninety-first Psalm. A few
hours afterwards he was no longer in the land of war and turmoil, but in
heavenly mansions, where love and peace reign. The narrator was written
to by a fond mother, to beg some particulars of the last moments of her be-
loved son. These were so affecting that he demurred communicating them
to her, lest he should break open a fresh wound of anguish. He therefore
transmitted to her this simple fact, that when the young officer’s garments
were loosened to examine his wounds, the Bible was found reposing on his
bosom !”

In China, where God, in His Providence, has so wonderfully
opened a door, the work of distributing the 1,000,000 Testaments,
which were so readily supplied, has begun in earnest, about 70,000
copies having been distributed during the past year. In the circu-
lation of the Word of God, and in proclaiming ‘the glad tidings of
great joy to the inhabitants of the Chinese Empire, not a little has
been done by the Rev. W. C. Burns, who is well known to many in
this land.

The friends of the Bible are earnestly and prayerfully watching
the course of events in Spain, where it seemed at one time as if a door
were to be opened. Two editions of the Scriptnres have been printed
at Montreal, at the expense of the British and Foreign Bible Society.
We trust and pray that opportunity may be found for putting these
copies in circulation.

In India, in Southern Africa, in Northern Italy, and in many
other quarters, the work is advancing in a most decided and encour-
aging manner ; but we cannot dwell at any length on the details.

During the past year, the issues of the British and Foreign Bible
Society, have amounted to 1,474,394, being considerably larger than
the issues of any former year. 'The total receipts have been £130,438
7s. 10d. The total payments have been £184,813. 0s. 10d.

Before concluding our brief and very imperfect view of the pro-
gress of the Bible'cause, we may state that the American Bible So-
ciety, whose representative appears on our platform, still continues to
extend itsimportant operations. During the past year,the receipts of this
Society were $393,167, being an increase of upwards of $46,000;
while the issues amounted to nearly 700,000 copies, the total of issues
from the commencement being considerably upwards of 11,000,000.
This Society has nearly 3000 Branches, and 33 agents, some of whom
are labouring in Italy, Greece, and South America.

The Auxiliaries in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick are maintain-
ing their wonted efficiency.

The Quebec Society issued during the past year 1066 copies of the
Scriptures. It has several Branches connect.d with it, and has now
a travelling agent.

The Montreal Society has now 96 Branches and 84 Depots.
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Durfng the past year its issues were 4683 Bibles and 6801 Testa-
ments, making a total of 11,484 copies. The Rev. Mr. Green is the
active and energetic travelling agent of this Society. It has also
engaged in the work of colportage.

The Kingston Auxiliary is still labouring in the good work of
Bible circulation.

-

CONCLUSION.

We thus see that the cause of the Bible is advancing throughout
the world.  And it will advance. It is the eause of God. He will
arise and pleal His own cause. He will carry it on through the
instrumentality of His people. It will never be stopped for want of
agents and instruments. If we are unfaithful to our trust, God will
put it into the hands of others. How important is it that we ponder
our responsibility, and duly consider the magnitude of the task to
which we are called. A vast work truly lies before us. OQur noble
Province is being filled with immortal beings, who cannot be happy
either for time or for eternity without a knowledge of the blessed
truths which the Bible reveals. Millions of immortal souls in other
lands are still in degradation, living in spiritual darkness and misery,
and dying without hope, because the Bible is still to them an unknown
book—a fountain sealed. We possess the Bible. But if we are not
striving to put it into the hands of our fellow-creatures of every
clime, and of every colour, and of every tongue, we may well question
our own interest in the blessed portion which it is the object of the
Bible to unfold, and tp confer on the children of men.

Is there a guide to show the path?
The Bible! He alone who hath
The Bible need not stray ;
Yet he who hath and will not give
That heavenly guide to all who live,
Himself shall lose the way.

Let us, then, seek to realize our solemn responsibility to the God
of the Bible, who hath been pleased to put it into our hands. Let
us first seek for ourselves personally an interestin the blessings which
the Scriptures set forth ; and then let us manifest our appreciation
of the gift, and our gratitude to the Giver, by our earnest efforts to
put it into the hands of all our brethren of mankind, praying that
God would bless our humble efforts, and hasten the time when His
name shall be universally hallowed, when His kingdom shall be fully
established, and His will be done on earth even as it is in heayen !
Amen.

century in existence, had extended itself with giant strides over the land and
he hoped to live to see the day when that Society and its Agents in every
land, will usher in the millenial glory. When he thought of the faet that
the Society had issued last year three copies of the Bible for every minute in
the year, he could not refrain from characterising it as an astounding fact.
But yet such was the statistical fact. He never could think of this Society
without regarding it as a great boon with which God has blessed the work of
Christianity; and it it had been enabled to address 200 different languages
to the Babal tongues of earth, what would it not accomplish hereafter ? It
was a pleasing fact, in connexion with this Society, that it enlists the co-ope-
ration of the good and great of the land. One million and a third copies of
the Bible had been issued last year; and how long would it require the
Society to put a Bible into the 600,000,000 of heathen hands who have never
as yet heard of it? About 450 years must elapse before that takes place.
Though the Bible was once a sealed book, the seal had been in modern times
broken, and its light and beautiful pages had been opened to the world.

The Chairman then put the Resolution Jjust moved, and it was unanimously
adopted.

Rev. R. A. Fyfe (Baptist,) said he had great pleasure in moving the se-
cond resolution. He showed the difficulties which had attended the circula-
tion of the Bible 600 yearsago and down to the present time; how expensive
it then was for the poor man to obtain it, but it was now dispensed to the
needy gratuitously. We must thank God for such an inestimable blessing.
(Applause.) Men could not be led astray with the Bible in their hands, and
the Society had mingled together this eyening to rejoice over the increase in
circulation of the Word of God. He was glad to see so many present, for it
showed the interest which the people had in the Society. As men reap ad-
vantages out of a new country, it appears to be their wish to circulate reli-
gious truth in many forms and he was gratified to see, thut so many realized
their obligation in this respect. Let them therefore engage in this holy work
with increased zeal the coming year., He would most earnestly impress upon
the Society the importance of extending the system of colportage, it being ne-
cessary to enlighten the inhabitants of this country, as well as to send funds
to the mother Society.

Russian Bible Society translated the Scriptures into seventeen hitherto yup.
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known languages, printed them in thirty languages, circulated them in forty-
five languages, and issued in ten years 800,000 copies. This Society was
suppressed in 1826, by an Ukase of the late Emperor Nicholas, upon whom
much obloquy had in consequence been cast, but as he, (Mr. Ellerby) believ-
ed, undeservedly, for the suppression was resolved upon prior to the death of
Alexander, and was brought about by the influence of the Greeco-Russian
clergy, who had from the very outset opposed iis operations, and spared no
effort to bring it into suspicion and disrepute. It was only the sudden death
of Alexander that prevented him signing his name to the Ukase suppressing
the Society. It must not be supposed that the Bible was thence a forbidden
book in Russia. A Protestant Bible Society was formed in 1828, with the
sanction of the Emperor, it was still in existence, and was valuable chiefly
for having kept an open door for the agency subsequently established by the
British and Foreign and American Bible Societies. He took the oversight
of that agency in 1840. Their permitted and recognized mission was to the
Protestants of the Empire, but they took it for granted that they might do
something for the Russians themselves, and this they did by supplying the
nobility wilh Scriptures in the French and German languages, and for the
serfs and trading classes, they bought up and distributed all the copies they
could proeure of the modern Russian Testament, which they had no difficulty
in purchasing at the office of the Holy Synod, and when its stock was ex-
hausted they had recourse to the Monasteries of the Interior, where they
liberated many thousands of torn, tattered and mouldy prisoners, which in a
few years all passed into the hands of those who prized them as their best
treasure. Finland, with a population of & million and a half, was for many
years their chief field of labor, on behalf of the British and Foreign Bible
Society ; and there with the cordial co-operation of the Finnish clergy they
accomplished a great work. The late Arehbishop Melarton, Metropolitan of
Finland, furnished them with a tabular view of the state of Finland with re-
gard to the Holy Scriptures, which he (Mr. Ellerby) having forwarded to the
Committee of the Bible Society in London, was speedily honored with the
intimation that the Committee had determined to meet the pressing wants
and eager desires of Finland. They forthwith went to work, and aided by
the personal supervision of the Archbishop, they first of all prepared a stand-
ard edition of the Finnish New Testament, and then followed it up, year by
year, until in 1853 they had printed and circulated 186,000 copies of the
Word of God, of which 64,556 copies were sold at two-thirds the cost price,
and 61,440 were gratuitously distributed. But this was not all, the Arch-
bishop and his clergy, at their own charge, prepared and disseminated
110,600 copies of the Finnish Scriptures, of which 10,255 were gratuitously
distributed. In this way it was that the British and Foreign Bible Society
accomplished a great work in Finland, in twelve years providing and distri-
buting directly or indirectly, no fewer than 246,500 copies of the Word of
God, or a copy for every family in the land, and a surplus of more than
40,000 copies for the homeless and solitary. Not only in Finland, but in
almost every part of the vast Empire of Russia did they labor, and respecting
which they could give similar statements, They had Bible Depots in St.
Petersburgh, Moscow, and all the larger cities of the Empire, had agents on
the shores of the Black Sea, and the Sea of Azoff, on the banks of the Volga
and Dneiper, amid the criminals and exiles of Siberia, and the cold, bleak
regions of Lapland. Indeed, there was hardly a city, a hamlet, or a steppe,
to which they did not gain access by means either of the tract or bible, and
preach the saving doctrines of the Cross. It would be naturally asked ¢ what
spiritualyfrait results from this widely spread distribution of the Holy Secrip-
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tures?” He himself had asked the same question, and here were a few sen-
tences from the reply of one who had aided them in their work :—*‘No sooner
had the generous enterprise of the British and Foreign Bible Society com-
menced, than the people were astonished to see edition after edition of the
New Testament provided for their use, and on terms within their reach. The
matter excited the greatest interest, and many a precious soul began to feel,
for the first time, a craving desire to possess and read the Holy Secriptures.
Many were the hearts which the Spirit of the Lord opened, and numerous
were the instances, even of whole congregations, who had sat under an infi-
del pastor, coming to the light of the gospel, and finding the rock of salva-
tion. Throughout Finland, the true gospel is now preached, in all its clear-
ness, force and fullness, and the fruit thereof, is both manifest and abundant.
The British and Foreign Bible Society has been eminently blessed in the
work it has done in Finland.” Crossing the Gulf of Finland to Esthoria, a
nobleman holding high rank in the Imperial Housel'old says :—*¢ Half a cen-
tury ago, as I well recollect, the religious aspect of my native country
appeared worse than during the time of Elijah in Israel. There was scarcely
a single pulpit in the whole land from which the good tidings of the free grace
of God was proclaimed in purity and living power. With but few excep-
tiong, there was no observance of the Sabbath, as the holy day of God.” Here
follows a long and interesting statement of the operations of Bible distribu-
tions and their results, too long, indeed, to be read. The following, how-
ever, is a brief summary :—¢¢The attendance on Divine Worship in Esthonia
is now very good. That besides the Sablrath services, there are now, in most
places, week day meetings for the reading and exposition of the Word of God
—that nearly every family in the town and country is now in possession of
the Holy Scriptures—that a missionary spirit has been excited, and that ac-
tive love to it finds employment in deeds of benevolence—the care of the poor
—the instruction of the young—and in efforts to put down the baneful use
of spirituous liquors, and to direct the drinkers thereof, to the living springs
of the Gospel, even the waters of eternal life.” Andin these extensive labors
they were in nowise hindered by the Emperor, the Government, or the Church
of Russia. Indeed he might claim the late Emperor as their friend and
patron. Every year he was applied to for the remisssion of duties onimport-
ed Scriptures, the petition was always personally considered and graciously
conceded. In this way the Emperor Nicholas was himself a subscriber to
the British and Foreign Bible Society of a sum, never less than £200 per
annum ; and upon the occasion of the last appeal of this kind, when war
with Turkey had commenced, and war with England all but declared, the
petition was at once granted, and in addition to that the remission was ex-
tended to 20,000 volumes which they had just landed at Odessa, the duty, in
both cases, amounting to more than £500. As to the late war, it had accom-
plished a great work, but far different to that which the Emperor anticipated.
Little did he imagine that it would result in the introduction of the Bible into
Turkey and the lands of the East. Great and mighty had been the agencies
at work. Art and science, ships of convoy and fleets of war, schemes of
diplomacy, and the shock of embattled hosts, all, under God’s direction work-
ing for the ushering in that glorious time when the tumults of war shall be
hushed, and the darkness of superstition dispelled, and when the diverse
people of mankind shall express their belief in the truth, and their obedience
to the law, by uplifting, with heart and soul, that sweet and holy anthem of
the Angels—*“Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace and good will
to-men.”
The Right Rev. Dr. Mcllvaine seconded the resolution. He expgessed his
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delight at finding himself surrounded by members of all evangelical denomi-
nations. He would give way to none in his love for the bonds of ecclesiasti-
cal union, and more especially the bonds of that ecclesiastical union with
which he is more particularly connected. He loves an Episcopalian because
an Episcopalian is united with him in denominational bonds, but if that
Episcopalian is not in heart a Christian, if he is merely a member of the out-
ward and visible church, one who has merely received the sacrament of bap-
tism, but has not received the baptism of the Holy Ghost; and if he found
one that is not an Episcopalian, bat who is with him in the love that Peter
bore, could it be doubted that he loves the latter a great deal more than he
does the former? While sitting on the platform he had endeavoured to look
at the whole operations of the Society, and had been endeavouring to realize
those operations as they must appear to one looking at it simply from the

