ment may be given to assist immigra­
tion and that some new steps may be 
taken tin the direction of education and 
maintenance.

This attack is sometimes the result 
of a run-down condition and from 
worry or unfavorable living conditions. 
In children, the case is over-eating or 
taking the wrong kind of food.

In people who are nervous and sen­
sitive, urticaria may be brought on by 
the most trivial causes.

Treatment of acute forms may be 
the giving of a brisk cathartic, such 
as magnesium sulphate. Fast a day 
or two. Local treatment, to allay the. 
itching may be a sponge bath of bicar­
bonate of soda. In chronic urticara, 
the stiff erer must undergo careful 
treatment by a physician.

Fruits are good for such cases and 
pure water is a good drink. Thor­
ough elimination must be maintained.

Urticaria, or nettlerash, is a common 
disturbance from normal body condi­
tion, which shows itself as a skin 
eruption in wheal formation. It is of 
rather wide range in cause, intensity 
and length of attack. It occurs in 
youth and in middle life, rarely in old 
age.

In an acute attack, the coming or 
outbreak of the wheals on the surface 
of the skin is sudden, producing rath­
er intense itching. They may appear 
on any part of the body. They come 
and go rapidly in acute attacks, some­
times with little or no pain. Oft- 
times these wheals are only the size 
of a mere inflammatory papule. Some­
times they are large as a 25-cent piece 
and in other cases even larger. They 
are more or less oval In shape. They 
vary from intense red to waxy white.

Sometimes, owing to peculiarities of 
the patient’s skin, the wheals will show 
a waxlike centre with a narrow red 
periphery.

All the 13 years of Gregorio’s life 
have been spent in an inland town, 
remote from the world of civilization, 

of the lesser of the Philippine 
group of islands. Here, in the small 
city of Arayat, the province of Pam- 
panga, he has played in the half wild 
tropical foothills, on the streets of the 
little island town.

Almost two years have been spent 
in searching and attempting to com­
municate with the son of Dugal Car­
michael. Part of this time this search 
was carried on by Frederico Munson, a _ 
young native lawyer of the island, who 
had been a college classmate, p1 a 
local attorney in a northern university. 
Scant trace had been left of this Car­
michael In the ranks of the United 
States army. The hunt was made the 
more difficult, since the soldier’s wid­
ow had remarried.

Whether Gregorio is the son of 
Duggl Carmichael will be determined 
either, by concession of the interested 
oil company or by a court battle. An­
other Filipino woman also is claiming 
her son is a son of Carmichael.

Cowa, England, Nov. 23.—A strange 
motorboat painted red and blue, bulky 
In the beam, with a single inast and 
peculiar contraptions on her deck, came 
out of Cowes Harbor at dawn recently 
and made her way through Spithead 
at eleven knots. She was the William 
and Kate Johnston, described as the 
largat and most complete lifeboat in 
the world.

The new craft is fitted with every 
device man’s ingenuity can conceive for 
fighting storm and saving life, 
length is sixty feet, and she is fifteen 
feet wide. She is driven by twin pro­
pellers in protective funnels, and her 
engines are two six-cylinder ninety 
Viorse power motors.

The englna are encased in separate 
water tight compartments. In their 
rigorous tats they were run with these 
compartments full of water for three 
hours and kept going at full speed all 
the time. Forward and aft of the en- 
gina are cabin's, each capable of 

! holding twenty-five persons. One has 
a stove, and for the first time the res­
cued will have shelter, warmth and 
food immediately they get aboard. The 
lifeboat can hold 150 person in cabins 
and on deck.

The most notable “gadget” on deck 
is a life saving net of stout rope erect­
ed amidships into which people on 
ships can jump for their lives with a 
reasonable chance! of succas.

There are also on deck a line throw­
ing gun with a range of 200 yards, a 
powerful searchlight, and, a screen to 
protect the helmsman and engineer at 
the motor controls.

In addition the boat has nearly 100 
buoyant air cases. She cannot capsize 
and is practically unsinkable. She will 
be stationed In the Mersey, but to 
thoroughly tat her she will first he 
given a tour of 2,700 miles around 
Great Britain.

Why Conference Called.

The conference was called to consider 
what the provinces were prepared to 
do In the way of subsidising a freight 
rates expert and a permanent secretary 
of the Maritime Board of Trade, or one 
permanent official who would combine 
the duties of both offices.

Many were present besides the official 
delegates and two hours were spent in 
general discussion at an open meeting 
in the city hall before the committee 
and the premiers finally adjourned to 
another room to come to the foregoing 
deelslon.

After the discussion had run a course 
of two hones a resolutoln calling upon 
Nova Beotia, New Brunswick end P. E.
Island governments to contribute, $3,- 
000, «2,000 and |1,000 respectively, “to 

' the Meritme Board of Trade for the 
purposes of the Board” was presented.

