violation of the laws and custom* of war, has issued another lengthy report 
which is published today by the British official bureau.

It covers what is described as the "massacre at Taurines,” “the sack of Di- 
nant,” and the "outijsgto in the province of Belgium Luxemburg.”

The report says that more titan *50 perso» were shot by the Germans fa 
the village of Tamises. Referring to detail to this alleged massacre, the report 
describes how a group of between 400 and 450 men were collected in front of 
the village church. As shooting them down with rifles proved too stow, German 
officers ordered up a machine gun .and those riot killed by bullets from tills 
weapon were finished with bayonet thrusts.

EXIT FLEMMING.
The report of the Royal Commission 

en tlie Dugal charges has been given to 
the public, and carries with it a com­
plete condemnation, not only of Prem­
ier Flemming, but of the government 
and legislature which permitted such a" 
condition of affairs as has been revealed 
to exist. Premier Flemming has been 
found guilty, by a Royal Commission 
appointed by the government of which 
he is a member, of having taken by 
compulsion the sum of $2,000 from a 
contractor. With regard to the timber 
charges, the Commission does not And 
direct evidence that Mr. Flemming per­
sonally directed the extortion, bnt says:

“The premier named the treasurer, 
Mr. Teed of Woodstock. He knew that 
efforts were being made to get moneys 
from certain holders of crown land tim­
ber licenses. He knew that from time 
to time such moneys were coming into 
Teed’s hands. He set his seal of ap­
proval on the transaction by introduc­
ing his chosen treasurer to Mr. Brank- 
ley with the words, ‘anything Mr. Berry 
tells you about this man (Teed) will be 
«11 right.’”

So far as the public is concerned, 
whatever view the Commission may 
have taken with regard to direct evid­
ence of extortion on the part of Mr. 
Flemming, it will not be forgotten that 
the man who “set his seal of approval" 
on the extortion of money from the lum­
bermen was the same man whom the 
Commission found guilty of getting 
$2,000 “by compulsion” froth a railway 
contractor.

With regard to other features of the 
Inquiry, the Commission finds that $100,- 
000 borrowed by Gould and his associ­
ates from the Prudential Trust Com­
pany did not go Into the railway, and 
they direct attention to a number of 
improper charges in connection with the 
affairs of the railway. The Commission 
does not find In the evidence proof to 
sustain Mr. Dugal’s charge that $800,- 
000 paid out of the proceeds of guaran­
teed bonds was diverted from Its proper 
channels; but they find that there was 
a very considerable diversion, and among 
such amounts were payments to the 
Gleaner newspaper and Mr. J. N. W. 
Winslow, for which there was “no justi­
fication or excuse.” The Commission 
point out that, despite all efforts to se­
cure them, the hooks of the railway 
company were not produced, and they 
declare in the most positive terms that 
they should have been produced. The 
public will remember how strenuously 
Mr. Carvell and the other counsel for 
Mr. Dugal demanded the production of 
certain books and witnesses, but failed 
to secure their attendance, although 
every possible step was taken to compel 
their production.

The publication of the report of the 
Royal Commission makes It imperative 
for the people of New Brunswick to de­
mand a change of government. What 
would have been the condition of af­
fairs if the Dugal charges had not been 
made? Where would the carnival of 
graft have ended? It is Idle to say that 
Premier Flemming is the only sinner. If 
his colleagues and his supporters in the 
house were not aware of what was going 
on, they are unfit to be entrusted with 
the conduct of the affairs of this prov­
ince. The people do not forget that af­
ter the Dugal charges had been made 
Mr. Flemming had no difficulty in get­
ting his supporters with two exceptions 
to endorse a $2,000,000 bond guarantee. 
The province has been disgraced by its 
rulers.

More astounding than the report of 
the Royal Commission Is the letter 
which Premier Flemming has contribut­
ed to this morning’s papers. In it he 
eharply criticises the Royal Commission, 
unblushingly informs the public that in 
view of the findings of the Commission 
be has advised Mr. Teed to hand their 
money back to the lumbermen; seeks to 
divert attention from his own condemna­
tion by boasting of the increased rev­
enue from timber lands; attacks Mr. F.

T.ie centre of Interest In the war zone 
today is In the east, where a great bat­
tle is in progress along the whole Une 
between the Russians and the combined 
German and Austrian armies. Today’s 
cables say that this battle overshadows 
in importance the operations in the west­
ern field, where a sudden change to 
winter weather had made the soldiers 
so uncomfortable that there is a lull in 
the fighting along the whole line. If the 
Russians are able to win a victory in 
the great battle now in progress it wiU 
have a very Important effect up8n the 
fortunes of the war. In any case, hqy- 
ever, the Germans are not likely to ven­
ture far into Russia to face the rigors 
of a Russian winter; but if the Russians 
should gain the victory they would 
press steadily forward into German ter­
ritory. T.iey are probably much better 
able to stand a winter campaign than 
are the/ Germans. It is also doubtless 
true that the position of the German 
armies in northeastern France and in 
Belgium is much more uncomfortable 
than that of the Allies, tlrho are not so 
far removed from their base, and are 
doubtless able to relieve tlieir men in 
the trenches more frequently than can 
toe Germans. The war for the next few 
months will be carried on under great 
difficulties, and in Germany and Aus­
tria the steadily increasing pinch of 
want will be felt more and more severe­
ly, and the realization of what the mad­
ness of German ambition involves will 
be pressed home upon the minds of the 
people.

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The payment of John Kennedy was sufficient evidence, he declared, of thef 

willingness of the premier to profit by his position and of the fact that he did j 
so. He also referred to the alleged payment by James H. Corbett which could i 
not be proved because of Mr, Corbett’s absence from the province and his refusal 
to come to St. John to give evidence.

