That the Crosby Circnit be authorized to dispose
of the Parsonage on their circuit, with the understanding
that the receipts from the sale be invested in a Parsonage

House to be located either in the village of Delta or New-
- boro.

17. That the President, Revs. W, McClure, J. C. Watts,
J. McAlister, J. B. Kershaw and ‘S. B. Gundy, with breth-
ren Lottridge, McKay, Berry and Gowan, be a c«%ittce
to consider and report to Conference on a plan of finance
which may suit the present, exigencies of the Connexion,
and that said committee meet this evening at half-past
sgven o’clock in the basement of the church.

18. That the request of the Walkerton circuit respecting

the disposal of the parsonages, and to build in Walkerton,
be granted.

19. That this Conference grant the trustees of the Bay-
ham Circuit parsonage the right to dispose of the parson-

age and purchase a place in the village of Straffordville, as
the most central part of the circuit. '

20. That this Conference would express its deep sym-
pathy with the widow of our lamented brother, the late
John Youart, jun., in her great affliction arising from the
decease of her excellent husband, and hope that grace may
be afforded to sustain her under her severe trials.

21. That the President of Couference and ‘the Rev. W,
McClure be a deputation, in connection with the Bible
Society’s agents, to wait on Mr, Jolin Youart, sen., and the
executors of the will of his son, the late John Youart, jun.,
to ascertain what can be done towards securing the legacy
left by that brother to the Connexion.

REPORT OF THE FINANCE COMMITTEE.

The chairman having opened with prayer, stated the
object of the meeting to be, first—The arrangement of a
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plan of finance for the appropriation of the missionary
grants for the present year.

292. That after mature deliberation we do not see our
way clear to make any change in the present mode of
appropriating the mission grants, but would earnestly re-
. commend the Conference to carry out this plan faithfully.

23. That with regard to the currgnt payment of mission
grants by the Superintendent of Miksions, we are of opinion
that the Stationing Committee should specify the more
needy circuits to which the funds in hand shall be paid
during the year, and that the rest of the circuits shall

wait for the payment of the grants till the succeeding
Conference.

24. That the Committee recommend that the travellin
expenses and other incidental expenses connected wit
several of the stations be paid out of the Contingent Fund,
and that a sum adequate for this purpose be reserved by
the Stationing Committee, and appropriated to that Fund.

Srcoxp Report oF FINANCE Commirree.—All the
members being presént, the subject of Connexional debts,
and especially of encumbered chapel estates, being taken
up for consideration, it was resolved, xe

25. That the Superintendent of missions be instructed
to set apart for the payment of chapel fund debts the $600
granted by the English missionary committee for chapel

fund purposes.

26, That he shall pay the shares in’ the Building Soci-
ety, and the interest on the debt accruing, and that he
shall then pay the interest of other Joans and hand over
the balance of the grant from England to the Treasurer
for mission purposes. . ’

9%. That the sum raised by the Chapel Fund in Cana-
da be appropriated in the ordinary way.

98. That the General Superintendent be recommended
to spend three months in the visitation of the Eastern
Districts, Montreal, Johnstown, Cavan, Toronto and Milton,
in connection with the interests of the Kvangelical Witness.

29. That the Assistant Superintendent be authorized to
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visit the Hamilton, Waterford and Lc')ndon Districts during

the three months commencing the 1st of September, for
the same object.

30. That we recommend that the monies belonging to
the Beneficent Society be allowed to accumulate until they
amount to the sum of £500, which shall then be loaned on
a mortgage to Goderich chapel. on interest at 8 per cent.,
to be paid by the General Superintendent.

31. That we recommend to the Conference to assume

the payment of the interest on Toronto city chapel for the
present :year,

82. That we recommend the Conference to expend the
sum of 87,000 for our missionary operations for the en-
suing year, Report adopted.

83. That in consequence of the family and advanced
years of Bro. C. Wilcox, which would necessarily require
for travelling and family expenses a much larger salary
than our Connexional arrangements will permit, weé must
respectfully decline his reception as a married probationer
to our itinerancy; but from the known character and
« talents of our brother, we believe he may be an important
auxiliary to local interests in the place where he now re-
sides or may reside, and sincerely hope he may long enjoy
the love and confidence of our brethren.

84. That the candidates for our ministry received by this
Conference are received on the condition that their services
should be wanted, and their names are placed in the hands
of the Stationing Committee with instructions that they
shall first station the unmarried men they may require,
and then such of the married probationérs as may fill up
the list, and that the rest shall lie over for future action.

35. That this Conference entirely disapproves and dis-
countenances our ministers taking part in party politics,

36. That the lay delegate to the annual Conference
must ordiffarily reside on the circuit which he represents,
and that this resolution shall be submitted to the people,
and if approved by them shall become the law of the
Connexion.

