- SOME CURIOUS THINGS.
ODD AND BEAUTIFUL OBJECTS
FOUND IN THE FAR EAST.

The Forest Dweller's Method of Starting
Fires—Cambersome ‘‘Coins” of the Dyak
Peoples—Many and Interesting Kinds of
Beads.

The forest dwelling peoples of the fur-
ther east have an odd instrument for
making fire. Very seldom, so far as we
observed, do they employ the proverbial
method of ‘“‘rubbing” two sticks—which
is not rubbing at all. Near the coast
every man carries a bit of pitcher in the
siri box or bamboo slung at his waist, a
chip of a plate, English or Dutch, and
a handful of dry fungus. Holding this
tinder under his thumb upon the frag-
ment of earthenware, he strikes the side

But this method can only be used by
‘ribes which have such communication
with the foreigner as supplies them with
European goods. The inland peoples use
a more singular. pi ss. They carry a
short cylinder of lxgﬁouowed roughly
to a cuplike form at one end, which fits
a joint of bamboo. Placingsthis cylinder
in the palm of the left hand, they fill the
cup with tinder, adjust the bambod over
it, strike sharply, remove the coveringag
quickly, and inder is alight. Ob-
servers who take' niitrow view have de-
clared that the earliest &r¥ practiced by
human beings after they "escape from
mere barbarism is pottery. These races
have long passed that stage, but we do
not recall any evidence that they use the
art. The fact is that, in countries which
produce the bamboo, | earthenware is
hardly needed except for luxury. They
make charms and fetiches of -dried clay.
MEASURING VALUES.<: «

But in Borneo the Dyak peoples have

a class of foreign earthenware singu-
larly interesting. As Malays employ
brass gunsifor their cutréncy, so-the
Dyaks employ antique vases: ' In neither
instance do the actual ‘“‘coins” pass from
hand to hand, since by brass :gun a
Malay signifies a cannon, twenty feet
long, perhaps, and a Dyak signifies a
vessel eighteen inches high or more.
These things are measures of value,
divided into imaginary fractions. There
are three varieties of this earthenware—
the gusi, which represents about £500
sterling, the naga and’rusa, much less
valuable The first is certainly Chinese,
and the last probably, but perhaps they
never came from the continent., Atsome
date unknown the north of Borneo was
occupied by a Chinese colony which
must have numbered millions. This
great time, when a third part of the isl-
and was cultivated and densely peopled,
may have been 800 years ago.

The Giant Madrona.

The genus really belongs to the Old
World. Asia has its species, and Mexico
claims one or two representatives, but
the pride of the family and delight of ar-
boriculturists is the strong, healthy and
handsome child of the west coast.

The Japan Quince.

Japan, or scarlet flowering quince, is
too well known to need description or
recommendation, but it might be often
used more effectively than it is. It is
easily propagated by cutting of the
roots, by offshoots or layering, and
if any one who may have a use for
the plants will bend down the outer
branches of a bush, and bury a portion
of the stem with earth, he will, in two
years’ time, have a lot of plants with
which can be made a very ornamental
hedge. There are many places where a
short hedge of two or three rods is more
tasty and beautiful than a fence, and
the cydonia japenica makes an efficient
substitute, as the thorns will turn stock.
For massing in large groups this plant
is excellent, its scarlet bloom and glossy
foliage being showy and beautiful. Its
singular, unshapely fruit, borne on ma-
ture bushes, is not poisonous, as some
imagine, nor is it of much value.—En-
senada Lower Californian.

Dainties of the Primeval Lana.
Snakes, lizards, grasshoppers, tree-
grubs, the larvese of beetles, brush tur-
key's eggs, wild honey—in fact, the
scrub is full of food when you know how
toget it. The best part of a snake is the
liver, which is over a foot long in the
big snakes. By the way, the natives
never eat food that is not cooked. A
snake’s liver is decidedly good, and hasa
gamey flavor. Lizard’s flesh is like
chicken. The beetle larvae are popped
into the fire and eaten with wild honey;
they taste like an omelette. Grasshop-
pers grilled are also capital eating, with
a nice, nutty flavor.—Greenland Explor-
er’s Diary.

