When it is remembered that at least a'!
portion of the great legion from the |
United States will pass through this
port, it will be seen that this picturéSque
little city bids fair to have its hands
full later on. One company has already
secured seventy carloads of outfitting
goods, and several other leading busi-
ness men’ of Victoria, accustomed to do-
ing things on a large scale, have made
equally liberal preparations for the com-
ing trade. The transportation companies
have, by purchase or lease, secured ocean
steamers sufficient to make daily lines
between this port and St. Michaels,
Dyea, Skagway, Fort Wrangel, ete.

Even beyond the sealing question, the
people of British Columbia are interest-
od in this trade, and it.was in response
to their demands that Hon. Clifford Sif-
ten, the Canadian minister of the inter-
ior, recently made a trip, to the North-
west. On his return he addressed a
meeting of the representative citizens of
Victoria.,

The desire is to get the Canadian gov-
ernment to  open.an. all-Canadian.ggute:
to the gold fields and to enact such.tariff
laws as. will make it to the interest of
miners to purchase their outfits in Can-
ada. Mr. Sifton, naturally desirous of
pleasing his audience, declared that the
boundary line between Alaska and Brit-
ish Columbia, when rightly settled,
would include some important posts now
in possession of the United States, and
gave an outline of the plans now in pro-
giess to get an all-Canadian route, via
the Stickeen river, and the railway pro-
jects connected therewith, his remarks
being received with loud applause by
the audience. In the course of his re-
marks, Mr. Sifton intimated that the
100-pounds exemption, now allowed by
the Canadian government to the miners,
would be abrogated by the 1st of Janu-
ary, and that, probably, everything not
bought in Canada would have to pay
duty. But he declined to give any as-
surance that the tax on mining would
be reduced, or the “alternate claim’ exr
action be alleviated.

Mr. Wm. Ogilvie, the Dominion sur-
veyor and police commissioner, who ac-
companied Mr, Sifton, also delivered a
lecture on the subject of the gold fields,
which ‘was largely attended, notwith-
standing adverse weather. His views,
however, have already been made pub-
tie.

Having met several who have spent
scme time in the newly discovered gold
fields, perhaps it might be well to give
1 synopsis of the views given by two of
the most prominent and intelligent men
on Vancouver Island. A prominent citi;
zen of Nanaimo, who spent:some months
on the ground, has given a most intelli-
gent statement of the condition of the
country. He says that the Klondike
mining country is_ covered with snow
mcst of the year. During the months of
July and August, however it is quite
hot, the thermometer showing 85 degrees
ty 90 degrees, and then men must wear
protectors for the face and hands to
keep off the mosquitoes. Last year,
thongh so hot. the sun did not thaw the
ground, which is pretected by a thick
moss under the snow, which neutralizes
the sun’s rays. This moss is now cut
off with the shovel. The miner then
builds a fire, thaws out the ground for
two -or three inches and digs, and so
on, by relays. Eyery foot of the ground
has to, be thawed out in this way. The
ground is frozen 35 feet, down to bed-
rock, and it is impossible to dig or work
a pick therein.

A well known eitizen of Victoria. who
obtained -$130,000. in addition to- an in-
terest in some fifteen rich claims, as a
result of two years’ labor in the North-
west region, says that, contrary to the
zeneral impression, the best time for
mining is in the winter. as then the sur-
face water does not inconvenience the
miner, The large and paying mines
are all worked in the winter and the
wash-up is in the spring and summer.
However, in -the hot weather gold can
be dug out‘of the bars and banks of the

¢ To' the Editor:—~I notice in this morn-
ing’s igsue of the’Colonist, in: publishing
the statément taken from the schedule
to' the Award of the Belring Sea Com-
missiouners, it is said:

“They (speaking of the figures) bear
out the statement publishéd in the Col-
onist’s ‘despatch from Washington, that
the award has been based on the actual
damages  established, with “interest add-
ed, and’ without taking into calculation
the prospective lamages or loss to the
sealers - through ‘being ' deprived by the
seizires of the vpportunity of complet-
ing the season’s hunting, for which they
had outfitted.” ]

This is a most inaecurate statement
and it is' a pity that it should have ap-
peared ‘in a Victoria paper; as, no
doubt, it will be reprodiced throughout

statement coming from those familiar
with thé facts, that Great Britain failed
¢n a very material portion of the claim
before the commission. Such, however,
is very far from being the case. Al-
though we have not yet received the
Jwritten reasons of the commissioners,
which will no doubt be published later,
the figures th  mselves show clearly, that
in every iustance in which it svas claim-
ed, damages have been allowed on .ac-
count of the loss of prospective cateh,
and that, too, in a very substantial sum.

