OUR MINERALS AT THE FAIR.

There are 1281 entries in the Ontario
mineral exhibit for the Chicago Fair.

The Petrolia region sends oil in all
from the crude to the refined.
Mineral water finds a prominent place,

one of the brands being from Caledonia.

From Barrie township goes a piece of

ore which yielded 99 oz. 15 dwts. of silver
to the ton.

Some excellent copper and nickel ore
from the Sudbury district have been furn-
ished by Mr. R. H. Ahn.

A number of excellent samples of silver
and lead ore have been obtained from the
mine of Mr. A. J. Cockburn, of Toronto,
in the Nipissing district.

In crystals there is a perfect copy of a
maple leaf. In another case garnet, ame-
and topaz crystals showed their pol-
ished surfaces to the admiring gaze. A
real curiosity is a piece of gneiss, with a
glittering surface dotted here and there
with garnets,

The cases of appatite and phosphate of
lime, exhibit crystals that no other country
in the world could match for perfectness
of shape. One huge piece of phosphate
weighs half a ton, and it came from the
Foxton mine in the township of Lough-
borongh.

The granites are from ngston in the
east and from the north shore of lake Su-
perior in the west, whilst the marbles were
collected mainly in Renfrew, township of
Barrie, Arnprior and Madoc. They are of
all coloru and in their finished state look
exceedingly handsome.

The handsome collection of black and
white and green mica will well advertise
Canada’s resources in this respect. One
plece of amber mica weighs 700 1bs. The
largest weighs 12,000 1bs., other pieces
weighing 8, and 6,000 1be. respectively,
with ten pieces welghlng 600 1lbs. each.
One large ingot of 4,500 1bs. weight contains
80 per cent. of copper.

NOTES FROM THE NORTHWEST.

A large influx of settlers from the United
States is expected.

Over $500,000 was spent in new build-
ings in Brandon during the last year,

The year has been an especially prosper-
ous one in the district of Neepawa.

The Canadian Pacific railway has filled
a long felt want by the construgtion of a
branch line from Calgary to Fort Macleod.

Emigrants are fast filling up the tracts
of land at the foot of the Rocky mountaine
and in the Saskatchewan valley, especially
in the Alberta and Edmonton districts.

During last year 50 miles of the Great
North-west Central railway, which runs
from Brandon in a north-westerly direc-
tion, has been built and is now in opera-
tion. .

Yorkton is a large and prosperous settle-
ment, composed principally of emigrants
from Dakota, the majority of whom were
Canadians, who, emigrating from Ontario
to Dakota years ago, were only too thank-
ful to be back on Canadian soil again.

Last year in Manitoba was a good one,
the wheat crop having been large and the
samples fair. The low price of wheat mili-
tated to a considerable extent against the
farmers, 'but they had dome fairly well.
The immigration, has been considerable,
and the prospects for the present year are
better still.

THE FASHIONS.

Velvet belts with cabbage rosettes of vel-
vet and silk are fashionable.

A new evening wrap of yelvet is lined
and trimmed with ermine.

The triple cape seems to be quite as pop-
ular as ever, and the wide, very full,
plaited bertha will be a feature of spring
costumes.

Velvet will be as popular for spring wear
as it has been during the past winter.
Many of the earlierspring hats will be made
entirely of velvet.

A new costume of black silk is made up
with a rolled puff of reddish pink silk at
the hem. Double sleeve puffs, the upper
one of lace, and the lower of pink silk,
pink revers and full sash complete the
costume.

While fewer veils are worn there yet
many ladies who cling to them. The little
veil of fine net is indispensable to keep the
bang in order; otherwise the hair would
blow about the face in the most nnbecom-
ing fashion.

HAPPENINGS IN ENGLAND.

A new English coinage is to be put in
circulation early this year.

Within the last thirty years there has
been on the British coast over sixty thous-
and wrecks, with the fearful loss of twenty
thousand lives.

Upward of 2,268 lives are lost nnnnally
in the inland waters and upon the imme-
diate coasts of the United Kingdom, exclus-
ive of those lost ‘‘at sea.”

INDUSTRIAL AND STATISTICAL.

Pennsylvania produces more cigars than
any other state in the union.

Over 600 varieties of cotton are said to
exist—400 in Asia and Africa and 200 in
America.

The receiving reservoirs or the Croton
aqueduct have a joint capacity of 1,180,-

In Great Britain the area occupied by

It is estimated that there are one million
more orange trees in bearing this year in
California than there were last, which will
give a better idea of the increase than if it
were stated in acres.

