These
people are dfatwn from all“parts of the
Maritime Provinces and constitute
part of the great exodus that takes
place from these parts in the Ilatter
part of every summer. )
The first train of the harvest excur-
sion pulled out of the Union Depot at
about 8.30 p. m. yesterday. It had on
board some three hundred and seven-
ty-five persons. Iight colonist and
two freight cars made up the train. Of
its human freight two hundred and
twenty-five persons, considerably over
half came from Digby and the western
part of Nova Scotia, the others from
St. John and the lower St. John-Vals
ley. At 9.30 a second train came in
from the east. It had about three hun-
dred and fifty passengers coming from
Dorchester, Springhill and vicinity.
An hour later ancother traih arrived
with about three hundred men ' on
board, drawn from Truro and Halifax.
The Island excurgion came_ in at
about three o’clock this morping.
It came across Northumberland
Strait on a special boat leaving Prince
Bdward Island at seven o'clock last
evening and arriving at Point du
Chene later. The last train is from
Cape Breton Island and is expected at
seven this morning. Both of these
last named trains each carry about
three hundred and . fifty people. .
This year the excursionists were very
orderly, a fact that is an exception to
the general rule. Little trouble was
experienced at the station here or upon
the trains on the Intercolonial system.
If trouble should arise it will in all
probability be coped with as five de-
tectives supplied by the Canadian Pa-

The harvesters themselves were of
the usual type. . In age they ranged
from boys in thelr teens, in some cases
in knee breeches, to men in the prime
of life. Most of ‘them looked as
though they “were used to hard work
and could give a good account of them-
selves. In the matter of hand bag-
gage, there was endless variety. Suit-
cases and telescope valises were most
common, but biscuit boxes, kit-bags
and steamer trunks could also be seen.

In some cases the excursionists were
a._little noisy and ‘expressed their joy
at starting for the Golden West by
bursting into song. One young man
in a rear car could express his feelings
only by .singing “Loch Lomond,” ac-
companying it by a step-dance on the
asphalt paved floor of the train shed.
Liquor was conspicuous by its scarcity,
very few being visibly under the influ-
ence. .

The aftermath of the excursion will
come on a few months' time; when 2
considerable percentage of those who
went away last night will return, each
“gnocking” the land: where they went
“to grow up with the country,” for all
they are worth and saying that the
Maritime Provinces are good sgnough
for them.

A short meeting of the Board of
Works was held yesterday afternoon,
Ald. McGoldrigk_“preslding, to consider
the matter of repair work on the Pet-
tingill warehouse. The director was
authorized to make an expenditure of
$4,000 to replace beams and to put down
a new floor,” and also to raise the
building about a foot for the purpose
of ventilation of the timbers,which are
suffering from dry rot. -

It was deeldeg fo aufhicfize the di-
rector to put the Oran&e Peel dredge,
which was at work last winter at Sand
Point, again into commission on the
same terms as last year, namely, $10 a
day for the dredge and $1.50 a day far
the scow. This dredge will be put to
work at the McLeod® and Pettingill
wharves, while the city’s own dredge
is laid up for repair. The Orange Peel
will be worked by the city’s own
crew. Director Peters said that it
would be six weeks at least before the
city dredge could have her new boiler
and again 'be ready for work. The di-
rector was authorized to call for ten-
ders for the disposal of the old boiler.

The question of .the strip of land be-
longing to the. city near the Milford
crossing, which the C. P. R, desire -to
purchase for the purpose of widening
their track, was discussed and left to
the West Side commnittee, who visited
the property last Saturday,’with power
to act, ' )

The condition: of the streets:called
forth a lengthy discussion. The com-
mittee appointed with the view of the
purchase of tar from outside sources
had no report to make, nor have they
as yet securéd any additional tar, so
that the city has naw only half the
regular amount, namely, the amount
which was purchased from the Stezet
Railway before their contract was
made with the Carritte-Patterson Co.

Partly on account of the small quan-
tity of tar on hand and also on account
of the difficulty of getting men for
street work and the amount of work
to be done, the feasibility of letting out
part of the work by tender was dis-
cussed. Finally, “on  motion of Ald.
Sproul, it was decided to call for ten-
ders for the new asphalt work.

The condition of the streets and slde-
walks in the various wards called forth
many complaints from the various re-
presentatives. Ald. Pickett complained
that the amount appropriated for his
word has been used unwisely. Ald.
Sproul said that he was being button-
holed daily by residents of his ward
who wished to know why not}ﬂng was
being done.

R. L BORDEN INAUGURATES
{5 TOUR OF GANADA
AT HALIAX WEETING

Lays Down Principics On

at Next Election — Spoke at Length On What

His Party is Prepared
Few Interruptions.

L s )

HALIFAX, Aug. 20.—Under most
auspicious weather conditions and to
the accompaniment of the music of
St. Patrick’s band which was the prime
feature of the evening, R. L. Borden
fnaugurated his tour of the Dominion
at the Empire Rink tonight.

R. L. BORDEN.

The attendance-was large, many lad-
jes being present and quite one third,
probably more. of the audience being
Liberals.

Senator Mackeen was chaijrman and
in addition to Mr. Borden, J. G. H. Ber-
geron, M.P., J. C. O’Mullin and Profes-
£or R. C. Weldon were the speakers of
‘the evening.

% There were a number of Conserva-
tives of prominence in the city and
party workers from the various wards
and Messrs. A. C. Bell, C. E. Tanner,
‘M. P. P, and J. M. Baillie, M.P.P. of
Pictou, on-the platform

. ‘Mr. Borden’s speech was evidently
prepared as an answer to the chal-

lenges of critics in his own party, who ;

have been assailing him for his lack
of initiative and of policy. He there-
fore undertook to enunciate a policy
swhich Senator Mackeen maladroitly
predicted would probably be nothing
more than the old policy of the Con-
servative party, to which he was so
devoted and to frame a platform upon
which he would stand in the next elec-
tions.

Mr. Borden was reccived with pro-
longed applause as he arose to speak,
and was heard with courteous atten-
tion throughout his address.
When - the hame of Sir Char-
les Tupper was mentioned it was en-
thusiastically applauded.

Mr. Borden spoke for one hour and
& half and received a good hearing.
He explained that after his defeat in
1904 in Halifax he determined to re-
linquish his leadership of the Conserva~
tive party, but was prevailed upon to
retain it by the unanimous request of
the Conservative members of the Do-
minion house.

What Good Government is

There were, he said, three essentials
of good government: Honest appropria~
tion and expenditure of public money.

Appointments to the civil service,
based not alone on party service.

Elections free -from taint of cor-
ruption.

