SIENA, Italy, Aug. 25. — A Heavy
earthquake was felt throughout the
province of Siena at 1.29 a.m. today.
Practically all the houses in San Lo-
renzomerse were destroyed or badly
damaged. Many persons were injured.

The quake was felt most severely
within a radius of twenty miles from
Siega. Considerable damage was done
in Bounconvento. Several houses col-
lasped and one person was killed. Se-
veral persons were injured in Mon-
teroni. = A number of houses there
also were damaged and masonry fell
into the struets. .

The shock was recorded in Piombimo
on the coast about fifty miles south-
west of Siena at 1.25 a.m. and there
was a repetition five minutes later.
The people fled from their houses in
terror but no damage has been re-
ported. :

Siena itself escaped with a severe
shaking. The people were badly
frightened, however, and rushed into
the streets where they wondered about
in a state of semi-panic until they

Synopsis of Canadian Norths
west Land Regulations

Any persan who is the sole head of
a family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter-section of
available Dominion land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli-
cdnt must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the district. Entry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain
conditions, by father. mother, son
daughter, brother or sister of intend-
ing homesteader.

Duties.—8ix months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a farm of at 18ast 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupied by him or by his
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sigter.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing ragy pre-empt & quar-
ter-séction alongside bis homestead.
Price $3.00 per acre. Daties.—Must ve-
gide six months in eash of six years
trom date of homestead entry (includ-
ing the time required to earn home-
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra. :

NEW BRITISH
FLEETS MEAN
NO MORE WARS

HALIFAX, N. S, Aug. 2¢.—Hon. G.
E. Foster gave a lecture tonight in the
Masonic Hall on the Growth of Can-
ada and Her Imperial Relations. It
was practically along the lines of his
speech in the House of Commons last
winter. Judge Longley presided and
the lecture was delivered to an audi-
ence that filled the hall. i

Although the promotér failed in his
effort to have it delivered under the
auspices of the Canadian Club, Mr.
Foster dilated eloquently upon the
progress of Canada since confederation
and declared that the apex of develop~
ment had not yet been reached. He
deprecated the bogey of independence,
and said two lines stretched before
Canada, co-operation with the mother
land and copartnership with other
parts of the Empire.

Dealing with the naval question he
scouted the idea of this being an age
of peace and said Canada had affirmed
in parliament her obligation to assume
her share of the burdens of defence.
Three methods for carrying this into
practical effect had been propsed,
namely purely a local navy, which he
ridiculed as physically and financially
impracticable; secondly, handing over
ships absolutely to the admiralty, and
thirdly, to build a Canadian fleet to co-
operate with and in time of war be a
part of the British navy.

He declined to commit himself in the
latter proosals pending the develop-
ment of the government’s plans.

He concluded by saying that the

-union of scattered portions of the Em-

pire was the great question of the
day.

With a united Empire, though sever-
al nations; with one navy, though sev-
eral fleets; with one throne, one flag,
one civilization, the British Empire
was destined to become a power which
would render war impossible in the
future.

“FATHER OF HIS COUNTRY”

After - .Diam—what? Although ' the
Grand. Old- Man of Mexico will doubt-
less be again returned to the Presi-
dency, it is practically certain that the
approaching elections will determine
who will be his successor; and as the
Reyes’ party with its slogan of Mex-
ico-for Mexicans seems recently to
have acquired a really surprising
strength, the progress of the campaign
now well begun will be watched with
some concern by the thousands of
Canadians interested in Mexican enter-
prises,

As illustrating the position President
Diaz occupies in the estimation of his
people, as well as their paradoxical
character, it is interesting to note that
the Reyista organs are quite as loud in
their professions of loyalty to the Pre-
sident as those of Corral—and no doubt
sincerely so. The King of England,
probably for social reasons, favors the-
Congervatlve party, but he does not on
that account lose prestige or lack loyval
adherents among the ranks of the
Liberals. And Diaz is more than a king.
As to foreigners he personifies Mex-
ico, 80 to the people themselves he
typifies the very spirit of their nation.

POSSESSED OF DESPOTIC POWER.

A dictator possessed of despotic
power, he has nevertheless governed so
wisely that Mexicans today call him
the Father of his country, and look up
to him with a reverence which, though
it has something of awe in it, has also
a great deal of proud affection.

