GEAMAN EMPEROR
1S FARM EXERT

Kaiser Might Make Living as

Job Bossing the Teutons.

Berlin, Feb. 12~Emperor William
gave a most interesting account of his
experience as a farmer in an informal
speech dellvered foday before the Ger-
man Agricultural Council. He went
into details in regard to the improve-
ments he had made op his estate at
Kadinen. Since 1907 he kad increased
the arable land there from 503 to 632
acres, besides reclaiming 306 acres of
meadow land which previously pro-
duced practically nothing. It gave
235 tons of hay besides pasturing 70 to
80 head of cattle in 1910, In 1811 it
ylelded 450 tons of hay and pastured
120 cattle and 90 horses.

The emperor further explained that
he hoped to develop a faster breed of
oxen “which will get home the har
vest wagon in quicker time than the
kinds now used.” I have doubt, how-
ever, whether I shall be able success-
fully to challenge the imperial stud
farm at Trakhenen to a race with
zebra calves.”

The emperor concluded: “After my
experience it is beyond all doubt that
the German farmers are able to supply
Germany's entire food, more particu-
larly bread, meats and potatoes, not
only now but when we have an in-
creased population in the future.”

ONE CAUSE OF THE DISASTER.

Speaking of the probable cause
which led to the loss of Captain
Scott and his four companions, Cap-
tain Roald Amundsen, who discovered
the South Pole a few weeks before the
tragedy, gives an opinion which is in-
structive. “They were all drawing their
‘own sledges,” he says, “weakened
“though they must have been. They
‘had no dogs, and that wasg & mis-
“take.”

In further explanatidn of his experi-
ence that dogs are superior to ponies,
the Norwegian explorer poing$s out
that he used only dogs, and he thought

this gave him a decided advantage

ovar Scott, who had depended, ai
least at the start, on ponies and dogs.
Captain Amundsen's Imen were on
skis. This, he says, was another ad-

vantage. Captain Scott’'s men wore
boots, and their progress was neces-
sarily much slower

“Captain Scott had taken ponies,”
he continued, Antarctic on
“the advice of Sir Ernest Shackleton
“On the snow-covered levels of the
“Antarctic continent, when the winds
“are high, hail-like particles of frozen
‘snow are caught up into the air and
along in stinging, blinding
“sheets. This snow usually hugs the
“surface, for it is too heavy for the
“wind to carry it high in air. With a
“tempest sweeping these frozen plains
“dogs cannot travel against the wind
“The whirls of snow blind and smother
“them.

“Shackleton’s idea was that ponies
“being taller than dogs, would be able
“to keep their heads above the wind-
“driven snowdrifts, Perhaps his idea
“wounld have worked out well enough,
“if the journmey to the Pole'had been
“wholly across leve] stretches, but it
“it difficult for me to imagine ponies
“being able to cross the mountains,
“with their precipitous and slippery
“slopes, and their numerous rough and
“tumbled glaciers and crevasses. They
“were going into that portion of Sier
“rag that crossed where, I am quite
“sure, ponies never could have nego-
“tiated. If they had been able to keep
“their feet, they probably would have

“into the

“driven

“broken their legs in the hummocky
”il'l‘.“

In Captain Scott’s last message
there is some confirmation of Cap-
tain Amundsen’s orinion. “The loss of
“the pony transport on March 11,
1911,” he wrote, “obliged me to start

“later than I ‘lad intended and oblig-
“ed the limits of stuff transported to
“be narrowed.” The ponies were lost
in the pack ice at the edge of Lhe
Great Barrier, being drowned in their
efforts to jump the rough ice fioes to
safety. Captain Scott had some ponies
lefit, but the losses in the pack left
his transportation department weak.

Captain Amundsen depended upon
dogs entirely. He had ninety-seven.
“We pinned all our faith to our dogs
“and ski,” he told the Royal Geogrnph.
jecal Society in his lecture. Captain
Scott took comparatively few dogs
with him. There can be lttle doubt
that this omisgsion was at least one
of the chief causes which led to the
disaster which gvertook the Southern
party on the return journey to the
base camp.

Fredericton, Feb. 13.—~The formal
bpening of the Provincial Legislature
took place at 3 o'clock this afternoon,
in the presemce of a brilliant sssemb-
lage.

