Allies on Gatlipoli peninsula have now been abandoned w
the wounding of only one man among the British-and French
according to a British official statement tonight.

This news has been expected for several days by the
keener observers of Near Eastern campaign, for the rem-
nants of the troops from Anzac and Suvia Bay three weeks
ago left no stragetic advantage to the retention of the tip of
the peninsula. Nevertheless, the news will be received with
a pang of fegret by the peopte of the British Isles, as well as
the colonies.

Renewed activity of various kinds, noted by the Turkish
official communications in the past few days, has presumably
been in the naturé of preparations for the final act of the Dar-
danelles tragedy. Tonight’s Turkish official statement, cov-
ering the period from Thursday to Saturday, records in-
creasing effectiveness of the reinforced Turkish batteries,
which have been drawing in and concentrating on the Allies’
remaining positions.

“Gen. Monroe states that the accomplishment of this
difficult task was due to Generals Birdwood and Davies, and
invaluable assistance rendered in an operation of the highest
difficulty by Admiral De Robeck and the Royal Navy.”

Success Meant Much to Allies.

With the withdrawal of the British
and French forces from the southern
tip of Gallipoli peninsula following the
evacuation of the Anzac and Suvia Bay
positions on the western coast, in the
middle of December, there has come
fo an end a movement which was be-
gun with expectations of achlevement
which would have a great bearing on

@ outcome of the war.

Thousands upon thousands of men

“lod their lives in the enterprise of ef-
fecting landings on the Turkish coast,
and in the fighting that has been in
progrese since.  In addition, a mum
ber of battleships and smaller war
oraft of the Entente Allies have been
sunk or damaged as they poured a rain
of shell against the Turkish fortifica-
tions in an endeavor to aid their
forces on shore. The chief military
purpose of the Dardanelles campaign,
which began in Fefruary, 1915, with
the bombardment of Turkish forts at
the entrance to the straits by Entente
Affied warchips, was the capture of
Constantinople and the opening of the
Bosphorus, which connects the Medit-
oerranean with the Black Sea, so that
Russia might have an avenue for the
receipt of arms and ammunition, and
algo for the exportation of Russtan
grain. - For Engiand success meant
prevention of another Turkish inva-
sion of Bgypt, and the permanent

Dardanelles, without the co-operation
of the land forces was generally con-
ceded to have been the big initial
blunder of the campaign. The inade-
quacy of the land forces when they
‘were sent was criticized as another.
The government’s assailants said the
campaign should have been delayed
until better preparations could be
made, Some thought the résuit would I
have been different had the attack
been launched immediately upon the
declaration of war with Turkey.

Apologists for the government point-
ed to the fact that at least a large
Turkish army had been prevented
from operating elsewhere, particular-
ly in Egypt and the Caucasus. They
argued, also, that the Balkan situa- |
tion might have developed much soon-
er had the effort not been made when
it was.

The campnlgn was marked by three
major operations, one by the fleel
alone, and two by the land forces, as-
sisted by the fleet. The net result was|
the conquest of the tip of the Gallipo-
li peninsula for a distance of three
miles, and a narrow segment of its
middle western coast, about twelve
miles in length avd bhardly a mile
deep.

This we may
say, that while right is right and God
is God, no nation can obtain a posi-
tion of permanency in the sun that
ignores the teaching of our Lord.

“It is because the people of Canada
have recognized the situation that so
many of the best men of our nation

have gome or are preparing to go to
the front. % i

“In our meditation today let us re-
member this, and further that they
represent our nmtion’s honor as well
as her defence. As we pray that God
may keep them pure and make them .
strong, let us also pray that He who
rules over all will help us as a nation
eliminate those individual social and
national sins that keep us from being
our best. .,

“Let us especlllly pray tonight for
the twelve boys who have gone out of
the homes of this people that God's
arm may be around them to protect
them, and that His saving power may
be experienced in their souls.”

Hont J. D. Hazen has received from
“somewhere in France” a letter from
B. W. Harmon, formerly of Carleton
county, and an official of the Marine
and Fisheries Department, who is
with the First Canadian Division of
the British Expeditionary Force serv-
ing in the First Field Company Can-
adian) Engineers; also the souvenirs
which are described in the letter and
which are most interesting.

Mr. Harmon's letter foilows:

November 20th, 1915.
Somewhere in France. Reg. No. 5112,
1st F. C. €. Engineers, 1st Can.
Division, B. E. F.

