Landru is Charged With Maur-
der of Eleven Wives Near
Paris.

Pars, Sept. 29 —(Associated Press.)
—The “preliminary Mmnvestigation” in
the case of Henri Landrw, whom the
pclice refer to as the Gambais Blue-
beard dnd hoid responsible for the
amsafpearance of eleven women to
whom he had promised marriage, has
just been concluded. It has lasted 18
months.

All the documents in the case,
amointing to over 5,000, have been
turned over to the Prosecutor General
of the Republic by Judge Bonin, who
concluded the preliminary investiga-
tion. The judge immediately left for
a delayed vacation, He was aceom-
panied by the good wishes of Landru,
who told the judge that it had been
a great comfdrt to him to meke his
acquaintance and that he hoped the
feeling was mutual,

Landru has consistently refused to

Church History

In the days before the Union the
Vidtoria Street Baptist Church was
kno as one of the ¥ree Baptists,
It originated on Nov. 21st, 187§ and
the church’s first pastor was Rev. T.
W. Clark. The meeting place was a
small hall in Metcalfe Street in the
then, City of Portland.

The first officers were: Deacon, L.

Dunphy, Willlam Whittaker and Wil-

liam Humphreys; treasurer, William
Humphreys; clerk, Geo. Black; helps,!

James Brown and N. B. Ward.

An extract from the minutes tn an

old church book of Nov. 2¢ reads: “It

was moved that our pastor be Rev. T
W. Clark for the coming year (1879)
at a stipulated sum of $400 for his
services.,” That was Qver forty years
ago, though.

Article II of the same conference
says ‘that it was moved and seconded
that we proceed forthwith to build a

meeting house, with dimensions 38x70

and that the church be built without
a tower.” This is the samie church
with some additions that is to be va-
catéd for the new brick church.

Pastors Since Origin

The pastors of the church gince its
origin were:

1878-82, Rev, T. W. Clark.

1882-87, Rev. W. J. Halse.

Rev, Mr. Rude served for nine

months in the year 1887 when he was
stricken one Sunday in the pulpit and
died the following day.

1887-1893, Rev, B, H. Nobles.

1893-1899, Rev. W, J. Halse.

Rev. T. W, Clark was recalled in
1899 and served on until the year
1906. Under iiis pastorate the church

enjoyed great prosperity and the num-

bers of the congregation increased

rapldly. Rev. Gideon Swim supplied

for one year and then Rev. Mr. Nobles
was recalled and served until 1917,
During his pastorate 316 names were
added to the church roll,

Rev. I. W, Williamson served the
church for semewhat over a year and
he was followed by the present pas-
tor, Rev. Geo. D. Hudson, who took

charge on August 1st, 1918.

Larger Building Neoeded

For some years it had been evident
that a larger building was needed to
house the growing congregatioh. Sev-
eral schemes were advanced but none
of them bore fruition. The project
was taken up by the present pastor
shortly after he took charge and
working quietly, but diligently, among
the members of the congregation he
finally got things going in earnest.
Oue of the trustees purchased a site
at the corner of Durham and Victoria
streetg for the sum of $5500 and pre-
sented it to the church on the condi-
tion that the building of the church
be proceeded with ti®s year.

Plans Drawn

The plans weéer drawn by H. Claire
Mott, architect, of this city, and thay
called for a building 100 ft. x 60 ft.
with interiar decorations done in
quartered oak, and with a seating ca-
pacity of 800. The estimated cost of
the building wiil be $75,000. The first
sod was turned by the pastor on July
26 and the work has been in the
hands of John Edgett and John Cor-
bett. It has gone on rapidly and now
one-fifth of the brick wall is standing.
It is hoped to have the building com-
plete and ready for the holding of
services early in 1921, #

The story of the shooting of the
Judge has already been cabled to The
Associated Press, As Judge Horta
was passing through one of the prin-
cipal streets of Lisbon, Augusf 21,
four shot were fired at him, one of the
bullets passing through his neock,
Jjust missing the carotid artery. He
was not mortally 'wounded,

The wounded man was conveyed to
the hospital, the would-he assassiu
arrested and protected, with great
difficuity against the populace, who
wanted to lynch him and followed him
and his escort to the police hsad-
quarters. There, Vieira was brought
before the Governor, who asked him
what he had to say for himself.

“I avenged my comrades, 'who were
condemued by the Tribunal to which
that man belonged, I have the right
to do s0,” sald Vieira.

CLAIM SUGAR IS
HOARDED AT
VANCOUVER

Holders of Domestic Product
Want Dumping Clause to
Affect jav‘a Sugah

Vancouver, Sept. 29.—An ugly re-
action has fellowed the application of
the dumping clause to Java sugar
coming into the westem provinces,
evan ameag sevious supporters of the
principle of protective fiscal  policy.
New angles of an old conflict are dis-
closed. The British Columbia refin-
ers supply all sugar east to Regina,
The monopoly is owned by the Rodg-
ers’ multiméfilionaires. There has
been more or less of a sugar famine
in that territory through the year.
Canners, for imstance, bequiring a car
of sugar have been able to secure but
a ton at @ tlme. The comsumer has
been paying an average of twenty-
three cents in Vancouver. They are
paying that now. Many restaurants
and hotels on the coast are still ra-
tioning their patrons in sugar,

Unequal to Demand.

The puiic has accepted the reports
that sugar supplies here were not
equal to the demand. Some dealers,
however, assert that sugar delivered
to them is caked in the sacks. Sugar
ouly cakes as a resuit of long storage.
That means, while the fruit canning
output has been retarded and house-
wives were unable to secure sufficient
sugar for preserves, sugar in the
west has been stored long emough to
cake. This does not affect the gual-
ity

Recently & company operating a
chain of five and ten-cent stores
across Canada has’ been importing
Java sugar. It & the same sacchar-
ine standard as the home article.
They have been able to pay the duty
and sell Java sugar in Vancouver at
fifteen cents a pound. Java sugar is
quoted today on the Seattle market
at thirteen and a quarter cents a
pound.

Applies to Java.

Last- week the Board of Customs
anmounced (hat the dumping clouse of
the tariff schedule would apply to
Java sugar to the extent of ome dollar
anu hty-seven cemts per hundred.
This is the first time as far as known
that the dumping clause has ever
been applied 40 ap article of food.
It is claimed here. that the domestic
supply is scarce;!or somebody is
hoarding the supply.
