The Imperial garden of Vienna was
deserted; asharp wind whiiled about the
saffron-colored leaves, withered already
by the first frost; vhe branches of the
rose-bushes, twisted and broken, trailed
1 the mud.

The Brown-Sadler Boat Race.

The following leiter has been revéived
by Will Craigen, Secretary of the Halifax
Rowing Club, and the full éxplapations,
and the consent-of Sadler to row a five-
mile race ‘with one turn, will no doubt
secure the race:

¢ Tgr SPOR"ING LiFg.”
LoxDON, Oct, 10, 1874.

DEeAr Sir: Many thanks for yours of
the 17th ult. Since receiving it I have
placed it betore Sadier and he wishes me
to state that rather than the match should
fall through he will agree 40 row & turn-
ing race, two and a half miles out and
return, as proposed by Browan. He
is quite ‘indiffcrent as to the river
that may be selected, so long as it
is suitable for the purpose, and as re-
gards that, I presume Brown is of much
. the same miund. Sadler has never been
in Ireland and therefore has no personal
knowledge of the Bann. That river was
suggested by a Tyne oarsman long resi-
dent in Ireland, and two or three ama-
teurs, who had seen the river, considered
it suitable. I send you a copy of the
Sporting Life, containing & description of
the Coleraine conrse, wr tten for us by a
member of the London daily press, who
has seen a good deal of boat racing. both
on the Tyne and Thames; and that will
dive you some idea of the place. Since
it was written, I have heard the Shannon
strongly recommended as suitable in
every way.

There seems now no reason why the
affair should not be arramged at once.
The articles sent out by us will deed a
iitsle moditication. For a straightaway
race of four miles substitute: *to row
tive miles, namely, 2§ miles to the buoy
and return to the starting point, each man
to round his own buoy.” = By stipulat-
ing that the race shall be rowed
under the new rules of boat racing; you
. ompel each man to keep his own course
throughout or leave it at his peril. Should
a man secure such a lead that he can
venture to row in-front of his opponent,
he may do so, but he must give wuy
shou'd the sternmost man approach him
aguin. As you will see by the Almanac I
send you, the new rules cover all that.

Further, it may be stipulated in the
articles that each party shall name 2
gentleman, and the two selected shall, by
a given date, choose the river in Ireland
on which the race shall be rowed  You
might have your selection at once,
and leave a blank for Sadler to
fill in bis. In the event of these
not agreeing, tle stakeholder might Le
empowered Lo choose the course. As to
the umpire for the race, the parties might
agree at the last deposit: failing such
agreement,- the stakeholder might ap-
point.

Sadler is ready to run in two months
from signing articles.

Mr. Shibley’s majority over Mr. Wag-
gouer, both Grits, was 278.

Investigation of the Charge against a Port-
land Policeman.

The paragraph relating to a Portland
policeman, in which Dennis Boyce was
said to have charged one of them with
baving taken $1.50 on- the pretence of
keeping Boyce's name out of the papers,
has created quite a flutter in police circles.
Capt. Jones, resolved on an inyestigation,
came to the city and .got Boyce over to
Portland, and then locked him np on
charges of drunkenness and slander.
Represcntatives of the papers in which
the paragraph appeared, and policeman
Briggs of the city, ware summoned as
witnesses ‘on thc latter charge. E. R.
Gregory, Esq., appeared for the police
force, and Mr. Johun Kerr for the prisoner.
The charge of druunkenness was denied,
and Mr. Kerr made a long string of
objections. He wanied to know, on
behalf of the Town of Portlard, if Jones
had any right to arvest a man in the City
of St. John. The man, althougt unever
sober, was never drunk enough to be
arrested. It was an outrage, and ke
would like to sce Jones smart for it. The
magistrate seothed his rufiled spirits,
which secemed to be at the boiling point,
by telling him that he intended to have a
thorough lavestigation of the charge of
slander. Mr. Kerr might objoct as much
as he liked. The force had heen assailed,
aund he was geing to learn the truth of
the report.  As for the arrest it was not
made da the ciyy. Jounes went
‘to the city, met DBoyce, spoke to
him ot the rcport, and asked him
to go to Portland and point out the man.
At that time he was in a half muddied
state, aud, after he got ever, he became
so drunk that it was necessary to lock
him up. Mr. Tapley then called upon
Boyce to make any statement he wished,
but, acting on Mr. Kewr's advice, he re-
fused to say a word. Doliceman Briggs
was called, and Mr. Kerr wished Ris
evidence taken, subject Lo objection.
The Magistrate told him he might have it
taken any way he wauted, and could cal)
the iuquiry extra-judicial if he hked.
Brig, s. buder oath, stated that Boyce
had told him thestory just as it was pub- |
lished.  Mr. Kerr was asked if he had !
auy questiovs Yo ask, and said, *No,

Your Honos, net 2 bi,” and exprossed

the opinton that it was very trivial. The
Magistrate related the fable of the boys
and the ox for his benefit. which seemed
to put him in better humor. Justice
Tapley then called upon Boyce for a state-
ment, advising him to take ‘‘no bad ad-
vice from Mr. Kerr.” Boyce thea said he
thought his brother paid the morey, and
that he told Briggs. He didn't think it
any harm, and supposed his brothet would
do it to keep his name out. The amount
was made §1.50 because he heard some-
body mentiea that sum at the time. The
Magistrate explained the effect of
making such charges, the public read-
ing the charge and having no evidence
opposed to it. He thought it was just a8
piece of petty spite on Boyce's-part, and
Mr. Kerr must feel proud of his client.
Kerr said he had had many more dis-
reputable clients than old Denis Boyce.
The Magistrate told him he did not doubt
it, and advised Boyce to be more cautious
in future, to go home and learn not to lie,
to repent ard be trathful. He quoted
from Shakespeare, ¢ He who steals my
purse,” &c., and expressed his opinion
that a liar was the veriest reptile that ever
lived. He would rather meet the high-

way robber than the man who would by
slander stad him in the dark. Boyce
then made an open retraction of his statea
ment and was discharged.
