A Fortune of $12,000,000 Awaiting Clalmants
in England—Not Turned Up Yet.

BrookLyYN, N. Y., May 24.—Pro-
ceedings have been commenced in the
English courts on behalf of a number
of residents of this city and ot Long
| Island, to recover as heirs-at-law 12,-
{000,000 in money. About the year
{ 1810 Robert Shephard, a wealthy resi-
{ dent of London, deposited in the Bank
|of England £1,000,000.to the credit of
| Elizabeth Shephard, his only sister.—
| She had made a runaway mateh with
| Juhn Shephard, a poor cousin, and this
{resulted in an estrangement from her
| relatives. The couple went to Canada
[to try their fortunes and were lost
| sight of. In course of time the affec-
tion of Robert for his sister revived,
and he used every effort to discover
the where-abouts ot the yoang couple
but was unsuccessful.- He then de-
posited the sum namead to his sister’s
credit and shortly afterwards died.—
The money lay in the bank for some
time, and, no claimant appearing, ad-
vertisements were inserted in the
Eunglicsh newspapers and the New
York Herald inviting the heirs of Rob’t
and his sister Elizgbeth 'to come for-
ward and claim their inheritance.—
No“response was ever received, and
the money still lies in the bank. Since
then, however,.-several heirs have
turned up;all these are great grand
nephews or grand nieces of Elizabeth
Shephard and Robert Shephard, a
brother, who died before the money
was deposited by Robert. It is esti-
mated that the million pounds sterling
will now amount, at compound inter-
est, to about $12,000,000.

ANGLIN’S MEETING AT
TRACADIE.

Tracadie, June 2
Editors of Advocate.
DEAR Sirs:—Mr. Anglin addressed

a few of the electors of this. place oa

Friday night. A notice was given on

the day previous at the Chapel that he

was to be in Tracadie on Friday and

wished to meet his friends at 6 p. m.

to speak to them. He did not how-

ever put in an appearance until about

4 past eight p. m., and as he spoke

outside it was almost too dark to see

the speaker.

He commenced by saying they had
all no doubt heard that an election
was aboat to take place in Gloucester,
and toey would naturally feel anxious
to know the facts in connection with
the case, and why it was that he had
lost his seat.

Those facts he was here to state. It
was well known that in all the past
history of Canada, the patronage of
the Government was always transfer-
r&d» from the supporters of the party
losing power to those who supported
the victorious party. -Thishad always
been the rale, and there was nothing
wrong in it. Well when the Sir J. A.
Macdonald party went out of office,
a great deal of Government printing
was done in St. John. The Morning
News and other papers were engaged
in this work. As soen as the Mac-
kenzie Government went into power
that printing was transferred—part
of it was sent to the Globe printing
office, and’part to the Freeman office.
He had never asked for this. D. A.
M‘Donald had met him on the street
in Ottawa and said to him. ‘I have
sent all the post office printing to your
office,” and he (Mr. Anglin) had
thanked him for it and passed on, not
thinking, and not believing yet that
by doing so he had violated the In-
dependence of Parliament Act. From
1873, when he first got this printing,
until 1875, when it was withdrawn
from him, the whole of the post office
printing for New Brunswick had been
done wn the Freeman Office, and that
all he had made out of the transaction
was the profit on the work done, just
as Mr. Willis of the News had done be-
fore; and it had to be acknowledged
that he had done the work at a lower
rate than it had been done in the
News effice, while the work was done
there. And now he would tell them
why this work was taken from the
Freeman office in 1875. It was net
because the Government for a mo-
wment thought that he, as a member -
of that Government, had not as good a
right to do public work, and get paid
for it, as any one else. No, it was be-
cause he, Mr. Anglin, had spoken in
defeuce of the Catholic Church when
it was assailed by Mr. Huntington in
his Argentile speech; it was because
he Mr. Anglin, had used his pen, his
brain and his time, in defending
that Church of which he had always
been an humble member, that the
post office printing had been with-
drawn without a day’s warning, and
given to an Ottawa office.

It is not because he had violated

any law that he now stood before them

Lo asx for their sympathy and support;

it was because he was an Irish Roman

Catholic.

It was Mr. Mackenzie Bowell, the

Grand Master of all the Orange Lodges

in Upper Canada who first brought

that-charge against him, (Anglin).—

He was singled out because he was

the leading Irish Catholic in the Dom-

inion, and persecated through jealousy
and bigotry.

Now he was about to come to them,

the electors of Gluucester, once more

to ask them to send him back to Otta-
wa. He did not come before them
asking to be forgiven for any act of
omission or commission; he was not
going to beg them to return him onee
more, because he felt he did not need
forgiviness, as he had done nothing of
which he was ashamed. - No, he took
higher grounds than that, he asked
them to return him because they could
not send any other man to fill his
place. The position which he held
as the leading Catholic in the Dom-

Composition for Covering Boilers and
Steam Piping.

The process has been employed for
some time with great success for pre-
veating the loss of heat from steam
pipes, domes of generators, cylinders
of steam engines, etc. It consists in
covering the same with a mixtare of
sawdust (no matter from what wood)
and ordinary flour paste in a very
liguid state. The sawdust being ad-
ded to make a thick paste, and applied
according te the following directions,
will form a compact mass, the adher-
ence of which is very great when ap-
plied on clean surfaces of wrought
or cast iron ; but on copper pipes it is
more difficalt to apply the first coat:
in which case it is necessary to, wash
the copper pipe to be covered with a
clay wash made with potter’s clay nn-
til it forms a thin coating, after which
the sawdust and paste will adhere
firmly. Itis very simple to apply;
any ordinary mason with a small
trowel is all that is necessary. Lay
on five successive coats one fifth of an
inch thick. Let the pipes or other ob-
jects to be covered be kept warm by
the aid of a little steam, and let one
coat be perfectly dry before applying
a second. Should the pipes be out-
side, exposed to the open air, give
them three or four coats of coal tar to
make them waterproof, bat if inside
of a building it is not neccssary. It
is well to pass the sawdust through a
riddle, to cleanse it from the coarse
fragments of wood which are always
to be found among sawdust. There
is ne contraction in drying the com-
position, therefore no leakage. Steam
pipes so covered, the correspondent
believes, lose less heat than when
covered by any ether patented pro-
cess sold for that purpose. It
is much _less expensive, and much
more cfficient. The sawduast is to
be found in most facteries, scarcely of
apy valpe. With 1 cwt. of flour
(about $3.75 worth), he says he can
cover as much surface as formerly
with $200 worth of the composition
he was then using, which cost him at
the rate of 75 cents or $1 per cwt.—
Its lightness renders it still more
valuable for such purposes. There is
very little expansion or contraction
in the pipes, being well protected;
therefore no leaky joints.— Textile
Manufacturer.

Crop ProspecTs.—So far as we can |
learn the prospects for the crops |
throughout Ontario, at present are |
unusaally favorable.
