Brain Workers.

The Medical Agesuays that the most
frequent fault of the brain worker is
excessive application to work. The
most intense and fatiguing: of toils is
pursued almost uninterruptedly, food
1s neglected, and the claims of exercise
and sleep are but imperfectly admit-
ted. Two hours’ exercise in the open
air, daily, is probably a minimum and
might prudently be exceeded. The
brain worker must live, sparingly
rather than luxuriously; he must pre-
fer the lighter classes of food to the
heavier, and he must be very prudent
in the use of alcohol. Tobacco and
tea are apt to be favorites with him,
and their immoderate use may require
to be guarded against. It is a nice
question whether he needs more or
less sleep than other men. Many men
of genius are light slecpers, probably
in some cases a misfortune, but there
seems some ground for the notion
that more than a moderate indulgence
in sleep is unfavorable to successful
mental effort.

Railroad Employes in India.

Speaking of railroad wages in India,
I find that section- men work bere for
from three to five cents a day, and
that the roads can get all the men
they want at these prices. Engineers
work on time and distance, and the
are about the highest paid of the rail-
road employes.. They get about $70 a
month while running regularly, but
they can increase this by extra run-
ning ‘to $85 and $100 a month. The
Indian railways have no conductors
in our sense of the word. The tickets
are collected and examined by men at
the various stations, and the guard
who manages the trains in other re-
spects has nothing to do with the
tickets. Such guards get about $25a
month, and on the smaller railroads

they receive from $7 to $20a month.

The most of the guards are natives or
half breeds, while a majority of the
engineers are English. I don’t think
the English engineers are as well post-
ed as our American oncs. I asked one
of them the weight of his engine. He
stammered and replied that he did not
know. The American engineer can
tell you just what his eugﬁxe weigh
how much steam she carries and aﬁ
about her.—Frank G. Carpenter.

Readers knew that thereis no pur-
er writer than this delightful noveli
whohas never penned a line that the
severest moralist would blot; but when
““The Luck of Roaring Camp” was put
into type the young woman who was
proof reader in the office of the maga-
zine found something in it which
shocked her dreadfully.

Mr. Bret Harte was editor of the
magazine for which he wrote the
story (I am not absolutely certain of
the name, and as this anecdote has, I
believe, never been published, I must
not make a mistake in a bit of lite:
history). He had i'ust been appoin
and this was one of his earliest contri-
butions, if not actually the first.

The proprietor and publisher of the
magazine was a long way from being
a man of letters, but to him the gentle
proof reader appealed. She could not
very well grot.eat to the editor and au-
thor, so she went to the owner and
told him what a dreadful story Mr.
Bret Harte had written; indeed, she
felt it impossible to retain her place if
so shocking a writer was going to kee
on with this sort of thing—dull, vuf
gar, stupid and oh! so improper.

I found that these wo
formed the key to the next thirty or
forty pages, and that the meaning of
many expressions that would other-
wise have been obscure became mani-
fest. New words also explained them-
selves by the context.

Every now and then, after reading
a few pages, | resorted to the diction-
ary and sought the meaning of those
unknown words that 1 could remem-
ber without looking at the book. I
then turned back to the beginniug
and read the wholea second time, an
I was delighted to find that a very

Wealthy Jews in Britain,

It is a fact that in Great Britain the
Jews are, taken collectively, far more
wealthy than the remainder of the
population. Some little time fig-
ures were published which :ﬁgwed
that the average yearly income of the
Jewish inhabitants of London was
£106, while that of the whole of the
inhabitants of the kingdom, taken col-
lectively, amounted to only £35; that
is to say, the Jews are nearlgthreo
times as wealthy as the non-Jewish
residents of Great Britain. Putting it

another way, the Jews form only
one seven hun and fiftieth part of
the population, but hayve between them
one' two hundred and fiftieth of the
national wealth. The following fig-
ures show the matter looked at from a
different aspect:

One Jewish family in every hun-
dred has an income of $50,000 a year
or'more. A similar income is only
enjoyed by one family in every 2,500
a.mong the rest of the population. One
Jewish family in every twelve has an
income of over $2,500 a ycar, while
among the Gentiles the proportion is
only one in seventy-iiv.. —Ouce a
Week.

Bleeding to Death.

1t is not now generally remember-
ed, but itis literally true, that Wash-
ington was bled to death by his doc-
tors. The doctors were not to blame
for this. They only did what their
professional forerunners had been do-
ing under similar circumstances for
and what Washington himself
would probably have desired had he
been caught without medical advice.
But—we under correction in
this (says The Nation)—it is probably
at least fifty years since any distin-
hed man has run any similar risk
the United States. In other words,
within the past half century, Ameri-
can, English and French doctors have
abandoned what for thousands of
years they had treated as the sheet
anchor of their treatment, a remedy
which they applied in nine out of ten
cases which fell into their hands. A
more striking illustration of the un-
certainty of the medical art its revil-
ers are not able to produce. It is true
the doctors try to weaken the force of
the illustration by pleading that the
characteristics of diseases have chang-
ed, that they are no longer of the in-
flammatory type as they used to be,
or so much the result of plethora; but
this does not make much impression.
The practice is still kept up in those
countries in which medical education
has made least advances—Spain, for
instance, and Italy. Within our own
time, another t man of the Wash-
ington type, Count Cavour, has been
slain by medical bleeding precisely as
Washington was. The worse Cavour
grew, the more his doctors bled him,
and he finally succumbed under the
treatment, in the flower of his age and
in the midst of his usefulness.—San

Francisco Argonaut.

The Cause of Our Railway Problem.

When legislative inducements were
made to investors for the construction
of new railroads, capitalists were
leased to be relieved of ordinary pru-
ence in making their investments,
and upon the strength of such legisla-
tion continued to build railroads in
excess of commercial wants, expecting
to so adjust the trafiic rates as to in-
sure to them good profits;,but this
was never the purpose of the shippers
or of the legislators who represented
them, for, by the construction of nu-
merous lines, they expected to arouse
a spirit of competition among the rail-
roads which would lead to cut rates
and reduced cost of service. Thus
the original laws which stimulated the
organization and construction of rail-
roads polarized the interests of the in-
vestors and the shippers, and made

mutually repellent forces which
should have mutually attracted. Each
was deluded by false hopes, for

neither considered the rights or inter-
ests of the other, and all subsequent
legislation which has aimed to pre-
serve the benefits of unwise and pre-
mature railroad construction to the
public has shifted all the evilsand con-
