The Budget Debate.

Mr. Paterson’* Reply to Sir Leonard 
Tilley.

Mr. Paterson (Bfqjit.)—We have had 
again the pleasure of listening to the 
financial statement from the hon. Finance 
Minister of the Dominion. It is a matter 
of a great deal of importance to every 
hon. member of this House, as, no doubt, 
it is to every citizen of the country who 
takes any interest in the affairs of .State. 
I have listened, in common with others, 
as carefully as I could to the remarks 
that have fallen from the lips of the hon. 
gentleman who administers our finances. 
It is impossible, of course, to remember 
all thé points, to recollect all the state­
ments, much less to carry in one's mind 
or jot down as they are uttered all the 
figures and tables of figures that may bo 
given; but I think I have been able to 
gather, from the statements that have 
fallen from the hon. gentleman’s lips, 
enougli to enable mo to, at any rate, 
follow in some measure the line of l\is 
argument, and to notice at some little 
length some of the statements he has 
made and the deductions he has drawn 
therefrom. No doubt the debate will go 
on, and many other hon. members will 
take part in it, and it will be quite possible 
for them, when the figures we have 
listened to are in r int and in the posses­
sion of hon. members, to carefully scan 
them and see whether the interpretation 
placed upon them by the hon. Finance 
MinUter can be fully borne out. This 
task I leave in the hands of hon. gentle­
men on both sides of the House who, 
I am sure will be able to deal intelligently 
with the subject. Following then the 
line adopteiAy the hon. Finance Minis­
ter, I am(brought first to consider the 
question of administration with reference 
to the public expenditure. The hon. 
gen'leman knew that the Public Ac­
counts were in the hands of members; 
he knew they showed that there had 
been a very great increase of expenditure; 
and he did what it was only natural he 
should do, he sought to break the force 
of that by attempting to explain and 
justify each item, in order, if possible, to 
save himself, and the Administration of 
which he is one of the able members, 
from blame and censure in that regard. 
Nor am I disposed to say that he alto­
gether failed in showing that in some of 
this increased expenditure there is a 
corresponding benefit derived from the 
receipts of different Departments in 
which this increased expendi ture is made; 
nor do I desire, though the hon. gentle­
man seemed to think it was part of our 
policy to withhold this information from 
the public, to withhold it from them. 
I am quite willing the people of this 
country should understand, that while 
we have increased the expenditure upon 
our railways and -canals, we have also 
increased the revenue -therefrom, and 
that should be taken into account. But, 
Sir, the point I think the country is 
interested in is this: that in all these ex . 
planations, in all these justifications, the 
people are sometimes apt to be bewilder­
ed and to say: “Why can’t our Members 
of Parliament, in dealing with figures, 
give some figuree that may be taken and 
accepted as correct—without explanation 
without justification, without explaining 
away. Why not give us figures upon 
which we can all agree?” Now, Sir, I 
think that is the duty of the Govern­
ment, and I think that is my duty, 
addressing myself now to the task of at­
tempting to reply, though it may be but 
feebly, to the utterances of the Finance 
Minister. And if we do that, we will 
have but little difficulty in understand­
ing and convincing the people that the 
hon. gentleman opposite who, when in 
for five years, charged upon the Admin­
istrât" on of that day, gross extravagance, 
because the public expenditure had 
been increased. I will be able to charge 
back upon those hon. gentlemen, and it 
will not be for them to resent anything 
in this direction, they themselves having 
adopted that line of criticism when they 
occupied this side of the House. The 
figures I propose to take are those of the 
official documents furnished by the Gov­
ernment to the House; the figures I shall 
adduce, will be figures not cooked in any 
manner by myself, but those placed in 
our hands by the Government of the day. 
And am I not fair in doing so? While I 
admit the hon. Finance MÜïïster has a 
right to make explanations as to the in­
crease in various directions, he will not 
forget that the same state of things pre­
vailed under the Mackenzie Administi 
tion—that if there is justification now, 
there was justification then; that if there 
is an increased expenditure and an 
increased revenue now, there was an 
increased revenue following an increased 
expenditure then. Therefore, for the 
purpose of comparison—and it is by 
comparison we learn—all the specious 
arguments of the hon. gentlemen must 
be cast aside, and we must take the fig­
ures as they are furnished to us in the 
Public Accounts, and judging from them 
he must determine what the record of 
this Government has been. I do not 
desire to go too far back in the history of 
the country; I therefore make brief 
mention of the fact that, while the 
prient Government wye in power seven 
years prior to the Macker.zie Adminis­
tration, they justified tire charge that we 
have to make upon them upon this oc­
casion upon them—thattthey increased 
at an enormous rate, with prodigious 
speed, the public expenditure; that in 
their seven years they ran it up from 
$13,000,000 to $23,000,000; that they ran 
controllable expenditure from $3,000,000 
to $8,000,000. Then they, were succeeded 
hy an Administration, who, for five years, 
conducted the afthirs of this country, 
and I propose now to look at the record 
of that Government and compare it, not 
with the record of this Government in 
the seven years preceding, for that is- 
past and gone, but comp.ire it with the 
record of this Government for the jive 
years that have sqoa^^ded |he period, 
yilçiqg the Estimates for the coming 
year 1883-84. What were the facts, Sir? 
When the Mackenzie Administration 
were in power the expenditure was 
$23,316,316. They remained in power 
five years, and when they went out of
power it had increased to $34,455,381, or 
an inorease of $1,139,065 during the five 
years of the hon. member for East York’s 
Adminstration. Now, Sir, we are taking 
the Estimates that have been placed 
upon the Table foi the year 1883-84, and 
what does that show? Simply an in­
crease of a little ever $l,0p0,000 as the

Mackenzie Administration showed? No, 
Sir, but it exhibits an expenditure of 
iô,795,619. These are the bare facts. 
Looking at them we can readily under 
stand how desirable it was on the part 
of the hon. Finance Minister; that he 
should attempt some explanation for this 
rapid increase, which explanation is of 
no avail, inasmuch as the mitigating cir­
cumstances mentioned by him operated 
under the Mackenzie Administration as 
well as under this. The expenditure 
when these gentlemen who denounced 
the Mackenzie Administration for their 
extravagance went out of power, was 
$24,445,381; today, by the Estimates 
placed upon the Table of the House, the 
hon. Finance Minister asks us to give 
him $30,250,000 to carry on the affairs of 
the country. Sir, there is another test 
with reference to the economical manage­
ment of the affairs by the Government, 
and that is the ordinary expenses of the 
Government—the controllable expendi­
ture; that expenditure, which a gentle­
man who is now a member of the 
Government, during the time of the 
Mackenzie Administration declared was 
as much under the control and the 
management of the Ministry of the day 
as were their household expenses. When 
the hon. member for East York took 
possession of the Government he found 
the ordinary expenditure was $8,324,076. 
He administered the public afiairs for 
five years, and when he left oEce he left 
the ordinary expenditure at $6,941,577. 
Instead of an increase in the controllable 
expenditure, that which is under the 
control of the Ministry ot the day, he 
succeeded in decreasing it by $1,382,499. 
But, Sir, what is the record of the hon. 
gentleman opposite with reference to 
this controllable expenditure since they 
have attained power? Taking them for 
a like period of five years, taking their 
Estimates for 1883-84, what do we find? 
When they came into oEce the controll­
able expenditure was $6,491,577; they 
ask us this year to give them $10,075,015; 
in other words, in their five years, in­
stead of decreasing it, as the Mackenzie 
Administration did nearly $1,500,000, 
they have increased it $3,138,438. There 
Sir, is a plain financial statement of fig­
ures that no man who is desirous of dis­
cussing the question can get behind at 
all. For they stand for comparison for 
the people of this country and tne hon. 
members of this House to look into for 
themselves, and to judge with reference 
to the protestation of economical manage­
ment on the part of hon. gentlemen 
opposite. If we were to look into them 
in detail what would we find? We would 
find that in all the departments of the 
Government there is a very greatly in­
creased expenditure. Take the item of 
Civil Government. In the year 1878-79 

for I take the year 1879, though the 
Mackenzie Administration were in 
power but a part of that year; but I 
desire to take all the hon. gentleman 
can fairly charge upon them—$861,170 
suEced for the purpose of Civil Govern­
ment. This year we are asked to give 
the hon. gentleman opposite $1,109,100 
for the same purpose, or an increase of 
$247,930. When we were.in power the 
hon. gentlemen opposite were fond of 
charging us with employing a larger staff 
of men than was requisite, but they have 
increased it to a wonderful extent. Then 
302 men, at a cost of $343,510, suEced 
to run all the Departments. They come 
down, and, by their Estimates, ask to 
employ 499 men at a cost of $538,989; 
they ask us to give them 197 more ser­
vants in the different Departments than 
the Mackenzie Administration had, at an 
increased cost of $195,479. They ask us 
to increase the staff 65 per cent., and the 
pay 57 per cent. Thus we have some 
idea of how mattters go. If we were to 
take a peep into contingencies of Civil 
Government, into the little odds and 
ends jotted down for this and that pur­
pose, we would find that extravagance— 
shall I say expenditure? I will say it if 
we term it not extravagant—has run riot 
in the Departments in regard to contin­
gent expenses. There little expenses 
are dotted down under convenient heads, 
but they are specified sometimes; and we 
are able to form a judgment respecting 
them. In looking into contingincies I 
find hon. Ministers^, now occupying the 
Treasury benches using—thousands of 
dollars for travelling^expenses, where 
hundreds did under'Che Mackenzie Ad­
ministration. I find immensef sums put 
down in items of that kind; and if I were 
to go through the various Departments 
and specify items, hon. members would 
be inclined tpdtfughabdwonderwhether 
some jffjtKe items charged were really 
correct or not. I find an increase in the 
Militia Department $1,006 in contingen­
cies alone. I find placed down here for 
gas alone, $550.1 am not objecting to the 
hon. Minister of Militia engaging a cab 
once in a while, or even oftener; but to 
thè demoralizing effect of thehon. Minis­
ter of War riding about in a cushioned car­
riage—a man who should be trained to war 
—I would recommend not with the view of 
taking away from the ease which I desire 
the hon. gentleman to enjoy, but, in 
order that there may be no demoralizing 
influence on the force, that he should put 
down instead of (tcab hire,” “war steeds,’ 
so that the militia might think that the 
hon. Minister was engaged in practising 
with his war charger, in order the mote 
effectually to show an example of brav­
ery and eEciency to the troops under him. 
Let me come down to the Secretary of 
States’ Department, which shows an in­
crease of $924. The item of cab hire 
figures there to the extent of $331. An4 
so we might go through the ÇepaUment 
of the Interior, which, however, I will not 
touch upon, because, no doubt, the hon. 
First Minister, having had his attention 
called to the matter, he will see that 
economy is practised in the future, as he 
was careful to press upon my friend the 
member for East York when he occupied 
the position of Head of the Department, 
And so we slight go to the Department 
of Public \y<vk&, where a certain Mr. 
MacRay la mentioned in the Auditor 
General’s Report as having been paid 
$1,109, the Auditor General remarking 
that he had not been able to get an exact 
copy of the account and full details. 
Thus we find all through the Dçptp’tment 
increase of staff, increase of coat, increase 
in contingent expenses ; and the Gov­
ernment are running the mad race they 
ran when in power before, and are ex­
pending, I repeat, thousands; where 
hundreds served for the same purpose 
when Mr. Mackenzie was in pqwer. We 
next come to thequeslkmof Immigration 
and Quarantine. $212,224 answered for 
thati service during the Mackenzie Ad-

