And when worn out and 
prostrated a feeling of lassitude and 
drowsiness that is very difficult to 
dispel comes over one. In such in- 
stances many hours of rest are re- 
quisite to repair and rebuild the 
wasted energies. Mental labor is 
even more exhausting than phisical. 
A hearty man may do manual laber 
for eight or ten hours a day and ex- 
perience therefrom no special evil 
effects; but let mental labor be pur- 
sued with like assiduity and the ner- 
vous system becomes weakened and 
irritable. In time the physical pow- 
ers become disordered and weakened 
by sympathy and the strain upon 
them to supply the brain waste. These 
facts are more predicable of new- 
comers than of those who have resided 
for a year or more at high altitudes. 
Persons and animals thoroughly 
acclimated do not experience these 
drawbacks. Indeed, these could not 
look better anywhere than they 
appear here. The great difficulty is 
in getting acclimated.

Hints on Land Draining.

Mr. W. D. Philbrick makes the 
following suggestions in the Boston 
Cultivator, derived from his experi- 
ence for several years —
.Tile are better than stone, and if 
labor is to be paid for, and is worth 
anything, they are cheaper. If stone 
are at hand and need removal to clear 
the land on which they lie, the farmer 
can afford to pay $15 to $30 per acre 
for tile, and dump the stone in a pile, 
rather than use them for covered 
drains. The tile are. less likely to 
clog up with sand, and mud, and cost 
less than half the labour to dig the 
drains and lay them.

It is not a good plan to dig drains 
long before they are laid with tile or 
stone. They are apt to cave in, 
especially in frosty weather; and, in 
case it is desirable to do such work in 
winter, it is better to plan to lay out 
the drains in the fall, remove the sod 
and plow frequently the bottom of 
the ditches, thus partially dug, in 
order to keep them from freezing. 
As fast as the bottoms are dug out to 
the proper grade, they should be laid 
with tire or stone and immediately 
covered.

One very essential, point, in fact 
the most essential one, in drainage, is 
to give the drains a continuous fall. 
If any point is dug out too low, the 
water will stand there, and deposit 
mud until the passage becomes ob- 
structed. It is easy enough to attain 
this continuous fall if there is water 
flowing in the ditch at the time of 
digging, as the water will stand at 
but in case the ditch is dry and the 
bottom of uneven character as to hard- 
ness, it will need close watching to 
prevent the digger from going too 
deep in spots where the bottom is soft. 
The level is the only safe guard in 
such cases.

When the bottom is clay or hard

Do Trees Fall before a Storm.?

It is a matter of common observ- 
ance that trees and their branches fall 
during the prevalence of storms and 
from perfectly obvious causes.

We do not mean to say that a farmer 
should not work, for therr are those 
things that no can do, and do many 
times better, than be can hire it done.
Many men by overworking them- 
selves while in the prime of life, so 
disable themselves that by the time 
they reach the age of forty-five or 
fifty they are incapable of enjoying

working of the drains. Stones are 
not satisfactory for such places, and 3 
tiles only are to be trusted; these I 
shou'd be laid on strips of rough 
boards, if the bottom is soft, to pre- 
vent setting, and should be covered i 
with in inch or two of tanbark or 
sawdust, if it can be obtained, to pre- 
vent infiltration of mud or sand.

The best place to utilize stone is in 
laying open ditches, walls, etc., or 
making roads. To dig a covered 
drain for stone requires the removal 
of more than double the earth needed 
for tile, and after all this is not #8 
good a job.

It is often desirous to introduce sur- 
face water into a system of covered 
drains; to do this safely the only way 
is to let the surface water fall into a 
well, or catch basin, dug one or two 
feet below the level of the drain, large 
enough to allow the flow of surface 
water to settle and deposit its mud 
before entering the drains; the accu- 
mulated mud will need removal as 
occasion requires.

The cost of the drainage of many a 
wet hole would be returned in one to 
three years of good crops, and the 
land thus reclaimed is usually the 
very best in New England, being able 
to withstand drought better than high 
land, and containing abundance of 
vegetable mould.

In case the land to be drained is a 
pure peat bog, it will need the addi- 
tion of sand, or loam, as well as drain- 
age, to make really good soil. Pure 
peat. when drained becomes dry and 
dusty, and needs the mixture of the 
soil to make it fertile ; three or four 
inches of any kind of loam spread and 
worked in, will accomplish this pur- 
pose.

Sugar Beet.

The "Sugar Beet” fever seems to have 
subsided in New Brunswick, but it is hot in 
Quebec. We learn from the Sugar Beet 
Quarterly Journal, devoted to the cultivation 
and utilization of the root, that the “ Union 
Sucrier du Canada," intend starting beet 
sugar manufacture and refining industries, at 
the following places; at Longue Point, 
Hochelaga County, five miles from Montreal, 
on the banka of the St. Lawrence ; at Char- 
lesbourg, Quebec county, on the St. Charles 
River, withill a mile of the city of Quebec, 
near Dorchester bridge ; at Berthier, 50 miles 
from Montreal, eppoeite Sorel and the mouth 
of the Richilieu River, and at Savennee, 
Vercheres County. The President and Vice 
President of the “ Union Sucriere" are Mr. 
Bourgeois, banker and President of the Indus­
trial and Commercial Banks, and M. B. 
Legru, sugar manufacturer at Douaville and 
Revelon Fiance. There are other sugar 
manufacturers among the Directors. The 
Union intend to start industries throughout

Choosing the Mayor.

