I extent that not more than 35,000 effi- 
|cient troops, or 40,000 at the outside, 
|can take the field. In this connection, 
lit Is to be borne in mind that not only 
Natal,, but Cape Colony, with a base 
of operations covering 435 miles, must 
be considered. Our basis of supply 
are at home and organized on the 
relay system in three directions. To 
protct these does not require 500 men. 
If one base should be seriously threat­
ened, the supplies will be destroyed. 
A war of defense, of which we need 
not think for considerable time, would 
present far greater advantages than 
an offensive war. We are at home in 
the highlands of the Transvaal and 
the Orange Free State. The British 
will have to contest every step under 
inconceivable difficulties, and must be 
prepared at every moment to fight 
one, two or three fronts. Then will 
begin a guerilla war, which the British 
will not be able to endure. Already we 
have 50,000 men in the field. So we do 
not need to calculate upon a rising of 
the Boers in Cape Colony and Natal. 
Nevertheless if the British stir up the 
natives and employ them to fight us, & 
rising of the whole Afrikanderdom is 
certain."

London, Monday, Nov. 27—5 a.m.— 
A dispatch from Estcourt dated Sun­
day says: The Mooi River column 
has joined Gen. Hildyard’s forces and 
is bivouacking this morning at Friere, 
about midway between Estcourt and 
Colenso.

An Important Step for Ontario.
The Ontario Government have taken 

a step which may and probably will 
have a large effect on the industrial 
future of the province. As all are 
aware, we have in Ontario the great­
est deposits of nickel-copper ore in the 
world, or at least the largest that have 
yet been discovered. The development 
of those riches has been left almost 
exclusively to foreign capital, the 
pioneers being the Canadian Copper 
Company—an American syndicate de- 
spite the name—who obtained their 
charter from the Dominion Govern­
ment in 1886. This company have five 
furnaces in blast in the Sudbury dis­
trict, smelting an average of 400 to 
500 tons daily. The province, however, 
has not reaped the full advantage 
which should accrue to it from such 
an industry, for the reason that the 
ores, after being smelted and reduced 
to matte, are shipped to the company’s 
refinery in New Jersey, for the extrac­
tion of the nickel and copper. The 
result is that only a fraction of the 
money laid out in the production of 
nickel and copper, from the first stage 
to the last, is spent inside this prov­
ince, which furnishes the minerals. 
Mr. Archibald Blue, the Ontario direc­
tor of mines, in a very able and com­
prehensive report on this matter, 
points out that in the seven years, 
1892-98, the quantity of ore smelted I 
and reduced to matte in the Sudbury1 
district was 591,852 tons, containing| 
29,7(6,000 pounds nickel and 34,570,500 
pounds copper. The total value of this 
matte was $4,596,865, but the selling 
price of the copper and nickel extract­
ed from it would be $14.372,357. The 
total amount paid for wages in Ontario 
during the seven years was only $1,- 
929,894, while it is certain that the 
share distributed outside of Ontario 
for wages, services, and profits has 
been not less than $10,000.000. If the 
refining had been done in this province, 
the whole amount would, of course, 
have been spent here. The president 
of the Canadian Copper Company has 
declared, under oath, that it was the
