Considerable Difficulty Looming
Up Ahead of Premier Borden
and His Colleagues.

Ottawa, Dec. 29.—A short session, with
as little discussion as possible, is the pro-
gram of the Government for the ap-
px'mnchmg_ meeting of Parliament. With
the opening fixed for Jan. 15, Premlier
Borden and his colleagues are counting

upon prorogaticn by the end of May or
the beginning of June.
Just Four Months,

Four months and a half of sitting are
all that are wanted. In this time the
Government proposes to put through es-
timates amounting to a quarter of a bil-
lion dellars, to pass the naval aid bill, to
put through a redistribution bill, to dis-
cuss the high cost of living. and prescribe
a solution for it, while at the same times
passing some mililions of railway sub-
sidies.

To Use Ciosure Rule,

The ciosure rule will be applied with
the utmost severity. It is not proposed to
allow the Opposition a single inch of lee-
way. As far as the rules and the Speaker
can achieve it, his Majesty's lL.oyal Op-
position will bc dumb this session.

NTEMPTIBLE

Lawyer Employed by Victoria
Hospital to Force Collections
of Accounts.

TRUST ORDERED THIS

Foul Attempt Made to Blame
Next Mayor for “Spying
on Poor.”

“The most contemptible newspaper

attack I have ever seen in a public
journal,’ was the manner in which a
physician characterized the charge
made against Ald. Richter that he had
endeavored to pursue the poor who
were In Victoria Hospital, and to find
out if they were able to pay when they
recovered.
“At the present time Victoria Hos-
pital employs a lawyer who writes
scores of letters in a year trying fto
secure money from patients who have
come into the hospital as free pa-
tients,” the physician continued. “I
have had letters sent to me time after
time asking for money from patients
who entered the hospital as free pa-
tients and who were unable to pay
anything. The statement from the
wnonymeous hospital trustee that they
did noL emplov a spy to follow up the
poor,” is funny to .most physicians. If
a man has (m\(mng 10 pay he doesn't
go without paying.

Little Chance of “Victimizing.”
“The fact that Ald. Richter has
heard of cases of patients, entered as
free patients, who were able to pay
may have led him to inquire as to
whether the city was not vicitimized
by some people. But there Iis little
chance of this, with the system of
lawyer's letters that is in vogue. To
try and show that Ald. Richter was
trying to harass the poor was & con-
temptible thing, and is resented by
medical men and physicians general-
l.'"

Ald. Richter’s attitude to the ques-
tion of rates for poor patients and the
collection of the same, was absolutely
fair and above board, and was far
from being the ‘persecution of the
poor” insinuated by the enemies of
the people’s candidate for the mayor-
alty.

Ald. Richter, when seed by The
Advertiser commented upon the lengths
to which his slandering opponents
have shown a willingness to go in
order to-gain their base ends.

The matter came up when the esti-
mates of the hospital trust were be-
fore the flnance committee of the
council. Ald. Richter simply asked
what was being done to collect from
so-called ‘“poor patients.”

“Take the case of a man who comes
to the city today. A few weeks later
he is taken ill and removed to the
hospital,” said Ald. Richter. “He is
working on a salary and having been
here only a short time may not have
any great amount of money sayed up.
But after his recovery, he goes to
work again at his usual salary. Now
is there any reason in the world why
that man should not pay his hospital
bill? He is not a poor patient, al-
though he may not have had the
funds at the time of his illness to pay
his expenses. It was my desire to see
what action was taken by the hospital
authorities to collect in such cases as
this. Where it was found that the
patients were unable to pay all well
and good, but where patients were
quite able to settle, why should they
not do so? I claim that it is the duty
of the board not to encourage pauper-
ism along the line that I have sug-
gested.”

“A system was devised,” continued
Ald. Richter, “whereby a list of the
charity patients was turned over to
the relief officer, he to inquire into the
circumstances.”

Cheaper Than Toronto.

Ald. - Richter, at the time, procured
information as to the relative cost of
hospital treatment in other cities, and
found that the best rooms in Vietoria

Hospital, London, were cheaper than
the ;poorest in Toronto hospitals.

| FOR (ESTERN GANADA

Fund to Purchase the Land

Nearly all Raised at
Meeting.

Montreal, Deo. 28.—8. W, Jacobs,
K.C.,, president of the Baron &
Hirsch Institute, in proposing the
health of the Canadian Federation at
the Zionist banquet here last evening,
made the announcement that the Jew-
ish Colonization Society of Parls, of
which he was a Canadlan representa-
tive, was shortly to found a Jewish
colony in Western Canada, similar te
that which had already been founded
with so great success in the Argem-
tine.

