idated conditions. The brush, grass
and weeds, with, the o'd undergrowth
makes i conditiun disgraceful.

Manv wealthy families have relatives
and friends huried there, (some lots are
well kept) ' fathers, mothers, sisters,
daughters, and wives. There geems to
be a lack of interest to clean up and
keep the cemetry in good condition,
which can be done with very little ex-
pense, if properly managed.

Lisbon has one of the most beantiful
little cemeteries to be found in the
U. 8 or Cavada, and I would suggest
that the good people of Athens would
awake and do something to make the
Athens cemetery a credit to vyour
beautiful little city. :

Sumebody or some instivution must
own this land, and I would suggest
that you incorporate a cemetery associ-
ation (it appears to me that Oakwood
or Oaklawn Cemetery Association
would be appropiate, with those
beautiful oaks at the south), elect your
proper officers and put your cemetery
in a prosperous and beautiful condition,
with very little expense to each in-
dividual.

Rich in Material Things But Poer in
Spiritual Things.

Presentations of Reports From Col-
leges—Men Are Scarce.

Proceedings of the Presbyterian
Assembly at Ottawa.

Ottawa despatch —“The old Scotland
Ol OUr l0Tuat.acls I8 DO MOre. A MeW
Scotland hae arisén—a Scotland sborn
of so much of its spiritual power and
Divine energy. And what has bappened
to the home of our forefathers is hap-
pening to the home of their children.”

Strange, strong words, spoken to the
highest court of the Auld Kirk in
Canada, listened to by a great body of
silent, sympathetic men.

But Rev. Dr. Dickson, Galt, proceeded,
und now his tones rang: “Is there hope
jor Scotland? Just the same hope as
tiere is for Canaaa. Let us get away
from the gnawing canker of worldliness
and matenalism and tie up again to the
Lord. You ministers on the Lord’s Day,
you parents in the hotheydo ypu always
have the whitened fields before yout! Do
you always remember to ask God to
ti;rust men out into the harvestY”

It was a profoundly impressive
svene at the sitting of the General As-
scmbly this afternoon. The statistical
report of Rev. Dr. Somerville had de-
monstrated that never before in its long
hietory had the Presbyterian Church
reached the financial status attained
during the past year. All along the line
there had gren magerial impetus. Sal-
aries had increased by $84,986, the value
of Church property had bounded by over
two millions, $68,475 had been the ad-
vahce in gifts to missions, the total given
for all purposes had increased nearly
half a willion, reaching a total of $4,
506,634, an increase of over ten per cent.
within the year. And yet the Clerk of
the Assembly added frankly: “We have
to report thut the energy and strength
of the Church has been expended in the
liné of increases given, rather than in
the line of increase on the spiritual
side.”

Rev. Dr. Somerville, in connection
with his report, pointed out that in the
West, great difficulty was encountered
in securing eccurate figures. There were
80 many changes, both in ministers, ms-
sionaries and congregations that reports
could not be obtamed from a great num-
ber of them. There should, however, be
more attention to this. The General
Assembly was entitled to know these
!lnlistlcl, and in cases where it was mak-
Ing grants 10or missionaries it surely was
e'ntitled to know whether five or twenty-
fl\"(’..f&llllili(‘ﬂ were being served. Ariv
missionary who failed to make this re-
-port should be call=d upon to explain. It
was very unfair to the church, for with
these large numbers of members unre-
])crr}ed, it makes the membership ot the
gnln‘c church much smaller than it really
is. i

'l'}!el'e was ‘coxhi‘loruhio discussion over
?’hf: immigration as it affected the stat-
mhf’s and Rev. Dr, Love, of Quebec,
maintained that there must be a very
considerable shortage in the total num-
bera. l'le aseists in receiving immigrants
on their arrival in Quebec and he in-
stanced two ships he met last week. On
one there were 1.350 immigrants, of
which about 1.075 were Preshyterians.
On the other there were 1,400 ‘nr 1.500,
of which 1.250 were Preshyteriaus. “This
has been going on ali spring.” he aaid,
“and indieates how many ave coming
to Canada.” ;

He argued that there was something
wrong with the syvstem that such a
number of theae which came in last vear
had not been connected with the church.
They were given cards to give to the
minister in the place to which they were
going and the minister wae notified to
Jook out for them. However, there was
something wrong that &0 many of them
had not{vet come to the church,

Rev, }r. Somerville was of the opin-
ion thaf too much emphasis was being
laid on'the financial side in proportion
to the amount of energy used in the
spirtual side.

