lPl’.AYS A TRICK ON KICKING HORSE
WHICH WORKS WELL.

A novel scheme to prevent a horse
from kicking was introduced lately by a
truckman in iront of the New York Cen-
tral Station at Buffalo, The truckman
recently traded his horse for an amimal
that looked superior to the one he drove.
He drove the horse down to the depot
stand yesterday for the first time. A
few minutes after arriving there he
learned to his sorrow, that the animal
was afflicted with the kicking habit;
that is, kicking when standing still.

The animal was so proficient with his
heels that he knocked oif a section of
the dashboard. The truckman had no
other horse to use, so had to put up
with the kicker.

In the meantime, however, he be-
gan to think of a scheme to break
the "animal. =~ He decided on one last
n}ght, and this morning when he took
his place at the depot he brought
forth two heavy pieces of rope.. These
he attached to the bit, on each side!
and the other ends he dfastened to
straps whieh circled each hind leg,
just abeve the hoof. The horse not-
iced the strange action of its new
owner, but remained very quiet. A
number of truekman watched the pro-
ceedings with interest.

Several minutes elapsed before the
herse got uneasy and tried to throw his
heels against the wagon box. The at-
tempted clevation of his heels pulled the
ropes taut, and the animal’s head was
jerked quickly toward the pavement.
Surprise seemed to overcome the horse
and for some time he did not again try
to kick. He apparently was not satisfied
and in a little while he tried it again.
His hind feet never left the pavement,
but instead he was thrown te his knees,
by the quick pull on the bit.

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SHIP ON FIRE AT SEA:
SCUTTLED BY THE CREW.

Eleven Survivors of the

Wrecked Challenger Ar-

rive at Seattle, Wash., After Terrible Time.

Heroically Fought the

Flames for a Month and

for Days at a Time Got No Sleep or Rest.

Seattle, Wash., Feb. 12.—Eleven surviv-
ors of the wrecked ship Challenger, burn-
ed and scuttled on the Coast of Japan,
arrived here on the Shinano yesterday.
The men were sent to this country by
the U. S. Consul at Yokohama. [hey
said Capt. Henderson, master of the
Challenger, had been sent to San Fran-
cisco, on one of the Oriental liners.

All the men bore traces of the experi-
ence through which they had passed. For
almost a month they had fought the
flames on the old wooden bark and at
times the vessel was kept afloat by onty
the most heroic work on the part of the
officers and crew. For days at a time,
they were unable to get their sleeping
rest and when the ship was finally scut-
tled on the Japancse coast they were al-
most too exhausted to get ashore. ‘i'he
ship was beached without the loss of a
single life.

VESSEL SPRUNG A LEAK.

Crew Worked at the Pumps Until She
Struck Bottom.
Wash., Feb, 12.—A

Seattle, tale of

drifting 800 miles at the mercy of the
sea covering a period of more than 30
days, is told by Nee Quo, Chinese, boat-
swain, rescued from the wrecked steam-
er Mariechan, in Falsc BcP', on the Alas-
kan coast.

The Mariechan encountered her first
difficulty about 400 miles off Cape Flat-
tery, when she suddenly sprang a leak.

articles of war covering mutiny.

According to the stories told by the
blue jackets they have had almost no
shore leave for two months. When the

but again refused. The blue jackets al-

Many Dead Don't Enow It—Describes
How Dry Life After Death Furnishes
Punishment for Those Who Have
Been Bibulous.

For him there is neither sun-
light nor darkress, although he is able
to observe that for those whom he sees
on earth there is the alteration of day
and night.”

Mr. Jinarajadasa dwelt upon the fact
that the man who gives way to the
craving for strong drink in this world
will be punished in the disembodied state
by experiencing those bibulous desires,
yet be without the physical means of
satisfying them. Those whose pet vice
was the planning of financial schemes
to crush their rivals in finance wili con:

WITTE REVIEWS
LAND QUESTION.

SAYS PEASANTS MAY BUY PRIVATE
LANDS.

Receives a Delegation, Who Say Peasants

Demand It as a Gift—Premier Extols
the Emperor as the Cause of the

Greatness and Happiness of Russia. )

St. Petersburg, Feb. 12.—A delegation
of citizens of Ekaterinodar, Caucasia,
sent to St. Petersburg to - obtain the
Emperor’s personal assurance that the
land question would not be settled by |
the present Government, but by the

National Assembly, was received in au-
dience by Premier Witte yesterday. An
interesting account of the interview was
published to-day. The Premier ‘point-
ed out that the agrarian problem could
not be solved by a division of the State
lands alone, amounting only to 16,000,
000 acres, much of which is forest land.

The peasants must be prepared to' buy
private lands on the easy installment
plan, as provided by the Imperial ukase
of November last.

