Commentary.—L. A troubled conscience
(vs. 14-20.) 14. King Herod-—Herod An-
X ipas, the ruler of Gulilee and DPerea.
His iather was Herod the Great, who
jwua king of all Palestino when Chriat
I“‘ born, and who attempted to slay
I%hig, cavsing the death of the infants
jof Jerusalem. At the death of Herod
the Great, his sons were appointed to
.xuby, the territory being divided between
them. Archelaus had  Judea, Herod
®hilip, Trachonitis, and Herod Anfipas.
Galilee and Perea. It was the ambition
of Agtipas to be called king, and this
igitle was somotimes applied to him
throagh courtesy. Ilis name was spread
.abroad—Jesus had been engaged in his
public ministry for moro than two years
‘and his teachings and miracles had been
widely reported, and the — mews had
reached to the palace of Herod Antipas.
‘this ruler had deserted his first wife,
the daughter of Aretas, the king of Ara-
.bia. and Aretas made war upon 1lerod
‘to avenge the wrong done his daughter:
thus Herod was kept busy with his vne-
‘my on the southeastern horder of his
dominion. It has therefore beew sug-
gested that Antipas had  but 1ceently
heard of the great werks that were be-
ing wrought by our Lord.

I. Quickened a guilty memory. The
conscience of Herod destroyed his creed.
Under an mecusing conscience his theo-
logical view of life and destiny could
not hold. Conscience faithfully por-
trayed evils committed, faithfully con-
dewmned hia wrongs and chastened his
pride rigorously, but it would not undo
his past or make his present peaceful or
hia future hopeful. He could remember
details in such a way as to see every
ovil resting upon himself, not finding re-
lief in bringing others in as the cawse
of his crime. 1n him we have the illus-
tration of the powver of an aroused con-
science as (tod’s avenger of sin. The
report  of Christ’s marvellous works
awoke the solemnities of even Herod's
dcbased nature, and made him a witnesa
unto himself that the world is under the
rule of a supreme moral governor. ‘The
gelf-willed and voluptuous king was
forced to acknowledge the same epiritual
realties that John had steadfastly held.
Yot trying to escape from himself he
could not tell what to do with the pres-
ent gituation in the light of his past con-
duct. ‘There was a mixture of a guilty
wn-u:i'nmzu-, superatition, policy, cunning,
and ignorance. The Baptist's voice
secined always to sound in his guilty
soul.  Conecience and memory asserted
their power, 8o that Herod and his ugly
criffes were left alone together, Though
Herod did not originate the plan to
murder John, he executed it, and his
conscience forced him to sny, “Wiom I
beheaded.” Cowardice, su'pe;'stition and
cruelty go together. Herod’s history is
a solemn warning upon the naturs of
sin.

IT. Tointed out specific crimes.
was the carrying out of that promise
made over the wine-cup which made
Herod a murderer. Debauchery and
crime keep close company. "P;'od as-
sumed to regard a blasphemous oath as
more sacred than the law of God. His
mind had been darkenmed and poisoned
by his indulgence in faise pleasures of
Inat aud intemperance. The - Grecian
habits of dancing. as introduced into
Palestine, became Satan’s trap for Her-
od. There was a time when Herod heard
John gladly.  There was something
within him which yearued toward jus-
ticea and goodmess. With all his evil
practices and abandonment of principle,
Hevod could not but admire and respect
John. He knew honestly; faith and de-
votion, when hie saw them in John. He
even applied his preaching to his own
case in some particnlars so that he “did
many things.” He followed his advice
in some reforms. 1t is likely that he
counted himeel?  sufficiently righteous
aund securs againat the wicked. ‘Having
thus persuaded himself, he may have
harkened with great delight to the faith-
ful descriptionsa of dangevs in which
others stood. Partial reformation with-
out repentance caused Herod to cling
to his davliug sin. When John rebuked
him for that sin and said, "It is not
tawful,” Herod's friendship changed to
enmity. He was angry with John when
he shouid have hean angry with his own
wins. He had admired the man in whom
he saw justice and holiness, but he re-
fusad to be helped into that place of
noble manhood. He determined to seek
an escape irom further preaching and
esxhortation. e could imprison the
man, but he could not imprizon the
truth, He could not hinder .Johw's
work. It waa finished, and could not
be undone. e had done the faithiul
work of a presacher of repentance. We
read the eMaracter of arod and Herod-
ins and Salome In a few verses of this
losson. There is no better mirror to
yoflect the heart than the choice of
pleasurea. BoRAL

