Kings are crowned,”” and seen them, too,
humbled to the very dust. They saw in
him no dainty fine weather correspondent
whoruns his tongue out a8 he writes,
and now and again gives a wysterious
look at the wall, but one who stood upon
the battle field when cann>n roured and
soldiers shouted anticipating victory;
and after the battle too when the smoke
had rolled away aud the rigid dead and
groaning dying covered the field. Few
such men siand before  any audienwe;
nevet had sach a man stood before the
people of Chatham. i

Everything with Mr. Forbes seemed
subordinate, to the clear, straight thrill
ing story he had totell. He neither
scraped nur bowed, bat cooly and ealm-
lj entered in mediasres. ‘It was in

uly 1870 " he began, “thatl com
menced my career a8 & war correspond-
ent.””  Since that time it bad fallen to
his lot to make seven distinct campaigns
four in Europe, one in Asia, and one in
Africa.  He visited India three times,
saw King Thebeau of Burmab, saw St.
Pek-rsburgh‘in its joy and St, = Peters-
burgh in its sorrow; dropped in and saw
Stanley at Zanzibar, and ate a Christmas
dinner at the head of the Khyber Puss ;
had been wounded 'twice, and taken
prisoner balf a dosen times.  But his
object was to tell something of the
great persons he has met in that time.

KING WILLIAM.

In the market place of the little town
of 8t. Armand, after the Franco Prus-
sian war had bdgun he first saw Prince
Frederick Charles. that bluff keen-eyed
man of rugged front, and sharp speech.
Beside him was the Tactician chief Von
Moltke, then zaunt and wrinkled, who
knew “how to keep sileut in seven lan
guages '’ And wuear this there stood
another man, mme like a soldier thun a
statesman, the iron- willed Bismarck, de
termination deep set in every line. And
then there - marehed by those proud
armies that humbled the mighty France.
A blush of pride kindled in Wilhelm's
cheek as he saw them On the
18th of August, 1870, was
fought the battle of Gravelotie. Prince
Frederick Chiarles at early morn stood
the centre of the proud princes and
mighty chiefs and gave them orders. He
saw him slap his thigh and ex¢laim. *“Your
duty is to march forward, find the enemy,
prevent his escape, and fight him wheie-
ever you find him."” They found them—
and all day long the battle raged, 1ill
60,000 men who had gone out in their
pride lay dead or wounded on the field.
The enemy stood bravely; and the
efforta of the troops to btreak their licea
was angwered by a sleet of lead. Night
crept in, aud from the thuuders of the
cannon the earth quaked  In the shude
of an inn the Emperor William sat upon
s plank one end resting on a dead horse,
the other on a broken waggon. Near b
sat Bismarck pretending 1o read letters.
His great face showed no token-of con-
cern. A sudden blaze lit up the night;
a dragoon thunder.d in, “We bave won
the plateag—the vietary is for your
The emperor said, “God be
thanked,”” apd Bidmarck vervoualy
crnshed his letters. - That night the vic
tarous monarch lay down in a barn and
slept.

THE LAST OF THE NAPOLEONS.

Next day every one lipped it, ‘“Napolean
surrendered;” and grim warriors could
not stand the news, hut cheered like
boys. That night we ate eggs and bacon
with Bismarck, and he gave us the bint
to be & stir early in the morning.  With
daylight the Prince was a<horseback: a
proud bay he, rode thgt pranced through
the chaos. They followed on foot to
Sedan. Soou there passed a spattered
and faded carriage. Gold lace glesmed
in 1t: and Bismarck dismounting took
off his bat, and bowed low to France's
fallen monarch. _The emperor was
gaunt and leaden colored—every “inch a
fallen priuce. Fhen the two, he and
Bismarck went into 8 wegaver's cottage
and both sut down and talked. Bismarcks \
yoice was firm, and they could see him |
bring down bhis forefinger on the palm of
his hand. In an hour Bismarck rode
away to confer with the, king. The sun
wus high whea he gslloped back. The
tallen monarch and the count entered the
carriage and drove to the chatean. Not
long after this the capitulution was
signed. That was u meeting never to be
forgotten between Napoleon and Wil-
helm. The one wearing a flush of vie-
tury, the other dishevelled hair and leaden

Mr. Forbes that night slept
in the room the night before occupied by
Napoleon. On the chair beside the bed
he found a book—and strangely enough
it was Bulwers, *‘Last of the Burons.”

He met Ignatief  “ Where are you
from?” *Shipka Pass,”” “ The deuce
you are-—then you must see the Em

No news had reached him ere
this nor for many hours afterwards. He
explained it all to the Czar whom he
met in & dismantled Turkish house with—-
out a carpet on the floor. He drew
plans aud astonished the Czar. Ignatieff
went but, and as they sat alone an ex-
pression cume over the Czar's face asif
to'gay, What a chance if this man
wanted to kill me !

KING THEEBACU.

This  Prince gaw Defore he
became soured with & *‘ dvuble bar—
relled mother in law' --a woman
whose two daughters he had married.
He had not than begun to murder his
sisters and his cousing and his aunts. The
Prince gave bim a ring, containing a
whopping jewel. A jeweller in Loudon
declared it wort" &15. 8o the prince
of the white e¢lephant was a fraud.

The Prince Imperial was a true son of
France ; heedless us a boy. full of
pranks, and often falling head over
heels in love—coming down the sky-
lighs to see his lady love ; and thirsting
for glory, running out to Zululand. He
saw him ‘‘baptized with fire’”” at Saar-
buck, and lying dead in the grags at
Zaluland with eigbteen assegai wounds
in him.

Afterwards I travelled through
the section of country around abuut the
Station and I learned on enquiry that the
postmaster, Mr. John McDonald is either
unwilling or unable to perform the
duties of his office and the business is
left entirely on the hands of the above
naaed bay who is, T shoald judre abous
eight years old. Complaints ure numer-

ous, sbout the way in which the office is
run, one man asserting that it was
almost impossible for to get a letter
registered because the postmaster did
not know how it was done. Rumor has
it also that he hasto go out to Nelson
to get his quarterly returns made out
properly, beinz unableto do it himself.
Would it not be well for Insnector
McMillan to look iuto the matier and
either teach the present incumbent, (ot
incumbrance) how to perform his duties
or get someone who already kuows?

While on this subject T must express
my sarprise that one of tie most fluurish-
ing settlements in the country, viz
Semiwagan Ridge is’ destitute of any
mail accommodation whatever and they
must either go to Barnaby River. Nelson,
or Derby for their mail ma'ters or go
without.
