THE OUTLOOK IN IRELAND.

Ir the Liberal prospects in England
are imperilled by the supposed leaning
of the party to the Home Rulers, the
lIatter seem imeclined to inmjure both
themselves and the Liberals in Ireland
by their extravagant violence. There-
ception accorded to Mr. PArNELL in the
County of Wexford appears to show
that the way in which he was met at
Cork was only a specimen of the feeli
that prevails in more than one locality.
If his welcome was cool at the great sea-
port, in Wexford it could hardly have
been warmer—of its kind. The mus-
cular Christians who defiled the agita-

nest. The truth would appear to
be that the member for Meath has
for sometime been declining in
popularity as a leader. - Perhaps he
undertook the trip to America so as to
go back rehabilitated to Ireland. If so,
he has evidently reckoned without his
host. The Home Rule cause as repre-
sented by such men as Mr. Smaw, Isaac
Burr'd legitimate successor, and Mr.

First, by the crass
obsti of Messrs. PaRNELL and
Bicaar in persisting in setting up can-
didates in opposition to Liberals, and
thus giving away seats fatuously to the
Government ; and secondly, by the
natural rebound amongst the soberer
classes against even old-fashioned Liber-
alism. It is observable that some. Lon-
-don journals assail Mr. Saaw’s address,
and characterize it as violent. Even the
Spectator of the 13th says that the mem-
ber for Cork (county) has temporarily
lost hishead. It is true the language is
occasional ﬂ{wwm; but that only shows
that the hon. gentleman knows his
countrymen better than his critics can
be supposed to do. Mr. SEAW’S course
has calm and moderate through-
out.
