What re­
presentations he made to the Consul are 
not at present known, bat they muet have 
proved satisfactory, for a fresh certificate 
waa procured and the tea consigned to the 
care of the Bank of British North America 
in this oity, Mr. Mackenzie naming Messra. 
Roger Lambe k Brother as agents. But 
the name of Messrs. Roger lambe k Bro.

ARIEST OF THE ASSAILANT.

Shortly nfter four o’clock on Thursday 
afternoon, u Hen. George Brown was sit­
ting In his room in the Globe office, he 
heard some one turn the handle of the 
door, which he always keepe looked. Then 
a rap came, and Mr. Brown rose and 
opened the door, to find a young man 
standing there with a paper in his hand. 
Mr. Brown walked back to the table, and, 
on sitting down, asked the stranger what 
was wanted. The man said that he was a 
discharged employé, and wished, before 
leaving the city, te hare Mr. Brown’s eig 
nature to a certificate of character. The 
latter said that he oould not oonseien 
tiously sign such a paper, as he did not 
know whether he had worked 
the office a weqk or a month, 
and, therefore, could not know anything of 
his character. The man persisted, and Mr. 
Brown again refusing, he put his hand be- 

. hind his back apd drew a pistol. Bringing 
the weapon to the front he held it down In 
order to cock it. Mr. Brown seized the 
man’s hand and threw him backwards 
against the wall, but he was not quick 
enough to prevent the discharge of the 
weapon. Tne ball passed through the 
fleehy part of Mr. Brown’s thigh, but he 
still clung to his assailant, crying,

“ murder” aim “ help. ”
Dragging him through the open door to 

the landing at the head of the stairs he 
throw the would-be murderer upon the 
floor, where he was seized and secured by 
a number of employés who had been at­
tracted by the cries. Constable Gregory 
was called from the street and he made his 
way upstairs and handcuffed the man. 
Mr. Brown, whose clothes were covered 
with blood, had retired to hie room, and. 
when the policeman arrived he was sitting 
in a chair weak from bleeding. Gregory 
brought the man into the room, and Mr. 
Brown said, •

“ test’s the mss wEo shot mb.”
The prisoner said, “ I don’t know any 

thing about it. I didn’t do it.’’ He wai 
taken to police headquarters, where he 
wse entered on the blotter an George Ben­
nett alia» Dixon, thirty-two •years of age, 
engineer, residence, York street. Upon 
his person were found forty-two cartridges, 
and the pistol, which had been wrested 
from his hand by Mr. Brown, was found 
to be a five-chambered one, with one cham­
ber empty. The greatest excitement pre­
vailed in and around the office, and the 
shooting was the absorbing theme of con­
versation upon the streets. He prisoner 
was under the influence of liquor when 

‘ looked up.

After the excitement had somewhat sub­
sided, s messenger was dispatched for Dr. 
Thorburn, the injured gentleman’s medical 
adviser, who hastened to the Globe office. 
The wound was found to be on the front 
third of the left leg, about three inches 
below the hip. The bullet took a down­
ward course, which would «how that the 
would-be murderer was standing slightly 
in front and at the side of Mr. Brown 
when he fired.

His medical attendant is 
of the opinion that no serious results will 
follow to the injured limb. Mr. Brown, 
however, being advanced in years, it is 
supposed the shook he sustained will con­
fine him-to the house for some time te

George Dickson, who, for r&aons best 
known to himself, has seen fit to call him­
self Bennett, is a young man of thirty- 
two years of age, about 5 feet 4 inches in 
height, of a slight build, and dark com­
plexion. He wears a black moustache 
and imperial, which gives him the appear­
ance of an American, but he was born in 
Cobourg, where his father was drowned 
some years ago.

DECEASED WIFE’S SISTER.
•ftilss of a Jewish Rabbi en ■ 

Cireur Si Bill.
Montreal,March 26.—On Mr.Girouard’s

marriage bill, Dr. De Sala, the eminent and 
learned Jewish rabbi, of this city, has given 
his opinion as follows From the earliest 
time of Jewish eocleaiastioal history down 
to the present day, both kinds of mar­
riages, that of a deceased wife’s sister, and 
that of a childless brother’s widow, hase 
been permitted and celebrated. This is 
clearly seen by an examination of the 
Jewish commentators, and the cede of 
Jewish jurisprudence, especially in the 
Talmud, on the subjects of Yebamoth and 
Halites. In reference to the passage in 
Leviticus, chap./ xviii, verse 18, Dr. De 
Bala sayr:—" According to the concurrent 
testimony of the most esteemed and au­
thoritative commentators, this psssage 
merely prohibits in times when polygamy 
prevails, as it did in the days of Moses 
and subsequent thereto.

Mr. F. 6. Madoalf, ex-Mayor 
died at his residence, King 
■bout half-past one on Friday. The de- 
oeased gentleman received a paralytic stroke 
a couple of months ago, and although he was 
subsequently enabled to move around his 
own home, he did not venture much into 
the business part of the city ; but being 
otherwise in good health, hie family 
entertained some hopes of his partial re­
covery. In this, however, they were dis­
appointed, Mr. Madoalf having taken a 
severe turn last week, by which he was 
closely confined to his room. Many kind 
friends called to see him, but Ms memory 
began gradually to fail, and during the few 
days before his demise, none but the 
members of his family and the Rev. Mr. 
Sanson were permitted to see him. Few 
men were better known or more highly 
respected than the deceased gentleman, 
He was born in the County of WieHou? 
Ireland, in 1803, and was consequently at 
the time of his death in Me seventy- 
seventh year. He was the eldest of a 
family ef ten children, all of whom emi­
grated to this country with their parente 
when the subject of this eketoh was in hie 
fifteenth year, and they all settled on a 
farm in the Talbot district, near London. 
Of this family two brothers and four sisters 
are still living. Some years afterwards the 
decerned left the farm homestead and 
proceeded to Philadelphia, where he
teamed the trade of machinist. _______
he became a journeyman he got married, 
and shortly afterwards turned his face to­
ward Toronto, arriving hero in 1840b for 
the purpose ef establishing s foundry. He 
very soon earned a reputation for himself 
and his establishment by constructing the 
first threshing machine ever made in Can­
ada with a cleaner and separator combined, 
and for which he, took first prise et the 
first exMbition held in Toronto. He car­
ried on that line of business for e number 
of years until he was burned out, losing 
all hie patterns. He then went into the 
business of building grist and saw 
mills, steam ' engines, etc. Mr. Med 
calf’s promisee were burned down 
no lest than five times, end only upon one 
occasion had he a slight insurance on his 
property. Notwithstanding these draw­
backs, ha always paid one hundred cents 
on the dollar, and at hie death left » com­
petency to hie family, wMoh comprises his 
widow, two daughters and four sons.

The deceased gentleman in politics was 
» strong party man of the old Tory school, 
and, being a prominent Orangeman and a 
fluent speaker, he soon made a name 
for himself by taking a leading 
position in public matters. He was 
first elected to the City Council as 
Alderman for the Ward of St. Lawrence 
in 1860, and in 1863 he was requested to 
stand for the same position for the Ward 
of St. John, being elected by a large ma­
jority. In the enooeedlng year he was 
brought out as s candidate for the Mayor­
alty, and was elected by the vote of the 
people. In 1865 he contested the Mayor­
alty with Mr. John Cameron, whom 
he defeated. In 1866 ne candi­
date was brought cat against him, 
and he was elected Mayor by 
acclamation. Through the efforts of hfa 
political opponents, who felt themselves 
unable to driest him at the polls, the law 
was changed, giving-the City Council the 
power of electing a Mayor from among the 
members of that body. He therefore re­
timed to the Council as Alderman for St. 
David’s Ward in 1867 ; also in 1868. In 
the following year he was elected for St. 
Lawrence Ward, and he eat for St John’s 
Ward in the Council in the years 1870 and 
1871. In the year 1873 the law 
again changed, giving the people the 
power of electing the Chief 
and in 1874 Mr. Medoalf was again re­
turned for the fourth time to fill the civic 
chair, defeating Mr. A. M. Smith ; and in 
1876 he defeated Mr. A. T. McCord, end 
took the post of Chief Magistrate for the 
fifth time. He alto ran for the Ontario 
Legislature, but he was defeated by the 
Hon. M. C. Cameron, and in 1876 be 
defeated for the Mayoralty by Mr. 
Morrison, and again in 1878 he offered for 
the Mayoralty, but was defeated. During 
the years 1874-75 the deceased gentleman 
was Chairman of the Board of Police Com- 
miaeionerz and a member of the Water 
Commission, by virtue of Ma posi­
tion as Mayor. Mr. Medoalf was 
also honoured by his Orange brethren, 
who elevated him to the high position of 
Provincial Grand Master, • poet wMoh he 
held for several years. He was also Grand 
Master of the Royal Black Knights of Ire­
land. He became a member of the Ma- 
•onto fraternity in 1836, in Philadelphia, 
and upon arriving in Toronto he became 
affiliated with St. Andrew’s Lodge, in 
which Lodge he remained until Ms death.

In 1876, the deceased gentleman, when 
Mayor of Toronto, was invited by the Lord 
Mayor of London to attend the Lord 
Mayor’s banquet, and he did so.

