FORE DETAXATION
St. John, Oct. 11—The eighth an­

nual convention of the Provincial 
Branch of the Retail Merchants’ As­
sociation came to a successful close 
at a complimentary banquet tendered 
the delegates by the local branch of 
the association here this evening, 
with speeches by Hon. Fred Magee; 
Provincial Minister without portfolio, 
Hon. J. B. M. Baxter. K. C.. M.P.;

OF C. N. R. SYSTEM 

ASUMES CONTROL
The new directorate of the Canad­

ian National Railways lines assign­
ed control of the government system 
at a meeting held at local headquar­
ters of the system. The retiring dir­
ectors also held a brief final session 
and formally executed the transfer­
ence to the new directors of the 
Canadian National Railways, the 
Grand Trunk Railway and the Can­
adian Northern Railway. Major 
Graham Bell, vice-president of the 
government controlled railways, 
presided in the absence of the presi­
dent Sir Henry Thornton, who is on 
his way to England to wind up his 
affairs there before assuming his new 
duties in Canada. The retiring presi­
dent. and general manager, D. B. 
Hanna, presided at the final meeting 
of the former board.

Following the meeting of the new 
directorate. the following appoint­
ments were announced : W. D. Robb 
vice-president and general manager 
of the Canadian Northern system.

R. Davidson, promoted to gen­
eral superintendent of Grand Trunk, 
headquarters at Montreal.

R. A. Fish. General Superintendent 
Grand Trunk. Montreal, transferred 
to Toronto.

Robert P. Ormsby, Secretary of tli> 
Canadian Northern Railway, acting 
secretary of the new board of direct­
ors.

Hon. G. P. Graham. Minister of 
Militia and Defence, and Acting Min­
ister of Railways, handed out a state j 
ment to the newspapers after the 
meeting to the effect that Sir Henry 
Thornton, the new president, and his 
colleagues on the board, will be giv­
en a free hand in their administration 
of the governmei.. railways. Asked 
if it was the intention of the govern­
ment to remove the headquarters of 
the system from Toronto^ Hon. Mr. 
Graham said : ‘ That is a matter
which will he left entirely to the dis­
cretion of the new directors.

LIQUOR BANNED . 
ON ALL SHIPS FOR 

U.S. PORTS
Under a sweeping opinion render­

ed by Attorney-General Daugherty, 
and confirmed by President Harding, 
the sale or transportation of intoxi­
cating beverages op all American 
ships, public and private, is prohib­
ited, while any foreign vessel enter­
ing an American port with liquor on 
board as cargo or in stores, or even 
tn a sealed bar, will be regarded as 
violating the* prohibition enforcement 
law and dealt with accordingly.

The far-reaching character of the 
new Government policy is emphasiz­
ed by its applications to foreign ves­
sels calling at American ports while 
in transit. This means, for example, 
that a foreign vessel leaving a 
foeign port for another for­
eign port would be violating the Vol 
stead Act if it stopped en route at an 
American port, provided, of course, 
that it carried intoxicating beverag­
es.

The new ruling applies to all Am­
erican vessels even on the high seas 
and to all foreign vessels within the 
three-mile limit of national territor­
ial jurisdiction.

The armistice convention was sig­
ned in Mudania on Tuesday at eleven 
o'clock. The representatives of all 
the powers concerned affixed their 
signatures to the revised protocol 
which General Harington had presen 
ted for acceptance to Ismet Pasha, 
and which the Nationalist delegate 
forwarded to the Angora Govern­
ment for its decision.-

General Harington had informed 
Ismet Pasha that the convention 
embodied Great Britain's last word 
and that the other powers gave their 
unqualified support to the terms.

