The construction of the 
Canadian Pacific railway, for which Can­
ada paid over a hundred million dollars, 
was to develop Canada’s wheat territory, 
throw a million of ^people into the North­
west, who under protection were to pro­
duce 640,000,000 bushels of wheat and 
reduce the public debt of Canada by $100,- 
000,000 long before the year of grace, 
1895.

Compàre the fulfilment of protection 
with its promises. A quarter of a million 
people in the Northwest who produced 
18,000,000 bushels of wheat last year, for 
which they got 45 cents a bushel, and our 
public debt, instead of being reduced $100,- 
000, has been increased over $105,000,000. 
The protectibnists no longer dare make 
the glowing promises for protection that 
they once made, but they insinuate that 
bad as the state of things is it will be no 
better under a revenue tariff.

“ Colonel ” James Gilbert, the giant of 
Barnum, Forepaugh, and all the other big 
shows of the country, died recently in 
New York. Gilbert stood seven feet six 
inches in his stockings and was big in pro­
portion. He was a Mexican, born in 
Chihuahua not quite thirty-five years ago, 
the only child of parents, who were short 
even for the small sized Mexicans. His 
rapid growth used to be to his parents a 
source of wonder mingled with dismay, 
for by the time he was ten years old he 
was too big to wear his father’s cast-off 
clothes, and when he was fifteen it took 
twice as much cloth to make a suit of 
clothes for him as it did for his father. 
When he was twenty-one years he had 
attained his full growth, and an agent of 
Barnum’s circus found him and brought 
him to New York, where the show was 
playing.

His success was instantaneous. Dubbed 
Colonel and put into a beautiful uniform 
and armed with a huge sword, he would 
stalk through the streets, followed invari­
ably by a crowd. His services were in 
demand in all parts of the country and 
money came easily. He made his home 
in Scranton, and ho became a member of 
the uniformed ranks of the Knights of 
Pythias. He travelled with all sorts of 
shows, big and little, always maintaining 
the success he bad made at the beginning.

Two years ago, while in Sioux Centre, 
Minn., he met and married Miss Emma 
Mossman, who made a good mate for him> 
as she was nearly seven feet tall.

At the close of an engagement in the 
South with a circus the Colonel and his 
wife came to New York and went to live at 
287 Elizabeth street. On account of the 
hard times, he found that the only engage­
ment he could get was as a “ Dahomey ” 
giant at a Bowery museum. The Colonel 
was a sick man then, for he had been 
caught in a Minnesota blizzard the year 
before and had been badly frozen, from 
the effects of which he had never recover­
ed. But he hacPto live, and so, in spite 
of the distaste the work inspired in him, 
he blacked himself up and at regular inter­
vals gave his war-cry and whirled his war 
club about his head as the natives of Da­
homey are supposed to do. Last week 
he resumed his original role at an up­
town museum, but it was hard work, he 
was so ill. His once massive frame had 
wasted away so there was little left but 
skin and bone.

WICKED NEW YORK.

RECIPES HIGHLY RECOMMENDED.

Baptist Dip.— Roll some light dough 
very thin, cut with a small biscuit cutter 
or in squares with a knife. Fry in hot 
lard to a light brown, remove with wire 
spoon and place in a colander that no fat 
may remain on them. Prepare cream or 
milk gravy as for common toast and im­
merse the cakes.

Caramel Cake.— One cup sugar, J cup 
(small) of butter beaten well to a cream, 
2 eggs beaten separately, £ cup milk, 2 
cups flour, pinch salt, 2 teaspoons baking 
powder.

Filling ; Two cups light-brown sugar, 
1 tablespoon butter, 1 cup cream or milk, 
1 teaspoon vanilla. Mix all together and 
boil slowly until quite thick or candied. 
Spread when nearly cold.

Hickory-nut Cake. — Sugar 1£ cups, 1 
cup raisins, 1 cup nut meats, J cup butter, 
Î cup milk, 2 eggs, 1 teaspoon cream of 
tartar, J teaspoon soda, 2 cups flour.

Batter Pudding.— One pint of milk, 3 
eggs, 7 heaping tablespoons of flour ; beat 
the eggs thoroughly, stir in the flour 
gradually, salt and bake twenty minutes.

Lemon Honeycomb.— Put into a dish 
the juice of a good-sized lemon, with 2 
ounces of powdered sugar ; whisk the 
white of one egg, 1 pint of cream and one 
ounce of sifted sugar into a stiff froth. 
Skim it off as it forms and lay it upon the 
lemon juice till all the cream is exhausted. 
Let it stand a day before you serve it.

Apple Fritters.— Three eggs, 3 table­
spoons sifted sugar, 1 pint flour, salt, milk 
to make a good batter, as many apples 
chopped fine as < the batter will take. 
Silt sugar over when fried.

Danish Pudding.— Soak 1 cup of tap­
ioca all night in 3 pints of water. In the 
morning cook it an hour and then add £ 
cup white sugar, £ teaspoon salt and a 
small tumbler of currant jelly ; mix to­
gether thoroughly over the fire, then 
pour into a mold. Serve with cream and 
sugar.

Sponge Cake.— Three eggs beaten five 
minutes, add 1£ cups; sugar and beat two 
minutes, 1 cup of flour with a teaspoon of 
cream of tartar. Mix these thoroughly 
and add £ cup of cold water with £ tea­
spoon of soda and another cup of flour.

TO PREVENT SMUT IN GRAIN.

AFTER SIXTEEN YEARS.

What Protection has done for Canada.

Sixteen years ago, says the Montreal 
Witness, the farmers of Canada were told 
that they were not as prosperous under a 
revenue tariff as they should be, and that 
the prices of grain were not as high as 
they should be, though wheat at that time 
brought the farmer over a dollar a bushel. 
They were told that what they needed 
was a home market for their grain, that 
the home market could be enlarged by 
protection, which would increase the 
population, and that with a larger home 
market, price would be higher. Protec­
tion was to develop the farms of this 
country, was to increase and enrich the 
farmers, and increase the population 
When it is pointed out that all these 
promises of the protectionists have failed, 
that the population, which increased 
under free trade by 17 per cent, has 
increased under protection by only 11 
per cent, that the price of wheat is only

A Mysterious Murder Which 
Baffles the Skill of the Police.

The Whitechapel Tragedies Recalled.

