THE QUEBEC BRIDGE.

On Wednesday, Mr. Barker, of
Hamilton, moved an amendment
deploring the unbusiness-like pro-
ceedings of the government in the
matter of the Quebec Bridge. The
histd*y of this enterpriss, ending
with the awfal calamity of last
August ™~summed up in a sent-
eoce in the Scientific American
which says that the records of this
transaction “read more like a
sb;)ry of some country bridge than
the record of the erection of the
greatest work of bridge engineer-
ing of the ceatury.” Mr. Barker,
Mr. Mook and Mr. Haggart show-
ed that this impartial critism was
just.

THE COUNTRY PAYS.

Four years ago the Quebec
Bridge Company had expended
all the subsidies it could get, had
issyed nearly half a million dollars
of which it bad to seil for
60 cents on the dollar, but had

of its stock. It was practically
bankrupt and could not go on.
Premier Parent, of Quebec, who
was also Mayor of Quebec City
had supplied a Provincial grant
and a City grant, and obtained a
subeidy from the Laurier Govern-
ment, one member of which was
his own partner in business. Yet
the company was over $700,000
in debt. The Government should
bave then taken over the work,
as the Grand Trunk Pacific scheme
had been adopted and the bridge
was to be a part of this Transeon-
tinental.  Instead the Govern-
ment rushed through in the last
hours of the session of 1903 a bill
authorizing a loan to the Com-
pany of $6,678,200 which was
then estimated to be the cost of
completing the work. This pro-
gramme compelled the public to
pay more than 98 per cent. of the
cost, but left the control in the
hands of the Cempany, whose
President was made Chairman of
the Transeontinental Commission
at 88,000 a year, while he con-
tinued to receive $3,000 a year
from the Bridge Company. Later
it was found that the Government
estimate . was too .low, and that
the bridge would cost something
like ten million dollars, leaving
fanother three millions for th

couttry to pay, - - :
RO PUBLIC CONTROL

Though the country was paying
practically the whole cost of the
bridge, it does not yet appear that
the Government engineering staff
paid any attention to the plans or
had any supervision of the work.
The whole matter was allowed to
drift, and money was paid out
when demanded until the end of
August when the bridge went
down and scores of lives were
lost. Many thousands will now
be spent hy a Commigsion to find
oyt whether the Companys en-
gineers or the contractors engi-
neers are at fault, while a much
smaller expenditure would have
been sufficient to have the plans
properly examined in the first
place and the work supervised as
it went on. The Government
must now take over the work as
it should have done four years
ago, but it cannot restore the loss
of life and property.

A WEAK PLEA.

Mr. Fielding and Sir Wilfrid
Laurier pleaded that the subject
ogght not to be discussed pntil the
Commission reported, The ans-
wer was that the Commission has
nothing to do with the course of
the Govegnment, in lpaving this
great work in the hands of a com-
pany which had no important
stake in the matter and was prae-
tically a bankrupt concern. In
any cage the right of the hause to
discuss matters of this importance
cannot be taken away by the ap-
pointment of a Commission. After
a lively discussion Mr. Barker’s
motion was defeated by a party
majority of 46.

The following article ie from The
Oatholic Enoyclopecie, Robert Ap-
pleton Company, Publishers, New
York:

Bankruptey, Morsl Aspeot of.—
Bankruptey must be cousidered not
only from the legal, but slso from
the moral point of view ; for sound
morality prescribes that deb!s must
be peid, Buat a men who becomes
bankrupt proclsims bis inability to
pay Bis debts in full & they become
due! Such an acknowledgment does
not now entail the pentlty of slavery
or of imprisorment as of old; the
law takes possession of his property
and divides it ‘amopng bis oreditors.
If it suffices after all to pay his ored-

* itors in full, there is an end of the
matter, justice and consoience are
satisfied. If, however, as is uspally
the case, the oreditors only receive a
portion of what is due to them, they
have suffered loes through the action
of the bankrupt, and if be is the
voluntary - cause of that loes, he is
morally to blame ss the camee of
»ipjastice to his neighbor. There is
no moraldlame attributable to a mas:
who through misfortune and by no
fault of bis own bas become bank-
rupt and unsble to pay his debts,
Baut if bankruptoy bas been brought
about by the debtor’s own fault, be
must be condemned in the court of
morals, even if he escape without
pusishment in a ocourt of law,
Bankruptoy may be the result of
one’s own fault in a geriety of ways.
Living beyond one’s mears, negli-
ness or imprudence in ihc condact of
business, xpending v betting and
gembling, movey which is due to
craditors are frequeni canses of debt-
ors appearing in the bankrupley
court, All such causes sre accom-—
panied with more or lees of morsl
guilt, iu proportion to the bankrapi’s
advertence to their probsble conse-
quences, and the voluptariness of bis
action,

