several parties from Cape Breton
who came here fishing during the
month of June. Each party contained
three or four men, and they fished
for nine or ten days, averaging about
four fish a day. A few of these par-
ties had two guides for each party
and the rest of them only one. These
men brought their own supplies and
tents, smoked their salmon and took
them to Canada. One party of three
men from Sydney caught 47 salmon
in nine days, averaging about 9 Ibs.
each, all of which they smoked and
carried home. May I ask what hene-
fit is derived from such men? They
come in the country and after grumb-
ling over paying a ten dollar rod tax.
became their own guides, fishing all
day long. These men, as I said be-
fore caught three or four fish daily.
time our net fishermen
are toiling all day with their salmon
nets and getting nothing for their ex-
pense and work, while these sports
were taking, we may say, the bread
out of their mouths. What we want
is to compel every tourist to take a
guide, and more than that, to have a
limited number of salmon for each
rod daily.

I am glad to say that we have some
men who do not spare money to ob-
tain sport, who each take a guide and
dispose of the fish to the guides. This
‘s the kind of men we want to en-

Death of Capt.
Richard Kearney.

By the death of Capt. Richard
Kearney, which occurred at his resi-
dence, Monkstown Road, yesterday,
probably the Doyen amongst the mas-
ters ‘of the mercantiler marine has
been removed from amongst us. For
a4 period of over 60 years Capt. Keai-
ney had followed the seafaring life
and commanded some of the smartest
and most well known ships out of
{ various ports in this country. Notable
amongst these was the barque Fleet-
wing of Harbor Grace, a well known
vessel and a fast sailer. The Maria,
owned by the firm of P. & L. Tessier,
was another ship which the deceased
mariner commanded for several
vears. In the early fifties he com-
manded the Arabella Tabet, built by
his brother Michael for John Munn
& Co., and made some of the quickest
passages on record in this vessel. The
Tarbet, like the Rothesay and Naomi,
was built by his famous brother at
the foot of Victoria Street, Hr. Grace,
and like the Ida in St. John’s, which
was built where the General Post Of-
fice in St. John's now stands, thev
were launched across the street over
the bank and into the waters of the
harbor. As we said, Capt. Kearney
was noted for his quick passages, and
ais record of having made the run
‘rom Pernambuco to 8t. John’s in 18
days has never been beaten, as.far as
wé know. ' Like his brother he pos-
seéssed very considerable mechanical
skill and, was_an_artist o'f“no mean
order. He possessed a fund of local
and general information as well' as
marked descriptive poweérs. He leaves
several children, -grandchildren ‘and
great grandechildren.. Capt. Kearney
wastan upright and honest citizen.

I shall not zo into the
slums for that purpose Hut content
myself with walking some of ouv bLest
known streets where some- of our
niost important institutions have their
site. As a beginning, let us take Cnl-
onial Street:. T know, sir, that yo1
still maintain an active interest .in
the well-being of Bishop Feild College,
and you will be able to sympathise
with—and, I hope, enforce—this plea
for a. betterment of the - immediate
surroundings of that seat of learning.
The College is partly. bqunded on two
of its four sides by cobble-stone drains
whi¢h collect the offensive offal of
the neighbourhood. This offal seeps
into the crevices between the stones,
corrupts there, breeds disease and in-
fection during the period of moist
weather and disseminates the foul
germs with every breath of dry air
which sweeps down the ‘lane and
around the corner. There are times
when as, he passes by the front door
ot .the College the boldest must hold
his breath for ‘a while. -Yet ‘it is the
hard fate of the hundreds of children
who seek their education here to
hreathe this fetid and infected atmos-
phere all the time they are at their
books or at their play. Will any sane
man contend that the College can do
its. best work under such conditions?
Will any meother assert that her child
is being given a fair chance to de-
velop ‘healthily either in body or
brain while his head aches and his lit-
tle stomach rebels against the putrid
exhalations of these drains?

England’s Fifth George.

Since his accession the new Sov-
ereign has, on the whole, borne him-
self through a very trying period
with dignity and good sense. The
addresses he has had to issue to the
nation, to the army and navy, to the

British Empire at large, to the
Houses of Parliament, and to the
Princes and people of India, have
been couched in excellent language.
I do not suppose that King George
was their sole author, but I am as-
sured he had a far greater hand in
preparing them and in laying down
their general lines than most Sov-
ereigns have. The King has a real
gift of energetic expression. He used
to be a poor speaker; he .is now per-
haps the most ‘eloquent “Sovereign
who has ever sat on ‘a British
Throne. Liké most sailors, he is
free and voluable of speech, a hearty
and persistent talker, a man of naive,
elementary nature. If he used to
seem constrained and out of place on
a public platform it was not because
he lacked ideas or the 'words to
clothe them, but because he is es-
sentially a shy and rather nervous
man, and because his life at sea had
never given him that invaluable early
training in facing audiences and
holding the centre of the. stage on
ceremonial occasions. But experi-
ence and practice have overcome his
diffidence, and King George, though
his rhetoric will never rival the
Kaiser’s, already rises- considerably
above the level of ordinary British
oratory.—Harper’s Weekly.
