BBITISH OFFICIAI.
LONDON, May 28.

On the night of May 26th a hostile 
patrol was surprised and dispersed 
southeast of Lavertio. High explos­
ive charges fixr wire-cutting were 
captured. During the night we bom 
tiarded enemy trenches southeast of 
Neuve Chapelle. Our artillery fire 
caused ‘destruction of eftfemy stores at 
Guillemount. The enemy directed 
heavy bombardment, lasting eighty- 
minutes, against our trenches west 
of Fricourt, also shelled our trenches 
about Serre. We sprung five mines, 
three about Hulluch, two southeast 
of Cuminchy. The enemy sprang one 
mine about Hohenzollern redoubt, and 
another west of LaFolie wood crater, 
which our troops occupy. To-day 
enemy artillery has been active 
against our positions about Suzanne 
Ovillers, Souches, Bois Grenier. St. 
Eloi and Ypres. We bombarded ene 
my trenches west of Lens southeast 
of Lavertio. Hostile parties, working 
east of Maricourt, were dispersed by" 
our artillery fire The Germans have 
shown more activity than usual the 
last few days. Their expenditure of 
ammunition has been lavish.

Occupation by the French of por­
tions of three craters formed by ex­
plosion of German mines in Argonne, 
is announced in an official statement 
issued by the French War Depart­
ment this afternoon. Regarding the 
battle for Verdun, it reports a lively 
artillery duel west of the Meuse, and 
intermittent cannonading on the right 
bank of the river. In Upper Alsace 
the French checked two attempts by 
Germans to advance near Altkirch.

’ GREECJ5 PROTESTS.
ATHENS, May 28.

Greece’s protest against the mili­
tary operations undertaken by the 
Central Powers and Bulgaria in Greek 
Macedonia, was forwarded last night 
to the Ministers of Greece at Berlin, 
Vienna and Sofia. The Bulgarians 
entered Greek territory virtually un­
opposed. This caused violent com­
ment in the press and considerable 
among the population. Greek mili­
tary authorities claim they were un­
able to communicate with their 
troops in Eastern Macedonia. The be­
lief is general here that the Greek 
Government will confine its action to 
protect.

FORT CAPTURED BY BELGARS.
PARIS, May 28.

Telegraphing from Salonika, under, 
date of May 27th, the Havas corres­
pondent says that Bulgarian troops, 
which on Mijy 26th occupied Fort Ru­
pel, on the River Struma, in Greece, 
have sent patrols to Install them­
selves in the neighborhood of Demir- 
Hissair Bridge, which was partially 
destroyed by the Entente Allies. The 
usual cannonading is reported to be 
going on along the rest of the front, 
with a lively infantry engagement on 
the left bank of the Vardar.

SINN FEIN INQUIRY.
DUBLIN, May 28. 

The Royal Commission engaged in 
an inquiry into the recent Irish rebel­
lion, occupied itself at to-day’s ses­
sion here with taking police evidence 
regarding the Sinn Fein movement, 
and revolt, outside Dublin, chiefly in 
Galway and Kerry. In Galway In­
spector Rutledge testified that Sinn 
Fein volunteers began organization 
at a meeting addressed- by Sir Roger 
Casement, Patrick H. Pearce, since 
executed, for his part in the rebel'ion, 
and Professor McNeil. According to 
the inspector, Casement said the oh 
ject was winning Home Rule to pro­
tect themselves against Ulster volun­
teers, but Professor MacNeil declared 
that the object was the same as that 
of the Irish volunteers in 1789. In­
spector Clayton, of the East Riding of 
Galway, said that the Sinn Feiners 
comprised shop keepers, farmers sons 
and some priests. They were armed 
with rifles of Italjan manufacture, he 
said. Inspector Hill, of Kerry, said 
the leaders of the movement there 
having been deported, there Were no 
leaders in the district at the present 
time. He said that a man named 
Monteith, who is alleged to have land­
ed with Casement and Daniel BaileyV 
is still at large, but he held hope of 
getting him yet.

FRENCH TROOPS MAKE CAPTURE.
PARIS, May 27.

French troops have captured the 
eastern part of the village of Cu- 
mieres, and have taken German 
trenches northwest of the village. An 
attack on French trenches bordering 
on Fort Douaumont was repulsed,

A NATIONAL FUNERAL.
PARIS, May 28.

