World’s Longest 
Suspension Bridge 

to Span the Hudson.

Work in the construction of Am­
erica’s greatest suspension bridge, the 
center span of which will be the long­
est in tile world, was begun recently 
on both sides of the Hudson River, 
three miles from Peekskiil, N.Y.

The new bridge, wh&h will be com­
pleted about April, 1926, is to be 
known as the Bear Mountain-Hudson 
River Bridge, taking its, name from 
the Bear Mountain reservation, a sec­
tion of the Palisades Interstate Park 
system which will be its westerly ter­
mine.
TO LINK IMPORTANT HIGHWAYS.

Need for a bridge linking the high­
ways on the east and west banks of 
the Hudson long has been felt. The 
site of the bridge now under construc­
tion was selected because it is the nar­
rowest part of the river. In addition, 
it is within easy distance of New York 
and other cities that supply heavy 
motor traffic for the State highways. 
The rock formations at the site are 
suitable for the support of the tre­
mendous weight of the structure and 
of advantageous elevations for the 
support of the approaching spans.

The new structure wilPhave a total 
length of 2262 feet, including ap­
proaches. The center span will be 
1682 feet long,—32 feet longer than 
that of the Williamsburg Bridge across 
the East River in New York City, 
which now is the longest in the world. 
The clear height above the river will 
be 155 feet, about 20 feet higher than 
any of the bridges connecting Man­
hattan with Brooklyn. The 360-foot 
steel to were, likewise will rise high 
above those of the great East River 
bridges.

On the east side of the river will be 
constructed an approach road of con­
crete to connect the bridge with the 
nearest highway. The west approach 
highway will be on the axis of the 
bridge and will connect with State 
Highway Route No. 3 at a point about 
1000 feet from the bridge.

More than 7000 wires will make up 
the 17-inch cables on which the road­
way will be supported and 13,552 tons 
of steel will be used in construction. 
There will be a 3$-foot roadway in the 
centre, with side-walks five feet in 
width at each side.

The location of the bridge is about 
46 miles from Times Square, New

String Pot Handles

Loop the twine 
and place It down one side of the 
handle, then commence wrapping the 
thick string around the handle and 
twine. When the wrapping is com­
plete, push the loose end of the thick 
string through the loop of the twine. 
Now pull the unlooped ends of the 
twine. This will pull the loose ends of 
the string under the wrapping and 
hold them securely.

PROTECT IT-DEVELOP IT.

Since the coming of the Rotary Club into our midst it has 
been the means of calling attention to many matters of public 
moment, and of these not by any means the least important was 

I the subject upon which the Hon. Sir Edgar Bowring gqve such 
I an interesting address at their last meeting—Newfoundland as a 
f Tourist Resort. ,

To summarise the attractions that we have to offer to the 
I tourist is not our purpose. They have often been described, but 
I even our most brilliant writers have failed to do them full jus- 
i tice. Nature has been prodigal with her gifts, and it is but for 
; us to reap the benefits.

The first essential if this asset is to be turned to account is 
i adequate protection. The Game Laws require revision, and 
| more effective measures must be taken to patrol our rivers and 
, our hunting grounds. To induce sportsmen of the right type to 
\ come to the country, they must first of all be assured that the 
i game laws, are rigidly enforced. This can only be done by con- 
I siderably increasing the numbers of wardens, offering sufficient 
j inducement to secure capable men, and eiriploying supervisors, 
i each in charge of a definite area,-to see that the laws are being 
! upheld. Hatcheries should be constructed to guard against de- 
! pletion of the trout and salmon waters, and more reservations 
| should be marked out for the protection of the caribou. This in 
particular is an immediate necessity owing to the reported re- 

i duction in the size of the herds, and also because the area in 
j which shooting is forbidden at present is in the vicinity of the 
| Humber activities. Good roads are necessary, and the rivers 
• must be bridged. ,

The true sportsman is not seeking a happy hunting ground 
only. He has an eye to the artistic. He finds pleasure, unex­
pressed perhaps in the wide spaces, in the deep silence of the 
forests, in the roar of the thundering waterfalls, and in the 
solemnity of the everlasting hills. But our natural beauty is 

t stripped of its splendour with the destruction of our plant life, 
j and hand in hand with the precautions taken to protect our game 
1 must go every possible provision to reduce fire risks.

Adequate hotel accommodation will doubtless follow when 
i the stream of tourist traffic is no longer an uncertainty. That 
i can greatly be augmented by the circulation of literature both 
! in England and America, and by advertising our attractions—

PREMIER KING’S REGRETS.
Ottawa. July 18.—(Canadian Press) 

—The following telegram was sent to 
Hon. E. M. MacDonald, acting Minis­
ter Of National Defence, at Pictou, N. 
S„ by Premier W. L. Mackenzie King 
yesterday :

“I cannot too greatly regret the cir­
cumstances which have made it im­
possible for me to be present at the 
160 anniversary celebration of arrival 
of Scottish pioneers at Pictou, N.S. 
Will you please convey to his Excel­
lency the Governor-General and to all 
present at the unveiling of the monu­
ment to the pioneers my heartiest 
greetings and best wishes for the oc­
casion. I can think of no inheritance 
more to be desired than that ot being 
able to claim kindred with the sons 
and daeghters of the highlands and 
lowlands ot Scotland. Their inbred 
desire for freedom, their love ot 
knowledge, their deep religious sense, 
transplanted across the seas, have 
gone far to establish our national life 
upon broad and enduring foundations.

New Binocular 
Magnifying Glass

Fits Head ARRI ED !
A binocular magnifying glue, 

which attaches to a bandeau fastened 
around thq head, has been invented 
by Dr. J. Molinie, of France, to take 
the piece of the reflectors with holes 
In the centres now used by phy­
sicien».

The inetrnment leeves both hand» 
of the user free. It is equipped with 
e reflector that throws a beam of 
light on the surface under observa­
tion while» the glass magnlfles it 
from six to 10 times, according to the 
distance from the object.

Two eye-pieces at the rear can he 
adjusted to the eyes of the observer. 
A single telescopic tube in front re- 
ceives rays from the object being ex­
amined. These rays are split by 
prisms so that each eye views the 
same image.

July 23.—Benny Leonard, of New 
York, successfully defended his title 
of world’s lightweight boxing cham­
pion against Lew Tendler ,of Phila­
delphia, in a fifteen round bout at the 
Yankee Stadium to-night, before a 
crowd of at least 65,000 persons.
