MORE TROUBLE IN CHINA.
TIENTSIN, Nov. 10.

The city was 
thrown into a panic yesterday when 
an ammunition iraifn caught fire and 
a series of explosions resulted, hut 
prompt action enabled 210 of the 216 
care to be removed beyond the danger 
zone and the flames burned themsel­
ves ont.

The fire broke out 
about 600 yards from the Central 
Station. The munitions had been left 
by Wui Pel Fu when he fled from this 
part of the country after a coup de-tat 
had ousted him from his position as 
head of the Peking Government army. 
The explosions caused a frantic exo­
dus Into the foreign concessions. Fen, 
who - was erronlouely reported here, 
had not arrived this, evening. He was 
last reported at Yangtauh, 21 miles 
to the west. Chang had passed thru’ 
TangsTiun, 8L miles to the Northeast 
to-day, and was expected to reach 
Tientsin. An Allied train, bound for 
Peking was held at Kota where the 
Manchurian forces had gone. Feng 
Fu Slang was reported to have ended 
the wàr with Manchuria when he 
seized Peking, set up a military reg­
ime and drove from power his former 
commander Wu Pel Fu, who has fled 
to Chefco. Later despatches said the 
Manchurian leader, Chang Tso Lin, 
had. been invited to attend a peace 
conference In Peking. Feng and 
Chang Joined In menacing from the 
east and west respectively the troops 
of General Wu, until these forces 
were disintegrated.

HARNESSING HEAT FROM UNDER 
THE GROUND.

What will happen when the earth 
runs short of coal and oil supplies?

This problem was discussed by Pro­
fessor W. W. Watts, In a paper on 
‘‘Geology In the Service of Man.”

He suggested the possibility of a 
great new power which humanity may 
harness to Its service—nothing lees 
than the heat of the earth’s nether re­
gions. —

A beginning has been made at Vol- 
terra. In Italy, where a new source of 
power has been found In the high 
temperature steam from Fumaroles, 
which has previously been used only 
as a source ot-borax. Now the steam 
is being tapped by boring, and its 
chief heat is employed in running 
great power stations.

This may bo but the beginning of 
the application of a new and valuable 
source of power in which the services 
of geology will be required.

Wg are haunted by the tear that a 
limit will be impooed by high tem­
perature to deep mining, while that 
very Jtpat may provide energy as valu­
able as the material which would 
otherwise be mated—just as we dread 
the gas from certain coal seams, 
when the gas might, If tt could be ex­
ploited? give a return equivalent to 
that of the çoal lk At.

I would like here to give you a 
brief outline of the Royal Newfound­
land Regt., the major engagements 
they fought in, the number of killed, 
wounded, missing, and the honors 
conferred:—The first five hundred 
(the Blue Putties as they were called) 
went across w'th the Canadian con­
tingent in October, 1914. A further 
company was sent over before the end 
of the year, and early in 1915 the bat­
talion was completed by the arrival 
of D Company.

After completing their training at 
Aldershot, they left by steamer for 
the Dardanelles; landing at Sulva 
Bay on Sept 20th, consisting of about 
1,000 officers and men. The Regiment 
sustained 39 deaths In action and

from disease; and 76 casualties from 
wounds. From Nov. 26-27, there was 
a great storm on the Peninsula, the 
Regiment losing 150 men with froet- 
bitten feet and sickness, who were 
sent to hospital. Through a large 
number of the men being sent from 
Gallipoli suffering from dysentry, etc., 
only half of thé Regiment wae left to 
take part in the evacuation of Sulva. 
After the evacuation of Sulva in De­
cember, 1915, the Regiment went to 
Cape Helles, where they remained un­
til the early part of January, 1915. 
From there they proceeded to France 
and occupied a part of the Somme 
sector of the British line. Their first 
taste of fighting in France was when 
100 men took part in a trench raid on 
June 27th, for which Capt. Butler re­
ceived the Military Cross and two 
others received decorations. Next we 
come to the battle of Beaumont Hamel 
where the Reg'ment sustained more 
casualties than in any other engage­
ment it took part in. On July 1st at 
7^30 a.m. the order to advance was 
given and so destructive was the en­
emy’s machine gun fire that the Regt. 
wes practically wiped out and the 
further advance had to be given up. 
100 men were reported killed, 210 mis­
sing and 374 wounded. They wbre 
awarded 1 Military Cross, 4 Military 
Medals and 3 were mentioned in 'de­
spatches.

