The Road and Bridge Manage-
ment.

Much of our space is taken up to-
day with the report of the Special
Compittee appointed to inquire 1.
to the road and bridge management,
and to examine the books and ac-
counts of the Inspector, and the dis-
cussion which followed when it came
up for consideration i the Council.
After a careful perusal of these, no
one can fail to come to the conclusion
that it was high time for such an in-
vestigation to be made. The report
confirms everything we said on this
subject a month ago, and shows even
a worse state of matters than we
were avare of. We need not go in.
to the details, for these are so clear-
ly and fully set forth in the able re-
port drawn up by Mr. Elliott that he
who runs may read.

The whole of the Road and Bridge
Committee must, to_a certain extent,
be held responsible for this state of
affairs, but after the frank and manly
avowal made by Mr. Raymond, and
after being cognizant of all the facts
as brought out in the discussion and
in the report, no one can fail to come
t2 the conclusion that the blame
rests almost altogetber on the Chair-
man and the Inspector. When the
former accepted the position of chair-
man he undertouk the duty—no
light one we admit--of seeing Shat
the Inspector did his duty properly,
that the work laid out was properly
done, that the appropriations were
properlf spent, and that the books
were properly and correctly kept. If
this was not the work he imposed on
himself, tuen we would like to know
what it was. It is the work of
the Committee to say what
shali be done, and it is the
business of the Chairman jto see
that the paid employees of the Cor-
poration follow out the instructions
he giwves them, as he has bean in-
structed ‘by the Committee. The
chairman has not done this, and the
weak and miserable defence he made
of his conduct 1s most damaging to
his official character, to his sense of
responsibility as chairman of the
mostimportant of all theCommittees,
and as a representative of the rate-
payers.  And not only this, but cir-
cumstances have given a colour to
the suspicion that he was either di-
recting, or letting things take that
turn which might be tor his own per-
sonal benefit.

Mr, McCrae—The gentleman admitted
it at this Board.

Mr, Coffee—I will explain before the
member gets insane, (Luugh gor.) I
told Smith to put the manure on the va-
cant lot near the Lrill Shed, and long
after that I took part of it away at my
own expense. \When the Inspector put
it down as being carted to Coffee’s lot,
he did not know but that it was mine.
It seems to me the gentlemen are very
hard up¥for charges, and that some of
them have dung on the brain, Then
there was another charge about carting
the manure to the hospital. There was
not a load sent- there, nor to the hill,
either, for nothing. Bome of it was taken
there, but the Inspector got the money
for it. It seems that all these men
wanted to find out was bow this stuff
was mis-appropriated.
how the chairman cooked his figures.

Here some more discussion took place
on this point, and Smith’s entries of the
marure ftaken off the street were read
the number of loads being specified, and,
each load charged at 20 cents. The
same charge was'made on thatsaid to be
put on Coffee’s lot, but Mr, Coffee had
already explained that it was carted on
the vacant lot, near the Drill Shed, and
that what he took he carted away at his
own expense.

Mr. Petrie moved that the clause about
this manure be struck out.

Mr, Elliott said no. They had found
it in the books, and it must remain as
one of the results of their enquiry, but
he was willing to accept Mr. Coffee’s ex-
planation.

Mr, Howard said there seemed to be an
attempt of some members fo screen and
cover up the doings of the Committee or
Chairman, He placed very little reliance
on anything the Inspector would say.

On motion of Mr. Elliott, the following
paragraph was added to this clause:—
“T'he Chairman explains that the re- |
moval of manure from the place of de-
posit cost the town nothing.”

On the next claise being read, Mr.
Elliott asked the Chairman how he
signed orders for money without knowing
whether the work was done.

Mr. Coffee—I don’t know. Told Smith |
to look af the appropriations for each |
street ; keep written bounds ; not to ex-
ceed the amount, if possible; but in
some cases he might a little, It was not
my buosiness to watch him.. I gave him
general instructions,

Mr. Elliott—This answer fully bears
out the report. Was this the way for a
Chairman of a Committee to act in the
interests of the Corporation? The man-
ner in which the Inspector had acted and
the way the men worked was the town
talk. When he was wanted they had to
hunt all over town for him, and then he
could not be found. How different was
the work done in St. George's Square,
when he was there overlooking the men.
The town had not got 60 eents in the $
value for their money expended, for a
more dilatory set of men they could not
find, and instead of their head, who was
paid to watch them, doing so, he was
likely in some of the saloons. Yet the
Chairman,'who has to control him, never
comes before the Council and says he is
not fit. He never looked at his books,
and when he signed orders did not know
what he was signing for. It was proved
that $560 more had been spent than was
actually reported, How could things be
done correctly if accounts were not kept.
This was one of the objects of having an
Inspector. He was the Chairman’s ser-

vant, and’it was his duty to see that the |

Iusnal_tor did his duty properiy.

Mr. Coffee — I did see to it when the
mén were working and got their time,
and there could not be very much wrong.
If Mr. Elliott knew all this why did he
not report it before.

Mr. Elliott—Who should know better
than the Chairman of the Committee ?

Mr. Davidson—It was your (Mr. Coi-
fee's) place, not his.

Mr, Coffee—I was not in a position to
know anything aboutit. One class of men
would say the men were all working on
one place, and another class would say
they were on another,  There ‘were ap-
pmnnntxons made last year, and nota
cent of them spent on the place intended.
