mining seasons. In former years every indi-
vidual was looking for and expecting great
events in the mining world which should
make or mar his forfune, prospects were
vague and uncertain, big strikes and large
fortunes were anticipated,every one was con-
sequently uaseftled, dissatisfied with his lot,
eager for excitement, and desirous of some
change. Now things are different, some no
doubt there are who expect great results from
the coming season, but the greater number of
miners and traders in the mining districts
bave moderated their expeetations. The
year will be one of labor and as such will,
in all reasonable probability be better for the
steady advancement of the country than any
that have gone before. We have seen our
city gradually and steadily progressing, and
there is ever that for the
TOUHTE eVeTy vy e marge Yals
rapid progress. of joint-stock
mining companies which until lately have
been practically unknown in these colonies,
will bring to bear upon the gold fields more
capital than individual energy was likely to
devote to what has heretofore been wigely
regarded as a somewhat hazardous specu-
lation. Enough is now known of the gold
fields of British Columbia tc warrant the ex-
| penditure of capital in implements and ma-
chinery for the more eff-ctual working of the
mines. And when capitalists in England
and America see that the practical and ex-
perienced miners, who know what Caribeo is,
are investing their earnings in operations
which must of necessity require much
expenditure of toil, energy, and capital, te be
brought to maturity, they will be inuch more
ready to lend their aid in assisting to devclop
the resources of this country, by providing
the sinews of wardin the shape of capital, to
carry out the plans projected by those whose
skill and intimate knowledge of mining mat-
ters, makes them the best judges of what is
pecessary for the effectual working of the
gold fields. Every hundred pounds that finds
its way to this country for investment will, if
properly applied, be productivo of tenfold
benefit. The capitalist, with a good return
for his investment, reaps his profit; the
miner has the use of the capital and by
the substantial good that it does to mining
prospects generally, the merchants and all

traders feel the beaefit of it in the increased
consumption of every necessary of life. The
working population find with it a wider field
for employment : property owners feel the
benefit of the ioflux of population that is
sure to foilow capital into whatever country it
goes, and with an increasing trade and popula-
tion everyindividual of every grade and every
class in the colony feels the reaction which
follows the growth and prosperity of the
country in which he dwells. Many a struggle,
and many ups and downs may our city un-
dergo, before she reaches the summit of her
prosperity ; but it cannot be denied that the
future upon the whole loeks not only bright,
but safe, and a fair prospect of success awaits
those who are now making their preparations
for another steady mining campaign.

THE LAWS’' DELAYS.

The first Assizes for the year will open
this day in the new Court Heuse. Itisto
be regretted that the administration of the
civil jurisdiction ef this colony should have
been allowed to become so notorious for its
delays that traders who cannot recover their
just dues without having recourse to the law,
will oftentimes prefer losing their money al-
together to putting up with the annoyaunce,
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mortification. and expense of a'suit at law to

recover it. Unprincipled men who nave ob-

| tained credit well know the ddficulties that |
| exist in the way of speedy recssery of claims, |
i and they take advantage of the intricacies of

