Today’s 
proceedings are regarded as the first 
step toward lasting peace and the re­

As the 
greatest maritime part of the Empire, 
outside of the United Kingdom, it is 
fitting and proper that Canadians should 
give some practical proof of their wil­
lingness tq join in the defence of the 
immense maritime commerce that is car­
ried on under the British flag.

The revolution "that has taken place 
in naval affairs during the -last forty 
years, involves great Changes in the per­
sonnel of the fleets, whether officers 
or bluejackets. No longer is it possible 
to «bake -a man from a merchantman 
and make him immediately, available for 
service on an ironclad. A modern man- 
of-war is a great and very complicated 
machine. The training of a sailor in 
the old days was entirely different from 
what is required now, and to assure 
the Navy doing what, fe requited ot it. 
necessitates that both officers and men 
should be thoroughly conversant with 
the duties they have to perform. What 
skilful and highly trained crews can do 
in modem vessels has been demonstrated 
lately iu ‘the achievements of the Japnn- 
ese fleet at Port Arthur. «Most of the 
officers who bave distinguished them- 
eelves were at English ot American 
naval academies and were noted there 
for their acquirements. They have since 
ycob training -their crews for some year* 
rn anticipation-of the war that h as now 
come, and with results that have -been 
shown during the last few weeks.

“ ‘®x torpedo boats which iwent out to sea the night of March », four of them being .under the 
general command of Captain Mattieussevsch, encountered the enemy’s torpedo boats, followed by cruisers 
A hot action ensued in which the torpedo boat destroyer Vlastini discharged a whitehead torpedo and 
sunk one of the enemy’s torpedo boats. On the way back the torpedo boat destroyer Stereguschtchi, com­
manded by Lieut Sergueireff, sustained damages. Her engine Was disabled and she began to founder. 
By 8 o’clock in the morning five of our torpedo boat destroyers returned. When the critical position 
of the .Stereguschtchi became evident, J'hoisted my flag on the cruiser Novik and went with the Novik 
and tiie cruiser Boyarin to the rescue. But as five of -the enemy’s cruisers surrounded our destroyer, and 
as “ieir battleship squadron was approaching, I did mot succeed in saving the Stereguschtchi, which 
foundered. Part of the crew were made prisoners amd part were drowned. On the ships which partici­
pated in the night attack one officer was seriously, and five others slightly, wounded, but two sailors 
were killed and eighteen wounded. At 9 o’clock fourteen of the enemy’s ships assembled before Port 
Arthur, and a foombardm ent was begun with the heavy guns of their battleship squadron at long range. 
This lasted until 1 o’clock in the afternoon. It is estimated that they fired lÿ4 twelve-inch shells. The 
damage to our vessels was insignificant and they are again ready for battle. Our losses were: One 
officer slightly wounded and one soldier killed and four soldiers wounded. The illumination of»the sea 
by night by the searchlights was most satisfactory, and several times isolated shots from the batteries 
forced the enemy’s torpedo boats to retire. With the commencement of the bombardment at dawn 
the guns of the fortress replied to the enemy’s fire. The crews of all the ships engaged gave proof of 
remarkable coolness in action! Below decks the work of the day followed its ordinary course in 
spite of the shells falling between the vessels and covering them with fragments. A bombardment at 
such a distance must be considered ineffective. The Japanese cruiser Takasago is reported to have 
been seen to suffer serious damage, -the extent, however, it is impossible to ascertain at a distance of 
five miles. Many shells w ere fired at a range of seven and a half miles.’

_Mr. H. W. Wilson, the well-known 
English writer on naval subjects, is the 
author of the following estimate of the 
Russian Baltic eea fleet amd its .chances 
of reaching the Yellow sea in time to 
be of any use. The article appeared in 
the London Daily Mail:

The report that the Russian Baltic 
fleet is starting ih real earnest for the 
Far East must raise the question what

- chance this force -has of arriving off 
Fort Arthur. To give the answer, it is 
necessary to know the composition of 
the fleet, which is re|>orted to be as fol­
lows:

Battleship, modern, Alexander III.
Battleships, older types, Navarin, Bis- 

soi, Alexander II.
Old armored cruisers, Nachimov, Pa* 

miat, Azova.
Other cruisers, Svietlana, Rynda, Kor­

nilov. «£.;
On the way out these ships will pick 

up the small cruiser Almaz, fitted with 
a superb banquet room for Admiral 
Alexieff, which was last reported at Al­
giers; the Osliabya, Din^tri Douskoi,
Aurora, four torpedo boats, and six de­
stroyers. It will then be composed of 
five battleships (two modern) and eight 
cruisers, to say nothing pf the torpedo 
vessels.