sideration that the Bible is the word of God, and that it has the Spirit of God
to make it a light to the feet, and a lamp to #'.c rath of those who read it,
Taking into view the whole operations of w.. British and Foreign Bible
Society, and then coming to America, and remembering that in little more

through the agency of one society in England, and more than 10,000,000 by
the American Society ; considering that in 1823 the Scriptures were accessible
to all the nations of the world in only 65 versions—about 23 versions of the
whole Beriptures, and about 22 versions of the New Testament—and since
then those versions have increased to between 160 and 160; looking at all

the expected agency of the holy Spirit of God, he would ask what is all this
for? Whatis the cause of all this zeal throughout all parts of the world ?
To put a book, a volume into the hands of every one in the world? You
take it into China, among & people that never heard of it : you take it among
a people that are as far dead to the influences of religion as any the human
mind can form a conception of-—who have not the first idea of what it is,
Who wrote this book? Has it been written in modern times ? Why no!
Moses wrote a large portion of it 4,000 years ago ; and then you come down
to the Psalmist, who wrote pAart of it 3,000 years ago. And we suppose that
old book to be the very book that is to be carried among all people, allnations,
and people of every contrast of character, and that is to be the book that is
the chief, the great means, in the conversion of this world! ¥And here we
are gathered tegether about this Jewish book as a_great eentre of light and
religious truth, by which we expect to bring out millions and millions to be
captives to Christ. Phis simple book is to go out and bring captives out of
all these nations to eonfess Christ! This idea that all met here to-night are
engaged in furthering the work of diffusing it, is exceedingly impressive,
Looking at the Bible Bociety’s operations in that light, there are two aspects
in which it presents itself to us as especially worthy of notice. In the first
place, we love the operations of the Bible Society, because it is such a pro-
test in every step and every line against that which is gaining such currency
at the present day—rationalism—the denial essentially of the inspiration of
the word of God, the taking out of our hands the word of .God, and setting
us at sea without compass and without chart. It is utterly impossible that
we should be engaged in this work, and united zealously in it if we were to
take that view of the Bible. = Let it be firmly fixed in the mind of every one
that the Scriptures—setting aside the errors of translation, or the errors of
the press—are writtén in the plenary Spirit of the Holy Ghost ; that the origi-
nal Scriptures are in every line the inspiration of Ged. That cannot be given
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up without giving up the whole book, as the rule of our life, and the charter
of our hopes. The Society would tumble into pieces, would vanish into vapor,
if that belief in the divine inspiration were taken away; and it is for that
reason that we love it, as a continual protest against that anti-Christ of
rationalism. There are many anti-christs. There is that anti-Christ against
which the whole Bible is a protest, who sitteth on the seven hills. That is
another reason why we love it—because it is a grand protest against that
which the Bible itself is a grand protest against—Popery! But how? We
cannot go to work in our operations without arguing upon this—the seed is
the word. It is not the sacraments, and the sacraments prove this effectu-
ally, because they are the fruit of the word. But is the great power of the
Romish Church sanctified by Romish missionaries translating the Scriptures ?
Is it the first step of a Romish missionary on arriving in unenlightened lands
to get the Scriptures into the hands of the heathen? Not at all. All the
translations of the Scriptures have been made in the face of the opposition
and enmity of Popery. What is the principle of the Romish Church? Sanc-
tification by the priests. And how by the priests? By the administration of
sacraments independent of the word of God, and independent of the use of
the word of God. The seed is the word and the whole Bible is a protest
against Popery. We do not hold that the great principle of Popery is the
infallibility of the Pope; nor is the doctrine of transubstantiation, nor the
doctrine of purgatory, nor the doctrine of the immaculate conception of the
Virgin. These are only the first. " These are only the points. The great
principle is the doctrine of sanctification. But who cannot deny that the
argument used by the priests against the circulation of the Scriptures, is not
without its weight even among Protestants that the people cannot understand
them. We cannot but feel that that objection is much wider in its applica-
tion than the limits of the Romish Church. We see a great many persons
who possess the Scriptures—how many understand them? They may read
here or there a great many interesting details. But how do they do when
they read them ? Do they ask for the blessing of God that they may read
them understandingly? The sole difference between the blind man who sat
by the way side as Jesus was going to Jericho, and who recognized at once
the son of David, and the multitude, who could see only Jesus of Nazareth, is
that he saw not with the eye of flesh, but with the eye of faith; and so it is
with those who read the Scriptures—multitudes read them without faith,
and do not read them understandingly. But can we not understand that a Bible
putinto the hands of the most ignorant person, may be made by the Saviour
an instrument of his salvation when he reads the words, ¢ Come to me all ye
that are weary and heavy laden and be at rest”? Are we to suppose that
since the days when Philip taught the eunuch how to read, the Spirit has
no agents tosend? May we not suppose that He will come down himself and
sit in the chariot with the most ignorant and teach him how to read?

He concluded by beseeching all engaged in this work to bear in mind most
devoutly the spirit of the whole Gospel. : ,

Rev. E. Ryerson, D.D., moved the fourth resolution.

4. “That this meeting cordially welcomes among them the Rev. Bishop
Mcllvaine, of Ohio, and the Rev. M. L. Scudder, of New York, both members
of the American Bible Society, and the former a life member of our parent
society ; and that it hereby tenders them sincere thanks for the cheering in-
formation given by them of the success of the American Society,—for the ho-
nour conferred, and the pleasure and profit afforded, by their presence and
gervices on the occasion.”

Dr. Wilson, in seconding the motion, expressed the delight with which he
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had listened to the representatatives from the American Bible Society. He
delighted in being made the mouth-piece of congratulation expressed in his
motion. He welcomed these representatives as the representatives of people
of the same race with themselves—who, in the old kirk-yards of Scotland
and on the monumental stones in the churchyards of England—oan spell out
their forefathers’ names where we spell ours, and who when they look back
upon the history of our country, will find that at the stakes and the funeral fires
of Smithfield their ancestry witnessed a good confession as well as ours,
Upon no arena could we welcome these representatives more cordially, more
fitly, than on the platform of a Bible Society Meeting. We are like separate
regiments in a great army-—serving under our separate banners. It was
with a peculiar personal pleasure, if not of personal pride, that he found
himself on the same platform with one whose name had been a household
word with him long before he had the slightest idea of witnessing such a
scene upon this continent.

A vote of thanks was then given to the Chairman, and the meeting sepa-
rated.

GENERAL AGENTS OF THE SOCIETY.