At this Juncture Premier Venlot 
interjected to say that he expected that 
thé committee Would have a concrete 
proposal to present. The resolution was 
altogether too vague. He was supported 
in this stand by the other two pre­
miers and as a result the resolution was 
withdrawn and the decision that the 
three premiers and the five committee­
men retire was taken.
No : Action Taken.

So far as the appointment of a per­
manent secretary of the Maritime 
Board of Trade is concerned no action 
was taken today. Premiers Veniot and 
Armstrong were of the opinion that the 
transportation investigation would take 
all t good man’s time and so this 
matter will be dealt with first On the 
results of the inquiry wllT depend the 
next step whether a permanent freight 
rates expert Will be engaged or a per­
manent secretary or both. Premier 
Armstrong pointed out that the Mari­
time Boards of Trade were unanimous 
in their opinion that expert "assistance 
should be obtained to deal with the 
transportation problem.
An Important Meeting.

Captain Masters, chairman o£ the 
committee; who presided, in opening the 
meeting, said that he regarded this ns 
ohe of the most important meetings 
held in the Maritime Provinces in a 
long time. He said that decisions had 
been made from time to time in the 
past by the board regarding the pro­
motion of the commercial interests of 
Hie Maritime Provinces. The difficulty 
was that there was no permanent offi­
cial to carry on continuously to strive 
to realise the aims set up.

The Maritime Board was growing 
more aggressive, lie said, and was hop­
ing for much assistance from the three 
comparatively new premiers. Premier 
Foster had pledged his support pre­
viously but Premiers Murray and Bell 
had not manifested so keen a desire
to help.

Captain Masters explained that the 
Maritime Board of Trade was asking 
each of the maritime governments to 
make a contribution towards the main­
tenance of a permanent official. He 
thought that there was little room to 
argue over the merits of having a 
friengs rate expert. Other, provinces 
In the west were represented by freight 
rate experts.

What was, wanted was to help 
the people to govern themselves. Pater­
nalism. The problem of Maritime 
freight rates was big enough and im­
portant enough to take all a good 
man’s time. He repeated his admoni­
tion that he was not commiting the 
government of Nora Scotia in any way 
in this «smecÔon. . He was voicing his 
own views merely.

• Premier Stewart said he came here 
as Premier Veniot and Premier Arm­
strong, expecting a concrete proposi­
tion. The air had not yet been cleared 
regarding the duties of such an official. 
He was of the opinien that the first 
duty of such an official should be as 
a freight rate expert under the 
trol of the three Maritime govern­
ments. The Associated Boards of 
Trade of P. E. Island had waited on 
him and on that understanding his 
council had expressed a willingness to 
grant $700 a year.

His idea was that the freight rate 
expert should be a solicitor. The cases 
of the provinces would be presented by 
their counsels, namely, their Attorneys- 
Genera). The expert would prepare 
the Case and the Attprneys-General 
would present it.

Mr. Mahon thought it was only 
proper to carry out the original inten­
tion and, with Mr. Fisher’s permission, 
withdrew the resolution. The com­
mittee then retired to meet the Pre­
mier*.

At the postponed annual meeting of 
the National Hockey League, which is 
to be held in Ottawa on December 1, 
certain proposals are to be submitted 
by the Ottawa Hockey Association 
looking to the elimination of practices 
which have seriously marred this fine 
winter game in recent seasons and 
have disgusted the lovers of clean 
sport. It should scarcely be necessary 
to state that the public who follow 
professional hockey, and support it, 
want to see the game decently played; 
they have no love for deliberate row­
dyism and not the smallest admiration 
for players who indulge in it. Such 
players are, fortunately, in the minor­
ity, but that is reason enough why 
they should not be permitted to bring 
the game into disrepute; If they can­
not or will not play the game as it 
should be played, they should be put 
out of it, and kept out. The proposals 
of the Ottawa Association will, if 
adopted clothe the president of the N. 
H. L. with practically unlimited au­
thority in dealing with offending play­
ers. The details are for the League 
representatives to determine, but the 
principle is one In regard to which 
there shonld be no difference of opin­
ion, nor should there be any hesitation 
in adopting and enforcing whatever 
drastic remedies are considered neces­
sary. That existing penalties art not 
sufficiently severe is proven in the 
frequency and flagrancy of the ex­
amples of bad sportsmanship which 
lovers of good hockey have had so 
much reason to deplore. Hockey can 
be made a clean game, just as profes­
sional baseball—the most highly or­
ganized and commercialized of all 
sports—has been made clean. There 
have been violations of the ethics of 
baseball, some of minor Importance, 
and some very few that have been 
scandalous, but the delinquents, under 
the rule of Commissioner Landis, have 
been dealt with vigorously and impar­
tially, and the more serious offences 
have ended the baseball careers of 
major league players, with the result 
that baseball Is as dean a sport as 
any that Is played on this continent 
The same can be true of hockey. The 
game is fast and, in some degree, a 
dangerous one; accidents cannot al­
ways be prevented, but deliberate 
thug-work can and ought to he 
stopped.