Mr. Carvell's arraignment of the premier should be sufficient in itself to 
drive that discredited politician from public life.

A solemn warning was given by Mr. Cervell to the effect that unless the 
railway is continued to St, John and Grand Falls to make ft part of the Trans­
continental system the road, instead of being an asset to the province will be 
a liability which will hang like a mill stone around its neck.

The argument for the complainants was opened by Mr. Stevens with a 
masterly review of the evidence. He was followed by M. G. Teed, K. C, who 
defended the financial transactions of the company, with the exception of the 
Gleaner and Winslow payments, and a general defence of campaign contribu­
tions. G. W. Fowler, K. G, M. P., followed for the defence in support of Mr. 
Teed, and. buttressed hie arguments with an old-style attack on the opposing 
counsel and the previous provincial administration.

When Mr. Carvell concluded his argument the Royal Commission 
rose after sitting altogether for thirty-five days of which twenty-four had been 
devoted to the Valley Railway case and eleven to. the timber charges. The date 
of the first organization meeting was June 4, that of the first in the hearing of 
the timber charges, June 16, while the Valley Railway case began on June 23.

The case is now dosed, the evidence is in and the arguments are made. 
Doubtless by this time the people of the province have passed their own judgment 
upon the matter, but there is still to come the official finding of the independ­
ent commission appointed for the purpose.

The Dugal Inquiry into the charges against Premier Flemming and 
hers of his government, which has been replete with sensations from start to 
finish, was brought to a dramatic close with the telling speech of F. B. Car- 
vell, leading counsel for Mr. Dugal, yesterday afternoon.

The final day of the public hearing was devoted to the arguments of coun­
sel in the Valley Railway case, and Mr. Carvell’s address to the commission 
was a statement which should command the attention of every resident of the 
province.

That the inquiry will make possible a saving to the province of more than 
half a million dollars was one of the most interesting of Mr. Carvell's statements, 
and he quoted the facts and figures to prove his assertion.

This immense sum is made up of entries totalling more than $150,000 which 
Mr. Carvell asserts should not be paid out of the proceeds of the bonds 
teed-by the province? by the $100,000 still due on the debt to the trust 
pany, not used in construction but assumed hy the construction company, and 
by the $400,000 of additional aid to which the company is not entitled but 
which, Mr. Carvell asserts, would be made available to the company by the 
methods of bookkeeping employed by the company.

But for the glare of light thrown on the transactions of the railway pro­
moters by the investigation, Mr- Carvell declared that every cent of this money 
would have been taken by Mr. Gould and his associates and this great additional 
burden placed upon the province.

Mr. Carvell argued that many payments, legitimate in themselves, 
not to be included in the cost of the railway upon which the government aid 
is based, and that the province had no right to assume the liability for them. 
These amounts included the payments for the preliminary survey, amounting 
to $30,000 and many of the, heavy charges for legal expenses.

In addition to this were the payments for which, he asserted,, there 
no justification, the payment of interest on money borrowed and not used for 
construction, the Seely payment of $4,000, the $1,000 to the Gleaner, the $3,- 
000 to Mr. Winslow, the $15,000 paid to Mr. Gould for salary, the $1,800 to him 
for office expenses at Presque Isle, and various expense accounts of from $100 
to $1,100.

Then there is the amount of $62,000, cunningly concealed, as Mr. Carvell 
said, in the progress estimates this year to provide a ten per cent, profit for the 
construction company. This amount has been paid, but there is also the entry 
of $338,000 for the same purpose representing ten per cent on previous work, 
which has not yet been paid, but which My. Gould said he Intends to secure 
if he can. Mr. Carvell pointed out that the province Is financing the entire cost 
of the toad which Mr. Gould will own when completed, and denounced his 
attempt’to secure a ten per cent bonus along jvith the gift of the road.
RAKING OFF ANOTHER $100,000.

Of the $350,000 borrowed from the Prudential Trust Company the ac­
countant of the construction company was able to show only about $250,000 used 
for construction purposes, but the construction cm pany has agreed to repay 
the entire amount and has paid all but $974)00 out of progress estimates- If 
steps are not taken to prevent it, Mr. Carvell asserted that this additional $100,- 
p00 would eventually be found in the bill which the province must foot.

What the extra $100,000 was used for Mr. Carvell said he had been un­
able to prove, because ot the refusal to produce the books from the New York 
office of the railway company. The fact that loan had been made at the time 
of the last provincial election, he declared, indicated the purpose for which it 
was required, and he boldly stated that amount had found Its way either into 
the pockets of Premier Flemming or into the campaign chest of the Conserva­
tive party.

The treniendous sum of $4004)00, not yet paid, but upon which Mr. Carvell 
declared Mr. Gould has designs, is -the extra $2,000 a mile of additional as­
sistance over and above the cost claimed for the road which is made available 
6y the legislation of the last session of the legislature.

The highest cost claimed for the road is $384)00 a mile and this is covered 
by* the Dominion subsidy, the first guarantee of $25,000 a mile and $8,000 of 
the second guarantee. There is still $24)00 of the second guarantee available if 
the cost can be shown to be so great as to require it, and Mr. Carvell pointed 
out that the wording ot the act makes it possible to apply this amount for 
the entire 200 miles of toad to the ninety-four miles not yet built, and he as­
serts that the methods of the company will make^it possible for the manage­
ment to claim this additional amount if they are not checked-

Mr. Carvell argued that actual diversion of funds had been established, and 
that the proposed and evidently, planned diversion will be even more serious.