ADDRESS

T0 THE

MEMBERS OF THE CANADIAN WESLEYAN METHODIST NEW
CONNEXION CHURCH.

VerY DEAR BRETHREN:—

We give thanks to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ' for the exceeding riches of his grace in bringing us
together again in our annual assembly for mutual consultation
upon the interests of the church whose ministers and represen-
tatives we are. Amidst the toils and perils of another year we
have been graciously preserved, and meet at its close with our
ranks unbroken by disease or death. For these tokens of favor
we offer our gratef: knéwledgements to him in whose eyes
the life of his peoplé¥sfprecious, and who grants to his devoted
gervants a kind of immortality until their appointed work is
done, and a preparedness to enter upon the promised rest is
secured. With the benefit of prolonged life has also been
conferred that measure of grace which has kept us from being
overborne by the evils by which we, in common with all our
brethren in the world, are beset ; and though much of deep
humiliatdon is associated with our retrospections of the past,

et we devoutly thank the God of all grace, who has aided us
in our conflicts, and enabled us to stand in the salvation of his
Son. With these mingled emotions we address to you, agree-
ably to our usage, a few words of exhortation and encourage-
ment, in the hope that we may be the helpers of your faith and
joy, so that when called to render up our trust we may rejoice
with you **as heirs together of the grace of life, that we have
not run in vain, neither labored in vain.”’ '

Allow us, then, dear brethren, in laying before you our
fraternal counsels and admonitions, to remind you of the
primary importance to you of the same blessings we strive to
attain for ourselves—a clear sense of acceptance with God
through faith in Christ, a diligent cultivation of deep personal
piety, and the maintenance of Christian circumspection and
consistency in all your relations and associations in life. We
feel that we cannot too strongly piess upon you not to stop
ghort of the renewal of your natures as the foundation of
Christian character, the starting point for the attainment of
completeness in Christ, and the only ground of a scriptural
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hope of a blessed immortality. Church membership merely,
without the grace that joins you to Christ the living Head, and
makes you living members of his body, will avail nothing but
to augment the wretchednexss of that soul who shall in the hour
of final decision be weighed in the balance and be found want-
ing. God is able, dear brethren, *‘ to make this grace to abound
toward you in all riches to the full assurance of faith,”” to pre-
pare you, in your various spheres, to work the works of Him
who has called you into his Kingdom, and sent you forth as la-
borers into his vineyard.

Permit us to remind you, dear brethren, that whilst you
should seek ** first the Kingdom of God and his righteousness,’’
in all the relations of domestic and social life you are not to
overlook the important relations you hold to the state. Your
Christian citizenship does not render you any less citizens of the
country in which you live, and yoursubjection to Christ does in
no way weaken the bond of your allegiance to the state. What-
ever part, then, you may be required to act in the exercise of
your civil rights, ever keep it in mind that you are the ser-
vants of Christ as well as members of the body politic, and
that, as such, you are set as ** the light of the world."”’

We would, dear brethren, most affectionately impress up-
on you the importance of faithfulness in your attendance on the
social and public means of grace established among us, for much
depends on your careful and scrupulous attention to this. Re-
membering then, how much your frequent absence from the
gervices of the House of God will affect your brethren to their
hurt, and hinder the Church in her efforts to extend the light
and power of the Gospel, ** forsake not,”’ we beseech you, breth -
ren, ** the assembling of yourselves together.”’

It affords us very great pleasure to advertise you that our
present Conference is the fullest, and, on the whole, the most
gratifying we have ever held; and in view of this fact we are
constrained to say, ‘‘ Not unto us, not unto us, O Lord, but
unto thy name give glory, for thy mercy and thy truth’s sake.”’
In all its deliberations and debates wisdom and love were
happily blended, and though every subject presented for con-
gideration was thoroughly discussed, yet throughout it was
pleasingly manifest that diversity of sentiment did not induce
alienation of affection. :

The religious services held during the session were uni-
formly seasons of great spiritual interest and power ; the Divine

resence wassingularly manifested in them, refreshing, quicken-
ng, and saving the brethren, and preparing the ministers and
representatives to return to their several departments and en-
ter with renewed energy and zeal on the arduous labors of the
coming year.

It is matter of much satisfaction and thankfulness to God
that we can announce to you that the success which He has ac-
corded to the devoted labors of the brethren in the various de-

C
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partments comp"?’es fgvorably with that of former years. Ref-
erence to our published ptatistics will show you that we record
an increasc of 18 Chapets, 7 Parsonages, 87 Classes, 83 Congre-
gations, 6 Travelling Ministers, 11 Local Preachers and 439
Members. In the Sabbath School department also there has
been a most gratifying advancement made during the year.