Protecting Her Grapes.
Although Russia does not rank among
the great grape growing countries of
Europe, nevertheless fear has been
aroused by the ravages of phylloxera in
other sections, and the government has
taken the matter in hand. A ukase has
recently been issued prohibiting the im-
portation of plants of any kind unless
accompanied by a certificate that they
are free from phylloxera. The penalty for
any violation of the edict is of the usual
Russian severity, and will undoubtedly
act as a deterrent to the introduction of
the disease.—San Francisco Chronicle.

It was openly understood
that we should then break up and goand
squander our proportions of the spoil; and
this made every man greedy of a little more,
so that our decision was delayed from day to

might suppose incidental to our way of life,
But here 1 must explain; ou only one of all
the ships we boarded—the first on which we
found women—did we meet with any genuine
On that sion we had two men
kllled and several injured, and if it had not
been for the gallantry of Ballantrae, we had
surely been beat back at last. Everywhere
el%® the defense (where there was any at all)
was what the worst troops in Europe would
have laughed at; so that the most dangerous
part of our employment was to clamber up
the side of the ship; and I have even known
the poor souls on board to cast usa line, so
eager were thev to volunteer instead of walk-
ing the plank. This constant immunity had
made our fellows very soft, so that I under-
stood how Teach had made so deep a mark
upon their minds; for indeed the company of
that lunatic was the chief danger iu our way
of life. The accident to which I have re-
ferred was this,. We had sighted a little full
rigged ship very close under our board ina
baze; she sailed near as well as we did—I
should be near the truth if I said near as ill;

could bring a spar or two about their ears.
The swell was exceeding great; the motion of
the ship beyond description; it waslittle won-
der if our gunners should fire thrice and be
still quite broad of what they aimed at.

orow Presently we heard one of the boats,
where we might have thrown a biscuit in her.

1 was still blessing the saints for my escape,
when I became aware we were in trouble of
another kind.

fatigue and peril. Dutton, indeed, was of
opinion we should wait until the ship was

be more wise than to go blindly ahead in that
morass. One went back accordingly to the
basin side and (peering through the thicket)
saw the fog already quite drunk up and Eng-
lish colors flying on the Sarah, but no move-
mentmade to get her under way.

Our situation was now very doubtful. The
swamp was an unhealthful place to linger in; |
we had been so greedy to bring treasures that
we had brought but little food; it was highly
desirable, besides, that we should get clear of
the neighborhood and into the settlements be-
fore the news of the capture went abroad;
and st all these considerations there was
only the peril of the passage on the other side.
I think it not wonderful we decided on the
active part.

It was already blistering hot when we set
forth to pass the marsh, or rather to strike
the path, by compass. Dutton took the com-
pass and one or other of us three carried his
proportion of the treasure; I promise you he
kept a shnrp eye to his rear, for it was like
the man's soul that he must trust u$ with.

We were nine days making our port, so
light were the airs we had to sail on, so foul
the ship’s bottom; but early on the tenth, be-
fore dawn and in a light, lifting haze, we
passed the head. A little after the haze lifted
and fell again, showing us a cruiser very
close. This was a sore blow, happening so
near our refuge. There was a great debate
of whether she had seen us, and, if so, wheth-
er it was likely they had recognized the
Sarah. We were very careful, by destroying
every member of those crews we overhauled,
to leave no-evidence as to our own persons;
but the appearance of the Sarah herself we
could not keep so private, and, above all, of
late, since she bad been foul and we had pur-
sued many ships without success, it was plain
that her description had been often published.
1 supposed this alert would have made us sep-
arate upon the instant. But here again that
original genius of Ballantrae’s had a surprise
in store for me. He and Teach (and it was
the most remarkable step of his success) had
gone hand in hand since the first day of his
appointment.

1 often questioned him upon the fact, and
never got an answer but once, when he told

Ballantrae had bidden me drink
nothing and feign drunkenness as I valued
my life; and I have never passed a day so
wearisomely, lying the best part of the time
upon the forecastle and watching the swamps
and thickets by which our little basin was
entirely surrounded for the eye. A little
after dusk, Ballantrae stumbled up to my
side, feigned to fall, with a drunken laugh,
and before he got his feet again, whispered
to me to “reel down into the cabin and seem
to fall asleep upon a locker, for there would
be need of me soon.”

That was our last word on board the Sarah,
we four with our four packets lowered our-
selves softly intoa skiff and left that ship
behind us as silent as the grave, only for the
moaning of some of the drunkards.

PAULSEN FUNKS. -

HE IS AFRAID OF McCORMICKE AND
REFUSES TOSKEATE.