As an .illustration the case of the
Triumph may be referred to.  In. that
claim the particulars consisted of four
items only, as follows: $2,000 for illegal-
ly boarding - the vessel, $250  for. legal
cests, and $200  for owners’ expenses,
the balance being made up entirely
of loss to the vessel by reason of
being. driven out of Behring sea before
she had completed her season. No skins
| were seized on board, and she returned
safely to the port of Victoria. The arbi-
trators have .allowed her §15,450 for
damages and $7,665 for interest, amount-
ing in all to $23,115. It is a necessary
inference from these figures that a very
considerable sum has been allowed to
tkat schooner for loss of prospective
eatch, in faet it is almost a certainty
that the whole of the damages are given
-under  that head, except perhaps, $530
for costs and expenses.

The eclaims for illegal boarding and
search were not in any case looked upon
favorably by the commissioners during
the argument, and they have doubtless
decided that the terms of the convention
limited them to a consideration of the
aetral-loss  occasioned by the ‘acts of the
United States officers, ‘and prevented
thein from dealing with a demand based
merely upon the invasion of a legal right
where no direet injury had resulted.

I have referred particularly ' to the
Truimph, for the reason that & it
proves beyond doubt that damages for
loss of prospective catch have been al-
lawed in the award, but an analysis of
the figures in the-case of every other
schooner shows that the same rule has
heen followed in assessing the amount of
compensation.

We have every reason to be satisfied
with the result. It is true that the sums
allowed -are less than the amount claim-
ed, but that is an inevitable result of
every reference to arbitration. It al-
ways means more or less of a comprom-
ise:  The figures, however, show that
Great Britain succeeded upon every ma-
terial point raised in the discussion.

The steanier City -of Seattle, which
left Skagway on the 3rd inst., arrived at
the outer whart at 2 o’elock this morning -
with about 100 passengers, most of them
going to Seattle. - Little news was
brought by any of those returning from
Dawson  City, although amongst them
were some who had left there so receatly
as December 4th,

Napoleon Legault, of Seattle, who has
been in the Yukon district for abgut 18
mcenths, was one of the passengers, and
he brings with him about $20,000 in dust
and unggets. This would seem :to be
the largest amount brought out by any
of those returning by the Seattle, al-
though several others have sacks of
the precious metal which will run to
thousands of dollars. No new strikes are
reported as having been made. g

The strike on the Klondike seems like-
Iy to afford scope for as much diversity
of opinion -and statements as the much-
talked-of danger of starvation. Some of
those who left Dawson on December 3rd
say the disagreement between the em-
ployers and the miners had not heen set-
tied then; good éxperienced men had no
difficulty in obtaining work at $1.50 an
hour. As to new finds the most en-
couraging news comes from Sulphur
and Last Chance creeks, both of which
are turning out well.

Mr. E. E. Coy, one of the returning
miners, who went to Dawson last sum-
mer, was seen at the Dominion Hotel.
An old miner with considerable experi-
ence, he has been making locatigns® with
4 view of returning in the spring, leav-
ing Qis interests there in the hands of his
partners, the objeet of his trip down be-
ing to-secure supplies. He says the talk
of danger: of starvation in Dawson  this
winter, or even of any severe hardships
‘being suffered by the people there, is all
nonsense, while the much-vaunted Unit-
ed States relief expedition is, in his opin-
ion, the veriest “rot.” 7y

That the success met with by those

who have beem fortunate " enoungh to
strike it lucky on El Dorado and Bonan-
za, will 'be repeated by many of the men
who are working on other little known
tributaries of the Yukon, is the opinion
of g gentleman, who not desiring to be
quoted, seeme to know the country very
thoroughly. The desire evinced by so
many to make direct for Dawson, seems
to him to savor somewhat of absurdity.
The gold bearing region is so large, he
says, that without  going ®o far, rich
diggings can- be located, and on Little
and Big Salmon rivers and adjacent
creeks zood results have already been
obtained.

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Mr, Coltart Bound Over for Trial at
the First Oourt of Competent
Jurisdiction.

The eharge against Mr. W. C. Nichol
was proceeded with, the morning session
being deveted by Mr. Cassidy to an en-
dea¥or to prove -that Mn Nichol had
wriften the article complained of; Mr.
Martin having admitted that Mr, Nicol
was: the editor of the Province. A num-
ber of employees of the Province were
called, but none could say that the arti-
cle was written by Mr. Nichol.

1 An adjonrnment- was taken at one
o’clock until 2:30 for argument.

At 3:30. this . afternoon Magistrate
Maerae, after hearing argument of
counsel announced that he would give
his decision at 11 o'clock to-morrow
{ morning. Mr. Martin stated that if
the decision was adverse to his client,
he intended to call witnesses for the de~
fense. In closing he asked the magi-
strate to take into consideration the
fact that it was not alleged by the pro-
secution that the statements in the ar-
ticlte were false. 3