A rich strike of gold is reported to have
been made in the Grand Canyon of the
Colerado, seventy miles north of Flagstaff,
A.T., and the reports from the San Juan
placer diggings show them to be rich also.

FACTS ABOUT THE U. S.

In 1890 4,559 new books were printed in
the United States.

Since January 1, the cost of registering
a letter has been reduced to eight cents.

More than 86,000 letters were placed in
the mail boxes of the United States last
year wholly without addresses.

When reappointed to United States gov-
ernment positions, the widows of union
soldiers and sailors will not be compelled
to undergo a civil service examination.

The first five presidents of the United
States ended their terms of service in the
sixty-sixth year of their age, and, had
John Quincy Adams been elected for a
second term, he also would have ended his
term in his sixty-sixth year.

SIS
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The Parliamentary Session.

The prorogation of parliament on the
1st inst. ended a session in which very
little important legislation was passed,
or anything else done commeusurate
with what it cost the country. The
estimates were brought down with
commendable promptness and in the
discussions on the several items the
respective parties spent a good deal of
time in mutual recrimination. Those
who are in office and want to continue
in that position had many difficulties
to contend against, because they seem
disposed to cling as long as possible to
the high protective tariff pelicy, which,
to the close observer of events in
Canada, is known to be fass losing
favor with the people. Those who
are out of office and want to get in,
have not shown themselves able to
formulate a reform tariff policy that is
workable, and upon which they can
agree. They appear to have partially,
at least, abandoned wunrestricted re-
ciprocity, and say they are in favor of
a reduction of the tariffi That is a
commendable policy, as far as it goes,
but it is also the declared policy of the
government. As both parties fail to
particularly define what they mean,
their positions on the question are
equally unsatisfactory to the people.

It is probable that greater attention
would have been given to tariff reform
this year had ‘it not been for the fact
that Sir Jobn Thompson accepted the
position of a representative of Great
Britain in the Bering Sea arbitration
now going on in Paris. He could not
coatrel the appointing of the time
when the arbitration was to be held,
and he would not trust his colleagues
with the carrying on of any importans
parliamentary work in his absence, so
the late session of parliament was,
practically, only sufficiently long to
secure the voting of - moneys for the
public services. Mr. Tupper, the
Minister of Fisheries, is one of the
gentlemen officially connected with the
Bering Sea arbitration, and he did not
think it necessary to remain in the
country at” all to- attend parliament.
"He has the true Tupperarian penchans
for personal promotion. By undivided
attention tohis duties in connection
with the arbitration he will not lose
anything to which he might be other-
wise entitled as a Canadian = minister,
while he will receive the emoluments
attached to his Bering Sea work and —
what he doubtless considers of great
importance also—an imperial decora-
tion of some kind.

While it is right that our interests
in Bering Sea should not be neglected,
the do-nothing character of tke parlia-
mentary session just ended cannot but
impress our people with the fact that
we are being negligently governed at
Ottawa, The French treaty—a matter
of paramount importance, especially to
us, in the maritime provinces—hus
been handled in a manner that is not
creditable to either the government or
its High Commissioner. We dealt
with Sir Charles Tupper’s blundering
in that matter a few weeks since, but
believe that even that raight have been
remedied by Sir Jobn Thompson in
Paris, had there been more able men
on the government side to keep parlia-
ment in session at Ottawa during his
absence and until he had got the mat-
ter in shape to be submitted to it for
approval.  Factionists like Messrs.
Clark, Wallace and Curran within the
government, and hobbyists and vic-
tims of disappointmepc like Messis.
Dalton McCarthy, Davin and Tarte
on the floors of the house, together
with _ blue-ruin Cartwright, Sunday
School Charlton and other peculiarists,
could not be controlled by Mr. Foster,
who isonly an amateur leader, after
all, so it is not to be wondered at that
the session. was unfruitful of good or
importans work, and its end an early
one. All the same, however, its com-
parative do-nothingism cannot fail to
set the country thinking.

Thank Providence!