On these headings he dwelt for over
an hour. A government, he wanted to
say, despite what may be said to the
contrary, was exactly what a people
made it. Had these essentials been
observed by the party in power, and it
was peedless to say that in Mr. Bor-
den’s opinion they were not, the curtain
would have gone down there and then.
He frankly confessed that it was a
good thing that the party went out of
power.when it did. He should have
even goné further and said it would
have been better if it had have gone

' out sooner than it did.

He then went into the question of
Liberal pledges, appropriation and ex-
penditure, and spoke at length on the
government’s voting down all efforts at
investigation. He said that appoint-
ments to office were devoid of any
merit except political efficiency. What
about clean elections? He was not
bigoted enough to say that the Conserv-
ative party have not run elections that
are not clean. But he would confess
that there was neothing like it since
1896, meaning the Liberals’ attitude. He
then gave his impression of the atti-

tude of the two parties regarding politi-
cal reform. The government had pro-
mised to bring down a bill looking to
this. He freely confessed that the law
as it is is pretty stringent. With regard
to. saw-offs both parties are at fault.

There should be a bill that enacts that
no election petition can be withdrgwn |
until sufficient reason for such an ac-;
tion is forthcoming. It is of no use for |
us to cry out corruption uniess we are
_prepared to carry out a campaign of
purity. It was not good enough to
shout purity and then resort to the same :
means as our opponents. When you
are beaten see that the law is tried to
the full and that men are brought to
justice. Do not be content with the
tools, get at some of the respectable
rascals and see that a few go to the
penitentiary.

Mr. Borden solemnly said: We may |
find it hard to combat ce.tain influences
in our own party as some might like |
to adhere to the methods of the other !
party. Complete reforms of the civil |
service law then took his attention.
Thorough and complete reformiation
was needed he said. He did nct be- |
lieve that the competitive system was
best; with some appointments notably
it can never apply.

Then he came to the Senate and its |
reform. He realized the dangers of an |
elective ‘Senate. But it may be forced |
upon us. No such important change
should be made without the consent of |
the provinces. He stood ‘for a reform !
which would make it a representative
body. .

As regards immigration Mr. Borden |
was of the opinion that the cast should !
share in the influx of new settlers, |
quality rather than quantity to be em-
phasized was our requisite. Abolition |
of the bonus system and a rigid in- |
spection of new comers was also hisi
policy. He believed in the management |
of the public domain in the interest |
of the people. l

The Intercolonial i
Touching on the government owned
railways he said that the I. C. R. had |
not proved a very flattering testimonial
to that system. But he would say
that a denial to govern a railway is to
deny ourselves the rizht of self-govern-
ment. The I. C. R. should be freed
from all partisan control and placed

under a commission.

The Conservatives Ready |

When the people call for it, a Cm’x-1
servative government will be ready to
extend its befit to them. Next he
came to ths railway commission. it
was one of the pieces of legislation to
which credit is due to the government. |
He wantad it reorganized and call it |
the public utilities commission. It
should control our systems of public
telegraphs and telephones. ‘We have
now as it is nearly 7,000 miles of state
owned telegraph lines in Canada. He
also advocated the improvement of
postal facilities such as the free rural |
mail delivery. He would say one thing |
that the post office department under
both governments was run more on the
principle of business than any other
department. .

They are not for any class, but for
the ‘good ‘of the country as a whole.
Mr. Borden also pledged the Conserva-
tive party to mutual preferential trade
within the Empire. He gave the
credit for the idea to Mr. Chamberlain
and Sir Charles Tupper. He argued

that as regards the two new provinces,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, that the
public lands should be given to the
people. .

Although not going exhaustively into
the all-red line proposalhe pooh-poohed
any credit being given to Laurier, Sir
Charles Tupper urged this in 1899. Sir
Wilfrid was not the author. He was
not prepared to discuss the project un-
til he knew more about it, but he
would say that a fast Atlantic service
was a desirable thing, but this should
not be sacrificed to a cheap freight
servicee. He does not intend to be
leading the opposition after the next
election; what he intends to do he did
not say. The advent of the Conserva-
tive party to power should not be
viewed in the light of a party triumph,
but as a verdict that should be ac-
cepted as coming from the people.

“I,et the people send to our aid at the
next election a reinforcement of sixty
men, the best that Canada can pro-
duc, pledged to stand for a progressive
policy, to maintain the rights of the
people, to uphold honest government
and no other, to enforce decency in
public life, and in return youn have
my pledge that in any adminisiration
that T may be called upon to form your
wishes shall be observed.”

LONDON, Aug. 20.—The American
government, which has taken the lead
at The Hague peace conference in en-
deavoring to promote arbitration, will
be responsible for giving The Hague
tribunal the most important case yet
submitted to it in the Newfoundland
fisheries dispute, which undoubtedly
will be taken there as a result of the
negotiations conducted in London be-
tween the foreign office and the Ameri-
can ambassador, Whitelaw Reid. Both
the foreign office and the embassy
maintain diplomatie reserve, but it has
been learned from unquestionable
sources that the long correspondence
between the two governments made it
seem clear that their contentions could
not be harmonized and had reached an
impasse. Finally Mr. Reid presented a
proposal to submit the dispute to the
arbitration of The Hague tribunal,
having the authority of President
Roosevelt and Secretary Root to do so.
After a week or two of considerafion
the British government accepted the
proposal and then the American gov-
ernment proposed that for another
year, while the matter was in process
of arbitration, the fisheries would be
conducted as they were last year under
the same modus vivendi.

There has been delay in concluding
the arrangement. While the British
government has secured the assent of
Sir Robert Bond, the Newfoundland
premier, to the agreement, St. Robert
will undoubtedly be reluctant to ac-
cept the modus vivendi which he op-
posed strongly last scason. However,
there is little doubt that the agrce-
ment will be enforced and that the
fisheries during the new season begin-
ning next weelk will be conducted on
the same method as the last. :

The problem of securing suitable
residential accommodation is becoming
& serious one in St. John, and perhaps
equally serious in other Canadian cit-|
jes, At the same time it is strangely
true that there are very many vacant
bouses here, not tumbie-down shacks,
~but structures of the better class.!
fThere are also many offered for sale |
I‘)'ut even though the prices fixed are
far below present values, they are too
high for the ordinary praospective pur-
chaser, and few offers are being made.
in all real estate transactions as well
®s in industrials, therc is evident a
strong suspicion that good times will
not last forever, a foreboding that a
period of depression is soon to be ex-
perienced, and that investments at the
present inflated values would be ex-
gremely unwise. A score of the best
residences in St. John are on the mar-
&ket and are !ikely to remain there for
gome time at least. The owners, chiefly
representatives of the older families
who have been living on fixed incomes
Bnd who are unable to make both ends
gneet in the cxisting reign of high liv-
ing, are seeking more economical ac-
comnwdation either in- this city or
elsewhere, and are endeavoring to sell
fheir homes.