And no doubt the soldier and admini-
strator is worthy of the high place he
holds in the hearts of his countrymen.
Whatever elsc he may have been, he
has shown himself a great man—a
great character performing a. great
work., When he assumed the presi-
dency Mexico was’ given over to chaos
and anarchy—so much soythat a ‘dis-
gusted English minister remarked to
General Grant: “Isn’t it time the
United State stamped out this nest of
vipers?”” Its chieftains were at dag-
gers drawn; its people exhausted by
fratricidal strife and palsied with pov-
erty. Its only industry, says a histor-
ian, was war; the only career open .to,
or appealing to ,young men of enter-
prise and energy was that of a revolu-
tionist. Its cities were armed, camps
without sanitary convenience; its
country population, ravaged by guerilla
bands, had almost abandoned the cul-
tivation of the land. It had only a few
miles of railwayvs or teleggaphs, no
coastwise steamship lines, and no shel-
tered ports. Short-lived dictatorships
had borrowed money abroad and repu-
diated the obligations incurred by their
predecessors till its credit In the money
market was dead; and soon the expe-
dient of extorting loans from rich na-
tives had reached its limit.

But Diaz, a fighter from his youth,

endowed with the sublime audacity of
genius, the ruthless energy of destiny,
was not the kind of man to be daunt-
ed by the problem confronting him. To
the administration of the public affairs
of his distressed country he brought
the qualities that had made him su-
preme war-chief of Mexico at thirty-
threeyears of age, and, it personal am-
bition alone had been his ruling motive,
might even then have enabled him to
seize the presidéncy, and throwing
himself with his usual enthusiasm and
energy into the task before him, soon
wrenched order out of chass, pacified
the turbulent faztinons, nnd set the
people on the high road of industry
and pvace.

MEXICO TRANSFORMED.

In a few decades Mexico has been
traastormed. »oda:” it 1s-a land of
thriving indusiry and a contented and
progressive people. Its: finances have
been placed on ‘a.sound basis, and its
credit in the mogey mafkets is excei-
lent. If 'is well Provided with railway
systems, largely owned by the goveri-
ment, and more amenabie to publie
control than the railway systems of
countries favored by generations of
peaceful development. Its shipping
ports have been deepened, protected by
breakwaters and equipped with exten-
sive docks; efficient steamship services,
controlled by the government, have
been estabiished on both coasts. Mili-
tary and naval, commercial and techni-
cal colleges have been established, and
common schools have spread over the
land. Cities have grown apace, and
have been provided with electric trams,
lights, sanitary facilities, etc., and not
a few like Mexico and Merida have
been’ beautified exceedingly. Agricul-
ture, aided by an enterprising State
Department, flourishes, and the culti-
vation of new products have, as in
Yucatan, turned barren deserts into
rich and populous states. Mining is a
gigantic industry, and the development
of other rescurces have gone on at an
astonishing rate. Most Mexican enter-
prises today are regarded as splendid
investment—so much so that while
Canada lacks capital to develop her re-
sources, Canadian capitallsts have tens
of milions invested in the land of
the Montezumas. And more important
and more impressive, the population of
Mexico has, during the presidency of
General Diaz, increased from 6,000,020
to over 20,000,000. And yet, despite the
fact that the administration was hand-
icapped at the start by the nec2ssity of
assuming the huge debts incurred by
extravagant and unscrupulous prede—
cessors, it has, not only made possible
all this remarkable progress, but it has
kept the public debt lower {than that of
Canada and retained over subsidized
corporations ops2rating public fran-
chises a measure of public control such
as hardly even England enjoys.

STEEL CAR STRIKERS
BURY THEIR DEAD

ot

Amid Scenes of Grief - and
Despondency

Three More Boi;s Foond—A Truce in
Hostilities—Strikers Recognize That
Their Gause is Lost.

PITTSBURG, Aug. 24—The village
of McKee's Rocks was in the ‘slough

| of despondency” today, as funeral pro-

cessions, pitiful in their attempt at
proper decorum, made their way at
odd hours' from the Greek Catholic
Church to St. Mary’s cemetery, a small
burying plot just outside Schonevilie.
Strikers and their families crowded in
the van of these funeral trains dressed
in their finery and bearing an air of
deep relief. One band of eight musi-
cians played tunes to which tunes the
strikers tramped in dust and grief to
pay their respects to the men they
look up to as martyrs to a now lost
cause.