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the
Legislative Assembly:

It affords me much pleasure to wel-
come you on assembling for the de-
spatch of your Legislative duties. As
& result of the gemeral elections in
June last, some are entering upon im.
portant legislative work for the first
time. I have confidence that both the
mew members and those re-elected
will devote themselves earnestly in
discharging the obligations of the
trust reposed in you, and that increas-
ed prosperity and contentment may
be the result of your labers.

The past year has been one of gen-
eral prosperity and tisfactory ex-
pansion throughout the whole Domin-
fon. A period of advancement in
which our own Province has particl-
pated.

The work of construction on the St.
John Valley Railway, and the Freder-
icton and Grand Lake Railway was be-
gun in May last, and has been pushed
vigorously since. Construction is gen-
eral on the three sections of the Saint
John Valley line between Centreville
and Gagetowd, and it is expected that
these sections will be ready for traffic
before November 1st next. Grading
has been compléted on the Fredericton
and Grand Lake line and about twenty
miles of steel laid. This line will be
completed and in operation in the early
summer.

The increased activity at the coal
flelds in Sunbury and Queens is very
gratifying. Within a short time the
output from our coal areas will have
increased more than 100 per cent.

The advantages of New Brunswick
as an attractive field for settlement
are becoming better known in Great
Britain, and the work of our offices in
London and 8t. John has increased
greatly during the year. More people
are coming to New Brunswick and
the prospects for the present year in
this connection are very bright. The
Farm Settlement Board, constituted
under the Act of last session, has
been at work for several months, and
is succeeding in placing settlers upon
farmg not previously occupied. The
advantages of the plan under which
the Farm Settlement Board operates,
being applicable to the people of our
own province as well as to those com-
ing here to settle, has causéd the
scheme to be most favorably received.

Bills to consolidate the laws relat-
ing to rates and taxes, to amend the
Public Utilities Act, and to amend
the Game Law, ag well as other meas-
ures, will be submitted for your con-
sideration.

I have directed the accounts of in-
come and expenditure for the past
year, together with a statement show-
ing receipts and payments of the cur-
rent year up to the opening of the
present session, to be laid before you.

Fredericton, Feb. 13.—The legisla-
ture was opened this afternoon, and
being the first session of the new le-
gislature, there was no speaker in
the chair. The clerk of the house an-
nounced that the Lieutenant Govern-
or would declare the canses for sum-
moning the legislature after a speak-
er was chosen,

Hon. Mr. Flemming, addressing
himself to the clerk, said in part: I
have pleasure in presenting to you,

today, the name of the gentleman
who, for the last four i of this
legislature, has occupied the honor-

able position of first commoner with
much acceptance to the members of
the house, or the speaker of this le-
gislature. It is no reflection on any
of hig predecessors to say that never
has the chair been occupied by a gen-
tleman who displayed more considera-
tion for the feelings of the members,
or, who, in a greater degree, main-
tained a proper and becoming dignity
in the house than the gentleman I
have referred to. His knowledge of
parliamentary usages, his splendid
spirit of fairness, and his kindness of
heart won for him the respect of
every member. I have much pleasure
in moving, seconded by Honorable
Mr, Grimmer, that Honorable George
J. Clarke, a member for the County
of Charlotte, be selected as speaker
of the house.”

- It was announced to the house that
the Lieutenant Governor was without.
The speaker having left the chair,
His Homor the Lieutenant Governor
preceded by his military staff, enter-
ed the chamber.

Hon. Mr. Clarke reported that he
had been selected as speaker, claim-
ing for the house its ancient liberties
and privileges. . His Honor, through
the clerk; <signified his pleasure in
concurring in the choice of the legis-
lature and expressed his full confi-
dence in the speaker's ability to ably
perform the duties of his office.

The lieutenant governor then read
the sreech from the throne as publish-
ed elsewhere on this page.

Hon. Mr. Flemming introduced a
bill to provide a ginking fund for the
redemption of the public debt., In ex-
planation, he said that the bill pro-
vided that in future the proceeds of
sales of Crown lands or utilities should
be deposited in a special fund which
would be known as the Crown land
sinking fund. In the past, he said, that
the proceeds from the sources named
had been turned into the current rev-
enue and'the province had been dis-
sipating its capital without liguidating
its liabilities to the same extent. The
bill also rrovided that the receip's
last year from the sale of the Grand
Falls power privilege, amounting to
$60,000, and from the sale of Crown
lands for the right of way of the Na-
tional Transcontinental Railway
amounting to about $2%,000, should be
the first amount included in the fund
and these amounts, he said, were now
placed in a special ¢und marked
“Crown Land Sinking Fund.”