Dear Mr. Hazen,—The Three sou-
venirs which accompany this letter
are with one exception, from German
material. The paper knife is made
from the shell case of a “seventy-five"
(75). The paper weight comes from
a shrapnel shell. The third trophy is
a combination souvenir. The nose is
mounted on a piece of the engine
from a German aeroplane that fell be-
hind our lines on October 26th, Its
fall was the sequel to a spectacular
tfight with one of our machines. One
of the occupants was killed, the other
taken prisoner. Three of our own
men were killed while attempting to
get souvenirs from the machine..

We appreciate your arduous efforts
to procure recruits.

We are happy, well nourished, and
comfortably clad. May Canada sefd
men and yet more men.”

Five per e¢ent advance
which takes efiect today
will benefit 275,000 op-
erators in U. S.

]

Upwardg of 100,000 Frencli-Cana-
dians in the New England states are
affected by a general advance of about
five per cent. in the textile mills of
that district. In many mills the wage
advance becomes effective today and
in all, it is estimated, the increase in
cotton and woollen plants will benefit
275,000 operatives, of whom 200,000
are employed in the cotton industry.
The general advances are due in part
to improved business conditions,
brought about, In the case of the wool-
len industry, by heavy war orders.

Of the many fincreases which be-
come effective this morning are ad-
vances averaging five per cent. in the
100 cotton mills of Fall River, em-
ploying 35,000 operatives and in the
New Bedford mills which have about
the same number on the pay roll.

In all the wage raise affects 140,000
cotton operatives in Massachusetts,
30,000 in New Hampshire, 20,000 in
Rhode Island, 25,000 ini Maine, 5,000
in Connecticut and 1,000 in Vermont.
The worsted and woollen mills in
New England employ, when running
at their full capacity, 75,000 opera-

Col. James L. Mc-
Anty who in ,a letter written from
dquarters in Dec. 27, to
the brother of a fallen soldier states
that he has read the prayers him.
self over his dead before their com-
mital to the cemetery.

The battalion has apparently been
actively engaged recently, as cable
reports of casualties continue to come
forward.

In his letter Lieut, Col, McAvity
wrote: “I hope soon to gend you a
photo of the 26th Battalion cemetery
in which your brother is buried. He
lies with 51 of his comrades of all
ranks there, buried decently and re-
verentially by the hands of his friends
after the burial service of the Angli-
can church read by mysel, for to date
I have myself attended to the burial
of every non-commissioned officer or
man of my unit who has fallen. We
have had no chaplain since arriving
in France, and T have had to officlate
as acting chaplain.”

The dead private referred to by
Col. McAvity was John McLean of
Charlottetown, who was killed during
the heroic charge on a German crater
Oct, 13, Of his conduct the colonel
wrote: “He was a brave and gallant
goldier and he made the great sacrifice
with a smile. He had an exceptional-
1y good record. If he had survived Oct.
13 he should have been recommended
by me for a commission.”

Export statistics for the port of St.
John show that trade is in a very pros-
perous condition. The export traffic
during December was 200 per cent.
greater than that during the same
month of 1914, a new record. Last
month the total tonnage in exports
amounted to 181,370 and in addition
1,166 horses were shipped. In De-
cember, 1914, the exports amounted
to but 60,346 tons and 1262 horses.

Shipments by eleven transports last
month were 67,484 tong of Cargo as
compared with five transports in De-
cember, 1914, with 14,296 tons- an in,
crease of 400 per cent.

During December, 1915, eight steam-
ers of the Canadian Pacific and allied
lines cleared from West St. John with
67,892 tons of cargo and 1,166 horses
as against four vessels containing 29,
351 tons of cargo and 606 horses for
the same period in 1914, an increase of
130 per cent.

Other lines in December, 1915, had
19 steamers from West St. John with
45,994 tons of cargo as against 11
steamers with 16,699 tons and 657
horses in December, 1914, an increase
of 200 per cent,

These figures show that there is no
ground whatever for complajnts con-
cerning the volume of business being
handled through the port of 8t. John,
but on the other hand they show exdel.
lent reasons why the citizens should
be gratified, Very little wheat is be-
ing handled through Atlantic ports be-
cause of a tremendous shortage of ton.
nage due to war conditions.

Al of the warehouses at West St.
John are full of goods and 800 car
loads of Imperial government supplies
and general export freight are now on
the tracks at West St. John. Hun-
dreds of other cars are held on sid-
irgs between here and Montreal, AR
of this freight will be moved as soon
as vessels are available,

WANT SMELT
FISHING SEASON
 EXTENDED

Fishermen and shippers
claim short term deprives
them of big catch conse-
quent on Spring tides.