ministration, while hon. gentleman 
opposite are asking this year for the like 
purpose, $570.487, or, in addition to what 
was expendech&t that time, $358,263, an 
increase of expenditurelunder that head 
amounting to nearly 150 per cent. We 
are entitled to some ^explanation in 
regard to this increase, and the 
House did not receive it from the 
hon. Finance Minister. Hon. members 
who were in this House at the time the 
Canadian Pacific Railway bargain was 
submitted, will remember how the hon. 
thè First Minister insisted that the bar­
gain should be completed soon, because 
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
were then about initiating an extensive 
system of immigration in consort with 
the Dominion Government; and it was 
of the utmost necessity that the bargain 
should be consummated quickly, in order 
that they might be enabled to go over to 
the Old Country and perfect a system 
of immigration, and let this country have 
the benefit of it. That lmrgain was con 
summated, I think the terms were ex­
travagant, that the company obtained 
terms altogether too liberal from the 
people of this Dominion. But what have 
they done with respect to this question 
of immigration ? How comes it that we 
are asked to devote $358,263 more to 
promote immigration than before this 
company was formed, when wo are told 
expressly that one of the great benefits 
conferred by the company was to bo that 
they would reduce the cost of immigra­
tion, they acting as immigration agents 
in bringing men here. I have not seen 
the report of the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way Company, and I therefore make this 
remark subject to correction, but I have 
been informed that in the report of that 
company there does not appear the ex­
penditure of a single dollar for immigra­
tion purposes. And yet the Government 
of Canada purposes to expend 150 per 
cent, more for immigration purposes, 
And yet the Government of Canada pro­
poses to expend 150 per cent, more for 
immigration purposes than it did before 
that company was formed. For whose 
benefit? If the lands in the North-West 
had been ours, if colonization companies 
had not been so largely increased, and if 
the lands had not been locked up in the 
hands of those companies, then I could 
understand that we might derive some 
benefit from that expenditure ; but the 
land being tied up in every shape and 
form, I imagine the money voted for the 
purpose will be voted far more for the 
purpose of enhancing and benefiting the 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company than 
for benefiting the country whose money 
is being used for that purpose. We pass 
on to consider the question of pensions 
and superannuations. $221,326 answered 
for that service under the late Govern­
ment, but $293,385 are now asked for; 
being an increase of $35,834. Public 
Works were managed for $1,013,595, but 
$2,447,940 are asked, being an increase 
of $1,168,632. Under the head of mis­
cellaneous, $101,602 proved suficient in 
1875, but we are now asked to vote $194,- 
950. Indian grants involved an expendi­
ture of $489,327 in 1879, we are now asked 
to vote $875,949. Here I must say that 
the remarks of the hon. the Finance 
Minister in regard to that point carried a 
good deal of weight. If this money is re­
quired to be expended on the Indians, 
fault cannot fairly be found with the 
Government in adopting the plan of con­
ciliating the Indians, instead of an op­
posite policy. The expenditure for 
mounted police has increased from 
$344,823 to $416,000, being an increase of 
$68,177. This outlay for the mounted 
police, if required in order to preserve 
the peace and well-being of the country, 
is an item to which I will not take very 
great exception ; but I take the oppor­
tunity to point out that hon. gentlemen 
opposite found fault with expenditures 
in the very Departments in which in­
creases are now observable. We find 
that $719,711 answered for the Customs 
Department in 1878-79, but now we are 
asked to vote in this relation $779,450, or 
an increase of $59,719, Permit me here 
to ?ay, I think that this is an expenditure 
which may fairly be justified, and I am 
not prepared to find fault with it. I am 
free to admit that the administration of 
this Department by the hon. Minister, 
who presides over it,has been remarkably 
economical, and it is but fair to give him 
credit for it ; but I do not wish him to 
assume that I consider he has discharged 
his duty in all respects, because I have 
to-find fault with some matters with re­
ference to the administration of his De­
partment ; but he has kept closer to the 
line which he laid down for himself, than 
have done other hon. members of the 
Government who sit beside him. I would 
I could say the same thing with reference 
to the Excise Department with which I 
have to find fault. Hon. gentlemen op­
posite, when in Opposition, denounced 
the extravagance of the Mackenzie Ad­
ministration, on accoûnt of the great cost 
attending its administration ; but where­
as that Government asked for $211,064 
for this Department in the year 1879, we 
are now asked to vote $288,380 to do the 
same work, or $77,316 more to do the 
work for the year 1884, than was neces­
sary in 1879. Well, Sir, it cannot be 
alleged, as the hon. Minister of Customs 
might allege in his case, that there is an 
increase in the revenue from this Depart­
ment, and a greater volume of merchan­
dise handled, or greater traEc to be 
looked after; for we find that the revenue 
from the Excise,, in 1879, was $5,390,763, 
while this year the hon. the Minister of 
Finance estimates receipts of $5,400,000 
from this source, being almost precisely 
the same as they were in the year 1879, 
and yet we are asked to expend $77,316, 
or 33^ per cent, more for collecting this 
revenue than was demanded during the 
last year of the Mackonaie Administra­
tion, when they were denounced for their 
extravagance. In reference to it, Sir, I 
trust that the hon. Minister who presides 
over this Department, will give his 
attention to it, instead of devoting his 
time—which a Minister of the Crown 
should give to the duties ojf his Depart­
ment—to other mattoi*, now that the 
Ontario Enactions are over—Elections 
which did not concern this hon. gentle­
man in the slightest degree. I hope he 
will find it convenient to discharge the 
duties of his oEce, which should not 
suffer from his taking part in a local 
election in a Provir\co to which he does 
not belong j and will see to it, that he 
rectifies the gross extravagance which 
pervades his Department, shown by the 
immense sum asked for it by tho Gov­
ernment. With reference to the Post 
OEce Department, we find that we are
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asked to vote $453,887 more than was the
case last year. This item, I shall not 
criticise very closely, because I think that 
the hon. Finance Minister gave some 
reason—and a good reason, I will even 
go the length of saying—for this increase 
in this Department. We must expect 
it, as wo are opening up a new country 
as wo are doing in the immense North- 
West, and while providing necessary 
postal facilities, we must make up our 
minds to the fact that we must have an 
increased expenditure in this relation ; 
and we can rejoice—if the hon. gentleman 
is able next year, as he was today—to 
say that the increase in the revenue from 
this source was greater during the coming 
year than was tho case during the past 
year. I think that the next point alluded 
to by the lion, the Finance Minister was 
the result of tho working of the Tarrifl 
as between Great Britain and the United 
States ; and he took credit to himself, 
while speaking on this matter, on the 
ground that the position which he had 
taken when tho subject was discussed 
with a great deal of vigor in 1879, was 
fully justified by the returns ; and that 
the position which was taken by hon. 
gentlemen on this side of the House, 
when it suits him to do so, and which I 
may fairly say belongs to him, if even it 
pertains to us somewhat—he took certain 
years which made out apparently a case 
for himself ; but I would ask him to take 
the running and the bearing of the trade 
between Great Britain and the United 
States as it now exists. Why did not 
the hon. gentleman make a comparison 
In this respect between the years 1881 
and 1882, years just following each other. 
Let us now go back five or six years to 
see whether the Tariff works as he 
represents. What are the facts T Have 
the imports from Great Britain increased 
in greater ratio than the imports from 
the United States. No ; but quite the 
reverse. Instead of the position of the 
hon. gentleman being borne out by the 
facts, the position of the hon. gentlemen 
on this side of the House is fully so home 
out. What are the figures which are 
furnished by the hon. Minister of Cus­
toms ; and therefore they may be relied 
on without" the least shadow of doubt. 
In 1882, there entered into consumption 
of imports from Great Britain, $50,597,- 
341 worth ; and, in 1881, the importa 
from the same country amounted in 
value to $43,583,808 ; or we had an in­
crease in the imports from Great Britain 
of goods entering into consumption in 
the year 1882, over the year 1881, of 
$794,533, Well, then, we had entered 
for consumption, in imports from United 
States in the year 1882, $48,289,052 worth; 
and, in 1881, we had from them but 
$36,704,112 worth; or we had an increase, 
in the imports from the United States, 
in 1882 over 1881, of $11,584,940, against 
an increase in imports from Great Britain 
of $7,014,000; and yet the hon. Finance 
Minister thinks that his position is borne 
out by the facts, and that the operation 
of the Tariff is such that the imports from 
Great Britain have increased, while the 
Imports from the United States have 
decreased. Well, Sir, with reference to 
the duties paid on these goods, what are 
the facts ? With regard to the $50,000,- 
000 and over imported from Great Britain 
in 1882, wo collected a duty of $80,011,- 
811, which is as near as may be 20 per 
cent, on the goods entered from Great 
Britain ; and, in 1881, on $43,583,808 of 
imports from that country, the duty col­
lected amounted to $8,772,949, or the 
same average duty of 20 per cent. Now, 
what was the amount of the duty col­
lected on the goods imported from ihe 
United States? On the $48,289,052 
worth of goods imported from the United 
States in 1882, the duty collected was 
$7,082,722, or only 15 per cent., as against 
20 per cent, on British goods.

Sir Leonard Tilley. Hear, hear.
Mr. Paterson. Yes ; hear, hear. The 

hon. Finance Minister says, “hear, hear,” 
but he will not deny that I have figured 
it correctly.

Sir Leonard Tilley. Yes ; but the fact 
is misleading, Mr. Speaker, because he 
required to look at the rate of duty col­
lected in 1878 in order to reach a correct 
conclusion as to the effect of the Tariff.

Mr. Paterson. I have no doubt, Mr. 
Speaker, that the conclusion is very 
misleading if applied to the conclusions 
drawn by the hon. Finance Minister; 
but it is anything but misleading when 
applied to the point which I am making. 
I have shown, I think, that the duty paid 
on British imports exceeded $800,000, or 
20 per cent in the years 1881 and 1882, 
while the duty on the United States im­
ports in each case was 15 per cent. ; and 
1 pointed out that from the year 1881 to 
1882 the imports from Great ;Britain 
increased but $7,000,000, while the im­
ports during the same period from the 
United States increased over$l 1,000,000. 
Therefore these figures effectually prove 
the position taken by the hon. Finance 
Minister, and effectually establish what 
is contended for by hon. gentlemen on 
this side of the House. Now, let me say 
here, if it will be any comfort to the hon. 
gentleman—and in this matter I speak 
entirely for myself—that I do not attach, 
and never did attach, as much importance 
to the question of the imports from Great 
Britain and the United States respective­
ly, that some hon. gentlemen have 
attached to it. True, I recognize the 
fact that in England we borrow our 
money, that Her flag floats over us, that 
Her Army and Navy are pledged to de­
fend us, and therefore it was not exactly 
a thing that might be called very loyal 
to Great Britain to put on a Tariff that 
would legislate specially against them. 
I have gone that far in sentiment, but 
we all know that in matters of trade 
there is very little sentiment ; and while 
we are willing to give what advantages 
we might fairly give to Great Britain, we 
also recognize that while she is one of 
our great customers, while we like to 
interchange our commodities with her, 
should never lose eight of the fact that 
the great Republic to the south of us is a. 
nation which, whether we live on amic­
able terms with them or not—is a nation 
against which we should not stir up feel­
ings of strife. I am one of those who- 
believe that it is not in the interests of 
Canada that harsh words should be utter­
ed against that nation. When I find, 
them taking $40,000,000worth of product» 
and giving us gold, or what is equivalent 
to gold in return; I value their trade as I 
value the trade of any other country? 
and, therefore, I say that 1 have not at­
tached the importance to this question 
that some hon. gentlemen seem to haver 
attached to it. I merely allude to this* 
fact because the hon. Finance Minister»
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thought it 'necessary to establish every 
position he had ever taken in the past 
with reference to Tariff changes, and 
sought to prove himself in the right in 
regard to them, and in consequence that 
those who differed from him were in the 
wrong. The next point touched upon by 
the hon. Finance Minister was ont with 
regard to which I confess I felt a little 
sympathy for him ; for even party warfare 
in the House of Commons, and the desire 
to, gat the better of anropponent, cannot 
prevent a little feeling of sympathy 
sometimes arising in one’s breast when 
we find our opponent in too tight a place 
for his comfort. In such a tight place, I 
may. venture to say, without offending 
the feelings of the hon. gentle nen, was 
the hon. Finance Minister when lie touch 
ed upon that subject which is known by 
the name of the Balance of Trade. That 
was a subject upon which we have had 
veiy strong arguments from the lion. 
Finance Minister. That- was a subject of 
which hon., gentlemen opposite were 
fully cognizant, a subject which they had 
grasped in its details, a subject as to 
which they had laid down a cast iron 
rule, a subject which they had mastered 
thoroughly and entirely. The position 
which they took upon that question they 
held to be unassailable fn its nature, and 
the arguments adduced from this side 
were arguments which they considered 
could not bear investigation. The hon. 
Minister of Customs in the year 1880, 
when the hon. gentlemen succeeded for 
orié year in reducing the imports below 
the éxports, placed, or caused to be plac­
ed, in the Report of the Commissioner 
of "Customs to the Minister of Customs, 
in' the préface to the Trade and Naviga­
tion , Returns, in very conspicuous 
language—he hurled to Parliament and 
to the world the £taind fact that at last 
they had accomplished what they had 
claimed they would accomplish ; that 
they had equalized the imports with the 
exports, and, therefore, that prosperity 
had dawned upon the country, and they 
had achieved that which it was the duty 
of Statesmen td achieve. When I made 
a motion in the Mouse with reference to 
another subject, the Minister of Customs, 
in replying, said, that all it was necessary 
to do in anSwér to mÿ argument was 
simply to point me to the fact that the 
Commissioner has stated, in the preface 
to the Trade and Navigation Returns, 
that we Had equalized the imports and 
the expdrts. Next year the balance was 
§7,000,000 against them. The Commis­
sioner of Customs alilides to that fact in 
a vOiy gingerly manner in the preface to 
4hé Returns. Next year the balance of 
trade against them had swollen to $17,- 
006,000, hut the Commissioner of Cus 
toms forgot to report that fact altogether. 
Now, lot us Ibok at what the hon. Finance 
Minister himself said with reference to 
this matter. That hon. gentleman, in 
speaking at the Grand Conservative 
Convention, in Toronto, on 24th Novcm 
her, 1881, is reported to have used 
language which I shall quote from the 
Mail newspaper 5 a newspaper that gives 
a Very correct report of the hon. gentle­
men opposite—reports quite correct, as 
it sometimes gives to hon. gentlemen on 
this side, without my attributing to them 
any design to misrepresent. What I 
mean to state is, that the reports given 
by" that paper of speeches made by a 
distinguished gentleman like the 
hon. Finance Minisrev, tire verbatim 
and, therefore, the Mail'a-report may be 
accepted as the language used bv him. 
The hon. gentleman said :

“ During the last two years we have 
nearly equalized the expdrtswith our im­
ports. Whatever Free Traders may say 
our pegplq cannot understand the theory 
that thip larger the excess of our imports 
over out* expdrts the more prosperous is 
the country. We say that as with the 
individual so with the nation, and that if 
he expends more than he receives, pover- 
ity stares him in the face. If, on the 
other hand, his receipts exceed his ex­
penditure his condition is hopeful. The 
latter is the position of the Dominion if 
we take into account our receipts for 
freights.” *
That statement^ was received, .as every 
utterance of the hon. gentleman would 
be received in a gathering of such intel­
ligent men as would constitute^* Conser­
vative Convention, with enthusiastic 
cheers. Now, let us look into this ques­
tion of the balapce of trade. The hon. 
gentleman recognises that to-day that 
balance is against-us, but he seeks to 
minimize the fact by taking the last four 
years, and he says it is only $8,(XX),000 a 
year against us. That does not meet our 
position for tliis year, the balance is 
against us to the extent of more than 
double $8,000,000, and it is to that fact 
that we must address ourselves, for if the 
hon. gentleman succeeded in gaining an 
equilibrium thpee years ago and has lqst 
it now, according to his own language, 
poverty stares us in the face. Iloxv an 
hon. gentleman who took the position 
which he took, can, in the face of an ad­
verse .balance of trade, last year amount­
ing to $17,000,000, rise in his place and 
say this year, as he did last, that never in 
the history of the country were we so 
prosperous as we are to-day, is something 
which the hon. gentleman has not ex­
plained. With reference to the annual 
balance of trade, in the. fifteen years 
since Confederation there has been mi 
>PiW*l balance of $18,858,536 against us; 
in the seven years they were in power be­
fore, the balance of trade against us was 
$22,183,745. In the five years of the 
Mackenzie Administration it was $21,- 
022,215; while, in 1881 82, it is $17,282,- 
297behind; and in the six months which 
have elapsed, between July last and the 
1st of January, I883,4he balance of trade, 
was $10,799,358 behind. It is going on 
increasing at an enormous rate. If pov­
erty stared us in the face before, poverty 
is now knocking at our very doors and 
yét the lion. Finance Minister tells us 
that we stand to-day in a happier and 
tnore prosperous position than, before. 
How to reconcile these things is not for 
me to say;,that is a task which devolves 
upon the hon. gentleman, and it is one 
to which I wish to direct his attention. 
What has been the course of our trade 
during the six months that have elapsed 
since the Trade an<l Navigation Returns 
were completed in June last. I have the 
figures here, and they show very badly 
from the standpoint of the hon. First 
Minister, a standpoint in part of which at 
any rate I agree. Jr. the six months end­
ing December 31, .1882, as compared, with 
the six months ending December'. 31, 
1881, our imports i creased by $9,540, 
436. That, according to the hon. Finance 
Minister, indicates the ruin of the conn 
try; because when. I10 intro hived his 
Tariff, and time and again aftvnvar 
hesitated that is was absolutely necessary 
for the welfare of the country; that vv 
should decrease our Lupoids. Ha l xv 
covered them with corresponding export.- 
the case would not be a matter for r< 
gret; but what are the fa vis? During the 
same six months our exports, instead of 
increasing, decreased $3,709,249. All 
these things show that, according to the 
theory of the hon. Finance Minister, 
everything is working wrong. These 
things will require a better explanation 
than they have vet received at the hands