The time for holding the civic elections is 
drawing near, and the citizens will be celled 
upon, in January, to choose the Mayor for 
the ensuing year. Mr. Gregory will not offer; 
he retiree for the time, and leaves the field 
open for aspiring candidates. The names of 
several are already mentioned. They feel a 
noble desire rise within them, that calls upon 
them to fulfil their mission and save the city. 
There will be a run for the chair between 
two or three eager candidates, unless the re­
sponsible electors stop in and take the matter 
in hand. Thore are one or two gentlemen 
who could be named, who would fill the 
office with ability, and with credit to them­
selves and the city, who would serve if called 
upon by the voice of the citizens, but who 
will not descend to canvas for votes, and, 
may be, put themselves under obligations to 
some of the electors who promise support 
only on conditions. It may bo true in a 
general way, that anything that is worth 
having, is worth the trouble of asking for it; 
but there are exceptions to every rule. And 
we think that the general rule might be de­
parted from in this case. A meeting of the 
citizens might be called for the purpose of 
nominating a candidate. Of course, it might 
happen that, there might bo some dissidents 
who would deny the right of any meeting of 
citizens, to dictate, as they would way, who 
shall be Mayor, and who might run a candi- 
date of their own, er support any independent 
candidate who might offer. But this would 
not be, at all likely, to take place, if the 
meeting at which the 4 citizens’ candidate was 
nominated, was a full influential, and fairly 
representive one. We think that we could 
name one er two gentlemen, in any one 
of whom the citizens would feel confidence.

It says, that the Syndicate will bo 
the greatest corporation since the days of 
the East India Company, and fears that it 
will, if not closely watched, exercise an 
equally fatal influence on the Parliamentary 
morals of the country. Its fears and the ap- 
prehensions of those “ well informed" parties 
who suspect that that the interests of the 
Canadian P. R. Syndicate will be made 
secondary to those of St. Paul and Miane- 
apolie road, of which Mr. George Stephens, 
and Mr. Donald A. Smith, members of above 
Syndicate, are the controlling owners, are 
moot likely equally gratuitous. It is not 
fair to prejudice the public mind against the 
Syndicate, on the strength of fears and sus- 
picions more or less imaginary, by hinting 
that the Syndicate will butid just so much 
of the Pacific Railway as will be profitable 
to the St. Paul and Minneapolis Railroad, 
and leave the British Columbian and Lake 
Superior sections unconstructed. We must 
suppose that the gentlemen forming the 
Syndicate are fairly honorable men, and 
that the Government who, it may be assumed, 
have the interests of the Dominion et large 
at heart, will not play into the hands of the 
company, and while dealing with them as 
honorable men, will take care to herd them 
strongly to complete the rond. The follow­

The Confidence Woman of Sunbury.

In 1876, Mrs. Million E. Warren, whose 
maiden name is Grass, and who is daughter ; 
of a respectable farmer, Jacob Grass, of 
Wansis, Perish of Lincoln, Sunbury Co, 
was tried in the County Court of St. John, 
for passing off a check on O. E. Fuller & Co., 
Boston, with false endorsements, on Mooers. 
Jonss & Co,, from whom she received 01,- 
700. The trial created great excitement, 
end she was acquitted. She returned to 
Boston, and recommenced the evil courses 
which had brought her into trouble, and 
within an ace of the Penitentiary. About a 
year ago, in company with a Mrs. McIntyre, 
she set up, in New York, “ the Ladies" 
Money and Stock Exchange, and fitted up a 
sumptuous office in 28 Union Square. They 
professed to have the command of consider- 
able capital, and they offered to receive 
meney on deposit, which they could invest 
to the beet advantage, and to divide the pro­
ceeds with the depositors. They did a good 
business at first, punctually paid the divi­
dends, and had many clients not only among 
ladies end men of some means, but among 
many struggling poor folk, anxious to 
make additions to their limited incomes. 
After a time some trouble arose, and Mrs.

If 
Mrs. Warren made a bad speculation with 
other people's money, she, as she said, re­
paired their losses by drawing on her large 
balance, at “the Bank." This safe way of 
making money easily and rapidly attracted to 
her office a great number of unwary people of 
both sexes.

London Fogs.

The dense fogs which so frequently con­
vert London day into night, while the sur­
rounding country is bright with sunshine, are 
commonly attributed to the smoky coal which 
London burns ; and it has been proposed to 
import Pennsylvania anthracite as s remedy. 
Doubtless smoke has something to do with 
the density and blackness of London fogs; 
but we very much doubt the possibility of 
largely dispelling them by any change of fuel. 
Il u, we believe, not so much the smoke of 
London fires as the great volume of water 
vapor which they produce that serves as the 
primary cause of the fogs. A necessary pro- 
duct of combustion is water ; and the million 
or more fires of London must send into the 
sir of the city enormous volumes of heat 
vapor in addition to the steam of boiling 
water incident to cooking, manufacturing, and 
similar operations.

While the atmosphere of London is thus 
being kept at the point of saturation, the 
manner in which the city is laid out prevents 
any free passage of wind to sweep away the 
superabundant moisture. London is made up 
of a congeries of towns scattered over a hun­
dred square miles or more of area, each with 
its peculiar net-work of streets and roads, 
and all grown together into such a snarl of 
passages, all short and nearly all crooked, 
that a hurricane would be confused end lost