A second Canadian colony for Jews
in Palestine was declded upon today
in the closing hours of the Zionist
convention, and $8,000 of ithe $10,000
necessary for the purchass of land
was subscribed by socicties and indi-
viduals befors the convention rose.
This came as a result of the announce-

ment of the work being done in the

first colony, founded since the 1911
convention. This had been named
“Canadia,” and consisted of 300 acres
of land, a large tract in that country,
and included plantations, buildings,
and a complete equipment. An offer
to stock the land with the necessary
cattle, horses, and the like, made by
a German society, has been refused,
and the money was now ready to do
this and maintain the colony as one
founded and supported exclusively by
Canadien Jews. It was already peo-
pled with a number of refugees from
Kiev, Russia, affording these people
a much-needed place of safety where
they could earn their own living un-
molested.

Plants For
W inter Bloom

The temperature of the room, which
13 to be the plants’ home, needs to be
considered. A draughty place is fatal.
Arrange them, therefore, well out of the
way of any cold, frosty gusts, which may
blow into the room. Then, too, it must
not be too hot one minute and cool the
next, In fact, it 1s hardly safe to have
a variation of 20 degrees between the day
and night; for if the plants are over-
heated and then chilled, the growth is
stunted and the bloom killed. The safe
heat is between 65 and 70 degrees during
the day and between 50 or 55 during the
night. On very cold nights, it is well
to move the boxes away from the win-
dows and put newspapers in frout of the
glass, leaving a dead air space between.
To give the atmosphere the proper
amount of moisture, have a small dish of
water on the radiator, and never allow it
to become dry. Since the plants need
fresh air also, it is well to keep a window
partially opened. But be sure not to al-
low draughts to blow on them.

The old favorite, the geranium, is al-
ways an excellent plant for the house,
thriving equally well in box or pot. If
there is not enough novelty in this plant,
the show geranium or Martha Washington
can be purchased. The Paris daisy or
Marguerite is one of the prettiest of
flowers which thrives in the house.

Take Care of Feet i

Women who spend hours caring for
their hands pay little attention to their
feet, They are such hard-worked mem-
bers of the body that they deserve betler
treatment.

Feet are best kept in condition by
shoes that fit. Never economize in shoe
leather, and do not yield to vanity and
get footgear that is too small

Frequent bathing keeps the feet from
being tired and swollen, and it prevents
rcughness of the skin that leads to cal-
lous spots. !

Water in which a bit of washing soda
has been dissolved is restful Hot salt
water is equally refreshing, while a vig-
orous rubbing with alcohol will quickly
relleve a burning sensation.,

Pumicestone, used frequently, keeps
the skin smooth, It is especially neces-
sary on the heel and on the ball of the
foot, where the weight of the bcdy rests
in walking.

KITCHENER SETTLES
EGYPTIAN TROUBLE

Strong Hand of the Viscount
Adjusts Religious Endow-

ments Question.

New York, Dec, 29.—A cable to the
Tribune fromi London says: Viscount
Kitchener's strong hand recently achieved
another notable success by securing a sat-
1sfactory settlement of the vexed question
of the religious endowments of Egypt. It
has only just become known that this set-
tlement was not explained without seri-
ous friction with the Khedive, and the
presence of a strong British fleet in the
Mediterranean, toc, may have been a
strong Influence in inducing the Khedive
to withdraw his opposition,

“On Nov. 8 the Khedive returned froma
journey te Cairo, and on the following
day Lerd Kitchener opened negotiations
with him, inviting his consent to a thor-
ough reform of the vaukufs.”

The endowments are the estates left

for the maintenance of the Moslem

faith in Egypt, and the Egyptian min-
istry considered they ought to be

placed under a responsible minister.
J.ord Kitchener supported the propos-
al, but the Khedive showed hostility
to it, and a ministerial crisis appear-
ed imminent.

Finally & compromise wag arrang-
ed, the Khedive agreeing to refer tl.e
yuestion to the Sultan, who, in the-
ory, has control of all Moslem endows
ments, and to abide by his decision.

Before allowing the question to be
referred to the Sultan, Lord
Kitchener had taken gpecial precau-
tions to Insure a favorable reply from
his majesty. This arrived within 24
hours, the Khedive instantly concur-
ring, and the affair ended.

If He Were Taken Out of Art,
Literature and Life, Void Wou'd
Result Says Pastor.

If Christ were ‘aken out of art, lit-
erature, philanthrophy, and education,
and all that is done today in the name
of Christ and Christianity for the
easing of suffering and the betterment
of human life, the world would be
very much of a blank, he declared.
Pilate sought to evade the question by
sending Jesus to be tried by Herod,
then he sought to compromise, and
then he betrayed Jesus. 3

tions cannot be evaded. The world
does not want compromises. If Jesus
is rejected, the question becomes,
“What will Jesus do with me?” and
later, “What will I do throughout
eternity without Jesus?”

OIL COMPANY HAS 1,500 MEN
- WORKING IN NEW PLANT

Big Plant Is Devising Plans for Increasing Its Capacity to th
Limit—Batteries of New Stills Are Under Construction,
Also a New Stove Works.