The dearth of young men rtudying
for the Presbyterian ministry, and the
needs and opportunitica of the west.
were the burden of the discussion
arising out of the reports from the vari-
ous colleges. In presenting the report
of the Halifax College. Rev. Dr, John
AMcMillan said the colleges were the
backbone of the church, as without them
it would be impossible to get home and
foreign missionaries cr ministers for the
regular churches. In the Maritime Pro-
vinces’ Preshyteries alone there are now
‘35 vacancies, showing how inadequate
ia the number of men who have entered
the ministry.

Prof. J. W. Falconer, who seconded
the adoption of the report. spoke of the
studies and the high standard that was
maintained. There were men who de-
gired to go into the ministry who were
handicapped owing to insufficient edu-
cation in the primary courses, but thess
special eases ehould not be allowed to
projudice the normal students. Waoe to
the day when the Presbyterian Church
lowered the academic standard required
of Ler ministers.

The expenditure  for the year was
$1.038.96 more than the receipts. A yeer
ago the college fund was in debt $3.-
777.87. On March lst of thie year it
was $4.816.63. The debt has. indeed.
been increasing. from veayr to year by an
average amount of alout $1,000 per an-
num. i

Dr. A. T. Love, of Quebee, presented
the report of the Morrin College. which
had been closed as a college for several
vears, but which ‘has property worth
$100.000, and an endowment of §100.000.
Its funds are now being used for higher
education in Quebee, but the board of
governoreé proposes to set a sum apart
for scholarships for young men who are
trving to enter the Presbyterian min-
istry. Rev. Dr.. Robert Campbell, of
Montreal, and Rev. W Martin, of
Quedbee, were app:inted representatives

of the assembly on the board of gover-

nors.

Principal Serimger, of the Montrepl
College, reported that out of 80 stu-
dents enrolled, 20 were in' theology.)
The college had made a special ef-
fort to get students for the ministry,
and had been successful. The or-
dinary revenue ;for the year has a
little more than covered ~ the expen-
diture; but there is an accumulated
deficit from the two preceding years
of $3,828.93, and with the completion
of the staff about $3,000 of addi-
tional revenue = will be required an-
nually for the future. 'I'he congre-
gational contributions have this year
sbounted to $3,636.94, an increase of
$641.43 over the previous year. It is
hoped that the revenue from this
source may be increased still further
in future years. ' The sum of 87,
83449 had been added te the Endow-
ment Fund, and the efforts to in-
creape this fund are still being com-
tinued among the friends of the in-
stitution. .

That something like an adequate
salary for ministers must be provid-
ed if good men are to be secured was
the outspoken statement of Principal
A. Patrick, - who presented the report
of the Manitoba College, Winnipeg.
There was a great need for men in the
ministry, the highest of all vocationg.
But to get the best men the Church
bad to provide what it was not now
doing, something like an adequate sti-
pend for ministers. ‘The intellectual
standard of the ministry should be
maintained and raised, but what was
Just as much needed was the spirit-
ual inspiration and personal devotion.