The spokesman of the delegation
replied that the peasants did not wish to
buy land, but were determined to re-
ceive it as a gift from the Government.

At the close of the audience and infor-
mal discussion, the Premier thanked
heaven that the conditions in Russia
were different from those prevailing in
other countries. He said, according to
the published report, that a French
President was dependent on the electors
and an English King on Jewish bankers,
but the Russian Emperor was independ-
ent. The consummation desired by the
revolutionists that the country be ruled
by Poles, Armenians and Jews would
not be realized. The Premier is said
to have added: “The greatness and
happiness of Russia are due to the
Emperor. Without the Emperor you
who now wear long coats and high hats
would still be peasants.”

The Premier is reported to have re-
marked in conclusion: “If only it had
not been for this unhappy war, if only
victory had been ours, all would now
be well.

Willemstad, Island of Curacao, Friday,
Feb. '.—A traveller who arrived here to-
day from Venezuela said:

“President Castro is busily engaged in
enlisting throughout the Republic and in
other ways preparing for war. Generals
in each state have been commissioned,
and orders have been given to call the re-
cruits to the colors.

“Information from the best sources in-
dicates that the people do not support
President Castro. On all sides are heard
expressions of a desire to revolt and
overthrow the President’s government as
goon as the French blockade is declared.

“A well-informed Venezuelan told me
that the troops wiil desert their colors,
as they have all been compelled to join
the army, voluntary enlistment being
unknown in Venezuela.

“Puerto Cabelln and La Guira are the
only parts capable of making even 2
slight resistance. The former has two
modern six-inch guns and the latter has
four modern six-inch guns, with the us-
ual display of old Spanish pieces, which
would be blown to pieccs at the first
shots. 2

«It is doubted whether President Cas-
tro can raise more than 16,000 men, who
will take the ficld with any show of

spirit. The men are armed with Mauser
rifles, but they never practice shooting.

“The Venezuela naval consists of five
small craft, concentrated at La Guira.

“Well posted persons express fear that
the French citizens in Venezuela will be
in great danger if war breaks out, Presi-
dent Castro is of a revengeful nature,
and the inhabitants of the country are at
his merey.

“It is reported at Caracas that the
American Minister, Mr. Russell, is per-
sona non grata owing to the apparent
siding of the United States with France,
and that he may be given his passports.

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Jesus’ Power to Forgive.—Mark 2: 1-12.

Commentary.—I. The multitude gath-
ers to hear Christ (vs. 1, 2). And
again—At the close of the missionary
itour in Galilee. Into Capernaum—
Whaich was his home, or headquarters.
After some days—Some days after the
leper had been healed and the excite-
ment had quieted down. ‘It was noised
—The news spread very rapidly. in the
house—Either the house which he occu-
pied with his mother and his brethren
(Matt. iv. 13). or possibly that of Bt.
Peter.—Cam. Bib. “When Christ is in
the house, 1. Good men will be attract-
ed to it. 2. Bad men will be benefitted
in it. 3. Divine. benediction will rest
upon it. 4. Beneficent ministries will
flow from it. Those who have Christ
in their home do not act like other peo-
Ple; their motives are purer; their char-
ities more disinterested, and they have
with them the source of joy and bless-
edness.”—Burn. 2. Many were gathered
The audience included Pharisees and
doctors of the law, who had come from
the towns of Galilee, Judea and Jeru-
salem (Luke v. 17). They had come to
inspect and criticise this new teacher.
“1t was like the gathering of lsrael on
Carme] to witness the issue between Kli-
pah and the priests of Baal”—lider-
sheim. About the door—There was a
great concourse of people so that the
house and court were both filled. Preach-
ed the word—The doctrine of the Son of
God.—Clarke.

We cannot doubt that
this paralytic was a conscience-stricken
young man. The conditions necessary to
forgiveness are repentance, confession,
forsaking sin, and faith. Although this
man did not speak Jesus must have seen
these marks in him.

This is the title which Christ most fre-
quently applied to Himself, sometimes
interchanging it with the “Son of God.”
This title is never appled to Christ by
the writers of the gospels. Jesus appro-
priated to Himself the prophecy of Dan-
iel (Matt. xxvi. 63, 64; Dan. vii. 13). It
is applied to ‘Christ more than eighty
times in the New Testament. 1. It im-
plies his humiliation (Matt. viii. 20 ,and
that He, the Son of God, became a true
man (Rom. viii. 3).'2. That He was the
one perfect man. sinless and complete in
every human virtue. 3. That He was
the representative man, elevated above
individual, class and national prejudices.
4. That He was, officially, the represen-
tative of the human race in His life and
death for man. Power on earth—They
were thinking of God as being in heaven,

and Jesus calls attention to the fact that .

there is power on earth now to forgive
sins. 11. Arise—Here is the test. Christ
shows His ability to forgive sins by his
ability to heal.