FARM NEWS

Feed the hogs plenty of ashes, char-
coal, sulpnur, lime, turpentine and cop-
pers, These are excellent preventives
for intestinal orms, a common swourcs
of trouble,

Good dairy cows produce human food
in the form of milk more economically
than animal products can be obtained in
the form of beef, pork or mutton.

To raise good tomatoes, a trellis is
required, and this should be set about
18 inches deep when the plants concen-
trate all their strength into the produc-
tion of fruit possible.

Every acre that does not produce &
crop is a burden to its owner. If he is
out of debt and can afford to carry an
outside investment, well and good; but
it he is in debt and needs the money
invested in idle land for the proper
handling and equipment of the used
Jand, then he is not only unbusiness-
like, but he is foolish to hang on to
land that can but keep him poor a3
long as he holds it.

Silage or roots are good for the

oung sheep, because it assists in keep-
ng the bowels open and the system in
a ¢ool condition, Using rich grain feeds
of an oily composition to avoid consti-
pation is wrong, because it is expensive
and hard on the sheep’s system. Where
silage cannot be had roots, of course,
would answer; in fact, are preferred by
the majority of shepherds. Silage is pro-
bably more common’ through the coun-
try and more frequently available. Of
ifage or roots two or three pounde
would be ample for daily feed for sheep.
If the silage contains considerable corn,
the grain recommended should be  cut
down somewhat, and, if possible, some
oilcake should be added to the grain
mixture.

New milk {s a balanced ration for a
calf, as it contains the protein and the
carbohydrates in the right proportion.
When milk is skimmed the fat is taken
out, and an unbalanced ration is the re-
sult, one that is richer in protein than it
ought to be for the young calf. There is
nothing better to replace thia fat than
flaxseed meal. Get the raw flaxseed
ground. It eontaina 30 per cent, of fat.
Cook this into u jelly, and feed & calf &
small amount of this at first with the
skim milk, after which the quantity
may be gradually increased. There is
nothing else equal to flaxseed meal to
take the place of the butter fat re-
moved from milk for young calves.

In many orchards a cover — crop is
used the year the orheard i3 due to
produce a large ¢rop of apples, in order
to form a bed for the apples to fall up-
on and keep them clean and free from
mud. The next year a system ol tillage
and fertilizing is practiced until  late,
and the orchard is seeded with a winter
cover crop and seeded with grass, or
plowed early the next spring and sowed
with a eover erop that is left on the
ground unti! the next spring. Such ays-
temg have proved very satisfactory am-
ong the large commercial growers and
are censible as well us practical.

The Michigan station advises sowing
wome special forage crops for the hons,
Oats or barley may be sown in early
spring, to he followed by rape and oats.
When these are gone a crop of rape and
bDuckwheat may be sown. Alfalfa makes
a good peymanent pasture for  hens,
ing so rapidly that there ia little dan-
ger of ity heing killed.

The ewe lambs should not De fad with
such fattening food as is geuverally used
for market lamb feeding. Fqual parta
of oats and bran, one to one and a half
pounds duily with roughage, ought to
make them gro well, Toward spring,
and especially when turned to pasture,
the grain feeding should all be stopped.
and the sheep made to rely on pasture
for growth and rejuvenation.