Three Convicts at B fnssten Throw Be

Itsstlsg Story ef Fiendish Brutality.
Prince Albert, March 26.—An In­

quest was held la the Town Hell 
Wednesday and Thursday on the body of 
Mrs. Cooper, who died on the 4th January, 
it is alleged, from the effects ef » kick 
from her husband. A post mortem exam­
ination was hold, and the jury at the in­
quest returned s verdict of guilty of man­
slaughter against Themes Cooper. The 
man is now in the gaol at Whitby, await­
ing hie trial at the Spring Assizes. [The 
Whitby Gazette gives the following parti­
culars of the affair :—“ He married life 
of the prisoner end the unfortunate de. 
ceased wee a most miserable one—he being 
in the constant habit ef abasing and starv­
ing her end hie seven children. In the 
middle or end of October last he found 
fault with her because some seed beans 
were not pulled, and on her saying that 
she had pulled all that were ripe, he 
struck her e savage blow on the face with 
Ms fist, and followed it up with a fearful 
klok on her )eft side, knocking her down 
instantly ; the woman, at that time, being 
within three months of her confinement. 
She managed to crawl out of doors and 
called ‘ murder he rushed out, knelt 
heavily*» her body, and seising her throat 
compressed it with suoh force that the 
blood gushed from her nose and month. 
She told Mm then that he had given her 
her death blow, when he mode a brutal re­
ply and walked off. Mrs. Cooper was con­
fined the last week In December, the child 
being dead, and on the 2nd of January thq 
poor woman died, the cause of- death being 
given in the Registrar’s books as soepti- 
ccemia or blood poisoning.

Western with she Wabash Systems.
New York; March 27.—He Commercial 

Advertiser says it is rumoured the Wabash 
combination are in treaty forthe Great West­
ern of Canada, and that a new connection 
ia to be built between the Wabash line and 
some point south of Toledo and Detroit. 
This will bring the Wabash people In » 
continuous line from Kansas City on the 
West and Omaha on the east aide of the 
Missouri river to the bridges on the Niagara 
river. From thence freight connections 
are practicable with either New York or 
Montreal by. lake or rail It ia also ru­
moured that Scott, of the Pennsylvania 
road ; Garrett, of the Baltimore and Ohio, 
and Gould, of 'the Wabash, have been to­
gether the last few days, aad that liberal 
offers have been made to the Wabash for 
their freight traffic to Baltimore and Phila­
delphia. This would signify the Wabaeh 
route is to flank the tradq to New York on 
the*south by an alliance with Scott and 
Garrett and on the north by the Great 
Western of Canada.

It is now pretty well understood to be » 
dangerous practice to attempt to palm off 
worthless imitations of the “ Myrtle 
Navy” tobacco for the genuine article.

1834 he emigrated to Canada ; and in 1S36 
settled on lot 6, con. 3, N.E.R., Adelaide, 
where he continued to reside till the time 
of his death. He was, therefore, among 
toe very earliest settlers in Adelaide. Mr. '
Johns ton was highly respected in his neigh­
bourhood, and was known ae one of the 
kindest-hearted and best neighbours in the 
township. Hegathered considerable wealth, 
bat, unlike most men, he divided it with 
hls children as they became of age. Two 
of his sons, Alexander and William John 
are well known in this town and vicinity. 
He was an adherent of the Presbyterian 
Church, and in politics was Liberal- 
Conservative. Hls remains were interred 
in toe cemetery here last Saturday,

He oldest monument of time of this sec­
tion has just passed sway in the person of 
Cornelius Gannon, who is reputed to have 
reached toe great age of 102. Mr. Gannon 
was born in Ireland, and oame to this coun­
try many years ago, when he was a young ' 
man. He remembered many incidents of 
life about the year 1798, one among 
others being his endeavours to escape from 
the internal troubles which agitated the 
Emerald Isle at that time. The exact date 
of his birth cannot be ascertained, the 
records having been destroyed by fire some 
years ago. With the exception of short 
intervals, the deoeaaed retained hie reason 
up to the time of his death, and the night 
previous to it, he went stray to hit room 
with an active step and in cheerful spirit» 
The next morning, on making her usual 
call st hls bedside, his daughter found him 
with his head partially covered with the 
bed clothes, and in the last struggle with 
life. She summoned help, bat the spirit 
that had bloomed for over a century of 
years looks its flight » few minutes after­
ward» The remains ware interred in the 
Oath olio burying-ground, on the outskirts 
of this village, on Friday last. —Campbell^ j 
ford Herald.

He had omitted to 
warn the field-officers and pickets when he 
went out. On this occasion everything 
was perfectly regular, except in one small 
portion of the laagro. The battalion of 
natives who, in oaae of alarm, were ordered 
to form up Inside, and not to l*ve the in- 
trenchment, carried back with them in 
their haste a portion of one of the regi­
ments, and also scrambled over and through 
the waggons where Lord Chelmsford and 
his headquarters had arranged theb 
bivouaok. Colonel Lowe also, In the oonfu- 
rion, received an injury on his head. I re, 
gret that I must add that a picket of that regi­
ment also retired without orders, the only 
instance with the 2nd Division during the 
iampaign. AU the others remained per­
fectly steedy at their poets, and toe regi­
ments feU in quietly in theb plaow until 
dismissed.

THE EXECUTION OF WLADEraXY,
If the telegraphed details of yesterday’s 

execution at St. Petersburg are anything 
like correct, strong corroboration is afforded 
of the opinion held in some quarters that 
Western judgment of Russia ohlsfly go* 
astray through oonridroing her to be a fully 
civilised ooun try. We are told that .the 
wretched man Wladetsky was brought to 
the place of execution in a «it, sitting 
bound in a high seat with his back to the 
horses. In itself this bears a strong re­
semblance to the processions which used 
to find theb way to “ Tyburn Tree" in 
our own le* civilised days. On arriving 
at the soaffold the would-be assassin was 
tied to » pest, pending the reading of the 
sot of condemnation, and aU this time he 
w* exposed to the view of some 50,000 
spectators. But the worst part of tbe 
miserable busine* remains to be told. 
After his head and shoulders had been en­
cased in “a white sack,” he was " as- 
sisted” by the executioner and attendants 
” to mount an empty pecking caee.” This 
must mean, of course, that the condemned 
was bodily lifted to toe improvised plat­
form, * his hands were tied, and tbe 
white sack over his head prevented him 
from using his eyw. Having been at la* 
hauled up en to tbe paokfagtoa*, 
Wladetsky stood there until the executioner 
and MS' assistants pushed away the case, 
leaving the unhappy creature to die * 
quickly as convenient of simple strangu­
lation. This period of agony lasted, it 
•eems, for •• three « four minute»,"during 
whloh time the dying man •’struggled 
convulsively” In the view of the 507000 
spectators before-mentioned. It should be 
remembered that, in tills oaae, there wis 
no particular pressure on the author!ti* to 
alter existing arrangements. When ex­
ecutions take place during war, all manner 
ef rough methods have to be reeorted to 
tor rarrying ont the d*th penalty. But 
the shocking affair on which we have com­
mented took place as the capital of the 
neat Russian Empire, after ample time 
had been allowed to perfect arrangements 
that needed alteration.— London Globe.

DYNAMITE ACCIDENTS. ■ .
It is quite clear that miners and other 

workmen who have to employ explosive 
materials in the performance of theb work 
have not yet become familiarised with the 
dan gérons character ef dynamite, which 
has of late years so largely taken the 
place of powder for blasting pnrpoew. 
Not long since some Wdsh miners placed 
damp dynamite oartridg* in an oven over- 
night to dry, and forgot them, the result 
being that when the fire was lighted next 
morning an explosion occurred with fatal 
résulta. Another instance of reoklemnew 
or carelessness took plsoe recently near 
Montre*. Some railway nawi* had 
placed a kettle of water on e fire to soften 
the oartridg* they needed, and one of 
them w* in toe act of lifting the vowel off 
the fire, when an explosion took plsoe, 
kilting three men and injuring three 
others, one of whom has since snoonmbed 
to his injuries. Although the real nut 
of the disaster may not be ascertained, 
the most probable supposition 1» that the 
heat of the fire softened some dynamite 
oartridg* which one ef the unfortunate 
men bed in his pockets snd exploded them,

THE DUILIO GUN EXPLOSION.
Italy’s natural pride in the pc* awe ion of 

the most powerful navel artillery hitherto 
carried by any European man-of-war was 
ruddy shaken by the untoward accident 
which occurred a few days ago to one of 
the Dnilio’s monster 100-ton gnus. This 
mighty engine of destruction, which, dur­
ing previous experiments, had withstood 
toe discharge ef several projeotilw weigh­
ing two thousand pounds apiece, snd pro­
pelled by over a thousand pounds of 
powder, suoonmbed to the pressure of a 
regulation charge, consisting ef only two 
hundred end fifty kilogramm*. The in­
terior steel tube was absolutely fractured 
at the shoulder of the powder chamber,

and the coils compering toe wrought- 
bon Mde of the cannon disen. 
gaged themselv* bom the broken bar- 
ref fitted to theb inner surface, pre­
senting toe appeerano# of gigantic cork­
screws driven at either end respectively 
into the braeoh snd body of the gun. It ap­
pears that thoM gms were not made for 
chambers, but suffpred «Iteration from 
thdr original model in deference to the 
predilection for breechloading over murale- 
loading artillery, wMoh is no lew general 
in Italian than in Prussian naval and mill, 
tary oirolw. The eooident which has 
«used so profound a sensation in the 
Italian Nsvy points distinctly to the 
neoeosity of observing great caution in 
chambering old guns not designed for 
breeohloadug.