Railways Reduce
Rate on Potatoes

The delegation consisting of T. W. 
Caldwell. M. P. G. G. Porter and 
H. H. Hatfield, who met the repre­
sentatives of the C. P. R. and Can­
adian National Railway in Montreal 
to ask a reduction in the export rail 
rates on potatoes for export in New 
Brunswick, report that their request 
has been granted. The reduction 
will amount to three cents per hun­
dred pounds between St. John and 
points as far north as Florenceville 
and Centreville. and three and 
half cents north of these points to 
St. John. This means a saving of 
ten cents a barrel to the farmers ot 
New Brunswick, and crop of approx- 
imtely 3,000,000 barrels.

BIG LUMBER 
CUT EXPECTED 

IN THE NORTH
Conditions in regard to the lumber 

cut on the North Shore during the 
coming logging season are most en­
couraging at the present time. Simi­
lar conditions are expected to prevail 
in other parts of the province and 
the entire lumbering outlook is bright

A. T. Murehie, Chief Scaler, who 
has returned from the North Shore 
states that after covering the coun­
try as far down as Jacquet River he 
made an estimate of seventy-one mil­
lion feet. With other districts taken 
into consideration that total will be 
increased considerably.

One feature of the lumbering sit­
uation which appears remarkable in 
contrast with conditions of the im­
mediate past is the prospect of a 
scarcity of labor. Recently eleven 
hundred men were taken from the 
section of Gloucester County known 
as the Caraquet Shore to work in the 
lumber-woods of Quebec and Ontario 
Wages of a higher scale than was 
current in New Brunswick attracted 
them. One hundred men from Bay 
du Vin in Northumberland County 
went also. The result is that labor 
is scarcer than it was.

The hugq stock of manufactured 
lumber whfch were on the millyards 
in the northern counties for a long 
time has moved pretty well out of 
he country much going overseas.

Questions and Answers 
On Forestry

Q. ■ \\ hat are the commonly ac- 
vepted causes for the series of forest. 
Mres that have ravaged Northern 
Ontario periodically?

A. Hie Porcurine fire In 1911 
and what is known as the Claybelt 
disaster of 1916 were both due to 
unrestricted land clearing fires star­
ted by settlers for the purpose of 
burning up the wooded debris on 
their farm lands Everyone recog- 
r ize.: the necessity oi usine, fir for 
this purpose but the operation is 
rendered highly dangerous unless 
closely supervised by government 
officers. No such burning should be 
allowed except where wind and heat 
conditions make it reasonably safe. 
The general public sentiment In 
Northern Ontario has always been 
in favor of a rapid burning off the 
country so as to clear land for farm­
ing and mining purposes. This of 
course cannot be accomplished ex­
cept at the cost of human life and 
the destruction of millions of dollars 
of real property.

° What is the best time in the 
Fall to transplant young Maple 
Trees ?

A. After the leaves have fallen 
and before frost has set in heavily. 
Make sure to disturb the roots as 
’ittle as possible, paying attention 
particularly to the small hair roots 
which are vital to the recuperation 
of the tree in its new position. Make 
the planting hole plenty big enough 
to accommodate the roots and sift in 
the finest soil immediately about the 
roots and tramp the earth firmly.

Q. Have many of the municipal­
ities in the United States or Canada 
attempted to build up municipal for­
ests with the object of a future fuel 
supply as well as developing an area 
for recreation

A. Several Canadian municipal- 
ties have already started communal 
forests much on the plan of the 
French and Swiss communal forests. 
One of the most notable is that of 
Carthage. N. Y. On a tract of two 
thousand acres 585,000 trees have 
been set out in order to protect the 
watershed areas on which the mun­
icipal water supply depends and to 
provide for future supply of timber 
The trees set out fifteen vears ago 
now' measure from 15 to 18 feet in 
height and 6 inches in diameter. This 
tract eventually will furnish a mil 
lion board feet of lumber a year. ?n 
Europe, where planted forests are a 
well-established source of revenue, 
returns of from $7 to $12 an acre 
are secured from community forests.