The hot water treatment of seed grain, 
says a writer in the American Agricul­
turist, will prevent smut in wheat and 
oats to a large extent. This is the result 
whenever it has been carefully tried by 
farmers or at experiment stations, and in 
my own case I get less than half of one 
per cent of smutted oats, against 10 to 15 
per cent if the seed is not treated. When 
you have once thoroughly treated your 
seed the process need not be repeated for 
a number of years if care is taken to keep 
it from being impregnated again. Dip­
ping seed oats held in a basket or gunny 
sack, the usual method is a tedious job, 
but I treat 10 bushels of seed oats for 
hours in this way :

Bore a l£-inch hole in bottom of kero­
sene barrel, cover with wire screen on in­
side, fit in a 4-inch water-tight bung so as 
not to push up screen ; punch 30 or 40 
quarter-inch holes in a joint of 6-in stove­
pipe from top to bottom (by slipping it 
over a round post or pole) ; put into 
barrel a barrel of oats to the depth of six 
inches, set pipe in center of barrel and fill 
oats around it to top of pipe (which will 
require about five bushels) raise barrel 18 
inci.es from ground — and you are lead y 
to apply the hot water. Have on hand 12 
or 14 gallons of water heated to 130°. 
Pour this into the pipe until it rises to the 
top and covers the oats. If there is any 
inclination to swim, press them down and 
spread a cloth over the barrel to keep in 
the heat. Let stand 10 minutes, then 
draw water off by spigot at bottom. The 
temperature will be found to have fallen 
to about 100°, and should be immediately 
raised to 133° by adding boiling water. 
When that temperature has been secured, 
pour the water again into the pipe, cover 
as before, let stand 10 or 12 minutes, draw 
water off, and the seed is ready to be 
turned out to dry.

One of the most mysterious murders 
committed in New York since the mutil­
ated body of old “Shakespeare” was found 
in a low resort near the East River front, 
for whose butchery th<( Algerian 
“Frenchy” is now serving a life sentence, 
was discovered shortly after six o’clock 
Sunday morning. The victim was a 
young colored woman, whose dismember­
ed body was found wrapped in pieces of 
carpet and partly hidden from view in 
the area of the building of the New York 
Note Company, corner of Sixth Avenue 
and Waverly place. How long the ghast­
ly remains had been lying there is not 
known. As yet the police have no clue 
to the perpetrator who deposited the bun­
dle there. Immediately upon the dis­
covery of the crime, the police of the 
central office were notified and a half a 
dozen of the best detectives whre detailed 
to fathom the mystery, if possible.

The body was found almost at the same 
time by two men. One of these, Joseph 
Phillips, is a young electrician, and the 
other Patrolmah Edward S. Kysmare of 
the Mercer street station. -

The bundle in which the remains was 
found was bound at either end with pieces 
of clothes line, leaving the middle portion 
somewhat loose. Patrolman Kysmare 
put his hand inside and drew out the 
lower part of a human leg. Then he 
knew that murder had been committed, 
and he hastily placed the leg in its place 
again and reported the matter. The re­
mains were taken to the Charles street 
station house on a stretcher. The body 
proved to be that of an unknown colored 
woman between 21 and 25 years old.

Around the neck was tied in a double 
knot a long piece of cheese cloth. This 
hag been tied so tightly that it had caused 
strangulation and had forced the tongue to 
protrude from the mouth. Her legs had 
been cut off just below the knees, and one 
of them lay on the top of the body, with 
its foot toward her head, while the other 
was found underneath the body.

The only clothing the woman had on 
were a chemise and chemisette of white 
material. The stuff in which the body 
was wrapped was composed of an old 
brown table cover, which some thought 
to be a piano cover, a piece of carpet and 
an old rug. In the bundle there was 
found a piece of note paper. On this 
paper was a clot of blood, and written in 
pencil these words, so far as they could be 
made out : “ March 23rd, Rahway, N. J., 
James (or Jaue) E. Surindi.l, Rahway N. 
J.”

Beneath were the word “ Solomon ” and 
also the word “ Brother,” while the word 
“ Ditto ” was written between them. The 
body was viewed by Coroner Debbs and 
deputy coroner Conlin, who made a care­
ful investigation and afi examination of 
the wounds and of the woman, in order if 
possible to determine how she came by 
her death. Dr. Conlin first removed the 
stout cord which bound the hands together 
This cord had been tied so tightly as to 
make great creases in the flesh. He next 
unloosened the long piece of cheese cloth 
with which the woman had been choked 
to death. He found that this bad been 
tied in a double knot and that it had been 
the direct cause of death. The other 
mutilations, he said, had been made after 
death had come.

The deputy coroner said he had no 
doubt that the woman had been cut by a 
sharp axè or a butcher’s cleaver. There 
was evidence, however, in the cut on the 
thigh that the murderer had used a 
knife at first, in order to sever the whole 
leg from the trunk, but had given that 
instrument up for a more powerful one.

There was nowhere to. be found any 
evidence of a struggle on the part of the 
woman. On the neck was an abrasion 
caused by the cloth with which the 
strangulation bad been done and a slight 
abrasion on the other side of the neck. 
The deputy coroner was positive that the 
woman had been dead not more than 
twenty-four hours before the body was 
found, and that she had probably been 
dead not less than fourteen hours, al­
though the time might have been less. 
He said also that the woman had been a 
mother.

Among the slight clues which may 
eventually lead to the identification of 
the body are these furnished by a plain 
gold ring the woman wore on the thifd 
finger of her left hand, and by the fact 
that she wore a porous plaster on her left 
breast.

The remains were visited by many 
hundreds of colored people living in the 
vicinity, but none of them could identify 
her, although Henry Allen, a house 
cleaner, thought he recognized her as a 
woman who had once worked in his 
employ, but he could not tell her name. 
It is the opinion of the police that the 
woman is a member of that class of 
colored women who live on streets ran­
ting out of Sixth avenue. They make 
no attempt to explain the motive of the

HANDLING STABLE MANURE.

I handle about 300 cords of manure 
every year, says a writer in the American 
Agriculturist, and after trying every con­
ceivable experiment I have adopted the 
following rules : 1. Never pile manure 
in the field. Scatter it from the wagon. 
2. Never scatter it thin, for all stable 
manure is full of weed seeds. If put in 
the ground thin, a big weed patch will 
result ; if thick, a small one, but the 
ground will have strength enough to 
keep the crop ahead of the weeds and 
such a crop as will pay for pulling weeds. 
If pulled once a rich-spot free from weeds 
will be noticeable for years to come. 3. 
Never compost manuie. It doesn’t pay. 
4. Never handle the manure until ready 
to haul to the field. Leave it under the 
feet of the animals. It was a long time 
before I could bring myself to this rule 
and it will be longer for others. Yet I 
know it is a valuable one. It may re­
quire much bedding to keep the animal 
clean, but no man ever lost money on 
bedding if he used the manure.