Breaches of the morsl law are also
committed in a great variety ot ways
in connexion with the bankruptey
itself. The benefit of tbhe law is ex-
tended to the bankrupt dsbtor if be
faitbfully complies with ail ite just
requirements. Ta do this then is a
matter of conscience. He is bouod
to meke a full disclosare of sll his
property, acd to surrender it 21l for
the benefit of his creditors, He may
indeed retain what the law sllows
him to retain, but nothing ¢lse, nne
less the laWw makes no provision at
at all for him, aund
rendering everytt

the result of eur-
ing wonld be to
reduce hime«elf and those dependent
on him to destitution. Such a resnlt,
however, must not be readily pre-
sunted in the case of wodern bank-
ruptey law whbich is bumane in its
treatment of the unfortunate debtor,
and mskes what provision is neces=
sary for him. It is obviuus that it
is against the rights of creditors and

against justioe for an ipsolvent

debtor to transfer some of his prop-
erty to his wife or 10 s triend, who
will keep it for bim till the storm
blows over, so that the oreditors
cannot get at it. In the «ame way
& debtor is guilty of disbonesty and

fraud it he hide or remove some of
hia property, or if be allow a ficti-
tious debt to be proved sgainst the
estate,

Laws forbidding such preferential |
payments are just, and they shall be
observed. If any have been viola‘«
ed, and the fact become known, the
psyments may be recovered by the
trus_gee in baokruptey or the official
recgiver. However, although frand-
ulent prélere’noes are comtrary to
positive law, it is not clear that they
are againet natuial justice s0 as to
imposé ob the guilty parties an ob=
ligation in oonscience spart from
any order of the court to make reati-
tution. The question is disputed
among theologiaps, and some main-
tain that no obligation to make res-
titntion ean be imposed apart from
& positive order of the court, inae-
much as after all the preferred cred-
itor has only got what belonged to
bim.

If the oonduct of the bankrupt
with reference to his bankruptey has
been such as the law requires, the
court grants bim a disoharge, other-
wise be will be snbject to oertain
disabilities as an undischarged bank-
rupt. Some epecial debts and obli-
gations are not affected by the diea
charge, and even with regard to
those which it does affect, the ques~
tion arises whether an absolute dis-
charge extingnishes the .debt, or
merely releases the bankrupt from
legal liability. The effeot of such a
judicial et depends on the law of
the country. If that law expresely
provides that a bankrupt who has
obtained his discharge is'not thereby
freed from bis former obligations,
but merely protected sgainst legal
proceedings for debt, there is an end
of the question. On {he other band,
it cannot be denied that the law of s
country may relesse an bouvest and
unfortunate debtor from his load of
indebteduess, and make him free to
stort businees afresh. In commercial
sooieties especially ench an emact-
ment might conduce to the public
good, since it is not granted to fraud
ulent debtore, but only to such as are
bonest and fulfil the rigorous require
ments of the law, It is ‘merely a
qusstion of fact as to ghat is the
effect of the law of apy particular
country. Lawyers and theologisans
are agreced that in most conotries the
effect of a discharge 15 merely to bar
legal proceedings for debt against
the bankrupt. His morsl obligation
to pay all his debts in full when he
is able still remains; he may put off
payment till spch time as he can
conveniently fuifil his obligations,
and in the meanwhile be is guaran-
teed freedom from molestation.
This seems to be the effect of the
National Bankroptey Law of the
United States, “Since the di:charge
is persooal to the bankrupt, he may
waiveit, and since it does not destroy
the debt but merely releases him
from liability,>that is, removes the
tegal obligation to psy the debt,
leaviog the moral obligation unaf-
fecled, such moral obligation-is a
suffisient cooeideration to rupport a
new promise.”” (Braudeoberg, The
Law of Bankraptoy, 391.)

On the contrary, an absolate ‘dis-
charge, when granted to the honest
bankrupt acoording to English law,
frees the bankrupt from his debts,
with certain exoceptions, and makes
him a clear man sagain. This is
admitted by Eoglish lawyers and by
theologians who treat of the effeot of