The cabinet decided this morning to 
arrange a national funeral for Gener­
al Gallieni, and, subject to the ap­
proval of his family, transfer his body 
to the Hotel des Invalides? which con­
tains the remains of Napoleon.

ITALIAN OFFICIAL.
ROME, May 27.

In the Lagarina Valley the enemy 
continued yesterday its impetuous at­
tacks on our lines between the Adige 
River and the Arsa Valley, and met 
with another sanguinary defeat. Af­
ter the usual violent artillery pre­
parations, masses of infantry, in close- 
formation began an attack upon life at 
Coni Sugna and Col' de Buole. They 
were exterminated by the cool and 
precise fire of our troops. Between 
the Arsa Valley and Postina the sit­
uation is unchanged. In the A (dago 
sector fighting continued during the 
whole day with varying fortunes and 
was still proceeding at night, the ene­
my attacking our positions north of 
Arsa Valley. In the Sugana Valley 
the enemy made several attacks on 
Monte Viviron, but were repulsed each 
time with heavy losses. One of our 
columns of infantry and Alpines,'by 
a brilliant surprise attack, drove the 
enemy from the approaches to ouv 
positions on the left bank of the 
Masojamaso.

AUSTRIAN OFFICIAL.
VIENNA, May 27.

Twenty-five hundred Italians, four 
guns, four machine guns and ^quan­
tity of war materials have been cap­
tured by the Austrians, who stormed 
an extensive mountain ridge on Tren- 
tino front, according to an official 
statement.

BULGARS ON GREEK TERRITORY.
LONDON, May 28.

A despatch to Reuter’s Telegram 
Co., from Salonika, says that a strong 
force of Bulgarians estimated at 25.- 
000, lias crossed the Greek frontier 
Rupel has been occupied, which is a 
Greek fort and earthworks. The Bul­
garian advance guard then pushed, 
forward and occupied the station and 
bridge at Demir Hissiar. Activity at 
other points indicates an important 
movement upon Greek Macedonia.

NOTICE TO SURRENDER.
LONDON, May 28.

The correspondent at Athens of the 
Exchange Telegraph Co., says that 
the Bulgarians gave the Greeks two 
hours’ to surender Rupel Fort, which 
is six miles from Demir Hissair 
bridge, which was recently blown u] 
by the French in anticipation of this 
attack. An Athens newspaper says 
that a deputation of German and Bul­
garian officers demanded the surren 
der of Fort Rupel, and explained its 
occupation was necessary in order to 
secure the Bulgarian left wing against 
the eventual Entente Allied attack. 
The surrender of the fort was effect­
ed on Friday morning at 3 o’clock, 
when the proctocol was signed by 
the German, Bulgarian and Greek 
officers. The Germans and Bulgari­
ans, the newspapers say, undertook 
to restore the fort to Greece so soon 
as reasons for its occupation no long­
er existed.

tice, and common peace. He express­
ed the hope that the terms of peace 
which will end the present war, will 
include such an arrangement.

SOFIA OFFICIAL.

SERBIAN ARMY IN SALONIKA.
PARIS, May 28.

After crossing the Aegean Sea with­
out loss, the Serbian Army, in full 
strength now, has been landed in Sal­
onika, according to a despatch re­
ceived here to-day by wireless tele­
graphy.

CREW LANDED.
PARIS, May 28.

A Havas despatch from" Port Ven­
dras, says that two French torpedo 
boats arrived there yesterday, bring­
ing 60 members of the crew of the 
Italian steamer Moravia, which was 
torpedoed by a German submarine on 
Thursday afternoon without warning. 
The chew was abandoned in fwo life­
boats. The Moravia saited from New 
York on May 6th, and was last report­
ed passing Gibraltar on May 22nd..

BRITISH OFFICIAL.
LONDON, May 28.