The field over which the Regiment 
advanced that day was bought by vol­
untary subscription by the people of 
Newfoundland and Is now made into 
a beautiful park wth suitable memor­
ials erected therein. The large num­
ber of casualties suffered by the 29th 
Division that day necessitated its 
withdrawal from the l’ne and re-or- 
ganization. Yprcs—During the first 
part of October they occupied the 
Ypres Salient and from there thev 
proceeded to the Somme and occupied 
the trenches at GnCndcourt. On the 
12th of October they advanced, and 
hot only took their own objective but 
also that which the Essex Regiment 
were supposed to have taken. At 
Gueudcourt "revenge was the order 
of the day” and through good bayo­
net work very few prisoners were 
taken. Thus was the loss of our com­
rades at Beaumont Hamel paid in full. 
The Regiment was 450 strong ’ at 
Gueudcourt. Forty-five were killed, 
119 wounded and 75 miss ng. Capt. 
Butler won a Bar to his Military 
Cross. Also 1 Croix-de-Guerre, 1 
Military Cross, 2 Distinguished Con­
duct Medals and 6 Military Medals 
were won in this engagement. Dur­
ing the latter part of January, the 
Regiment moved into the l’ne at Les 
Boeufs. On the 27th, the Kaiser's birth­
day, an attack was made on the en­
emy’s line. Lieut. Gardiner captured, 
unaided, one officer and a company 
of the enemy. An incident of interest 
wes the action of the German officer 
taking the Iron Cross from his own 
breast and pinning it on L'eut. Gar­
diner's tunic. In this action 7 of our 
men were killed and 179 wounded.

Salll-SeJMsel (Silly Silly Sal)—On 
March 3rd our Regiment was drawn 
into an important engagement at 
Saill-Saillsel. Thirteen were killed, 
and 39 wounded. The honors confer­
red on the Regiment were, 1 Military 
Cross, 1 Military Medal, 1 Distinguish­
ed Conduct Medal.

Monchy Le Preux—Next we come to 
Monchy. The Regiment took part in 
a very important engagement there 
and the casualty list consisted of, 49 
killed, 143 wounded and 296 missing. 
The Germans attacked in such large 
numbers that the Regiment was prac­
tically surrounded. A small head­
quarters party who were left, con­
sisting of 9 men, held a grove in a 
village from 10 In the morning until 
4 in the afternoon. Speaking of them 
Lileut.-Col. Nangle said: “LieuL-Col. 
Forbes-Robertson and h's eight men 
are the men who saved Monchy. They 
won fame for themselves, they won 
fame for the Regiment. The whole 
British Army in France honors the 
names of these men for their heroic 
conduct.” They all received decor­
ations. Nine days later the Regiment 
engaged the enemy at Les Fosse Farm 
a short distance from Monchy. Here 
they suffered severe losses. The kill­
ed, wounded, and missing numbering 
550. It was here that Capt. Bartlett 
received his Military Cross. In a sub­
sequent engagement he paid the sup­
reme sacrifice.

Three important engagements were 
fought during the latter part of 1917. 
Steen beck we had 9 killed, 9,3 wound­
ed and 1 missing. The honors con­
ferred on the Regiment for that en­
gagement were 1 Military Cross, 2 
Distinguished Conduct Medals, Capt. 
Bartlett Bar to Military Cross, .12 
Military Medals. The cowardice of 
the enemy during this battle was 
chiefly why our Regiment has such 
a small casualty list. Large numbers 
of the eneq|y were killed and taken 
prisoners.

Broembeck—On October 9th the 
Regiment attacked at Broembeck 
where it lost 60 killed, 130 wounded 
and 14 missing. Decorations receiv­
ed were 6 Military Crosses, Captain 
Keegan Bar to Military Cross, 6 Dis­
tinguished Conduct Medals and 21 
Military Medals.

Cambria—A great honor was con­
ferred on the Regiment here. Hence­
forth it was to be known as the Roy­
al Newfoundland Regiment! No 
greater compliment could be given 
to thoee that served than this. This 
battle lasted practically two weeks. 
79 were killed, 340 wounded and 43

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Newfoundland, perhape, we do not 
realize the frightful casualties of the 
war. In England there are thousands 
of men bl’.nded by the war. Hundreds 
of thousands of partly disabled men 
with arms and legs missing and brok­
en bodies. It will take at least half 
a century to get over the effects of 

•the war, apart from the fact that the 
soldiers put in the best years of their 
lives when they could have been es­
tablishing themselves permanently in 
civil occupations.