the law to avoid payment »° what they
owe. This state of things uzturally pro~
duces a want of faith amougst merchants,
and operates to a great e¢xtent as a check
to trade and eommerce; it is utterly
impessible that business can he carried on
without some credit being given, and honest
traders, farmers and mechaniés not unfre-
quently suffer from the evil practices of those,
who presuming upon the immunity that the
tedious delays of the law are likely to afford
them. run up large credits in this city with-
out the slightest 1ntention of: paying what
they owe untill compelled. &:inated as we
are, with a migratory populafion, it is most
essential that a debtor should f#t be allowed
to postpone for an 1indefici¥=: period the
hearing of the cause betwixt Himself and his
greditor.  As the law is nefied stered,
it {8 froe #hat any par WINE moley-e
this eity can, on an} affidavit
debt, be prevented from . leaving )
colony until he has giver bail for his
appearance 1o defend the action which
his creditor may bring against him, but
what follows ? Having given bail for the
amonnt, away goesour debtor rejoicing. He
may be bousd for San Francisco; or,if it
pleases him better, for the Kastern Statee.
He ows a merchant one thousand dollars—
he puts in sufficient bail, instruets his lawyer
that he has a good defence to the action, and
tells him to get the trial postponed as long as
possible. 1lec also instructs the friends who
have become bail for him, to pay the debt
at the last moment, when the patienee of the
Judge is exhausted, and ne further extension
of time will e allowed. Inthe mean time
he enjoys tne use of his thousand dollars, and
actually by the help of a Court of Justice
defrauds hisicreditor of the interest on his
his money, to which he is fairly entitled ; or,
f it so pleesed him, he may take away all
his substance into a foreign country, dispose
of it, and at the end of three or four months
return to try the action. His sureties may
render him to the Sheriff, and thereby release
themselves from responsibility ; and the
debtor, having reposed for a short period in
the Pemberton Hotel, by an act of bank-
ruptcy evades payment of his debt entirely.
We are no advocates for imprisonment for
debt, but for tbe safety of resident traders there
ought to be some alteration in the present
system. If, for instance it was laid down as
an imperative rule by the Jadge, that incvery
case where a defendant bad been held to
bail, the trial would be brought on as speedily
as possible, and no postponem nt would be
allowed without the consent of the plaintiff,
much that is bad in the present
system would be abrogaged. Certainly
there may be iustances in which it may be
just and fair to grant an extension of time,
but when a debtor. finda it necessary to go
LAY, for a’lengthened period, it he were cer-
1Hin’ that' any -ulisettled ‘claims ‘might. be
brought on and heard against him in his ab-
sence, he would be all the more particular in
gettling and winding . up his affairs before
leaving the colony. DBut the delays of the
Superior Court are trifling ;80 those of the

claims below $250. It will hardly be credited
that some cases commenced in Novembaer
have not been and will not be heard until the
middle of this mwonth, and that the list of
causes for trial in January bave not vet been
before the court, and will not be brought on
untii the 16th of Februsry. Wuen they
wili be completed, it is hard' to say.
There certainly is mot so much judicial
work in this colony that one able man
would find any difficulty in disposing of it.
We cannot say who is to biame lor the ex-
isting evils in our courts, but we presume the
lawyers, the judges, and the suitors must all
come in for their share.

We should be glad instead of seecing a
new judge appointed for the small debts
court, to see our present worthy Chief
Justice granted the leave, tc which he will so
soon be entitled—with a liberal allowance
during his absence—with an active lawyer at
a remunerative salary to act for him during
the year or two for which he would take hie
leave, and at the end of that time we should be
able to judge whether the appointment of a
sceond judge were really necessary.

Pure Frexcu.—Not many months ago we
were talen to task by our contemporary for

An Explanation of the Schleswig-Hok-
stein Question.

[FrRoOM THE LoNDON DAILY NEWS. [

Yesterday, the treaty so often referred 1o
as regulating the succession to the Danisk -
crown was issued as a parliamentary paper,
together with copies of “the acts of accession
of the several Courts of Germany and’ En—
rope. The contracting parties to the treatx
were Queen Victoria, the Emperor of Aws-
tria, the Prince P’resident of the French Re-
publie, the King of Prussia, the Emperor of
Russia, and the King of Sweden on the ons
part, and the King of Denmark on the otbes
part.  In the preamble of the treaty it wae
declared that the five first mentioned Powers,
together with the King of Sweden :

‘Taking into consideration that the majin-
tainance of the integrity of the Dutch mon~
arehy, as connected with the gencral intezr-
ests of the balance of power in Europe, is of
high importance to the preservation of peace,
and _tlmt an arrangement by which the sug-
cession to the whole of the dominions now
united under the sceptre ot His Majesty, the
King of Deumark should devolve upon the
male line to the exclusion of females, would
be the best meuns of securing the integrity
of _;hzn monarchy, have resolved, at the inyi-
tation of His Danish Majesty, to conclude a
treaty, in order to give to the arranzements
relating to such order of succession an agi-
ditional pl:dge of stability, by an act of En-
ropean acknowledgement.