On paper, then, it is a formidable 
fleet. But the first dtiitculty is to get 
out, as Russia has no coaling Stations 
whatever on the line of route to the Pa­
cific. There is a clear gap of 13,070 
miles between Krouetdat and Port Ar­
thur, which must be bridged in some 
way.

The supply of coal carried in the Rus­
sian ships’ bunkers is, it need scarcely 
be said, altogether inadequate. The 
•Navarin is known as a great consumer 
of fuel and a very bad- steamer; her ra­
dius with full bunkers does not now iu 
all -probability exceed 3,000 miles. The 
iSissoi, though a better seaboat, has a 
very short allowance of coal, and is not 
good for any great distance. The Alex- 
under II. has an endurance of about 
3,000 miles^ since she has a very old 
type of engine.

j .The Rynda is worst of all, though 
she is rigged and may perhaps be able to 
use sail power. But her coal supply 
•will not take her more than 2,500 miles;

i It will be observed that the ships with 
a supply only sufficient for 2,500 miles 
imay bt hard put to it to cover the 
gaps between some of the stations, even 
if they are given coal everywhere. They 
are certain to arrive with empty bunkers 
in the neighborhood of the scene of war.1

■But they cannot be given coal. In 
view of the fact that England was mulc­
ted to the extent of over £3,000,000 for 
supplying the Confederate cruisers dur­
ing the American civil war with fuel, 
among other, offences, and that this 
award was made by an international 
court;- all the powers.

' appearance ,iu our generation. Dr. 
Draper s book upon the conflict between 
religion and science came first; it was 
published, I suppose, more than thiriv 
years age. Within the last few years 
Dr. Andrew White, of Cornell uni­
versity, the Ambassador of the United 
States iu Berlin, published in two vol­
umes hie work entitled. ‘The Conflict 
of Science and Theology." These 
books mark stages in a great contro­
versy; they serve as measures of the 
change which has occurred in man’s 
thoughts of recent years. Dr. Draper’s 
■book waa polemical; it was animated 
by a spirit resolutely hostile to faith- 
aud, ae might be expected, it dkolayed 
a very timited grasp of religious history 
and principles. Practically it toil no 
cognizance of Christianity in its wider 
and deeper aspects. To Dr. Draper *s 
to Haeckel, the only representative ,.f 
Vhrietianity was the Roman church \11 
other phases of Christian taith were 
practioaHy left out of sight. This vit­
iated the whole of Dr. Draper’s work-

to disenmanate between religion and

WO hooks upon the conflict be­
tween faith and knowledge or re­
ligion and science -have made their 
appearance.in our generation. Dr. 

Draper’s book upon the conflict between 
religion and science came lirst; it was 
published, I suppose, more than thirty 
years age. Within the last few yea re 
Dr. Andrew White, of Cornell uni­
versity, the Ambassador of the United 
States in Berlin, published in two vol­
umes hie work entitled, “The Conflict 
of Science and Theology.” These 
I looks mark stages in a great Contro­
versy: they serve as measures of the 
change which has occurred in man’s 
thoughts of recent years. Dr! D'à pet’s 
book was polemical; it was animated 
by a epint resolutely hostile to faith- 
and, as might be expected, it displayed 
a very limited grasp of religious history 
and principles. Practically it toix no 
cognizance of Christianity in its wider 
and deeper aspects. To Dr. Draper as 
to Haeckel, the only representative if 
Christianity was the Roman church. All 
other phases of Christian taith were 
practically left out of sight. ‘ This1 vit­
iated the whole of Dr. Draper’s work; 
it was juSt neither to science nor to 
religion; an account of internal admin­
istration of the Russian Empire would 
give us very little idea of European po­
litical institutions; a criticism upon the 
Buddhism of Thibet would supply a 
very inadequate idea of the true princi­
ples of Buddhism. Parallel was the mis­
take made by Dr. Draper when he 
estimated .the relationediip of Christianity 
to science by reference to one part of 
Christendom only. But besides this un­
fair limitation in treatment, the spirit 
of the book lacked' that calmness and 
impartiality which justice no less than 
science demands. In this, however, Dr. 
Draper, was not alone; he represented to 
a large extent the spirit and temper 
of lids time. Scientific fedling at the 
moment was somewhat resentful, and it 
spoke in a spirit antagonistic to faith.; 
it was too sure of itself, and it was not 
quite sure of religion; it had not learnt 
to discriminate between religion and 
man’s imperfect presentations of it; it 
was ready to attack, and it was often 
justified in attacking, men’s theories of 
belief; but it too often made the mis­
take of imagining that these attacks 
were attacks upon religion. It made 
the same mistake which the dim rob had 
made in earlier times when she thought 
that she could destroy principles by burn­
ing. so-called heretical books. But pftn- 

easily destroyed, Th

T Slowly as knowledge advanced tineee and 
like superstitious ideas passed a way. The 
«cope of religion, fits interest and pwr- 
gose, were more clearly seen, and with 
this clearer perception men feared less 
the advance of knowledge. They said:

Many of these theories which we have 
connected with religion we now see ha -e 
no connection with religion at all; we 
incorporated .them, with our theology be­
cause we had no scientific explanation 
at hand; but we see that we made a 
mistake in .burdening theology with the 
duty of explaining such matters, and 
we see , still more dearly that it was 
entirely wrong to confuse these things 
witL religion, which concerns itself with 
much higher and more personal ques­
tions than .these.” It is in this spirit 
that Dr. Andrew White has written; 
and though af times, as Î incline to think, 
he fails to do justice .to the difficulties 
of the theologians, yet on the whole the 
tone and -temper of his hook is admir­
able; and it marks the great change 
of which I have epoktn. It realizes 
the value and real claim, of religion; 
it recognizes that it has 5tS place and 
function; and1 it affirms that no changes 
of -theological theory are likely to rob 
men of the strength and solace which 
religion can bring.

So far, then 
Dr. Draper’s 
White’s book serves to show thé im­
proved delations between science and re­
ligion. They no longer view one another 
with suspicious alarm or ill-concealed 
dislike; .they feel that they are likely

HOUGOMONT HERE.

On Tuesday afternoon the tug 
a I'd Holyoke towed the British 
masted bark Hougomont, 2861 .tons reg­
ister, Capt. iLowe, from the' cape to 
Royal Roads, where she will remain un­
til tomorrow, when she will be towed 
to the ocean doqks to berth where the 
steamer' Ping Sueÿ is now discharging. 
The Hougomont is 140 days out from 
Glasgow with a general cargo for Vic­
toria, Vancouver, Seattle and Tacoma, 
the local freight, about 800 tons, being 
consigned lo- Messrs R. P. Rithet & 
Co. The Hougomont encountered a lit­
tle stormy weather rounding the Horn, 
but with that exception the voyage was 
destitute of interest. The run from the 
United Kingdom was made in about the 
average time.

BOMBARDMENT LAW.

It is a deal role in modern interna­
tional law that, in the case of sieges and 
bombardments the inviolability of non- 
military centres, buildings, and non-com­
batants is to be preserved as far as pos­
sible.

Indeed, by the Brussels conference of 
1874 it is expressly laid down tirait all 
necessary steps are to be taken to spare 
as far as posisbie buildings devoted to 
religion, arts, sdeuces and charity and 
hospitals and places where the sick and 
wounded are collected on condition that 
these buildings are marked by special 
signs notified beforehand and easily 
seen by the besiegers.

Thus it is that villages and agglomer­
ations of houses are not supposed to he 
bombarded, provided they are open and 
undefended, fortified places alone being 
liable to siege. ^

At the same time, when 'Paris was 
bombarded without notice by the Prus­
sians, Bismarck, in reply to a remon­
strance, denied that prior notice of bom­
bardment was considered obligatory by 
military usage or required by the tenets 
of international law.

, However that may be. the interpreta­
tion orf It he law is that notice must be 
given beforehand, and our war with the 
Boers saw an advance on the recognized 
role. Not only did the Boers give no­
tice of bombardment, but they facilitat­
ed the removal of the. sick and wounded 
to a safe distance, in so far as they 
agreed to allow a neutral camp outside 
Ladysmith. In the same way a neutral 
state may receive belligerent troops on 
its territory provided these troops are 
kept as far away as possible from the 
seat of war.

Moreover, provided no material or 
personnel of war is carried, a neutral 
•tats may authorize the transport across 
its territory of the wounded and sick 
'belonging to the belligerent forces.

The conflict, therefore, which Dr. An­
drew White invites ns to study is the 
conflict between certain theological the­
ories and advancing knowledge.