70 THE SECRETARIES OF THE UPPER CANADA BIBLE SOCIETY.
DEAR Sirs,

In presenting a brief sketch of the labors and journeyings of another year,
and placing on record the success and prosperity which, through the blessing
of God, have been vouchsafed, your agent does not deem it out of place, first
to direct attention to some of the difficulties with which the Society has to
contend in carrying out the great object of its organisation, Some of these
are specially and peculiarly characteristic of this country, and unknown in
the fatherland. The first that may be named and the greatest, is the diffi-
culty of finding a sufficient number of men in each neighborhood to work the
Society, that is, efficiently to discharge the duties of officers and committee,
without which, a Branch, however well organized, cannot exist, much less
become permanently and extensively useful. This arises from the fact that
men in Canada are generally the artificers of their own fortune. Having
come from some part of Europe, and in some instances from the United
States, with limited means, they find themselves in a country in which there
are a thousand chances of bettering their circumstances, a thousand paths,
if not to wealth, at least to more than competency. The desire to attain to
this becomes in too many instances the master passion of the soul, and seems
to possess their entire being. And evenin the case of a large majority of church
members and professors of Christianity, we find their time so completely mon-
opolized with their secular avocations, that while they readily give you their
mite for a religious institution, they wish it at the same time to be understood,
that it is to be an indemnity against further trouble. And there is no sen-
tence or statement with which your agents are so familiar as “really, sir,
you must excuse me, for however much I would like to serve the cause, I
have so much to do that it would be impossible for me to gttend to it.” The
World’s calls are so loud that the still small voice of the Bible Society is not
heard, or heard alas to be forgotten. Again, as the Bible Society is not the
Society of any one Branch of the Church, but is of 7%e Church Universal,
the Holy Catholic Church of Jesus throughout the world, its very Catholicity
is sometimes in its way and causes it to be neglected. It thus, strange as it
may appear, falls under the old adage ‘ What is everybody’s businss is no-
body’s business;” and while your agents find Churches ail excitcment and
zeal about local and denominational Socities, the Institution which is at the
basis of them all, and whose object is not secondary to the preaching of the
gospel itself, is sometimes forgotten. There are some, however, both among
the clergy and laity that are noble exceptions, and in whose sympathies and
support the Bible Society occupies a primary position. Notwithstanding the
obstacles just adverted to, and others that might be mentioned, it affords
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matter for devout gratitude to Almighty God, whose glory we seek to pro-
mote, that at no previous period in the history of your Society have the
tokens of the Divine approval rested more signally on its labors, than during
the past year. Though the winter Was severe, yet the steady unbroken con-
tinuance of sleighing afforded fine facilities for travelling. I used the sleigh
three months, during which I visited the Branches in twelve different coun-
ties, holding generally five meetings a week in addition to officiating on the
Sabbath : the distance travelled was near 1000 miles, and I received up-
wards of £850 on behalf of the Parent and Auxiliary Societies, As it is
impossible to notice each Branch at length without making the report too
voluminous, a short paragraph, and in some cases a fact or two must suffice,
as showing the progress of each, and illustrating the general prosperity and
advancement of the cause.

Ever since my connection with the Society, I have been watching for an

opportunity to devote a little time to the field immediately around and at
some little distance from the city, believing that such places as Cooksville,
Weston, Thornhill, Richmond Hill, York Township, Dunbarton, and Duffin’s
Creek had been too long over-looked, and that their proximity to Toronto
afforded no reason why they should not have the privilege of aiding in the
great work of Bible circulation, Acting upon this conviction, I visited these
places, and succeeded in each case beyond my most sanguine expectations,
Though the congregations at Cooksville were not large, neither on the
Sabbath nor at the meeting, the subscription was liberal, and the 8pirit and
influence of the meeting of the highest order. The gentleman who keeps the
Head Hotel, received my friend, the Rev., Mr. Tolmie, and myself with the
utmost cordiality, treated us to the best his house could afford free of charge
and subscribed £2 10s. to aid in establishing a Branch Society.,

The visit to Thornhill, accompanied by my esteemed colleague, was highly
satisfactory and successful, The services of the Sabbath were introductor
to the excellent meeting on Monday evening, which, notwithstanding the
storm, was attended by nearly 800 persons, The subscription was over £20,
and from the ability and energy of the people in that neighborhood, we pre-

rapidly improving village of Weston, in which I Preached to a deeply atten-
tive audience, and held the meeting on the following evening, Joseph Den-
nis, Esq., an old friend of the Society, presided; the subscription was liberal
and the influence good, and though the Branch which was organized will not
occupy as wide a field as some others, it will nevertheless fill a niche in the
grand “and mighty structure which is now becoming ¢ the glory of all
lands.”

I spent the last ten days of the month of May in a short tour east of the
#ity; visited a few of the old, and formed three new Branches. I preached
the first Sabbath at Dunbarton and Canton; that is, at the former in the
morning, and took part at the latter in the services of the afternoon, with
my excellent friend the Rey, A. Kennedy. Though the meeting on Monday
evening was small, yet it was pervaded and baptised by the true Bible Society
spirit. The Chairman, A, Dunbar, Esq., gave the key note in a good speech
and a subscription of £5, and my helpers the Rev. Messrs, Kennedy and
Muir, being fully up to the mark, the assembly responded in a subscription
of upwards of £13, which, for a village of some thirty dwellings, was a noble
proof of attachment to the cause. The meeting at Canton was much larger
than that at Dunbarton, and equally interesting, Though the frequent and
vivid flashes of lightning, and the continued and incessant rumbling of the
thunder betokened the approaching storm, it did not in the least deter the
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people, for an assembly of nearly two hundred persons was convened to give
us a cordial welcome, A subscription of £17 12s, 6d. was taken up, and a
Branch organized with bright and encouraging prospects, I spent the next
Sabbath in the village of Percy, which, in one respect at least, is like the
ancient Jerusalem surrounded by mountains; and as the road js directly
across some of them, it renders travelling exceedingly tedious and disagree-
able. T preached on Sabbath to a large-audience, some of whom came 12,
and some even 14 miles to attend the service. On Monday evening the con-
gregation was equally large, and the subscription nearly £25. Our excellent
friend Mr. Blair, the Depository, settled the old account, so that the new
Society has commenced operations without any embarrassment, May its
prospects grow brighter and brighter unto the perfect day. T preached in
Colborne next Sabbath, and learned some facts regarding their operations
which were highly encouraging. When my colleague, Mr, Johnson, was
there in the winter, they resolved to employ a Colporteur who should canvass
the Township., Having been fortunaté in the selection of a most indefatiga-
ble young man, he thoroughly visited évery concession and settlement in the
entire Township, distributed & number of copies of the Scriptures gratis, and
sold to those who were able to purchase ; called on between five and six hun-
dred families, received upwards of £43 cash, and his entire allowance during
the time he was engaged was only a little over £8,

At the suggestion of Dr. Geikie, confirmed by the Rev. W. Willoughby, I
next visited the village of Aurora, on Yonge street, and preached on Sabbath
morning to a highly interesting congregation, composed of the representa-
tives of the various branches of the Protestant Church, Joseph Hartman,
Esq., M.P.P., presided at the Monday evening meeling with much ability,
and while my warmest thanks were due to my noble helpers, the Rev. Messrs.
Caswell and Willoughby, and also Dr. Geikie, I was under special obligations
to the Rev. 8. F. Ramsey, of Newmarket, who came that day from Toronto
to be present at the meeting. The noble sum of £30 was subscribed, which
in a village of three or four hundred inhabitants, far exceeds the liberality of
our own metropolitan city in sustaining the cause, .

My next meeting was on Yonge street also, at which the Hon, J. H. Price
presided, who addressed the meeting in his usual appropriate und felicitous
style, after which the Rey. Thomas Wightman, and the Agent presented the
claims of the Society, to an interesting though not a large audience. Here
I was much pleased to meet with one of the fathers of the Upper Canada
Bible Society, the Rev. James Harris, who opened the meeting by a solemn
and impressive prayer. OQur efforts were seconded by a subscription of up-
wards of £16, which will be increased when the field is canvassed. I spent
the following Sabbath with my colleague in Orillia, and while I preached in
the village, he took a rough and somewhat romantic drive of 16 miles to a
place called Coldwater, where despite the name they gave him a warm recep-
tion. 'We held the meeting in the former place on Monday evening, at which
my colleague, and the Rev. Messrs. Grey and Raymond, delivered powerful
and effective addresses, added to which my countryman, Mr. Mathieson,
blew his Highland frumpet, which gave no uncertain sownd. It'is due to this
noble people to state, that though the Branch was organized only last summer,
they paid at the close of the year in subscriptions and donations, upwards of
£34, which in so small and rural a place has hardly been exceeded in the
entire field of our operations; May its vigor never decay. When attending
the Wesleyan Conference in the beginning of June, T was informed by one of
the Ministers of 4 very plensing circumstance which occurred in connection
with the meeting which T held in Goderich last winter, A woman having
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attended, who had been awakened by the Spirit of God to a consciousness of
her lost estate as a sinner, felt that these convictions were greatly deepened
during the exercises, and on retiring she repaired to her closet, and wrestling
with God in mighty prayer, she obtained peace through believing in Jesus,
and was made the happy subject of the pardoning mercy of God. May such
results from Bible Society meetings be multiplied a thousand fold.
My next was what we generally designate ¢ The Summer Western tour,”’
which is principally occupied in visiting the sections of the work which is
less important, and those Branches which from their locality and other cir-
cumstances are less fruitful in financial returns, and occupy a secondary posi-
tion in our operations. It affords me great pleasure, however, to state, that
80 rapid has been the progress of these faithful auxiliaries, that a number of
them are now seeond to none in the liberality of their gifts and offerings, and
if population be taken as the criterion, some of them have left our own re-
nowned city far in the distance, My first Sabbath was spent in Blandford,
With my excellent friend the Rey. Mr. Tolmie, in whose Church I preached
to a large and interesting congregation. In addition to his assistance I was
also favored with the aid of the Rev. Mr, Scott, of the U. P. Church, at the
meeting on Monday evening,  Although it wag held among a farming com-
munity, in the midst of wheat harvest, the attendance was good, and the
subscription liberal, and g Branch, the first in the Township, was organized
with highly encouraging prospects, < May it be as the vine which the Lord
hath planted.” My next visit wag to Wardsvyille, where I had formed g
Branch about twelye months previously. I was much pleased to find that
the auspicious commerncement had been well followed up by the committee.
A considerable number of copies of the Scriptures had been circulated; a
handsome payment made on purchase account; and all classes are heartily
united in sustaining the cause, I spent the following Sabbath and Monday
in the town of Chatham, where I enjoyed one of the most gratifying and suc-

gregation, composed of the members of the various I’rotestaqt_chﬁrches, toge-

meeting stood peerless among them all. My helpers, viz: John Scobell, Esq.,
the secretary, Mr, George Jamieson, of the Grammar School, and the Rev.
Messrs. McColl, Campbell, and English, all did well, especially the two
former gentlemen who delivered addresses of great pathos and power, When
the asssmbly was called on for what is sometimes termed their speech, the
result exceeded our most sanguine expectations. The President, G. Thomas,
Esq., headed the subscription list. with £25, and an additional £5 to the
collection, and other gentlemen following his laudable example, subscribed
sums varying from five to fifty dollars, which amounted in the aggregate to
the noble sum of £114, This effort in a town of three thousand inhabitants
stands unequalled in the entire history of the Upper Canada Bible Society.