Our work continues to enlarge in almost all directions.
Several circuits have been divided at this session of Conference,
and three new missions have been entered on our list of stations,
while other parts of our rapidly extending country are present-
ing us invitations to enter them, and supply the people with
the Word of Life. To meet these growing demands, in answer
‘to the prayers of the faithful, God is raising up within our bor-
ders, from among the youth of the families of our own people,
’ men who offér themselves willingly for the work of the minis-
try, and six in addition to our former number have been ad-
mitted into our itineracy this year. And here, dear brethren,
we would draw your attention to the action of our last Confer-
ence on the subject of an Educational Institute for the more
effectual training of the young men whom our Churches have
tried and recommended to be taken into our Ministry. It is
scarcely possible to over estimate the value of such an institu-
tution to our Ministry and Connexion ; such benefit, however,
as it would be the happy means of supplying cannot be realized,
unless you, dear brethren, give it your vigorous support. If it
be said, ** We can do very well without it,”’ we urge in reply
that the rapid advance of our fine country not only in material
wealth and commercial activity, but also in educational facili-
ties placing the means of a sound and even of a polite education
within reach of all who desire to secure such advantage to their
youth ; the pleasing fact that our people are every year more
extensively availing themselves of their ricA privilege in this re-
spect, thus increasing the intelligence of our congregations,——
these, we think, demand a commensurate advance in the edu-
cational standard of candidates for our Ministry. Four young
men have been under the tuition of the excellent tutor, Rev.
W. McClure, during the past year, and one of them will receive
an appointment to a circuit at this Conference.

Our Connexional Funds were never in a more sound and
hopeful condition than at present, the Mission Fund showing
an increase of $6563 over the returns of the previous year.

And now, dear brethren, in conclusion, we *' commend
you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is able to build
you up, and to give you an inheritance among them which are
sanctified.”’

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ADDRESS

OF THE CANADIAN CONFERENCE TO THE ENGLISH CONFERENCE.

BeLovep FATHERS AND BRETHREN IN THE LoRD:—

With unabated affection we once more address you from
our Annual Conference, and greet you fraternally in the name
of our common Lord.

'The toils of the year are past, and we rejoice together in the
loving-kindness of our God ; *‘ Our labor has not been in vain
in the Lord,”’ The word proclaimed by us in much weakness
has been accompanied with holy unction and Divine power, and
throughout our whole Connexion we have been favored with
showers of blessing, and now we come together ** with rejoice-
ing, bringing our sheaves with us.”’ 489 have been added to
our ranks during the past year. ‘‘Now thanks be unto God
which always causeth us to triumph in*€hrist and maketh mani-
fest the sayor of his knowledge by us in every place.”’

One Brother has reached us from you who has entered up-
on his ministeyial labors amongst us very acceptably, and of
whom we cherish the highest hopes. In addition to these we
have accepted 6 additional candidates for our Ministry. Our
strength is increasing, our field enlarging, our numbers rapidly

multiplying and our prospects brightening every year.

During the past few years we have suffered much throygh
the financial embarrassments of the country. We have experi-
enced great difficulty in the maintenance of our whole staff of
laborers and the retention of all our circuits and missions, but
through the self denial of the former and the enterpriging lib-
erality of the latter, and above all, through the blessing of
Jehovah, we have not only kept our ground but*have made
most encouraging progress. We have struggled through our
difficulties and now we may sing—

“Out of all the Lord ¢
Hath brought us by his love;
And still he does his help afford,
And hides our life above.” ‘ﬁ" f
Several new chapels have been erected during the yéar; gur
members are manifesting great interest in the comfort of their
ministers by providing suitable parsunages ; and all our funds
are in advance of last year, while in our Mission Fund especially
there have been displayed many noble instances of liberality.
We rejoice to hear of the great reyivals with which God has
been pleased to bless some of your circuits. Such news thrills
our hearts with joy. Surely we ought to hurble ourselves be-
fore God that we are not more humble, more earnest, more
faithful, more enterprising, more fully consecrated to the work
of salvation, that we might enjoy richer and more frequent and
extensive revivals.
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But as we gird on the armor afresh for renewed assaults on
the strongholds of Satan, we do 80, not in the desperation of the
forlorn hope, but with the inspirit-i:g conviction animating
every heart and rising from the myriad voices of our beloved
Israel, ‘! The Lord of Hosts is with us, the God of Jacob is our
refuge.”’

The Evangelical Witness prospers and is of great service to us
as a herald of our progress, an exponent of our principles and
a repository of Connexional news and revival intelligence.

Our Theological Institute, located at Toronto, under the
Presidency of the Rev. W. McClure, though in its infancy, gives
promise of much usefulness in future.

We are
heirs together of the grace of God, and our prayer is that the in-
coming ecclesiastical year may be the most prosperous and glo-

" rious that our Connexion, at home and abroad, has ever experi-

enced. The times in which welive are intensely exciting and
pregnant with the most marvellous events. ** There is thunder
on the horizon as well as dawn.”"