St. John's Champion in the West Where |
he Makes Many Friends. Paulsen
is Hissed by all Sporting Men at
Minneapolis.

Following from the Minneapolis Times
of December 25th explains the relative
positions of McCormick and Paulsen:
The Times office was filled with cham-
pion ice skaters yesterday afternoon, all
of them talking skate. Axel. Paulsen
and Hugh McCormick met here with the
intention of making a match if possible,
but no arrangements could be made, so
the entire party adjourned tothe “Home
Plate.” Messrs. Terhune and Stevenson,
McCormack’s backers, were there ready
with their money and anxious to make a
match, but Paulsen, by that
time, bad had an _cpportunity
to size up the stalwart Canadian and con-
cluded that he was not ready to make a
match. McCormick’s proposition was to
skate three races of five, ten and fifteen
miles each, for $250 a side for each race
and two-thirds and one-third of the en-
tire gate receipts,on the Palace rink track
which is seven and one-half laps to the
mile. But Paulsen’s white feather was
out by this time and flying. He would
make no race of that kind, if it was to be
skated on the Palace rink track. It was
not big enough, he said. He want-
ed to skate on a track not
less than four laps to the mile and not
more than five. He would go out on
Lake Calhoun, or down on the South
Minneapolis ball park, but would not
skaté on the one proposed,because, as he
said, he could not make a spurt cr turn
the corners, This made McCormick angry
and ‘hedatinched out at the Norwegian,
who shrank back in his seat.

defeat you in the three races I proposed

at the %alaee rink. I will skate you five
miles straightaway, and if you ‘beat me
will throw aside all my victories and
tender you the championship of the
world.

But as Paulsen still hung fire
McCormick and his friends left the place
in disgust. He issued the following
challenge and his backers posted §$50
forfeit with the sporting editor of the
Times, which Paulsen will have to cover
or forever hold his peace.
“Owing to the fact that I was unable to
arranIge a match with Axe!. Paulsen to-
day, I hereby issue the following chal-
lenge: I will skate him three races for
$250 a side and two-thirds and one-third
of the gate receipts each race, the first
race to be five miles and to occur J anuary
15 ; the second to be ten miles and to oc-
cur January 22, and'the third, of fifteen

in three days. (signed)

Champion speed skater of the World.”
If Paulsen does not accept the challenge
McCormick will endeavor to make a
match with Frilz Luhr, the champion of
the Northwest.
Tim Donoghue, Joe's father, said tc-
day thateither Joe or he youngest boy,
Kim, would skate Herman Dingee, of St.
John, N. B., on Spy pond, near Boston,
in accordance with the desires of the New
England Skating Association, on Jan. 14.
Black, the Canadian skater,is on his
way to Minneapolis, and says he can
beat both Paulsen and McCorniick.
Black is accompanied by young Graham
of Toronto, Ont., who is said to be anxious
to skate Joe Donoghue, of Newburg, while
the latter is in Minneapolis.
A sgkating tournament will likely be
held at the Palace Rink, Charlotte Street,
in the near future. Some of the local
flyers have promised to take part.
It appears now that Paulsen is en-
deavoring to escape the pleasure of
skating Hugh McCormick. Hesays that
the rink at Minneapolis is too small.
Hugh is bound to have a race, and
offers to skate him on the lakes, or
anywhere.

Poor Accommodations for Travellers.
Under the new time table of the New
Brunswick and Canadian Pacific railways
which went into effect yesterday there is
only five minutes at Vanceboro for the
transfer of passengers and baggage from
the Boston train to the C. P. R. train,and
the baggage of through passengers has to
be examined here. As the C. P. R. train
only stops ° here ten minutes,
there is not time'to examine the bag-
gage and to repldce it on the train so the
passengers are détained, as was the case
yesterday, when about 40 through passen-
gers had to wait for the Quebec express
at 23 p.m. " This arrangement gives
disatisfaction' and some change should
be made at once. If a little more time
was given at Vanceboro the baggage
could be examined by the customs offi-
cers there while it is being transferred
and thus save handling it the second
time as is the case when it is brought
through and examined here.
The Collector “of Customs Mr. J. R.
Ruel, says that some better arrangement
must be made. He is willing to accom-
modate the railroads but the travelling
public must be accommodated as well,
and the customs officers must have time
to examine the baggage. He will en-
quire into the matter and have it arrang-
ed satisfactorily.