QOur readers, in common with the
rest of mankind who have been within
the area over which the Bathurst
School question has intruded itselt,
will be grateful for, at least, a tem-
porary lull on the subject. The Ap-
VANCE publishies & good deal of the As-

rsembly debate on the School petition,

not on account of its merits, but be-
cause a lot of people have undertaken
to make political, sectarian and per-
songl capital out of the question, und
it i8 necessary that what our legislators
say in reference to it and the develop-
ments before the House of Assembly,
should be as widely known as possible,
in order that the people may judge for
themselves as to how far the govern-
ment is to blame for the troubles that
exist. i

It is very significant, after all the
talk there has been, all the inflamma-
tory circulars issued by such persons
as Mr. Pitts of York, all the letters to
the press and charges against the gov-
ernment by Rev. Mr. Thompson, and
all the whisperings in St. John under
the auspices of Mr. Stockton, that
neither Mr. Pitts, Mr. Stockton nor
any other member of the Ilegislature
was able to formulate a charge against
the government in connection with the
great “Bathurst School outrage” and
have it tried out before either a com-

| mittee of the whole house, or a special

committee. Mr, Pitts merely asked
that the petitions circulated by the
Orangemen be referred to a committee,
while even they did not contain a
single charge against
ment or set forth any alleged
infraction of the law, save in such
general terms as to make a reference
of them as asked for by Mr. Pitts a
farcical proposition. .

and affirmed by the house, by which

one of the judgesis to go to Bathurst
and make an exhaustive enquiry inte
the alleged grievances, will be approv-
ed by all who wish tobe correctly in-
formed. The faets so ascertained will
help the people to understand the real
merits of the question, and they will
then be in & position to know how to
apportion the blame for a most un-
pleasant —and we believe wholly un-
necessary—general public excitement.
It is to be hoped that the clerical gen-
tlemen who have been so conspicuous
in the press and so industrious in pro-
moting the agitation in other respects,
will be better prepared with evidence
and more disposed to come forward
and make good their charges before
the investigating judge, than they were
when the committee of the Board of
Education responded to their com-
plaints and went to Bathurst to make
enquiry ona previous occasion. Their
friends, Messra. Pitts and Stockton,
evidently, do not wish to have the
matter settled ; they seem to think it
is excellent material for use in their
party campaigns. Rev. Mr. Thomp-
son is, we understand, very much dis-
satisfied over his visits to Queens
County and other parts of the province,
whither he went to carry out his pro-
claimed intention of driving Mr. Blair
from political life. He, too, therefore,
has an interest in not having the ques-
tion properly understood, for, in that
event, his farther pursuit of revenge
would be futile. He and his friends,
however, must make up their minds
to come forward with witnesses
and either establish the correctness of
their charges against the government
and Board of Education, or be exposed
in a vindictive attempt to unnecessarily
awaken religious prejudices, organise and
promote sectarian strife in the province
and at the sawe time, become the most
blatant and conspicuous workers in a dis-
credited political party. Mr. Thompson
has already attracted no little attention
towards himself because of his utter reck-
lessness of statement, and it will be in-
teresting to note whether the church
with which he is connected will realise
the fact that he is securing an unsavory
notoriety which is quite out of keeping
with what is desirable in a christian min-
ister.

Mr. Sivewright’s speech on the Bath-
urst school troubles, which appears in
our legislative report,ought to be read by
all who take an interest in that vexed
question.

Provincial Game Laws.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie’s time has been
preity well occupied during the presen:
session of the legslature with bills anu
resolutions on subjects under the contro:
of his department. The streams bill is an
importaot one, and the arrangements fo:
leasing the lumber lands on the expiry o
the present leases in August next, re-
quired no little attention. He has
amended the Fisheries Act and also
consolidated the game lawsinto one bili.
which makes the following provisions ;—

No person shall hunt, take, kill, wound
or destroy within the province, any moose
caribou or deer between the 15th January
and the 30 September in each year, under a
l-penalty not exceeding $200 and not less than
$50 for each and every offenve, and 1n de-
fault of payment on conviction, thed--
fendant shall be imprisoned in the common
jail for a period not exceeding 14 days n.r
less than five days.

No person shall during the time hereby
allowed for killing, hunting or taking moose.
caribou or deer in any one year or season,
kill or take more than two moose, thre.
caribou or three deer, and ne number of per-
sons forming a huoting party of three or
more shallin any one year or season kili
more than one moose, two caribou or tw:
deer for each member of such huating party
exclusive of guidas, under a penalty in any
of either case not exeeeding $40 nor les-
thaa $20, for each moose, caribou or deer s«
killed.

No person shall at any time or season
hereafter hunt, take, kill wound or destroy
any cow moose within this province under
penalty not exceeding $200 nor less than $100
for each and every offence.

No person shall hereafter atany time or
season within this province hunt, chase
pursue, wound, take, kill or destroy any
moose, caribou or deér with a dog or dogs
under a penalty of $50 for each aund every
offence. Hunting moose caribou or deer
with dogs is also prohibited.