Landowners will not build. Lumber
and labbr are away up, money Iis
pearce, and real estute does not offer
g sufficiently strong inducement for
Investment. The money can earn more
with less risk than would be received
from rentals, and as a result of this,
building in St. John in so far as resi-
dences are concerned is practically at
2 standstill. Some few citizens have
during the past year put up homes for
themselves, but the new houses of
ghoderate value, erected for rental can
be numbered on the fingers, The sup-
ply is not sufficient to overcome the
loss by fire, and the effect of time.
The population is increasing steadily
though slowly, and it is becoming a
matter of some concern to the citizen
of limited means to secure a comfori-
eble home at a figure within reason.
This is not wholly due to the actual
scarcity of houses, but partly to the
fact that rents have increased out of
all _proportlon to salary advances, and
snany residences have thus been placed
beyond the means of the ordinary in-
dividual.

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A NEW CIRCLE.

‘As the result,of .two treaties signed
within the past}few weeks a new triple
gplliance has indirectly been formed
wvhich will guarantee in a large degree
the peace of Asia. Britain'and Japan
have heen bound for some time by an
pffensive and defensive alliance; which
Includes within its terms a“definite un-
@erstanding as regards . commercial
privileges. ‘Only a few days ago Japan
Bnd Russia, erstwhile contestants for
Bupremacy in Manchuria, concluded an
mgreement, the exact contents of which
have not yet been announced, but
svhich, according to meagre advices,
guarantees the present territorial in-
tegrity, confirms in all respects the
treaty of Portsmouth, recognizes the
Independence of China and its inviola-
bility from outside aggression, and
gprovides for the open door for all nat-
Bons to that that country. Almost on
the same day Britain and Russia en-
tered into a compact, which, according
to report, settles for the period of ex-
Istence of the treaty the disquieting
guestion of the Indian frontier, and
putlines definitely the rights of each of

- ghe parties in Asia. The three treaties
now -in existence, while not binding the
participants in a mutually defensive
mlliance, draw them together in the in-
terests of peace in Asia, and provide a
guarantee much needed for that portion
of the earth. Germany, it is noticed,
§s not included in any of these recent
mrrangements, although German com-
merccé in the east is of much impor-
tance.

ALMOST A FAILURE.

There are lndicaufms that the Hague
convention, assembled two
months ago chiefly for the purpose of
rdvancing the cause of peace, is draw-
ing to a close. Some of the delegates
are preparing to leave for home, but
previous tc their departure a plenary
session of the conference will be held
for the purpose of endorsing what has
alrcady been arranged in committee.
Until this session is at an end the
fruits of the convention will not be
known, for there may be, and no doubt
are, numbers of questions of more or
less importance which are only await-
Ing endorsement. Yet it is clearly seen
that in so far as disarmament is con-

cerned this conference has not been
gny more successful than was antici-

patec. The delegates, accord!hg to ad-
vices so far received, will content them-

which

selves with expressing the opinicn that

{imitation of armament is desirable.l
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There will consequently be nothing
done, the conference will have been of
no effect in this regard, and the ques-
tion of limitation of armament or dis-
armament will continue as it always
must be, a subject of academic discus-
sion. Cne of the tangible results of the
convention still to be finally agreed up-
on, will be the international court, the
formation of which has not }"et been
arranged, though the principles of this
permanent institution have been ex-
haustively considered. 'This proposal
has received the endorsation of several
of the most powerful nations, and in
course of time may become an impor-
tant tribunal. The extension of the
red cross, more deflnite rulings on
neutrality contraband, prizes, and the
rights of shipping have been prepared
aud passed, but peace has been ne-
glected. On the contrary, the whole
tundency of the convention has been to
provide for more conveniently carrying
on warfare.

IN THE WOODS
FOR SPRUGE GUM

B )

Men Who Make a Business of
the April Trip.

R

From 25 to 50 Work the Maine Woods
Each Spring — Leases From the
Lumbermen — May Pick $8
Worth In a Day.

In the early days of April from
twenty-five to fifty athletic, canvas clad
young men start for the up-river woods
from Bangor, Me., and nearby towns to
collect spruce gum from the more than
20,000,000,000 feet of spruce timbers still
standing in the northern forests of
Maine,

Not & few of these men are the well
to do sons of old families, who 80
“gumming’’ partly for profit and partly
as a pastime. A majority, however, are
trained climbers who know the woods
and who break away from sidewalks
and electric lights to gain health and
money at a time of the year when
lumbering operations are drawing to a
close and before the streams open up
for driving.

" Instead of being a solitary and silent
man the gum picker as a rule is as
talkative as a book agent and as in-

gratiating as poor kinsman in strait-

ened circumstances, says the Boston

Herald. For, in order to secure exclu- !

sive control over the gum territory he
desires to monopolize, the picker must
claim lease over spruce timber lands
whose owners he has never met. Be-
fore he can do this he must ingratiate
himself into the favor of the
bosses and thefr subordinates. A man
who cah sing a rollicking song or teil
a lively story is welcome.

The travelling outfit of the gum pick- i

er is very light. A set of steel climb-
ers, such as are used by linemen, &
heavy and broad hatchet for cutting
off the gum and for scarring the trees
for the making of more gum the next
year—these with tobacco, pipe and
matches, complete his rig. His food
and lodging are given to him by the
boss of the camp where he chanches to
stop over night, his cheerful ways and
the news he brings from the outer
world more than paying for all dues.

The picker who gleans his harvest
from the same trees year after year en-
hances the value of the holding great-
ly, though this value applies to the
gum alone, for the trees are not ma-
terially affected. The owners of the
woods are too busy to spend time in
dllotting gum areas, and as the income
from gum picking is never large and
the time for picking lasts put a few
weeks the harvesters cannot afford to
pay the fees for drawing the leases, to
say nothing of giving tribute for the
gum.

A “smart” man working in an old
gum orchard of thrifty trees that are
scattered widely enough to admit sun-
light for ripening and hardening the
gum can under fair conditions collect
in a day from eight to ten pounds of
rough gum, which on cleaning will
shrink two pounds, worth $1 a pound
in the cities. Before starting out to
operate a gum orchard a picker must
spend one spring in marking and scar-
ring the trees, so as to make sure of
finding gum enough to pay for his
1abor when he calls around a year later.
This is done by climbing a thrifty tree
to above the old limbs and high into
the sunlight and scarring the south side
of the trunk between the whorls of
limbs with deep incisions shaped like &
V.