The finding late today of.three more
bodies of terribly beaten strike sym-
pathizers added ‘a horrifying feature,
for troopers, detailed to the work: of
searching for dead and wounded, made
little effort to spare the feelings of
the men who gathered about them
when the bodies, two under a pile of
rallroad ties and one under a, culvert
on the tracks of the Pittsburg and
Lake Prie Rallroad, were pulled into
sight. The corpses hardly were recog-
nixable. They were hastily piled into
a morgue wagon and turned over to
the county officials.

‘With the burial of the dead striker
and the finding of the additional bod-
ijes came a truce in hostilities. From
daylight to nightfall not a-pistol shot
was heard, neither was an arrest
made,

The striking men and their sympa-
thizers during the day kept themselves
aloof and even gave up a mass meet-
ing planned for the late afternoon, as
they believed any .gathering of the
workmen could do no good at this
time. FEugene V. Debs, the Socialistic
orator, was.in McKees Rocks to ad-
dress the strikers, but even he declared
that words were of little avail now as
the riots of Sunday night had for once
and all placed the strikers in the posi-
tions of outcasts.

Owners—State WIll Spend

T.ONDON, Aug. 25—Having succeed-
ed by means of an all-night sitting of
the House of Commons in passing
through the committee clauses of the
budget imposing a tax on land values,
the Government has given the members
a week’s release from thelr arduous la-
bors, during which time less centen-
tious measures wil be considered.

The fight over the budget, which will
fairly revolutionise the system of tax-
ation in England, has been one of the
most strentous in the history of the
Parliament. A mere handful of Union-
ists, as compared with the huge Liberal
majority, has been able to hold up leg-
islation week after week, 1until the
Governmernt, though loath to introduce
gulllotine methods in order to limit the
discussion, was forced to bring in new
‘| rules of procedure, which authorized
the chairman to decline to consider
purely blocking amendments.

The last of the land taxation clauses
have been passed by the committee,
but their form is quite di¥ferent from
that originally introduced. The Chan-
cellor of the Exchequer has made a

number of very important concessions,

chief among these being that in regard
to the valuation of land. Under the bill
as introduced the cost of the valuation
was imposed upon the owner. This
charge has been taken over by the
State, however, which will be called
upon to spend for this purpose $10,000,~
000. This is more than. the tax will pro-
duce during the first year.

The property of friendly socletlies,
which own lands valued at upwards of
$500,000,000, is also exempted under the
new taxation. This is a concession to
the Labor Unionists, who form a large
majority of the shareholders of the so-
cleties.

Another amendment made to the bill
came as a result of critlcism by the
Lord Chief Justice. It was originally
proposed that the valuation placed
upon property by commissioners ap-
pointed for that purpose should be
final, but the Lord Chief Justice point-
ed out that this would be in direct con-
travention to the British constitution,
which expressly gives the right of ap-
peal in alt cases. The Government
therefore amended the bill, alowing the

Another much criticized provision of
the bill imposing a tax upon unmined
minerals was also withddrawn, and a
tax on mining royalties and rents was
substituted. The Government, however,
maintained the principle of taxation on
land values, and in the campaign
ithroughcut the country, in which all
the Cabinet Ministers are taking part,
is attempting to justify its policy. The
Unionists are just as  busy in opposi-
tion to this policy.

UNIONISTS WILL FIGHT TO A
FINISH.

The massses seem to favor the meas-
ure and some Unionist newspapers re-
cognizing this are urging the party to
give up the fight and turn its atten-
tion to iariff reform. The leaders are
supported by a majority of the party,
however, and are insisting that the
contest go on until the bill reaches the
House of Lords,’when the hope is ex-
pressed that the Upper House, ignor-
ing all precedents, will either amend
or throw out the measure and thus
they believe force the Government to
anpeal to the country.

It is doubtful whether the Lords will
take the extreme step of interfering
with taxation, which has heretofore
been considered the prerogative of the
House of Commons alone. Even if they
did it is considered -doubtful whether
a general election would follow.