The Address in Reply.
The address in reply to the speech
from the throne was moved by Mr.
Tilley, of St. John city, and seconded
by Mr. Hachey, of Gloucester.
Mr. Tilley, in moving the address,
said that reference had been made in
the speech from the throne to the
large number of members who were
entering for the first time on their
legislative duties. While such was the
fact, it might also be noted that so
many of them were supporters of
the present administration, that they
were, with 1wo exceptions, sharing
the seats on the side of the chamber

usually occupied by the members of
the oprosition.

Hé felt strongly that never in the
history of the province wag there a
more buoyant and hopeful feeling in
every constituency as to the future

prosperity of this, our native province.
It seemed to be the general consensus
of opinion that the year just closed
was the best business year ou record,
while 1913 had entered with every as-
surance of being a more successful
year than the past one.

The Royal Visit.
Since last session the citizens of
New Brunswick have had the honor of
extending to Ilis Royal Highness the
Duke of Connaught, Her Royal High-
ness the Duchess of Connaught, and
Princesg Patricia, as loyal and hearty
a welcome as tendered from any pro-
vince ¢f the Dominion. He was sure
he voiced the opinion of this House
and the citizens generally in express
ing the wish that His Royal Highness
may remain to complete hig full term
as governor general, and another term
if such arrangement should be consum-
mated
Encouragement to Agricuiture.

An advanced policy along the lines
of encouragement to agriculture hsd
certainly been adopted and rut into
effect by this government during the
Iast twelve months.Reference had been
made to the two schools of instruction ;
to be crected, one in Woodstock and
one in Sussex. The province had to
thank the late Mr. Fisher for the es-
tablishment of the school at Wood-
stock as not one cent of expenditure
was entailed by the province. Many
might 2sk what was the object of |
these schools, At these gchools there

ed perfectly free of cost and any citi-
zen will be qualified to attend,

The department of agriculture has
already established what is known
as the performance test, which had
for its object the testing of rhe milk
from dairy cattle, thus demonstrating
to the farmer whether or not he vas
carrying worthless stock for dairying
purposes. Experts had been employ-
ed to perform these tests and atso-
lutely no charge had been exacted
from the farmers.

Poultry Raising.

It was indeed gratifying to note
that our farmers were going in for
the raising of wéll bred pouliry more
than ever before. As an illustration
of that fact during the last year. for
the first time in the history of the
province, the farmers of this proviuce
were able to supply with poultry two
of the largest steamship lines sailing
from the port of St. John. Prior to
last year it had been impossible to
secure the contracts for poultry from
the steamship companies becmuse our
poultry stock had been inferior. These
purchases had been made by the pro-
vincial poultry inspector, and it was
surprising to learn that New Bruns-
wick was unable to fill the entire or-
der, the balance of the order being
purchased in Prince Edward Island.
The fgct should serve to have our
farmers realize that there was a large
market in poultry awaiting them.

Territorial Revenue,

While there had been some depre-
ciation in the amount of territorial
revenue, it was readily explained by
reason of the falling off in stumpage,
unfavorable weather conditions in get-
ting out the lumber, and high steam-
ship freight rates.

Rallway Development.

Construction work on the St. John
Valley Railway was progressing fav-
orably. Between Centreville and
Gagetown the work was being pushed
along rapidly, the contractors at pres-
ent had at work between these points
twelve steam shovels, 125 teams and
1,200 men. During the month of De-
cember last over 126,000 yards of ma
terial had been moved, 36,000 yards
of which had been rock, while suffici-
ent track material for 60 miles of r'uet
road was now on hand.

Immigration.