A movement to extend the smelt
fishing season in certain districts of
the Maritime Provinces is on foot and
representations by Prince Edward Is-
land and a number of New Brunswick
shippers and fishermen will be made
to the fisheries department at Ottawa
within a short time. Northumberland
Strait fishermen favor an extension
of the season, which legally closes on
Feb. 15, by ten days. The smelt
handlers claim that because of the
open fall and early winter fishermen
have been unable to take advantage
of ice in rivers and bays and that they
misded the important spring tide of
last month. Because of the absence
of ice many were niot able to set their
nets in time for the usual run of fish
during the spring tide.

It is further claimed that by obtain.
ing an extension of the season until
Feb. 25 the fishermen will have the
benefit of.the big tide next month. The
bulk of the catch is made at the time
of spring tides,—that ig during the
tides which accompany the new and
the full moon.

he Prince Bdward Island fisher-
men and shippers are especialy desir-
ous of having the season extended.

The value of the smelt industry in
the three provinces amounts usually
to hundreds of thousands of dollars
annually. The principal markets are
the Fulton market, New York and in
Boston.

Four Fires and One Need-
less Call Kept Fire-
men Busy.

There was consider
able smoke which gave the appear
ance of a bad fire but the only real
damage was caused by water, and in
the cutting of the floors and parti-
tions to locate the blaze. The loss is
covered by insurance,

Neediess Alarm.

At 6.40 o'clock Saturday evening
the West Side firemen were given a
needless run to box 19, A person saw
the reflection from a fire in the fur
nace in St. Jude's church, and think-
ing the church on fire sent in the
alarm, :
Early Morning Blaze.

About one o'clock yesterday morn-
ing fire was discovered in the dwel-
ling owned and occupied by George
Day on the corner of De Monts and
Duke street, West St, John.

In the Brussels stret and Leinster
street Baptist churches last night
large ‘Congregations of members quali-
fled to vote Ppractically unanimously
supported a joint resolution to merge
the churches at an early date and to
adopt the Leinster street edifice as
the united church home, The pastor
of the Brussels street church will be-
come pastor of the united body, the
pastor of the Leinster street church,
Rev, Wellington Camp, having recent.
ly resigned to become pastor at Camp-
bellton. Only five dissenting votes
were recqrded against the merger
and these were aj) at the Brussels
street church. The affirmative vote
there totalled 96,
street church
in a body and
themselves as in favor of the amalga-
mation,

Both business sessions dere held at
the close of the regular memorial ser-
vices. At the Brussels street church
W. H. Golding was elected chairman,
The other meeting was

congregation Chair.
man Golding explained the standing
of both churches, niot only as to the
numerical strength, but as to real es-
tate and finances, These observa-
tions were based upon a personal in-
vestigation and reports of the officials
of both churches.

The resolution, which stated that
the board of deacons of the Brussels
street church deemeéd it for the bet-
terment of the church and the ad-
vancement of its work that it gshould
Join forces with Leinster street and
that the properties of both bodies be
pooled, the interests ‘of each congre-
gation becoming identical, Was pre-
sented by Deacon L. A. Belyea, who
moved the adoption. W. H. Bell gec-
onded the motion. Before a vote was
taken the matter wiis not discussed on
the floor whatever and on a standing
vobe ninety-six declared in favor of
amalgamation and only five against,

Those who voted against union did
not do so in a spirit of antagonism,
but did so for personal and sentimen-
tal reasons.

At the Leinster street meeting
Sheriff Wilson explained to a‘ large
congregation the resolution. The
members assented to it without dis-
cussion.

Meetings leading up to reorganiza-
tions will be held during the next few
weeks. It is proposed to formally dis-
miss ten or twelve prominent mem-
bers from each church who will pro-
ceed to form a new church. These
will then admit both congregations
en bloc. Deacons, trustees and other
officials will be appointed in equal re-
presentation.

The membership of the Leinster
street church is 465, of whom over 300
are active. The other church hag
over 300, more than 200 active. The
financial status of the churches jg
about the same, except that Leinster
street carries a heavier mortgage.
Leinster street has property valued
at $45,000 and the other soclety $15,
000.  Both are free from current debt
ard are not by any meas in'a weak-
ened condition financially. The Lein-
ster street church seats 900. It was
instituted in 1858 by a number who
seceded from the Brussels street con-
gregation. The church was burned in
1877. The present splendid brick edi-
fice was erected immediately after the
great fire at a cost of $40,000,

The Brussels street church was in
stituted i 1850, as an offshoot of the
Germain street church.