of that hon. gentleman, before we shall 
be able to accept unreservedly his state­
ment that no period in the history of 
Canada was the country more prosperov 
than it is now. With reference to this 
question of the balance of trade, the hon. 
Finance Minister went into explanation 
to show that the balance of trade, 
as it appears in our Trade and 
Navigation Returns, is after all not the 
correct balance of trade. I quite agree 
with some of thé statements made by the 
lion, gentleman on that point; but what 
is true now was true in 1879, when his 
contention was, that the balance of trade 
which appeared in our Trade and Naviga­
tions Returns was one that must be tak­
en; and if the explanations that he gave 
this afternoon as to the influence of cer­
tain items upon this question were true 
with reference to the balance of trade, 
that was against us in the time of my 
hon. friend from East York. When we 
find that in the case of Britain, the bal­
ance of trade against her amounts to 
$100,000,000 in the course of a few years, 
we can readily understand that she can­
not possible be that much poorer than she 
was before. How can it be explained, 
then, that England goes on increasing in 
wealth with this balance of trade against 
her? The hon. the Finance Minister 
touched one of the great secrets of the 
fact when he said that Britain has to do 
the work of carrying the commerce of the 
world. The wealth that she is carrying 
on the sen ns the carrier of the trade of 
all nations, enters materially into this 
question; and as the hon. Finance Minis­
ter said, our balance of trade is overcome 
partly by the fact that about $30,000,000 
is engaged in shipping, which, lie esti­
mated, at 10 per cent would give us $3,- 
000,000 per annum to be applied to the 
reduction of the balance of trade against 
us. Then he said that the trade carried 
by our ships amounted to $350,000,000, 
which, at 5 per cent., would give $17,- 
500,000 that should be applied to reduce 
the balance of trade against us. The hon. 
gentleman may be correct in part; but I 
think, in giving our own carrying trade 
the benefit of the whole of that amount, 
he lost sight of the fact that we carried 
only one-forth of it ourselves.

Sir Leonard Tilley—I did not say it 
was the freight carried, but disburse­
ments at the port where the loading took 
place.

Mr. Mackenzie—That is the same thing.
Mr. Paterson—Well, scarcely the same 

thing. I do not wish to misquote thé 
hon. gentleman, but he will find that his 
statement will not be borne out fully, al­
though there is something in it. But I 
say that the hon. the Finance Minister’s 
position, which he took as definitely and 
so positively, that an adverse balance of 
trade is an indication of poverty, in which 
opinion he was joined by the hon. mem­
bers who surround him, cannot be borne 
out by any facts which he chooses to 
bring, and must be given lip as an utter­
ly unutterable position, and that the 
statement made by the hon. gentlemen 
on tliis side of the House that the bal­
ance of trade is subject to explanations 
and variations from" outside causes, is 
right and correct, and that an apparent 
balance of trade against us,, according to 
the Trade and Navigation Returns, does 
not of necessity mean that the country is 
poorer by the excess of imports over ex­
ports. I agree with the hon. Finance 
Minister in the opinion that it is not de­
sirable that there should be too great an 
importation of goods. I think we are 
tlu eatened, and will be to a greater ex­
tent before long, with an over-importa­
tion of goods from other countries. But 
there is the fact to be borne in mind— 
that the hon. Finance Minister gave us to 
understand that the increase in our im­
portations was largely in fancy goods. 
Now, I maintain that it is possible for a 
country to import more than it exports 
and be financially hard up without being 
any poorer. If a farmer spends $200 
more than he makes in any one year, 
you would say that lie was $200 poorer; 
but if he applies that money to the 
erection of a bam, or to anything else 
that would come back to him in increas­
ed profit in years to come, it might be 
said that lie is hard up, but not poorer, 
lie has his money in a different shape. 
So. the country that imports that which 
is necessary to develope the country and 
to get out its hidden wealth, though it 
may for a.time be short of money, it can­
not be said to be poorer, because what it 
has spent will come back to it in increas­
ed profit in years to come. But the hon. 
Finance Minister tells us that this is not 
the kind of goods we are bringing in at 
all, but perishable commodities, the eon-' 
sumption of which actually leaves us 
poorer by the amount expended in that 
direction. Instead of it being a matter 
of congratulation to the people of this 
country to be told that the excess of im­
ports consists of fancy goods, it is a mat­
ter to be regretted, because it can be of 
no lasting benefit to the country. Notv, 
permit me to notice, in a brief way, the 
claim of the hon. Finance Minister with 
reference to the effect of his Tariff, as 
shown in the prosperity that prevails in 
the country. Allow' me to say at the out­
set, that I am willing to admit—nay 
more, I am glad to admit—that during 
the year 1882, the Province, at any rate, 
from which I come, and of which I know 
the most, has been in what may be term­
ed a prosperous condition. It must be a 
source of great satisfaction to any citizen 
to know that the country in which he 
dwells is thriving and prosperous; and 
when I scrutinize the> statements of the 
hon. Finance Minister, when I take ex­
ception to some of them and endeavor to 
prove that he has mis stated altogether 
tne causes of that prosperity 1 do so in 
order that the people may understand its 
real cause, and knowing the cause, blend 
their energies in that direction. The hon. 
Finance Minister has done what I am 
sorry to see him do. 1 had thought that 
lie would have modified his language 
somewhat, and depart a little from the 
line of boastiftg xvhich has been indulged, 
in during previous years by himself and 
colleagues. Last year, in the Speech 
from the Throne, that was put into the 
mouth of His Excellency by hon. gentle­
men opposite, there was a clause which I 
considered to be eminently appropriate. 
Having referred to the many blessings, 
commercial and others, that we enjoyed, 
the Speech said, we cannot be too thank­
ful to the Giver of" all good for these 
blessings. I would say, without desiring 
to treat the matter with the slightest ir­
reverence, that I consider that paragraph 
as an acknowledgment on the part of the 
Government of the good Providence, 
which overrules the destinies of men, 
having been extended towards us; but as 
I listened to the satne lion, gentleman, 
who now claims all the credit for our 
prosperity, I wandered whether the Gov­
ernment meant iii that paragraph to sub­
stitute some other one for the Une that I 
understood to be referred to under the 
title of “Tlie Giver of all good.” .1 be­
lieve that in this land we have been 
blessed by a beniticent Providence, but I 
notice that even the acknowledgment of 
this Providence has been omitted this 
year by lion, gentlemen opposite from

the Speegh from the Throne. Willing to 
share the* blessings last year, m word, 
with Him, they are unprepared to do 
even that this year; anil the hon. Fin­
ance Minister comes down and says: 
ftSee oar prosperity and behold the giver 
of it. If you do not -Relieve,” lie says, 
“that I am the giver of prosperity, look at 
your earnings as shown by the deposits 
in the savings banks; that will tell the 
tale. See your extra deposits in the 
chartered banks; see the price of your 
bonds in the London market. I am the 
giver and I am the man that raised the 
price of your bonds in the London mar­
ket. It is I,” he says, “ that have done 
all this.” It is not necessary to follow 
the hon. gentleman in his argument to 
prove that we are enjoying prosperity. 
We admit that. Still he will allow me to 
draw his attention to the fact that he 
takes a strange way of proving, by fig­
ures, that we are enjoying prosperity. 
Take for instance the deposits in the 
savings bunks. The hon. gentleman 
claims they are proof positive that the 
laboring classes are better off now than in 
previous years; but he fails to recognize 
the fact that those are affected by many 
other influences than the savings of the 
people. Deposits are often withdrawn 
from one investment and placed in an­
other. Changing, circumstances and 
events may lead to larger deposits at cer­
tain times thsn at others. Sums or $2,000 
may be raised in one deposit in those 
banks, and such-deposits are not made 
by the laboring classes. In order to show 
how fallacious are the data on which the 
lion. Minister endeavors to prove posi­
tively that the savings of the working 
classes are abundant compared with 
previous years, let us look at the depos­
its in the savings banks of the different 
Provinces. They show an increase in the 
year 1879 over 1878 of $710,670. But 
here is the fact to which I call the atten­
tion of the hon. Finance Minister. Of 
that increase, $383,953 is in Quebec and 
Ontario, and the balance, $338,482, in the 
Provinces of Nova Scotia, New Brun­
swick, and Prince Edward Island. In 
those three small Provinces, therefore, 
the increase was almost as large as that 
in the two great Provinces of Ontario and 
Quebec, with four times the population 
of the other three; or, in other words, 
that the working men in Nova Scotia, 
New Brunswick, and Prince Edw&rd Is­
land were four times better oft* than the 
same elaas in Ontario and Quebec. Now, 
every man knows that such could not be 
the case, and to found an argument on 
such data proves its fallacy. In 1880 
there was an increase over 1878 in the 
deposits in the savings banks and post 
offices of $1,845,273. Of that increase, 
the amount in Ontario and Quebec was 
$877,873, and in the ttiree Maritime 
Provinces, $819,599. Then again, the 
Maritime Provinces, with one-fourth the 
population of the other two, deposited al­
most the same amount of money in 
those institutions. Is it possible tiy-tthe 
people of those three small Provinces 
coulu have saved as much in that year as 
a population four times greater in num­
ber in the other two Provinces? The 
thing is absurd, and hence the data Of 
the hon. Finance Minister was of the 
most fallacious description. Take the 
following year. The increase was $4,784,- 
706, of which $2,485,836 was in Ontario 
and Quebec, and $1,998,114 in the Mari­
time Provinces, very nearly as much as in 
Ontario and Quebec. Again I ask the 
question, did the working men of the 
Maritime Provinces save four times as 
much as their fellow laborers in Ontario 
and Quebec? No one will allege that 
such was the case. Take last year. The 
increase was $5,931,989, of which Ontario 
and Quebec had $3,364,181, and the 
Maritime Province $1,921,205, a little 
greater difference than in the other 
years. But if we were to follow that out 
and accept what the hon. gentleman 
furnish us, we would have to say that 
the laboring men of the Maritime Prov­
inces last year saved three times as much 
as their fellow laborers in Ontario and 
Quebec. Since 1874, the total increase 
has been $13,271,648; of which $7,194,- 
248 was in the Provinces of Quebec ami 
Ontario, and $5,077,400 in the Maritime 
Provinces. That being the case, how is 
it possible for the hon. Finance Minister 
to allege that the savings in the Post Of­
fice Savings Bank demonstrate beyond a 
peradventure that they are the savings 
of the working people exclusively, and 
point incontrovertibly to the fact he is 
that much better off? If they prove 
that, according to the figures that are 
given, the working men and mechanics 
of the Maritime Provinces have, during 
the past four years, earned ami saved 
four times as much as those of Ontario 
and Quebec. Sir, it is only necessary to 
mention the matter in order that the 
House and the country may see hôw en­
tirely fallacious i? the statement lie has 
made. Then I come to notice another 
point—and that was not alluded to by 
the hon. Finance Minister himself, but I 
have heard bon. gentlemen on the same 
side who have use of the statement, and 
who, would made argument be unable to 
maintain the position that the good 
times we are enjoying is a result, as i&. 
claimed by the hon. Finance Minister, of 
the Tariff that he introduced—who, I say, 
are unable to maintain that such is the 
case, will at any rote turn round and with 
a smile of supreme satisfaction—I think 
the sentiment was even given expression 
to in words by an hon. member on the 
floor of the House not long ago—intimat­
ing that at any raie we had this one fact, 
that whether this prosperity was depend­
ent upon or produced by the Tariff, the 
prosperity and the introduction of the 
Tariff were coincident. I desiie now 
most emphatically to say that that state 
ment is entirely erroneous and without 
the shadow of a foundation. I am mak­
ing it now in the presence of an him. gen­
tleman who hastens to jot it down, and I 
hope he will take particular notice of it, 
and disprove it if he can. I repent that 
this prosperity was not coincident with 
the introduction of the Tariff. If it hud 
been there might have been some color 
for the statement that is made. How 
shall I establish it? Well, Sir, I will take 
that which is taken by the hon. Finance 
Minister himself as an indication of the 
prosperity of the country—the value of 
stocks, which we are often pointed to now 
as having risen greatly in value. I will 
look at the value of stocks in 1878, on the 
12th of September, five days before the 
Mackenzie Administration wcÂlefeated 
at the polls, and then I will take the value 
of the same stocks one year after that, 
the 11th of September, 1879, months and 
months after the Tariff had been put in­
to operation, the effect of which, it was 
claimed by the hon. Finance Minister, 
would be to restore confidence at once. 
I think, Sir, if [ prove that stocks were 
lower one year after the Mackenzie Ad 
ministration were dispossessed of power, 
I shall establish beyond controversy that 
the introduction of the Tariff and pros­
perity were not coincident. Take Bank 
of Commerce stock. On September 12th, 
1878, it was 134$; one year after the hon. 
gentleman acceded to power, and months 
and months after their National Policy