\

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Sarnia, Dec. 27.—Sarnia is on the eve
of greater growth and expansion than
ever. The main factor in this rapid
growth of industrial life, is the Im-
perial Oil Company, with its millions
of capital and the demands for its
products, which are coming in, not
only from Canada, but from all parts
of the world.

The increasing business of this re-
finery has set the directors hard at
work devising plans and means for in-
creasing the present plant to a capa-
city that it will handle all the work
that can be ordered.

The company has completed the pipe
line to the great oil flelds of Ohlo, and
thus has an unlimited supply of crude
oil to draw upon at all times in the
yvear, despite weather conditions or
navigation.

’ Employs 1,500 Men,

At the present time the company has
on its payroll about 1,500 men, many
of whom are at the work of rebuilding
the refinery and increasing the ca-
pacity of all parts of the enormous
works. Carpenters, masons, concrete
men and laborers are busy in a dozen
different parts of the property of the
company, all with the same object
of erecting more buildings and ma-
chinery for the manufacturing of the
crude oil into other valuable products.

It is reported that during this win-
ter the company will erect over 20
stills, with condensers for the same,
and buildings to Inok ufter the by-pro-
ucts.

A start has already been made on & bat-
tery of twelve crude stills to be con-
structed sou'n frcm the battery now op-
posite the Pere Marquette station. It will
be necessary for the company to tear out
one of the acid houses and remove it to
another place.

This building has only beemr up about
three years, and this points out that the
company is arranging its plant for the best
efficlency, in spite of cost. A new set of
six stills has aiready been constructed in
the rear of the crude stills, and a battery
of a half dozen more will be added to
these.

A Special Building.

At the new works, which are about a
quarter mile from the offices of the com-
pany, the work of building the new motor
spirit refinery Is being rushed as fast as a
gang of §0 men can accomplish it.

Madman Shoots

J. M. Turner, the hotel
clerk. attempted to stop him, but he
struck him in the face and rushed out
of the hotel. Several other men tried
to stop him as he ran down the street,
but he waved them aside with his gun.

Reaching the suspension bridge, W.
T, Curry, the tender, attempted to inter-
cept him. Willard struck Curry a power-
ful blow in the face, causing the wod
to flow from his face ang ncse, He then
ran out toward the centre of the bridge,
where he wag captured by Bridge Poilce-
man Holmes.

At the police station Willard gaid he
was a magiclan and a son of James
Wiilard. He said he was born in Golds-
borough, N. C., and was married In
Oklahoma. He refuseg to give his wife’s
maiden name, and later denied that he
ever had been married.

MONTRENL DNINE

OF CITY OFFGAS

Says Incompetency That Endan-
gers Public Should Be Pun-

ished in Some Manner.
WATER FAMINE IS ACUTE

Angus Shops Shut Down and
7,000 Men Are Qut of Work
—More Troub‘-.'e Found.

Montreal, Dec. 29.—“The sanitary
condition of the city of Montretal is
rapidly becoming like the Boer
trenches at Paardeburg,” contended
Dr. Bruce Taylor yesterday in St
Paul’'s Church, in the course of a ser-
mon on the drought here due to the
collapse of the municipal waterworks
intake pipe from the St. Lawrence.

Referring to the administration, Dr.
Tayler asked: “Is it not possible to
replace these nonentities, through
whose inefliciency we have suffered, by
men of calibre, intellectuality and
acknowledged force of character?”

Endangered by Incompetency.

“If, in a municipality,” he continued,
‘“the welfare of six hundred thousand
people is endangered by incompetency,
if property is destroyed and business
closed down, and a plague spreads,
and all activities are brought to a
halt, there must surely be some way
of punishing that incompetency and
crime. In the city of Montreal it
would ceem as though no one vere
responsible for anything, Mismanage-
ment is notorious and plain to view.”

In a number of other churches re-
ferences was made to the “astound-
ing’” fact that the whole city of Mon-
treal was dependent for its water sup-
ply on one intake pipe.

Prayed for Protection.

Rev. Dr. Johnston, of the American
Presbyterian Church, included in his
prayer an appeal that the city be pro-
tected from fire and epidemiec.

Financiaj Experience Needed.

Richter dwelt upon the large
funds to be raised during the coming
year for the Port Stanley road, the
storm sewers, the breakwater, and
other improvements., It was one thing
to spend this money. It wag quite an-
other thing to raise it. With his 30
Years’ experience in financial matters
he believed he could be of service to
the citizens in the matter of raising
these funds, It would make a great
difference to the taxpayers of the fu-
ture whether the money was borrowed
wisely and well or not. If he had con-
sulted his own interests he would have
retired as a private citizen this year.
He regretted the existence of bonus
bylaws, but London had to follow the
lead of other cities in this respect, and
the industrial bylaw before the people
was perhaps one of the least ob-
jectionable form.