Re:\'. Dr. W. T. Henridge, Ottawa, in
moving the adoption of the report, re-
ferred to the fact that of the students
in Manitoba College, very few came
from the west. Was the reason that
the west was more materialistic than
the east? The financial = stalement
shows that when the books were
closed at the end of the financial year,
on tl;-(‘: 31st of March, there was a deficit
in e ondinary fund amounting to
$1,940. This adverse increase wag due
;‘o the considerable increase in the ex-
ense mentioned in the y
the Assemily last report to

That the propaganda of the last
few years was bearing fruit in an in-
creased number of students entering for
the ministry, was the statement of
Principal A. Gandier, in presenting the
report of Knox College, Toronto.
There ie a small surplus from last year.
This, bowever, must be applied to the
reduction of the large deficit which has
been the result of shortages in former
Yyears, amounting to $11,220. The en-
dowment fumd now amounts to $318.-
641.27, and the revenue produced by it

Por the past year has been $13.869.

The smallest number of graduates in
theo_logy ever recorded in Queen’s Uni-
versity was reported by Principal Gor-
don_. There had been five, but the grad-
uating clase dwindled down to three.
The fmu.n('inl statement showed an ac-
cumulative deficit of $11.609.67.

PLAN OF OO-OPERATION.

Perhaps the most important event
of the home mission year was the
pPreparation by a committee repre-
senting the Presbyterian, Methodist
and mgregational Churches of a
rlan of co-operation which, if loyal-
y carried out, will put a stop to the
unnecessary  duplication of  mission-
ary effort and the appearance of un-
seemly rivalry in religious work by
the churches concerned.

Two Deaconesses  were appointed
during the year, one at Prince Rupert
and the other in Winnipeg.  Their
work justified their appointment.

Last year the Assembly decided
that the principle of Synedical instead
of Presbyterial representation on the
Home Mission Committee should be
made applicable ‘to the three eastern
Synods.

AUXILIARIES ORGANIZED.

One bundred —and twenty-five
auxiliaries and mission bands  were
orgavized by the Womens Home Mis-
sionary Society during the past year,
and the total mnumper of. auxiliaries
and bands is now 5640. The year's
income way $30,784, an advance upon
the previous year of $7,152, and  the
estimated expenditure for the current
year $40,458.  Besides continuing
to support eight mission fields at a
coug of $2,000, this society made a spec-
ial contribution of $400 to a field in Al-
berta to assist the people in the erec-
tion of a church,

The churches of Great Britain  and
Ireland, recognixing the large increase
in the financial burdens of the church
that is neccesitated by the efforts to
provide the ordinances of religion for
those who have emigrated to Canada,
are still extending assistance that is
very gratefully appreciated. The con-
tributions received from the British
churches during the year amounted to
$5.276. Special mention has always
to be made in the home mission  re-
port of the munificent contributions
of the American Presbyterian Church
in the City of Montreal. Although ec-
clesiasticaliy identified with the Pres-
byterian Churcli in the United. States,
the gencrous-bearted members of  this
congregation have for yvears been  en-
thusiastically loyal in their eupport of
Canadian home missions. Their congri-
butions for the past year amounted to
£3,250.

Mr. Whiting writes that he was aseo-
ciated with Mr., Swaisey for mauy years
in Mexico, and that he (Swaisey) had
told him that-he was born and lived un-
til a youig man near London.

Later Swa-
sey was sent to lrapatuo, about 300
miles north of Mexico City ,to build a
new piece of road.

Elected Chairman of the .Congre-
gatioeal Union of Canada.

Rev. Mr. Margrett’s Statistical Re-
port Siowed Growth.

Kingston despatch—At the fifth annual
meeting of the Oongregational Union of
Canada to-day the election of the chair-
man for the year took place and the
address of the outgoing chairman, Rev.
Frank J. Day, Montreal, was delivered.
On the first ballot, Rev. George Sellery,

Sherbrooke, recording seeretary, received
fourteen votes, and Mr. T. B. Macaulay,
Montreal, twelve. A number of other
votes were scattered among eeveral oth-
er candidates. The second ballot on the
leading two names resulted in a major-
ity for Mr. Macaulay, whose election
wae announced with enthusiasm. The
new chairman, who succeeds the minis-
terial holder of the office, is & promin-
ent layman, managing director of the
Sup Life Insurance Company.