12. He arose —The man had a part
to perform. Had he not acted at the word
of command He could not have been heal-
ed. Before them all —This thing was
“not done in a corner.’ Christ’s miracles
were performed in the most public man-
ner and were never questioned by those
who witnessed them. Amazed —Luke
adds, “They were filled with fear.” Glor-
ified God—They had a high degree of
reverence for God and were filled admir-
ation for his power and goodness.—Ben-
son. On this fashion—Christ’s works are
without precedent. He acts independent-
ly and advises with no one. They had
seen three marks of His divinity: 1. For-
giving sins. 2. Perceiving thoughts. 3.
Healing disease. The works of Christ are
astonishing the world to-day. He is the
same mighty Saviour as ever, and is still
able to forgive sins, perceive thoughts
and heal diseases.

“They come unto him“ (c. 3.)® Al
earthly hope was gone. Only the divine
Si')n of man could help this hopeless crip-
ple.

“Bringing one sick” (v. 3.) “Faith
without works is dead” (James ii. 20.)
Their works proved their confidence.

“They uncovered the rooi” (v. 4))
Their faith was not baffled by difficul-
ties. The overcomer will not be turned
away from Christ by “the press” of un-
propitious circumstances; “the press” of
worldly people, worldly maxims, worldly
judgments or worldly opposition; “the
press’ ’of earthly cares or sorrows; ‘the
press” of Christian work. Unless our
work brings us and- others closer to
Jesus, it is not from God, or not done in
faith and for God’s glory.

“They ‘let down the bed” (v. 4.) “Not
a word did they utter; no loud, anxious

call from the roof reached the ears of !

Jesus. They said in their hearts, ‘The
sight of them will be enough’ They
knew the heart of Jesus and the pm\'t:r
of Jesus, and so they did not cry to Him,
but just put the need before His eyes.”

“Jesus saw their faith.” (v. 5.) “The
crowd saw their eccentricity. Jesus saw
their iaith. He looked back of the act
to the spirit which prompted it.” “Teir
faith” undoubtedly refers to the faith
of their friends. Unbelief hinders God.
'The man had an acquiescent and con-
current faith. He believed enough to be
willing to be brought. The friends be-
lieved, and Jesus spoke the word of for-
giveness and healing. The man believed
the word of Jesus and was made whole
in soul and body.

“He said” (v. 5.)
all faith is the word of God. “Faith com-
eth by hearing, and hearing by the word
of God.” (Rom. x. 17.) Faith in the
word of Jesus made the paralytic whole.

“Thy sins be forgiven thee” (v.5). A
areat writer says, “The Master went be-
hind the curtain of the flesh and healed
the fountain of the soul’s impurity. He
laid his hand on the spiritual cause in-
stead of dealing at once with the bodily
result. Palsy is a disease trequently
eaused by .ecrtain forms of vice. This
man needed forgiveness more than he
needed healing. God always puts the
emphasis where it belongs. Jesus saw
that the man’s heart-longing was more
for relief from pain of soul than from
pain of body.

“I say unto thee, Arise” (vs. 10, il).
Sorrow and sickness eame when sin eam?.
(Gen. 3, 16). They will go when sin
goes (Rev. 21. 4). Every truth has its
opposite parallel truth. The gospel car
of truth runs on two rails. If you
press the divinity of Christ as the “Son
of God” and ignore the humanity of
Jesus as the Son of Man (v. 10), you slip
the track. 1f you run on his humanity
and deny his divinity you wreck the
train. 1f you run on the power of God
for bodily healing and neglect the vital
truth of the power for soul healing, you
make a sad mistake.

All British Ship Owners Will Be Asked
to Co-operate With a View to De-
termining a Practical Scheme of
Defence of British Commerce.

{  Tondon, Fcb. 12.—In connection with
{he great naval manoeuvres of the com-
bined British fleets next June, the Ad-
miralty has decided to request the com-
plete co-operation of all DBritish  ship-
owners. According to the Admiralty’s
present tentative plans, the manceuvres
will be directed with a view to deter-
mining thoroughly a practical scheme of
defence of British commerce in time of
war, and will include attack and de-
fence of vessels flying the flag of the
British mercantile marine.

The manoeuvres will be the most ex-
tensive ever attempted and will extendl
from the English Channel along
coasts of VFrance sud Spain to the Medi-
terranean. Owners of vessels bound to
and from Mediterranean and South At-
lantic ports will Le asked to permit their
captains to place themselves under naval
command for a short period. Passen-
ger steamers and live stock carriers will
be exempt. Any vessel unculy detained
will be reimbursed.