One acre of good corn land will pro-
duce 12 tone of corn silage. This same 12
tons, with hay. will feed two miik cowa
for 10 months. 1f properly cared for
otherwise, these cowa will bring  their
owner $150 to $190 from the anle of
cream alone during the 10 months, to
say nothing of the two calves that may
be raised, nor considering the vaine of
the skim milk for pig and chicken feed.

And it may be said that ro other Dnsi- )

ness will return such quick and Dand-
some profits as soedimyg skimmed  milk
to pigs angd chickens .

THE ELECTRIC RAILWAY

The proposed electric loop-line rail-
way running from Ottawa to Morris
burg, thence to Brockville and on
section to Ottawa 18
again in the limelight. An Ottawa
despatch savs :—

The road is capitalized at $4,000,-
000 and will be bonded at $20,000 per
mile. " The line will 1un through some
forty cities, and towns and villages
when completed, and a good portion
of the right of ways have’already been
secured and Mr Darrell states tbat his
firm has been assured of the hearty
support and co-operation of the differ-
ent municipalities through which the
line will run. Mr Darrell states that
there is an ahundance of power all
along the line but that he thinks that
the gasoline electric will be the car
used. The cars cost over $27,000 each
but by adopting that form of loco-
motion it will do away with trans-
mitting stations and the laying of over-
head charges. Mr Darrell further
states that the financing of the road is
practically assuied, most of the bonds
having been placed in London and
Paris.

It is expected that actual construc-
tion operations will be commenced on
that portion of the road from Ottawa
to Morrisbury within the next thirty
davs  Mess <. Morden and Darrell are
hiee to s+ 1 wo substantinl and infla-
ential citiz -ns with the object of not
only trying Lo get them interested fin-
ancially in this proposition, but to act
as directors of the road. There is
without a doubt a big future for such a
railway, and when completed it will fill
a long felt want,

CO-OPERATIVE FARMS FOR WO-

MEN.

The desirabllity of establishing
wbmen's co-operative farms in the
Unit'eh/’l\'ingdom has been seriously
considered, and should the present
plans mature, the first experimental
colony will be located on a farm of
228 acres in Sussex. The breeding
and care of horses, cows, sheep, pigs,
poultry, and rabbits, the cultivation
of fruit, vegetables and flowers; and
the ralsing of ordinary farm crops
will be undertaken. It is believed
that a ready home market will be
found for the products of such a
farm, as statistics show that about
$176,000 is annually paid in the
United Kingdom for tame (or “Os-
tend”) imported rabbits and nearly
$70,000,000 for butter consigned from
Denmark, while the value of import-
ed bacon and pork approximates 3$40,-
000,000 annually. In addition, mil-
lions of dollars are expended each
yvear for eggs, vegeiables, fruit, etc.,
received from abroad.

The movement has this two-fold
purpose—to provide young women
who are desirous of emigrating to
any of the English over-sea poeses-
sions with thorough training in all
branches of farming, and also with
an adequate knowledge of domestic
economy, and to furnich congenial
employment in the United Kingdom
to members of that increasing body
of wom who feel a desire to culti-
vate thé land but lack the experience
“4nd the facilities for doing so. It
will - doubtless prove to be not one
of the last interesting of the many
xperiments which are being made
o induce a greater number of the
English people to turn away from
the crowded employments of the
cities to the practice of agriculture.—
Consular Report.

Government to Assist Stock
Raising in New Ontario.

Toronto, Aug. 26.—Plans for the build-

)ing up of a big live stock and dairying

industry in Northern Ontario are now
being perfected by the Department of
Agriculture. This fall live .stock im-
provement ssociations will be started
in all the great northern districts —Tem-
iakaunin‘g, Alanitoukin, Sudbury and the
Fort, illiam section. Any group of
twelve acttlers may form an associa-
tion and ach one will be given a choice
of a high grade bull, two boars or five
rams. These animale will be purchased
by the (ntarlo Government from well-
known caitle, sheep and hog breeders in
older Oni::rio, the accounts being met
by the $5.000 set aside out of the Ied-
eral grant to agriculture.