HOW BISMARCK SUFPR1SSES SOCIALISM.
Herr Rebel’s parliamentary revelations 

during last Saturday’s debate in the Ger­
man Reichstag, respecting the oonduot of 
the Pruisian poll* towards the familiw of 
Social Democrats expelled from Berlin 
under the Exmiasion Act of November, 
1878, contained some startling statements 
which, if proof can be afforded of their 
accuracy, go far to show that the Prussian 
poli* system ia modelled rather upon the 
Ruwian than the English pattern. Quot- 
in g nam* and dates, the eminent Demo- 
oratio orator dted a case in wMoh a domi­
ciliary visit had been paid to the wife of 
a political exile at six in toe morning, 
when she was still in bed, and had 
been compelled by the polios officer, who 
roused her from her slumbers, to get up 
bud drew herself in his presence. Another 
case of an even more revolting nature was 
that of a lad, only sixteen years old, who 
had been enticed into a police office, and 
there plied with beer and oigars until 
"his tongue was Iocs sued,” when he was 
subjected to a “friendly interrogation” 
with respect to the place in which Ms 
father, a proscribed Socialist, wae oon- 
cealed, and, in fact, WM tricked into de­
nouncing Ms own flesh end blood. Herr 
Bebel besought the German Parliament to 
call the State police to account for prao- 
tioee ofghis unjustifiable character.

CAPTAIN WEBB’S LONG SWIM.
The feat whloh Captain Webb undertook 

to perform at the Wwtminstor Aquarium 
was duly accomplished on the 10th, and it 
will probably be announced * one of the 
mo* notable, if not the meet notable, of 
all hie aoMevemeote, that he has swum ooni 
tinuously for a psriod of sixty hours. 
There are two grounds upon wMoh snob a 
statement may be, and ought to be, oon- 
tradicted. In the first plsoe, it is not 
true; considering that during the sixty 
hours appointed for the performance, 
from 10.30 on Monday morning to 
10.30 Ust night, he wm not in 
the water the whole time, but got out 
and rested for twenty minutes early on 
Tuesday morning ; and, in the • second 
plaw, if it had been true, the place in 
wMoh the exMbitien took place wm so ex­
tremely unlike any in wMoh a man could 
be expected to swim for practical purpoew 
that the feat would be almost worthless * 
a test of swimming powers. The perform­
ance ir, no doubt, an extraordinary example 
ef the endurance of which the human 
frame is capable, and of the special powers 
of the performer In struggling with the 
element. But * a feat it most be regarded 
* far inferior to tbe greet Channel swim 
by which Captain Webb first aehieved his 
feme. It is certainly a descent from the 
sublime to the ridiculous when s man who 
has crossed the English Channel in a rather 
unquiet sea is induced to exMbit himself 
to a Cockney audience, paddling about in a 
•mall tank suitable for gold fish. More­
over, the temperature of the bath wm 
raised to some 86 degrees, and “ doctored ” 
with huge quantiti* of salt and chemicals, 
until it reeembled nothing in nature except 
a small pool in the tropics. In whioh, if a 
man attempted to remain for even a few 
hours at midday he would infallibly be kill- 
ed by the sun, Aooounte of the performance 
at Wwtminstor show that Captain Webb 
•pent » great deal of his time floating on 
his back—a proceeding wMoh is only pos­
sible in the sea, when it is ex«ptionally 
oalm. Under such artificial conditions 
the teat, * we have said, loew muoh of 
ito value, and is not one whloh, on any 
grounds, we oen wish to see repeated.— 
London Globe.

Time is a 
wonderful abater of that kind of patriotism 
that appeals peculiarly to the generous 
impale* of youth. Dr. Johnson wm 66 
years of age when he suddenly snnounoed 
at the dinner table, “in » strong deter- 
mined tone,” his now celebrated apothegm 
that ” Patriotism wm the last resort of a 
scoundrel.”

Mezziai wm bora a patriot snd remained 
one all his life. Tho* who knew him in 
London must well remember Ms sallow 
few, his eager eyw, snd that characteristic 

favourite expression of Ms to his 
friends who ssked Mm héw he spent Ms 
time, “Je conspire, mon ami : toujours je 
conspire.” The time for conspiracy had, 
indeed, passed, and the phrsae wm robbed 
of its significance. The patriot mw many 
ef Ms schemes fulfilled in his lifetime,

tnot, perhaps, weotly * he would 
ve accepted them. He WM boro in 
Qenw in the year 1808, where his father 

wm Professor of Medicine to the Univers- 
Ity, and where he received his «duration 
and his degree M » Doctor of Lews. But 
literature snd politicshadistrooger olaira on 
his mind thin the study of legal principles, 
and he lived st s juncture when literature 
and potiti* were oloeely inter-connected. 
The struggle between the Romantic snd the 
Claasie schools had a vitality in it wMeh 
told of other infloeno* et work than mere 
literary predilections, Mszrini had already 
oommenoed ia Italy what Victor Hugo had 
supported in Paris, and Mazzini founded in 
Genoa, a literary journal, wMch WM to 
carry out the controversy that then raged 
through the two oountriw. The paper wm 
suppressed, snd its editor banished. Mss 
stni wandered from Gen« to Leghhoro, 
end from Leghorn to ManeUlee, where he 
found quite a colony of exiled fellow- 
countrymen ready to co-operate In his 

s. In such purposes nothing is so 
necessary M a name, and the patriot started 
a fresh newspaper, which he called La 
Qiovine Italia, and his followers were 
henceforth known M the " Young Italy” 
party. The plan prospered. The paper 
circulated, By s* and land it made its 

-try into all the ports and oiti* of Italy ; 
snd there it fell upon soil well prepared to 
bear and to fruotgfy. Italy wm at that 
"time distributed amongst many Govern­
ments. There were the Romans, the Pide- 
montese, the Tuscans, the Neapolitans, the 
Lombards, the Venetians. To consolidate 
aU throe Powers into one, to convert this 
collection of small and conflicting interests 
into one greet nation, worthy to take its 
place amongst the Powers of Eorope, wm 
the programme wMoh the Young Italy 
party had always before theb even. “ Je

Klre; toujours je conspire,” Vere tbe 
i of Mazzini then, «nd the conspiracy 
had at least a grand object, though ito end 

wm mainly brought about through very 
different agencies.

Its first effort failed completely. Chari* 
Albert wm on the throne of Sardinia, and 
great things were hoped from his oo-opera- 
tion. This King, before hie accession, had 
been allied with the Carbonari, and his 
partiality to Liberal and patriotic projeota 
wm well known. Bat the poseeuion of 
power modifie the notion, if not the char­
acter, of the person who attains to it. The 
greet conspiracy of 1833 wm put down by 
the united notion of aU the Italian Gov­
ernments, and in its suppression the King 
of Piedmont took a leading part. Many 
of the oonspirators fled, others were im­
prisoned, some were put to d«th. In the 
meantime Mazzini wm again a wanderer ; 
this time not sq muoh over the face of 
Italy * of Europe. He had *«ped to 
Frenoe, but the Piedmontese Ambassador 
required his expulsion. He was expelled, 
and took refuge in Switzerland. Preuure 
wm brought to hear upon the Swiss Gov­
ernment, and once again the patriot had 
to move his tent and seek refuge in an­
other country. He oame to London, and 
here he remained for many years. 
Literature and soienoe divided his 
time with the more engrossing claims 
of politiosl agitation. The Young 
Italy party wm put down, but not 
extinguished, and In the safety ef English 
neutrality, the refugee wm still looked 
upon m the chief of the great movement. 
In the meantime great events had hap­
pened in France, The Revolution of Feb- 
ruary, 1848, wm followed by the Insurreo- 

of Milan. Lombardy wm for the 
lent freed from Austrian rule, and 

Mazzini wm able to return to his own 
country. It wm at this juncture that 
Chari* Albert took a resolute stand. His 
subjects had called him in derision •• Re- 
ten tonus,” the vacillating King ; but per­
haps they did not allow enough for the 
trials of a dangerous and critical petition 
which he himself described m lying “ be­
tween the daggers of the Carbonari and 
the ohooolate of the Jesuits.” Chari* 
Albert now co operated in the expulsion of 
the Austrians, but the effort failed, and 
the victory of Oustosza restored to the 
oonquerors the peeewsion of Lombardy.

Still Mazzini wm true to his own motto. 
The groat object ot his life wm to he at­
tained only by conspiracy, and that had 
now become Its occupation. 1» 1849 he 
*t foot for the first time in Rome. The 
Pope had fled into the Neapolitan States, 

Rome had no head and no Govern­
ment An Assembly, elected by universal 

age, took the reeponaibiljty of role, and 
momentous decree», passed almost 

unanimously, abolished the Pope’s tern- 
poral power and constituted the Roman 
States a Republic. There was <mly wanted 

* ader, and when Mazzini arrived hie 
fan wm recognized. A Triumvirate 

wm elected to protort toe Interrote of the 
Republic and the Chief of the Triumvirs 

Mazzini. Here, again, the interests of 
France were strangely intertwined with 
too* of Italy, The new Republic knew 
Austria, Spain pnd Naples * its enemies, 
and vet it ns a French army that landed 
at Ci vita Veoohie and oommenoed the 
siege of the oity. Rome tried to defend 
itself. Mazzini wm the heart and soul of 
the undertaking, but Louis Nspolson’s 
srmy wm too large and too well disolp- 
lined. The Italians held out longer than 
wm expected, and a great part of the city 
wm in ruins when, on the 3rd of Jnly, the 
French mitered it. The patriot party were 
b«ten, and the Pope wm restored to the 
Vatican under the protection of foreigners.