Bungling of Execution of 
Benny Swim Results in 
Robert Bickerdike, M.P., 
Renewing Agitation

Montreal, Oct. 11—A special de­
spatch from Ottawa to the Star says: 
The bungling of the execution of a 
murderer at Woodstock adds stimu* 
Jus to the demand of the Prisoners 
Welfare Association for the abolition 
of capital punishment. A delegation 
headed by Robert Bickerdike, M. P. 
interviewed Hon. J. A. Robb recent­
ly, and asked that on his coming trip 
to Australia he inquire as to the met­
hod of punishment for murderers 
there, and also how Australia treats 
prisoners * generally.

The delegation took occasion to re­
new their protest against perpétra 
lion of capital punishment.

Parliament so far has turned a 
deaf ear to the proposal of the as 
sociation to substitute life imprison­
ment for hanging, and there is no in­
dication of any change in that posi­
ton. What is talked of, however, Is 
electrocution instead of hanging. 
There is no official hangman, and 
never has been, though for some 
years, one individual did most of 
these gruesome jobs. The respon­
sibility of employing the hangman 
is placed on the local sheriff, who 
may engage someone, or do it himself

Want Chief 
Inspector Removed 

From Office
The annual meeting of the New 

Brunswick Temperance Alliance was 
held at Woodstock on Tuesday, when 
reports were received from Rev. W. 
D. Wilson, the general secretary, and 
the executive, and business of much 
importance was transacted.

Reports from different parts of the 
province to the Alliance were to the 
effect that no serious attempt was 
being made to enforce the law.

A resolution was passed -heartily 
com .irrng with tin» opinion of he 
executive that Chief Inspector Haw­
thorne be removed from office, and 
that a man be appointed who will be 
more strict In the enforcement of the 
act.

Among other resolutions was one 
urging the government to pass an 
order-in-council to prohibit the ex­
portation of liquor, and another ask­
ing the government to do a wav with 
the export liquor agencies, which the 
Alliance claims opened the door for 
the illegal distribution of liquor.

Grass pastures were excellent 
throughout the growing season and 
cattle made rapid growth, or resp­
onded measurably in mil* yield af­
ter a recovery from short rationing 
of roughage during the winter. Fac­
tory dairy prices were lower than 
last year, though the increased out­
put will bring to the patrons of cre­
ameries and cheese factories close to 
one million dollars.

The acreage devoted to grain 
shows a slight increase over last 
year. Such threshing as has been 
done Indicates that the yield per 
acre of wheat, oats, buckwheat and 
mixed grain Is substantially greater 
than last year. The yield of buck­
wheat is the best in years, and will 
average 25 bushels per acre on an 
acreage of 48,000.

A few years ago we looked on out­
door sleeping as a fad. To-day it is 
one of the necessities of curative and 
preventive medicine. When retor 
mers began an agressive fight again­
st tuberculosis not many years ago, 
just a few were brave enough to haz­
ard modern out-door methods of 
sleeping. “Wise neighbor*. and 
friends wagged their heads, sayin0-
If they survive the trial, -they will 

soon grow tired of exposure.” To­
day thousands sleep in the open air. 
while every tuberculosis sanatorium 
requires patients to sleep on the 
porches. Once the habit of sleeping 
in the open is established, indoor 
sleeping becomes unbearable and un 
inviting.

If is interesting to note the growth 
of the custom in the vicinity of sana­
toriums. Kentville and Wolfville each 
exhibit many more sleeping porches 
attached to private houses than may 
be seen in the efty of Halifax. The 
habit radiates from the Sanatorium.

Nowadays no city dwelling should 
he considered complete without 
sleeping porch. The architect who 
neglects to plan a sleeping porch 
while planning the house should he 
looked on as a “back number.” Hous 
ing Commissions should always 
include sleeping porches in their 
housing developments.

To enjoy this invigorating and 
stimulating custom, one needs a com 
tortable preferably a warm room, 
easy of access for dressing purposes. 
There one should dress for outdoor 
sleeping and there or in the bath­
room, dressing for the day should be 
done.