Some of the advantages of this last rule 
are: The stables are much warmer in 
winter — I have often seen cows leave a 
good stable to sleep on a manure pile on a 
cold night; all the liquid manure is 
saved ; more manure is made as one is 
compelled to use more bedding; there is 
less expense than in any other way ; it 
saves one handling; it saves building 
manure sheds or composting; the manure 
is preserved perfectly. If piled it will 
burn (fire-fang) ; thrown out of doors it

will leach and freeze. Leaving it under 
foot and bedding heavily has proved 
profitable with me and of no disadvant­
age to my stock. I have had it per­
fectly preserved when 30 inches deep 
Before emptying a stable I cut the 
manure with my hay-knife, into blocks 
four feet square. It then comes out very 
easily. As soon as the back of winter is 
broken, I empty my stables when the 
ground is frozen solidly enough to bear 
up a loaded wagon. The spring rains 
wash it into the soil and the result is 
npich better than if hauled just before 
plowing. [The idea of allowing a lot of 
cows to remain in the stable all winter 
without cleaning it out is notan attractive 
one. Better clean it out daily and draw 
the manure to fields, and spread it as 
unloaded. Cow manure will not ordin­
arily fire-fang, and does not heat like 
horse manure. A certain amount of 
fermentation may go on, and thus help 
to warm the stables, but at the expense 
of pure air. Unless such stables are well 
ventilated, their tendency is to weaken 
the cow and make her an easy prey to 
tuberculosis.— Editor Agriculturist],

, SAMSON.

The Speaker of London, England, which 
ranks high as a literary authority, says in 

recent issue that the best American poem 
published for many years is “Samson” by 
Frederick George Scott. The Rev. Freder­
ick George Scott is an Anglican Minister 
at Drummondville, Que. He is a son of 
the late Dr. W. E. Scott, in his lifetime 
professor of anatomy at McGill College. 
“Samson” is only one of his many striking 
poems. It first appeared two or three 
years ago, but was republished in Mr. 
Scott’s last book, “My Lattice,” published 
by William Briggs, Toronto. The poem 
is as follows :

Plunged in night, I sit alone 
Eyeless on this dungeon stone,
Naked, shaggy and unkempt,
Dreaming dreams no soul hath dreamt.
Rats and vermin round my feet 
Play unharmed, companions sweet ; 
Spiders weave me overhead 
Silken curtains for my bed.
Day by day the mould I smell 
Of this fungus-blistered cell ;
Nightly in my haunted sleep 
O’er my face the lizards creep.
Gyves of iron scrape and burn 
Wrists and ankles when I turn,
And my collared neck is raw 
With the teeth of brass that gnaw.
God of Israel, canst Thou see 

x All my fierce captivity?
Do Thy sinews feel my pains ?
Hearest Thou the clanking chains?
Thou who mad est me so fair,
Strong and buoyant as the air,
Tall and noble as a tree,
With the passions of the sea,
Swift as horse upon my feet,
Fierce as lion in my heat,
Rending, like a wisp of hay,
All that dared withstand my way,
Canst Thou see me through the gloom 
Of this subterranean tomb —
Blinded tiger in his den,
Once the lord and prince of men ?
Clay was I ; the potter Thou 
With Thy thumbnail smooth’dst my 

brow,
Roll’dst the spittle-moistened sands 
Into limbs between Thy hands.
Thou didst pour into my blood 
Fury of the fire and flood,
And upon the boundless skies

■ God-like from the source it came, 
Whirling round like furious wind, 
Thoughts upgathered in the mind.
Strong Thou mad’st me, till at length 
All my weakness was my strength ;

What she asked me, as if fear 
Could my iron heart come near ?
Nay, I scorned and scorn again 
Cowards who their tongues restrain ! 
Cared I no more for Thy laws 
Than * wind of scattered straws.
When the earth quaked at my name 
And my blood was all aflame,
Who was I to lie, and cheat 
Her who clung about my feet?
From Thy open nostrils blow 
Wind and tempest, rain and snow ;
Dost Thou curse them on their course 
For the fury of their force ?
Tortured am I, wracked and bowed,
But the soul within is proud ;
Dungeon fetters cannot still 
Forces of the tameless will.
Israel’s God, come down and see 
All my fierce captivity ;
Let Thy sinews feel my pains,
With Thy fiugers lift my chains.
Then with thunder loud and wild,' 
Comfort Thou Thy rebel child,
And with lightning split in twain 
Loveless heart and sightless brgin.
Give me splendor in my death —

NEWS OF THE WEEK.

NOT POSTED ON THE FACTS.

To tiie Editor of The Herald.
The Editor of the Gleaner evidently 

does not keep himself posted in regard to 
Mr. Laurier’s past career. It was at the 
time Mr. Laurier took a seat in Mac- 
Keuzie’s cabinet that he was defeated by 
J. O. Bourbeau in Drummond and Artha- 
baska, not at a general election as he 
states, nor by Clarence (Chester) Cleve­
land as he stated in a previous article. 
Mr. Laurier’s law partner, Mr. Lavergne, 
has since redeemed the seat which was 
only lost because his friends did not 
exert themselves.

In 
1891 ttiree parties wanted to run in the 
Liberal interest, none of whom would 
cousent to retire in favor of anyone except 
Mr. Laurier, who, in order to restore 
harmony, consented to run, and it was 
only by this the retreat of W. B. Ives and 
by bringing out C. C. Cleveland, of Dan­
ville, a strong local man, and personally 
liked by both sides, that the Conser­
vatives were able to hold the seat. Mr. 
Laurier also ran in Quebec Fast in 1891.

Events of Interest Provincial and 
General,

Bismarck was 80 years old Monday.
Summerside, P. E. Island, had a $35,000 

fire Saturday.
An engagement between Julia Murphy, 

and Hugh J. Grant, ex-May or of New 
York, is announced.

Hon. A. R. Dickey, of Amherst, N. S., 
was sworn in Minister of Militia by Lord 
Aberdeen at Rideau Hall, Monday.

Major Markham, manager of the St. 
John Sun, has been appointed command­
ant of the Bisley team of this year.

David Creighton, late manager of the 
Toronto Empire, has been appointed as­
sistant receiver general of Toronto, vice 
Campbell, snper-annuated.

Early Monday morning one of the 
boilers in the old Conn tannery, Woburn, 
Mass., exploded with terrific force, killing 
four men and injuring six others.