The British.official communication 
reads: About 11 o’clock Saturday 
eigning, after q short and heavy bom­
bardment, the enemy attempted to 
raid our trenches east of Callone, but 
failed. No enemy entered our trench­
es. An enemy night patrol was met 
by one of our patrols near Hebuterne 
and put to flight, leaving one dead. 
During tlie night the enemy blew up 
a mine a thousand yards southeast of 
Neuville St. Vaast, also two at Cam­
ouflets, south of Loos, and one east of 
Souchez and Camouflets, but there 
were no casualties. Early this morn­
ing the enemy heavily shelled the 
area southwest of Zill.ebeke with gas 
shells followed later by bombard­
ment of our communication trenches 
east of Zillebeke. To-day there was 
rather more hostile artillery fire than 
usual at Fricourt and Mametz sec­
tors, Hohenzollern redoubt and St. 
Eloi. We shelled enemy trenches 
west ot Beauvraine opposite Hannes- 
camps, with good effect. B’nemy’s 
trench mortal's were active about 
Auchuille, south of Serne and at the 
Quarry. Our aeroplanes, taking ad­
vantage of the fine weather, accom­
plished useful work. Hostile aero­
planes were not active.

It Is to Laugh!
The report of President 
Wilson’s Speech on Peace

Breads like a farce. “The 
United States must be 
- reckoned with in the set­

tlement of the Great European War.” 
Why? What has the United States 
done which gives her standing in the 
settlement? She has mouthed much 
about what she woyld do if American 
lives and limbs were imperilled by 
German submarines, and afterwards 
did nothing when such outrages were 
perpetrated. The President prates 
about protecting small states, and yet 
was too proud to fight when Belgium 
was invaded and desolated. Ho talks 
too of stopping future wars begun 
in violation of treaties. He remained 
silent when Germany tore up its 
treaty with Belgium. One wonders 
how he proposes to stop wars. The 
American Navy has never been put on 
a war footing and the American army 
is much more contemptibly small than 
was the British army in July, 1914, as 
compared with the big continental 
armies. President Wilson also pro­
poses to maintain the Freedom of the 
seas. Having failed absolutely to do 
anything in these directions in the 
present war, his talk about what the 
United States will do in future is a 
mere beating of the air. The United 
States would be willing to join a Lea­
gue to carry out these objects. What 
would be the good of that? The real 
question is: Will the United States 
do anything in the way of policing 
the world? Will the President set to 
work to put up an army of a million 
men, ready for the field, and put the 
American Navy on a war footing? 
Poverty in deeds and impotence in 
warfare render the mouthing of the 
President about peace in future pure­
ly farcical. i

God, the great Potter, cannot make

We are His material and 
unless a nation, or an individual, 
purges itself of sin, it cannot be 
blessed. So Rev. Mr. Mhitemarsh gave 
us his Empire lesson yesterday at 
Cochrane Street Church.

FARMER'S NARROW ESCAPE.

Wm. Crockwell, farmer, Bay Bulls 
Road, an old man 80 years of age, had 
a narrow escape from death at 8 
o'clock this morning when on his way 
to the city.

On the. West front, the renewed in­
tensity of the German onslaught upon 
Verdun indicates the importance at­
tached by their staff, if not to the cap­
ture of the famous fortress, at least to 
the principle of a sustained offensive. 
Hope of rushing and holding Verdun 
must by this time have been abandon­
ed by the German commanders, 
though it is possible that they ima­
gine the defence will at last break un­
der the stress of repeated blows, as 
happened so often in Russia last 
summer. The reason for the fierce 
resumption of ■the attack is rather to 
bo seen in the brilliant recapture of 
Douaumont by General Nivelle. To 
permit this fort, won at the expense 
of so much time and so great losses, 
to remain in French hands would have 
been a striking confession of failure. 
It must be retaken at all costs. It 
has been retaken, and at terrible cost. 
To the Germans their success is the 
fact immediately important : eventu­
ally the price they have paid for it 
will prove infinitely more so. And it 
is doubtful if ,they will hold it long. 
The French defence may be likened to 
a great steel spring. The Germans 
must keep it compressed, if they can­
not break it—the slightest relaxa­
tion permits it to fly back again, with 
telling effect.

Military criticis agree that another, 
and perhaps greater, offensive may 
soon be looked for on the British 
front, but they differ on the import­
ant point of the initiative—whether it 
will come frqm the British or German 
side. We are inclined to favour the 
opinion that it will be the latter, as at 
Verdun. It is known that the pick 
of the German troops are ranged 
against the British, particularly in the 
region of Arras. It has never been 
the enemy’s policy to remain cn the 
defensive where an attack has any 
hope of success. They cannot aflyd 
to wait. The attempt must be nurne. 
The fact, not yet proved to them, that 
the chances are greatly against its 
succeeding does not remove the neces­
sity of making it.