Towards the closing years of the 
war England was spending £6,000,000 
a day. It is estimated that it will 
take 160 years for her to get rid of 
her financial obligations brought on 
by the war. Perhaps in Newfoundland 
we shall never fully get rid of ours. 
It is a burden to be boro for all time.

We have known the inspiration of 
fighting for an ideal and spiritual 
exultation of helping to make that 
ideal victorious; but civil life Is also 
a struggle. Mankind must fight for 
its existence, for its comfort, for its 
happiness. In the army we worked 
collect .vely. In civil life- we have to 
work out our own destination by our 
own Individual effort.

Some of you boys and girls might 
say that It was the spirit of adventure 
which prompted our soldiers to en­
list, others that it was patriotism. 
Don’t you think that it was a combin- 
atiçn of these two and a greater third 
Justice. They had a vision of world 
peace and the usher’tag in of that in­
ternational brotherhood of mankind.

It is not to the living that you are 
asked to pay tribute, hut to the me­
mory of your dead brothers and our 
dear comrades who sleep In Flanders 
fields.

They have gone west into the sun­
set. Perhaps onr thoughts linger 
there for awhile—but our vision is on 
the sunrise—and we shall see that 
great army of lostawhlles In the 
breaking of that great morn of ever­
lasting peace. It is to their memory 
that we look for our inspiration.

Distinguished Service Order, Capt. 
Paterson Bar to Military Cross, Mil­
itary Crosses, 3 Distinguished Con­
duct Medals, 7 Military Medals, 2 Mil­
itary Medals and Bar, I Bar to Milit­
ary Medal.

Bailleut-Nieppe—The Regiment lost 
here 50 k.'lled, 133 wounded and 16 
missing. In this battle the Regiment 
captured 500 prisoners and 100 ma­
chine guns.

During the first six months of 1918 
the Regiment was withdrawn from 
the firing line owing to the non arriv­
al of drafts from Newfoundland and 
the fact that the remainder of the first 
five hundred embarked for Newfound­
land on two months’ leave.

In the engagement oç October the 
16th, 1918, Sergti T. Ricketts won his 
Victoria Cross, the only one awarded 
the Regiment. This was the last full 
day’s fighting the Regiment had with 
the enemy. When it next moved for­
ward it was to occupy a part of Ger­
many after the signing of the Armis­
tice.

I have tried in brief to outline some 
of the major engagements our Regi­
ment took part in and the decorations 
conferred on the officers and men.

The responsibility for the war was 
Germany’s. Ever since 1871, when 
she defeated France, she was accumu­
lating a large amount of money every 
year which she placed in her war 
chest for "Der Tag". Her gamble 
for world power ended in a sicken­
ing fiasco. Never shall we forget the 
brutality, the hardships and the de­
vastation in the occupied areas. Here 
are a few of the atrocities to French 
women and girls: A woman’s breast 
cut off; also right arm. Girl aged 11, 
foot cut off. Women hanged to trees. 
Rape of Women. Women bayoneted. 
During the war large quantities of- 
fodder were brought in the United 
States. German agents there placed 
small steel hooks in it. Large num­
ber of horses dying in agony. Murder 
of the wounded. Murder of prisoners. 
All of which were against the rules 
of warfare. No greater compliment 
could be pa d to British honour and 
justice than the fact that a large' 
number of the South African con­
tingent who fought against us in the 
South African war were fighting with 
ue in the late war.

Mr. Lloyd George said in 1917: *”I 
have just visited the battlefields of 
France. I stood as It were at the 
door of Hell, and saw myriads march­
ing into the furnace. I saw some 
coming out of it scorched and mutilla- 
ted. The ghastiliness must never 
again, be enacted on earth.”

It is up to the people of this gener­
ation, and particularly the boys and 
girls, to build up a memorial founded 
on love and justice that will embrace 
all the nations of the earth. Here in

However many times a man may 
cross the Atlantic as a passenger, he 
sees comparatively little of life on a 
floating hotel. Unknown to him, not 
a few of his fellows In the saloon may 
be penniless. I remember one pas­
senger, an American dentist, who left 
with a certain company, as a pledge 
for h"s passage money, his entire pro- 
fessionel outfit, including many sets 
of artificial teeth. The security was 
not redeemed.