_The first clause fixes the order of sucees-
sion. It designates the present King »7?
Denmark as heir in the event of the failurs
of issue male in a direct line from I'red-
erick III.  The second gives the King of
Denmark leave to address the Pomers faz-
ther on the same subject should the extine~
tion of issue male in the direct line from
Prince Christian (the present Ki aB—

The third re—
serves the reciprocal rights and obligations
of the King of Denmark and the Germanic
Confederation  concerning  Holstein and
Lauenburg—* rights and obligations,” it is
added, * established by the Federal Act of
1815, and by the existing Federal right.””

BRITISH TRADE WITH AMERICAN PACIFIC PORTS
AND MEXICO.

It appears from returns issued yesterday
by the Board of T'rade, that the computed
real value of the merchandise imported into
the Upited Kingdom from the Pacific ports
of the United States during the nine months
ending Septemrer 26th was £473,098 against
£341;129 in the corresponding period of last
year, and £604,907 it that of 1861 ; while
the declared value of the’ British marufac~
tures and produce exported to the same
ports during the above period was £345,785
against £234,765 last year, and £330,088 in
1861. The Mexican trade increased in-a
mueh greater proportion—the imports ‘into
the United Kingdom  rising - in- value’ from
$266,957 in the first three-quarters of 1861

| to $340,057 in the like' period " of last year,

and $1,020,572 this year ; while the_ exports

The Mexican question seems in a8iate of
suspension, owing I ‘believe ‘to- the want of
funds to sustain “the scheme 'of a Franco-
Austrian monarchy. ' It is said that Baring
Brothers® are willing. to. farnish-a Mexzican
loan, but that like -the cmbrye. Emperog of
Mexico, they ask a guarantee which there is
some difficulty about. M. Fould wishes to
avoid:a French loan, even by the alternative
of additional taxation, it necessary ;.but-in
the meantime funds are wanting -to. realize
the Emperer's aims in Mexico, The author
of the difficulty is in a fix ; on the one band
he cannot afford to part with his Fioance
Minister ; on the other he cannot withdraw
without loss of prestige from Mexico. The
intelligence that Gen. Banks is at Browns-
ville does not tend to lessen the Emperor’s
Some of
the semi-official Paris journals have spoken
of a loan, as if to prepare the public mind
for it, and the amount mentioned is £12,000,-
000. Some time ago it was said that a loan
would not be needed uniess war occurred ;
but it now seems probable that a loan will be
required for Mexico and another at no dis—
tant period for carrying on the European war

-rhat is evidently impending.

PROJECTED NEW STEAM LINES IN THE PACIFIC,
ETC.

The long agitated question of communica-
tion with the antipodes via Panama, has been
settled by a cantract made by the govern-
ments of New South Wales and New Zea-
land with the Inter colonial. Mail Steam
Packet Company, for a mail service between
Panama and Syduoey, calling at Auckland,
N.Z. Agentsof the two colonial govern-
ments have been here .for some time, and
baving in vain urged the establishment of
this service on the Imperial Government,
though its claims are immeasurably stronger
than that of the Galway mail line, they have
at last acted independently of the mother
country. There has also just been formed a
company for taking over a line of trading
steamers now runuing between Liverpool and
Aspinwall, and extending their operations to
Venezuela and Mexico, and ultimately to
Britisk Columbia and Australia. Of course
California will' not be overlooked in these
arrapgements.