One or two illustrations or examples 
may make this plafin. It was the belief 
of many even as late as the seventeenth 
or eighteenth century that witches ex-, 
isted; sigus of madness or such inter­
mittent forms of mental alienation as 
would be classed as lutiacy today were 
regarded as cases of diabolical posses­
sion or of witchcraft; the wretched vic­
tims of disease and misfortune iwere put 
to the test of water or fire; they were 
burnt to the stake or suffered to drown 
The theology of the day allied itself 
with -such views; misfortunes were 
treated as though, jt were wickedness. 
All these views we now know to have 
been only gross superstitions; the cruelty 
with which these unfortunates were 
treated we acknowledge to have been 
caused by ignorant error. This view 
was shared by the whole of Europe; 
it fas not caused by religion, but it was 
greatly intensified by prevalent theolog­
ical theories. ‘ As knowledge increased 
these theories were discovered to he. 
unfounded; and, further, it was safe 
seen that they had no real connection 
with religion. They were mistaken the­
ories, accepted because they seemed- to 
account for facts and phenomena for 
which no other explanation at the time 
was forthcoming. Similarly, evil spirits 
were believed to throng the air, and 
church, bells were consecrated that Wy 
their holy clamor they might frighten 
away the demons from the sacred wall*.

POISONED LEATHER.

It-was impossible to obtain any far­
ther information, but Captain Grant

Unfortunately the wind has 
‘been exceedingly variable for the past 
tew days, and it is considered quite 
probable that the change came too 
rapidly to permit of the Penelope beat­
ing out in time.

Orlando H. Baker, Consul, Sydney/ 
New South Wales, writes :

Jn a recent issue of the Sydney Tele­
graph It is stated that the trade in 
-Australian leather is# threatened with 
extinction on account of the practice 
among tanners m New South Wales of 
poisoning their leather for the purpose 
of giving it weight, though in doing 
so they render the leather almost val­
ueless. To prove tbig it is quoted that 
the annual value of the exports .of 
leather at one,house in Sydney has fal­
len from $400,000 down to $25,000 in 
the past twelve mouths. The same au­
thority says that London merchants hesi­
tate to order leather from New South 
Wales for fear that they should obtain 
this adulterated and unsalable leather. 
It is also charged that the tanners who 
use this compound do it for the pur­
pose of obtaining .unfair profits, know­
ing the effect of' the' chemical used on 
the leather. The adulterant used, ac­
cording to the Telegraph, is known as 
“normlssa,” a salt-like substance. In a 
side weighing, say* 15 pounds, a tanner 
will wqrk in from 2 to 5 pounds or uor- 
missa, which costs about onè-tenth of 
the price obtained for leather.

on THE KOREAN FEOPLE.

The people of Korea are not Japanese, 

and they are neft Chinese. They are 
Mongolian, and have a polysyllabic lan­
guage with a phonetic alphabet. They 
have -a recorded history, of disputed au­
thenticity, which claims for them a con­
tinuous existence as a Korean people of 
about five thousand years, the earlier 
part of which, of course, is shrouded in 
the mists of tradition and fable. As 
early as three centuries ago the Koreans 
had made great progress in the arts. 
They built ships 200 feet long and cov­
ered them with plates of iron, the iron 
being hammered into small plates and 
fastened by small spikes driven into 
the wood. They made woven fabrics 
and were very skillful in metal work, in 
the. fashioning of jewels, aud in the 
manufacture of pottery. They were 
far in advance of their Japanese neigh­
bors, to whom thêy have taught the 
arts of metal-working, pottery-making 
and gttk-weaving. Three centuries ago 
Japan overran the country, and devastat­
ed it, transferred whole colonies of arti­
sans to Japan, and ibrobe down forever 
thé military power of Korea. Korea has 
produced but little literature. Korean 
students have been largely devoted to 
Chinese authors. The native literature* 
consists largely of descriptions of scen- 

aud folk-lore.
people'df Korea may bq 

generally as robust, amiable, in 
pleasure-loving, and given rat 
arts of peace than * the ardors of war. 
They Are agricultural rather thzm com­
mercial. They are kindly aud generous. 
They have nht national religion and 
never have had. Confucianism, so far 
as regards thef worship of ancestors, the 
reverence for parents, aud the dignity 
of the family* has a stronger hold than 
any other fokm of religion. Buddhism 
has always had a languishing existence' 
among them. 8 There is a widespread be­
lief among the people in witches, in 
spirits, "*and- in. devils. There are relics 
of fetieb'ism. The costumés of the men 
and women do not differ widely from 
those in use thousands of years ago. 
The universal costume is cotton cloth, 
bleached and unbleached. In winter 
this is padded .with short staple cottou 
which grows in Korea aud is carded 
Into pads for the purpose of quilting 
the clothing of the people. Their head- 
gear js remarkably varied in form. They 
have a different form ^r a different kind 
of hat for almost every station in life. 
All the unmarried men in Korea are 
called boys, and wear their hair in 
braids down their backs. Marriage may 
take place at any age from twelve up­
ward, and when a boy is married he is 
a man. The women of Korea bavé no 
legal status. A man may have one wife 
juki lur. cniidren are his heirs; but a 
Korean may have as many concubines 
as he may have the ability or disposition 
to support.