My next visit was to Sandwich, one of the oldest towns in Canada West, and
beautifully located on the banks of the River Detroit. Over this beautiful
settlement however, as over some other fair portions of our Province, the
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Man of Sin has spread his withering and blighting influence, and beneath his
dark shadow everything that is spiritual and vital in religion expires. While
Protestanism has its small churches in each of which a few score meet for
worship, e has a temple that affords accommodations for at least 3000, and
as the result of such a state of things, the Bible Society is comparatively
feeble. But as in Pergamos of old, “where Satan’s seat was” there were
those ‘‘that denied not the faith :” 80 in Sandwich, there area few witnesses
who love the truth, and labor in its dissemination. The result of their effort
for the year, embracing Windsor, showed purchase account paid up, a small
donation to the Upper Canada, and £10 to the British and Foreign Bible

almost equal force to Ambherstburgh ; still our friends connected with that old
and well tried Branch are not discouraged, but have nobly persevered amidst
surrounding darkness, The meeting was highly interesting, and while the
Secretary, the Rev. Mr. McLaren spoke with his usual efficiency and vigor,
Major Donaldson made a few appropriate remarks expressive of his deep in-
terest in the cause. Donation to the Upper Canada Bible Society £5. The
Branch at Port Sarnia, which I had not the privilege of visiting for two years,
I found enjoying as usual, great prosperity. My mind, however, was deeply
affected at the sad changes which had taken place in that community during
the few months that elapsed since my former visit. One of the most ardent
friends of the Bible Society, and a faithful and laborious collector, Mrs, Tal-
fourd, the President’s lady, had finished her work, and in her last moments
triumphantly verified the truth of the promise, ¢ Yea though I walk through
the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for thou art with me; thy
rod and thy staff they comfort me,” Capt. Vidal, also the friend of every good
cause, had gone to rest, I enjoyed a delightful Sabbath with that interest-
ing people, and the meeting was the largest that I had ever witnessed in
Sarnia. On Tuesday evening we held a meeting six miles down the river, at
the village of Corunna, at which a deep interest was manifested, a good sub-
scription taken up, and a fresh impetus given to this auxiliary to the Port
Sarnia Society. As their year terminates in the winter, the principal
remittance is made at that time, which, added to the £10 presented at the
visit of the agent, will swell their contribution to a large donation to the
British and Foreign Bible Society.

The Wallaceburgh Branch is holding ite own, and the meeting was of the
most enthusiastic character. The audience was about 300, and the subscrip-
tion about £20, which in a small village in that section of the country, was
a substantial proof of devotion to the cause. As Windsor, the terminus of
the Great Western Railroad, is rapidly rising into importance, it was deemed
expedient to set it off from Sandwich, and constitute it a separate organisa-
tion. For this purpose I held a meeting in the Council room, at which I was
ably assisted by my eloquent and talented friend, the Rev. M. Hogg, of
Detroit, formerly of Hamilton. Though the audience was not large, the sub-
scription was highly liberal ; and the new Society has commenced its career
under highly encouraging auspices. May it be a depot whence shall issue
many a precious volume of the Book, which, as Heaven’s Locomotive, sghall
run, ‘“have free course and be glorified.” I spent the first Sabbath after
my return from the West, in the centre of Toronto Township, near Derry
West, preached in the afternoon, and held the meeting on Monday evening,
As the time appointed for the services approached, the signs began to appear
in the Heavens of that which we realized before the meeting terminated, viz :
the heaviest rain that was experienced during the past season; but this did
not deter our friends from assembling in considerable numbers. An excel-
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lent subseription was taken up, and a Branch organized in that flourishing
settlement, which from the number of good men and true, that are connected
with it, cannot but be successful.

On the following Sabbath and Monday I visited a small vilage in Flam-
boro’ East, called Carlisle, and preached to a congregation of about 400 per-
sons. As this was at least twice the number I expected, I anticipated a great
falling off on Monday evening. In this, however, I was pleasingly disap-
pointed, for the congregation was nearly equal to that of the Sabbath, and
a deeper interest could scarcely be manifested than was apparent to the very
close of the exercises. The necessity for the labors of your Society in that
comparatively old Township, is demonstrated by a fact related to your agent
by one of the friends of the Society. He stated that when all the Sabbath
School scholars were required to commit to memory a portion of Scripture
for each Sabbath, some of the children requested the loan of a Bible or Test-
ament for that purpose, clearly proving that théy were so unfortunate as to
be members of families who did not possess the Word of God. How necessary
in such localities the emphatic enforcement of the principle inculcated by
youragents, viz: “That every child in a family, as soon as he can read,
should possess an entire copy of the Book of God.” May the Branch organ-
ized in that neighborhood do its part in accomplishing so desirable a consum-
mation.

The old and valued Ontario Branch, located among an intelligent and rural
population, is doing well, and in the local circulation of Z%he Book, they have
far exceeded their former doings, their issueg being upwards of 230 copies,
which in one of the oldest and most highly improved settlements in Canada,
shows what might be done, were all Committees equally faithful. The style
in which the Books were got up, and the unprecedentedly low figure at which
they could be sold were admired by all; they were therefore, bought with
great readiness. Though obtained at a trifie, they may find in them ¢ the
pearl of great price.” The Branch at Beamsville, which had been languish-
ing, is considerably revived, which is attributable to the noble exertions of a

few young ladies, who have determined that no obstacles are too great to be
overcome for such an object. The first meeting proved a failure on account
of the rain and the excessive darkness of the night, but the second was more
successful, and they have subsequently presented a handsome donation to the
Parent Society. The Grimsby Braneh, organized a year ago, promises use-
fulness, and though there are local elements which have no sympathy and
will never coalesce with our noble institution, yet it is destined to hold on
its way, sustained by a few faithful friends, and though small, we trust g
fruitful Branch of ¢ the vine which the Lord himself hath planted.” I spent
the following Sabbath in Oakville, preached in the Free Church, and held
the meeting in the Wesleyan on Monday evening. Here I had the pleasure
of meeting not only the largest assembly that I had ever witnessed at the
anniversary ; but also of meeting for the first time G. K. Chisholm, Esq.,
M.P.P., the President of the Branch, who gave us a good speech, and con-
ducted the proceedings with great effect and propriety. The results were
highly gratifying, viz: Purchase account paid up, and a donation of £5 to
the Building Fund ; and £10 17s. 5d. for the general purposes of the Upper
Canada Bible Society. I journeyed from Qakyille to Georgetown over what
Was once a fine plank road; but is now in some sections all but impassable.
In this thriving and progressive village, I met a good congregation, as usual,
and my helpers, viz: The Rev. Messrs, Richardson of the M. E. Church,
Unwin, of the Congregational, and Clarke, of the Baptist Church, all did
good service, especially the latter, who gave us one of the most appropriate
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speeches to which I have listened for months, in support of the canse. Iu
addition to a good subscription at the meeting, they paid the purchase ac-
count in full, and presented a donation of £15 to be equally divided between
the Parent and the Upper Canada Societies.

The Norval Branch, organized a year ago, has exceeded my most san-
guine expectations. In the first place the meeting was a delightful specimen
of Christian union—all the denominations laboring heartily and conjointly
with their ministers, to promote the greatobject of the Society ; and through
these means realizing at the close of the first year, a goed stock paid for, and
& handsome donation to further the work in the regions beyond, May they
with such an auspicious commencement, advance more and more unto the
perfect day. Nelson, Middle Road, is holding its own, and has presented as
usual a handsome donation to the Parent Society. This was principally col-
lected by one lady who, in her tours visited all without distinction, and on
the cold and bleak day on which the meeting was held, she left her infant at
home and was away until a late hour in the afternoon, collecting for the so-
ciety. To us it appears that the eulogium which our adorable Redeemer
passed on another, is in g degree applicable to her, viz: “She hath done
what she could.” I spent the Sabbath in the village of Waterdown, where
we have a noble Society ; preached to a large audience, and held the meet-
ing on Monday evening. Though the Heavens gatkered blackness, the light-
ning played incessantly, and the thunder rumbled in the distance, yet it did
not hinder our friends from mustering in goodly numbers to countenance our
efforts. Here too the ladies exerted themselves in a noble and praiseworthy
manner, as a proof of which it need only be stated that in addition to a large
subseription at the meeting, the Treasurer paid me nearly £40 for the vari-
ous purposes of the Parent and Auxiliary Societies. The Cumminsville
Branch, recently organized, is sustaining the high hopes that were enter-
tained at its formation, with unswerving fidelity. Though two years have
not elapsed since its organisation, they have a good stock paid for, and have
made donations as follows: To the general purposes of the Upper Canada
Bible Society £7 10s., and £5 to the Building Fund ; and a like sum of £5
to the Parent Society.

At Wellington Square the Society has sustained a great loss in the remo-
val of the Secretary, the Rev. Alex, McLean, who has been its main stay ever
since his settlement in the village. His example, however, is now laudably
emulated by some of the young men under whose auspices together with their
noble helpers, the ladies, the Branch is in great prosperity. My visit to
Chinguacousy East was highly interesting, and we enjoyed both at the Sab-
bath services, and the meeting on Monday evening a measure of the Divine
presence and blessing. The Branch steadily holds on its way, sustained by
& willing and excellent people. Returns: purchase account paid in full, and
a donation of £8 to the Upper Canada Bible Society. The next visit was to
the flourishing and rapidly improving village of Brampton, at which I met
with my excellent colleague, whom I was glad to find in the enjoyment of
health and with all his limbs perfectly sound, after the graphic description
he gave of the perils and dangers, the difficulties and trials of Canadian travel-
ing in the month of November, OQur meeting was held in the new Free
Church, at which the Rev. Messrs. Holmes, Thilp, Pringle and Boyle, and
my colleague all did well, and I brought up the rear, by a practical appeal
to those wealthy farmers and villagers on behalf of the financial interests of
our society. A noble subscription was then taken up, and we trust that the
700d work has received a fresh impetus, in a place which is destined at no

istant day to become & town of considerable importance. The nmeeting
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at Richmond Hill, was the best that has been held there since the formation
of the Society. A Wright, Esq., M.P.P., filled the chair with great accept-
ance; my colleague gave us one of his best speeches, and our helpers, viz :
the Rev. Messrs. Boyd, Jones, and Dick, contributed highly to the interest
of the meeting. I made an appeal to their liberality, and a subscription of
nearly £25 was taken up, which with £19 17s. donations, placed this excel-
lent Branch high up on our list of Laureates. In company with my collea-
gue, I next attended the Anniversary of the Hamilton Branch, which was ag
usual a season of deep and special interest. The magnificent Hall of the
Mechanics’ Institute, (the finest in Upper Canada,) was nearly filled with
the representatives of the Protestanism of the city ; the address were highly
effective, and the collection rising of £30, including a donation of £5 from a
friend, which was presented at the meeting. In the excellent report which
was read by the corresponding Secretary, the Rev. R. Irvine, allusion was
made to their remittances to the Parent Bociety direct, instead of transmit-
ting through the regular chanmel of the Upper Canada Auxiliary ; upon
which a very strong declaration of confidence in the acts of the latter was in-
troduced, alike ereditable to the Committee of that noble Branch, and com-
plimentary to your Society. - This powerful Society is annually increasing in
influence and extending its operations.