No person shall take, kill, wound, trap or
destroy any mink, otter, fisher, beaver or
sable between the lst day of May and the
1st day of September following in any year
under a penalty not exceeding $20, and not
less than $5 for each and every oftence.

No person shall hunt, take, shoot, kill or
destroy any partridge between the 1st day of
December in any year, and the 20th day of
September in the year following, nor any
woodcock or snipe between the lst day of
December in any year and the 20th day of
September 1n the following year, under a
penalty in either case of a sum not exceed-
ing $10 nor less than $4 for each and every
bird so Killed in contravention of this
section.

No person shall between the 15th day of
May and the 1st day of September in any
year hunt, take, shoot wound, kill or de-
stroy any wild black duck, wood-duck or
teal, nor destroy the nests or eggs thereof
nor remove the same under a penalty not
exeeeding $10 nor less than $4 for each and
every offence.

It shall be unlawful for any person to buy
er sell or offer for sale the carcass or any
portion thereof or the green hide or pelt of
any animal, or any bird, or the nests or eggs

thereof at any time or season when the hunt-
ing, taking, trapping or removing the same
is by this act prohibited.

No person shall take or catch with a net,
nor kill with any device or instrument
known as a punt gun or swivel, any wild
duck, wild goose, brant or ether wild fowl
of the pame kind, mor use any artifieial
lights or flambeaux at night for the capture
or destruction of any such birds, under a
penalty not exceeding $40 nor less than $20
for each and every offence, provided always
that the ordinary musket or fowling piece
shall not be considered a punt gun or gwivel
withiu the meaning of this section,

The killing of robins, swallows, sparrows
and other emall birds of song which frequent
the fields and gardens, and the shooting,
wounding, killing or destroying sea gulls
within the parish of Grand Manan, or the
trapping, snaring, or takiog alive of any of
the birds referred to or mentioned in this
section, or taking or removing of the nests
ar eggs of any such birds shall be unlawful,
and any person finding any traps or snares
set for the taking of any such birds may de-
stroy the same; any person offending against
any ot the provisions of this section shall be
liable to a penalty of §5 for each and every
offence.

12. Any bird or animal mentioned ia this
act may at any time be killed for preserva-
tion as specimens of natural history ‘or for
scientific investigation, a speeial license hav-
ing been first obtained for that purpose from
the surveyor-general, who is hereby. anthor:
ized to grant such license. :

Section 16 provides that no person shulj
hunt, take, kill, wound or destroy asy of
the animals or birds above mentioned on the'
Lord’s day, under a penalty of $50.

The Legislature.

In the Legislature on Monday of last
week Mr. Sivewright rose to a question of
privilege. It would be remembered that
n the scheol debate the hen. member for
York (Pitts) had said that he had seen it
stated that in some ot the public achools
the Protestant children had been dbliged
to kueel and cross themselves according
to the rites of the Roman Catholic chuarch.
He (Sivewright) had then said that he had
a letter from Rev. A. F. Thompson deny-
g the fact and had read wherein Mr.
Thompson had said that he had made no
reference te the use of the cross, crucifix
or catechism in that connexion. In the
Sun of to-day Mr. Thompson had denied
the accuracy of that statement. He (Sive-
wright did not see how Mr. Thomgson
could justly complain of him because of
his quoting his own language. He had
werely sought to do the rev. gentlemen
justice. Mr. Sivewright here read tele-
grams from the tescher of the Greeu Poin®
school and others denying that amy sach
practices were forced upon Protestant
children. He thought if there had been
any such infraction of the law the in-
telligent and reasonable Roman Citholics
of this province, no less than the Pro-

| testants, would condemn such an aét of 1n-

tolerance and bigotry. Those who made
such charges should formulate their com-
plaints before the board of education.
[t was unreasonable to expect the board
t, take cognizance of flying . rumcrs,
Rev. Mr. Thompson had also complained
of him for stating that ths grammar echoel
at Bathurst, with the exception of oae
«mall room, was occupied.. 'He (Sive-
wright) had not referrad to the grammar
school in that counnexion, but to the
superior scheol at the village, though the
synoptic report rather iadicated ether-
#ise. He had pointed out the mistake to
Mr. Stockton as soon as he saw the re-
port but etated that he intended to cor-
rect it at the first opportunity.