The spruce sap exudes from these
wounds and moving downward along
the cut is dried in the  sun until a
pitchy crust is formed, which fends off
the bits of bark and spills blown
about by the wind and prohibits the
entrance of inquisitive bees and other
insects. Thus protected from harm,
the embryo nugget of gum continues
to grow from the inside by fresh sup-
plies of resinous sap and to harden
from the outside by slow evaporation.
The sun goes away south, winter ar-
rives and the sweetening frosts Tre-
move the pitchy and acrid taste, leav-
ing from a score to & hundred’ of
sweet and ruddy and crystallized
“teats” of genuine spruce gum.

There are good reasons why the har-
vesters should choose April as the
month for the tasks. It is then that
the gum is in its ripest and best con-
dition, not so old as to be hard anfi
crumbly, not so young as to be soft
and taste of pitch. The scaly crust
above the winter snow banks among
the trees is then as smooth as glass,
carrying all the gum which escapes
the hand of the picker into the hollows
among the drifts and holding them
safely in plain view until they can be
picked up. Before the end of May the
coming sun will have warmed the
tree trunks and-set the old wounds to
bleeding new sap, thus spoiling the
harvest for another year.

If he is an old hand at selling in the
city the gum hunter will charge from
$1 to $1.50 a pound for his gum. If he is
new at the business he may sell to
some sharp broker or druggist for 76
cents a pound. If he likes to haggle

camp i

he will call around from place to place
and in a day or more e¢an sell out for
$2 a pound. ;

Years ago when spruce trees were
very much more abundant in northern
Maine than they are now Bangor used
to be the chief market for gum Iin
Maine, as ‘many as flve tons having
been sold there a year. With the dis-
appearance of the spruce trees and
the introduction of “patent” gums the
trade has fallen off greatly, amounting
to a ton or less in a season. In spite
of the decline Bangor druggists and
many of the Bangor groeers are glad
enough to accept clean spruce gum as
legal tender and to pay cash.

Most of the surplus gum bought in
Bangor goes to Boston.

BIG GAME IN AFRICA NOW
REACHED BY RAILWAY TRAINS;
HUNTING IN DARK CONTINENT

o TSRS

A visit to South and Central Africa
will show- why great game has been
thinned out so alarmingly that the ele-
phant and giraffe are now rarely seen
south of the Zambesi. It Iis mainly
due to a dozen marvels of railway en-
terprise that are being pushed in or-
der that Cecil Rhodes’ dream of 8,000
miles of track between Cape Town and
Cairo should@d be realized. ,

One may now enter a train of palace
cars at Cape Town and travel 2,000
miles straight to the great Zambesi
river that divides the Dark Continent
in two. Not even thke mighty falls stay
the transcontinental road, It is car-
ried across the gorge 400 feet deep by a
steel bridge, and a little beyond the
traveller is amazed to find: the mag-
nificent five-storied Grand Hotel, with
a hundred bedrooms, electric lights and
elevators and faas, dumped down amid
savage scenery. From the windows of
this strangest of hotels one may shoot
rhinoceros and giraffe, lion and leo-
pard and hippo, not to mention twenty
kinds of antelope, from the immense
kudu down to thLe little hartebeest and
impala.

It is° the famous and costly “Blg
Game Limited” that whirls one into the
savage heart of Africa. Little more
than fifteen years ago the 750,000
square miles of Rhodesia had not a
mile of railway. Then came that fatal
cattle plague known as tie rinderpest,
which denuded the country of even the
most primitive means of transport, and
on top of this the Matabele rebellion
of 1896, which vesulted in terrible
slaughter of the whites,

These two causes led to great activ-
ity of railway building in the vast ter-
ritory to which Cecil Rhodes gave his
name, and the last 228 miles, from
Palaype to Buluwayo, were laid in the
incredibly short space of four and a
half months, Then it was that the
old coaching days in this part of Af-
rica passed away forever.

It is not until Buluwayo is reached
that even the larger antelopes dre seen
from the car windows, Within a few
miles of this boom town of the veldt are
the wild, rocky Matoppo Hills, where,
eleven years ago, Cecil Rhodes went
unarmed and almost alone to talk over
the Matabele savages to peace. Here,
too, imbedded in the solid granite,
lies Cecil Rhodes’s body, the tomb fac-
ing a grand panorama of Central Afri-
can scenery which the empire builder
himself called “the view of the world.”

GREAT PIECE OF WORK.

It was in 1898 that Rhodes formu-
lated a scheme for the extension of the
main trunk line from Buluwayo by
to the Zambesi and
thence onward to Lake Tanganikd. His
restless ambition hoped that mean-
while the British Government would be
pushing south through the swamps
and forests of the upper Nile and thus
gradually a Cape to Cairo /Railway,
all British, would become an accom-
plished fact. \

It is worth noting that the 180 miles
from Salisbury to Gwelo traversed by
the Big Game limited were laid while
the Boer war was éic'{ually raging on
Rhodesia’s borders, so that the con-
tractors had another férmidable enemy
added to those already existing, which
ranged from man-eating lions, which
terrorized their laborers, to the de-
structive white ants which bored
through ard destroyed-all the timber.

Without fuss, however, the pioneers
persevered, and today the Cape Gov-
ernment railroads issue circulars tour-
ist tickets into the hdunts of the wild
elephants and into lion-ridden jungles.

One novel feature of the Rhodesian
gection is that magnificent saloon cars
are provided for private hire. The
term must be at least one month, and
the charge includes all catering. Sure-
ly here is a novelty—a magnificent pal-
ace on wheels, lit with electric lights,
sumptuously carpeted,
table service and card rooms, drawing
rooms, luxurious beds fitted with elec-
tric fans at the side, miniature kitch-
ens with Portuguese chefs, a library
to take down notes if the big gams
hunter contemplates a book!

SHOOTING BIG GAME.

There is no roughing it in hunting
lions and elephants in this style. The
train or private car is used as a base
camp. It is shunted into jungle sid-
ings, as may be required, and tents are
taken forward for the dajy’s trip. Lo-
cal chiefs provide trackers and beaters,
and as to the necessary money—chiefly
cotton ecloth brass wire and cowrie
shells—this is carried in the wonderful
train.

If required, the Rhodesian Railroads,
Limited, will send an expert taxidermist
with the party, so that lion and ante-
lope heads may be sent up literally
while you wait, and exceptionally fine
tusks mountea on fancy stands. Just
such a trip was undertaken recently by
Sir Edmund and Lady Lechmere, and
aiso by Mr. and Mrs. Alan Gardner.
Both couples are well known as big
game hunters.