Lewis Harcourt, First Commissioner
df Works, in a speech on Friday, said
that if the House of Lords, by refusing
to pass the bill, plunged the country
and the constitution into chaos, the
Cabinet could be depended on to ten-
der such advices to the Sovereign as
would best conduce to the immediate
future predominance of the will of the
electors. In some quarters this is tak-
en as a threat to confer enough Liberal
peerages to overcome the Unionist ma-
Jority. \

There are still many clauses of the
budget to be dealt with, upon which
the Opposition promises to continue its
fight. These include the license duties,
death duties, income tax and stamp

SIR JOHN

Lord Charles Beresford’s approaching
visit to this city will have the
effect of stimulating interest in tihe
present naval scare or scandal, accord-
ing to one's personal po'int of view, of
which most of us understand ‘the pres-
ent effects, if few are familiar with the
causes.

The pprsonnel
of the navy was reduced by 2,000 men,
the outlay on ammunition by £100,000,
and a great many old, but serviceabls,
ships were ‘‘scrapped.” The glory of
the Dreadnougit, however, blinded the
eyes of all but a few critics to the
ultimate cffects of this policy: al-
though they bezan to wonder why no
docks on the east coast were built for

GERMANY RAPIDLY GAINS.

In 1907 the British expenditure was
still further cut to £32,000,000. The
iGermans, finding their challenge un-
answered, laid down twelve large de-
stroyers in that year, whereas Eng-
land built five. Germany also laid
down five Dreadnoughts, end rapidly
advanced them, while the German
Navy League campaigned through the
country for a further increase in the
German fleet. In the German Tag,
a prominent publication, the view was
expressed that the Liberal party would
allow the Navy to be so weakened
that the Unionists when they returned
to office, would be unable to undo the
mischief. Sir John Fisher’'s retort was
to lay down only two Dreadnouhgts,
reducing the annual expenditure to
£31,500,000, despite the fact that the
tonnage of Germany’s men-of-war had
risen from 38,000 tons to 80,000 tons,
and the German annual naval expendi-
ture from £14,000,000 to £23,000,000. As
son as the British naval extimates of
1909 were known, the German autHori-
ties took steps to augment their plants,
and financed extensions for Krupps’,
which will enable the Fatherland to
arm annually ten, if not <fcurteen,
Dreadnoughts. :

SIR JOHN FISHER'S WORK.

oL

The charges against Sir John Fisher,
to condense them into figures, is that
when he took charge of the Admiralty
Great Britain had 40 first-class bat-
tleships, not one of them ten years
old, whereas Germany had 18; but that
new Great Britain has only 35 to Ger-
many’s 28. In 1904 the first-class bat-
tleships of England mounted 682 guns,
from 12 inches to 16 inches, and the
German ships 364. In 1909 the British
guns number 472, and the German
guns §90. It is not supposed, of
course, that this disparity, either in
first-class battleships or guns repre-
sents the respective fighting forces of
the two countries. The fact is, how-
ever, that. Sir John [Fisher has pur-
sued a policy that: has thoroughly
alarmed the country, and that is now,
in effect, repudiated by the Govern-
ment.

NEW VEGETABLE FIBER.

Australian Marine Plant Possesses
Valuable Properties.
Pt S

In Australia there was recently dis-
covered an extraordinary fiber of ma-
rine growth which by reason of the
vast amount of the deposit and the re-
markable qualities of the fiber is ex-
pected to prove of great commercial
importance.

This fiber is the result of the shed-
dings of the leaf sheath of a sea grass
betanically known as Posidonia aus-
tralis and so far has been found only
in Spencer Gu¥f, South Austraiia,
where the sheddings have bren im-
prisoned by the aotion of wind and
waves in the sand flats of the gulf.

The uses of the fiher are found by
experiments made by competent per-
sons to be many and varied, and
it possesses unique qualities. It will
gpin and weave in union with wool
ard will also take dyc equally well,
beinz sq far as is known the only veg-
etable fiber to do this. 1t Is practically
noninflammable, its charring point be-
ing 373 degrees F., and it is to that ex-
tent a noncondustor, unlike cotton. It

Blankets and cloth woven of a mix-
ture of wool and this fiber, toge'ther
with samples of the fiber in various
stages of production from plant to
yarn, are now on view in the sample
room of one of the leading wool houses
in Auvstralia, and the manufactured
articles are being most favorably com-
mented upon by those interested in the
textile industries. On account of its
splendid dyeing properties it can also
be used in the making of carpets; also
for coir matting, hessian, .bagging,
woolpacks, and it appears difficult to
say to what other uses with proper
machinery it cannot be put.