Reference had been made in the
speech to the advances in immigration
Those resident in 8t. John could
speak with very great appreciation
of the action of this government in
inaugurating the bureau for the infor-
mation of incoming settlers. During
previous years thousands of immi-
grants had landed at the port of St.
John and made their departure for

western points without having had
the advantages which New Bruns-
wick possesses placed before them,

but this year this government had
placed an expert in charge of an in-
formation bureau, and the advantages
of our province were placed before
the newcomers,

Through the efforts of the Farm
Settlement Board several suitable
farms had been acquired by the prov-
ince and these would be disposed of
to the settlers at the lowest possible
figure, and on very easy terms. He|
was pleased to say that results were!
already apparent from the new forward
departure by this government,

An Important Matter.

One of the most important matters
referred to in the speech from the
throne was the reference made to the
action taken by this government, in
conjunction with the governments of
Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Is-
land, in requesting the Dominion gov-
ernment to either convey to the Mari-
time Provinces territory of the Do-
minion equivalerit to the lands given
to the provinces of Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan, Alberta, Ontario and Quebec,
or otherwise to pay to each of the said
Maritime Provinces an amount equiva-

lent in cash to such territory. The
claims of New Brunswick had been
forcibly presented by his honorable
friend, the attorney general.

Briefly, New Brunswick’s claim may
be summarized. Under the British
North America act of 1867 the prov-
inces of Ontario, Quebee, New Bruns-
wick and Nova Scotia éntered into a
partnership under the name and stvle
of the Dominion of Canada There
came into this partnership in 1870 the
province of Manitoba, in 1871 British
Columbia, in 1873 Prince Kdward Is-
land, and in 1908 Saskatchewan and
Alberta,

council, the Dominion of Canada ac-
quired from the Hudson Bay Com-
pany the Hudson Bay Territery, pay-
ing in all $300,000 for the same. In

New York, Feb. 13.~—Almost every
stock traded in today was forced
downward. The selling movement of
the last few days gained strength and
for a time in the forenoon the mark-
et was feverish and badly upset. A
significant feature of the decline was
its comprehensive character. It em-
braced not only the speculative lead-
ers, but standard investment stocks
and many obscure issues, and it was
virtually impossible to find a market
for stocks of any description except
at a concession.

CLOSING STOCK LETTER.

Leaving Buckley Island and going
down the glacler they passed Mount
Kinsey, 5 magnificent dolomite peak
having an altitude of 11,000 feet, and
forming an admirable steering point.

From the side of
Cloudmaker Mountain fossils of much
greater age were found in the lime-

From Cloud-
maker Mountain to the foot of Beard-
more Glacier, the surfaces encounter-
ed by the party coneisted of the same
deep snow as on the way up, and this
fact together with bad her sever-
ely hampered tleir march, The weath-
er was abnormally thick with snow
crystals falling, the surrounding land
being only occasionally visible.

Captain Scott dates the beginning
of the failure of Petty Officer Edgar
Evans from the time of reaching the
Pole. He was a great anxlety to them
on the plateau and in the descent of
Beardmore Glacier, when the party
got amongst very rough ice Evang
fell injurinz his head and sustaining
€erious concussion. During the whole
of the descent his condition delayed
the party, and their surplus food grad-
ually diminished.

How Evans Dled.

On February 17th, while on the
march, Evans’ foot worked out of his
skis and he was compelled to fall out
to readjust it. The party moved along
and seeing he was not following they
camped and cooked & meal anticipat-
ing that Evans would soon reach the
tent. When the meal ' was ready and
he had not arrived the party went
back and found him in a state of col-
lapse. He bravely tried to go forward
but had to be placed on a sledge
and died a natural death within two
hours of reaching the tent. This de-
lay, as Captain Scott stated in his
dimry, greatly weakened the party
and made an inroad into their sur-
plus provisions which was serious
in view of the fact that the season
was unduly advanced. -

Owing to the lateness of the seaton
and the subsequent falling tempera-
ture the surface became sandlike as
is well knewn in colder elimates. lee

Oates, of the Inniskillen Drag
who walked to his death in a blizzard
willingly, about twenty miles south of
this place, to try and save his com-
rades, beset by hardship, and Petty
Officer Edgar Evans, who died at the
foot of the Beardmore glacier, ‘The
Lord gave and the Lord taketh away.
Blessed be the name of the Lord’"

This record was signed by all the
members of the search party. Surgeon
Atkinson states that no symptoms of
geurvy existed. All the records of the
southern party having been collected,
the whole search party proceeded
twenty-three miles south, to search for
the body of Capt. Oates, but no trace
of it was found. Near the spot of de-
parture from his comrades a cross and
cairn were erected and the following
records left on the cairn:

“Hereabouts died a very gallant
gentleman, Coptain R. E. G. Oates,
Inniskilling Dragoons, who on the re-
turn from the pole on March 1912,
willingly walked to his death in a
blizzard, to try to save his comrades
beset by hardship.”