was in operation, it was down to 112$. 
Federal stock fell from 164$ to 98; Bank 
of Hamilton .fell from 99 to 97$; Imper 
ial from 103 to 95; Montreal, 170$ to 133: 
Dominion, 117 to 110$; Toronto, 138 to 
111: Canada Permanent Loan 181 to 172; 
Canadian Government 6 per cent, deben­
tures, 102$ to 100; Dominion 6 per cents., 
101$ to 100; County debentures that were 
102 went down to 100$. These figures 
are taken from journals that cannot he 
denied, and they show that one year 
aftez* the Tariff was introduced stocks 
which arc taken by the hon. Finance 
Minister as the sure index of prosperity 
in a country, had fallen to a lower point 
than they had touched when the Mac­
kenzie Administration went out ofpoxxvr. 
Next, we are told by the hon. tin- Finance 
Minister that our stocks have gone up in 
the London markets, that our stocks 
ti‘at were quoted at 93 cts. have gone up 
to $1.04 or $1.0 i, an increase of 12 per 
cent, i rejoice in tin- fact, 1 am as glad 
as the hon. Minister can be that our 
stocks have gone up in tne money mar­
ket; but I hope the lion. Finance Minis­
ter will not think I am seeking to rob 
him of his glory when I say that I do not 
attribute the advance in, our bank stocks 
to the fact- that he presided over the Fin- 
ence Department. I recognize the fact 
that the English money market is open 
to the nations of the world, and" while I 
rejoice that our securities have gone up, 
I cannot ignore the fact that our neigh­
bors across the line are equally prosper­
ous in this respect; that their 4 per cent, 
issue redeemable about the same time as 
our own 6 per cents, have advanced 2U 
percent. Stocks have gone up all over 
the world, and the hon. Finance Minister 
is availing himself of the glut in the 
money market at the present time to re­
duce the loan 1 per cent, in the English 
money market, is hut humbly following 
the example that has been set him by 
every agriculturist in western Ontario 
who has been unfortunate enough to 
have a mortgage on his farm the past few 
years. They are taking in their mort­
gages at 8 per cent., and are renewing 
them with mortgages at 6 percent. The 
hon. gentleman deserves the same credit 
for saving 1 per cent, that we are willing 
to give to those farmers who have man­
aged their own affairs. Our bonds have 
gone up in the Ixmdon money 
market, not, because we have 
the hon. gentleman at the head 
of the Finance Department, but liecause 
the monied men of the Old Country have 
money to spare. Looking abroad they 
have seen what I have seen, and what 
every Canadian may see, that we have in 
this country, resources that may be made 
available, that are being developed, and 
that bespeak for us the position of a 
prosperous and thrifty nation. We have 
the reputation of. a people who regard 
our national honor, among whom the 
sentiment of repudiation is never enter­
tained. Money lenders recognize the 
fact that in our fields and forests, in our 
mines and deep seas, we have the sources 
of great wealth, that we have a people of 
indomitable energy, willing to develop 
all our resources ; and they recognize 
the fact that the money we borrow from 
them is in safe hands, and we may rest 
assured that in the future, as in the past, 
Canada will receive full value for any 
bonds she may desire to float in the Ixm­
don market. We can all rejoice in 
this matter; though we, on this side of 
the House, are unable, though we might 
be willing, to give credit to the hon. the 
.Finance Minister for placing the country 
in the position in which it is. It was as­
sumed, and it xvas stated by the hon. 
Minister—not at this time, because it 
did not suit him now the circumstances, 
having entirely changed,hut in the course 
of the Tariff debate we hail in previous 
years—that the fact of decreased impor­
tations was proof that the country was 
prospering, because it could not prosper 
with large importations. The hon. gen­
tleman pointed out that the decreased 
importations of 1880 proved that we had 
given the home market to our Canadian 
manufacturers and they were developing 
their industries, which was the cause of 
the great prosperity we enjoyed. But 
this 3'oav the I1011. gentleman's calcula­
tions arc entirely absurd with respect to 
this point. For we find in the importa­
tions of manufactured goods of almost all 
kinds of an enormous increase. Take 
books : there is an increase of 21 per 
cent. I speak of last year over 1S7S. the 
final year of the Mackenzie Administra­
tion, >vhen according to hon. gentlemen 
opposite the country was being ruined 
because our friend would not raise a high 
wall in order to shut foreign importations, 
which, according to those hon. gentle­
men were ruining the home industries 
ot the country. Of brass manufactures 
there were 221 percent more ; carriages, 
including railway cars and rolling stock, 
251 per cent.; carpets, 63 per cent.; 
clocks, that we determined under that 
Tariff of ouis to give a monopoly on to 
one firm which manufactured them, 63 
per cent, more than in 1878. Copper and 
the manufacturers thereof, 591 per cent, 
increase ; cottons, 51 per cent.; earthen­
ware and china-ware, 34 per cent.; 
.though we have placed a duty of 30 per 
cent, on that article; which, together 
with the cost of carriage, it might be 
supposed would amount to a prohibitory 
duty. Fur and tlie manufacturers of it, 
171 per cent, increase. Glass and glass­
ware 32 per cent., notwithstanding we 
gave such great additional protection;, 
hats and caps, 20 per cent.; iron and 
steel and the manufactures thereof, 88 
percent,; leather and the manufactures 
of leather, 58 per cent.; marble and the 
manufactures of marble, 120 per cent.; 
oil cloth, 93 per cent.; paper ami the 
manufacture of paper, 113$ per cent,; 
silk ami its manufactures, 116 per cent.; 
soap, 17 per cent!; stone and its manu­
factures, 193 per cent.; tobacco and 
cigars, 23 cent.; wood and its manufac­
tures, 72 per cent. No wonder the hon. 
Finanance Minister did not venture on 
the same line of argument to-night as on 
previous occasions when the imports had 
somewhat increased; because we now 
find an increase in the ratio I have de­
scribed in all those lines over 1878, the 
year when hon. gentlemen, now occupy­
ing the Treasury benches, denounced 
hon.gentlemen on this side, because they 
did not enact a Tariff to shut out foreign 
goods which were coining in at that time. 
If prosperity was to be secured, as the 
lion, gentleman said, by shutting out the 
foreign manufactures of other countries, 
he 1ms proved, or I have proved, by the 
increased importations from figures fur­
nished by lion. Ministers themselves, 
that, instead of enjoying prosperity now, 
we are in this respect, as in''regard to the 
balance of Trade, instead of being pros­
perous, in the position ot having poverty 
staring us in the face. I will toll you 
now, and it is niv boun-Ion duty to tell 
you, that having assailed the position of 
the hon. Finance Minister, who might 
say : You are very good at tearing down, 
—if you would pay me that co uplimeqt 
which I doubt—but you had better give 
us your theory and t*ll us whence our 
prosperity comes; you have admitted 
that prosperity exists, why is it ? I will
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give it to the House, and in doing so I 
ask the careful consideration of hon. 
members as to whether it is impossible, 
from the figures which I shall submit, to 
arrive at any other conclusion as to the 
secret anil the source of the great pros 
perity that the hon. Finance Minister 
and his friends behind me, rejoice at in 
common. I have already pointed out 
the fact that good times and the intro­
duction of the Tariff were not coincident;

Sir John A. Macdonald— By the fact of 
the falling in banks stocks.

Mr. Paterson—By the falling in bank 
stocks, says the hon. the First Minister.
I do not wish to trouble the House, hut 
if the lion. Minister desires it I can, with­
in one minute, give him a table taken 
from the Mail, showing that this was not 
only the ease will/ respect to bank stocks, 
but with regard to all kinds of farm pro 
duee one year after the Mackenzie Ad 
ministration left office. Does the I1011 
gentlemen desire this table ?

Mr. Paterson—But the hon. gentleman 
will not deny it.

Sir John A. Macdonald—I must hear it 
firs^. before I can deny it.

Mr. Paterson—But the hon. gentleman 
will! allow me to go 011 with my argu­
ment, while ah hon. member beside me 
will turn up the book, so that I can give 
the hon. gentleman what he desires. 1 
have not .my own speeches so ready to 
refer to as some hon. members ; I speak 
of what 1 know, ami perhaps hon. gentle­
men will wait a little before they begin to 
laugh. He should laugh who wins. I 
was saying in 1870 we had not good times.
I have proved it by the statement I have 
given of bank stocks ; I intend to give 
the hon. the First Minister what he de­
sired in regard to that matter. 1 have it. 
now, I am glad to say. I witUet thé hon 
gentleman have the benefit of the figures, 
and he x&Il correct my statements if he 
sees tit to do so. They are contained in 
a statement I gave to the House last 
year. I suppose what I said last year, 
having the eternal principle of truth as 
its underlying foundation, will he as good 
this year as last, because it will not be, 
like the lion. Finance Minister’s state­
ment of to-day, a retraction of what he 
said 11 year ago. My statement was as 
follows :—
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Peas fell from 70 to 63 cts.; butter from 
12$ to 10 cts.; cheese from 9| to 5 cts.; 
dried apples, mess pork, hams, lard, eggs, 
ami hops fell; and wool fell from 24 to 
20 cts—I hope the hon. gentleman is 
satisfied.

Mr. Farrow—[ understand the hon. 
gentleman to say that oats fell from 28 
Uy 30 cts.

Mr. Paterson—Well, I may have made 
a mistake in reading the figures. . If l 
di<l in the way the hon. gentleman says, 
it will prove the fairness I exhibit. He 
has picked out an article, which, it is 
true, I may have misquoted ; but I think 
I have shown sufficient to establish to 
the satisfaction of the First Minister wlmt 
he demanded, as he wanted something 
more than bank stocks : and I have 
proved what I said in respect of every 
line of produce, which the farmer has to 
sell. Now, sir, that being the case, I will 
point out;the true reason why we had imfc 
good times in 1879 ; and why was it ? 
Simply because of the products of the 
field, of the forest, and of the mine, we 
were then able to export less in value 
than was the case in previous years. You 
will find, taking the year 1879, that we 
exported only $60,000,000 worth of goods, 
the products of Canada. Now, sir, what 
has been the result since the year 1879— 
the first year of the lion, gentleman un­
der thé new Tariff, a year of the greatest 
hardships, of the most failures, of the 
of the lowest prices in hank 
stocks,*of the lowest prices in produce 
—this is accounted for by the fact that 
we . were unable to export of the mine, of 
the forest, of agricultural products, and 
of animals and their produce to the ex­
tent we have done in the years following. 
Why, sir, I find that, in 1879, we export­
ed $60,089,578 worth in this «elation ; in 
1880, $70,0^6,19!, worth ; in 1881, $80,- 
921,379 worth; an l, in ISS2, $90,012,711 : 
in other words, sir, we exported over the 
year 1879, $10,000,000 worth more of 
goods in 1880—$10,000,00.) extra in gold 
was circulated in this countiy in 1880 
than was the case in 1879, and this very 
considerably lessened the pressure and 
tightness which was then upon us. In 
1881 we had $20,831,811 more in circula­
tion" than we had in 1879, $20,000,000 
more of gold set loose on the top of the 
$10,000,000 so circulated the previous 
year; and this still further mitigated the 
stringency which was then upon us. In 
1882, the year just past, the increase was 
$29,953,133, another $30,(XX),000 placed 
upon the top of the $30,000,000 of the 
two previous years, more of gold than 
was brought back into the countiy in 
1879, and circulated amongst us. It re­
quires no prophet, it requires no Finance 
Minister, but only a man of ordinary 
ability to know, that such a state of 
things must produce prosperity in any 
country ; and in that fact alone lies the 
secret and the source of all the prosperity 
we have. But, Mr. Speaker, there can 
be no doubt, when speaking with refer­
ence to these matters, that, if the Fin­
ance Minister can show that he has been 
the means of producing these extra 
products, and of raising the prices in 
foreign markets, and that he lias lirought 
back that money into this country—then 
we must give credit to the Tarift* for it, 
I will ask him whether he takes «‘redit 
for the increase in the produet^pfthe 
forest «luring these years. I wUr isk t!7 
hon. Minister of Finance Xvhether this 
was caused by the Tariff*. /Did the Tariff 
raise the price of lumber in England and 
in the United States ? Sir, he will not 
even tiare to do that, 1 venture to say, 
though lie does, in my judgment, venture 
a long way. That, sir, is a matter beyond 
him. die admitted once, that the lum­
ber trade was a thing which he could not 
touch, except to injure it.

Sir Leonard Tilley—Oh, oh.
Mr. Paterson—Well, sir, lie admitted 

last year in his speech that lie could <lo 
very little to benefit it.