The statistical report was presented
by Rev. A. Margrett, Toronto, who ex-
plained that the returns were incom-
plete, as & number of churches had not
been heard from. He remarked upon
the decrease shown in Ontario as against
the large increase in the Western Pro-
vinces. The number of churches in On-
tario was 58; Quebee, 46; Western Pro-
vinces, 36; Maritime, 32; United Breth-
ren, 25: total, 197. Membership—On-
tario. 5.395; Quebec, 2,658; Western, 1,-
978: United Brethren, 1.120; Maritimo,
1053; total, 12.204; increase, 908. Value
of property, $1.547.005; increase, $325,-
000. Total debt $68,788; decrease. i1,
563. Money raised from all sources,
$210.089: increase, $11,770; average. $17
per member. Sunday school scholars, 9,-
458;. increase, 876. Young people’s so-
ciety membership. 1.780: increase. 63.
Raised by scholars, $10.000; increase,
$150. Received into church membership,
1.41 ; from school, 100. Raised for home
missions, $7.700; foreign miesions, $19,-
000: for colleges. $2.796.

These figures. Mr. Margrett seid. were
a decisive answer to those who declar-
ed it was either union with other church-
es or death for Congregationalism.

BROCKVILLE'S GREATEST
STORE

The current issue of the Canadian
Dry Goods Review contains an
illustrated article describing Brock-
ville's “Big Store” and the early re-
collections of the head of that concern,
Mr Robert Wright. The cuts are
excellent specimens of the engraver’s
art, showing different departnients of
the store, the store itself and a drawing
of the main floor. The article follows :

Robert Wright Fsq., proprietor of
what is known all over Eastern On-
tario as *Brockville’s Greatest Store,”
recentlv celebrated the fifty-fourth
anniversary of his business career.

Mr Wright is probably the only
merchant in Brockville now in business
who bas been continuously s> for this
long period. In fact there are possibly
very few merchants in Ontario to-day
who have a simiiar record behind
them.

Eighteen years ago Robert Wright
& Co. moved to their present handsome
store which was built especially for
their own use. Some idea of the
expansion of the business during this
latter period may be obtained when it
is noted that at the time of removal

twenty, while at present nearly a hun-
dred people are employed. The store
has also been enlarged three times to
meet the requirements of an expanding
business, and at present about 380,000
square feet of space are used, covering
the tour floo s.

The business is well organized and
systematized and there are some thirty-
five separate departments, including
most of the lines carried in a modern
department store.

The dress goods and silk department
has an ideal location in the rear annex
of the main floor and has windows on
both sides and a large skylight over-
bead.

For all this evil the Lord “re-
moved them out of his sight’;; that is,
he permitted them to be taken' from
their own land into a strange country
and separated them from the temple and
all the sacred associations dear to God’s
people. The kingdom of Judah, compos-
ed of the tribe of Judah, and portions
of other tribes and the Levites, remain-
ed in Palestine.

tors of the corrupsions of past genera-
tiM-., ibut they themselves  became
agents in propagating and tuati
the wickedness.

and murder. He trusted mot in God,
but In an aliance with Egypt. He relied
on treachery, double-dealing and on
clever intrigue to get him out of his dif-
ficulties. He played a desperate game.
He learned how vain it was to .make
covenants with the ungodly and to neg-
lect the true God. His end was disgrace,
misery and impriconment. ‘I'he source
of all these evils is traced to Jeroboam’s
fatal step in setting up the two images
«of calves. His act had in it a principle
‘Wwhich logically means the overthrow of
‘the theocracy. One step in the wrong di-
rection carried many others in its train,
the consequences of which stretehed far
beyond the resuits immediately seen. Is-
rael began with neglecting Jehovah and
finished with the frightful sacrifices of
divine  worship tliey~’sank deeper and
deper into unbelief and superstition.
1I1. Of a nation’s destruction. \When
neither judgment nor mercy were re-
garded and the cup of Israel’s transgres-
sion was full God “cast them out of his
sight.” The ten tribes sinned themseives
into slavery and everlasting obscurnity.
They sinned away liberty, property,
country and national existenee. Crime
ruined their kingdom. The outcome of
two hundred and fifty years of idolatry
was redistribution, stern, vigorously and
crushing. Corruption had reached its
height which made a crisis inevitable,
Man's folly and blindness brought sin’s
bitter fruit. They who forgot God were
themselves forgotten. They who stud-
ied  to be like the nations were buried
among them. They who would not serve
God in their own land were made to
serve their enemies in a strange land.
They were tofn from their own land, ex-
iled from home, forced to eat “unclean”
things in Assyria, their national exist-
ence extinguished, ruled by heathen, sep-
arated from one another, all because
when  they knew God they wouid not
glorify him as God, but they gave his
glory to dumb idols and defiled his land
with their abominations and misused the
gifts he had so richly bestowed upon
them. Here is the beginning of the dis-
persion of Israel. Here is a solution
warning against the neglect of God-given
opportunities.—T. R. A,