Once more Maisini wm a refugee. He 
settled in London again, and here for a 
short time his name wm associated with 
tho* of Kossuth and Ledru-Rollin. But 
wherever he went, and whoever 

his Msooistw, the determin­
ed conspirator continued his work- 
Plot after plot wm laid, but fortune 
seemed always to favour toe Austrians. 
The Revolt of Milan in 1863 only pleoed 
the whole country in a state ef siege. The 
insurrection at Genoa four years later wm 
not more auoooMful. He wm charged with 
conspiracy to assassinate the Fronoh 
Emperor, and wm condemned par contu­
mace. But hie hatred wm Ism to the 
Fronoh than to the Austrians. Italy so 
qniokly edapta herself to change that it is • 
difficult to realiw Venice part of 
the dominion of the Houae of Haps- 
burg, and Austrian officers In oom- 
mand of toe forte of Milan. But the 
anxiety of the Italian authoriti* how to­
day, whloh is the anniversary of the 
patriot’s death, may paw off, shows that 
the leading passion of his life h* yet left 
some trace m toe memori* and the sympa­
thies of his fellow-ooun try men-—London 
Globe.

What may be the 
nature of the evidence Mr. Scott is about 
to edduoe we do not know ; but it is to be 
feared that it will soaroely be strong enough 
te upset the testimony on the other side.

Matthew Arnold on Copyright.
The latest contribution to the copyright 

discussion is from the pen of Mr. Matthew 
Arnold, and appears in the March Fort­
nightly. Mr. Arnold h* something to *y 
shout the nature of literary property and 
something about international copyright, 
but the gist ef hie artiole applies to the 
book trade rather than copyright. He 
•peaks enthusUetioally of toe revol 
that Michael Lévy hr 
France Ity resolving to
oh«p books, when authors and pub]___
predicted only disMtor for the new depart 
tare. Bat from the start toe great pub- 
lisher had full faith in the soundne* ef 
his viAre snd in the suoeesi of his syl- 
tern. "Cheap books," he said, "are 
a necessity, whioh need bring, more­
over, no lws to either authors or pub­
lishers.” Nor were the oheap books that 
Michael Lévy had in view the trashy pro- 
ductions of hideous exterior that are 
associated with this expression in England 
and the United Staton. They were tlft 
best productions of the beat authors ; books 
of oonvenient size and attractive exterior, 
well printed on good paper, oomely to look 
upon and pleaeant to reed ; books in the 
format Levy or the format Charpentier. 
With all the* advantages the reduction in 
price wm such as might well have created 
a panic in the French book market. New 
books whioh had before sold at seven and 
a half francs s volume were published st 
three end a half, end Mmetim* two 
volum* at fifteen francs could be bought 
in one volume for one-fourth of that sum. 
Lévy demonstrated the eoundnros of his 
plan. His revolution wm sucoeesfuL And 
now France, perhaps more than any other 
oouatry, hM the mort ad van tag* with the 
fewMt d«advantages ot oheap books.

Mr, Arnold reoognlzss the* advantag* 
and praia* the system of whioh they are 
the fruit. Very naturally he contrasts the 
oheap books of France with the high- 
prioed on* of his own country. He *n« 
the English book trade system “highly 
eccentric, artificial and unsatisfactory, ,rand 
roeaks ef the “general, impatience at the 
dearne* of new Books ” and the “ general 
Irritation at swing that » work lixe • Lord 
Macaulay’s life ’ oom* ont at thirty, six 
shillings in England, while in France it 
would oome out at eighteen frsnoa; that a 
new novel by George Eliot ooete a gain* 
and a half, while a new novel by George 
Sand owte throe shillings that the two 
oetavo volumes of “Prinoe Mettornioh'sMe. 
moire " were published in Peris st eighteen 
francs, and in London at thirty-six shil­
lings. But Mr, Arnold do* not sank to 
explain this great differenoe between the 
French and the Kngliah book trad* by 
comparing or contrasting the copyright 
laws of the two countries. Suoh a theory 
might be plausible if there were no law 
for the protootion of literary property in 
France, or if the Fronoh copyright system 
were radically different from the English. 
But suoh is not the os*. The copyright 
laws of France are not more favourable 
thin tho* el England to ohwp hooka, 
American books are ohroper in toe United 
State» than Kngliah. books in England. 
Bat this ig not owing to anything in the 
copyright laws of either country, which, so 
far m this quwtion is concerned, a* 
substantially toe same. The- eheep book 
system of Ran* lue grown np under and 
independent of toe eopyright laws. It is 

wd on oommerdal principles. It is a 
matter of trade. Levy's theory wm that 
oh*p books and good books oould be pub- 
lished with a profit to both author and 
publisher, and this theory wm proved suc­
cessful in practice. There is no raaaen 
why it should not be made * euooewful in 
England or toe United Stat* a* it h* 
been in Franoe. The problem of oh«p 
books wm solved in Parte ly a publisher, 
not a legislator. By publishers and not 
legislators must it be solved in London and 
New York. Mr, Arnold dec 1er* thatthe 
Americans ought not to submit to Rig- 
land's “ absurd system of dear books/’ 
although he hop* that American copy­
right will be extended to English author».

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THE PACIFIC RAILWAY.
Tta Ottawa Free Prat says before, the 

«low of the wesion Mr. Blakz will 
bring forward a résolution opposing the 
construction of the British Columbia 
end of the Pacific railway ; and already 
it is clear that this is to be the main 
plank in the platform of the Liberal 
party of the future. Mr. Mackenzie, 
who spent thirteen millions on the 
Pacific railway, pledged the faith of 
panada to the completion ef the whole 
tine by 1890, and actually called for ten­
ders for a section ef the western link be­
fore he left office, could eot consistently 
or conscientiously take the initiative in 
thus repudiating a solemn engagement ; 
bat Mr. Blake, it is popularly supposed, 
*s hampered by no such record. This, 
heweprer, is a miatsfce. Mr. Mackes- 
xre was Premier of the Government 
-which adopted the Carnarvon terms, 
end chief of the Department which 
•elected the Pacific terminus, laid out 
the route from the Mountains, and 
-called for tenders for the construction 
■of a portion of the line, bet the re- 
eponsibitity did mot rest with him Alone ; 
his colleagues in the Ministry and sup­
porters in Parliament shared it equally 
-with him. Of these, no one was more 
prominent er influential than the hon. 
member for West Durham. As an 
-occasional member of the Cabinet and 
a steady supporter of it from first 
to last, he assumed responsibility 
dor all Mr. Mackrnzik’s acts. A 
word from Mr. Blake when 
the party returned from the- 
•country with a large majority in 1874, 
and the Government of the day would 
have abandoned British Columbia, and 

, the honour of the Dominion would not 
have been twice pledged to this under­
taking. He was by odds the most 
powerful member of the Reform Gov­
ernment, and if any one man is re­
sponsible more than another for the 
policy of that Administration, it is he. 
But, while having the power to enforce 
his views upon Mr. Mackenzie at any 
time, Mr. Blake supported the latter 
throughout his career as Premier, and 
tacitly consented to the Carnarvon 
terms, and to the missien of conciliation 
on which Lord Dutferin was sent. He 
was as fully apprised then as he is now 
of the gravity of the- task to which the 
Dominion was committed, of the ex­
penditure involved, and of all the facts 
and data on which he will base his 
motion for repudiation. And yet the 
hon. gentleman was not deterred. The 

. revenue was failing, deficits were occur­
ring from year to year, and the con­
dition of the country was becoming 
■desperate, but Mr. Blakr was not ap­
palled by the outlook ; and beyond 
•neeridg once or twice at the “ sea of 
“ mountains,” he, so far as the public was 
permitted to know, supported the Premier 
m his British Columbia policy as heartily 
ae any other Reformer in Parliament or 
out of it. The record of his lieutenant, 
Mr. Milia, is even a more singular one. 
In 1876 he declared himself in the Parlia­
mentary Companion to be “ opposed to 
“ the admission of British Columbia 
“ into the Union as premature,” while 
he regarded the terms of union “ ss 
“ preposterous.” “ He was of opinion,” 
indeed, “ that with more than two 
** thousand miles of unsettled territory 
“ between the Umier Ottawa and 
“ British Columbia,were not in a 
“ position to undertake the reeponaibili- 

ties of governing the country upon 
“ the Pacific coast He held that rail- 
“ way construction, if needed in British 
“ Columbia, was a work to be under- 
“ taken by Imperial rather than by 
“ Canadian authority. He was opposed 
“ to pledging Caâada to the construc- 
“ tion of a continuons line of railway 
“ to the Pacific, as wholly beyond the 
“ resources of this country.” This is 
clear and unmiatakeable language, yet 
the hon. gentleman supported the Mac- 
zenzib Government throughout, and in 
October, 1876, became a member of the 
Cabinet which was pledged to and engag­
ed in carrying on the work to which 
he was so frankly hostile"! And 
now after five years have passed and 
vast sums have been sunk in the under­
taking, he returns to his former declara­
tion, and holds that the construction of- 
the British Columbia section is “ wholly 
“ beyond the resources of this country !”

If Messrs. Blake and Mit.ij» have 
been opposed to the Carnarvon terms 
all along, why did they support Mr.