The order that was issued by Major 
General Herbert forbidding the bands of 
militia corps to appear in uniform at 
private engagements, has been cancelled.

At Prairie School House, six miles 
from Norman, Ok., Sunday, John McGin­
nis met William Powers at church and 
shot him dead. They had quarrelled 
over the price of a load of hay.

A Cincinnati, Ohio, policeman, Barney 
Degnan, Saturday night arrested John 
Fisher, a boy 20 years old, for using abu­
sive language. On the way to the station 
house Fisher started to run away, where­
upon Degnan shot him dead.

The bill for the disestablishment of the 
church in Wales has passed its second 
reading in the Imperial House of Com­
mons. The government h£i a majority 
of 44, the vote standing 304 in favor of 
the measure and 2?0 against it.

Montreal proposes holding a world’s 
fair in 1896, and the organizers ask a grant 
of $250,000 from the Dominion govern­
ment. They say Montreal city council 
will vote $100,000 and that the citizens 
will subscribe $400,000. They mean 
business.

The court house at Regina, N. W. T., 
was completely destroyed by fire Sunday 
night. The lands office and public works 
office were also located in the building, 
and everything was lost. The government 
law library of twenty-five hundred vol­
umes, valued at /ten thousand dollars, 
went up in smoke With the rest.

The hou$e, barn and sheds of James 
Price, at Nèwbridge, Carleton Co., were 
burned to the ground Saturday afternoon. 
The loss is heavy, including the house, 
three barns, granary, two horses, thirty 
hens, 100 bushels of grain, double wagon, 
mowing machine, horse rake, six tons of 
hay and almost all utensils. He had $1,000 
insurance.

Thos. W. Peters, one of St. John’s best 
known citizens, died Saturday evening 
after quite a long illness. Deceased was 
a son of the late Col. Peters and his 
mother was a sister of the late Hugh 
McMonagle of Sussex. Mr. Peters was 
an alderman from 1881 to 1890, and Mayor 
of St. John in 1891,1892 and 1893. He 
was 47 years old.

The northbound Oregon express was 
stopped by robbers at Marysville, Cal., on 
Saturday morning. One of the pas­
sengers and a robber were killed in the 
fight that ensued in the cars, after the 
robbers foiled to secure anything in the 
express car, Sheriff Bogard attempted to 
stop the robbery and was shot dead after 
he had killed one of the bandits.

An important meeting of Liberals of 
Quebec west was held on Saturday even­
ing, when it was decided to put a candi­
date in the field at the forthcoming by- 
election. Who this candidate will be it 
is impossible now to say, as the Liberals 
refuse to divulge his name, but the choice 
lias fallen on an Irish Catholic, and if he 
refused to be put in nomination, the 
Liberals will then offer the candidature 
to Richard Turner.

The adjournment of the New Hamp­
shire legislature last week was accomp­
anied by exciting incidents. The Gov­
ernor drove the legislature wild by veto­
ing all extraordinary measures carrying 
heavy appropriations. The Republican 
leader of the house entered the Senate 
Chamber and declared that two-thirds of 
the senators were liars. The house passed 
a resolution calling the Senate the 
“ House of Lords.”

Comment is made among militiamen 
over the sweeping denunciation of the 
Martin-Metford rifle, in which Hon. Mr. 
Patterson indulged at the banquet given 
him by the brigade staff in Montreal. 
The arm has never been popular in Ot­
tawa. The government has squandered 
several thousand dollars in the purchase 
of these rifles, which are now officially 
condemned. Explanations will be in 
order in parliament.

A young man in South Georgia decided 
to play “ ghost ” recently, so he wrapped 
a white sheet around himself and sallied 
forth. When he arrived at his destin­
ation he found that the family had re­
tired, and incidentally discovered a 
burglay trying to effect an entrance 
through a window. The burglar v^as not 
frightened, however. He simply faced 
about, robbed the ghosVof $20 and a gold 
watch, and departed on the midnight 
express.

At a meeting of the Liberals of Sas­
katchewan, N.W.T., held at Battleford, 
Monday, the president read a letter from 
Hon. Mr. Laurier accepting a nomination 
for parliament, and there was great re­
joicing. By a standing vote, amidst great 
cheering, the Hon. Mr. Laurier was 
chosen standard-bearer. A fact worthy 
of note was the large number of Conser­
vatives present, who not only promised 
their votes, but volunteered their services 
during the campaign. The magic name 
of “ Laurier ” will redeem Saskatchewan, 
writes a Free Press correspondent. The 
Opposition leader will also stand for Que­
bec east.

One of the most serious cases ever in 
Annapolis county is about to be aired in 
the courts. A well known M. D. of 
Middleford and a young man from Ayles- 
ford, have been arrested on the advice of 
Miss Sterling of Hillfort farm, Aylesford, 
who claim» that these two are guilty of 
one of the grossest crimes in the calendar 
on a young girl whom Miss Sterling 
brought out from England. The girl is 
now lying in a very precarious condition, 
and, though two doctors are attending her, 
it is not thought possible she can live. 
Dr. Miller and Charles Parker, the alleged 
guilty ones, were taken to Annapolis on 
Saturday and came up before Stipendiary 
Magistrate Leavitt, who has remanded 
them until today.

♦ with Mr. Gibson in the $60,000 obligation,

and with the promise of a $1,000 a year 
senators!)ip in his pocket.

(9) Daniel Jordan, on whom Mr. Fost­
er’s government conferred the distinguish­
ed title of Q. C., and an applicant for the 
County Court judgeship of York, Sunbury

, and Queens.
These are a few of Mr. Foster’s shouters 

but they do not by any means complete 
the list of the gentlemen who are wards 
of Mr. Foster and the Dominion govern­
ment, and whose zeal in his cause is more 
or less influenced by what they are get­
ting or expect to get.

We confess that this kind of campaign­
ing is not to The Herald’s taste, but when 
the Tory organ adopts that sort of tactics, 
and we cannot refrain from giving it a 
dose of its own medicine.

NEWFOUNDLAND.