The remaining battle-front, that in 
the far East, is perhaps the most in­
teresting of all. It differs radically 
from the other theatres in that the 
Russians are advancing in successive 
and disconnected waves, and not in a 
^continuous line. All eyes are cen­
tred upon Baghdad. The movements 
of the Grand Duke, since he passed 
the Caucasus mountains, have been 
remarkably swift and silent. Erze- 
rum and Trebizond fell almost before 
the world at large was aware that 
they were seriously threatened. The 
Russians are moving from the region 
northeast of Bagdad and their ob­
ject seems to be to effect a juncture 
with the English forces at Kut-el- 
Amara. From Mosul to Bagdad 
there will shortly be waged a conflict 
that may determine not merely the 
fate of Mesopotamia but of all Tur­
key, and possibly the issue of the 
whole war. There are more remote 
possibilities than that Turkey may be 
eliminated from the contest before the 
end of the summer, We need not 
speculate upon the consequences of 
such an event; they would be imme­
diate and tremendous. Even without 
it Salonika and the Balkans may very 
soon be the scene of another struggle, 
this time of greatly more importance 
than before.

THE IRISH PROBLEM.

LONDON, To day.
David Lloyd George has abandoned 

his usual visit to the countly so that 
he may continue negotiations for the 
settlement of the Irish question, and 
is devoting the time generally given 
to golf, to meet and confer with Irish 
and other leaders. It is not expected 
the Round Table conference, if such 
a stage be reached at all, will he held 
for some weeks, as Lloyd George de­
sires to get the views of all interest­
ed both here and in Ireland, before 
starting formal negotiations. While 
virtually everybody hopes for settle­
ment of the long standing controver­
sy, it is realized there are many diffi­
culties in the way. Those most con­
versant with the situation believe the 
best Lloyd George will be able to ac­

complish will be an arrangement for 
the provisional administration of Ire­
land in which all parties will be re­
presented, to carry on the affairs of 
the. country until the conclusion of the 
war. Both Sir Edward Carson, Union­
ist leader, John Redmond, Nationalist 
leader, are in a difficult position, be­
cause of the attitude likely to be tak­
en by extremists in their parties 
should they make concessions. Many 
Nationalists favor the total exclusion 
of Ulster, until such time as the Ul­
sterites may recognize the advantages 
of Home Rule and desire to come iu. 
When the Home Rule Bill was before 
the Commons, the Government intro­
duced an amendment providing that 
each county in Ulster might vote itself 
out of Home Rule for a period of six 
years. Sir Edward Carson’s answer 
to this was that if the time limit were 
removed, he would submit the pro­
position to the people of Ulster. La­
ter at the Buckingham Palace confer­
ence, lie suggested to omit part of 
Ulster, and on this point the confer­
ence came to a deadlock.

'There is little change in the post 
tion to-day. With many English 
Unionists pressing him to reach an 
agreement, Sir Edward Carson and 
other Ulster leaders might be more 
conciliatory, but a section of Nation 
alists with Joseph Devlin at the head 
insist that the whole of Ireland must

k be united under one Parliament, and ^ 
the Ulsterites are hardly prepared to 
concede such. Besides having to 
consider the views of the Devlinites, 
Redmond has to walk warily for fear 
of what the O’Brienites might do, 
since the Sinn Fein outbreak, they 
might prove at thé next general elec­
tion to be the strongest party. Realiz­
ing this, they, particularly Timothy 
Healey, would, as has been done In 
the past, oppose any concessions sug­
gested by the Nationalist leader, and 
even fight him should he refuse to 
whittle down to the original demands 
of the Home Rule party. Thus Lloyd 
George.has undertaken a problem 
which presents many obstacles. It is. 
however, considered a good omen, an 
attempt at a settlement is being made 
during Parliamentary recess, for most 
important political decisions In this 
war have been made during holidays.
It was during August bank holiday,
1914, that Sir Edward Grey announced