Another American got a passage 
on the security of a United States 
Government Bond for $1,000. Shortly 
before sailing he requested that the 
bond should be sent to New York, so 
that he coûld redeem it a day or two 
after arriving there.

Refused To Pay His BUI.
When the ship reached Sandy Hook, 

the passenger, who had run up a : 
heavy b'll, demanded his bond, which, j 
of course, the purser refused to give 
him until he had paid. He said h 
would not pay anything, and at once 
entered an action for Its recovery, 
with the result that the company was 
not only ordered to give It up, but to 
pay all costs. Under American law. 
scrip is real estate, which a United 
States citizen abroad cannot trans­
fer except in the presence of an Am­
erican Consul or a notary public.

Some years ago a woman crossed 
with us at least twenty times, and, 
though on every occasion money or 
jewellery disappeared from a cabin, 
we could not prove anything against 
her.

The Best Of The Bargain.
It may be thought that the frequent 

appearance of her name in passenger 
lists was suspicious; but that In it­
self was nothing. One of the legends 
of the Liverpool service is that a cer­
tain woman would not sell her shares 
in a trans-Atlantic eteamshlp com­
pany—shares which the directors 
were very anxious to acquire—except 
on condition that she should have a 
free passage whenever she liked. 
When hfer terms were agreed to she 
sold her furniture and went to live on 
the Company’s boats.

Whether this story be true or false, 
there is no doubt that some people do 
make homes on Miners. I knew an 
American woman who for a long per­
iod spent only two or three days on 
shore at a stretch, crossing the Atlan­
tic in one boat and returning in the 
first that left after her arrival. Ulti­
mately her friends considered this a 
clear proof of Insanity, and brought 
an action to have her declared a luna­
tic.

Demanded
The serious inconvenience im­

posed on householders by the 
strike of the Sanitary men and 
the dangerous position into 
which the city is drifting be­
cause of the accumulations of 
garbage everywhere have ex­
hausted the patience of citizens, 
and already they are giving 
strong expression to their feel­
ings. The action of these public 
officials cannot in any way, shape 
or form be defended, as their 
position is not in any respect 
similar to that of the longshore­
men. The latter are for the most 
part men who work when and 
where they choose. The sanitary 
men are city officials, regularly 
paid, constantly employed, and 
provided with whatever is re­
quired to perform their work. 
The householders are taxed to 
the hilt to pay for their services, 
and are in no mood to remain 
silent with a week’s accumula­
tion of garbage in their homes, 
all because the men responsible 
for its removal choose to take a 
holiday.

The public want to know what 
the Municipal Council are doing 
in the matter. They have allow­
ed a whole week to pass with­
out giving any intimation of 
their attitude and without mak­
ing an attempt, so far as can 
be learned, to exercise iheir au­
thority. Dirt has accumulated 
in the gutters; public eating 
houses and food distributing 
centres have amassed large 
quantities of swill, which is in 
various degrees of putrefaction, 
and citizens who have put out 
their garbage cans have been 
ordered by A city official to re­
move the nuisance from the 
streets. Remove the nuisance, 
indeed! Whose business is 
that? Is the cellar or the back 
yard 'to become a dumping 
ground and the health of the 
family endangered all because 
of à whim on the part of the 
collectors and because of inac­
tion on the part of the authori­
ties ?

Prompt measure immediately 
the first sign of insubordination 
was observed would have pre­
vented this outrage, but the 
Council have shown weakness 
and have failed to protect the 
rights of the citizens, which is 
their first duty.

A few weeks ago strenuous 
efforts were made by doctors, 
nurses, private individuals and 
the Press to improve the health 
of the children in the city—en­
ergy and money expended to 
what purpose ? At present 
there are several infectious dis­
eases which the health authori­
ties ye trying to stamp out, and 
all the while the homes are be­
ing turned into breeding grounds 
for germs of all descriptions.

There is every justification 
for the resentment voiced by the 
citizens, and we trùst it will 
have the effect of stimulating 
the Council to action. There is 
only one course open to them 
and that is to issue instructions 
to the men to return to work 
immediately, and in the event of 
refusal, to find others to take 
their places.