MONETARY EXCITEMENT—DISTRESS AMONG THE
COTTON. WORKERS, '

The money market is unsettled,  owing to
the uncertainty felt as to the inteations of
the Emperor of the French, and the probas
bility of war in Holstein. On Monday there
was almost a panic on the Exchange on its
being known that large remittance of gold
are still required for cotton. Foreign secur-
ities have receded, and everything is ina
feverish condition. Much excitement was
created in the city yesterday by the refusal
of the Bank to discount even ‘first-class
paper at less than seven per cent., which
le\f the private discounting houses to charge
still higher rates. It was ‘hoped a few days
ago that the drain of gold to pay for cotton
was sufficiently mitigated to remove all cause
of apprehension of arother rise in the Bank
rate of discount; but the Economist pre-
dicted on Saturday that it would continue,
and the operations of Monday and yesterday
have proved the correctness of its conclusions.
The mystery is no longer what becomes of
the money, but where the cotton goods come
from that have been exported in large quan—
tities'during the * famine,” while the -facto-
ries have been standing ' idle, and which are

uow being exported in quantities nearly equal

to the exports of two years age, while the
returns of the manufacturers are even larger.
Yet the mills are, for the most part still idle,
and the number of unemployed and destitute
operatives,  reduced during summer. is now
rapidly increasing. - The'inereased demand
for relief, though' it should have been fore-
seen, has been followed by a reduction of the
allowance, which of ‘course bas produced
great discontent. - :

This was said to be
the substance of a communication which
reached the commanding - officer of an artil-
lery force stationed at Ballineollig, ‘and in
consequence of which the guns were loaded
and prepared . for action,. the. barrack~gates
closed, the. guards doubled;. -bull-cartridgeé
served out, and the roads patrolled by troops.
No enemy has appeated, however,and the
alarm’ having subsided, the preparations were
accounted for by the alleged expectations of

arecurrence of a fight-which had: taken place |

between some of the troops and some laborers.
Thie Titfle ncident will serve - to- show how
combustible the state of feeling in Ireland is
supposed to be.. The lale communication
fromy Washiogton relative to the proceedings
of the Fenian Brotherheod seems to have put
the Government on the qui vive, and made
them very susceptible to alarms of this de~
scription.

THE IRISH EMIGRATION—CONDITION OF THE
COUNTRY. *

The exodus from Ireland continues mean—
while at a rate which threatens to leave none
of the COeltic raée to welcome the Fenian
transports that 1 hear are being .anxiously
logked for (if they are long eoming., Mr.

ewdegate,the'tltra Tory and anti-Maynooth
member for North ' Warwiskshire, ascribes it
to free trade, which he says has rendered
farming unprofitable, and caused ‘the land to
be abandoned by its former cultivaters, and
the Board of Trade aecounts a decrease of
exports ; but the dimination of cultivation
has nct been in a corresponding  ratio to the
depopulation, and the decrease or increase of
expeorts.is no criterion of the condition of the
producers.

1
do not know how 10 reconcile these facts with
the increased "impotts into 1reland, which
seem to argue an ameliorated condition of
the people.- We' Know, however, that, im-
proved as their condition may be of late
years, it is "ot dosgood but that it may. be
vastly improved’by crossing the ‘Atlantic, and
of this they are!'kept well informed by their
frsends and relatives who have made the ex-
periment. . When to this we add the still ex-
isting antipathy .of. Celt to Saxon, there is
nothing in the Irish exodus to excite much
surprise.

Drouyn de Lhuys has been pnblished, but
adds nothing of moment to what was already
known. The British Government declined
the Imperial invitation on the ground that
none of the questions to be submitted to the
proposed Congress were likely to be settled
by it, Diplomaey'has already done its best
for Poland and “Denmark, and what
could be done for Italy? The Emperor can
retire from Rome without the sanction of a
Congress, and Austria had given notice that
she would not go to the Congress if Venetia
was to be mentioned, and would retire from
it if that question were introduced withous
notice. Whether the project will be per-
sisted in under the circumstanees remains to
be seen, but if the Congress does meet, I shall
be confirmed in the suspicion that its main
object is in reality the disruption of Tuarkey.
This would ‘aceount for the willingness of
Russia tc go into it,and give a point to a
significant passage in a recent newspaper let-
ter from Paris, in which reference is mads to
events “ perhaps in the East, in which France
and Russia take an interest,” and which may
turn to the ultimate advantage to Poland.”
We get a further insight into what is intended
to be conveyed in an elaborate article in
La Presse, emanating from M. Emile Girar-
din, in which we are told :that the Polish
question is far eagier to settle between Russia