The important and interesting portion of the field East of Toronto, was
visited during the months of January and February, and of all the Branches
in that section, none, perhaps, has made such rapid progress as that at Bow-
manville. Four years ago, when your agent first visited them, it was
emphatically ‘the day of small things,” the total receipts for that year being
only £8 bs. 60. This year they paid me £89 17s. 6d., and we took up a
subscription of £60 at the meeting, which in a village of less than three
thousand inhabitants, has seldom been equalled by any branch of our great
Institution, even in the fatherland. The Orono branch has yielded to none of
its compeers in fruitfulness, during its brief history of two years. In
witnessing the rapid growth of these country villages, it is highly gratifying
to your agents to note théir spiritual and mora! improvement. And while
they rejoice in the multiplication of comfértable chuarches, the growth and
efficiency of sabbath schools, and the increased attendance in many places on
the ordinances of God’s house, they also réjoice in the fact that the institution
which they represent is gradually taking its proper position, and steadily
extending its influence over the minds of the various seotions of our
enlightened Christian community. The meéting at Newcastle was of the
highest order, and the speaking admirable. The Rey. Messrs. Young and
Blackstock, Mr. Russell the teacher, and H. Minro, Esq., M.P.P., all did
good service ; and we felt it was good to be there. They gave a donation of
£10 to the parent Society, £5 to the Upper Canada Auxiliary, £5 to the
French Canadian Missionary Sociéty, and we took up a subscription of £21
ot the meeting. For some years past the Hope Bible Society embraced both
the town of Port Hope and the township ; and this arrangement obtained until
the visit of my colleague last winter, when it was deemed advisable that a
separation should take place, as there was sufficient scope for two indepen-
dent societies.

I preached twice on
Sabbath, and on Monday evening we had a very crowded assembly, who
evinced the greatest possible interest in the formation of a Branch among
them, and subseribed upwards of £12 as & commencement ; this appointment
was the last of this journey, which was exclusively occupied in breaking up

We begin with a short notice of our last Annual Meeting. With the ex-
ception of our President’s very munificent donation, the liberality of the
meeting was nearly the same as it was when the meeting was held in another
place, on previous occasions. The sum of about ten pounds was collected.
The munificent donation of one hundred dollars was given by members of
the United Preshyterian Church in Blenheim, and it was double the highest
donation that had ever been given in Canada since the commencement of the
operations of the Upper Canada Bible Society. The fact was well told by
the agent wherever he went in his visits, and the example of our President at
length called forth a similar instance of liberality at Chatham. At the close
of the meeting of the Bible Society in that town, a gentleman came forward
and handed over a check for one hundred dollars. Such instances of benefi-
cence not only ghow what may be done in the cause of God and of truth, but
also afford great encouragement.

During the year, a few subscriptions, amounting to about one pound
seven shillings and six pence, have been received, and paid to the Treasurer.
Three copies of the Scriptures have been gratuitously bestowed upon aged
and indigent persons. One of these was a copy of the Scriptures in the
German Language.

We have the pleasure of stating an important fact in connexion with the
existence and influence of this Society :=—Through your Secretary an appoint-
ment for the agent of the Bible Society was procured for the north of the
township at Washington, where, in the month of August last, a new Branch
Society was formed. The meeting was well attended, the subscriptions
liberal, the feeling displayed was very good. The operations of these two
societies will divide the township into two spheres of operation, the north and
the south ; and it is to be hoped that the two societies will exert a reciprocal
and beneficial influence upon each other.,

Owing to circumstances unavoidable, the Annual Meeting of the Committec
of this Society was later than usual. Although the roads were bad at the
time, the meeting was well attended; the business was conducted by the
President in a very methodical and satisfactory manner; the same harmony
which bas characterised former meetings distinguished this meeting, and a
catholic spirit pervaded all their proceedings,

The only method devised by the Committee and judged expedient in order
to excite an interest in favour of this meeting were, to write to the ministers
of the Gospel in the immediate neighborhood, and to solicit their codperation
by employing their influence in such ways a8 they thought proper, and inti-
mating from the pulpit to their respective congregations this Annual Meeting,
and recommending to them the claims of the Bible cause upon the Christian
Publie, and also requesting them to attend and to address this meeting ; for
this purpose circulars ware issued to all the Ministers in the neighbourhood.
It was also deemed advisable to procure large handbills to announce the
meeting. A number of these were procured and posted up in all the public
places in the immediate locality, announcing that the Annual Meeting of the
Society would be held in this place.

Another very pleasing part of the proceedings of the Committee was, the
resolution proposed by Mr. Manual Freeman, and seconded by Mr. James
Eakins, to procure a small supply of Gaelic and German Testaments for
gratuitous distribution amongst the workmen on the Railway in this Town-
ship; the supply ordered has been obtained, and the books are now in the
Depository.

NINETEENTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE BRANTFORD BRANCH
BIBLE SOCIETY.

The Committee of the Brantford Branch Bible Society beg to present to
its supporters the following Report of their proceedings during the past year.

The work of the Society has gone noiselessly forward since the last annual
meeting, both by sales and the gratuitous distribution of the Word of God.
It has no great things of which to boast :—its honour consists in its being
the medium of circulating, in the community in which its operations are
carried on, the Holy Scriptures, which are able to make men ‘“ wise unto
salvation through faith which is Christ Jesus.” Without such an organisa-
tion, the facilities for doing this would, to say the least, be very much les-
sened.

Offering for sale none but reliable editions of the Scriptures, repudiating
the Apocrypha, and these at cost prices, and to subscribers at even less than
cost, it has the strongest claims on the confidence and generous support of
all. Our annual meetings afford gratifying evidence that the Protestant
Churches generally appreciate to a great extent the aim of the Society. How-
ever humble its influence compared with that of the Parent and Auxiliary
Societies, it yet adheres to the great catholic principles which have regulated
their movements, and desires to place in every dwelling around its own De-
pository the light which they transmit to wider spheres.

The issues of the Society during 1855 were considerab! y greater than thoge
of the year preceding, though rather less than those of 1853. The Deposi-
tary reports, January 8d, 1856 ;:—

“ BRANTFORD, Jan. 8d, 1856.—During the past year this Branch has issu-
ed 275 Bibles and 828 Testaments—in all, 603 books, including 53 Bibles
presented to the Kirbey House in this town, for the us® of travellers, and
eight Bibles for the use of prisoners in the Jail.

The receipts for the past year have been £73 18s. 10d., which, with £10
15s. 4d., the balance in Treasurer’s hands last year, makes £84 14s. 2d., of
which £25 have been sent to the U, C. Bible Society as a free contribution,
and £42 12s. 1d. on purchase account; also paid charges for printing, &e.,
as detailed in Treasurer’s account, £1 10s., leaving a balance of £15 12s, 1d.
in the Treasurer’s hands,

There are now in the depository 245 Bibles and 199 Testaments ; value, at
cost prices in Toronto, £40 8s. 2d., on which this Society owes £10 14s,

Since the commencement in 1836 there have been issued 6133 Bibles and
Testaments, of which 842 were distributed gratis, and there has been paid to
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the Upper Canada Bible Society £515 15s. 11d. on purchase
Branch has also sent free contributions to
the U.sC. Bible Society for the British and Foreign Bible Society,”

The receipts of the Society have not equalled those of lagt year. The de-
ficiency is, however, more apparent than real—the Jubilee effort of 1854-5
having raised the contributions of the Society to an unprecedented amount.
Allowing for this, however, there has been a slight falling off as compared
with previous years. This is partly attributable to the difficulty the Com-
mittee have experienced in obtaining collectors, some of ilio amounts pledged
at the last Annual Meeting not having been as yct obtained, Several of the
Committee have, for two or three years past, devoted considerable time and
labour to this work; but it cannot be reasonably expected that they should
continue to do it. It is therefore hoped that some plan may be devised by
which the Town shall be (-ﬂicicntly canvassed, its destitute familjes supplied
with the Scriptures, and the claims of the Society properly laid before the
public,

ERAMOSA BRANCH BIBLE SOCIETY REPORT.

Your Committee have to inform you, that the Agent of the Upper Canada
Bible Society, the Rev. L. Taylor, has notified to our Secrctary, that, owing
to the extreme violence of the storm, and the impassable state of the roads,
he was prevented from fulfilling his appointments to be with us on the
evening of the 4thinstant, and he requests your contributions to be sent to Mr.
Carless, Toronto.  We are all of us, always greatly delighted, edified and
encouraged by Mr. Taylor’s spirit-stiring addresses, but had he kept his last
appointment, he would have had no body to address. We have therefore
judged it necessary, in these circumstances, to call you together this evening,
f the 10th current, to hear our Report, distribute the funds and elect Office-
hearers for the next twelve months.

In resigning our trust into your hands, again we would express our devout
thanksgivings to the God of the Bible, that our Society, one of the oldest of
the Branch Bible Societies, west of Toronto, is still in a comparatively pros-
perous state; and that so far as we know, all who contributed to our funds
last year and attended our anniversary meeting, might and may be present
with us this evening.