Mr. Stockton said he could corroborate
the hon. gentleman’s remarks as to his
statement to him. He thought that he
(Stockton) was referring to the quérior
school of Bathurs* Viilage at the time the
hon. member made his interruptiO‘u,

Since the hon. gentlemen oppousite had
ao proposal to make as to what action
should be taken upon the petitions, he
would propese a motion or two himself.

MR. STOCKTON A STICKLER FOR PHRASELOGY.

Mr. Stockt )u—Thnat 18 not the same as
regulation 30 published in the
'89. .

Hon. Mr. Blair—The regulatiou 30,
published in 1887, under the same head-
ing, specified ‘‘that he huas undergone
training at a recognized normal school of
another country for the period of one
yeér, or an annual session.”

The two regulations are practically
the same. Thechange in phraseology
was made without the slightest desire of
-extending special favor to any denomina-
tion, buc becanse it looked unreasonable
to retain the words ‘‘in another country”
in the regulation, the intention being thar
any normal or training school no matter
wh-ther at home or abroad might be
recognized by the board of educat on. It
struck him as rather absurd in view of the
tremendous agitation which had been
got up in varioas parts of the pruvince,
that this question shouli now acttle don
to a mere dispute about the phrase ligy
of these regulations. It would take more
than the ingenuity of the hon. member
for St. John t, establish that the phrase-
ology of these regulations pointed in any
shape to the adoption or recoguition of

THE AGITATION CONTINUES,

Mr. Sivewright,—That puts a different
aspect on the case and wonld explain the
contiouance of the school after the cause of
the alleged grievance had been removed.
As I have stated I thought the appointment

f an cfficient Protestant teacher ~woula
rridge the opening chasm, but I regret that
he agitation has not been allayed, and has
veen accentuated by au unfortunate dispute
getween the landlord of the building, who,
aowever, 18 a Protestant, and the Oraug.

Mr. Pitte.—Were these concessions 1u-
ceanded to apply to places like Bathurss er
w small towns ?

Mr. Sivewright. —I may say frankly that
I believe the ntention was probably to
apply to other towns than Bathurst, as the
sisters were not teaching there at the time,
but there was oothing in the agreement o
prevent the application of - this concession
to Bathurst if the religions orders were sub-
sequently established thbere. It is clear
that the grsvamen of the charges in the
petition, the nucleus of the agitation which
aas culminated in the presentation of these
petitions, is to rescind the regulations or
agreement made in 1875, when the govern-
ment which had introduced and carried the
School Act thought it advisable to make
this agreement 1n the interest of peace ana
harmony, and as a concession to the Rowsu
Catholic denomination who had so largely
supported their own schools for four years.
I reyret this agitation and I wouald like 1n
tny ewn county, where I have friends on
voth sides, to see peace and harmony pre-
vail and school dissecsions snd religious
animosities removed from among us.

On Saturday, Hon. Mr. Tweedie com-
mitted a bill to consolidate the several acts
relating to the protection of certain birds
and animals.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell read a memorial that
he had received from a sumber of Charlotte
vonnty residents, asking that hunsing of
deer with dogs be allowed for one month,
Several members discussed the guestion of
hunting with degs, as 1t tended to drive the
deer out of the provinee and back into Maine
and bécause of ipsufficient staff for pro-
tection. He would cons®ut to making the
season uniform with that of Maine.

Mr. Phioney thought the provision that
any person could kiit dogs found hunting or
suppused to have been hunting deer, was aa
extraordioary one.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell suggested that a fort-
night or a month be allowed for huating
with degs.

Mr. Shaw was against hunting with dogs,
but he thought if people were allowed to
shoot sny dog found chasing deer, a law
should be passed for the protection of dogs.
Hon Mr. Emmerson thought too much
money could noc be spent for the preserva-
tion of game. y

Mr. Pinder suggested that the season be
snortened, say to two montks, hunting with
dogs to be confined te one month.

Mr. Powell said his informnation was that
dog hunting was detrimental to tle preser-
vation of deer.

Mr, Perley said that the deer in his
county had destroyed a thousand bushels
of turnips.

Mr. Scovil said farmersin his locality
had to chase deer with dogs, as they de-
stroyed grain and vegetables.

demanded a close season for musk rats from
Juoe 10th to March 1Cth.

as they did much damage to the dykes and

sidered, Seotion 6 was amended s0as to
extend the close scason for woodcock and
soipe until september 20ch.
Mr. Tweedie spoke strongly for the neces-
sity of havingthe game of the province
properly protected and moved that the
blank in section 29 be fllled with $2,000 for
the enforcemeant of thig act.