How one of the old-time shots like
F. (. Selous must marvel at such
| changed conditions! In his day, only
twenty years ago, there were no rail-
ways in this part of Africa at all, and
he had to trek up country for five or
six months by ox waggon before the
shooting grounds were reached. On
the other hand, game was infinitely
more abundant in those days than it is
at present. Selous was a profess-

Eloguent Preacher Passed Away in
South Brewer, Me.

S8T. STEPHEN, N. B, Aug. 20—
This community heard with sad sur-
prise this afternoon of the death of
Rev. William Dollard at South Brewer,
Maine, where he was connected with
the Roman Catholic’ parish. Father
Dollard was the priest in charge of
the parish here after its separation
from Milltown about twenty years ago,
remaining here until about six years
ago. Afterwards he was employed as
professor at Memramecook and was af-
terwards in charge of the parish at
Johnville, Carleton County, but had
been connected with the Maine diocese
during the past two years. He was a
young man of brilliant attainments,
genial in his personality and popular
with all classes. No particulars of his
death have been received.

The sad news of Rev. Father Dol-
lard’s death was received by His Lord-
ship Bishop Casey yesterday afternoomn.
The death occurred yesterday morning
at the rectory in South Brewer.

Rev. Mr. Dollard was ordained in the
Cathedral here about 23 years ago and
after serving three years in the Cathe-
dral was placed in charge of the newly
created parish of St. Stephen, he being
the first pastor. He served there hon-
orably and usefully for 14 years dur- |
ing which-time he built the beautiful |
iittle church of the Holy Rosary and |
the parochial residence there. From St. |
Stephen Father Dollard was called to
St. Joseph's College, as professor of
English. Later he went to Johuville.
For the past two years he has been
employed in clerieal work in the dio-
cese of Portland.

Father Dollard was an eloquent spea- |
ker and a writer of considerable note,
both in the press and in magazines.
He was a grand-nephew of the Right
Rev. William Dollard, the first Catho-
lic Bishop of New Brunswick, and a
nephew of Rev.James Quirn,we'l known
in the history of this diocese. His death
will bring profound sorrow to many
friends.

“I trust your observations may be
conducive to the fullest and happlest
results, and that commercially and in
every way that we could wish the re-
sults of this council may be worthy of
the importance of the Maritime Provin-
ces.

“One of the most important subjects
on the programme for discussion is
that of technical education, I have
often thought that if the Maritime Pro-
vinces could unite in establishing a
technical college it would’ be of great
benefit to the industrial life of the
country.”

His- Worship also touched wupon the
great advantages of the Elinor Home
at Nauwigewauk, which was so highly
extolled by Earl Grey, and he thought
that something might be done in the
way of extension of this work.

The President’'s Address

President Fisher said:

I would like to add a word or two to
what you have already heard from the
Mayor of the City and the President of
the St. John Board, to express the plea~
sure it gives me in common with all
our citizens to welcome to this city and
meeting so representative a gathering
of commercial, professional and in-
dustrial interests of these Maritime
Provinces.

1 also wish to express my apprecia-
tion of the honor conferred upon me
in electing me as your President; and
hope that the same kindly feeling
which has prompted this, will also in-
cline you to everlook my shortcomings.

Boards of Trades have been aptly
termed the Business Men's Parlia-
ments; and while they hdve no power
to enact laws or to put into effect sucl
legislation as they may consider desir-
able, yet their influence in creating
public opinion and directing attention
to matters along lines of public (inter-
est is very considerable and is being
more and more. recognized.

The opportunity afforded by such a
gathering to exchange jideas concern-
ing the problems that face us all can-
not fail but have a. stimulating effect,
not alone upon each individual present,
but also upon the community in which
he lives.

The list of subjects that we will be
called upon to discuss cover -  a wide
range of interesting and live topics and
wre sue¢h as to demand most careful
‘onnsideration . before decisions are
reached in order that they may stand
the test when fairly discussed by the
public, in the press and before the leg-
islative bodies to whom they will be
submitted .and who alone have the
power to finally put them into effect.

The Secrctary in his report will deal
with the work accomplished during the
past year. I will therefore not attempt
to discuss it; but in passing wish to
pay a tribute to the zeal and earnest-
ness he has shown in following up the
work and in keeping it well before the
members of both the Federal and Pro-
vincial Parliaments.

I also wish to ptace on record the
hearty appreciation of the liberality of
Messrs. Pickford & Black, who so
kindly sent at their expense delegates
from different sections ¢of Canada to
the West Indles for the purpose of dis-
cussing with the merchants and others
there, the development of trade between
the two countries, That good results
will follow there can be no doubt. As
this subject is on the agenda we will
hear further particulars at a later
stage.

Our main concern now is with the
present and the future. We are here to

f determine what can be done by mutual

co-operation to improve conditions; to
find the weak spots and suggest the
remedies.

The turn of the East to share in the
great yrogress and prospects of the
country, while somewhat delayed is
surely coming; and as the West fills
vp, attention will be drawn and capital
invested to a greater degree in the de-
velopment of the great natural rsources
of the section in which we live.

It behooves us to help this along by
being alert to every opportunity; to
keep our case well to the front; to
prevent our advantages from being ov-
erlooked; and to hasten the time when
through this development -our popula-
tion and wealth may be increased and
our young men made to realize that
there exists for themn in the East as
good an opportunity for advancement
and progress, as good a prospect for
the intelligent man who is willing to
put his shoulder to the wheel and work
as there is in any part of this broad
Dominion.

TRANSPORTATION.

Canada, forming as it does a long and
comparatively narrow strip of country,
the question of cheap and rapid trans-
portation is one of the utmost import-
ance.

With one complete line of railway
from ocean to ocean which, with
ramifications makes a total of over ten
thousand miles; and two other trunk
lines in course of censtruction, the in-
terior development is being well pro-
vided for.

To supplement his excellent work and
to, complete the chains of communica-

n so as to make it possible to carry
on the entire commerce of the country
over its own rails and through its own
ports with the maximum of dispatch
and the minimum of expense; and also
to secui'e that share of the all-round-
the-world trade in passengers and
freight that our geographical position
entitles us to, no effort should be
spared and no expense considered too
great for the country to undertake in
improving our ports and making their
approaches safe and easy.

Much has been done to improve the
St. Lawrence route, that most import-
ant of Canadian highways. Much still
remains te be done.

Something also has been done in
equipping the ports of the lower pro-
vinces which afford the only entrance
or exit for the Dominion for six months
in the year. Much more is required.