PITTSBURG, Pa. ,Aug. 256.—Agents
of the federal government today will
enter the plant of the Pressed Steel
Car Company atyMcKee's Rocks to
investigate the charge that peonage

has been practiced there since the be-
ginning of the strike of the 3,000 em~
ployes of that corporation. Authority
to make the investigation was receiv
ed last might by John M. Jordonm,
United States attorney for this dis-
trict, who several days ago disclosed
the- situation to officials of the de-
partment of justice and requested that
a special secrat service agent be sent
here to ald in the investigation. This
was agreed to, the agent arriving
last night. :

The district attorney states that all
parties directly interested would he
allowed representation in the = investi-
gation. ~It is possible that officials of
the -Austro-Hungarian -consulate here
and representatives of the strikers
will be asked to accompany the gov-
ernment agents through the plant and
assist in asking questions.

The strike situation at McKee's
Rocks has naw settled down to the
quiet that ‘prevailed several weeks
ago before the Sunday night riots. It
is generally conceded that from now on
trouble, if any, will be of a minor
character and rioting practically out
of the question. It is further con-
ceeded, even by several of the strik-
ers’ execuative committee that the
idle ‘workingmen haye~all .. but lost
their cduse, as the Pressed Steel Car
Company is in daily operation now
and is increasing the number of im-
ported workingmen daily. Few de-
sertions.of men, brought in from out-
side cittes are reported. Those dis-
charged at the plant it is said
are the men who have proved im-
competent. The county officials have
not as yet received officlal notice
concerning the finding of three bodies
of strikers reported to have been
found later yesterday afternoon hid-
den away under railroad ties. Eye
witnesses to the finding of the bodies
declare the men were taken inside of
the car plant staockade.

Lucas corroborated th* previous
witness as to the purchase of paper.
Witness sai1 he saw several sales

. of Free Speech on that night.

‘Mr. Hazen put the two alleged ob-
scene paragraphs in evidence.
‘Witness said that:-he saw the Free
Spéech sold thiere on othéer occasions.

The Oxford skating and curling rink,
now under construction, is the second
largest building of the kind in the pro-
vince, being surpassed in size only by
the Arena here, Its dimensions are 112
feet in width by 212 feet in length, cov-
ering over half an acre of ground. The
main ice will be 180 feet long and 60
feet wide, with a promenade around of
7 feet in width. On each side of the
main rink will be curling ice 60 feet
long by 18 feet wide.—Echo.

FROM CERTAIN DEATH

Heroism of Albm Adcock, an Employe of

the C. P. R., the Talk of the
Depot Today

Albert Adcock, a young Englishman
in the employ of the C. P. R, is the
hero of the depot today, because of a
plucky incident in which he was the
principal actor. He risked his life to
save that of a five year old girl whose
mother was too busy looking after
parcels to bother about the safety of
her family.

It happened when the Montreal ex-
press was coming in. The train was en-
tering the station at a very rapid rate
‘and the locomotive had passed about
half way down the track, when a
woman’s plercing scream alarined
those standing around. Unnoticed by
those waiting for the traln, the little
girl had walked onto the track right in
front of the eangine, which, when the
mother screzamed, was not fifteen feet
away.

Another second would have meant
the child’s certain death, but #Adcock
acted. The mother’s ghriek of horror
haa scarcely ceased when the crowd of
spectatcrs saw someone make a flying
leap to the track, seize the child, and
spring again to safety. The locomoti\ e,
tearing past, knocked Adcock to the
floor, but neither he nor the child
werz in any way injured.

Speaking to the Star afterwards
Adcock modestly disclaimed any credit
saying that his action was purely in-
voluntarily, and had he realized the
danger the chances are he would not
have moved. However, the gallantry of
his gct was readily recognized by those
in the station, and when matters quiet-
ed down - the engineers and others
warmly congratulated him on his brave
work.