Seven mules supplied by the Indian
governmment were used by the, search
party. Their rations conslsted of
eleven pounds of oil cake and oats
in the proportion of one of oil cake
to two of oats. The speed of their
march averaged better than that of
the ponies of the previous year. From
the start the daily marches averaged
fourteen miles. The surfaces on the
outward journey were exceptionally
good, and the mules made good pro-
gress without sinking deeply. Deep
snow was encountered on the return
and the going was much heavier. The
chief difficulty in connection with the
mules was that they would not eat
anything except their rations. The
food of some consisted of rope yarn,
tea leaves, man's and dog's vlstults
and tobacco ashes, The weights haul-
ed by the mules were much heavier
than by the ponies, the highest

below zero and become cutting edges.
The low temperature complained of
by Scott accounts for the slowness
of the party's progress over the bar
rier., The average distance was sixty
miles which, now allowing for bad
weather, meant that the party must
average over nine miles a day. The
food and fuel stored at each depot

.| gave a fpll ration at this speed Zor

a week.. The best day's.march of the
southern party on the barrir was
approximately nine miles, falling at
the latter stage of the march to as
low. as three miles. The failure to
mafntain a higher speed was undoubt-
edly due to the weak condition of
Captain Oates, this being a constant
tax on the energies of the party and
rapidly weakening them at a time
when they had to face persistent
winds and freguent bjizzards. But
despite the hopeless nature of the out-
look forced on them they never re-
linquished their gallant struggle, but
fought on heroically to the bitter end.

the search party found their tent on
November 10th, 1912. It was half
covered with snow and the sledge with
their gear was completely covered.

As recorded in a previous despatch expedition,

weight at one time being seven hun-
dred and gixty pounds. The gear
supplied by the Indian government
howed great foreth and only
had to be altered in very slight ways.
The snow goggles were especially
useful and a great comfort to the ani-
mals. The harness was breast har
ness.

Two mules were shot on the Barrier
and five returned after three hundred
and fifty miles of hard pulling in tem-
perature falling to twenty-nine below
zero, There were two dog teams of
eleven dogs each. Eighteen of the
twenty-two, which brought down in
the first year all the stores, were
brought safely back to the depot at
Hut Point. The care of the mules de-
volved upon Lashley. His constant
attention kept them in good order. A
detailed record was kept by him
showing the performance of each
mule during the winter and also dur-
ing the travelling season. This rec-
ord will be sent to the supply trans-
port department of the Indian govern-
ment who trained the mules for the
The health of the search
party throughout was excellent.

At the annual meeting of the Church
of England Institute held last night
in their rooms, Rev. R. A. Armstrong
was elevied to the office of preeident
to succeed Rev. E. B. Hooper, resign-
ed.

The lecture which dealt with hous
ing conditions in America and Kurope
was one of the most interesting heard
in St. John for sometime. It brought
out in a vivid manner the serious na-
ture of the problems which attend the
growth of industry, but it was not
without encouragement. in that. it
rointed out some of the means under-
taken by European cities to solve the
rent problem. It was shown that ini
many communities the workers were
able to obtain for anywhere from $52
to $200 a year, self-contained houses
with baths, modern improvements, and
gardens. *

Of particular interest was the por-
tion of the lecture dealing with condi.
tions in Germany. In that country,y
where the government ig more con-
cerned to protect the welfare of the
people, than to promote the interests
of the classes, the cities have practic-
ally prohibited speculation in land.The
city government of Berlin is a great
landowner, In the suburbs it owns
215 times as much land as theve is
in the city proper. It uses this land
mainly to provide housing accommoda-
tion at reasonable rentalg for the work-
ing class. The city of Frankfort owns
48 per cent, of all the land in the city
limits. As a general rule German cities
are extensive landowners, and buy up
any district where there is likely to
be an influx of people, for the purpose
of prohibiting speculation.

Mr. Anderson referred. to the fgct
that the city of St. John was a lagge
landowner, and that as the city auth-|