.Sir Leonard Tilley—Oh.
Mr. Paterson—This bein'.' the case, he 

will not claim that he could raise the 
price of lumber in Albany or in other 
foreign markets. Well, sir, as to lumber 
and the products of the forest, we ex­
ported, in the year 1880, over 1879, $.3,- 
593,048 worth ; in the next year, $11,698,- 
553 worth more ; and, in 1882, $10,729, 
596 worth more ; and, in 18S2, $10,729,- 
59.» worth more; in these three'years 
which have passed since the first year 
that these lion, gentlemen acceded to 
office there were brought into this coun­
try as the result of the higher prices of 
lumber which we exporte l—higher prices 
which the hon. Finance Minister was 
totally powerless to effect in the slightest 
degree—$26,021,927 more than in the 
land than we hail before. The lion, gen­
tleman will not venture to do that ; and

yet, in the matter of animals and their ! 
products, which the Tariff was totally \ 
powerless to effect in the slightest de­
gree, what are the facts? We exported, : 
and brought back, of foreign gold 
into tliis country from that sour$«*, in. | 
1880 over 1879, $3.506,973 ; in the sue , 
coin ling year, $7,259,615 more: aiid in j 
the next year, $6,344,155 more ; or $17,- ; 
120,7s.3 more of gold which was * brought 
into Canada in the three past veai s, than 
was the case in 1879, as the result of the 
sale of animals and their products. Sir, 
the lion. Finance Minister did not raise 
the price of cheese and butter in Liver- 
pool ; lie <lid not increase our flocks ami 
herds: this is a matter outside of and 
beyond him—it is the work ol" the grand, 
eternal and unalterable law of nature, 
the law of supply and demand. It was 
due to the scarcity in foreign markets. 
We had the articles to sell, the price" 
went up, and the result was that increas­
ed wealth was given to ti«. Then take, 
sir, agricultural products, and what do I 
find. Why, in the year ISSU, over 1879, 
we exported of these products $2,565,- 
864 worth more ; anil last year $11,107,- 
248 worth more: or in these three 
years, as the result of the increased sales 
and of higher prices; we brought back of* 
gold into this country $15,712,975 worth 
than in 1879. Well, sir, will the hon. 
gentleman claim, wihvlie dare to say, that 
he was the cause of tllp rainfall on.our 
'fields ; that the sun sliVie on our fields'; 
that.he was the .cause of tin* harvest of 
18 >1 ainl 1882. No, sirJ be will not ven­
ture to do so. Will bv- /icn seek to elnim 
that lie stands in the room of Providence 
and caused the rain to fall an I d-big - 
the fields of England and Jr<*!:uid and 
Scotland, rotting the crops in their fields, 
producing a scarcity there,mi l increasing 
the prices of the articles which wo haw 
to.sell. Sir, he will not «lare to say he 
was the cause of Providence smiling on 
us in this land, by which we were en 
abled to show that we had these $15,- 
612,975 as the result of it. Sir, tote up 
these three items, anti the result of the 
sale of the products of the forest, of 
animals and their products, and of agri­
cultural produce, mi l you have in these 
three years, $58,854,965 out of the total 
increase of $69,791,547. Sir, I give that 
to you, and I give it to the House un­
hesitatingly, as the source an 1 the secret, 
as the alone source, and the alone secret 
of the prosperity which this country en­
joys, and which I trust it may enjoy for 
some time to come. List year when I 
had spoken in reference to a motion, in 
which I used figures which pointed in 
that direction at that time, so far as they 
went, and the lion, g«mtlenmn alluding 
to that point, gave utterance to words 
which will be found on page 80 of last, 
years Hansard. He says that I made a 
statement that the present com tit ion of 
affairs in Canada could not be the result 
of the National Policy; but it was the re 
suit of large exports and a large receipt 
of gold coming into the country, and then 
followed a table. It is an extraordinary 
thing that a Finance Minister should ven­
ture on a statement of that kind—should 
say that $60,000,000 extra gold couhl 
come into the country,.and the country 
not In* made more prosperous thereby, 
was something 1 could not comprehend. 
The hen. gentleman took the table of 
1874 75-76-77-78, ami di vining the amount 
by the five years, lie said he had an aver-* 
age export of $58,576,901, and then hik­
ing 1879-80-81 and tlividing them out by 
three years, lie said lie had an average 
export of $70,369,049, or a difference ol 
$1,892,147, and he held he ha< l there­
fore established his (Mintconclusively. [ 
am rather afraid, sir, that the hon. gen­
tleman was guilty on that occasion of 
doing xvliat he would fain have charged 
upon us tliis afternoon— using figures 
calculated to mislead. He took the year 
1789 as one of his years^-tiint lean year, 
that year of $30,000,000 exports, and, of 
course,- thereby reduced the average an­
nual export.

►Sir Leonard Tilley—Why should not

Mr. Paterson—Because of xvliat I have 
laid down now’—that the argument xvas j
as to the cause ol" the prosperity.: mi l l
have established b.-yond a doubt that in 
1879 you hud not the prosperity though i 
you wore occupying the Treasury j 
Benches, but- that you had a «le pression j 
greater than ever before, and therefore, j 
the hon. gentleman had no right to take j 
that year. Let me give the lion, gentle- j 
man this table, and if he ha 1 even taken 
that table, added in this year 1879, and 
taken those four years, he would have 
an average annual increase over the five 
years which he gave, of $6,710,546,. but 
if he leaves out the year 1879, as he is 
bound to <io in making a fair calculation 
taking the three succeeding years, he 
will fine that the average annual increase 
over the years 18<4 to 1878 will be $11,- 
766,526, and therefore, the statement he 
made that he increased prosperity could 
not be «lue to the largely increased ex­
ports, would fall to the ground. * To say 
that a country is not richer which sends 
out a large volume of exports and brings 
back-gold for them is to make a proposi­
tion which, I think, will not commend 
itself to the intelligent uuderstau'hng of 
any hon. member in tliis House or'out of 
it Lust year the hou. gentleman took 
credit to himself in that part of the pros­
perity xve enjoyed, especially among the 
farmers, which was caused by his policy, 
because he said he had enhanced the 
value of what they had to sell. Last 
year,-the hon. gentleman told us that 
when they asked for a change in the 
Tariff if it was given to them, and the 
people of the country had paid into the 
revenue more than lie expected, because 
lie says, we have found employment, for 
them at higher wages. Men who were 
working halt" time are now working at 
full time; farmers who found sales difti 
cult and prices low, Were then getting 
high prices, and ready cash sales. And 
then he congratulated himself' again. 
He was the man who «lui it. For this 
occasion 1 will hold him to his utterances, 
that lie was able to do it, and that lie 
did It. But l ask him now, having that pow­
er for which lie must lie hel l responsible, 
why during the past year he has allowed 
the magnificent crop of 1882, greater in 
its proportions than Canada ever had be 
fore, to decline in price nearly oiie quart­
er of its value, thereby taking $8,000,000 
out of the farmers of Canada? Why did 
lie allow fall wheat to he sold for 24 ets. 
less than in the ruinous years when the 
lion, member for East York led the Gov­
ernment? He has allowed fall wheat 
to fall 24 per cent, from last year; spring 
Wheat, 31 ets. peas, 6 cts; barley, 14. cts; 
oats lie has kept xvliere they were; butter 
lie has kept where it xvas: pprk 26 ets. 
per hundred weight; xvool 4 ets. per lb. 
Why has he allowed all this? He cannot 
say xvby ask a sil.y question, though I 
admit that it would be a silly question if 
askcd'ofaiiy mail except the man who 
declared ill this House that lie, had the 
poxver to do these things, and that lie 
ha l done them. 1 tell him that from 
this time forward he Will be watched in ; 
tliis House an 1 in this country. He claim­
ed to have the power to make good 
times, and that he has male good tim s

He has claimetl the opening of every 
factory, and at this door will be laid the 
closing of every factory. He has claimed 
credit for tlie enhanceil price of xvheat. 
As I heard tlie holi. gentleman hesitate 
to-day I had a strong suspicion that he 
recognized the fact that the state of af­
fairs xvas about to be changcil, notwith­
standing his seven years prediction. I 
believe that he saxv in the failures xvliich 
are taking place, not by ones or twos but 
h> scores, in the neighboring cities, that 
the ti«le is turning. We heard him to day 
using the term cycles of tleprossion, but 
that is a xvord which xve should not hear 
from the other side of the House. The 
hon. gentleman told thy people that if 
they would only put him in poxver he 
vvotiid banish these cycles" and give them 
perpetual prosperity., i hold him to that 
statement, and 1 charge him with being 
derelict in his duty in having allowed the 
price erf farmers’ produce to fail for 
months. If he does not waken up soon 
tlie lumbermen of New Brunsxvick will 
find themselves in a tlifficult position, be­
cause there are indications that tlie 
market for the products of the forests are 
going down in England, and that if he 
does not wave his xvand and keep up the 
prices heavy losses will fall upon men 
xvho xvork in the forests of his native 
Province. 1 tell him that if he does not 
see that the crop of the Mother Country 
is blighted again this year, there is danger 
that prices In-re will go down again. The 
lion", gentleman will say admitting that 
they .have gone down a little, “One thing 
I deserve credit for, ami that is, that 1 
promise l that I xvouid make the farmers 
prosperous, because I would give them à 
home market for their perishable com- 
mo lilies—eggs, butter, and cheese, and 
other articles xvliich cannot be exported.” ! 
Let us see by he figures given by tlie 
hon. Minister of Customs how much of' 
tlie perishable products of the farm he ! 
has excluded by his Tariff. If xve take 
.horned cattle of the value of $2,103,996, 
to leave tlie country «.luring the past year, ! 
more than went in 1878, because they i 
could not fin«l a market at home. In j 
sxvine, 62 head had to leave the country ! 
more then left in the last year of tint j 
Mackenzie Government. In sheep there j 
were 66,680 more exported, at a value of 
$529,620; in poultry $82,356 worth more. 
We nil remember the hon. Finance Min­
ister telling us last year how in going 
through the country he was met by the 
delighted -farmers, who said to him, 
“You have conferred blessings on us; 
\veH «lo we remember the days of Mac­
kenzie, when xve came and exposed our 
chickens for sale in the rain ami coulil 
not sell tliem.” Yet xve find we $82,356 
worth more h id to find a maket outshle 
of the country than in the last year of the 
Mackenzie Government. In butter, 2,- 
155,213 lbs. more, valued at $553,919, had 
to find a foreign market. In cheese, 12- 
752,655 lbs. mofe, valued at $1,503,347. 
ha<l to be sent away. No less than 5,226- 
162 «lozons of eggs, valued at $997,135, 
xvère exported last year more than were 
exported in 1878. Surely the manu­
factories that were "opened ought to have 
consumed all the eggs; they are certainly 
a perishable article. The lion, gentle­
man will hot claim that* his Tariff has 
caused the liens to produce more eggs. 
In hides ntnl skins, $6,171 Worth more 
exported last year than in 1878; in meats 
of all kinds, including bacon, beef, «fee.,

the' farmers by the manufacturers at 
higher prices than they eoul«l get aboard, 
459,313 barrels more Were exported, 
valued at $391,131, than in 1878. Per­
haps the hon. gentleman xvill claim that 
he made the fruit trees hear more.

In potatoes," which are 
an exceedingly perishable article, and 
xvliich are very bulky for exporting, 2,737- 
933 bushels, valued at $1,91)7,635, had to 
fine a-market abroad more than did so in 

I 1-878; and in other vegetables, $169,419 
•: xvorth move had to be exported. Last 
year the hon. Finance Minister took 
credit to himself for having provided a 
home market for xvliat- the farmer had 
to sell; but he has xvisely abandoned that 
position this year. That calculation was 
like many others of his calculations. He 
took the year 1877, because it was, accord­
ing to the Trade and Navigation Returns, 
the only famine year xve had—the only 
year in which xve did not grow as much 
wheat as the necessities of the country 
demanded,-and hail to import foreign 
xvheat; aiul he tried to show that he had 
greatly enlarged the farmer’s home 
market. Suppose he had done so, of 
what benefit xvouid that be to the country? 
If the hon. gentleman xvill take the 
trouble to go into the calculation he will 
find that xvhen lie claims to have 
bene tit tod the farmers by forcing a cer­
tain portion of the people to use Cana­
dian xvheat, xvhen their interest xvouid 
be to take Auierican whent, his claim is 
not just; for he would find that although 
lid has imposed a burden upon the people 
of the Maritime Provinces, he has not 
henefitted the farmers or the millers of 
Ontario. If xve kxJk at the figures of last 
year, xve shall see how Qiis matter stands. 
In 1882 xve imported 2,931,220 bushels, 
leaving ss the consumption of foreign 
xvheat 342,722 bushels. But xvhat did 
that foreign wheat cost per bushel? It 
cost $1.14$ per bushel, an«l it shows 
xvliat this Tariff hçs compelled the people 
of the Maritime Provinces to pay for 
their xvheat. Put xve exported of the 
pro luce of Canada in .the.same year 3,- 
815,035 bushels, valtied at" $5,180,335'. 
What, then, did the farmer get for the 
xvheat he exported to a foreign country? 
He got $1.34$ per bushel. Yet the hon. 
Finance Minister claims that he haspon- 
ferved a great benefit on the Western 
farmer because he has secured for him a 
hj)me market in xvliich the price averages 
§1.14$. P think the Western far­
iner xvouid say he did not care for 
Eastern Provinces xvhen he could get 
$'.34$ in a foreign market. Take flour, 
the a/erage price of which imported in 
the Eastern Provinces xvas 5.40, but 
xvliich xvhen exported to a foreign market 
netted $5.85. ))o the .millers or; the far­
mers of the West Want a market for .flour 
at $5.40 in the Dominion xvhen they can 
get S5.S5 in a foreign country? What «lo 
they cave where it goes provided they 
get a good price. And the effect has 
been that in many parts of Nexv Bruns- 
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MEETING OF THE LEGISLATURE-
The Legislature xvill meet to-morrow. 

The session xvill necessarily be a shorfr 
one. At this late season of the year, it 
xvill be «lifficult to induce members to re­
main even long enough to transact thé 
business necessary to enable the Gov­
ernment to carry on the affairs of the 
country for another year. There has 
been very little time left for the Govern­
ment to prepare and mature measures 
since the resignation of the late Govern­
ment .and even this short time has been 
s<‘riou.4;y.'..interfered xvith by forcing the 
loader of the "Government'"into an un­
necessary electoral contest. We have 
no doubt, however, that the Government 
haw* made the very best use of the 
time at their «lisposal, and will be pre­
pared to di'al xvith some important

The 
Governor's spc>«H-!i to morrow will likely 
give ample evidence that the Govern­
ment have been alive to thb needs of the 
country. We shall not he surprised to 
fin l foreshudoxve I as plainly as is cus­
tomary a radical change in the adminis­
tration of the timber lands of the country, 
nor do we believe that the subject of the 
settlement of these lands ; the valu­
able mining interests, etc., xvill be over­
looked.

not lamented, ami they had been piped j 
unto and they liad not «lanced.

The editor1, in his issue of Saturday 
last, is endeavoring to stir up an opposi- j 
tion to the party who promise«I the re­
forms which he himself advocated. He 
hopes that the opposition xvill be suf­
ficiently strong to oust this party, and 
that His Honor will then he likely to: 
call upon Mr. Wetmore to form, a new 
administration. The Reporter need not 
indulge in such illusive dreams, for 
although it were possible to increase the 
strength of the Opposition to such an 
extent as to oust the Government, no 
alternative could, Under the circum­
stances, be left to His Honor than to dis­
solve the House, a course xvhich a very 
large number of the Opposition would 
not cave to see, and would rather remain 
where "they now are, than be forced 
thereby to appear before their constitu­
ents.

PARLIAMENTARY REPORTS.
We have received fro.a Mr. Pickard, 

M. P., the Report bf the Department of 
the Interior, and Sessional Papers relating 
to the Canada Pacific Railway, together 
with maps of the Provisional Districts of 
AssiniLoin ami Alberta,showing Dominion 
lands surveyed up to December dist, 
18Ç2.

The Report of the Department of the 
Interior contains besides the Report of 
the Deputy Minister of the Interior, Mr. 