GIFTS TO KING.

South Africa Sends Birds and Beasts
in Plen\y as Coronatien Presents.

Cape Town, June 12.—A hundred and
twenty cages and crates littered the
quay alongside which the Comrie Castle
lies previous to her departure to-morrow.
They are all labelled “His Majesty King
George's Game Collection.” Some had
come 1,000 or mere miles from the noi ik,
others from the east and west, and they
vontained live animals and birds as
representative of South! Africa as has
been possible.

Not one of the animals was purchas-
ed, and they all may be regarded as
coronation gifts to the King trom South
Africans,

A mountain zebra and foal—the case
wag included in the Cape collection—
went on hoard. One case, which con-
tained whai tne label cescribed as “Si-
tatunga”—a sort of “bok”-—was marked
“Presented. by lewanika.” ‘There was
another containing “Spur-winged geese,”
the donor being given as “lLetita Law-
anika.”

The Cape sent a very varied eollee-
tion. There was a bleshok, a bushbok,
a steinbok, a blaawbok, Egyptian geese,
Cape partridges, rock pigeons, black-
tailed jackals, ground squirrels, a por-
cupine, baboon and puff adder, with sev-
eral cobras and other enakes.

The Orange River Colony sent rock
rabits, a porcupine and some black-tail-
ed jackals. with other animals.

The contribution from Nathl included
an owl, velvet monkeys, a springbok, a
baboon, a python, a leopard, a tortoise
and a cockatoo.

Northwestern Rhodesia sent a beauti-
fully marked leopard among its collec-
tion. - Allowance has been made for a
voyage lasting 28 days. The provender
provided for the animals include 2,250
pounds of oat hay, 2,250 pounds of lue-
erne, 800 pounds of crushed mealies,
1,000 pounds of mealies. 300 pounds of
oats, 600 pounds of chilled mutton and
various quantities of eweet potatoes,
pollard. crushed oats, carrots, fresh eggs,

rock salt and bird reed.

KING'S VISIT.

May Ceme te Canada on His Way-to
Cerenation in India.

Montreal, June 12.—A special from Ot-
towa to-day says: “It is reported here,
from a reliable source, that a visit will
be made to this country by His Majesty
King George. The King will visit®Can-
ada en route for India, where he will be
crowned as Emperor. His Majesty will
visit all important cities in thc Dominion
during his journey across the country,
and will sail for India from Vancouver.”

Should this report prove to be true,
the event it forecasts will maks_ King
George's reign epochal, establishing,
as it would, the precedent of tne Suv.er—
cign of the Empire visiting the outlying

ortions of the British dominions after
ﬁin accession.

King George will -
fore the end of this _gnr, for he is to
arrive in Bombay on Dec. 2, and make
his State entry into Delhi on Dec. 7. He
is to be crowned on Dec. 12. Plans have
been made to enable one hundred thou-
sand ons to eee the ceremony. The
King 18 to reach Calcutta on Dec. 30.

If the reciprocity deadlock: material-
ires the parties will probably endeavor
to have the general elections over before
the coming of His Majesty.