- Mackenzie ? No new light has been 
shed upon the subject. A rough guess 
at the cost of the British Columbia sec­
tion was in their possession as early as 
1874, and they had closer estimates 
before Mr. Mackenzie called for tenders 
for the construction of a portion of the

complete then as It is to-day, and why 
were they silent 1 Why did they con­
nive at a vast expenditure in the Pacific 
Provinee, and permit tile good faith of

On our own 
canals the tolls have, in the main, 
been kept at a stationary level at 
which they were fixed long ago. Two 
great main points are, therefore, pre­
sented for public and for Ministerial 
consideration—first, the possible lower­
ing of tolls on the canals, and, second, 
the possible freeing of shipping at Mont­
real from exactions, which, however 
necessary from a purely municipal 
point of view, are serious ob­
stacles to rapid extension of traffic 
and to the increase of shipping at 
that port. There ban be very 
little doubt that these ideas are, in the 
main, now prevalent in the minds of the 
people of the country in general u well 
as in the minds of the petitioners in 
question. To what extent (he Govern­
ment are in a position to give them con­
sideration we are not prepared to state, 
but we commend the question to their 
earnest attention. ■

Mr. Wadder 
bum, ia speaking onoe against the coloniza­
tion of the oountry north of the Ohio River, 
said he hoped every man settling on the 
continent, not leartthu the merchant who 
for a time may reside at Stookholm or St. 
Petersburg, would look to the jîritiih Isles 
as his home. I my the very opposite of 
this." I hold that it is the duty ef every 
man who intends making Canada his home 
to prefer her to every other land, and to do 
all he oan to make her great and prosper­
ous. The man who oomee her* from the 
British Isles must lesve his oountry behind 
him, as well as the man who oomee from 
the continent of Europe end from the 
neighbouring Republie. Each oountry of 
the United Kingdom has its distinct na­
tionality. Canada, if she ii ever to have a 
place or name in the annals of the nations, 
most have hers also ; and it is a duty that 
every immigrant owes to this oountry that 
he shall become Canadian in sentiment snd 
feeling. I do not hsk that he shall forget 
the great deeds end the great men of hie 
native land. It is impossible that the 
memory of great wrongs successfully re- 
listed, snd great triumphs manfully 
achieved, can be forgotten. There are 
great men and great actions upon which 
the dust of ages never falls. But our period 
of childhood has gone by, and manhood or. 
imbecility must suooeed. It is our duty
as a Government to develop the growth of 
this national sentiment—to throw our 
people more largely upon their own re- 
sou roes—to give freer play to their habits 
of self-relfanoe—to trust to their intelli­
gence, their Industry, their virtue, and 
their courage, the future of Canada.”

We venture to republish so long an 
extract without any apology, since it 
seems to tut to so completely controvert 
every idea entertained and expressed 
by the party to-day. Where now, in

THE CASE OF THE IMPORTERS.
When we wrote the other day on the 

relations existing between the import­
era and the Customs Department, cer­
tainly we had no hope of being able to 
mollify, much less to abate, the Globe’t 
hostility to the Government We ought 
not to be compelled to complain? how­
ever, that in professing to state our 
case, our contemporary deliberately 
misrepresents what we said. This it 
deea as to the most important point in 
out article. We are held to have stated 
that.“ the Government does add to the 
“ invoices the difference in price of the 
“ articles at the time of delivery and 
“ the time of purchase whenever there 
“ has been an increase”; and our con­
temporary supplements these words with 
a statement from one of the importera’ 
“ grievances,” that while such additions 
are made, “ the Government doea not 
“ make any allowance where there has 
“ been a decrease.”

Now, The Mail made no such state­
ment as that, in fact we said the very 
opposite. The date at which the De­
partment fixes the market value is the 
date of the invoice, corresponding with 
the date of shipment to Canada, and not 
the time of reception in Canada of the 
goods which have been purchased in 
foreign markets ; and no matter what 
the advance in goods may have been 
between the date of shipment and re­
ception in Canada, the advance is not 
added to the invoice. No notice what­
ever is taken of it. When invoices are 
amended, it is not because of an advance 
in prices between the time of shipment 
(we are referring, of course, to the great 
majority of commercial transactions, and 
nottoexceptional cases of a shady charac­
ter) and the time of entry, but because the 
invoices do not represent the “ fair 
“ market value” at the time of purchase. 
It is, perhaps, not surprising that the 
Globe should endeavour to misrepresent 
this point," so important in a considera­
tion of the case, when a bald statement 
of the fact upsets its apple-cart so com­
pletely. It is hardly necessary to add 
that nothing oould be more stupid than 
the “ grievance” which our contem­
porary hangs upon this misrepresenta­
tion. Where no increase has taken 
place as the result of a given cause, 
there can be no ground for a reduction 
springing from the same cause. Such 
contention is indeed not to be oomidered 
seriously.

If the importers have “ grievances” 
they must be something more substan 
tial than any that have been yet put for­
ward in their interest. We do not re­
fer now to matters of Governmental 
policy. Importers may say, to be sure, 
that a particular tax would be more- 
equitable in its operation if made specific 
instead of ad valorem. But we are not 
discussing a question of Governmental 
policy. The subject upder consideration 
d one of Departmental regulation and- 
management. It is one affecting the 
Customs Department only. Is that 
Department arbitrary 1 I» it capricious Î 
I» it vindictive 1 Is it partisan 1 In a 
word, ia it unjust Î We invite the im­
porters of the Dominion to answer 
any one of • these questions in 
the affirmative if they can. Let us 
have the facts. A few weeks ago 
a Halifax merchant railed a tre­
mendous hubbub in the papers of his 
Province ; even the leading Government 
paper in Halifax was loud in denounc­
ing the injustice which had been done 
him. But when his ease was brought to 
the test of hard facta, it fsded away. 
He had been trying to put through some 
crooked transactions, and the Depart­
ment, standing as the sentinel of the 
Treasury, declined to allow them to be 
perpetrated. Parliament is now in ses­
sion, and is likely to remain so for sev­
eral weeks yet Is there not one of the 
Globe’s large clientelle who will bring his 
particular grievance before that body 1 
We hardly think there is, and for the 
simple reason that no man with a good 
case appeals to the Customs Department 
in vain.

“ awarded owing to such interference.” 
The right hon. gentleman abstained from 
voting, as did many others from similar 
motives.

Mr. Bright occupied a singular 
position. He declared it to be his 
intention to support the motion, because 
it did not commit him to the Permissive 
bill. Against that measure he had voted 
before, and “ should be prepared to 
“ meet it again with the same opposi- 
“ tion, because the more he thought of 
“ it, the more he believdd that his ar- 
“ guments against it were sound and 
“ just.” He had no confidence in a mass 
vote, nor did he believe at all in legis­
lation which did not provide for vested 
interests, or was enforced by a snap vote 
of what might be a njinority of the elec­
tors. It seemed to him monstrous that 
1,600 or 2,000 persons should be deprived 
of their livelihood without compensation, 
and he was firmly convinced that no 
such measure would carry in any Eng­
lish borough. Mr. Clarke, the new 
Conservative member for Southwark, 
made a very effective speech against the 
motion on general grounds, especially 
urging that it was unfair to restrain the 
liberty of nineteen-tw’entieths of the 
people, in the vain hope of reforming 
the other twentieth, and that the mesa- 
ure involved class legislation against the 
poor, and in favour of the dubs. Lord 
HartinGton opposed the motion also, 
as well for reasons already advanced, aa 
because he thought so important 
matter ought not to be left to chance 
majorities in particular districts. Either 
Parliament ought to pass a general 
measure, or the project should be 
abandoned. The motion, however 
cleverly disguised, meant the Permissive 
BiU, sn<l to that the noble Lord was 
distinctly opposed. Mr. Cross, the 
Home Secretary, gave the motion 
still stronger opposition ; but added 
little or nothing new on the 
question. On a division, Sir Wilfrid 
Lawson's motion was rejected by a vote 
of 248 to 134. Several references to 
Canada were made in the course of the 
debate on both sides ; but the speakers 
did not appear to have any but the 
vaguest idea of our legislation and its 
results. The general tone of the discus­
sion was clearly against the proposal, 
and the speeches of the great Liberal 
leaders should be carefully considered 
by those well-meaning, but, we believe, 
mistaken philanthropists here, who still

PERMISSIVB LEGISLATION.
To Canadians who have had some­

thing to do with what is known as Dun- 
kin or Soott legislation here in favour 
of temperance, the latest attempt of a 
similar kind in England cannot be un­
interesting. There ae here, snd perhaps 
with greater cauae there, the evils of in­
temperance shook the moral sense of the 
community. Of the magnitude of the 
mischief there is unhappily but one 
feasible opinion. Upon that all but a 
fraction of the population are in accord. 
Whether, however, so deeply-rooted a 
vice as drunkenness, with all the fearful 
list of crimes and casualties that follow 
in its train, can be restrained by pro­
hibitory legislation, ia a disputed point. 
For some years Sir Wilfrid Lawson in­
troduced a Permissive Bill every ses­
sion, with very disheartening results. 
This year, as well aa last, he resolved to 
try whether he oould not secure 
more votes by resorting to the 
vagueness of a resolution. On the 6th 
inst.he submitted a motion in favour 
of what he styled “local option.” The 
worthy baronet’s speech wss in the 
forcible and yet entertaining style 
oharaeteristio of him. Of course, he 
had no difficulty in proving that the ex­
isting laws had not been enooessful in 
suppressing drunkenness. Unfortu­
nately he jumped from a premise which 
every one admits to a onclusion all but