The colony of Newfoundland which, 
during the past two years, has attracted 
much attention by its frequent and tur­
bulent political changes and latterly by its 
financial difficulties, has sent four of its 
statesmen to Ottawa to discuss with the 
Dominion government the question of 
union with Canada, and the conference is 
now being held. Sir Mackenzie Bowell, 
Sir Adolphe Caron, Hon. G. E. Foster and 
Hon. John Haggart represent our govern­
ment, and the delegates from the ancient 
colony are Hon. Messrs. Bond, Emerson, 
Morris and Horwood. Premier Bowell 
presides, and it has been settled that the 
proceedings of the conference shall be 
kept private in the meantime. The con­
federation of Newfoundland with Canada 
has often been discussed before. It came 
up in 1869, was renewed in 1886 and 1888, 
but the Newfoundlanders have invariably 
pronounced against it. Whether anything 
results from the present conference re­
mains to be seen. The delegates have no 
authority to arrange for a union, only to 
discuss the proposed basis, and their man­
date for appearing at Ottawa at all is only 
from thé legislature, and not directly from 
the people. Indeed a large section of people 
on the island are active in opposition to 
the scheme. Whatever the delegates 
agree upon will have first to be sub­
mitted to the electors of not only New­
foundland, but to those of Canada as 
well. There seems to be one thing cer­
tain, that the Newfoundland government 
in their dire financial necessity, and not 
from their free choice, are looking to union 
with Canada, but whether the people of 
Canada are prepared to shoulder any 
more financial burdens than they are 
bearing at present, is a serious question, 
the settlement of which should be left 
to the people themselves. The talk of 
“ rounding up the confederation ” by the 
admission of Newfoundland is^all very 
well for sentimentalists, but the question 
must be looked at from a practical and 
business-like standpoint.

DENIES THE OBLIGATION.

The Tory organ has reached that stage 
of absurdity by which it declares that Mr. 
Gibson is under no obligation to pay the 
overdue interest of $60,000 on the Freder­
icton bridge loan. We submit that even 
Mr. Gibson himself is surely not prepared 
to take that stand. What particular right 
have the tax payers of all Canada to pay 
interest on money borrowed to build a 
bridge for Mr. Gibson without receiving a 
cent in return ? As we have pointed out 
before, all the receipts from the bridge go 
into the pockets of the company, while 
the country pays the interest on the Joan. 
Mr. Gibson and his friends are evidently* 
very sensitive as to the suggestion that 
getting clear of paying the interest has a 
direct bearing on the candidature of Mr. 
Foster in York. What other inference is 
possible under the circumstances? Mr. 
Gibson is only human ; a sharp business 
man who is looking to the main chance of 
making money. Saving is making, and if 
the debt to the Dominion government is 
cancelled it would be a master stroke of 
financial policy for him ana his company.

Mr. Pitts is gathering strength on the 
Manitoba school question, and from his 
remarks quoted elsewhere to-day, it looks 
as though he is seriously considering ac­
tive opposition to his Tory friends and 
their school policy.

When Mr. Foster gets a spare day from 

his Ottawa duties, he should take a run 
down here, and see what a clean cam­
paign his friends aie conducting for him.

Activity in the Vercheres, 
Haldimand and Antigo- 

nish Bye-Elections.

The Minister of Public Works 
Working the School Question 

For all it is Worth.

No Back Down in Manitoba.

The Dominion bye-elections to take 
place on April 17th in Haldimand, Ont., 
Vercheres and Quebec West, Que., and 
Antigonisb, N-. S., are attracting the at­
tention of all Canada, and the government 
is making every effort to secure a favor­
able verdict in all these constituencies. 
In the last election Vercheres went Liber 
al ; the other three returned Conserva­
tives. InVercheres the candidates in the 
present contest are, Geoffrion, Liberal, and 
Bisallion, Conservative ; in Antigonish, 
Mclsaac, Liberal, and Chisholm, Conserv­
ative; in Haldimand, Hon. Dr. Monta­
gue, Secretary of State, is the Tory nomi­
nee and his opponent will be a McCarthy­
ite ; in Quebec West, McGreevy, Inde­
pendent Conservative, is the only candi­
date yet announced.

The Liberals and Conservatives of Ver­
cheres, Quebec, have already squared 
away for the Dominion bye-election which 
takes place in that county on the 17th 
inst. The Liberal candidate is C. A. 
Geoffrion, Q. C., brother of the late M. P. 
for the county, and the Conservatives have 
nominated F. X. Bisallion, Q. C. Both 
candidates are residents of Montreal, and 
the fight will be a lively one to the 
finish.

Hon. J. A. Ouimet, Minister of Public 
Works in the Dominion government, has 
personally taken charge of the campaign 
for the Tories, and hopes to carry the 
county on the Manitoba school question. 
His appeal is on that issue alone. Speak­
ing at the convention which nominated 
the Tory candidate, among other things 
he said :

“I feel justified,” as the representative 
of the province of Quebec in the govern­
ment of the Dominion, in asking you in 
the name of the grand cause we have at 
heart, to show the world that you know 
how to appreciate the great act of justice 
just performed by the Dominion min­
istry.

If the friends of Mr. Laurier were to 
carry the elections, then God help their 
compatriots in Manitoba, for if the prov­
ince of Quebec is not grateful for what 
the government has done, what can be 
expected from the other provinces. The 
electors of Vercheres had a national and 
patriotic duty to perform, and would it 
not be a shame to see the Protestant 
county of Haldimand endorse the policy 
of the government, while the Catholic 
constituency of Vercheres failed to do so. 
The stiuggle for that full measure of fair 
play to our compatriots, in Manitoba is 
not yet finished, and its final triumph 
will greatly depend upon the verdict of 
the county of Vercheres. He further 
called upon the electors to show their 
approval of the “ courageous ” course of 
the government, a course which might 
lead to defeat at the next general elect­
ions, but which the government had 
taken because they believed it the just 
one. Now, or never, was the time for a 
Conservative to succeed in Vercheres. 
The people should endorse the govern­
ment which had proclaimed the great 
principle that the Catholics of this 
country, like all those who loved and 
respected the law, were interested in 
having the fact proclaimed that, under 
our constitution all the liberties which 
had been assured to each one of the sub­
jects of Her Majesty would be respected. 
“We must not hold fast to our rights,” 
he said, “ while respecting the rights of 
others. Remember that those rights can 
only be lost by weakness or cowardice on 
our part. Those rights must not be 
jeopardized at the caprice of politicians.” 
Further on he said, “ If the principles 
which I enunciate are not supported by 
my compatriots in this province, God 
protect our compatriots la bas (in Mani­
toba).” He made no threats. He merely 
pursued the course which he had mapped 
out from the commencement. The mem­
bers of the governmentlhad been vilified 
for months and months ; but they had 
held their posts, awaiting justice, await­
ing the triumph of the good cause. And 
now, were they to lose everything, lose 
the rewards of their sacrifices, to please 
the Liberals and allow Mr. Laurier to 
chant the jyean of victory, and permit 
Mr. Tarte td say that the Liberals were 
going to sweep away all that the Conser­
vatives had done at Ottawa. If Vercher- 
ess were going to betray the cause, let 
those who are the cause bear the conse­
quences.