RUSSIANS STOP GERMAN OFFEN­

LONDON, To-day.
Petrograd reports an attempt by 

the Germans at Lake Drisviaty region 
to start an offensive movement, but 
was stopped by the concentrated ar­
tillery fire of the Russians. The Aus­
trians are still on the offensive again­
st the Italians in the region south­
east of Trent, but Rome reports 
wherever infantry attacks started the 
Austrians met with repulse. On Isonzo 
front and San Michel the Italians in 
mining operations destroyed Austrian 
trenches and took the defenders of 
them under their rifle fire as they fled. 
Turkish contingents which tried to 
advance against the Russians on the 
Caucasus front, region of Rivand Ou- 
za Dergala, were repulsed by Rus­
sians, according to Petrograd.

In the twenty months in which the 
Prize Court has been sitting under the 
Presidency of Sir Samuel Evans, 84 
captured enemy vessels. have already 
been condemned as prizes, and of 
these 42 have been sold and 42 re­
quisitioned.

036. All of these have been requisi­
tioned.

The total proceeds of the sale of 
ships and cargoes amount to £ 6,850,- 
000 of which there is now a balance in 
the Prize Fund of about £4,850,000.

Dutch Papers Are Very 
Naturally Puzzled

The Hague, via London, May 20.— 

Some Dutch newspapers gravely, but 
fruitlessly, see a technical explana­
tion of the communication of the 
Dutch Naval Department on Thurs­
day concerning the inquiry into the 
sinking of the steamer Tubantia.

They confess their Inability to un­
derstand how a torpedo could remain 
active for days and cite The Hague 
Convention of 1907, which forbids, the 
use of torpedoes which do not become 
harmless after missing their mark.

But many «îewspapers, like the 
Nieuwe Rotterdamsche Courante, are 
frankly sarcastic and offer sugges­
tions such as “The submarine com­
mander forgot to keep his calendar up 
to date.”

All agree, however, the matte*- can­
not be allowed to rest, especially in 
yiew of the testimony of eye-witnesses 
who plainly saw the track of a tor­
pedo. ,,

So far the ^matter has been treated 
as an unsolved puzzle, but the ex­
pectation _is very general that Ger­
many ultimately will admit that the 
submarine commander made a mistake

and offer regrets and compensation.
The official communicatipn issued 

on Thursday by the Dutch naval .de­
partment said that the commander oi 
German submarine said he fired a tor­
pedo at a British warship. Mardi 6, 
and that it missed its target. . The 
commander declared he had not fired 
at the Tubantia, March 16.

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Doctor Grenfell
at the Front.

From “Tollers 
SOME EXPERIENCES OF WAR.

Dr. Grenfell, after spending thiee 
months at the Front with the Harvard 
unit, has returned to resume his 

"great work in Labrador. On, his way 
baik he spent a few days in London 
and found time to give at the head­
quarters of the Young Men’s Christian 
Association, in Tottenham Court Rd., 
W.C., an address on his experiences. 
Reference was made to the lecture in 
the last number pf ‘Toilers of the 
Deep.’ We are now able to give an 
extended report embodying the sub­
stance of what was said by Dr. Gern- 
fell, whose remarks were listened to 
throughout with the deepest and most 
sympathetic attention and. who was 
frequently and heartily applauded. 
Dr. Grenfell said: —

I am on my way from France to 
Labrador, and I am really s6rry to be 
out of khaki, though I never was in 
it before. While I was in the thick 
of my work on the other side of the 
Atlantic I was invited to join the Har­
vard Surgical Unit at the front. I 
found it possible to do so, because I 
knew that in my temporary absence 
my work in Labrador and Newfound­
land would be faithfully carried on 
by my friends and devoted helpers. 
So I came over and was attached to 
the Harvard Unit with the rank of 
Major, and the experiences I have 
gained as an Army surgeon will re­
main amongst the greatest and proud­
est of my life. I have had the oppor­
tunity of seeing what the British Ar­
my is doing in many ways in this ter­
rible war—I have been at many plac­
es, including the base at Boulogne, 
and many great battle-centres such as 
Ypres, Bethune and Armentieres. And 
I have been in the trenches, so that 
I have had full chances of seeing 
what is really going on. It is hard, 
almost impossible, to find words in 
which to express admiration of the 
courage, endurance and humanity of 
the British troops in this terrible con­
flict.