EMPLOTERS’ ASSOCIATION WILL 

NOT COMPROMISE.
The deadlock existing between the 

Employers' Association and the L.S.

BRAZILIAN COMMANDER ARAN-

yesterday by putting into Montevideo. 
The warship sailed out of the harbour

AUCKLAND GEDDES SAYS COL- 
ONIES AND U.S.A.I ARE MAKING 
EYES AT EACH OTHER.

LONDON, Nov. 11.
In a lecture describing the United 

States as one of the greatest stable 
empires of the world, Sir Auckland 
Geddes, former British Ambassador to 
America, this p.m. told an audience of 
3000 at Westminster Hall how pro­
foundly American thought waa In­
fluencing the United Kingdom, and to 
an even greater extent the British 
Dominions. The British Dominions 
that look out on the Pacific, he said, 
feel that at Washington there is an 
instinctive understanding of their 
difficulties which when they come to 
London they have to explain labor- 
oualy In Downing Street. The speaker 
seemed to surprise some in the audi­
ence with the remark that, when the 
Dominions looked to the Mother Coun­
try and found no satisfactory under­
standing, they are apt to look to 
Washington, and Washington with 
inviting eyes looks back on them. 
The far-flung British Empire, Sir 
Auckland said, has yielded the leader­
ship of the world In many respects to 
the compact desire of the U.S.A. He 
cited the Washington Arms Confer­
ence as an example.

NFLDR. LOST ON QUERO BANK.
LUNENBURG,, N.S., Nor. 11.

The fishing schooner J. H. Mackay, 
Capt. Oran Mossman, put into port 
this p.m. with her flag at half mast 
reporting the loss at sea of Scott, 
aged 20, hailing from Newfoundland. 
The tragedy occurred last Thursday 
on Quero Bank. Scott’s dory upset in 
a heavy sea and his dory mate was 
saved. Scott was not seen again nor 
was hia body recovered.

THE FÀSISTI PARTY TO BECOME A 
NATIONAL PARTY.

ROME, Nov. 11.
Several newspapers here to-day 

state that a project la being studied to 
change the Fascist! Party to one 
which will be called instead the Na­
tional Party. Thia change, it is said, 
is being contemplated in .order to al­
low many who have not yet Joined the 
Fasclsti, becauee of its revolution­
ary origin, to enter an organisation 
having wider scope.

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«WMMIL J5.P.U. Correspondenceto this policy of "World Power" would 
leave no possible atone unturned to 
carry It through. Thus It came about 
that during many long years of In­
tensive preparation German machina­
tions and intrigues remained uncheck­
ed and finally became world-wide. The 
most strenuous efforts were made to 
overlook nothing that could strength­
en their endeavours to secure victory 
and permit them to reach their goal. 
This will-to-war became a second na­
ture. a veritable obsession. I remem­
ber a largely circulated cartoon pnd- 
llshed in Berlin shewing the German 
Army in London with clatter and 
dash through Trafalgar Square, and 
underneath it were the words, “We’ve 
done it." Not only in the United 
Kingdom but throughout our Empire 
a most seditious propaganda was pro­
mulgated from which not even small 
and distant outposts were exempt. In 
such detail did the Germans prepare 
their schemes, and ao far-reaching 
were they, that Teuton Administrators 
were selected for various portions of 
Hie Majesty's Dominions Overseas. 
Apart altogether from the loss of all 
her Colonies and adequate British in­
demnity had likewise been carefully 
calculated. After fifty years of the 
most careful and strenuous prepara­
tion the oft-boasted and longed-for 
day, "Der Tag,” arrived, and on the 
1st of August, 1934, Germany declared 
war on Russia. The Immediate cir­
cumstances that led up to this de­
claration were briefly as follows. On 
the 28th June, 1914, the heir to the 
throne of Austria and his consort 
were murdered at Sarajevo, and on 
fSrd July a humiliating ultimatum 
was delivered to Servis. Although 
Austria’s unreasonable demands were 
almost all conceded the Austrian 
Minister at enee appilsd for his pass­
ports, Meanwhile ths representatives 
of the Brest Powere did their beet to 
mediate and bring about a peaceful 
settlement, but Germany wee averse 
to mediation, Russie, knowing that 
the crushing of Serbia would mean 
her humiliation, ordered the mobilisa, 
tlon of a portion of her armies In 
aupport at the Slavnatlon. Shortly 
afterwards having reason to believe 
that Germay waa mobilizing all her 
forces she followed suit. Meanwhile 
Germany demanded that Russia 
should cease mobilization, and not re­
ceiving the answer she desired she 
declared war as already stated and 
asked France to stand aside being 
fully aware that under the terms of 
her alliance with Russia this was 
impossible. Great Britain then, en­
quired both of Germany and France 
whether the integrity of Belgium 
would be respected. France answer­
ed in the affirmative but Germany de­
clined to reply and instead presented 
an ultimatum to Belgium demanding 
tree passage for her troops, thereby 
clearly indicating what her intentions 
were. Meanwhile Germany endeav­
oured to secure British neutrality. 
On 4th August the British Ambassa­
dor at Berlin presented an ultimatum 
to the German Government demand­
ing before midnight that the integrity 
of Belgium would not be violated. No 
verbal or written reply was forthcom­
ing but it was evident from the bom­
bardment of Liege what Germany’s 
intentions were, and at midnight Eng­
land declared war on Germany. Fur­
ther declarations of war first against 
Austria and afterwards against Tur­
key folowed. The now celebrated re­
port of the Interview the British 
Ambassodor had with the German