.and France than by a war, however succes-

ful against Russia; and that the interdiet
on the Black Sea, will if need be, the ransom
of the domination which presses upoa Po-
land.

THE POLISH INSURRECTION.

The little progress made by the Russians
in subduing the insurrection .in Northern
Poland, is shown by a dispatch from Wilna,
dated 10th November, whieh is ;published in
the official Invalide. This dispatch, addres-
sed by Mouravieff to the Minister for War,
states that “a band of three thousand men”
has been beaten between the village of; Zel-
ezpna and the river Omula, in the district of
Ploek. All that has been said about the dis-
covery of members, &c.,” of the National
Government has proved to be pure invention,
circulated in the papers of Warsaw, Posen,
Cracow, and Lemberg, by agents of the Rus
sian and Austrian police. The following
paragraph from' the Russian Academy Jour-
nal, which is quoted -as 'deserving peculiar
notice by the Journal de 8¢. Petersburg, shows
that even in Russia no doubt iz entertained
on’this point : * As yet we have not succeeded
in laying hands on a single member of the
revolutionary tribunal, and yet the political
assassinations in Warsaw continue as before,
What makes the search so difficult, is that

Radom., The poor wretched daughter
fainted on the body of her expiring father,
and the Russians, removing it foreibly, left
her insensible. The old bero had faced
death in this year alone 46 times, The bra-
tal Cossacks will have two victims instead of
one—for the poor child, the only one of her
father, is raving mad, and dying fast.

- Whole populations of villages in Lithua-
nia are bemng forcibly transported 'to the
steppes of the Ural. The inhabitants of
Klanyszki, Szaliszki and Szylany, consisting
of 57 families, were thus transported a short
time back. Their property was coofiscated
and sold, and the proceeds applied to the
expenses of the journey. These unfortupate
people having shown some hesitation to leave
their homes, a body of troops was sent to

force them to comply with Mouravieff’s

orders. In Wilna the convoys for Siberia

leave every other Friday. In order to de-

siroy every mark of Polonism in the city,

Moaravieff has ordered all the Polish inscrip-

tions on the shops and at the corners of the

streets to be erased, no more Polish bills of
fare to'be used in the restaurants, the Polish

language to be no longer employed by trades-

men in making up their accounts, and the

official langnage to'be in all cases Russian,

even on seals'and stamps. Mouravieff has

adopted a new system for the imcorporation
Poland ‘with' Russia.  Those who petition
‘the Czar for pardon are 'to be converted into
Pussiane] and 'the'rest sent to Asia. Ad-
drésses’have accordingly been /obfained, peti-
tioniig ‘the CzZar to allow the palatinate of
Augustowo to be incorporated with the Rus-
sian empire. "

The insurgents have lately met with seve-
ral successes. - The corps in the palatinate of
Lublin, under Racki and Cwick, have gained
an important victory at Chelm,andi&nssian
magazine at Krasnystaw ‘has been burat by
Rucki’s cavalry. Prinee Wittgenstein has
been again defeated in the palatinate of Ka-
lisz, and large reinforcements have been sent
him. The news of & captare of a Russian con

voy of 1,400 cwt. of salt is confirmed. The
salt was afterwards sold by the Poles for
45,000 guldens.® They have also captured a
large quantity of tobacco belonging to the
Russians.  These captures are very frequent,
particularly in the palatinate of Lublin,where
numerous small patrols of Polish gendarmes
are constaotly scouring the country. A wo-
man who has been sentenced to be transport-
ed with her five little children, one of whom
was but two years old, has beer imprisened
together with them in the citadel of Zamose,

'because she had not sufficient. property to

keep herseif and her children in Asiatic Rus~
sia.