Your Committee have, during the past year, done nothing in the way of
distributing the Seriptures in this locality. A few copies of them, bound
with the metrical version of the Psalms and the Scotch Paraphrases, andpur-
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chased from the Tract Society, have been sold, but beyond this,
been done. With the exception, however, of the Roman Catholics, there is
not an individual within the sphere of our labors, known to us, who is not
supplied with a Bible ; and the people are all, at present, so prosperous in
their worldly circumstances, that not a single copy of the Scriptures has becn
asked for as a gift, or even below prime cost.
In conclusion, your committtee would record their solemn conviction th
the religion of the Bible is divinely destined to be th
the world, and that it is the duty of all to whom it i
it themselves as the word of Salvation, but to send it also to those who have
it not; that there is not, as yet, one-tenth part of mankind who are, as indi-
viduals, in possession of a Bible, and consequently, hundreds of millions of
our fellow men are, at this moment, perishing for lack of knowledge. Who
is there then, that has tasted the good word of God, or professes a single
spark of the spirit of Christian philanthropy, can withhold his countenance,
his prayers, and his pecuniary support from the God-honoring and sinner-
saving cause of the Bible Society?  The opponents of the Bible cause are
numerous, powerfui and inveterate in their enmity against it, and are every-
where exerting themselves to the utmost, not only to prevent its progress,
but to put it down altogether ; but it is our firm persuasion, that openings
for the introduction of the Divine Ward among the people that inhabit the
dark places of the earth are rapidly increasing, and that the progress of the
cause is daily accelerated, During the past year, the Word of Life has been
disseminated with success, even in several parts of the Turkish Empire,
which has, for many ages, been the seat of one of the most soul-ruining delu-
sions that has ever come upon any people; and it is reported that g great
number of Bibles and Testaments have been distributed qmong the soldiers
of the Allied armies in the Crimea, especially amongst the Sardinians, who,
although they have been nursed from their infancy in Popish superstition,
are not only willing to receive the Word of God, but anxious to get it. Shall
we not then, as the friends and supporters of the Bible Society, thank God
and take courage? Shall we not, from the consideration of what God hath
done and is doing by the British and Foreign Bible Society, and its auxili-
aries, and kindred institations, continue with untiring energy in sustaining
and furthering the work of translating the word of Salvation into every lan-
guage spoken by man, and of disseminating it among all the people that dwell
on the face of the earth, and thus hasten on the fulfilment of that luminous
prediction, “The earth shall be full of the knowledge of the Lord, as the
waters cover the sea.”

As soon as a
settlement has got over its first difficulties, and from only hearing an occa-
sional sermon in the Log School House, has Jbegun to erect churches, and
to have ministers placed within its bounds, new duties and responsibilities
devolve upon it. It becomes, so to speak, more clearly and closely a fed-
eral part of Christendom, Its sympathies must consequently be expanded
and extended, and its power and responsibility to do good augmented. It
enters that current of Christian benevolence, which is flowing in one contin-
uous circle, around our globe, and which seeks to enclose, within its refresh-
ing waters, the frozen North and the sunny South—the boundless forests of
the West, and the dreary deserts of the East.

And the opportunity for expressing these sympathies ig not wanting. Mis-
sionary Societies present their claims, and we would be shirking our duty,
aand laying ourselves open to the awful charge of ingratitude to God, should
we resist the force of their claims. Of all these Catholic Institutions, how-
ever, none affords a more advantageous channel for connecting ourselves
with the broad river of Christian benevolence, than the Bible Society. It is
the most widely diffused, as well as the most generally useful of all our reli-
gious institutions. It is the only one, that has not merely truth and love
inscribed upon its banners, but has also effectually carried them out in its
practical operations. It is, moreover, the grand Evangelical alliance for the
world. It is a melancholy fact, that, in every locality, in which different
Christian denominations exist, they seldom dwell together in unity. Numer-
ous sectarian jealousies and disputes spring up; and means require to be
used to keep them in check. No instrumentality is found more effectual
than the Bible Society. Christians, though belonging to different religious
bodies, are drawn to each other in love, when they meet on the same plat-
form, around that Book, which is so refulgent with Divine love.

Not a few, then, in this neighbourhood, felt that something more ought to
be done for the Bible cause. Except our possessing a depot, and apart from
a yearly contribution, raised by a Bible class, taught by that excellent Chris-
tian lady, Mrs. Dallas, and occasional donations from individuals, nothing
was done in the matter. Last year, however, the indefatigable agent of the
Upper Canada Bible Society, the Rev. L. Taylor, was invited to visit us, for
the purpose of forming a Branch Society. Most of you will with pleasnre
remember that visit, and in the hearts of some, the fragrance of it will linger
throughout time, if not during eternity. Moved by Mr. Taylor’s stirring ap-
peals, the matter was entered into with warmth, and a Branch, called the
Orillia and Oro Branch Bible Society, accordingly formed on the 26th July,
1854.  Our success, during the past year, has been as gratifying as unex-
pected. The entire neighbourhood was divided into districts, and suitable
collectors appointed to each. Though the work was new to them, and though
some of the districts were only partially visited, the sum of £31 18s. 9d. was
collected. Of this amount, £10 were trinsmitted to the parent institution,
the British and Foreign Bible Society, and £17 10s. 9d. to the Upper Can-
ada Bible Society, leaving a small balance to meet the current expenses of
the Branch. These sums are exclusive of a collection of £3, handed over to
Mr. Taylor before he left for Toronto, and which swells the whole amount
contributed in this vicinity, for Bible circulation, during the past twelve
months, to £34 18s, 9d.

The number of Bibles sold during the past year, at the Depository, has
amounted to 85, and of new Testaments to 82, in addition to a Bible and New
Testament distributed gratuitously. Besides these, about 150 Bibles and 150

- Doors that were formerly
shut have been unexpectedly opened up, and oM fields have become more
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extended. Everywhere it is seen that the Word of God is not bound—even
into lands, from which the Missionary is excluded, it enters, and does its
silent, sure, and heavenly work, No field is at present more promising than
the East. The Bible is freely circulated among the troops. Amid the roar
of the cannon and the clash of arms, the Colporteur fearlessly secatters the
cannons of Jehovah. They are gladly received by the infidel French, and
the bigotted Turk, by the British, by the Sardinians, and even by the Rus-
sian prisoners, Already 150,000 copies have been distributed among the
various combatants, and the work is coustantly progressing.

Many of you have probably read an interesting work, by George Borrow,
called ‘‘ the Bible in Spain,”” and may have regretted that his efforts to cir.
culate the Word throughout that bigoted, priest-ridden country, were o un-
successful. Now, however, the door has been again unexpectedly opencd,
by means of the recent revolution, The Bible is distributed without hind-
rance, in what was peculiarly the land of the Inquisition. And when once a
love for the pure Gospel prevails throughout that kingdom, nowhere will he
found more devoted or noble-hearted Christians,

Into France upwards of 8,000,000 copies of the Scriptures have been intro-
duced by the British and Foreign Bible Society., Thousands of copies have
been also circulated through other agencies. During the past year, 90,452
have been issued by the former Society alone, and nearly 100 colporteurs

(most of them converts from the Church of Rome) have. been employed in
diffusing the blessed Book.

Throughout Germany, Belgium, and Holland, u
have been circulated, or mere than 3000 every d
Minor an increased demand for the Scriptures has sprung up, and it scems
soon destined to supersede the Koran, In India, the work is progressing.
In Australia, amid the mania of gold-seeking, the precious Word is unceas-
ingly spread abroad. In Afriea the good work goes on with success, and new
Societies have been formed, The million of New Testaments for China, raised
by special effort, are in the course of preparation ; and the British and Foreign
Bible Society has, in addition, made a grant of 60,000 Bibles. A new advo-
cate of Bible circulation has appeared in the person of Tae-puig-wang, the
leader of the revolutionary army, who has decreed, by Imperial edict, that
the Word of God be made the text-book for instructing the Chinese youth in
the whole empire. How strange that, while strenuous efforts are put forth
in this land by the Man of Sin to deprive our children of God’s Holy Book, a
reproof should be administered to him and to those nominal Protestants, who
support him in his nurighteous efforts, by the heathen inhabitants of the land
of Sinim,

The total issues of the British and Foreign Bible Society,
year, have numbered about a million and a half copies; and the total receipts
have reached the amount of £222,659 68 10d stg. Even these figures afford
but an inadequate view of the extent of the diffusion of the Seriptures.
Nearly a million of copies have. been circulated by the American Bible So-
ciety; and also large numbers by the Edinburgh, . the Hibernian, the Naval
and Military, and kindred subordinate Societies, which follow in the wake of
the great . parental Institution, and, to a greater or less degree, co-operate
with it in the great and glorious work of Bible distribution.

From this extensive survey, we.will be better able toform some coneeption
of that noble and magnificent enterprise with which we are so intimately con-
nected.

What is required of us is to
have the will, and God himself will find the way, for it does not follow that
giving unsparingly of our time and subs‘ance will impoverish us. ‘The com-
mand is ‘¢ Honour the Lord with thy substance, and with the first fruits of
all thy increase,” and the promise immediately follows, *so shall thy barns
be filled with plenty, and thy presses shall burst out with new wine.” “They
that water others shall be thiemselves watered.” « I have baen young, but
now am old; yet have I never known the righteous forsaken nor his seed
begging bread.”
Although some progress has been made, yet it is not sufficient to indicate
on the part of our people a right np';;reciation of the source of our blessin

FRANCE.—The communications of our valuable friend M. de

Pressensé, always replete with interest, have been, throughout the
past year, full of new, varie 1,and striking features. He writes—

‘‘There have been issued fro m your depot in Paris, between April 1, 1854,
and March 381, 1855, 9854 Bibles, 94,574 New Testaments, and 4807 Por.
tions, making a total of 109,235 copies of the Scriptures ; an increase, I
would in passing observe, of 18,788 copies over the issues of the year imme-
diately preceding.

“The gross total of copies issued from the Paris depot, from the date of
its establishment to the 8lst of March, 1855, is really 8,221,468 Bibles and
Testaments,

Among the general issues of 109,285 copies, the proportion assigned to
colportage numbers 96,483 Bibles and Testaments.

““The first species of colportage, which we have now been carrying on for
the last twenty-two years, and by means of which we have, up to the present
time, succeeded in putting into circulation 1,789,677 Bibles and New Testa-

ments, has required from your depot, during the past year, 67,861 copies of
the Scriptures,

¢ The second species of colportage, which is altogether new, having only
been organized since the month of August, 1854, in favor of the French
army, has required the issue of 28,672 copies, which make up the total of
96,433 copies placed under the head of colportage. I will commence by
speaking of this second mode of distribution,

“You will remember that it was
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the object of which was to inquire whether I had not some measures to sub-
mit to you in favor of the French army, which had now become your ally ?
On my replying to this inquiry, you adopted a Resolution, which was, I doubt
not, well pleasing to the Lord of armies. Its substance was as follows :—To
grant me permission to sell new Testaments to the soldiers leaving for the
East, at a price so reduced, that I might go as low as fifteen centimes per
copy ; and further, to allow me to supply copies graties, in case of need,
and to such an extent as I might consider desirable. It was not possible,
certainly, to adopt & measure more extended, more liberal, and, above all,
more Christian, than the one adopted by you, and this testimony to the most

important alliance that can be concluded between different nations reflects
honor on your Society.”