Mr. Phioney protested against an increase
o the amonut from $400 to §2,000 a yesr
for the protection of game,

Mr. Tweedie said it did not necessarily
follow that all of the $2,000 would be spent
in any one year, It was desirable that a
sum sufficiently large for the protection of
the game should be grauted. Heretofore
the game law had been almost a dead letter
and if it was not intended to have the law
eanforced, better repeal it altogether.

Mr. Phioney moved as an amendment
that the amount be $1,000.

r. Philip Cox’s Lecture on the Smelt.

Of the lectures of the Natural History
Society’s course none has been more instruc-
tive, or more replete with valuable and inter-
esting information than that of last even-
ing by Mr. Cox. Both asasketch of the
nataral history of the fish and aé a state
ment of the value of the smelt as an article
of oo it commended itself to the
atsention and interest of the audience.

The smelt is a member of the great salmon
tribe, noted for their slender muscular bodies
and powerfal fins ; sll are characterized by
the *‘adipose fin,”” a small process on the
back, toward the tail, they also have a small
poinied head and eyes placed high on the
bead for looking upward. All have the
float-bladder to enable them to rise and sink
rapidly in the water, and a pecnliarity in
the organization of the stomach which enables
them to assimilate foed rapidly, and recuper-
ate after the exhaustive process of spawning.

time he leaves the egg through the perils
of the condition of fry nuntil he cbtains his
fall growth, how he is subject to the attacks
of the black bass and the cod; how the
young, when large enough, go into the sea
to prey on the spawn of the herring ; how in
their turn they are attacked by the mack-
erel in the Gulf and :ubsequently by the
tom-cod in the esturies : how their habit of
frequenting the estuary and bay of the mir-
amichi in winter ls taken advanmtage of for
the prosecution of one of the most valuable
fisheries of New Brunswick:*

This fishery nets to the men engaged in
catching the smelt $75,000 per season, and
this for the fish caught and thrown out
upon the ice, without reckoning the labor
employed in selecting and packing the fish,
cutting and making boxes and transportiog
them to the confines of the province for
transportation to the United States mar.
kets. Since confederation this fishery(which
had grown up entirely since then), consider-
ing the fish worth 6c. a pound at the United
States border, had netted the people of New
Brunswick twice the cost of the Intercolonial
Railways in New Brunswick. It had been
a greut boon to the eastern part of the prov-
ince.

Mr Cox called attention to the impro-
ident way in which the fishery was carried
on. The goverment regulation mesh of the
smelt bagunet had been 1} inches ; and even
at this fully one third of the fish were thrown
away as anmarketable, conseqnently millions
of small fish that would be marketable in
another year were destroyed. Yet, strange
to say, through pressure brought to bear
upon the goverment, the size of the mesh
had been reduced to 1} inches.

The lecture was illustrited by serviceable
drawings on the blackboard, showing the
characteristics of the fish and the method of
fishing through the ice in winter time on
Miramichi Bay.—St. Joha Globe March 29

EIGHTY MILESAT A STRETCH-

Some Tall Eq Feats O: i 11y
Performed by Australian Horsemen,

In Australia, where population is sparse
and distances are great, some remarkable
feats of endarance in horse riding are cred-
ited to the mounted police—feats more re-
markable in some instances, faking into ac-
count all the circumstances, according to the
London News, than those accomplished by
the winners in the military ride between
Vienna and Berlin. Trooper Power in Feb-
ruary. 1880, nndertook an arduous journey
across a most inhospitable country in pur-
suit of a horse stealer named John Smith,
This zealous officer travelled 766 miles in
twenty-six days without changing horses,
For one stage of eighty miles he was wholly
without water, and the country was in such
& bad state for 130 miles that his two horses
had nothing to eat. His powers of endur-
ance may be judged from the statement
that he did thirty miles a day on worn out
horses, along long, dry stages and with
bad water or no water at all to drink.
Trooper Willshire on another occasion rode
eighty-five miles in twenty hours on one
horse. This was on May 28, 1887, two days
after the natives had ‘‘stuck up” Eriduna
station. This same man travelled two hun-
dred miles in four days when he heard that
a comrade named Shirley had died of thirst.
He did not have macadamized roads and
plenty of fresh water, like the German of-
ficers, but had a broiling ‘sun to endure,
sand hills to climb, ‘““mulga” scrub to pene-
trate, and was sometimes compelled to take
dead animals out of native wells before he
could use the water.