The United States government spends
millions every year in deepening the
channels and improving the harbors
of Portland, Boston, New York, Phila-
delphia, Baltimore and New Orleans,
and these ports have captured far too
large a percentage of our ocean traffic.
If we are ever to become independent
of them we must do as they have done.

It means much for the future of the
country and no question is of greater
importance. It is not a matter in
which the Maritime Provinces alone !
are interested; the well being of the
whole of Canada is involved.

Unless this work is done promptly,
it will be impossible to capture the
rapidly growing traffic of the North-
west and keep it within Canadian chan-
nels.

We arc deeply interested in and im-
mensely proud of the development and °
prosperity of the west and have for
many vears cheerfully contributed by !
heavy drafts upon our pockets and
upon our population to its up-building,
looking forward to the time when we
would secure our share of the wonder-
ful prosperity that its growth has|
brought to the whole country.

It is not a safe thing that we should |
continue to be dependent to so great |

{ it is stated they cannot be grown to

Do the people in Ontaric, Quebec,
and the western portions of the Do-
minion realize how necessary a link we
are? Do they fully recognize that
without the Provinces-by-the-Sea there
would be no exit or entrance for pas-
scngers, ‘malls or freight for six months
of the year, exccpting through the
ports of, andther country? And that
the tremendous development in the
forcign trade that is being looked for-
ward to with much praise, would be
impossible?

If not fully cognizant of the impor-
tance of the Maritime Provinces to the
full develgpment of the country at
large, should this not be made clear.

There is no need for us to be over-
modest in pressing our case. ILet us
make every effort to impress upon the
governing powers that no time should
be lost In having our ports , waterways
and approaches so equipped that the
expressed policy of Sir Wilfred Laurier |
that he would not rest satisfiéd until
every pound of Canadian freight shall
be carried through Canadian portls and
over Canadian railways—can he car-
ried into effect. -

OUR AGRICULTURAL DEVE-
LOPMENT

Is not what we would expect or
what the opportunities demand. We are
not producing nearly enough for our
own needs., We are every yeéar bring-
ing in from Ontario and Quebec large
quantities of oats, beans, bacon, poul-
try, beef, onions, cheese, butter, lard,
&c.; whereas we should - not only be
producing all we need for home con-
sumption, but in all these line and
many more we should have. a largeé
surplus for export for which we are
so admirably situated.

A glance at the list of Canadian ex-
ports or a visit during the winter to the
export warehouses in St. Jghn and
Halifax will serve to show the vast

ed by Ontario and Quebec.

Why is it that our farmers are S0
little alive to the opportunies offered
them through the excellent market
right at their doors, as well as to the
still greater market abroad for our
surplus products, which geographically
we are in such an unequalled position
to cater to?

The only Maritime Province that is
today producing a surplus of food pro-
duets is P. E. 1., mainly owing to the
fact that farming there is carried on
on a more scientific basis, which proves
what could and should be done in the
other provinces ds well.

It is worthy of note in this connec-
tion that the Counties of Carleton,
Victoria and Madawaska, in New
Brunswicls arg. developing. a large
trade in potatoes ‘with Ontario, where
so good advantage, and where the
quality is not ®o good.

Another reteré,ucc in passing might
also be made to the development ' in
dairying that is going on in Sussex,
where last year several hundred thous-
‘and dollars were paid out for milk and
cream by one concern alone whose fur-
ther extension is solely a matter of in-
creased capital.

A great dedl more might be said
to emphasize the need and the oppor-
tunities, but this is not necessary as
the facts are patent to-us all.

It would seem that a more aggressive
agricultural policy would in a large
measure gradually remedy this and hy
infusing more life into the farmers
through agricultural socictics and
farmers’ institutions awaken a
more lively and intelligent interest in
their vocation which is the chief and
most important of all and the real ba-
sis of our greatest prosperity and pro-
gress.

Much is said and written deploring
the tendency of the young people to
leave the farms and drift towards the
cities because of their apparently
greater attractions. ‘With the spread of
that practical education referred to
elsewhere, and the awakened intelli-
gence and the interest aroused in farm-
ing pursuits in consequence, as well
as the better financial returns which
will follow, life on the farm will be
much more attractive.

1t addition to this the extension of
the telephone into the rural districts,
the advent of better roads, with im-
proved and more frequent mail service,
will do much to remove that sense of
isolation which is now an important
factor in deterring young people from
remaining on the farm.

IMMIGRATION.

In the past we have been rich in men,
have done our share in providing men
of great breadth of thought, who have
been important factors in creating,
cementing and developing this Domin-
fon. Of this sam: material we may
feel sure the supply will not fail
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For many years, unfortunately, quite
too many of our young men found it
necessary to scek their fortunes in the
adjoining republic; and go where you
will, you will find they are rendering a
good account of themselves. For some
time past the current has changed and
those of our young men who seek other
fields and what appears to them
greater oportunities, are finding their
way to our own west. While we regret
the fact that so many leave the mari-
time provinces, it is a great satisfac-
tion to know that they are helping to
build up and develop our own country.

‘What can we do to fill up the vacan-
cies thus made and thus maintain a
population sufficient to develop our
own resources? How can we better
do this than hy making a greater effort
to secure our share of that stream of
immigrants who are flocking to our
shores, seeking that freedom and oppor-
tunity which they fail to find at home?

Very few of these know anything
of the maritime provinces or of the
openings that exist for them here,
mainly owing to the fact that in the
advertising matter issued in the past by
the federal vernment little or no re-
ference is made or information given
about this section, their whole effort
having been concentrated in exploiting
the West.

Our board has been urging for years
that this be remedied and it is gratify-
ing to note that the Domginion immigra-
tion authorities have at last awakened
to the need, and at the present time
have a staff collecting illustrations
which it is understood will, with other
advertising matter to be dstributed
abroad in the future.

If this is done and the local govern=-
ments of the lower provinces co-oper-
ate in offering inducements and in
making known what we have to offer,
good' results must- follow.

Within the past year the several pro-
vincial governments, co-operating with
the Salvation Army, hava secured some
very good citizens from among those
whom this excellent body have been
instrumental in bringing across the
ocean; but much more remains to be
done.

We have not been alone among the

and consequent scarcity of labor owing
té thjs outflow to the far West, as in
Ontario also this became so serious
that some years ago the government
there, assisted by the Dominion immi-
gration department, started a special
Colonization Bureau to procure settlers
who would replace those drifting west-
ward, with the result that last year
more than 30,000 over-sea emigrants
were secured and are -now chiefly set-
tled in the agricultural sections of that
province. .

This year they expect a large increase
over last year; and as we have .as
much to offer as Ontario, why should
we not take a leaf out of their book?