^^Lindsay Russell, reports ami statistics of 
Dominion lands, of (ieologival and 
Natural History Survey, and of the North­
west Mounted Police. The aggregate of 
the area disposed of, as appears from the 
returns of the various Dominion Land 
Agencies, is 2,099,145 acres, which is 
1,641,020 acres in excess of the previous 

^||year. The receipts derived therefrom 
for the year were $1,018,300, which is 
$1,266,300 in excess of the previous year. 
In addition, to the foregoing aggregate of 
land disposed of, 3.000,000 of acres have 
been granted to colonization companies, 
the income from which, amounting to 
$547,711, up to 31st December last, con­
sisted of the first instalment of 40 cents 
an acre. Since the date of the last re­
port of the Department, the standard 
outline» of 800 townships have been sur­
veyed, and 430 townships have been 
divided into quarter sections, making 
available for the immigration of this 
spring an area of eight and a half millions 
of acres of good farming land.

The field of operations of the Geologi­
cal and Natural History survey have been 
carried over a wide area, extending from 
the Atlantic to the Pacific, and have re­
sulted in a very considerable addition to 
the knowledge already possessed of the 
mineral anti other natural economic re­
sources of the Dominion. /The previous 
testimony as to the inexhaustible charac­
ter of the coal fields of the Saskatchewan, 
the Bow, and Belly River districts, have 
beep continued, in New Brunswick in­
formation of more or less importance was 
obtained by explorera belonging to the 
staff. In the counties of York and Cur- 
leton, Mr. W. Broad, B. A. assisted by 
Mr.. Robert Chalmers, and Miv Wui. Me-. 
Inn is li. A,, the latter of this^ity, made, 
surveys of the different branches of the! 
Eel, Meduxnukèag, Nackawiek. Keswick, 
and Muctaguac Rivers. / Their attention 
was chiefly directed toxpfScuring addi­
tional data required for a geological map.

The North-West Mounted Police Force, 
with headquarters at Regina, amounts to 
500 men, and Ikivo afforded adequate pro 
tection to the construction parties on the 
Canada Pacific Railway, ami maintained 

* at the same time requisite surveillance 
over the numerous Iudian tribes, in ad­
dition to these general services, the 
crime of horse stealing has been consid­
erably cheeked, and the culprits com­
pelled to restore, the stolen animals. 
Lt. Col. Irving, Commissioner of North- 
West Mounted Police describes in his 
Repeat the obstacles he met with m his 

"endeavors to persuade the Indians to 
settle upon their new reservations, and 
his mode of dealing with them:—The 
following extract from this part of the 
Commissioner's report will give our read­
ers some idea of the difficulties he has to 
deal with.

•‘The obstacles placed in the way of 
such a movement, by the Indians them­
selves, were innumerable. For some 
time 1 feared I should find it impossible 
to induce “Pie-a-Pot,” (who is a half Cree 
and half Assinalyome) and his followers to 
proceed to a northern reservation. 
Ultimately, however, “Ple-a-Pot” agreed 
to go on his reservation, if he received 
the pair of horses antf a waggon which 
had been promised to him by the Assist­
ant Indian Cimmissioner in a letter to 
Superintendent Mcillree, who was then 
Acting Indian Agent at Fort Walsh. He 
also asked lor a horse and cart for each 
of his lvead men: I agreed that these 
articles should be furnished, and they 
were subsequently given him apd his 
head men. In the case of the Assina 
boines ajso I experienced much trouble. 
These Indians have-always looked upon 

• the Cypress Hills as their home. It-is 
not therefore, to be wondered at that I 
had considerable difficulty in inducing 
them to accept a new and northern re­
serve. “The-man-that-took-the-coat,” or 
“Jack,” was the first Assinaboine Chief 
who consented to proceed to the reser­
vation allotted him by the Government.”

Criminal and other cases were tried 
before the Commissioner and other 
magistrates are specified, as is also the 
amount of penalty inflicted. 'The reports, 
of the surgeons are also minute. We are 
sorry to see that Inspector Dowling, df 
this city, was seriously ill of fever for a 
short time, last summer.

The Sessional Papers relating to the 
Canada Pacific Railway, ace a return-in 
answer to a resolution of the House of 
Commons last session, calling for inform 
ation in relation to correspondence with 
the Canada Pacific Railway company, on 
the selection of the route ; the selection 
or reservation of land; tlïe payment of 
moneys, etc. The correspondence on 
these subjects occupies a blue book of 
213 closely printed pages. The letters 
in reference to the selection of route re­
late to Sault St. Marie Branch, Cullendar 
to Algoma Mills ; Central Section between 
Red Fox and Moose Jaw Creeks, from 
Moose Jaw Creek to Swift Current Creek, 
from thence to the South Saskatchewan 
and thence through the Kicking Horse 
Pass. The correspondence on money 
payments relative to payments of subsidy 
an 1 a Iva'n v on rails. The whole cor­
respondence is brought down to Feb. 

, 1883.

The old gent, 
is not without hope that the Government 
may not claim nil the interest in arrears, 
but he does not cate tu-nsk the Government 
to grant this favor. H is object in coming to 
us, I fancy, was in the hope that we could 
get him favorable termj?, and both in a busi­
ness and political point* of view I would like 
to meet his wishe». lit will be a great mut­
ter for the office to gejt the business of the 
Arch-diocèse, and I nm most anxious to get 
his ear politically. Tljere is no doubt that 
he was unfavorable at the last election, 

..believing " that the Government would be 
returned; and the Ontario men conciliate 
him in every conceivable way, with the 
view to securing his influence at this com­
ing election. I want to counteract Frazer’s 
influence with him, and if he sees that Foy 
and 1 can secure favors at Ottawa for him 
he is likely to remain neutral at least.

The-way in which I would put the appli­
cation iu behalf of the Brothers is that they 
were prefectly prepared and willing to carry 
out the agreement entered into at the time of 
sale, bat the Goverurajetit never enforced it 
or gave them an opportunity of doing so, 
and I would ask for the carrying out of the 
purchase now. on payment of the principal 
aud the interest, which would have been 
paid had the Government enforced the bar­
gain entered into. a

Would you speak |:o Sir John about it if 
you have a chance? He knows the Arch­
bishop and his little peculiarities.

We will be obliged if you will have the 
papers in the matter forwarded to us. When 
we receive them and hear from you we will 
write to you officially, Jand instructions can 
be sent to Foy in proper time to carry 
througli the transaction on such terms as the 
Government may decide.

Mr. Uoschen will preside over tho 
Grand Committee of the House of Com­
mons on trade and manufactures, and 
Mr. Sclater-Booth over that on law.

OUTBREAK OF THE GLENDALE CROFTER«.

The Glendale crofters have again driven 
the stock belonging to the M’Leod Trus­
tees off the hill of Waterstein, by way 
of defiance of the Court of Session. All 
that has transpired of the affair is that 
the crofters were on Tuesday summoned 
by horns in the glen, and that the lawless 
act was thereafter committed.

A number of the crofters have since 
held a meeting, and resolved to pay no 
rent until they receive “more considerate 
treatment” from the trustees.

THE LEWIS CROFTERS.

About 2000 persons held an open air 
meeting at Storneway on Wednesday to 
call upon the Government to take steps 
to improve the condition of the Lewis 
crofters and fishermen.

SNOWSTORM AND SHIPPING DISASTERS.

A severe snowstorm raged over Scot­
land and part of England on Saturday, 
causing several sad disasters at sea ami 
blocking the Great North of Scotland and 
Highland hailway lines, 'flic most ser­
ious disaster is the wreck of the iron ship 
Dunstaffnage off the Kincardineshire 
coast. The fishing boat Venus Star, of 
Portessie, has been lost in the Moray 
Firth, with the whole of her crew of seven 
men. The Norwegian galliot Margarethe 
has been wrecked north "of Peterhead, 
and the captain has been drowned. The 
French lugger Malvina has also been 
wrecked oil the Aberdeenshire coast, and 
the captain and four of the crew were 
drowned?

CRIME IN THE SOUTH OF IRELAND.

Mr. Justice O’Brien congratulated the 
Grand Juiy at the Cork Assizes on Wed­
nesday on the remarkable diminution of 
crime in the country. As against 514 
cases at the previous Assizes there were 
now only 16! reported.

RAILWAY ACCIDENT AT GLASGOW.

A serious railway collision occurred on 
Monday at Eglinton Street St ation,. Glas­
gow, between the five o’clock express 
train from Edinburgh and the Busby and 
Kilbride train from Glasgow at 6.15.

Yarmouth, X. S., April 7.—Rev. Ingham 

.Sutcliffe, one df the oldest and best known 
ministers of the Methodist Church, died at 
Iris residence here, last night, after a brief 
illness caused by paralysis. On Sunday last 
he was in his usnal health and preached sér­
iées at stations three miles apart. After 

the evening service he was suddenly seized 
with a paralytic stroke, from which he never 
rallied. Mr. Sutcliffe possessed pulpit tal­
ent of high order and until advancing years 
made his partial retirement necessary his 
ministrations were remarkably successful. 
His sudden demise will be heard of with re­
gret throughout the Maritime Provinces, 
over which his labors have extended for 
nearly half a century.

Natick, Mass., April 8.—One Charles 
Voyx, a French Canadian doctor from Mon­
treal, was struck by the cast bound express, 
a quarter of a mile from here, on Saturday. 
The left leg was mutilated and he received a 
bad scalp wound. He was taken xo the 
Massachusetts General Hospital and died to­
night. He was 50 years of age.

English.
London, April 0.—Additional precautions 

have been taken to guard Bow street prison, 
iuid the prisoners Norman, Gallagher, Wil­
son and Dalton, who are all confined at that 
place now. me carefully watched. When 
they were arraigned this morning each one 
of them was accompanied by a policeman, 
who took his station behind the desk.

The evidence was direct and circumstan­
tial, coming almost entirely from the de­
tectives. The*y deposed that they had fol­
lowed Norman from a dynamite factory in 
Birmingham to the hotel where he put up in 
this city ; that they dogged his footsteps 
when he went out on Wednesday evening, 
and finally arrested him late that night. 
When arrested he declared he had no idea 
what the box contained. They found in his 
pocket, however, keys which fitted the box 
exactly. They also found on him a five 
pound note with the stamp “New York, 
March 10,” imprinted on it. Among other 
articles taken from him was a map of Lon­
don and an envelope addressed to “Gal­
lagher, American Exchange.” He con­
fessed, however, that he had in his pocket a 
telegram directing him to call on Fletcher 
at Charing Cross Hotel. Fletcher is the 
person who, according to Norman’s claims, 
engaged him to carry the dynamite box that 
was taken from him. "In regard to the ar­
rest of Wilson and Gallagher, the evidence 
of the police who effected their arrest was 
no less straightforward. They deposed that 
when they inquired of Wilson what he bad 
in his portmanteau, he replied : “You had 
better look.” They-examined it and found 
rubber bags containing liquids as already 
described. Gallagher denied any knowledge 
of these bags or their contents. The'police 
stated further that they found at Gallagher’s 
room more rubber bags like those in his 
satchel, besides a quantity of money and a 
letter of credit good for £600 dated New 
York, March 13. In respect to the arrest of 
Dalton, alias O'Connor, the police testified 
that he had refused to give any address ex­
cept Bowles’ reading room, No. 14 Edward 
Place, Fulham Road. He was, however, 
searched by them and some pieces of fuse 
and a thermoualie were found. The police 
continued that they had learned the where­
abouts of Dalton and his lodging house as 
they had shadowed him to that address. 
They found upon him a diary which contain 
ed a receipt for the manufacture of fulminate 
.of mercury and other chemical compounds. 
Dalton reiterated the denial which he has 
already vouchsafed several times. He had 
not the slightest acquaintance with the other 
prisoners or any knowledge of them. Nor­
man’s counsel (the other prisoners having 
no legal advisers except as he acted inciden­
tally for tbflto) made little comment on the 
testimony and confined his remarks to an 
appeal on the question of bail, which he ask­
ed to be allowed to give for his client. He 
said Norman had been in the country only 
about two weeks. Judge Ingham refused to 
grant the request of Gallagher and Norman 
that their money be returned to them and, in 
closing the preliminary examinations, said 
he would remand them until Thursday with­
out bail.

Cork, April 6.—Carmody, Oherlihy aud 
Featherstone, the men arrested on the charge 
of being dynamite carriers, had a re-exam­
ination to-day, which was conducted with 
the utmost privacy. They were further re­
manded for a week, aud bail was refused. 
Featherstone created some sensation by de-, 
Glaring that he was a citizen of the United 
States ; that he had placed himself and his 
case in the bands of the United States Con­
sul here, and that he expected through that 
official re Iress for the indignity heaped upon 
him.

Glasgow, April 6.—A statement is made 
here that the recent arrests at Liverpool 
have furnished the police with a clue to the 
cause of the recent explosion iri Glasgow. 
According to the latest information on the 
subject, it was intended that these explo­
sions should be on a magnificent scale. The 
plot included the destruction of the viaduct 
over the canal. They were only partially 
successful. Several detectives have started 
from here for Liverpool to work out evidence.

Ottawa, April 8.—Sir John Macdonald 
has requested the leader of the Orange order 
to withdraw their incorporation bill. In 
order that the Government may not be em­
barrassed, it is not likely, therefore, that the 
bill will come up for the second reading to­
morrow, though Sir Hector Langcvin has 
telegraphed all absent French members to be 
on hand.

The Government have introduced in the 
Senate a bill to suppress seditious and illegal 
organizations. Any person taking and ad­
ministering an unlawful oath of secrecy, or 
for any unlawful purpose will be liable to 
five years imprisonment.

A few years ago the fire hose at Ridenn 
Ball was cut and the Governor General has 
lately received a number of threatening 
letters. -

Hon. Peter Mitchell is pressing the claims 
of the Miramichi Valley Railway to a sub­
sidy from the Dominion Government. Large 
Mubsidics having beèn granted last session to 
local and political railroads, the Government 
find it difficult to refuse siich favors to their 
supporters now, and Mr. Mitchell seems de­
termined that, the line shall not be drawn at 
bis road.

At a Cabinet -Council, livid on Saturday, 
it was decided that American distillers 
should not be allowed to bring their whiskey 
into Canada; to be re-exported in order to 
evade the United States revenue.laws.