166 KILLED.

Fatal Effects of the Earthquake at
Mexice City.

Mexico City, June 12.—Ome hundred
and sixty-six persons were killed,
seventy-five wounded and property
worth $100,000 was wrecked yester-
day by an earthquake which shook
the Mexican capital and injected a
note of tragedy into what was to be
a day of pure rejoicing over the ar-
rival of Francisco I. adero, Jr.,

The property loss estimete is based
on calculations made by owners and
contractors. Little of the loss is cov-
ered by insurance.

More than half the dead accounted
for were soldiers. They were caught
beneath the falling' walls of the artil-
lery barracks in Ban Oosma.

Another place where the earthquake
took its toll of death in oconsiderable
numbers was at the city power plant
of the street car company. There six
persons were killed and six wounded.

In the barracks where the soldiers
were killed, twelve women also lost
their ‘lives. They were the wives of
artillerymen, who have the privilege
of the barracks, amn old structure.
Beventy-two soldiere were sleeping in
the house. The bodies of 30 have

n recovered. Three are missing
and sixteen are wounded, a few
severely.

JAPS BEATEN.

Fermosan Tribes In Revelt Annihilate
Ferce Sent Agaiast Them.

Victoria, B. C., June 12.—News ‘was
brought by the steamer Kamakura
Maru yesterday of the anmihilation on
May 8th of a Japauese force in For-
mosa by the rebels against whom the
Japanese have been campaigning for
the last three years. It seems that three
tribes which made peace were incited to
fresh rebellion by two tribes which re-
mained obdurate. Forty men of a force
sent against the Formosans, were am-
bushed, and after fierce fighting, but
ten escaped. The dead were mutilated,
their heads being carried off by the
head hunters,

Inspector Ikemote, who 'commanded
the party, was found with his head
missing, and a broken sword hilt clutch-
ed in hig band,

FAMOUS ENGLISH CLOCKS,

If so,

in Cathedrals—Others Are
Private Houses.

A curious astronomical clock is to
be seen in Exeter Cathedral. Below
the works is a ocabinei which when
opened displays a miniature beiry
with ringers, and the background is

ainted to represent a number of old
puildings in Kxeter. This was built
by Lovelace, took thirty years to con-
etruct and rivals. the famous clocks
of Wimborne Minster and Wells
Cathedral.

At Wimborne is an old clock that
has in the centre a globe which re-
presents the earth and the sun and
the moon, and the phases of the lat-
ter are variously depicted. The clock
still goes and the works, which are
in a room above, cause a figure out-
side the tower to strike the quartenrs.
This was the work of a Glastonbury
monk early in the fourteenth century.

Wells has a wonderful clock, one
of the oldest in the world, which dates
from 1325. When it strikes the hour,
eays the Queen, four knights on horse-
back go riding round, and the seat-
ed man kicks two emall bells with
his heels, as he has been doing every
fifteen minutes for nigh on six cen-
turies. This clock was the work of
Peter Lightfoot, another monk of
Glastonbury.

There is a clock at Windsor Castle
known as the globe clock. The globe
is enamelled in roval blue; a ver-

tical bar shows the hours and a
scythe the minutes. The Isaac Har-
bracht clock is on view at the British

i Mugeum, and two clocks well worth

a visit mav be seen at the Soane
Mueeum. The upperworks of one of
these revolve once in twelve monthe
and require to be wound only once
in every two years.

Interesting old clocks are to be
found in privete houres. One of
thece may seen at Lutterworth.
This is a long clock, which has an
oval face, a hand that points to the
days of the week, completing the
round in seven days, another which
shows the true dead beat, and a third
which poinis to the chimes and quar-
ters. On the upver part of the clock
is a small orchestra, which includes
a flute, a ’cello and two violins, and
a boy and girl and also three sing-
ers. The hours and the auarters are
struck, every three hours tune is
plaved three times over, while the
three figures beat time and the boy
and girl dance to the music.