MODERN SPIRITUALISM.
We willingly make room elsewhere for 

a communication from Dr. Brittan, of 
New York, in defence of modem spirit­
ualism, in the interest of fair play. At 
the same time our correspondent ad­
vances nothing which appears to call 
for a change of opinion on our part, or, 
indeed, for extended comment. Still, 
for eeurteey’s sake, snd in justice to the 
evident earnestness and sincerity of the 
writer, we feel bound to offer a few re­
marks by way of commentary. It is 
hardly ingenuous, though we de not 
suppose the unfairness to be deliberate, 
to represent The Mail as professing to 
believe that all who call themselves 
spiritualists are conscious “jugglers.” 
Aa a matter of fact, we did nothing of 
the kind, as our references to 
men of character and learning, sub­
jected to the delusion, ae we re­
gard it, abundantly proved. Our 
correspondent should remember that 
there are fraud» and frauds ; and that 
there is an unconscious and unwitting 
self-deoeption, as well as a purposive de­
ception of others. That waa the rea­
son for expressing surprise at the fact 
that able men—not “ of the ablest,” 
however, as our correspondent claims— 
have fallen victims to the craze. No­
thing àdduoed by Dr. Brittan dis­
proves our contention that, for the most 
part, the pretended communications 
from the other world, are purposeless 
and trivial. ExoepticnaUy favoured and 
thoroughly credulous- devotees may» 
have received spiritual messages which 
were, at least, serious, if not 
important ; but "the experience 
of thousands—we may almost say hun­
dreds of thousands—who have honestly 
investigated the subject, is strong 
enough to bear out our assertion. What 
a coterie of believers may gather within 
their esoteric circle is of as little value 
practically to the world as the ravings 
of the Sibyl, or the carefully-phrased 
deliverances of the priestess of Apollo 
at Delphi As Hamlet says, the words 
are like those of his mentors, “anything 
“ but te the purpose.” Let our corres­
pondent ransack his collections of spirit­
ual telephone despatches—and doubt­
less he can boast a folio volume of them 
—and he will find that three-fourths of 
the supposed oommunioations were not 
worth the paper to which they are 
committed.

It is, of course, open to the Spiritual­
ists to claim that idle or false revela­
tions are given by fraudulent mediums 
or lying spirits. The very admission of 
this fact in effect vitiates the whole ; 
not because the latter are counterfeit, 
since everything good ia basely imi­
tated, but because there ia no tench- 
stone to tell the false metal from the 
true. From all that appears, it matters 
very little whether we can distinguish 
what Dr. Brittan would implicitly re­
ceive from what he would indignantly 
reject. The enumeration of namos is 
very little to the purpose. It would be 
very easy to mention higher and nobler 
men than any referred to by him, who, 
with all their sanctity and all their
genius, have been the victims of delu- 
eon en supernatural phenomena in 
the past. There is a peculiar seductive­
ness in the supposed ability to 
raise the veil which enshrouds a 
future life to some minds irresistible. 
Men of the highest ability and acumen 
are not to be trusted when they venture 
to dabble in things unseen, indeed, it 
would even seem that those who have 
been trained in the severest studies are 
the most prone to yield to any fashion­
able crazo of the time.

THE OUTLOOK IN IRELAND.
If the Liberal prospects in England 

are imperilled by the supposed leaning 
of the party to the Home Rulers, the 
latter seem inclined to injure both 
themselves and the Liberals in Ireland 
by their extravagant violence. The re­
ception accorded to Mr. Parnell in the 
County of Wexford appears to show 
that the way in which he waa met at 
Cork was only » specimen of the feeling 
that prevail» in more than one locality. 
If his welcome was cool at the great sea­
port, in Wexford it could hardly have 
been warmer—of its kind. The mus­
cular Christians who defiled the agita­
tor’s beard with rotten eggs and tore 
his trousers, are evidently in ear­
nest The truth would appear to 
be that the member for Meath has 
for sometime been declining in 
popularity as a leader. Perhaps he 
undertook the trip to America so as to 
go back rehabilitated to Ireland. If so, 
he has evidently reckoned without his 
host The Home Rule cause as repre­
sented by such men as Mr. Shaw, Isaac 
Burr’rf legitimate successor, and Mr. 
Justin McCarthy is, no doubt, no lees 
popular than before ; but extremeiim, 
as developed by professional agitators 
and obstructionists, is going out of 
fashion. The bye-election at Drogheda 
showed that fact plainly enough. At the 
general elections we expect to see a ful­
ler Home Rule vote of the calm, constitu­
tional sort, fewer fire-brands and also 
fewer ordinary Liberals, and a slight in­
crease in the Humber of Conservatives. 
This last result will be directly brought 
about in two way». First, by the crass 
obstinacy of Messrs. Parnell and 
Biogab m persisting in setting up can­
didates in opposition to Liberals, and 
thus giving away seats fatuously to the 
Government ; and secondly, by the 
natural rebound amongst the soberer 
classes against even old-fashioned Liber­
alism. It is observable that some Lon­
don journals assail Mr. Shaw’s address, 
and characterize it as violent. Even the 
Spectator of the 13th says that the mem­
ber for Cork" (county) has temporarily 
lost his head. It is true the language is 
occasionally warm ; but that only shows 
that the hon. gentleman knows his 
countrymen better than hi* critics can 
be supposed to do. Mr. Shaw’s course 
has been| calm and moderate through­
out In this electoral address he 
states, as Mr. McCarthy had put it 
in an English magazine, that he 
“ means by Home Rule, not 
“ that the connection between the 
“.two countries should be destroyed, 
“ but that the relationship may be 
“ placed on a healthy, natural and 
“honest basis.” Now, although we 
may reject the measure proposed as im­
practicable or undesirable, there is cer­
tainly nothing violent about it. On the 
land question again, Mr. Shaw only 
asks that the law shall be amended so as 
to revise the Ulster tenant-right system, 
extending it to all Ireland ; and facili­
tate “ the creation of a peasant-proprie- 
“ tary wherever possible.” A reform 
scheme, which proposes to “ facilitate” 
only, and that within strictly practic­
able limits, may be unacceptable, but 
its suggestion cA hardly be called 
revolutionary. Demanda for a revision 
of the land laws in England are not so 
stigmatized, and, although we may dif­
fer on irrefragable grounds from Mr. 
Shaw, that is no reason for pelting" 
rhetorical mud at him.

Messrs. Parnell, Biggar & Co. 
stand upon an entirely different footing. 
They are striving not merely to obstruct 
the course of Parliamentary business, 
which has obstructions enough to en­
counter without them, but to arouse an 
agrarian uprising in Ireland, under the 
name of an “ anti-rent ” agitation. One 
of the very candidates, if we miatnim 
not, whom Mr. Parnell desired to 
foftt upon the people of Wexford is 
charged with violently resisting an evic­
tion. In the late House, Wexford 
wss represented by Sir Georgs Bow- 
yer, the distinguished writer on 
civil law, a Conservative Home 
Ruler, and the Chevalier Keyes 
O’-Clery, a follower of Mr. Shaw. Mr. 
Parnell, "proudly defiant, brought down 
Messrs. Byrne and Barry, his two 
candidates, from Dublin, and met with 
an unmiatakeable repulse at the outset 
The member for Meath is but a tyro at the 
business of agitation, or he might have 
foreseen that if the Irish favour Home 
Rule they do so in earr-r1, and want to 
see it applied to counties, as well as to 
the kingdom. The attempt at political 
dictation by a “ring’’ has, we fancy, 
received a death-blow at Enniscorthy.

It Is predicted that marine catastrophes 
are likely to be numerous in the Atiantio 
during the coming season unless great cau­
tion is exercised by those in ohsrge of ves­
sels, owing to the unusual amount of float­
ing ioe. Recent arrivals at New York re­
port immense quantities of loe, and some 
collisions have already occurred.

REDUCTION OF TOLLS DEI4NDED.
Peutl-s te Parliament.

The following petition, signed by a large 
number of shipowners, merchants 
others, has been forwarded'to Ottawa for 
presentation to the House of Commons 
To the Honourable the Home of Common» of

the Dominion of Canada, m Parliament
auembled : .
The petition of the undersigned ship­

owners, rasnufaoturers, merchants, ship­
builders, master mariner» and others inter­
ested in the trade, inland shipping and 
commerce of Canada, humbly iheweth :—

That the promotion of trade and com­
merce by the St. La errance route between 
the populous end fertile territories lying in 
the interior of the continent and the At­
lantic seaboard, baa always been deemed of 
national importance. That the prosperity 
of the extensive shipping interests which 
have grown up in connection with that 
route, is a matter of national concern. 
That far a term of yean extending from 
1874 to the present time, the competition 
of rival routes by rail, and especially the 
greet water route by Buffalo, the Erie 
canal and Hudson river, to the pert of New 
York, has been unprecedentedly keen end 
persistent, and so euooemfut m to leave for 
transport by our route merely a small frac­
tion of the entire amount of produce moved 
forward. Thus, the quantities of grain 
and flour (reduced to buehelt) exported 
from New York, Philadelphia, Boston and 
Baltimore were, in 1878. 157,491,000
bushels, and in 1879, 194,984 000 bushels. 
The same exported from Montreal in 1878 
were 16.051,622 bushels ; in 1879, 18,138,- 
973 bushels. That, ooineidently, rates of 
freight to Kingston and Montreal were 
forced so low in order to get business at 
all, as to leave little or no margin of profit, 
and frequently to entail positive loss on 
the season*! business to the Canadian ves­
sel owner.