Mr. Ouimet was followed by the Hon. 
Mr. Pelletier, Provincial Secretary of Que 
bec, who delivered an impassioned ad­
dress to those present, commending the 
action of the government upon the school 
question, and denouncing the attitude of 
the Liberal party.

The Provincial Secretary said : “ I do 
not come here as a provincial minister, 
but as a citizen of this province, to thank 
the Dominion government for their bold 
and patriotic policy in the matter of the 
Manitoba schools. No people in the great 
British empire, the greatest empire in the 
world, were more loyal to the crown of 
England than the French-Canadians, 
and,” said Mr. Pelletier, “ the representa­
tives of this great empire having declared 
that our people bad been wronged in Man­
itoba, the Ottawa government had rightly 
asked that these wrongs be righted. The 
men at Ottawa who have been called 
Orangemen and fanatics, have come out 
boldly and said : Whatever our religious 
beliefs may be, you have rights that shall 
not be tampered with.” He asked the 
electors of Vercheres to send a represent­
ative to Ottawa that would support such 
a policy. In spite of the government’s 
protective policy, the speaker said, he 
could not have supported them if they 
had not granted fair play to the Catholics 
of Manitoba. .

Refuse to Back Down.

Winnipeg, April 2.—Those who had 
the idea that because the Hon. Thos. 
Greenway delayed before making answer 
to the remedial order, he was weakening, 
will probably find themselves mistaken. 
The Tribune, which speaks with author­
ity, being the organ of Mr. Green way’s 
government, says ‘ there is not the slight­
est truth in the report of a division in 
the local cabinet on the school question. 
Each member is resolute in his determin­
ation to stand by the national schools, no 
matter what the issue may be. To yield 
to any suggestion as to the appointment 
of a commission or making a compromise 
would, it is considered, be perfectly sui­
cidal and would never be approved by 
the public. The government fully recog­

nizes that it has a mandate from the 
people of Manitoba to stand by the public 
schools system, and there is no more in­
tention of departing from that mandate 
than there is of handing over the govern­
ment of the province to the Roman Cath­
olics. Manitoba counts upon the hearty 
support of Ontario in the struggle, as On­
tario must recognize that if the clergy of 
Quebec are allowed to force separate 
schools on Manitoba, a blow will be struck 
at equal rights in Canada from which the 
country will never recover. It is felt by 
our government that the right thinking 
people of Canada will never permit the 
French people of Quebec to have their 
way in this case, and trample provincial 
rights under their feet. While the gov­
ernment will take the very best advice it 
can obtain in the case and give due weight 
to all considerations, still there will be no 
weakening, and when the time comes it 
will be seen that the government will 
stand resolutely by the national schools.’

BTCarthyltes and Dr. Montagne.
The McCarthy league organizer, W. G. 

Fee, who has returned from a visit to 
every municipality in Haldimand county, 
says : “ We certainly shall oppose Dr. 
Montague. A meeting will be held at 
Cayuga on Friday evening to select a can­
didate. In Haldimand the school ques­
tion is the great and only issue. We will 
ask the people of Haldimand to declare 
on tl}at question and there can only be 
one result—Dr. Montague’s defeat. He 
is being kept busy now explaining to his 
indignant constituents why he supported 
remedial legislation. Following the nom­
ination meeting other gatherings will take 
place at Hagersville, Caledonia, and in 
fact, : m every part't>f Ure'riding. E.' 
Douglas Armour, Q. C., and several other 
good speakers, have promised to assistTn 
the campaign.. “ We will send into Hal­
dimand,” said Mr. Fee, the strongest 
array of speakers who have ever gone 
there.” Dr. Montague is a non-resident 
and probably the McCarthyite will be on 
the same footing.

The Antigonish Campaign.
Halifax, N. S., April 2.—In Antigonish 

Mr. Mclsaac is carrying on a vigorous 
campaign, and writes your correspondent 
the outlook is excellent. Mr. Chis­
holm and his Tories are carrying on a 
sort of still hunt. Unless the Manitoba, 
school question creates unexpected com­
plications which may influence Bishop 
Cameron and his clergy to give active 
support to the Tory candidate, which is 
very improbable, Mr. Mclsaac will be 
elected by a large majority. So far the 
clergy have maintained a manly neutral­
ity. in the contest, and as Bishop Cameron 
starts on a trip to Europe on the 13th, 
active interference from that quarter is 
improbable.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The News of the World In Brief — The 
Cream of oar Exchanges.

Warm weather prevails in Manitoba and 
seeding operations have commenced in all 
parts of the province.

The celebrated Levison collection of 
stamps was sold in New York last week 
for $10,311.41. One stamp brought over 
a thousand dollars.

Stewart Mulvey of Winnipeg, will pro­
bably run against Hon. Mr. Daly in Bran­
don. Mulvey is ex-grand master of the 
Orangemen, and will run as a McCarthyite 
candidate.

Elias J. Hale, judge of probate for 
many years of Foxcroft, Me., who shot 
himself last Thursday, is a defaulter as 
treasurer of the town of Foxcroft, to the 
amount of about $135,000.

Mrs. Paran Stevens who, with the late 
Ward McAllister, was for many years a 
society leader of New York, died Wednes­
day. She was immensely wealthy and 
the mother of Lady Henry Paget, wife of 
Sir Arthur Paget, of London.

It is stated that the exodus from the 
parishes below Quebec city to the United 
States has again set in worse than ever. 
It is now learned that during last week 
no less than 110 families and seventy un­
married young men left by the Quebec 
Central Railway alone.

The Boston express which left St. John 
Monday night collided with tire Bangor 
and Aroostook express three miles out of 
Bangor Wednesday morning. Fireman 
James Ward of Bangor was killed and 
two or three others injured. A mistaken 
crossing order was the cause of the dis­
aster.

Rt. Hon. Hebert Asquith, the British 
Home Secretary, has announced that the 
Irish political prisoners, O’Callaghan and 
McCann, had been released. Each had 
served twelve years of his term. O’Cal- 
laghan’s eyesight is going fast, and As­
quith said McCann had passed his seven­
tieth year.

The Civic Committee of Kingston, Ont., 
has closed with the Dominion Steel & 
Blast Furnace Company, of Youngstown, 
Ohio, for the erection of a blast furnace 
and steel plantSiere. The people will vote 
on the loan of £250,000, the granting- of 
exemption from taxation for ten years on 
a site to be given free for the works.