All my life has been a roving one, 
ever since I took my degree as a doc­
tor exactly thirty years agb. When I 
really began life I decided to look for 
some field of work where I could be 
useful. I went into the London Hos­
pital and very soon became intense­
ly interested in the Royal National 
Mission to Deep Sea Fishermen. In 
those days the fishing vessels were 
all sail, and when a man was serious- 

. ly injured he had to be transferred to 
some vessel that was carrying fish to 
Billingsgate, and then he was taken to 
the London Hospital. This state of 
things on the North Sea brought home 
to one the possibility of Christian men 
preaching the gospel of love and help; 
and men went out and largely brought 
atout that wonderful revolution which 
we see to-day amongst North Sea fish­
ermen.

I cannot help feeling that in the 
trenches, right along the line where 
tile surgical men are working, there 
is just the same problem to deal with 
as we encountered in those early days 
of Mission effort in the trawling fleets. 
Very great difficulties had to be over­
come in performing operations in tiny 
Mission hospital smacks on the open 
sea, far from land; just as unusual 
obstacles have to be surmounted in 
treating wounded fighting men at the 
Front to-day. The problem in the 
North Sea was to heal men’s bodies, 
as well as to help them to take a

of the Deep.”
higher view of life; and it seems to 
me that the problem at the Front is 
just the same.

In dealing with the body there have 
been preventive developments which 
are little short of marvellous. The 
history of war is not the history of 
wounds; as a rule it has been the his­
tory of disease, and speaking as an 
unbiased person, I think that in this 
connection we are doing a perfectly 
magnificent work.

First of all, the troubles of the 
trench fighting have been the gas 
bacillus, which is an animal bacillus: 
and the tetanus bacillus. Both began 
operations in this war with terriple 
results ; but now they have scarcely 
any effect. It must be remembered 
that the soil in France and Flanders, 
where so much of the fighting has 
taken place, is highly cultivated and 
is therefore splendid breeding ground 
for those deadly bacilli. So much is 
this the case with tetanus that in the 
early stages of the war bits of uni­
form which had been driven into the 
body, however slightly, were infinite­
ly more dangerous than serious 
wounds caused by clean shrapnel, for 
the cloth by contact with the soil had 
become infected with the bacillus. I 
have seen men with pieces of shrapnel 
left in their wounds and dqing well ; 
but a piece of uniform, sodden with 
the rich soil, was a very different 
thing. But so wonderful has been the 
advance in the method of treating te­
tanus that to-day, if taken in time, 
such a thing as a fatal result is ex­
tremely improbable. Every soldier is 
so quickly and skilfully treated that 
danger practically does not exist.

The very terrible gas bacillus caus­
ed another very common disease, for 
the gas produced a kind of gangrene; 
yet now. there is very little mortality 
indeed from this cause.

In the beginning, too, any number 
of men were lost from typhoid fever ; 
but now typhoid is getting so rare 
that if a case occurs anywhere on the 
Front it is known the same night at 
the French General Headquarters. 
That remark applies to the whole of 
our armies, and so rigid is the control 
which is kept over these matters that 
on the .day following the report a 
searching local inquiry is held as to 
the cause of tho disease.

At the Front I saw men who came 
from all parts of the country .where 
I have been working for the past 
twenty-five years—Canadians, Ameri­
cans, and so on. And in passing, just 
let me say that in ' connection with 
this war we are misjudging America 
because of the attitude which the Pre­
sident has taken. I have stayed with 
Mr. Wilson and with Mr. Roosevelt, 
•and I know that the spirit of Am­
erica is with us. It is because the 
whole spirit of the American people 
is with us that thirty-three doctors 
and thirty-six nurses—most of them 
giving up splendid practices—went 
out from America to the Front, as the 
Harvard Unit to help us. Just so the 
Chicago Unit, and many more 1 Ameri­
cans fighting in the ranks.

I have seen at the Front men of all 
ages and of every rank in life—veter­
ans who were a long way over the 
army age, and, immature youths of 16 
or 17. The spirit of loyalty and the 
determination to do their bit made 
them go. Often enough a boyish pa­
tient would smile when I looked at 
the chart and asked him how old he 
really was. “Oh, that’s ■ my Army 
age,” he would say; and go on smil­
ing.