bers of the L.S.P.U. as a whole to 
place before the general public seme 
facts in connection with the present 
state of affairs existing between the 
Employers* Protective Association

You 
will note from Messrs. Harvey & Com­
pany's letter that at that period they 
were most anxious that a nine hour 
day should be put in force, and also 
threw out the suggestion that after 
the Tourist Traffic was finished we 
conld revert to a ten hour day. This 
request was merely a personal one 
on the part of Harvey & Company, and 
the representatives of the Union 
pointed out to them that their re­
quest could only be considered If It 
came from the Employers' Protective 
Association as a body. Needless to 
•ay the other employers of labor were 
evidently not consulted In the matter 
at all. We now request the public to 
judge for themselves whether It would 
be mere convenient for all concerned, 
that the nine hour day should «let 
between April let and November 16th 
end a ten hour day between Novem­
ber Uth and March 91ee and feel con­
fident that the general election opin­
ion of the people would be that the 
nine hour day ebould be in force dur­

ISOT EXPLOKER’S ADVENTURES IN 
AFRICA.

Only recently have the Journals of 
Alfred Dolman been published. Al­
though only twenty-four when he 
,Ued n 1161, he made four visits to 
Africa. References to hie journeys 
are to be found in the reeorda of the 
Royal Geographical Society.

6d), 
which eon tains some of his diaries 
and notes and is illustrated by his 
clever drawings. ^

Impressions Of The Dutch.
Dolman’s first visit was to Cape 

Colony. He was not favorably im­
pressed by the Dutch. Here Is an en­
try in his journal when he was mak­
ing an excursion, in 1844, at the age 
of eighteen :—

There was among the Dutch Boers 
here one who last night had refused 
us any forage for our oxen that were 
dying for want of food, even though 
we offered him double price.

As he was leading his wagon along 
the hard road we had the Infinite sat­
isfaction to see It capsize, and all the 
oat-hay, many hundreds of bundles, 
strewed upon the road and no one to 
assist him.

But there was another side of the 
story, which is faithfully recorded. He 
received very kindly treatment at the 
house of Mynheer De Wet, and also 
at Henrick Buyer’s:—

Our kind entertainer would not on­
ly not receive any recompense for his 
trouble, or for various feeds of forage 
for the teams, hut sent one of his ser­
vants as a guide, while his son drove 
our waggon for some distance (this 
is a great mark of respect), though he 
was one of the wealthiest farmers in 
this part of the Colony.

Dr, Qwethmey's discovery consists 

in the use of geopolimln end mqr- 
Bhlna In a solution of Ep0nm salts. 
The Bpsom salts make It possible to 
obtain the same degree, of Immunity 
from pain with one-fourth to one- 
sixth the Quantity of scopolamin, 
thus reducing the danger of toxic ef­
fects on the child. The treatment is 
completed with ether and oil.