The following is an extract from a letter,
dated Warsaw, Nov. 10 :=* Three hundred
persots were sent to Siberia: to-night ; this
motning, on: the other hand, the town wore
an aspect of gaiety, the womes appearing, in
accordance with orders, in those extravagant-
ly bright colors which alone are. to the- taste
of savages. Those who ventured to dress
rather more soberly were arrested. An omni.

This lady never bad
anything to do with politics, and was
probably banished because of her wealth.

for the support of the families of the insur-
gents. When her daughters interposed in
her behalf with ‘Berg, on the ground that no
offence had been proved against her, he an-
swered, “If there had_been any certainty
about it, I should have put her to the torture.
There is. therefore, no concealment of the
means which are used to extort confessions
from these unfortunate people, and which,
indeed, are evident from the shirts with spots
of blood on the shoulders sent by them into
the city to be washed. ” The day afterhe
French Emperor’s speech the Russians mock-
ingly- told the women who were asking
mercy for their husbands or sons, to go to the
French Emperor, who will free their rela-
tives and put the Russians into prison in
their place. A woman was captured in the
priating office in Jasna street, and being
offered a thousand roubles or - death as the
price of a confession, she chose the money,
and told of the office in Nieckla-sireet, but
not being able to give any more information,
the was condemned to' receive a thousand
blows with a rod, and died before the fiftieth
blow.. General Berg endeavored to ebtain
an executiener from Berlin, the one in this
city not beiug clever at catting off heads;
but this neighborly favor was denied him, no
ene knows why. Itis said that he is now

THE PROPOSED CONGRESS.

The following correspondence has passed
between Her Mujesty’s Governmens and that
of the Emperor of the French: = e
“ (Translation.) = :
Madam, my Sisfer,—In face of the eyents
which “daily arise and . press themselves on
attention I.deem it indispepsable to impart
my whole thoughts to the Sovereigns to
whom the destiny of nations is confided.
On all occasions when great convulsions
have shaken the foundations and deranged
the limits of States solemn compacts bave
followed to reduece to order the new elements,
and to recognise, while revising them, the
changes that have been effected.
Such was the object of  the Treaty of
Wastphalia in the 17th century, and of the
Negotiations of Vienna in 1815. It isen this
last foundation. that the political edifice of
Esrope now rests; and nevertheless, your
Majesty is not ignorant, it is erumbling te
pieces on all sides. :
If one considers attentively the situation of
the different countries, it is impossible not to
admit that on almost all points the Treaties
of Vienna are destroyed, modified, disres
garded or menaced. Hence there are duties
without rule, rights without title, pretensions
without restraint—a peril the more formid-
able, since the improvements prodnesd by
civilization, which has united peoples together
by an. identity. of material interests, would
render war still'more destructive.
This is a matter for serious reflection. Let
us not delay taking a decision fntil sudden
and irresistible events disturb our judgment,
and draw us in spite of ourselves in opposite
directions. I now, therefore, propose to your
Majesty to 1egulate the present and to secure
the fature by means of 4 ‘Congress.
Summoned“ to the’ throne by - Providence
and the will of the French people, but brought
up in-the school of adversity, it is. perhaps,
less allowable for me than for others to ignore
the rights of sovereigns and the legitimate
aspirations 'of peoples.

Eu-
rope will, perhaps, see'some advantagein the
capital whence the signal of confusion has so
often arisen, becoming the seat of conferences
destined to lay the basis of a general pacifi=
eation.
I take thig opportunity of renewing to you
the assurances of the high esteem and invie-
lable friendship with which | am, Madam,
my Sister, your Majesty’s good brother,
NarorEoN.