M. de Pressensé furnishes the following particulars of the distri-
bution of New Testaments among the Russian prisoners :—

“Iam at last able to give you some account of the distribution of the
Scriptures effected in your name among the Russian prisoners, 760 in num-
ber, quartered on the Isle of Aix, not far from the coast of the Department
of the Charente Inferieure,

“The distribution of the Scriptures was superintended with order and
eagerness through the kindness of the Russian Colonel F——, who is one of
our co-relionists. He is a man of noble manners, a Christian by profession,
but not by faith. He has profound respect for Christianity, and he is daily
endeavoring, he told me, to approach nearer to it.

‘ Each prisoner received a New Testament, and each in his own language.
The Book of God was received with pleasure and gratitude. ‘Thank the
Bible Society in my name,’ said the Colonel: ‘tell them that the Book has
been welcomed, and espeeially by the Protestants, all of whom know how to
read, a circumstance which places them above their companions in misfor-
tune, both as regards morality and intelligence.”

The FreNoH AND ForerGN Brsre SocreTy has, in the course of
the year, issued from its depot, at least 33,000 copies. The actual

and direct distributions, since its formation, comprise upwards of
445,000 copies.

The PrOTESTANT BIBLE SOCIETY OF PARis, is reported to have

distributed, during the past year, 3816 Bibles and 4695 Testaments;
together, 8511 copies.

Berarum.—Mr. Kirkpatrick has undertaken the management of
the depot at Brussels. He writes :—

“ The issues for the past year, amount to 7498 volumes. The total issues
from August 1835 to March 1855, to 210,358 volumes,”

HorLAND.—Mr. van der Bom has, during the past year, had the
sole charge of the Society’s depot at Amsterdam, = He writes—

‘‘During these last twelve months, your five colporteurs were enabled to
g0 on with zeal and delight with their glorious, yet difficult 'work. In con-
sequence of cold and fatigue, some of them were hindered, during some days
only, from their labors; but from serious afflictions they have all been spared.
The number of copies circulated during this year amounts to 20,460.”

GERMANY.—Dr. Pinkerton reports that the distributions of the
year amount to 77,835 copies.
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The net amount of proceeds of copies sold by the colporteurs and
correspondents is £2,820 2s. 10d.

The following editions of the Seriptures have been printed on
account of the Society :—

35,000 Lutheran Bibles, in Frankfort,
5,000 ditto Tests, with Psalms, ditto.

5,000 Lithuanian ditto, ditto.
10,000 New Testaments for Roman Catholics, at Sulzbach.
5,000 Polish Testaments, ditto Leipzig.

The following letter, on the supply of Prisons and Hospitals with
the Holy Scriptures from the Jubilee Fund, was addressed to Dr.
Pinkertor by the High Consistory of Hesse Darmstadt :—

¢ Darmstadt, May 12, 1854,

‘‘ We feel impelled to convey, through you, to the Committee of the British
and Foreign Bible Society, the expression of most grateful acknowledgments
not only in the name of the Protestant Church of our country, but also in the
name of all those who, by means of this provision, may be enabled to draw
from the word of God, in the midst of their sufferings and their way through
life, such comfort and solace as shall conduce to the salvation of their gouls.”

Prussia.—The total issues from the depot at Breslau during the
year amount to 32,150 copies, being an increase of 5631 volumes
over last year’s ordinary issues. The districts in which these copies
have been distributed are as follows : 25,051 in the Province of
Silesia, 4420 in Posen, 567 in Pomerania, 1286 in Prussia, (East
and West), 826 in other parts.

Mr. E. Millard writes—

‘ Amongst our issues, T refer with special pleasure to 809 oopies bought
by the inmates of a state prison at Tauer. There are upwards of 800 indivi-
duals confined there. It appears they have a sét task each, which is to make
thirteen ells of fustian every day, and for every ell they do more, they are
allowed one pfenning (one-tenth of a penny.) Is it not truly surprising that
300 of these poor outeasts should have been found willing to pay twelve and
a-half silver groschen (one shilling and threepence) each for a Bible? I
scarcely know any occasion on which the ciroulation of the Bible gave me
greater pleasure.”

Mr. Samuel Elsner, of Berlin, has continued to superintend the
distribution of the Scriptures among the soldiers in the Prussian
Army. Itisa gratifying fact, that since the year 1830, 28,493
Bibles and 870,013 New Testaments have, with the assistance of
your Society, been distributed among the Prussian Soldiers,

The total issues of the CENTRAL PrussiaN BisLg Soorery have,
during the year, aniounted to 16,194 Bibles and Testaments making
the total of copies of the Seriptures issued in the Prussian dominions,
by the native Bible Societies, upwards of 1 ,860,000.

DENMARK, —The issues of the Danish Bible Society during the
past year have amounted to 8081 copies. The total issues since
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the Society’s establishment in 1814 amount to 222,414 copies of the
Scriptures. At the anniversary of the Reformation (October 1858)
the Jubilee of the British and Foreign Bible Society was celebrated
throughout Denmark with much interest.

SwEDEN.—The report of the Agency at Stockholm shows an in-
crease of 32,000 in the number of Scriptures printed, and of 19,429
in the number issued by the Ageney in 1854 over those in 1853
The following is extracted from the report—

‘“The whole number of the sacred volume issued by your Society in this
country is 140,477 Bibles and 497,756 New Testaments; and if we reckon
besides these the copies (8746) issued by the Swedish Bible Society, and

those issued during previous years, the whole result is 295,797 Bibles and
1,028,094 New Testaments, or, together, 1,328,891 copies.”

NorwAv.—1. CrRIsTIANIA. The Report from this place shows
an issue for the year of 4052 Bibles and 11,767 Testaments—15,819

copies. The average issue for a few previous. years had been about
6000. In 1854 it rose to 10,204 ; and in the year just closed it

would have been still larger had the stock been equal to this increas-

ed and unexpected demand. This Agency has been authorized to
print 10,000 Norwegian Bibles 8vo, and 10,000 12mo ; an edition
of the New Testament in 82mo, for distribution especially among
soldiers and sailors ; and to set up an edition of the New Testament

with the Psalms, in standing type, and to print a farther edition of
10,000 copies when set up.

2. DroNTHEIM.—This Agency reports sales during the year to the
extent of 263 Bibles and 952 Testaments—1215 copies.

3. SrAvANGER.—The issues from this place appear, from the ac-
count sent, to have been 538 Bibles and 2319 Testaments—2857
copies. To meet the increasing demands, this Agency has been
authorized to print 10,000 copies of the New Testament.

4. BerGEN.—The friends here have disposed of 60 Bibles and
636 Testaments.

RussiA.—In consequence of the disturbed state of affairy, caused
by the breaking out of the present disastrous war, the Rev, T. S.
Ellerby, the Society’s acting correspondent at St. Petersburgh, find-
ing his congregation scattered, was compelled to leave his char%;s,
and return to England. The issues from St. Petersburgh to the
close of the last year had been 6818 copies,

Mr. Melville’s issues at Odessa haye considerably diminished,
and amounted only to 2236 copies during the past year.

SWITZERLAND AND NORTHERN ITALY.—Lieutenant Graydon has
been energetically and successfully employed during the past yearin
the various distriots that are assigned to him. His entire issues in
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that period have amounted to 20,639 copies. His report furnishes
the following details—

‘In Bwitzerland the sales have been very nearly doubled in the last year.
The events of the times have been by far the most efficient means of bring-
ing about such happy results.

‘‘From my account of sales you will perceive how greatly have progressed
our depots at Geneva, Lausanne, and Neuchatel, and also at Basle, Those
at Geneva and Neuchatel have more than doubled. The sales, or rather
issues, of the Lausanne Bible Society in the present year have much more
than doubled those of the preceding year, ,

‘“ The Canton of Lucerne is silently coming under the blessed influence of
the New Testament. More than treble the usual number of copies were dis-
seminated by sale last year in that Canton.”

In the autumn of last year Lieutenant Graydon paid a visit, for,

the first time, to the Island of Sardinia. He reports—

‘‘The work in this'island, in September and October last, was extremely
well received. The reception could scarcely have been more favorable, had
& much larger part of the population possessed the art of reading. I often

, heard, that of above 660,000, scarcely 25,000 could read. To establish, as
well as I could, the work of dissemination in the island, I had to stop a full
month in each of the towns of Cagliari and Sassari. I was enabled also to
establish a third depot, and that a good one, at Alghero. Only a few days
ago I received accounts from two of them: both had disseminated more than
100 copies. One of the depot-keepers writes— Though I am obliged 1o go
well armed every morning to the market, yet will I gladly take charge of a
depot, and supply all demands,” Some 5200 copies at least have been got
into circulation through the ten depots which are established in the kingdom
of Sardinia.”

SourH ITALY.—The following communication has been furnished
by a correspondent :—

“‘The Archbishop of Florence has Jjust published a cheap edition of Mar-
tini’s New Testament, with notes, price 6 pauls, less than 8s. I look upon
this publication as the victory of the Bible Society, and a glorious one it is;
here is an Archbishop, to prevent his people taking the Scriptures from Pro-
testants, recommending them himself. In 1848 this same Archbishop refused
his permission to print the Scriptures at Florence: the 26,000 that I under-

stand have been distributed in Italy have done their work, and this is the
fruit.”

Mavrras, GrEEcE, &.—The Rev. Isaac Lowndes reports that
Scriptures have been forwarded, during the year, to Aleppo, Alex-
andria, Beyrout, Cairo, Constantinople, Corfu, Jaffa, Jerusalem "
Nazareth, Smyrna, Syra, Tunis, and Tangiers. ~ The whole number
issued from the depot in Malta was 12,467, exceeding the issues of
the previous year by 1081. The amount received during the year,
arising from sales in Malta, Athens, Corfu, Alexandria, North Africa,
and Beyrout, was £1387 4s. 11d.

Under the head of Collectionsand Subscriptions reeeived, amount.
ing together to £36 8s. 1d., Mr. Lowndes particularly notices one
of £6 10s. from a private soldier of Her Majesty’s 47th Regiment,
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and another of £8 from the pupils of a Female School
for Chinese New Testaments. The whole amount received was
£176 13s.; the whole sum for Chinese Testaments, £38 11.