There are many thousands among the
sturdy, industrious people of Ngrthern
Europe whose conditions of life are
hard and who would be glad to come
to these provinces and make their
home among us if the proper. ¢ ‘ort
were made to show them what the op-
portunities are and to give them such
encouragement as they need to induce
them to come; and when here, to get
them started on the right lines.

TECHNICAL EDUCATION.

This is a subject of great moment
and one that is ahsorbing much atten-
tion.  What has been done for years
in Germany, Great Britain, the United
States, and what is now beginning to
be done in Canada, shows the deepen-
ing interest taken by educationalists
the world over in providing that prac=-
tical education which teaches not only
the value and dignity of labor, but
that theory and practice must go hand
in hand in securing that all-round
training so needed to develop the best
in man. ‘ ;

To train boys and girls in merely
literary accomplishments, manual andé
technical training, tends to unfit them
for industrial work, and in real life
most work is industrial.

The calling of the skilled tiller of the
soil or of the skilled mechaniec should
alike be recognized, just as emphatical-
ly as the calling of the lawyer, the
banker or the merchant.

The abandonment of th= old appren-
tice system has resulted in' a great
scarcity of trained mechanics, and this
lack must be made up by the trade
school if we are to hold our own in
industrial pursuits.

Nova Scotia is moving in the right
direction threough the Government Ag-
ricultural Institute already established,
and the Technical College about to be.

Sir Wm. Macdonald has done much
for the country in establishing in each
provinee consolidated schools with ex-
cellent teachers and departments de-
voted to manual training, domestic
science and school gardens, supple-
ments by careful indoor studies in ag-
ricultural and other lines.

We also are aware of the great
work he has done at McGill and is now
doing at St. Anne de Belliveau. These
are movements that will prove a great
boom in fitting the coming generation
to grapple with the problems con-
fronting them as they take their plac:s
in the ranks of the workers.

INDUSTRIAL SITUATION,

With raw material such as coal,
iron, lumber, &c. in abundance: with
a climate in which men can work in
comfort at all seasons; with an intel-
ligent people available as operatives;
with good facilities for gathering to-
gether the necessary raw materials at
sany points; with good local markets’|
for many lines now imported; \\'ithE
excellent steamship services to thci
largest markets abroad; with a rapidly |
growing market in our own West—
the opportunities for industrial devel-
opment are not lacking.

At the present time more than one
hundred manufacturing firms in these
provinces are shipping goods to west-
ern points and the number of these is
constantly growing. Ten years ago the
number ®of our manufacturers doing
business outside the limits of the
Maritime Provinces could almost be
counted on one's fingers,

1t means effort and the expenditure
of labor and capital to obtain a foot-
hold there; but when we consider the
prospect, is it not worth while?

What is the prospect? The present
population of Canada is estimated at
six millions in round numbers,

The immigration this year will ex-
ceed 300,000, There is every reason to
suppose that this rate will increasec.
At all events, we are safe in figuring

| first

making a total increase during that
time from immigration alone of three
millions or more. Add to that as a
conservative estimnate the natural in-
crease after all allowances at an aver-
age of one hundred thousand yearly,
and we will have a total population in
Canada ten years hence of not less
than ten millions

It is estimated that every immigrant
is worth to the country not less than
ono thous#nd dollars, which-—if correct
—means an incrcase in our . natural
wealth from fimmigration alone, of
thres hundred millions yearly.

Think what this vast accession to
our population and wealth means in
increased demand for every conceivable
class of goods,: especlally when it is
remembered that practically all this
new population is made up of adult
workers who require everything from
the ground up.

Is it not thercfore well worth our
determining to securc a share of the
trade in manufactured goods that this
growing market will afford?

Referring briefly to the industrial
growth around us, it is only necessary
to mention one or two examples of
what Js possible. Amherst, where
wo met last year and where is seen
the result of the work of a few pro-
gressive spirits, ig again in the van
this year in being the first section to
carry into effect ldison’s scheme of
producing electric power at the pit
mouth and transmitting it by wire
direct to the factory.

The Sydneys, where two of the
greatest iron and steel industries in
Canada have been developed in the
past ten years.

These might be enlarged upon Or
others given, but are sufficient as ex-
amples of what can be done.

It is surely very clear that in this,
as in the exploitation of all our op-
portunities, we have touched only the
very fringe and that it only needs men
with the requisite knowledge and
possessed of the right parts to take
hold and secure results.

For this the,money should be easily
available. We know from experience
that when some well spoken gentle-
man from a safe distance appears with
an alluring promise of high returns
and waves his magic wand, the
wherewithal is not lacking. .

If some of this surplus wealth which
during the past has been lost in ex-
periments of this kind, had been in-
vested at home, the results'both to the
country and to the individual would
have been much better.

Before concluding I wish to draw at-
tention to the need that exists for a

GENERAL INSOLVENCY LAW

that will apply to the whole Dominion,
looking to the proper protection of
creditors and to the equitable distribu-
tion of insolvent estates. This is be-
coming more urgent as trade between
the different sections of the country de-
velops. Those firms who are doing bus-
iness in every provinre find the pre-
sent system very troublesome, and the
number ¢ these is increasing rapidly.

The present laws are inadequate. The
merchant wants no uncertainty as to
his rights, and at present there is owing
to the variety of laws in existence in
the different provinces.

Td SUM.IT UP,

how shall we secufe that measure of
progress and prosperity whichk shoul@®
be ours?

First, through tho development of
our ri natural resources; viz: agri-
culture @n all its branches: mining,
lumbering, fishing.

Second, through the development of
our manufacturing industries.

Third, through being on the highway
of the all-the-world-round traffic, and
by holding the key to the position as
providing the only aceess from the in-
terior to the Atlantic on Canadian ter-
ritory for six months in the year.

Where in the whole of Canada, or
elsewhere, can be found a pleasanter
country in which to live, a happier and
healthier people, more real com-
fort and fewer drawbacks, than in the
Maritime Provinces.

As with men, so with communities;
it is the strong, hopeful o:iies that win.

Let us therefore strike a more hope-
ful note. Let us more fully realize the
advantages we pOSsess. !

Let us abandon any inclination to-
wards pessimism and with that cour-
age born of faith and common sense,
co-operate in securing our share of the
progress and prosperity with which this
country is being s=o abundantly blessed.

HOPEWELL CAPE, Aug. 20.—It is
just oné year ago today.sincé the mur-
der of Mary Ann McAuley took place
at the rectory. New Ireland, and a year
tomorrow since Father McAuley and
his neighbors made the awful discov-
ery.