The secret of the Government’s proposal 
to add 71 per cent, to the duty on print 
cottons has been discovered. Mr. Colby, M. 
P., has formed a company to manufacture 
print cottons at Magog, and the ministry are 
desirous of securing to their supporters a 
monopoly of the print cotton trade of the 
Dominion. The increase in tariff on prints 
will go into force on the 1st of January next. 
Dry goods merchants of Montreal and To­
ronto have held' meetings and protested 
against tho new tax.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
Ottawa, April 6..—The Budget debate was 

resumed to-day bv Mr. Wigle, who urged 
further modification in tobacco excise duties, 
in Order to promote the growth of that 
article in Canada.

Mr. McMillan (Huron,) quoted from prices 
current as published in the Mail, proving 
that prices obtained for farm produce in 
Toronto were lower now than during the 
year» when the late administration were in 
power. He also pointed out the folly of ex­
pending public money in bringing out 
immigrants to settle in the Northwest and 
obliging those settlers, by their unjust land 
pi 1 icy, and by imposing heavy taxes upon 
agricultural implements to abandon their 
homesteads and go to the United States.

Messrs. Sproul and Taylor followed on the 
Government side.

Mr, Burns defended Costigan’s neglect of 
his public duties to interfere in the Ontario 
elections. He thought the Government 
should aid the older Provinces in securing a 
share of immigration.

Mr. Sutherland (Selkirk) showed the 
injurious effect of the present tariff upon the 
trade of Manitoba and quoted from the Win­
nipeg Times (Government organ in Manitoba) 
denouncing the proposed tax upon agricul­
tural implements as infamous. Canadian 
manufacturers were unable to produce the 
class of implements required in the North­
west.

Mr. Gilmour made a clear and practical 
speech, showing that though interested 
parties might claim that prices were not in 
creased by high duties, everv person who 
knew anything"of the subject knew that the 
cost of anj' imported article to the consumer 
was increased by exactly the amount of the 
tax imposed upon it. The Government pro­
fessed to desire to secure a home market for 
Canadians, but if they were sincere they 
would prohibit the importation of American 
manufacturers altogether. But they dare 
not do so lest the people should discover the

wick and Nova Scotia the consumers 
had to pay 60 cts. per barrel duty with­
out benefitting in any way the Werstern 
agriculturist because he could export it 
at a higher price. The lion, gentleman 
has boasted that he had a surplus, anci 
he has one. I come now to consider that 
question of surplus, and in doing so I call 
attention to the fact that this question 
was debated during the reign of the 
Maofctaéie Administration, which was not 
a reign wholly of deficits as the lion. 
Minister of Railways would fain have uÿ 
believe. At any rate the then lion. Fin­
ance Minister claimed at one time that 
he had a surplus. What was the 
language of the hon. Minister of Railways 
with reference to that surplus. I invite 
the particular attention of the House to 
this, because it was alluded to by the 
hon. leader of the Opposition, because 
the force of his utterances was sought to 
be broken by the right hon. First Minis­
ter qn, behalf ofthe hon. Minister of 
Ràhvhiÿs, but with the effect, through 
his not understanding the position, of 
placing the hon. Minister of Railways in 
a worse position than before. In 1875 he 
says. Hanxrrd, 1875, pag.<l 76 :—

“Then there is the question of sugar 
* * * . There never was a time when 
the hon: Finance Minister had it in his 
power to deal with this question in a 
manner more just to the people than at

Eresent. He says we have a surplus of 
alfa million. I say the finrernment 
have no right to get vi'd of it, and the 

best way to do so is that pursued by lis 
and by the Government of Great Britain 
—by lightening the taxes on the people, 
ana when I ten you the article or sugar 
pays in this country 50 per cent, on its 
cost, while in England the Government 
have swept the tax away altogether, I 
think this House will agree with me that 
the time was ' most opportune to have 
used this surplus—not in adjusting the 
Tariff1 for sugars as the hon. gentlemen 
proposed lost year, but by such a de­
crease of duty upon the lower grades of 
sugar as might-accomplish the object the 
hon. gentleman had in view when bring­
ing the .Tariff* before the House, and 
which would be received as a boon by 
thft g^qçer classes of the country.”

. This is a méat einphatic declaration on 
the part of the hon. Minister of Railways, 
who was then exercising the duties which 
woyld have been performed, no doubt, 
by the' tahj Jïnance. Minister, had he 
then been in the House ; and I am bound 
to say that hé performed them with great 
ability. Wft haye further the u tterances 
of tiea- turn' Finance Minister on this 
question of surplus and the duty of the 
Government in dealing with it. He says 
in 1881, (pages 1,020 and 1,021 of Han­
sard)—

“I^on.-geBtiemea may ask if with the 
estimated surplus, for the<present year of 
$2,000,000 and the estimated surplus 
next year cd. $1,000)000, we propose in 
the resolution» we are about to lay on the 
Table any great reduction in the Tariff.1’
AfteF stating it was not his intention, 
owing*to inability, to estimate exactly 
what effect the Increased home produc­
tion would have, and also the hope of re­
ciprocity says: j i

“We thought it would not be injurious 
to be able to show in fcxvo or three years 
that we had a surplus of two and a half 
or three millions. * * * If there is no 
chance of our natural productions having 
a free market in the United States, if we 
find that in addition to the- $300,000 re-

Suired foz; interest on our expenditure in 
îe construction of the Pacific Railway, 

we have a handsome surplus. I need not 
tell tjbejlm- geqtfcepaan that we shall be 
only too "glad to relieve 'the people of 
taxation, whether to the extent of half*a 
million or a million of dollors. Rtit a* 
present we fell that it would be unwise 
and qtKlpBjjfatytodo that.v
We have, therefore, first tlie hon. Minis­
ter of Railways that a Govern un lit 1ms 
nmrijgit to liavc a surplus, or if they have 
it js fhetç.WijndendutyAo get rid of it 
by lightêiting the taxes. Then we have 
the hon. Finance Minister saying that he 
did not know exactly what the effect of 
the American Tariff legislation would be 
on oûr reVeniue, but that if at the end 
of three years we had a surplus o‘S3,000,- 
000 he would only be too gla l to relieve 
the people of taxation of half -a million 
or a million dollars. Now, with a .surplus'

dens of the people only by the paltry re 
duct:on Ire proposed to make should ke 
have a surplus of $M,(KXt,(K)U. If it were 
wrong to have a surplus at all, hew can 
the lion. jfitStify Uimself for hav­
ing taken out of the pockets of the peo­
ple $16,00d,009 of mbhey which ought to
be circulated among the people, produe 
ing wealth, locking it up in the coffers of 
this country or "expending it on public 
works which. the Government were 
pledged to construct, without increasing 
the taxation of the country—tor the con­
struction of which they were to borrow 
money and pay out of the sale of lands? 
To-day he proposes no ceasing of the 
burden of taxation except the paltry 
relief of $ 1,500,000 of duty, and of that 
$500,000 comes of the article of tobocco, 
a luxury which people- were willing 
should bear an increase if necessary. lie 
proposes no easing on sugar, no less 
etting tof' the taxatio-i on the other 
necessaries of life. While reducing the 
duty on tobacco he is enhancing tin- 
taxes on other articles of prime necessity. 
Hon. gentlemen opposite should decide 
whether the position now taken by the 
hon. Finance Minister is the right one or 
whether that taken by the hon. Minister 
of Railways that a Government 1ms no 
right to a surplus, is the right one. I 
agree to a great extent with the lion. 
Minister ofRailways. When the Govern­
ment find they have beyond doubt a 
surplus, when they cun calculate to a 
certainty on having one, us it is their 
boumUm duty to reduce taxation. It is 
no part of £he duty of a Finance Minis­
ter to extract mow money out of tin- 
pockets of" the people than is absolutely 
wanted to carry on public affairs. He 
has done his best, l admit, in the esti­
mate he lias made to.make the expendi­
ture keep up with the taxation of the 
people—I admit •that'- running it up at the 
rate of a million a year. 11 is duty is, the 
hon; Minister of Railways being bis judge, 
his own words telling him in 1881, that 
he 1ms no right to come down here pro­
posing no greater reduction in taxation 
than $1,500,000 a lien lie has $16.000,000 
of a surplus. He claims it as nil. evidence 
of statesmanship that he has su<-c<-eded 
in taking $l<i,00ÜJ*K) out- of the pockets 
of the.people more than was needed. Is 
it statesmanship in England, where they 
have statesmen to administer their 
affairs? Ix-t me point out to the lion, 
gentleman that if the (.'imnct-llor of : In- 
Exchequer of the United Kingdom was 
to have a surplus, in proportion to their 
revenue, equal to that wliirli tb<* !e»n. 
gentleman has boasted -M" tonight, he 
would have to come down with a surplus- 
of $82,(X)0,(XX). Fancy what would i».< 
said ot a Chancellor of the Exchequer in 
England if he could not estimate the 
requirements of the public service nearer 
thaii.$H2tOOO,U<JU. lie would be ridiculed 
as unable to grasp the financial condition 
of the country. The Finance Minister 

reply to me : I estimate-1 tlie ser­

vice at $3,000,000 more than that ; and ! 
even then lie was mistaken in his esti­
mate of the revenue. After five years 
experience the hon. gentleman is astray 
in his calculation with reference to the 
effect of this Tariff of $3,316,000. That 
would be équivalent to a miscalculation 
on the part of the Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer in England of $46,000,000. 
Fancy a Chancellor of the Exchequer in 
England making a mistake like that. 
Sir, the Finance Minister has to learn, 
and he has to be told, that Finance Min­
istère are judged by their ability to 
estimate closely what the revenue 
and expenditure are likely to be, 
that they may ask from the 
people no iriore than what is required to 
carry on the public service. He has 
completely failed in this respect, for he 
has asked for $3,316,000 over and above 
$3,000,000 surplus he estimated last year. 
We remember the denunciation heaped 
upon the late Minister of Finance be­
cause, (luring his administration, he had 
been unable to keep the expenditure of 
the country to within the bounds of, the 
revenue—he who had to administer the 
affairs of the country with one-third less 
taxation than at the present time. He 
was, at any rate, able in five years to show 
a deficit of toot more than $5,000,000, or 
only $1.000,000 a year. 'Hie present 
Finance Minister in his calculation is, in 
three years, $16,000,000 wrong, or over 
$5,(XX),000 a year. Sir, this surplus busi­
ness is quite understood by the people of 
tliis country. If the surplus was paid by 
the Minister himself, if he had some 
means of taking it out of his own pocket 
and putting it into the public treasury, or 
if the combined supporters of the Minis­
try had some means of patting that 
money into the treasury, then we would 
hail them as benefactors of their country. 
But when tjbe lion. Finance Minister has 
put his hand into your pocket and my 
pocket and taken therefrom this $16,- 
000,(XX), thjen xve claim that lie has not 
accomplished any very great feat, as he 
is backed in his act by the Parliament of 
this country. I say that lie has proved 
himself unable to estimate aright the re­
sources of this country, he^ias been un 
aille to grasp the tax-paying power of the 
people, and he is still going on in the 
same way, for lie tells us that in the cur­
rent year he expects another $6,000,000; 
and I suppose that for the year that is to 
follow we may calculate upon a little 
surplus, in this matter of a surplus it is 
time the lion, gentleman should act upon 
the advice of the hon. Minister of Rail­
ways, and to lighten the burdens that are 
laid upon the people of this country. I 
tell the hon> Minister ot Finance that I 
believe before the seven years he has 
talked about he wid find things in this 
country very much changed—

Sir Leonard Tilley— Blue ruin predict 
ed.

Mr. Paterson—Oh, no! I think that 
it is quite possible that blue ruin may 
overtake the hon. gentleman’s political 
fortunes, blit I do not think that utter 
ruin will come to the country, because I 
think the country will exist in spite of 
all tbe honi gentleman can do to ruin it. 
But it is quite possible there may be 
relief in the near future. I am not one 
of those—and no hon. gentleman in this 
House can make the charge against me 
—who take too dark a view of the affairs 
of the country. 1 was one of the first to 
acknowledge the time when prosperity 
began to dawn upon us. I am fain to 
admit it to (lay- My opinions are not 
worth a great deal, but what I am saying 
now is backed up by men who are quite 
assgood financiers as the hon. gentleman 
himself; anjil I mean no disparagement 
to him when I say tlint a-late Finance 
Minister, aiiid the one who administered 
the affairs of this country immediately 
after Confederation, that that hon. gentle­
man, in looking abroad over the commer­
cial conditjon of the country, has seen 
fit more than once in his paper to raise a 
warning vhlce. Other commercial jour­
nals point i0 that direction. It is not a 
prediction that I make alone. Let me 
read to biuj what one of his own organs 
says, a paper that supporta the hon. 
gentleman opposite at least three days in 
the week, let me read from the Montreal 
Gazette of March 8th, the following 
editorial;—i

“The disturbing elements xvhich for 
some time bast have existed in the com­
mercial atmosphere have not yet been 
dissipated, and it is feared that further 
disturbances as a result of over-trading 
are inevitable before business regains its 
wonted health and vigor. Not in Canada 
alone, however, is this unsettled con 
dition of affairs discernable, as the de­
pression is certainly more marked in the 
United States than here, and lias become 
sufficiently [developed in Great Britian to 
maw forth i comments upon it from the 
press. Some of" our leading merchants 
are of the opinion that references to 
trade difficulties should be avoided as 
much as possible in commercial articles, 
on the ground that they tend to create 
unnecessary distrust. In this view of the 
subject, however, we cannot concur, for 
the reason that the more the question of 
commercial depression is publicly dis­
cussed andi understood, the more speedy 
and effectual is likely to be the appli­
cation of the remedy. It has come to he 
a recognized axiom', that cycles of depres­
sion follow periods of prosperity as surely 
as night follows day, although we main­
tain that the former sequence is not as 
necessary to trade as the. latter is to