The commercial value of Canadian in­
land shipping afloat has been decimated, 
and it hae been impossible to make pro­
vision from its surplus earnings to replace 
with new ones, vessels that have become 
woen out and worthless. No increase of 
Canadian inland tonnage is taking plsoe, 
and, in a word, our vessel property bears 
more the character of » liability than of a 
valuable asset inch as it once was. That 
the canal authorities of New York State, 
ever on the elert to maintain and extend 
traffic on the Erie canal, and to uphold 
the commercial supremacy of New York 
city, from time to time, as the urgency of 
the case might demand, have reduced the 
canal tolls, and always with beneficial re­
sults- The returns of traffic end telle on 
the Erie canal, more especially for the 
years 1879 and 1879, (being those in which 
this liberal policy hae bean carried out 
most fully), are In evidence. That the 
profits of the business done under this 
policy, both on the Erie canal and on the 
lake route to Its entrance at Buffalo, are 
satisfactory, is shewn by the fact that a 
very large numbsr of new canal boats, and 
at least a dozen of lake craft of the largest 
sixe (via., 1,600 to 2,000 tons burthen), for 
the Buffalo route, are in prooeea of con­
struction for immediate use. Moreover, 
the selling price of inland American ton­
nage afloat, judging from recent transac­
tions, has risen from fifty to one hundred 
per cent, over previous prices. That dur­
ing the occurrence of the events before re­
ferred to, Canadian inland shipping has 
been left to fight its own battle as best it

The tolls on the Welland and 8k Law- 
ream Canals, with one 
remain as they was» when rates of _
were sufficiently high to allow a fair margin 
of profit over all expenses whatever. That 
the advantages for competition against our­
selves conferred upon the water route to 
New York by the low tolls (boats and 
numerous articles are toll free) on the Erie 
Canal, the large aise of the upper lake craft 
employed for transportation on that route, 
the assistance afforded by a plentiful sup­
ply of westerly bound freight and the 
cheapness of ocean rates of freight from 
New York to Europe, render the outlook 
gloomy for extensive or profitable business 
m our water route to Montreal unless some 
substantial relief la afforded from the 
burdens retting upon it. That the felling 
off in the amount of traffio carried on and 
tolls collected on the Welland end St. 
Lawrence Canale, and the deserted and 
desolate appearance presented by thoee 
costly highways of oommeree, so conspicu­
ous the last and several previous years, 
must be expected to continue unless some 
liberal policy shall be adopted pointing to 
a better state at affairs. Meanwhile the 
present large staff of Canal employees will 
be maintained as hitherto in comparative 
idleness, although capable, without being 
overworked, of forwarding quadruple the 
the tonnage offering to piss the look-. On 
mare than one occasion, last fell,. for 
twenty-four ooneeoutive hours look-tenders 
were not required to turn a gate winch. 
At the eame time the resource» of the Erie 
Canal were taxed to their utmost to move 
produce forward.

Your petitioners feel that they cannot 
too strongly urge attention to the fact, 
that notwithstanding the most prodigal ex­
penditure ef public money to overcome the 
barriers to traffio interposed by nature on 
the upper St. Lawrence and in the Niagara 
Peninsula, and to make adequate provision 
for the transportation down the St. Law­
rence route of the natural products of half 
a continent ; and notwithstanding, alec, 
the deepening and other improvement of 
the channel of oar greet Canadian river 
below Montreal to make s spacious fairway 
for the largest ocean ships that float, the 
port of Montreal has not become » favour­
ite place at resort for ocean shipping. A 
considerable traffic has undoubtedly been 
developed along the St. Lawrence—the 
seas oould not well be otherwise—but, 
after all, it is hardly more then the shadow 
of what la possible, end was contemplated 
la constructing and enlarging the Welland 
and 8k Lawrence annals. The bare state­
ment that the grain and floor received at 
Montreal in 1878 was only 7.12 and in 1879 
only 6.80 per cent, of the aggregate re­
ceived at Atlantic cities is sufficient to sr 
rest attention. And it should especially 
he observed that during theae weeks in 
particular, towards the dose of the 
of navigation, when ear inland shipping 
should be most actively and profitably em 
ployed in transporting the natural pro­
ducts of the greet West to the seaboard, 
as is the case with our American rivals, 
scarcity of ocean tonnage at Montreal be­
comes the most likely. The 6wnsra of 
eeeh ocean ships an may happen to be there 
then, dictate their own terms for rates of 
freight, which is usually six or seven cents 
per bushel higher than rates simultaneously 
from New York to Europe, on a route con­
siderably longer. Thereupon the ~ 
inland vessel owner la 
any rate of freight tipm 
waakee to Montreal that 
though as has happened not an frequently 
considerably lass than that obtained at the 
seme time between these porta and New 
York. Presently the shipper rejects the 
Montreal route altogether, on eooonnt of 
tiie uncertainty of getting oenen tonnage 
te oerry hie grain to Europe. He prefers 
«ne or other of the rival American routes. 
Thereupon badness for Canadian propellers 
and sailing vessels in the grain (hade 
dwindles away, and the mason of naviga­
tion closes in a mont unsatisfactory man­
ner, being the direct opposite of that on 
the BnfUe and Erie canal route.

Montreal is situated hundreds at miles
inland from the Atlantic—the navigation 
of the Gu* of St. Lswrence, particularly 
during the fall months, is undesirably 
hazardous, the result being high rates of 
insurance on hulls end outgoes. A rapid 
river muet he seconded, entailing heavy pilot 
fee», and in oeae of » sailing vessel, costly 
towing (more than half the produce ex­
ported from New York is carried in sailing 
vessels,) must be employed. In the har­
bour itself, heavy dues on vessels and car­
go* are Imposed. The port is only open 
half the year, and there is usually a scarcity 
of Westerly freight to assist in meeting the 
expenses of the round trip.

Montreal oould be made a free port of 
entry, the expenses of pilotage oould be 
borne like those of the St. Lawrence lights, 
ont of the general treasury, and a subsidy 
for towage, with » low fixed tariff of rates, 
would go very far to revolutionize the 
traffio between the Atlantic end Montreal, 
and secure for the expensive Welland end 
Sk Lawrence canal» that amount of busi­
ness they were constructed and enlarged 
to accommodate. Your petitioners there­
fore humbly pray that your Honourable 
House will be pleased to adopt such mes. 
sure* sa ere best calculated to remedy the 
evils above complained of.

1er heavy, penalties. We should cer­

tainly make th* manufacture of a "Thomas” 
apparatus a crime throughout Europe, In 
most countries, the laying of trains such as 
blew up the Char's train and the Winter 
Palace would be noticed end reported on ; 
while so many must know the secret that,as 
happened in both these instance», warnings 
may be forwarded to the intended victim. 
Besides, a great deal of brain is required of 
the Miassio, at » moment when his self- 
command Is affected. He must be of the 
olmai which oan manege scientific ins tra­
mants—that is, must more or less realize 
what he is doirg—yet must adjust every­
thing, while momently risking a disgrace­
ful death, with the coolness of a e ildier 
and the calculating skill of a mathemati­
cian. He has not to fire s shot irith his 
pistol, or to make a spring with his knife, 
but to spend hours or days or weeks in 
preparation, to calculate inches of distance 
end seconds of tisse ; and all the while to 
organize’an escape which, IQheutee inch 
means, he ia sure not to forego: He 

i escape, from the very method of 
his crime, and he will try to do it, 
A man in the position of Hodel or Otero 
gives hinfeelf up all through. He knows 
pei fectly well that within so many seconds 
cf his shot-being fired he will be in the 
hands of a crowd mad for his life—a 
frightful position in itself—and n* more 
thinks of toon* than a soldier in s forlorn 
hope or » sailor when the shells come thick. 
Either may survive, but dodging will net 
help either. He man, on the other hand, 
who explodes a box of dynamite or a barrel 
ef gunpowder through a long train of pow­
der or oÿ an electric wire, is ncoetsarfly at 
a distance, necessarily alone or with com­
rades, and necessarily able to escape, or, 
at least, to make a bolt for it. Accord­
ingly, having the ohaaoe, he la careful 
of the chance ; and that considera­
tion, together with the fact that 
he is shaken, aa he must be shaken, by 
the approaching death of innocent 
partons—innocent, that is, even in 
his own perverted view—and with the 
other foot that his enemy la invisible, all 
combine to destroy the coolness necessary 
to «nooses.

We would say that 
though iWhad increased, perhaps dread­
fully increased, from the increase in the 
number of potential assassins, it had de­
creased from the resort to scientific 
methods of assassination.

Whitman's Ideal Poitrt.—A corre­
spondent of the Philadelphia Pres», who 
has been talking srith Walt Whitman, re­
ports him as saying “ The fault I have 
to find with Tennyson, although he is a 
master of his art, with Longfellow, Whit­
tier and all the rest, is that they are too 
muoh like sainte. The work of heaven is 
not done on the earth by means of sainte. 
Nature is strong and rank ; this ran knew 
it mss everywhere ; in mtn ; and it is to 
this strength and rankness that I have 
endeavoured to give voiw. It please* me 
to think, alio, that If any of my work 
shall survive, It will be the fellowship in 
it; the comradeship—friendship is the 
good old word—the love of my fellow-men. 
A* to the form of my poetry, I have re­
jected the rimed and blank verse. I have 
a particular abhorren* of blank verse, but 
I cling to rhythm; not the outward, 
regularly measured, short foot, long foot- 
like the walking of a lame man-that I 
oaro nothing for. The wavw of the tea 
do not break an the beaeh, one wave every 
to many minutes ; the wind dow not go 
jerking through the pine tree, bat never- 
thelew m the roll of the wavw ank in the 
soughing of the wind In the tree there is 
a beautiful rhythm. How monotonous It 
would become, how tired the ear would 
get of it, if it were .regular I It ia this 
under-melody and rhythm that I have at­
tempted to oateh, and years after I have 
written a line, when I read it to mytelf, or

-1»* I hararlgidly excluded every, 
thing of the kind from my books. ”

Conceit.
Thetis, daughter of Jove, and goddess of 

the tea, had on* eon to whom ehe was pas­
sionately attached. But though his mother 
ww a goddess and hia grandfather the king 
of gode and men, he iras but mortal, and 
no effort of the queen of the wa ootid 
avert hie destiny. Still she made the 
attempt, and plunged him in the river 
Styx, whereby he became Invulnerable. 
Only, to preserve him from being drowned, 
•he held him by the heel end left that one 
«pot liable to attack. Everyone knows, 
w, indeed, everyone might guess, the 
■equal. When the dauntlew Aohillee|went 
forth to battle, an arrow struck him in the 
heel and he died of the wound.