A chamber-maid at the Park Hotel, 
Columbus, Ohio, found the dead bodies of 
Mrs. W. H. Williams, wife of a real estate 
agent of Grove City, and her two children 
aged twelve and seven, dead in their room. 
Mrs. Williams had cut the children’s 
throats with a razor and then did away 
with herself. A third child escaped.

Captain McNeil, of the Maritime Prov­
ince ship, J. H. Masters, on leaving New 
York harbor, was fired at five times by a 
seaman named W. Holzeur, all the shots 
taking effect in the bead, neck and arms. 
He will recover. The ship returned to, 
New York for medical aid, when the sea­
man, who had evidently gone insane, was 
locked up.

John A. Patterson, the acting teller of 
the Trader’s bank Strathroy, Ont., who 
absconded about three weeks ago with 
over $4,000 of the bank’s funds, has been 
located by the Guarantee company at Las 
Vegas, New Mexico, and will be brought 
back. F. W. Griffin, assistant cashier of 
the North-Western National Bank, of 
Chicago, is a defaulter to the extent of 
$50,000. He had been arrested and has 
confessed.

Miss Sterling’s home for girls at Hillfoot 
farm, Aylesford, N. S., was burned Wed­
nesday morning. The main building was 
totally destroyed, with contents, including 
flour and other supplies. The children 
and other inmates were fortunately all 
saved. The building was insured. Miss 
Sterling is well known in W. C. T. Union 
circles in Fredericton, having been a 
picturesque figure at the convention here 
last autumn.

The identity of the colored woman 
whose remains were found in New York, 
Sunday, as detailed on our first page, has 
been established by the police. The iki- 
fortunate was Mrs. Mary Martin, who 
deserted her husband some time ago, and 
has since lived as the mistress of a man 
named Caesar who murdered her two days 
before the remains were discovered. He 
went to bed, and did not dispose of the 
body until Saturday evening. After wrap­
ping up the body he boarded a Sixth 
avenue horse car bound down town, 
standing on the front platform, and after­
wards deposited the body where it was 
found Sunday morning.

CITY COUNCIL MEETING.

A Verv Quiet Affair and Not Much 
Business Up.

Those who anticipated a lively meeting of 
the new City Council, Tuesday evening, 
were disappointed. All the business was 
through before 9 o’clock, and the gathering 
was as quiet as a funeral. Mayor VanWart 
was in the chair and all the aldermen were 
present, the new members appearing in 
their Sunday best. The attendance of 
spectators was large.

After the standing committees and chair­
men thereof had been confirmed, as already 
published in The Herald, Auditor McMur- 
ra’ys monthly report was submitted and 
the following sums voted :
Roads and streets................................$300.35
Public works..................................... 6.00
City hall.......................   10.50
Fire...................................................... 16.65
Contingencies...,.................................  16.00
Sewerage and water..........................  174.43

On motion of Aid. Golding the market 
committee were authorized to sell the fees 
and tolls of the market as usual, and the 
wharf committee were authorized to dis­
pose of the wharfage and anchorages for 
the current year.

A letter from Harry White offering to put 
the fire alarm on St. Dunstan’s church in 
order for $30, was referred to the fire com­
mittee with power to act.

Mayor VanWart read a petition from the 
bicycling and boating club asking for a 
lease of the land fronting on the river 
below the land occupied by D. F. George, 
and extending down river 100 feet for the 
term of ten years.

The petition was signed by A. H. F. Ran- 
dolp, Willard Kitchen, J. R. Howie, R. F. 
Randolph, A. R Wetmore, Geo. A. Hughes, 
J. F. McMurray, G. W. Hoegg, C. F. Chest­
nut, T. C. Allen, T. B.Winslow, and others.

His worship also read a petition from 
Bishop Kingdon, Governor Fraser, J. L. 
Inches, F. S. Hilyard, Wm. Jennings, Jas. 
Crangle, Spencer Inch, Geo. Hatt, Geo. E. 
Howard, F. B. Coleman, H. A. Cropley, T. 
W. Gregory, T. B. Winslow, Andrew Inch­
es, T. G. Loggie, L. W. Bailey, and others, 
praying that the lease now held by D. F. 
George on the bank of the river, in front of 
the Parliament Buildings, be not renewed.

Both petitions were referred to a com­
mittee consisting of the whole council, and 
will be heard on Monday evening.

Aid. Anderson was appointed to the va­
cancy on the Board of Health caused by the 
death of Jos. Vandine.

Wm. McLaughlin’s petition for relief from 
taxes was referred to the assessment appeal 
committee, and a petition from residents of 
College road asking for the extension of 
Union street to Sunbury street, went to the 
road committe who have power to act.

The following resolution, moved by Aid. 
Limerick, passed after a short discussion :

Whereas, last year’s assessment for the 
different departments was largely overex­
pended, thus causing quite a large over­
draft on the city bank account; and where­
as the present council in making up the as­
sessment for the present year have taken in­
to consideration ways and means of paying 
off at least a large portion of the debt thus 
contracted ; therefore,

Resolved, that this council, after the ap­
propriation for each or any of the depart­
ments shall have been expended, shall sus­
pend further work.

Adjourned.

The N. P. Not Necessary.

To the Editor of The Herald :
Sir,—As the present city council have 

commenced the year with the intention of 
reforming the expenditure in the several 
departments, it is desirable they should give 
special attention to the Water Department 
as it without doubt is run the most reckless 
and extravagant of any. Whether the fault 
has been that of the committee or depart­
ment, I am not in a position to state, but 
evidently there is room for improvement. 
Some people say the committee have only 
been a matter of form, as the Superinten­
dent acts generally on his own judgment in 
all matters relating to the department, re­
gardless of the opinions of those comprising 
the committee, or council either, for that 
matter. If this is true, I think it is time in 
the best interests of the city, that he should 
be given to understand, if not by the 
council then by the people, that the Water 
Works belong to the citizens, and must be 
run in their interest. Some time in the 
near future I will refer in detail to the ex­
travagance above mentioned. Meantime it 
is to be hoped the council will see to it that 
the department is managed in accordance 
with the best judgment of the committee 
and aldermen generally.

Arrested for Theft.

The 
matter was called in the Police Court 
Thursday morning,and Cox was on hand but 
neither Jewett or Thompson appeared to 
prosecute, Jewett’s counsel, J. W. Me- 
Cready, announcing that the trouble had 
been settled out of court. This did not 
seem to please Judge Marsh who postponed 
the case till Thursday next, when ir is 
understood Jewett will be compelled to 
appear and give evidence.