In "twilight sleep" the doctors used 
scopolamin and morphine in a largo 
number of repeated doses, which was 
harmful to the child. By the use of 
one-sixth the quantity of scopolamin, 
Dr. Owathmey finds the psychic relief 
and the freedom from pain as com­
plete as It was before, while danger to 
life virtually is eliminated. The use of 
the term "twilight sleep" Is frowned 
on by the inventor of the new sys­
tem, as it conjures up pictures of 
“blue babies.”

Dr. H. H. Johnson, of Hampton, la., 
reported somewhat similar method, in 
which he has been successful in ap­
proximately 1,000 cases. He uses 
scopolamin, with the addition of one- 
eightieth of a grain of strychnia, five 
minutes before the baby is born 
thereby reducing the chance of a 
"blue baby." He amused the conven­
tion by reporting that, when he gave 
larger doses of strychnia, the babies 
were so frisky that they were hard to 
handle.

Tex., an 
authority cn “truth serum,” described 
his experiments with inmates of

Doctor* are realizing more and 
more that change of weather e.-utse 
change* In the human body, They any 
that aunahlne and rain, cold and heat, 
are Important factor* In our health. 
The atudy of the relation* between 
health and weather has become a new 
science, which I* called "climatology."

Different kinds of weather affect 
different people in different ways, but 
as a rule we feel better when the sun 
is shining. Damp is an enemy of 
health; a cool, bracing day, a friend. 
Doctors frequently order their pa­
tients a "change of scene," and they 
are now learning that the benefits of 
such a change are greater even than 
they had thought, because a change 
Qf scene usually means a change of 
climate as well. Temperature, the 
amount of moisture in the air, the 
height above sea-level—all these 
things can affect our health.

Rays That Cure Rickets.
Not only has weather a direct in­

fluence on our health, but an indirect 
one also. Our lives are arranged to 
suit the weather and climate. Bad 
weather keeps us indoors, and conse­
quently, in winter, when darkness 
hampers our movements in the open 
air, many of us lead unhealthy lives.

Another discovery made by *'cli-. 
matologlsts" is that sunshine ha* a 
wonderful healing effect in such 
diseases as tuberculosis and rickets. 
The direct ray of the sun on our 
bodies form a treatment which is 
being given more frequently every 
yea?. .

In the same way, the study of wea­
ther reports has become of increasing 
Importance In deciding the situation 
of hospitals, sanatoria, and con­
valescent homes.

d post LONDON, Oct. 28 (A.P.)—Although 

another report has been submitted by 
a commission recommending an in­
crease in the number of women po­
lice employed in England, it is pre­
dicted in many quarters that such a 
recommendation will not be speedily 
carried out.

Sweden Ready 
to Supply United 
States With Lumber

STOCKHOLM—(A.P.)—A new and 
important item may soon be added to 
the export trade from Sweden to Am­
erica, according to statements in the 
press by a Swedish .lumber expert , 
the government forester, M. Juhlln- 
Dannfelt, who has returned here after 
an extended tour of the United States 
as an exchange scholar under the 
auspices of tHe American Scandinav­
ian Foundation. '>

The demand* on the forest resour­
ces of America have ’Already become 
so great, says Mr. JuMln-Dannfelt, 
that a lumber shortage ft being in­
creasingly felt, especially In the east­
ern states. Besides, the long haul 
from the region of standing timber 
Involve sufficiently heavy freight 
charges to make imports from over­
seas advantageous. Consequently a 
new market for Swedish lumber is 
opening up and, in' fact, a consider­
able number of shipments have al­
ready been made tp Atlantic porta. 
Spruce, fir, and ptite tomber, espec­
ially undressed materUls, such as 
lath and planks, ha* been absorbed 
easily by the American market, and 
Swedish mills now look for a big 
trade along this line.

QUARTER OF A MILLION MILES

Postmaster-General’s certificate for 
over 41 years’ service. His family has 
been connected with the Post Office 
for the past 66 years, his uncle enter­
ing the service in 1859. His son is now 
carrying on, having started three 
years ago. During Mr. Plowman's 
long service his work has often been 
of an arduous nature, for, in addition 
to the load of heavy mall bags and 
parcels, he often had to encounter 
very severe weather, particularly In 
the winters of -the early eighties. He 
recalls that St. Valentine's Day used 
to be a very strenuous time for post­
men, especially before Christmas 
cards came Into general use, after 
which the custom of sending valen­
tines gradually died out.