Turkey.—The affairs of the East have assumed a position of great
importance and general interest. Constantinople has become an
important sphere of biblical labor, not only on account of the religi-
ous movement which Turkey has experienced, but also on account
of its proximity to the seat of war. The Committee, therefore, at
the earnest solicitation of various friends in that capital, recommend-
ed the removal thither of Mr. Barker, from Smyrna. It was not
long before he found opportunities to disseminate the Scriptures
among those yho have the strongest claims upon our sympathy and
aid. He writes—

*‘ There has been of late no little activi
Scriptures are constantly coming in from

far and near; and Colporteurs, who have
the depot for fresh supplies.”

For the efficient supply of all connected with the allied armies in
the Crimea, at ¢he suggestion of the Committee of thoe Constantino-
ple Auxiliary two Colporteurs were engaged and sent out; one of
them, Mr. Sellar, from London, whose province it is to supply the
English Secriptures to our own troops; the other, Mr. Costabel, from
Piedmont, undertakes the supplies in French and Italian,

At the next half-yearly meeting of the Auxiliary, of which Mr.
Barker gives a brief report, the following incident was narrated : —

‘“ An officer of the British army collected his men around him the night
before the battle of Alma, and read to them the ninety-first Psalm.
hours afterwards he was no longer in the land of war and turmoil, but in
heavenly mansions, where love and peace reign. The narrator was written
to by a fond mother, to beg some particulars of the last moments of her
beloved son, These were so affecting that he demurred communicating them
to her, lest he should break open a fresh wound of anguish. IHe, therefore,
transmitted to her this simple fact, that when the young oficer’s garments

were loosened to examine his wounds, the Bible was found reposing on his
bosom !”

Mr. Barker states that his issues from the Constantinople and
Smyrna depots, during the year 1854, amount to the unprecedented
number of 16,700 copies. 'If to these be added 607 copies disposed
of by the Rev. A. Thomson and his Colporteur, the total number
issued in 1854 will be 17,306. The sum realized is £128 0s. 114.

JERUSALEM.—The Committee were gratified to have the oportu.
nity of responding to an application made by the Lord Bishop of
Jerusalem for a grant of Arabie Seriptures for the use of his schools

CaLcurra.—The Committee of this Auxiliary, at the beginning
of their Repor*, announce the resignation of the Secretaryship, by
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Mr. M. Wylie, in the month of J uly, in consequence of sevére ill.
ness.

The Rev. James (. Herdman, a Minister of the Established
Church of Scotland, has been appointed Secretary in his room.
The report furnishes the following details :—

“Your Committee are permitted to rejoice over a larger circulation than
has ever been effected before in the history of the Society, the total number
during the past year amounting to 56,032,

“The Calcutta Bible Association has been pursuing its useful course, hag-
ing purchased from the Society, for actual dissemination in the city, 2566
copies of the Scriptures.

‘“The large edition of 10,000 copies of Luke’s Gospel in Mussulman-Ben-
gali has been completed, and received into the depository.” 3

The following grants have been voted during the year, to the
Calcutta Auxiliary :—

‘“4110 Bibles and 2175 Testaments in English, and 720 copies in Ancient
and Modern Greek, and Persian,

““Towards the expenses of Missionaries engaged in distributing the Serip-
tures (from the Jubilee Fund,) £500,”

Application has been made from this Auxiliary for pecuniary aid
to defray the expenses of four Colporteurs for two years, to be em.
ployed entirely in the distribution of Bibles. In compliance with
this request, a grant of £144 has been made. Additional grants,
consisting of 300 reams of printing paper, and 2310 copies of the
Scriptures in Persian, have been made, These books will probably
be most needed in the north-west provinces.

MADRAS.—The Committee of the Madras Auxiliary commence
their Report by stating—

‘It is now thirty-four years sinoe the Committee of the Madras Auxidiary
Bible Society entered on their interesting work. Though much remains to
be done towards the perfecting of existing translations, still it is g great
object gained, in having intelligible versions of the Scriptures in Tamil, Can-
arese, Telugu, Malayalim, and the four Gospels in Hindustani. It now
remains for the Society to print and cireulate these translations of the In-

spired Volume, with all speed and judgment, among the teeming millions
around.”

In a letter from the Rev. W. Hoch, the Committee thus announce
the formation of a new Braneh Society at Mangalore :—

“You will rejoice with us to learn that a Branch of the Madras Auxiliary
Society has been formed here at Mangalore. Mr. Chamier had the kindness
to circulate the following appeal some months ago :—

‘“ ‘The perusal of a deeply interesting volume, entitled ‘¢ The Book and
its Story,” written on the ocoasion of the Jubilee of the British and Foreign
Bible Society, has induced me to Propose the establishment of an Auxiliary
at this station, under the denomination of the Mangalore Branch of the
Madras Auxiliary Bible Society.

*‘‘None, perhaps, but those who have read the above volume can fully
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estimate the benefits which that time-honored and noble institution the Bri-
tish and Foreign Bible Society, has conferred upon mankind.’ ”’

The receipts during the year have amounted to £2728 ; and the
expenditure to £1851. The issues amount to 54,076 copies of the
whole or portions of the Scriptures.

The following grants have been voted to the Madras Auxiliary
during the year:—

‘7000 English Bibles, 1000 English Testaments, 3000 reams of printing

paper, binding materials to the value of £93 17s. 6d.; towards their general
operations £1000.”

BomBaY.—The amount of Subscriptions and Donations for the
year ending December 31, 1854, reaches the sum of £1183.

The report states—

‘““The total issues are 8359, Dividing the total issues under the heads of
sales and grants, your Committee have the pleasure to report that the sales
amount to 2509: the Grants of 1854 amount to 3389,

Supplies of the Seriptures in English, Portuguese, Persian, He-
brew, and Latin, to the extent of 1825 copies, have, during the
year, been forwarded to the Bombay Auxiliary.

Ceyrox.—The Colombo Auxilicry reports that the revision of the
Singhalese Scriptures is proceeding, under the direction of a Revi-
sion Committee appointed for the purpose.

The whole number of Singhalese and Indo-Portuguese Secriptures
distribution by the Auxiliary during the year is 1629 copies.

The Jaffna Auxiliary state, in their last Report, that the efforts
of the Society have been, to a considerable extent, retarded. The
Committee go on to say—

‘ The most interesting event connected with the year has been the distri-
bution of the 600 Jubilee Bibles, kindly granted by the Parent Society for
the use of those who have been trained in the various Mission establishments

in the province. One of these has been presented to each of those who, it
was thought, would value it.

4:_)‘ The whole number of Scriptures distributed from the depository is
2458.”

CriNa.—TIt is probable that many persons may experience some
disappointment that the Committee have not made moie rapid pro-
gress than they are now able to report in the distribution of the
Million copies of the Chimese New Testament, for the supply of
which so much zeal and liberality have everywhere been displayed.
The Committee, in their last Report, expressed  their readiness to
provide for any probable or even possible contingencies where the
Interests of such a mighty population are concerned.” They wish
it to be remembered that the carrying out of this important pro-
ject is contingent chiefly on the opportunities that may occur by the

““ The sales at the depository have been 1744 Bibles and 1240 Testaments,
producing the sum of £663 8g, 4d.,being more than double the amount derived
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from the same source in the previous year. The sales by the Colporteurs,
during the same period, have been 1359 Bibles and 1816 Testaments, producing
the sum of £302 17s. 1d. The entire sales throughout the year have been
3103 Bibles and 2556 Testaments, producing the sum of £856 5s. 5d., show-
ing an increase in this branch of upwards of 100 per cent. over last year!”

The remittances from Sidney during the year have amounted to
£600 on the Purchase Account, and supplies of Bibles and Testa-
ments have been forwarded, amounting to 12,495 copies, in addition
to which a fresh grant of 500 Bibles and 1500 New Testaments had
been placed at the disposal of the Auxiliary Committee, for gratuitous
distribution among the Sunday Schools in the colony.

The NEW-ZEALAND Auxiliary at Auckland has forwarded
remittances to the amount of £168 4s. 6d., inclusive of £8 4s. 6d.
for the Jubilee Fund ; and received a supply of 1908 Bibles and
Testaments. The secretary writes :

‘“ A native was present at the Annual Meeting, who, after seconding one of
the Resolutions, handed to the Chairman a collection made in two villages,
Mangaree and Rakeiapaps, whence he bad travelled, and brought the money,
£4 16s. 33d., as a present to the Society, in gratitude for their sending the
word of God in former days to them.”

RAROTONGA.—A new edition of 5000 Bibles in the language of
this group has recently been completed under the editorial-care of the
Rev. W. Gill and the Rev. T. W. Meller; and the greater portion
of the copies will be sent off by the first opportunity that may offer.

FeEJEE.—The Committee have, on the application of the Com-
mittee of the Wesleyan Missionary Society, pledged themselves to
the printing of 5000 copies of the entire Bible, and 10,000 copies
of the New Testament, in the Feejeean language, so soon as the Rev.
J. Calvert, the Missionary deputed to visit England to superintend
the printing, shall reach this country with the revised manuscripts.

WEesT ArricA.—The Committee of the Sierra-Leone Auxiliary
deplore the loss they have sustained in the death of their Patron, the
late Bishop Vidal.—The Report states,—

“The sum of £8 being the receipts of the year 1853, was remitted, and
acknowledged by the Parent Society; and new Members have been added to
the Committee of the Auxiliary.

“During the past year no fewer than 1583 copies of the sacred Scriptures
were issued from the Depositories of the Society—1202 Bibles, 38} Testa-
ments—making an excess of 408 copies above the number of Scriptures sold
the previous year. Since its commencement in 1816 the Society has issued in
all 25,849 copies of the sacred Scriptures.”

Operations of the Society, the attention of the Committee has been
further directed to the supply of Emigrants leaving the various
British Ports. For this purpose the Committee has authorized the
Auxiliary at Liverpool—where by far the largest number of
Emigrants, British and Foreign, embark—to engage an Agent, who
shall devote his time to the visitation of Emigrant Vessels, for
selling the Scriptures at reduced prices, or making such gratuitous
distribution as the circumstanges of the case may require. Auxiliaries
at other Ports also have been apprised of the anxious desire of the
Committee to place at their disposal supplies of Scriptures in different

languages, by means of which the wants of emigrants will be effec-
tually met.

Poor-Law UN1oNs.—The Committee have put themselves in
correspondence with the various Poor-Law Boards throughout the
country, for the purpose of offering to supply all children leaving the
Unions of England and Wales, for apprenticeship or domestic service.

A further sum of £1500 has been' appropriated for the supply of
Day and Sunday Schools. Grants to the amount of 12,918 copies
have been made during the year. The total number of copies sup-
plied from this special Fund now amounts to 152,825, among 8090
Schools.