The murder has been much comment-
ed upon here today, and was recalled
by Thomas Collins, who in his cell in
the county jail awaits his third trial
on September 3rd for murder.

To a Sun correspondent who talked
with Collins today through the win-
dow of his cell, -the prisoner said: i §
suppose you know what day this is,”
and referred to the fact that it was the
anniversary of the horrible crime.
“Yes,” said he, in answer to a remark
of the reporter, “that was a sad day for
me, but I hope the time will come
when the guilty parties will be brought
to justice.”

Collins used the old adage that mur-
der tvill out.

He said he had only the same story
to tell, that is that he is not guilty.

The prisoner has been confined nearly
a year, having been brought to the
jail here on August 30th, 1906.

Today he was in a cheerful mood,
except when gpeaking of the longz sO-
journ behind the prison bhars. Then
tears came to his eyes. He wished to
refute, he said, the statement that ap-
peared in some of the papers that he

| found fault with the prison food and

the treatment he has received since be-
ing in jail.

He takes physical exercise steadily
in order to keep in good condition for

| his coming ordeal next month.

Visit to MacDonald Conselidated School
at Hillsboro—Governor General's

CHARLOTTETOWN, P. E. I, Aug.
20.—The visit of Earl Grey and party
and Lieutenant Governor MacKinnon
to the Macdonald Consolidated School
at Hillsboro was the chief feature of
this, the first day of the stay of the
vice-regal party on the Island. The
splendid building in its beautiful sur-
roundings made up a pretty picture as
seen in the bright sunshine of a de-
lightful August day. The driveway in
front was gay with flags and bunting,
and there was a large gathering of the
people on the lawns to receive their ex-
cellencies. The Earl and Lady Grey
and party were received by Principal
McLean of the Consolidated School and
introduced to the members of the
school board. Their excellencies then
visited the different classes and watch-
ed the children at their lessons.
After a programme by the pu-
pils Earl Grey delivered an
address in which he sald that not
only were the three r's taught in the
Consolidated school, but the three h's—
hand, head, and heart. Parents who
love their children will not hesitate te
submit to any sacrifice in order to give
them a good education. He could
hardly believe that the people of the
Maritime Provinces would allow their
teachers to be taken away to the
Northwest because the remuneration
there was better. This was a fatal
mistake. He believed the consolidat-
ed schools were going to solve the
problem of education.

The visit to the golf links and dinner
at Government House tonight conclud-
ed the day’s programme.

Provincial Government to be Urged
to Alter Immigration System

Duff Miller, New Brunswiek's Agent
General Speaks of Fosition Province
fias in Mind of British Public

o~

Duff Miller, New Brunswick’s Agent-
General in England, is in St. John at
the present time. Mr. Miller is at the
Royal. He arrived at Rimouski on the
steamer Empress of Britain on Thurs-
day last from there proceeding to Mil-
lerton, Northumberland County, the
seat of an industry in which he is
interested. Late Monday evening he
arrived in St. John.

When interviewed last evening by a
representative of The Sun, Mr. Millert
talked concerning his work in the Old
Land, and concerning the position
this province has attained and the
progress it has made in the mind of
the British public.

This is the first occasion since the
visit of the Duke and Duchess of Corn-
wall and York that Mr. Miller has been
in New Brunswick and he states that
he has noted great progress during
that time. Mr. Miller is New Bruns-
wick’s second Agent-General and has
occupied the position for a period of
eleven years under six provincial gOV=
ernments.

Speaking of conditions in Great Bri«
tain Mr. Miller said that this province
was becoming better known by the
British public. Great interest is being
manifested in all the colonies and par«
ticularly in Canada. The Colonial Cone<
ferences are partly responsible for this.
The moneyed farmer is the man whom
New Brunswick has endeavored to at-
tract. The endeavor has been largely,
successful and many vacant farms have
been take up.One difficulty in the way of
bringing out agricultural settlers is to
explain the reason why so many farms
are available for settlement. The
English, said Mr. Miller, do not realize
that New Brunswick is two-thirds the
size of England, and also that there IS
a constant movement of people fromx
this province to the west. The fact
that the province is an old and long
settled one attracts immigrants as does
the fact that .it physically resembles
the British Isles and the countries of
northern continental Europe.

Mr. Miller went on to say that during
the past eighteen months the tightness
of the Eyglish money market had pre-
vented the investment of British capi-
tal in this province, However, c%pl-
talists have taken up the Westmorland
petroleum areas, which . inclyde the
counties of Kent and Northumberland.
Moneyed men have arrived at the
opinion that the oil fleld invites devel-
opment and as soon as the public
shows an inclination to invest the pro-
moting of the petroleum industry will
begin.

Mr. Miller stated also that he was
satisfied with what New Brunswick
had done so far, but would urge on the
provincial government certain changes
in its methods of attracting immi=
grants. Changes in the literature u;s‘éd
by Mr. Miller have already been mtmie.
Some of Mr. Miller's proposéd changes
have to do with'the introduction of uf-
skilled labor, which Is now very scaie,
Another change that “Mr, “Miter!! 4vill
propose is that bart of the Dontirisn
immigration find”’Be spent in the spe=
cial Interest’ 'of this province in ordér
that more péople 1ay Be - attractedto
this section instead of to the North-
“vest. The agent' general wHI "be”“in

TO ENTERTAIN-EARL GREY

Bills are Not Yet all in, But Alderien
Estimats the Expense at $1200
T oor $1300,

Although only a few of the bills in-
curred in providing. entertainment for
the vice-regal party have as yet been
handed in. at city hall, the members
of the reception committee are begin-
ning to make estimates on the total
expense. Some c¢f them who should
know best think the total will amount
to twelve or thirteen hundred dollars,
while other place it as high as fifteen
hundred. There were three principal
items, the corporation dinner, the hotel
bill, and the Rockwood flare-up. The
dinner cost $3.50 per plate, so that the
outlay for it, including printing and
other incidentals would be in the Vi-
cinity of $225 or $250. At the Royal
Hotel after prelimindry arrangements
had been made, a request was sent in
that the suite of rooms occupied by
Prinee Arthur -should be given to the
Vice Regal ‘party. This meant, it is
said, fifty dollars a day extra. There
were seyenteen rooms set apart for the
visitors; and’ it /is believed that the
hotel bill will‘not be much less than
five hundred -dollars.

Rockwood fireworks are hardly even
estimated but the total outlay for that
part of the prozramme will be in the
vicinity of two hundred dollars. In ad-
dition te this there are bills to be paid
%or a whole lot of minor matters, a
big one for coach hire, and it is not
probable that the eity will escape with
much less than :$1200.