Then he goes on and instances 
support of his statement. Noxv, I hold 
that is very wrong language on the part 
of the editor of the Montreal Gazette. 
That is blue ruin, and 1 would suggest 
that the hon. member for Cardwell (Mr. 
White) should write to the editor of the 
Montreal Gazette, protesting against it. 
The thing is an outrage. That paper is 
guilty of infidelity to tlie lion. Finance 
Minister. Why, Sir, here we find the 
very expression* in a good dory news­
paper thut iwo used to hear in the timeof 
the Mackenzie Administration. Here we 
find a pap-civ that is known to the hon. 
member lof- Cardwell, a strong supporter 
of" the hon. Finance Minister, talking 
about cycles of depression. Has he for- 
gotten that the hon. Finance Minister 
still lives? Has he forgotten who admin­
isters our affairs? Has h.e forgotten that 
cycles may co.ue and cycles may go, but 
that applies to lands where they have 
not such a Finance Minister as we have 
for here there are no disturbing influ­
ences in the commercial atmosphere? 
How dare he make these utterenees in 
view of the failures that atv taking place.
I read a speech delivered by the hon. 
member ldr Cardwell very nearly, if not 
oil the saufe day, delivered in a neighbor­
ing county where the hon. gentleman 
livid forth (all tfie eloquence he possess­
ed, and told the people how blest we are 
in having the present Finance Minister, 
.ni 1 that with the Tariff’in force and the 
present Ministers in ,office wc were on tlie 
way lo perpetual prosperity. But even 
tli • Finance Minister has declared to­
night a wapt of faith in himself. He be- 
UiMrvd that for'seven years ho would have 
prosperityJ Does ho intend to die in 
seven years, or to leave us in seven years; 
I pray him not. If he can maintain this 
buoyancy in the co.nmercial atmosphere 
and stave 0ft* this blue ruin, why should 
he only do it for seven year; why should

he not live and serve his country and 
not voluntarily retire? Canada has placed 
him in that high position, and it will 
expect him to remain and give effect 
to all his prophecies, and that 
for all time to come, because he 
says the present Tariff is to remain in 
force for all time to come. Neither 
wages, nor must wheat decline for all 
time to come; there was a little fall for 
the time being, but the hon. Minister will 
regulate that. For all time to come our 
factories must have their home market.
I recognize the fact that, while I believe 
Canada is prosperous today, and has an­
other good year before her, long before 
the seven years which the hon. gentle­
man has mentioned have elapsed, the 
countiy will be in the midst of one of 
those eras of depression which the Mon­
treal Gazette truly says, come round in 
cycles; that one year after you find de­
pression existing in the United States, 
look out for depression in Canada, and I, 
faithless in the power of the Finance 
Minister, would be glad if he lia i the 
power to save us from that which will in- 
evitab y come. The large expenditure 
of foreign capital in the Prairie Province 
may for the time tide us over, but de­
pend upon it that when the Pacific Rail­
way is completed and trains are running 
through, when our exports decline and a 
poof harvest comes, and there is a lower­
ing of the United States lumber market 
and decline in the price of our pro­
ducts in England, then there will 
be a stringency in this country 
again; and let me tell the hon. Finance 
Minister that, though lie rejoices to-day, 
and the people to-day pay their taxes 
willingly, yet at any .rate he is running 
the machine now, taxes will have to be 
kept up with diminishing imports, and 
the people having to pay 35 per cent, on 
many of the necessaries of life, instead of 
17$ per cent., will turn round on the hon. 
Finance Minister and say that their bur­
dens are greater than they can bear, and 
he will be unable to give relief, because 
the country has entered upon an era of 
extravagance, and expenditure can be 
more easily increased than retrenched: 
and therefore it is that I look forward to 
that time, and am willing to see the hon. 
gentleman sitting in his place and take 
all the pleasure that he can derive—and 
he seems to derive much pleasure from 
the fact—that he sits surrounded with 
two supporters at his hack to every one 
in the Opposition. This country will, as 
I have said, pass through a period of 
stringency and trade depression as well 
as of prosperity, and I venture to proph­
ecy that in two years from now, he hon. 
Minister, if he still retaines his position 
as Minister of Finance, will find that he 
will be compelled to offer apologies; he 
will explain how this factory and tha^ 
faetoiy was closed; how wages in this de 
partaient were lowered, and how it occurs 
that the exports have declined. I be­
lieve this, and I am confirmed in my 
view by writers in commercial journals, 
equally well informed with the hon. 
Finance Minister. And then we, on this 
side of the House, will have the satis­
faction of knowing that though we may 
have had to wait a few years, till a period 
of trial came round, yet it was bound to 
come at last. We all know that the 
principles laid down on this side of 
the House, and acted on, were the cor­
rect principles, and that hon. gentle­
men opposite, who attempted to give the 
people relief by means of bogus medi­
cines, would be declared by the people 
themselves, to have been administering 
quack medicines. They would ask the 
advice of physicians who practise accord 
ing to well understood remedies, and when 
that time came, the hon. Minister would 
find, that, having had his day of rejoicing 
and exaltation, that utterances would fall 
back on himself, and that lie had proved 
powerless to accomplish the good he de­
clared he would be able to accomplish 
through the agencj of the Tariff. I have 
not gone into a discussion of Free Trade 
and the present Tariff. Free Trade has 
never been an issue in this country. It 
has always been held that we should af­
ford protection, while raising the necces 
sary revenue, and I have |>ointod out 
time and again that under the late Ad­
ministration the .. an u factures had at 
tained a proud and prominent position, 
as far back as 1876, when tlie products of 
the manufactories of Canada, placed side 
by side with the manufactured pr.du t 
of any other nation, challenged the ad­
miration of the people who beheld them. 
I have pointed out that the display of 
Canadian manufactures at the Centennial 
Exhibition, followed by the exhibitions 
at Çaris and Melbourne, aided by a grant 
made by the Government, opened up a 
foreign trade to this country, that in 1878 
had expanded to $4,000,000. What have 
hon. gentlemen opposite done to promote 
our manufacturing industries? Some 
few lines have been benefitted, and I am 
willing they should be benefitted. But 
what has been the effect on tlie manu 
factoring industry as a xvhole? The 
export trade has not been developed. 
It fell nearly $1,000,000 during the first 
year that hon. gentlemen were in office ; 
it fell $1,000,000 another year, and $2, 
750,000 less of manufactured goods were 
sent from this co intry during the last 
threë years th&n during the last year of 
the Mackenzie Administration. And yet 
they claim that they develop manulac 
tores. Hon. gentlemen opposite can 
take whatever credit they can find from 
the cla»m that they benefitted >ome 
industry ; but it must be remembered 
that they liandicappod others, and those 
the largest anu most important country 
Among those handicapped were the 
manufacturers of agricultural implements 
and yet to-day the lion. Minister proposes 
that an extra duty be levied upon that 
industry, to be borne by whom? By the 
people of Manitoba. Poor Manitoba, the 
figures given to us by the Minister of 
Customs himself* reveals this fact: that 
while the other Provinces of this Domin­
ion pay an average of $5 per head of 
taxation, Manitoba pays $16, and it is on 
the imports directly into Manitoba,wliileon 
the goods they purchase in Montreal and 
Toronto have to be added to it. In addition 
they pay enormous freight rates, monopo­
ly rates fpreed upon them, fastened upon 
them by hon. gentlemen opposite, so that 
every man in Manitoba with five of a fam­
ily faces the fact, that he will have direct­
ly and indirectly a taxation of aliout $200 
a year to bear. .Sir, 1 think that this is a 
matter which deserves the attention of 
this House and country—that in that 
fair land of ours from which we had hop 
ed for great tilings, under the manage­
ment of hon. gentlemen opposite, they 
are nuking it intolerable for tlie people 
of that country, J blame not the agri­
cultural implement manufacturers sg 
much for seeking more protection, be­
cause the Government by heaping taxes 
on their raw material compels them to 
ask for high prices, and for seeking to get 
their market there; and why, because 
the Government, instead of retaining the 
Thunder Bay Branch, built with the 
mqney qf the people of Canada, and 
which, when in pur q»n lupids enabled 
us to lay down a car load of freight tpf 
$40, or on regular mileage rates for $43,

have handed all the outlets and the 
inlets into that country into the hands of 
the syndicate, who charge these same 
men $176 to lay down a car of freight for 
the same distance. That, Sir, handicaps 
these agricultural implement makers, 
who have to pay extortionate freight 
rates; ami who, in buying their raw mat­
erial, have duties heaped upon them by 
the hon. Finance Minister; and they say, 
Why, wc cannot hold our own unless 
more protection is given; and if tlie hon. 
gentleman docs them that injustice, he 
imposes on the people of that Province 
the high taxes to the extent I have men­
tioned. Sir, there is a blight on that 
land in the presence of these lion, gen­
tlemen, and I will not allow them to 
charge on me disloyal utterances be­
cause I speak out openly in this House 
with reference .to this matter. I will not 
permit them to charge me with running 
down the country. I am not doing so. 
No man in this House desires to see the 
progress and prosperity of this country 
as much as I do; with the feelings 
of a young Canadian I desire, 
above all things, to see the great 
national progress of this country to xvhich 
I oxx'e my birth; and I looked forward 
hopefully to the opening and develop­
ment of the North-West, xvhich lias all 
the resources required to make a great 
nation, and it is because I am a 
patriot to that country, and be­
cause I am a patient to my
country, that I speak out plàinly. I am 
not disloyal to my country xvhen I speak 
in this way, and I am not running it 
down. That i,s a magnificent country, 
and it has a magnificent people in it; 
but they are chained down hand and 
foot by the Government of the day. I 
"am, hoxvever, disloyal ’otlie Government 
of the day, and here lies my disloyalty, 
l ain disloyal to their policy xvhich has 
fastened these fetters on xvhat ought to 
be a free nation. Sir, I repeat sincerely, 
as much on account of the desire I feel 
to see the North-West deveolped, the 
verdict xvhich xvas given in June last, as 
I do with reference to any other matter ; 
but it lias been given, as the hon. Finance 
Minister says. I am one of those who 
recognize the fact, that come though 
these things may, the people have the 
right to rule ; and- if the people have 
seen fit to send back the hon. member 
for West Durham, and those xvho are in 
political accord with him, to this House, 
in less numbers than the gentlemen xvho 
support the Administration of the day, 
they will find us here still maintaining 
our principles ; still contending from our 
own standpoint, for what we consider to 
be the right, undismayed by the taunts 
which may be cast across the floor of the 
House, or by the boasts of the lion. Fin­
ance Minister. Sir, xve recognize the 
fact, that though but 70, while they are 
140, and you, sir, are the impartial one, 
whom we have in this House, and that 
thougli it be the state df parties in this 
House, it is not the state of parties in the 
country ; and even were it so, no man is 
to be blamed for holding views different 
from his fellow men, and for finding two 
to one against him, all xve have, to do, is 
to speak from our own standpoint ; and 
wo will maintain in all their force, and 
propound with all the possible vigor of 
xvhich xve are capable, the principles that 
xve think ought to guide us in adminis 
tering the affairs of this country. I have 
only one thing to say, and I would not 
have alluded to it, had it not been lor the 
boasting of tlie lion. Finance Minister. 
He might; under the circumstance in 
xvhich he is secured by his majority, re­
membering by what moans this xvas at­
tained, and xvhich lie sees 140 lion, gen­
tlemen behind him—have at any rate 
felt, that it was not necessary lo allude 
in such jubilant terms to the fact, that 
they are 140 to our 70; not that xve care 
fot that, for 70 believing themselves to be 
in the right, may stand in the face of not 
140 hut of 740 ; and when that lion, gen­
tleman knows the means by which they 
obtained poxver; xvhen he remeiybers 
that he himself xvas a party to the con­
ception and the introduction and
the passing of a bill through
this House by xvhich the Into 
Finance Minister, a man xvho.se abilities 
the country might have had the advan­
tage of at this time, xvho had been re­
ceived in a constituency by tlie unanim­
ous nomination xvhich meant his election 
to this house—he might xx*cll have re­
frained from making such a boast. The 
lion, gentleman xvas a party to the intro­
duction of a bill to xvipe out the ex-Fin­
ance Minister's constituency at the ex­
pense of depriving him of a seat -in this 
House ; xvhen he in common witli other 
hon. gentlemen opposite, day after day, 
week after week, month after month, 
manifested that noble, that brave and 
that chivalrous disposition xvhich enabled 
them to retire into the secret recesses of 
a room, and there in darkness to take 
their maps and map out this constituency 
so as to strike at this member of the Op 
position, tearing townships from counties 
and casting townships into other coun­
ties, disfiguring, marring, and blotting the 
xvhole map of Ontario, by legislative en-, 
actinent, wiped out many of their oppon­
ents in this House. That lion, gentle­
man professes to have some regard for 
his character ; to have some of the ele­
ments of fair play in him ; and xvhen he 
remembers that he xvas a party to this, 
that he sat here and plotted in secret in 
common with others of his party, and 
canio l through this House g bill in an 
underhand way, and l>y this means suc­
ceeded in capturing the Province of On­
tario, he might have refrained Irom his 
boasting, Sir, if it be any delight, any 
pleasure to one of his noble and cliival 
rous nature, to see that lie was successful 
in accomplishing what he sought in 
diminishing the number of hon. gentle­
men on this side of the House—the 
pleasure is his ; and, Sir, xve on this side 
of the House xvould rather remain here 
from now until doomsday, a small minor­
ity, rather than even be guilty of doing 
that upon xvhich xve could not reflect 
without feeling that xve had done that 
xvhich could not couiniepd itself to any 
man possessed of a noble, of a brave, and 
of a chivalrous nature. Mr. Speaker, 1 
aui sorry I have detained the House at 
such length. I have spoken xvith some 
vigor and force oil the subjects which I 
have touched; but I have desired to 
trespass in no manner beyond the l«ounds 
of Parliamentary debate. Differing from 
the hon. Finance Minister, 1 have en­
deavored to give the reasons for it ; and 
whether ably or not the House, at any 
rate, xvill be able to see tlie lineofreason- 
which I have endeavored to adopt ; and 
if that line of reasoning xvill commend 
itself to any independent members of 
this House ar><! lead them to feviexv the 
views of pplitical parties and take a more 
earnest consideration than heretofore of 
the great questions of the day—not one, 
but the great questions ofthe dafe ; and 
if it should be the means of influencing 
them to cast their votes in tlie direction 
which I conceive to be the right one, 
then, Sir, 1 xvill feel more than repaid for 
any efforts that I have made in thus 
placing my views before you. 1 thank 
you, ilr. Speaker.