Now oonwit, which, as a quality it is 
nanti to disparage, ia for the happy posses- 
•ore a veritable river Styx. It defends 
from all attacks. It softens all trial or, 
rather, it averts it. We scarcely realise 
how large a share of every-day troubles are 
due to mortified vanity. A whole family 
of misfortunes may be olawified under that 
definition. And pleasures also oome largely 
in the form of vanity gratified. Conscience, 
of ooarae, Is above all The Justus et tenax 
propositi vir it superior to every misfor­
tune. But take the minor consolations of 
life, how many of them will be found 
ranged under the simpler gratification of 
«ratty? A professional man devoted to 
his-calling, a statesman to the good of his 
country or hie party, a man of science to 
the furtherance of knowledge and the 
growth of information, all these have keen 
pleasures that arise out of their several 
pursuits. But push their suooew a little 
further, bring it within the realm of am­
bition, and at on* you seem to oome 
near the border lice ef gratified vanity. 
The approbation of the world, end 
of what a man calls his fellow-oltizens, 
is very flattering. Bat ire muet remem­
ber how largely our own imagination hw 
contributed to our enjoyment. There le a 
subtle truth in that story of the plaintiff in 
a railway accident caw, who raid he never 
realized how muoh he had gone through 
till he heard his counsel describe hit suffer­
ings. Our imagination stimulât* the joys 
of our suooew, and insensibly contribute 
to that popular fame which it w soothing.

Now oonoeit brings to the man of little 
mind the kind of gratification which ambi­
tion brings to the stronger character. A 
great author, warrior, statesman, philoso­
pher is rarely a conceited man. The nature 
of hie attainments presupposes an amount 
of ballast in the mind quite inconsistent 
with so «light a quality- And thus ambi­
tion and oonoeit are not often found to­
gether. For there is this difference be­
tween them, that one livw on popularity 
and the other on self-approval. And so 
we hear of disappointed ambition, but 
rarely of disappointed conceit. The 
vain man, plunged in his own self- 
importance, is as Invulnerable as the 
son of Thetis would have been 
had he rank for a moment under 
the waters of the Styx. And this is so 
true that what we observe In individuals 
we may also follow in the character of 
nationalities. The vanity of the French la 
proverbial Sterne, in hie own inimitable 
way, describes how when he commenced 
hia sentimental journey, and had got at far 
as Calais, he made the casual acquaintance 
of a lady whose naine and oironinstance» 
he was mort anxious to ascertain. He 
formed a score of different plane, one after 
another, to aid him in putting hia ques­
tions, and in tara renounced them all as 
impossible. Presently " a little débonnaire 

•French captain came dawning down the 
street,” introduced himself to Sterne, beg­
ged 8tome to introduw him to the lady, 
and, in so many sentences, but the very 
questions he wanted to have answered. He 
was perfectly self-satisfied and perfectly 
happy. He pot the intelligence he applied 
for, and having got it, “ danced down the 
street again.” It ia more than a hundred 
years sin* the “ Sentimental Journey” 
was taken, and at that very time another 
traveller was making the tour of Europe, 
sod ripening the judgments which have 
sin* become world-renowned. And hie 
verdict is the same—gaiety and self-com­
placency.

been famous for its light-hearted pleasure 
ii due to the completeness of ite self-satis- 
faction.

In the Homeric fable the heel of Achillea 
alone escaped contact srith the Styx, and 
at that point the hero was vulnerable. 
And in reading the “Iliad” osie feels, 
somehow, thet the warrior would have 
fared better but for the Intervention of the 
goddess. Panoply srith a single weak 
point is perhaps lew to be desired than no 
armour at all. At least, the combatant is 
more cautious. And w it ia with the con­
ceited man. He must have complete 
faith in himself. He most be utterly 
and entirely given over to self, 
complacency, else all hie triumph ia 
turned into defeat. If Sterne’s little 
dancing captain had had the smallest idea 
thet he was ridiculous in the eyes of the 
sombre and melancholy English traveller, 
he ooold never have asked all those ques­
tions in his jaunty, easy manner. A com­
plete and entire faith in oneself is necessary 
to the full enjoyment of the pleasures of 
oonoeit. The admission of a single doubt 
troubles the smooth surface of the mirrhr. 
It lets in the power of ridicule, which ie 
fatal For neoewarlly the conceited men 
ia a man of email mind, srith a strong love of 
approbation and a perilous - raving for the 
praise of others. If he never doubts hie 
owu powers he believe* in hie complete enc­
orne. He hw the reward for which he hw 
struggled. His friends are all laughing at 
him, rad he thinks they admire or are 
jealous of him ; the truth la of «wall mat- 
■er. His pleasure la assured, hie eelf-en- 
oyment undisturbed. But if the armour 

weak In a single point, it is wonderful 
how the arrow-heads all point to that spot. 
The conceited man who doubts leads a 
dreary life. Hie thoughts are always on 
himself, and yet he hw no faith in himself. 
He fancies slights where nothing ie meant. 
He tracks eut inuendo where really there 
wai no thought of him In the mind of the 
•poster. He is huffy with hie friends, and 
miserable because he hw been huffy. All 
events, all étudiés, subject», theories are 
wen in the narrow frame of hia import- 
saw. He la perpetually excusing himself 
from a blame Which no one thinks of at­
taching to him. This kind of oonoeit Is 
happily the vice of little men. The finer 
natures are busied with greeter subjects. 
They are absorbed by larger interests than 
the gratification of their own vanity. They 
have their own rewards ; the satisfactions 
of success, and the pleasures ef ambition, 
and yet gratified vanity, even to little 
man, ha* a completeness which neither 
sueoew nor ambition brings with it The 
pleasure ia unalloyed, the enjoyment un­
troubled by doubt and undisturbed by 
buy arrière pensée.—London Globe.

But sin* M. Taine in studying the French 
Revolution, hw reached the oo&olusion, 
with Carlyle, that the revolution was, above 
all a revolution of famished men, and that 
behind the diplay of great principles, the 
real revolutionary for* ww the urgent 
need of « people driven to extremities, the 
low of Clericalism have begun to aoonw 
the historian of apwtaoy. The result was 
that when M. Taine, who is enough of a 
man to think for himself, was remived at 
the Academy, he found that his old foee 
were hit best friends, and hia old friends 
hie present bitterest foes.

While great attention hw been mid to 
the early political history of the English 
colonies in America, the social and personal 
history of the people who put in motion 
the fore* which have made the nation 
what it 1» has been largely overlooked. 
So muoh It this the oa* that there is not 
any book whata*ver that professedly 
raven the subject. The materials exist, 
but they are scattered through town and 
oounty histories, collections of societies, 
monographs, old tracta, diaries, news­
paper», and the accounts of foreign travel­
lers. Mr. Bancroft has not deigned tc 
notioe rooh trivial matters, and Mr. Hil­
dreth's plan entirely excluded them from 
his pages, to that an entirely new field is 
opened for any painstaking and adventur­
ous student who desires to pat colour into 
American history. ‘ Mr. Henry Cabot 
Lodge, the lecturer on Amsrioan history 
at Harvard, and editor of the International 
Review, has been attracted to tide field, 
and for the last five years has ransacked 
nearly every garret in New England, and 
all the public collections in the country, 
for materials whioh show what the people 
of the ooloniw at 1760 were, what were 
their trades, professions, religion, manners, 
education, literature, society, and amuse­
ments. Hie plan ia to publish a hook to 
be called “A Short History of the English 
Colonies in America." The general public 
will look forward eagerly to the publica­
tion of a book whioh, if ita rioh material ii 
wisely and imaginatively handled, can 
hardly be surpassed in interest by any­
thing that has been written on American 
history.

If they have a hundred miles to 
travel they ran as well devote a week to 
it m half a dozen hours ; or, if they cannot, 
they wisely stay at home. So that travel­
ling in Norway le very muon what it ww 
in England a century age.

He should be gently 
moved up and down (not tossed) ; snob 
exercises causes » proper circulation of the 
blood, promotes digestion, and soothes to 
sleep. He must always be kept quiet im­
mediately after taking the breast ; if he be 
tossed directly afterwards, it interferes 
with hia digestion, and is likely to produce 
sickness.

SLEEP.
Ought the infant's sleeping apartment to 

be kept warm ?
The lying-in room ia generally kept too 

warm, ita heat being, in many instances, 
more that of an even than ef a room. Snob 
a place la most unhealthy, and ia fraught 
with danger both to the mother and the 
baby. We are not, of course, to run into 
an opposite extreme, but ere to keep the 
chamber at a moderate and comfortable 
temperature. The door ought occasion- 
ally to be left ajar, in order the more 
effectually to change the air and thus to 
make it more pure and aweet.

A new-born babe, then, ought to be kept 
comfortably warm, but not very warm. It 
Is folly ip the extreme to attempt to 
harden a very young child either by allow­
ing him, in the winter time, to be in a bed­
room without a fire, or by dipping him in 
odd water, or by keeping him with scant 
clothing on hia bed. The temperature of 
a bedroom, in the winter time, should be, 
aa nearly at possible, at 60° Fahr.

Parboil one pint beans, drain off the