Five Young Bloods Under Ar­
rest for Assault and At­

tempted Robbery.

Preliminary Examination Commenced.

t*.A Russian Jew, named Isaac Saraet, and 
his wife, were the victims of a serious as­
sault at the hands of five young meu Tues­
day night, and they also attempted to rob 
him of a large sum of money which he had 
in his pocket at the time. Samet has been 
a pedlar, but now keeps a little shop on 
King street. Tuesday evening Samet ap­
peared at the police office in a bruised and 
bleeding condition, and told a startling 
story. He said that about nine o’clock five 
young men came into his shop, two of 
whom came to one side where he was 
standing, while the other three ranged 
themselves along the opposite counter. 
One of the visitors first asked him to buy a 
suit of clothes. He said no, he had goods 
to sell, not to buy. Then they began to 
banter about the pride of something else, 
and to contradict and swear at him, when 
the boy called out that the parties at his 
counter were taking things. This brought 
Samet’s wife out, and no sooner did she ap­
pear than one of the men seized a chair and 
struck her twice on the side, knocking her 
down. He ran to his wife’s help, but was 
seized, knocked down and dragged into the 
street by three of the men. Here he was 
kicked and pounded, while they did their 
best to get his pocket book out of his pants 
pocket. Samet, however, had no intention 
of giving up his money, and held on firmly 
until the uproar attracted some neighbors 
and the robbers ran off. Their names were 
taken by parties who saw them and given 
to Samet. They are Harry Finnemore, 
John Brady, James Slavin, Frank Slavin 
and Herbert Downey. They are all young 
men and belong to the city. They were at 
once arrested, and on being arraigned before 
Col. Marsh Wednesday morning, . were 
charged with assault with intent to commit 
robbery. J. W. McCready, appeared as 
counsel for Samet, and the prisoners were re­
manded until Friday morning for examin­
ation.

At the Police Court.
The preliminary exrmination commenced 

yesterday before Colonel Marsh. J. W. 
McCready appeared for the prosecution and 
Geo. A. Hughes for the Slavins, Chas. E. 
Duffy for Finnamore, and Brady and Down 
ey was unrepresented by council.. Isaac 
Samet was the first witness. He said he 
kept a store on King street and sold dry 
goods and lived in the same building ; had 
five children, and the oldest whose name 
was Morris was twelve years of age. He 
was home Tuesday evening last; was in 
the back room in the evening about 9.30, 
when he heard the door bell ring. He went 
out into the shop and saw a number of boys 
coming in the door; they were five in num­
ber. Two came to the dry goods counter 
and the other three went to a stand where 
he kept small articles displayed. He identi­
fied the prisoners in court as the five boys 
who had entered his shop, Finnamore and 
Brady were the two who came to the dry 
goods counter, and Downey and the two 
Slavins went to the stand. Witness was be 
hind the dry goods counter, and Brady ask­
ed him if he wanted to buy a watch chain. 
He replied that he did not buy goods at night'
Finnamore said you s-----of a b----- , you
must buy.” Witness looked at the stand 
where the other men were and observed 
them handling the goods, and he called to 
his boy to come and look after them. The 
boy came in and called out “Papa come 
here I am scared.” His wife then entered 
the shop and as she came in Finnamore 
took a chair and struck her twice on the 
side and she fell down from the effects of 
the blow and began to cry. Witness attemp­
ted to go to her aid, and Brady tried to stop 
him. Witness jumped over the counter 
and took the chair from Finnamore and 
asked him what he was doing. Finnamore 
struck him twice in the face and four of 
them caught hold of him and carried him 
out into th; street and laid him down in 
the snow, the fifth holding the door open. 
Witness had one hand in the pocket where 
the money was. Two of the men stood at 
his head and two at his feet holding him 
down while Finnamore began to strike him 
on the arm to make him take it out of his 
pocket. Finnamore then tried to get his 
hand inside of witness’ drawers and witness 
began to call “police.” The neighbors began 
to come and Finnamore withdrew his hand 
and four of the men left. Witness caught 
hold of Finnamore’s leg and tried to hold 
him, but could not. The witness here show­
ed how his pocket-book had been torn in 
the fracas, aud exhibited the blood spots on 
his shirt. The fitness stated to the court 
that someone had been to see him about 
settling the case but the testimony was not 
admitted. On being shown a purse which 
had been found en one of the prisoners 
witness said he had similar ones in his shop.

Cross-examined by C. E. Duffy —He had 
kept store in Fredericton since last July and 
previous to that had been a pedlar and had 
lived in St. Marys. When he came in the 
shop that night prisoners were all inside and 
the door was shut. When witness refused 
to buy the chain, Brady asked the price of a 
Under. When witness jumped over the 
counter and took the chair away from Fin­
nemore, Brady did not try to stop him. He 
was kind of stunned and could not tell all 
that went on in the shop exactly. He was 
exerting all his force to save his money. 
When witness called police, the men lett. 
He held Finnemore by the leg for two or 
three minutes, still keeping one hand on 
his money.

By G. A. Hughes— No person was in the 
shop when prisoners came in. Never saw 
prisoners before to know them ; had no 
further talk to them than have already 
stated ; the Slavin boys said nothing to me ; 
they were handling the goods at the stand ; 
saw them pick them up aud.look at them 
like any customer would ; they made no 
noise ; he would swear that all the five took 
hold of him and carried him out in the 
street ; could not say who. had hold of his 
arms ; four took him out and one held the 
door; they took him out in the snowbank ; 
had the money in his pocket when prisoners 
came in ; always kept it there ; they did not 
see him have the money ; did not ask him 
for it, and did not say anything about 
money. Finnemore and Brady were the 
only two who struck him.

To prisoner Downey, witness stated that 
he did not order prisoners out of the shop, 
and he saw Downey have hold of him by 
the leg. There was another Jew in the 
shop when prisoners came in, but he left by 
the back way as soon as the trouble com­
menced.

In the afternoon, George Mackey, who 
keeps a barber shop on King street, next 
door to Samet’s, gave testimony as to hear­
ing the noise and finding Samet in the snow 
outside. Other witnesses examined were 
John McLaughlin and Morris Samet, 
twelve year old, son of Isaac Samet. The 
latter an exceedingly bright little chap, 
who attends the York street school, cor­
roborated his father’s testimony.

The Police magistrate remanded the 
prisoners until Monday at 11 o'clock, when 
the case will be resumed.
